The flag at the Floyd County 
Courthouse was lowered to half mast 
Wednesday night as a show of re­
spect for Floyd Circuit Court Judge 
Harold Stumbo, who died Wednes­
day afternoon. 

ficials were given a December 31 
deadline to pay delinquent dumping 
fees which exceed $180,000. 

David Cooley, who oversees the 
disposal of solid waste for Floyd 
County, said Thursday that all of the 
county's waste is being taken to 
Pritchard, West Virginia, for disposal 
at $23.50 a ton, one dollar more than 
i t costs at the Pike County landfill. 

County officials plan to meet wit11 
Pike County J uclgc-Exccutivc Donna 
Damron at ll a.m. Friday to sec if an 
agreement can be reached concern­
ing the debt. 

Floyd County Judge-Executive 
John M. Stumbo has said that the 
coumy does not owe over $180,000 
because former Pike Coumy officials 
agreed to accept waste from Floyd 
County at a reduced cost because 
Floyd County accepted Pike County· s 
trash when the Garth landfill was in 
operation. 

Stumbo said he and former Judge· 
Executive Paul Patton had agreed 
that Pike County would accept Floyd 
County's waste at a reduced cost, but 
there was no written agreement. 

Terry Spears, Damron's spokes 
man, said Thursday that Friday's 
meeting was at the request of Floyd 
County officials and that Damron 
hopes that some type of agreement 
can be reached which will be benefi­
cial to both sides. 

Floyd County should only owe 
about $130,000 to $140,000, Aoyd 
County solid waste director Bob 
McAninch has said. 

In late December, Floyd County 
solid waste board members voted to 
double residential and commercial 
monthly garbage rates, in part, to 
raise revenue to pay the Pike County 
debt. The rate was raised from S8 per 
month to S 16 and S 14 for senior citi­
zens. The rate increase was effccti vc 
January 1. 

In a handout to solid waste board 
members, McAninch estimated it will

National Guard pitches in 
to help in wake of storm

While most of the county W'l.S 

digging out of the heavy snow left by 
Tuesday's winter storm, several ar­
ea-; of the county remained without 
power Thursday. 

Power outages were reported at 
Eastern, Middle Creek and David, 
Disaster and Emergency Services 
(DES) Director David Chaffin said 
Thursday. Kentucky Power hoped to 
have power restored by Thursday and 
Big Sandy RECC officials said it 
would be Friday morning before 
power is restored, Chaffin said. 

Additional problems with electri­
c::~ I lines were reported Thursday 
when warmer .temperatures caused 

the snow to melt and water on the 
power lines caused them to short cir­
cuit. 

On Wednesday. Kentucky Na­
uonal Guardsmen worked to clear 
tr('es from a road on Lick Branch in 
order to pr6\'lde access to the mdio 
tower for the Kentucky Early Warn­
ing S}stcm. 

Chaffin sa1d Wednesday that be­
cause of downed power lines. the 
warning system tower was operating 
on baHcry power. The warning sys­
tem allows the local DES office ac­
cess to statewide stnte police and 
emergency networks and a direct 
communicution line toll1egovemor's 
office, Chaffin said. 

"It's a warning system across the 
state," Chaffin said. "We can access 

transportation networks to get infor­
mation on road conditions across the 
state." 

Sergeant Darrell Vallet of the 
Prestonsburg ~ational Guard Annory 
said Wednesday that a four-mancrew 
'.'.Orl.:ed most of the day removing 
trees from the road. 

A state of emergency was dec Jared 
in the county Tuesday night so t11at 
guardsmen could assist in transport­
ing medical personnel to and from 
Highlands Regional Medical Center, 
Chaffin said. 

Ovcrull, emergency crews d1d a 
good JOb handling the problems 
caused by the storm, Chaffin said, 
comparing recent events to a blizzard 
last March which paralyzed the 
county for about three days. 

Stumbo, 63, died of cardiopulmo­
nary complications at Highlands Re­
gional Medical Center in 
Prestonsburg. 

Floyd County Sheriff Paul Hunt 
Thompson said Thursday that Judge 
Stumbo was at work on Monday and 
had to leave his office around noon. 
Thompson said Stumbo became ill at 
horne Wednesday afternoon and was 
taken to Highlands. 

Council to review settlement in suit 
filed in 1992 by disgruntled firemen 

Vollctsaid maJOr differences were 
the displays of leadership on county 
levels and the conditions of the road­
ways. 

"A big difference is there was a 
leader in command (who) took cor­
rective action and took control of the 
situation, unlike last time," Vollet 
said Wednesday. "Last time, they 
called the (national) guard on every­
thing. Also, a big thing was the roads 
were clear and the amount of snow 
was less." 

