Privatization of garbage services underway

Beginning Friday, Floyd County's
solid waste department will be oper-
ated by Rumpke of Kentucky, which
will implement several changes for
garbage pick-up.

One area where there are appar-
ently no changes but monetary ones,
is in personnel. Rumpke operations
manager Ron Henke said Wednes-
day that all of the solid waste collec-

tors and mechanics have been re-
tained by the company.

“We've kept the same employees
and gave them a twenty-five cent
across the board raise,” Henke said.
“Plus, in 90 days, they will have full
medical and dental benefits. Morale
is up and I think we should be able 1o
run this thing without a hitch.

“We basically want to restore the
service before all the problems
started,” Henke added.

“It’s going to be a very challeng-
ing and exciting job,” Conley said.
“I’ve been here since my early 20s
and I guess you could say I've grown
with the town. I’ ve been with the city
with the good times and the hard
times. 1 hope I have a pleasant lon-
gevity here.”

Although the new chief is just
getting settled in, he is looking for-
ward to making some changes in the
department.

“We want to give more service
back tothe citizens of Prestonsburg,”
Conleysaid. “We want (o patrol more
in theresidential areas, the city streets
and businesses. We welcome every-
body to the city and we hope they
have a safe trip. We want the citizens
to feel safe walking the city streets.
The people are still number one.”

Conley said Roy Roberts will stay
inhis position as assistant police chief.

Conley, who has worked in the
police department under six different
mayors and various policechiefs, is a
native of Lake Charles, Louisiana,
but his parents live in Garret.. He
came back toFloyd County after serv-
ing a tour in Viet Nam and, after a
brief stint as a park ranger, he joined
the city police force.

“Ithink I'm the only officer lefton
the force who served under Mayor
(George) Archer,” Conley said.
“When a new person comes in, things
are a little different.”

Conley said he intends o stay
aclive as a participant in the Moun-
tain Area Drug Task Force, where
former chief Hall served as chairman
of the board of directors. The
Prestonsburg Police Department is
one of two city police departments
and six county sheriffs that serve on
the board of the drug task force.

Conley, 50, lives in Prestonsburg.

Mayor Fannin said Thursday that
he received a letter from Hall's phy-
sician Wednesday. He said Hall had
asked 1o step down from his position
as chief, but he did not exepet it this
S00N.

The mayor said he chose Conley
because of his experience and the
length of time with the department.

» Three, thirty-two gallon cans
limit or six thirty-gallon bag limit per
household per week.

* Rumpke employees will not lift
anything over 75 pounds.

* Rumpke employees will not
dump S55-gallon plastic or metal
drums. They will pull bags outof the
drums. Please place the drums on a
wood base off of the ground and
punch holes in the bottom of them so
that if any water gets in, it will drain
out. Please cut out an oversized re-

Mining inspectors to plead guilty
to extortion; Crum will stand trial

Two federal mine inspectors, in-
cluding a Floyd man, are expected to
plead guilty to charges that they tried
to solicit bribes from coal operators
for favorable inspection reports.

EdwardL. Kendrick, 57,0f Melvin
and John W. Banks, 49, of Pike
County, will be rearraigned on
charges of extorting bribes from coal
operators. Judge Joseph Hood en-
tered orders Tuesday in U.S. District
Court in Pikeville for the
rearraignments. At their initial ar-
raignment on the charges, the men
pleaded not guilty.

Clifford Crum, 58, of Allen, who

is also a federal mine inspector
charged with taking a bribe, is set to
be tried on an extortion charge July
11.

Crum allegedly accepted a $200
bribe from a coal operator on May 9.
Crum has denied the charge.

Also charged in the scheme i5 a
former stale reclamation inspector
from Letcher County. James W.
Morgan, 49, of Ermine, is also ex-
pected to plead guilty to charges
against him. Morgan and Kendrick
were set 1o be tried on July 12and 13,
but the two will be rearraigned on
extortion charges on July 12.

The inspectors were indicted by a
federal grand jury in May on the
charges. The men are accused of ex-
torting money from coal operators in
return for overlooking safety viola-
tions,

Kendrick allegedly extorted
$1,300; Banks $2,000,plusadditional
items; and Morgan received $1,000.

U.S. Attorney Tom Self said no
deal had been made (o give the mena
reduced prison sentence in exchange
for their guilty pleas. He added that
the extortion investigation is con-
tinuing, but declined to say if any
other indictments are expected.

City gives
final okay
to revised
policies

There will beno tax on bank shares
in Prestonsburg, at least not this fis-
cal year, as the city council decided to
hold off a final vote on the ordinance
and have further discussion in the
revenue and finance commiittee.