The judge had a history of heart 
problems and underwcm heart sur­
gery several years ago. Part of 
Stumbo's health problems stemmed 
from his heart being located on the 
right side of his chest. 

The Prestonsburg City Council will 
meet in special sesston today, Friday. 
in a last-ditch effort to resolve a fed­
eral civil rights suit filed three years 
ago by members of the city's fire 
department. 

A trial on the issue is slated to begin 
Monday in U.S. District Court in 
Ptkeville. 

The suit, filed by nine frrefightcrs 

in March, 1992, alleges that the city 
violated the fcclcral Fair Labor Stan­
dards Act by refusing to compensate 
the firemen for "on-call time." 

The suit also contends that city 
officials violated t11e firefighters' First 
Amendment righL-; to free speech 
when city council, in April. 1992, 
rescinded a pay mcrea.sc ''in retalia­
tion" to the firemen's decision to take 

the mauer to court. 

The federal civil action seeks dam­
ages for lostc:tmings, u reinstatement 
of wages. aHorney fees and a trial by 
jury. 

Council reportedly will review a 
proposed pre-trial selllement in 
toclay's special meeting in an effort to 
avoid a trial.

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Hillbilly 
dictionary 
is project 
of council

Folks from ll1c hills don't always 
take kindly to bemg called hillbillies 
because of the negative images con­
jured up by television and film. But a 
group of Floyd County hill folk hope 
to clear up the stereotypes by printing 
a hillbilly dictionary wi th a grant 
from a litemcy alliance in Santa Ana, 
California. 

Graphic Arts Literacy Alliance 
recently awarded the Floyd County 
Adult Literacy Counc1l a $1,000 
matching grant to pnnt the book. The 
printer, State Wide Press in Prestons­
burg, "ill provide the matching 
SI,OOO. 

Only ten gmnt-; from 107 applica­
tions were awarded across the United 
States and Canada. Selection was 
based on whether the organizatiOns 
arc direct! y involved in literacy train­
ing; the significance of the printing 
that will be purchtLc;ed; and the extent 
to which the literacy organizations 
were able to acquire matching funds 
or more from their printers. 

The book was the brainchild of 
students in t11c Mud Creek reading 
class. In September 1992,PegSmith, 
JOBS instructor for adult literacy, 
was looking up words in the dictio­
nary that her students called "high 
falutin," such as "labor," when stu­
dent Georgia Wallace began qucs­
tionmg the usage or multisense words. 

Why not say'~ hat you mean? Why 
not say work instead of labor, Wallace 
asked Smith . 

A discuss1on then ensued about 
the usageoflanguagc in Eastern Ken· 
lucky. Because Wallace seemed to 
be .an encyclopedia of knowledge 
alx>ut Eastern Kentucky terminology 
and traditions, one student in the class 
yelled out "let's do a dictionary," 
said Sm1t11. 

They did, and had so much fun 
learning as they worked that Smith 
expanded the concept to include 
classes at Dav1d and at Dri ft. Stu­
dents learned by working on spell­
ings, wnung meanings of words and 
working as a unit, Smith said. Ap· 
proximately 45 students and 5 in· 
structors have been involved in the 
project. VISTA volunteer Vi ... ian 
Whitehead, who has been develop­
ing a reading with children program, 
has occasionally a-;sisted ""ith the 
book. 

The book features SJymgs, old­
fashioned remedies and traditJons of 
the mountains, artwork b}' students 
and personal stones of accomplish­
ment A few of the stories and old-

Half of Kentucky's children 
are ''living on the edge'' 

One out of every two Kentucky 
children is "living on t11e edge" ac­
cordmg to U1e 1993 Kentucky Kids 
Count Report They live m a family 
where any unexpected illness, car 
repair, or large heating bill becomes 
a crisis t11at threatens t11e family's 
ability to buy food or pay their rent or 
mortgage. 

"A family is living on the edge 
when !.heir income is less than two 
times the poverty Lhreshold," accord­
ing to Lori Garkovich, a University 
of Kentucky sociology professor. 
"This means that a couple with two 
children earning less than S28. 700 is 
often only a paycheck or illness or 
major household repair away from 
poverty." 

"'Ibosc who live on the edge of 
poverty also live on t11e edge of fear," 
said Garkovich. "'lbc fear could be 
someone getting sick. tl1c car break­
ing down or being laid off. It is a fear 
t11at t11c children sec in their parents' 
eyes when tllCy open the mail and 
hear in t11e voices t11at argue over 
which bills to pay t11is mont11." 