The council, which met in a spe-
cial meeting at noon on Wednesday,
decided to wait on a final vote after
listening to opposition from Burl
Spurlock, President of First Com-
monwealth Bank, who noted that the
tax would not apply to branch offices
of banks, such as Pikeville National
and First Guaranty.

Spurlock told the council that the
tax does not give banks whose main
offices are located in Prestonsburg “a
level playing field.”

“I think its unfair to position this
tax on First Commonwealth,”
Spurlock said, “because it's not go-
ing toapply equally to First Guaranty
Bank and it will not apply equally to
Pikeville National.”

The council, however, noted that
Pikeville does impose this tax, which
pertains to Pikeville National Bank,
but said they were not sure if Martin
imposed this tax as well,

Spurlock added that the tax also
does not apply to credit unions or
small loan companies, companies
First Commonwealth and The Bank
Josephine compete with every day.

If the tax was imposed, Spurlock
said, the money to pay it would have
to come from some source, adding
that First Commonwealth “has been
very actively involved in civic af-
fairs."

“Y our bank has been here formany
years, as long as I can remember, and
has been very community- !
councilman Hansell Cooley tolé
Spurlock, “and I for one would notbe
for imposing something that would
cause a hardship on First Common-
wealth without doing a little more
research on it

Because the students were cam-
ing a grade for the course, they did
research, gathered data and inter-
viewed local health care providers,
They wrote term papers and deliv-
ered oral presentations about what
they leamed.

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Scenes from Southern
Highlands make up exhibit

An exhibit of the black-and-white
photographsof Paul N. Allenissched-
uled at Prestonsburg Community
College, PCC art instructor Tom
Whitaker announced this week.

Included among the photographs
are scenes from a wide area of the
southern mountains—from the North
Carolina Blue Ridge to the Ozark
Plateau of northwest Arkansas, Most,
however, originate from Eastern Ken-
tucky with Floyd and surrounding
counties most frequently represented.

Many of the images were taken
from the early 1970s to the mid 1980s
when Allen worked at The Floyd
County Times.

“I'd always appreciated the rug-
ged beauty of this place so when I'd
be out taking news pictures, you
know, of a ‘swearin’ in’ at the court-
house or a train derailment or some-
thing like that, I would almost always
see something that struck me as inter-
esting or impressive from a scenic
standpointorjust plain *purty,”™ Allen
said. Many of the photographs ap-
peared on the pages of The Floyd
County Times.

Having accumulated hundreds of
negatives from his years at the paper,
Allen only began to print some of
them again relatively recently in a
basement darkroom at the home of a
brother-in-law in the mountains of
North Carolina.

“It was fun to see these scenes
again, particularly since several of
the sites have been altered or de-
stroyed outright over the years,” Allen
commented. “So, with my brother-

in-law John Heinze willing to cut
matting material and mount this stuff,
I thought some other people might
enjoy them as well."

More recently photographed
scenes from other parts of the high-
land South are included in the ex-
hibit, not only for variety, according
to Allen, but also as a means of un-
derscoring the fundamental similar-
ity which links widespread sections
of the southern highlands.

The exhibit can be seen at the
Prestonsburg Community College Art
Gallery in the Magoffin Building from
July 5 through August 30. Gallery
hours are from 8 a.m. to 6 p.m. Mon-
day through Thursday and from 8
amm, to 3 p.m. on Friday.

The Kentucky Transportation Cabinet has come
up with a new program to help motorists find tourist
attractions in the state.

Notes on gambling

Consider studies on lottery, casinos

Poor people spend more on the lottery than those
who are rich, And African-Americans spend more
on scratch off tickets and lotto numbers than whites:

Those were the primary findings of the Kentucky
lottery players, conducted by the University of
Louisville's Center for Urban and Economic Re-
search. They were no surprise.

Various analyses of those who frequent lottery
outlets have come to the same conclusions. The
lottery siphons money more heavily from poor and
black neighborhoods. In Kentucky, those who play
the lottery and eam under $15,000 a year spend 25
percent more cach week than those who play and

make more than $35,000 a year ($9.23 a week
compared to $7.36). African-Americans who buy
tickets spend 65 percent more a week than gambling
whites ($12.35 compared with $7.48).

People will be able to come to all kinds of moral
conclusions and pop psychological musings about
these findings. Those who oppose gambling will cite
it as proof that gaming is a burden on the poor.
Lottery supporters will say it's impossible o regu-
late human behavior. After all, cigarettes and booze
are also a waste of a poor person's money; should
only the rich be allowed to smoke or take a sip?