Gary llansen, an extension soci­
ologisl, cites two major re:l-.ons for 
t11e large proportion of Kentucky's 
children living on the edge. First. 
there has been a dramatic growth in 
single-parent fmnilics. A lack ofhigh­
quality jobs in t11e Slate is the second 
reason. 

"Many of the jobs added to our 
economy during tllC last decade have 
been at, or just ahove, t11c minimum 
wage.a married couple wilh two chil­
dren would necl.l to work three full­
time minimum-wage johs and an­
otllcr part-time minimum-wage job 
just to move away from t11c edge of 
poverty." 

the proportion of children living in 
single-parent homes are worse !.han a 
decade ago, not all the data arc dis­
mal. 

For tlle second year in a row, four 
of the six major indicators tracked by 
KIDS COUNT improved. Infant 
mortality and teen pregnancy have 
decreased from the early 1980s, while 
early prenatal care and high school 
graduation rates have increased. 

According toGarkovicb, "There's 
every mdication that the resources 
the state has invested in hcalthcarc 
and education are producing results." 

The report uses the major indica­
tors of child well-being to rank each 
Kentucky county on its perfonnance. 
The top 20 counties are spread across 
!.he state. With the exceptions of Chris­
tian and Fulton counties in western 
Kentucky, Lhebottom20countiesare 
concentrated in the eastern part of the 
state. 

County data are also provided on 
family composition and employment, 
chi Id abuse and neglect, povc11y pro­
grams and education spending. 

I Jansen cautions Kentuckians not 
to become overly pessimistic about 
the well-being ofllle state' schildrcn. 
"In addition to all the statistics, t11c 
report gives specific examples of suc­
cessful programs Ulat arc making a 
difference in the lives of children and 
families. It also makes suggestions 
on how Kentuckians can act indi­
vidually, politically and as a commu­
nity to produce a brighter future for 
the state's youngest generation." 

The Kentucky KIDS COUNT 
Report was funded by Ule Annie E. 
Casey Foundati0n and wa.-; conducted 
by three Kentucky colleges and Ken­
tucky Yout11 Advocates.

Q-Can I be granted disability 
compensation from the Department 
or Veterans Affairs (VA) for a medi­
cal condition that was directly caused 
by me<hcation prescribed by VA for 
my service-connected disability? 

A-Yes. You should me a claim 
for service-connection for the sec­
onclary condition as being due to, or 
the result of, the original disease or 
injury. 

Q-What is the advantage of hav­
ing my military retirement pay re­
duced by the amount of my Depart­
ment of Veterans Affairs (VA) dis­
ahility compensation? 

A-Disability compensation is not 
subject to income tax, as is regular 
retirement pay. 

Q-During the Persian Gulf War, 
I wa<; on active duty for 89 days. Can 
I count the two days it took me to 
travel from where I was discharged 
to my home to give me the 90 days 
active duty required to receive a De­
partment of Veterans Affairs (VA) 
pension? 

A Yes. Travel time from place 
or discharge to your address of record 
may he counted for pension purposes.

vote a good deal of their public 
time to the pursuit of higher of­
fice. 

On our time and on our money. 
Pan of the solution to lower­

ing the ridiculously high cost of 
electing public officials and giv­
ing all legitimate candidates an 
equal footing must come from 
those who gain the mosl from 
megabucks campaigns. 

The media. 
As a whole, we do a less than 

adequate job of providing voters 
the meat they need to make in­
formed decisions at the polls. 

Too often we find ourselves 
caught up in the glamour issues, 
most of which are non-issues, 
and we fail in our obligation to 
our readers, viewers, listeners 
and, ultimately, the voters. 

Public financing of sound 
bytes is certainly not the answer 
we're looking for, either. 

Real campaign finance reform 
will happen only when we all 
realize that issues and answers 
should be given fairplay regard­
less of who has how much in the 
war chest. 

Only then will money really 
and truly be no object.

And, as if this is not enough to invoke 
voter response. the county garbage 
program is in debt to Pike County in 
excess of $200,000 for disposal of 
Floyd County's solid waste. To pay 
this indebtedness our elected offi­
cials have proposed that funds col­
lected to start the Emergency 911 
Telephone System be diverted to pay 
the County's garbage bilL Of course, 
the 911 S ystcm now cannot be imple­
mented because of the diversion of 
funds. 

No attempt has been made by our 
elected officials or their appointees 
to the Solid Waste Board to explain 
bow the County's garbage disposal 
program reached such a crisis state 
when so much money has been de­
voted to tl1c garbage pick-up system 
over the years. The current situation 
ofthcCounty'sSolid Waste Program 
did not develop overnight-it has 
taken years of unaccountability.

Ethics under fire 
Now the counterattack begins. Associated Indus­

tries of Kentucky, in a suit filed late last month. is 
challenging the consurutionality of the state's recently 
enacted legislative and executive branch ethics laws. 