Both are right. And so the best that can come from
the U of L study is a promise from the Kentucky
Lottery Corp. that its advertising will not be de-
signed specifically to increase sales among black or
poor players. There is a tendency among all busi-
nesses Lo sell to the most willing buyers. In this case,
the lottery corporation should restrain a natural
instinct to exploit those who are least able to afford
the luxury of gambling.

Al the same time, Kentuckians should remind
themselves that gambling is not the industry that can
lead this state to a prosperous future. As casinos
spread across this country like dandelions, econo-

mists have been making closer examinations of

gambling and its effects on local economies.

‘What they've found should come as no big sur-
prise. Gambling has certain external costs. Traffic
increases. Money is shifted from other businesses to
the casinos. Crime can blossom. And the productiv-
ity of workers can drop.

If every state legalizes gambling, and slots be-
come as easy to find as Dr Pepper machines, the
costs of thisnew industry could outweigh its benefiits.
Compulsive gamblers will become commonplace
and money will be drained from department stores
and automobile showrooms into the unproductive
coffers of the casinos. Universal gambling, accord-
ing to one economist, would cost the nation about
$200 per person per year — or about the same as the
price tag for the cleanup from the Hurricane Andrew
each year.

The added tax revenues that come from casinos
may look attractive. And Kentucky may yet decide
to legalize casinos for that reason. But as states
consider such a choice, they should bear in mind that
no benefit comes without costs. Gambling is no
exception. — Lexington Herald-Leader

Declaration of Independence
established a contract between
Americans and their
new government

In July 1776, John Adams wrote a
letter to his wife Abigail in Massa-
chusetts. He wanted her to know about
an important vote that he’d just cast
in Philadelphia as a member of the
Continental Congress.

The subject of his letter was the
passage that day of something that
would be called the Declaration of
Independence.

Adams wrote his wife thata single
day inJuly 1776 would be honored—
in his words—"as the most memo-
rable in the history of America.”

That's a remarkable prediction to
make about a nation that didn’t even
exist.

Other predictions that Adams
wrolte to his wife about that special
day inJuly 1776 were right on target,
100:

“It will be celebrated by succeed-
ing generations as a great anniver-
sary festival. It ought to be solem-
nized with pomp and parades, with
shows, games, sports, guns, bells,
bonfires and illuminations . . . from
one end of the continent to the other

. . from this time forward.. . . forever
more.”

John Adams got only one major
detail wrong in his amazing predic-
tion—he had the wrong date.

He wrote his wife that he could
foresee those parades and fireworks
happening every yearon July 2. That's
because it was on July 2, 1776, that
the Continental Congress, meeting in
a secrel session, actually voted on the
Declaration of Independence.

However, we celebrate the Fourth
of July as opposed to July 2 for two
reasons. Most legal documents take
effect when they are signed, which in
this instance was July Fourth. More
importantly, that was the day the del-
egates came out of their secret ses-
sion and shared that incredible docu-
ment with the entire world.

The Declaration of Independence
established a social contract that
specified the proper relationship be-
tween government and the people.

In this country, the people coant.
What’s important is the involvement
of the people in managing their own
affairs, not governmental bodies
making decisions in secret. But, even
the best elected representatives can
forget that government is the servant
of the people.

Many of the 3.1 million members
of The American Legion believe our
own govemment needs to be re-
minded—rightnow—about how that
relationshipis supposed to work. The
issue is the protection of the Ameri-
can flag.

Just five years ago, the Supreme
Court ruled that burning the Ameri-
can flag is a form of political expres-
sion protected under the First
Amendment’s free speech clause.

That decision outraged millions
of Americans who see the flag as a
sacred symbol of our country, our
values, and of the brave sacrifices
made by our men and women in war-
time.

Ever since, we've been working
throughout The American Legion at
what we call the “quiet revolution.”

And so far, 44 state legislatures—
representing more than 90 percent of
the American population—have for-
mally passed resolutions asking Con-
gress to amend the Constitution to
allow the states and the federal gov-
emment to enact laws to protect the
flag from physical desecration.

Our “quiet revolution” is becom-
ing louder. In the months ahead, we
will ask for your support and your
voice. You will be asked to join the
Citizen's Flag Alliance, abroad-based
coalition of Americans from every
part of the country who want to see
the flag protected.

“Old Glory" is precious to me. So
is the idea that government should be
answerable (o the people.

We're hearing more these days
about the search for values in
America. If we need to find values,
we can start with the values laid down
218 years ago in the Declaration of
Independence:

“We hold these truths to be self-
evident, thatall menare createdequal,
that they are endowed by their Cre-
ator with certain unalienable rights,
that among these are life, liberty and
the pursuit of happiness. That to se-
cure these rights, governments are
instituted...”

That's still the best statement of
who we are as a people, what we hold
dear, and what we will fight to pre-
serve.