Specifically. the suit challenges requirements that 
lohhyists identify their employers and report the amount 
of money they spend on lobhying activity. The suit 
argues tllat such restrictions inhibit the constitutional 
rights of free ac;sociation and of petitioning tllc govern­
ment. 

Oddly enough. tlle ba'\ic requirements that the suit 
attach were in effect before either of the two recent 
lav;-. were passed. The new laws merely require more 
detailed reporting tllan h;L, been the practice in the pa<;t. 

Even odder still. a lawyer representing Assocmted 
Industries of Kentucky made one of the strongest 
arguments we've ever heard for strict ethics laws when 
he was dtscussing the suit with tbe Associated Press. 
"It tna\ he that there arc groups of people who cannot 
elleCII\ ely lobby if their idcnttues are disclosed," said 
Lexington lawyer John Leathers.

Good news is bad news. II ow else 

to explain why forccastcrstlincheach 
tunc t11e economy seems to be break­
ing out of its three-year slump? 

"l11c !acts arc these: The recession 
is over, t11c consumer is spending 
money again, the holiday shopping 
season is off to a good start and 1994 
could be the bestycarforthceconomy 
stncc 19R8. 

Yet some analysts seem happier 
when growth is n ll. sales arc slow 
and the unemployment rate is push­
ing 7 percent. 

Partofit is the fear that a full-scale 
business expansion will rekindle ill; 
nation, drive up interest rates and 
make life miserable for bond holders 
and other conservative investors. 

Duttherc may be something else 
at work here We've been singing the 
blues for so long we're beginning to 
like it. 

Sorry to disruptthts gloomy line 
of thinking, but consider: 

The economic growth rate this 
quaner is likely to be well over 4 
percent, tJ1c best in a year and a sure 
sign t11at business is improving. 

Consumer confidence, while 
not booming, shot up sharply in No­
vember, a good omen for holiday 
sales. "Deuer times may well be on 
the way," says Pabian Linden, who 
directs a survey of 5,000 households 
for the Conference Board, a New 
York research group. 

- Consumer spending accounts 
for two-thirds of the nation's eco­
nomic activity, so confidence levels 
arc important. 

Corporate profits are running 
7.8 percent ahead of 1992, giving 
compames t11c money t11ey need to 
buy new equipment. 

-Oil prices have plunged below 
$16 a barrel, lowest in five years. 
111at means gasoline and home heat­
ing oil arc likely to be less expensive 
in future months. 

-The residential real estate mar­
ket in October was the best in 14 
years, with sales of existing homes 
up 10 percent from a year ago. 

-First-time buyers, spurred by 7 
percent mortgage rates, are back in 
the housing market, enabling older 
borne owners to lrade up. 

-Car and light truck sales by 
U.S companies in mid-November 
were 21.8 percent ahead of the same 
period in 1992. 

"This is not to say the millennium 
has amvcd. It hasn't. To cut costs, 
companies are still hiring machines 
instead of people: layoffs continue. 
Ext >rt<> lag because Japan and Eu­
rope arc in recession. Some forecast­
ers think this fall's prosperity won't 
last into 1994. 

But the tendency to expect the 
worst and then act surprised when the 
sky doesn't fall has become a cha­
rade. 

To begin with, the United States 
is-and will remain-the dominant 
player in the world economy, despite 
all those dark forebodings about how 
Japan will someday be No. 1. 

The two weeks I spent in Japan 10 
years ago. when the Japanese 
economy was riding high, convinced 
me of that. "lbe Japanese arc not 9 
feet tall," an American st.'ltioned in 
Tokyo told me. "They have an aging 
population and a massively ineffi­
cient system ofagrieulturc. They have 
serious problems. It's a wonder t11ey 
do as well as they do." 

Deyond that, the Japanese areal­
most completely dependent on for­
eign oil and rely heavily on selling 
abroad rather than selling at home to 
keep their economy humming. With 
exports t.'l.iling off, their stock and 
real estate markets have taken a dive. 

The U.S economy is far from 
perfect. Dut the good news you've 
been hearing lately is just that-good 
news . Why not enjoy it for a change?

Peter Creek Coal Company and Pauline Min­
ing, both of Pike County, were cited Wednesday 
for using as collectors people whose certification 
had been suspended for tampering with dust 
samples. 

Peter Creek Coal Company was fined $50,000 
for four violations and Pauline Mining Incorpo­
rated was fined $280,000 for 28 violations. 

Leeco Incorporated. of Perry County, was 
fined $25,000 for attempting to alter the amount 
of dust collected by the equipment that monitors 
coal-dust levels in t11c mine.
