Dr. Warren Tiller 

New dean 
will wear 
many hats

Dr. Warren Parker Tiller's thirty 
years experience as an educator. 
mostly in Eastern Kentucky, has 
ranged from being a teacher in a one­
room school to college professor to 
superintendent of an independent 
school system. 

Last week Dr. Tiller began a new 
phase in his career when he asswned 
the role as dean of Mountain Chris­
tian Academy (MCA) in Martin.

Water woes continue to 
drain Martin finances 

Runaway boat 
runs circles 

around rescuers by Susan Allen .

Money woes in the water depart­
ment continue to plague Martin city 
officials and they are scrambling to 
fmd a way to make the system fman­
cially solvent 

A large debt to the city of 
Prestonsburg for water and mounting 
delinquent accounts are putting the 
system in dire fmancial straits and 
city officials are trying to get a handle 
on the situation. 

AtWednesday'scitycouncilmeet­
ing. council cut short discussions on 
a rate increase for water service sug­
gested by Mayor Raymond Griffith. 

Instead. council wants to get a 
detailed fmancial account of the wa­
ter deparunent's finances and pro­
posed changing the billing cycle. 

Councilman Everett Akers was 
upset that officials are unable to get 
detailed information from the city 
water departmenL 

''We need to get somebody in there 
to tell us what's going on. We need to 
hire somebody to do it. even if it 
means cutting the clerk's hours back. 
We have to if we're going to make 
iL" 

Akers reported that the city owes 
over $11 ,000 to Prestonsburg for 
water. 

Council has been trying to get the 
past due OC(;OUOt to Prestonsburg paid 
for several months. They voted to 
pay the debt in May, but there was not 
enough money in the water 
department's account to pay the bill. 

Councilwoman Hazel Robinson 
asked Mayor Griffith what was hap-

pening to the water deparunent's fi­
nances. 

"How does it get this way?" 
Robinson asked. "What is happening 
to the money? It's not righL It's get· 
ting worse all the time. r d hate to 
raise people's water (bill)." . 

Mayor Griffith replied that he did 
not know what was happening in the 
water department. but added that 
something needed to be done. 

"It ain't going to get no better if 
something ain't done," Griffith said. 
"There has got to be some changes 
made if we're going to make it." 

When construction is fmished on 
a new sewage tteabnent plant. city 
officials will be faced with repaying 
a loan of over $1 million. In order to 
do that, the city's water and sewer 
departments will have to be on solid 
fmancial ground. 

Thousands of dollars in outstand­
ing water bills are owed to the city 
and the mayor held out very little 
hope that those monies can be col­
lected. 

"People are not paying their bill

Apparently all the claims made in 
a federal lawsuit filed against the 
Floyd County Board of Education by 
three employees last June were not 
dismissed Monday. 

U.S. District Judge Joseph Hood 
dismissed claims of alleged due pro­
cess violations against $fee board 
members and superintendent Steve 
Towler, but did not dismiss the claims 
of alleged First Amendment viola­
tions against the entire board and 
Towler. 

Pete Grigsby Jr., Tommy Thomp­
son and Wayne Ratliff sued the board 
last year after their jobs were elimi­
nated under a district-wide reorgani­
zation plan. The three claimed that 
their due process rights were violated 

and that they were being retaliated 
against because of their political af. 
filiations. 

Judge Hood dismissed constitu­
tional due process claims against 
former board members Hattie Owens 
andRobertisaacandcurrentmember 
Brent Clark. The due process claims 
are pending against board member 
Eddie Patton and former board mem­
ber Eddie Billips. 

State claims of alleged due pro­
cess violations remain pending 
against the board members and 
Towler. Also pending against the 
board and Towler are the alleged 
claims of First Amendment viola­
tions. 

During a preliminary hearing 
Wednesday in Pikeville, Judge Hood 
indicated he would set a trial date 
soon on the pending issues.

and these are roles he has perfonned 
before, but in a public school setting. 

During an interview at the acad­
emy this week, Tiller talked about 
how being dean of a private Christian 
school brings his experiences as an 
educator full circle. "I have 30 years 
experience in education up to this 
point," he said. "I always wanted to 
work in a private Christian school 
setting." 

Although born in a coal camp in 
Buchanan County, Virginia. and later 
educated in nearby Wise County, 
Tiller was destined to spend most of 
his career in Eastern Kentucky. He 
received his undergraduate degree in 
history, English, and political sci­
enceatPikeville College. He remem­
bers well his first teaching job thirty 
years ago. 

"I began teaching in Pike County 
at Belcher Hill, a one-room school 
near Elkhorn City," he reminisced. 
"Every day I rode across the river in 
a boat to get to school. I had 17 
children .. .It was a joyful experience 
teaching children in a one-room 
school. .. we had recess together and 
lunch together." 

Tiller taught there for a half a year, 
and then was transferred to Elkhorn 
City High School to replace a teacher 
who was killed in a car accident The 
Belcher Hill school was closed and 
his fonner students were transferred 
to Elkhorn Elementary School. 

The next few years Tiller held 

teaching positions at Hellier High 
School (now Millard High School), 
and Pikeville High School, then he 
took time out to obtain a master's in 
history from Union College in 
Barbourville. He became an instruc­
tor at South Williamson Community 
College in West Virginia. Three years 
later he stepped into his flrst job as an 
administrator when he became prin­
cipal at Pikeville High School. 

Next, Tiller took on the job of 
instructional supervisor and federal 
program director for the Pikeville 
Independent School District For 13 
years he was in charge of the district's 
special education program, the Cb~ 
ter One math and reading programs, 
and summer programs, as well as 
other federal programs. During this 
time, he also earned an education 
specialist degree in Administration/ 
Supervision from Morehead State 
University. After a year's leave of 
absence to study at East Tennessee 
State University, Tiller earned his 
Doctorate ofEducation, a goal he had 
set for himself when he was a student 
at Pikeville College. With doctorate 
in hand, he was hired as superinten­
dentofJenkinsindependentSchool 
District, a position he held for four 
years until his retirement. 

Tiller and his wife Ann, live in 
Pike County and are active members 
ofPikevilleFirstBaptistChurch. The 
couple has two children, a son who is 
26, and a daughter who is 13.

Department to let the boat run out of 
gas. 

Because the incident happened 
before dark, no lights were used on 
the boat, and as nightfall approached, 
the 2,000 lb. aluminum vessel be­
cameapotential "torpedo," said Harry 
Adams, a member of the Floyd 
County Rescue Squad. Adams said a 
heavy fog had also fallen and the boat 
could not be seen. 

Adams and rescue squad captain 
Dwight Crider decided it was "no 
good just to sit there and warn other 
boats away," Adams said. 

The two maneuvered their boat 
toward the circling craft as close as 
they dared in the fog and the dark. 
They had to kill the engine of their 
boat and be within 50 feet of the 
iuirhanned boat bef<Xe they could

locate it by the sound of its motor. 
They maneuvered the unmanned 

boat toward a tree bmnch laying near 
the top of the water by using the force 
ofthewavescreatedbytheirboatand 
other boats in the area. The back end 
of the boat lodged on the branch, and 
the vessel was temporarily stopped. 

Adams hopped aboard the boat 
and shut it down. Rumor later spread 
that Crider had brought the rescue 
squad boatalongsidethecircling, out 
of control boataridAdams had leaped 
the distance. 

Crider and Adams towed the boat 
to shore around 1 a.m.

Official orders mining 
decision reviewed 

The nation's top mining official has asked Ken­
tucky to review a decision that allowed auger mining 
under an Eastern Kentucky couple's property without 
their consent. 

Robert Uram, director of the U.S. Office of Surface 
Mining, announced the review Tuesday in a letter to 
Kentuckians For The Commonwealth, a statewide 
citizens group. The group had criticized a decision 
made June 6 by OSM Deputy Director Ed Kay to allow 
mining under the Pike County property of Robert and 
Shelby Dworak. 

KFfC members argued that the Dworaks' permis· 
sion was required before the mining could start. But the 
state granted Marpike Coal Co. a permit without con­
sent because it wasn' tentering the seam on the Dworaks' 
property. 

The state said the portion of the mining under the 
Dworaks' land was deep mining. In ruling on the 
couple's complaint, Kay found that federal law was 
unclearonaugerminingandupheldthestate'sdecision. 

Uram said he had asked state Natural Resources 
Secretary Phillip ShepherdandDaveRosenbaum, com­
missioner of the state Department for Surface Mining . 
Reclamation and Enforcement, to "take a second look' 
at how Kentucky is administering the provision of 
Kentucky law regarding auger mining." 

Uram wrote the letter about a week after KFfC 
members demonstrated at the agency's Lexington of­
fice and demanded Kay's decision be overturned. 

"Once I have had the benefit of this review, I will 
decide what further action, if any, OSM will take to 
respond to your petition," Uram said. "We do not 
intend to mtdermine in any way the protections granted

Given that pragmatic ap­
praisal, Clinton properly urged 
Moynihan and Packwood to explore 
possible compromises. But Clinton 
also was right to repeat his insistence 
thathealthcarerefambebuiltaround 
universal coverage. 

Coverage for all Americans is fun­
damental to health care reform for 
moral. economic and social reasons. 
Morally, most Americans have come 
to believe strongly that 
everyone should have access to high­
quality basic health care. Economi­
cally, universal coverage is essential 
to bringing health care cost incr~s 
under control; so long as millions of 
Americans remain underinsured and 
uninsured, cost shifting will continue, 
leaving a mechanism for unwarranted 
price inflation in health care. 

Socially, universal coverage is 
essential to achieve Clinton's goal of 
ending "welfare as we know it." Con­
cem about losing health care beneflts 
is the single most important influ­
ence that entices people to remain on 
public assistance longer than they 
should. 

On welfare, they and their fami­
lies get Medicaid covezage; off wel­
fare and in low-paying jobs, most 
don't get any health beneflts at all. 
For many people, that makes the 
choice simple. Without universal 
health care covemge, Clinton can kiss 
effective welfare reform goodbye. 

Employer mandates and univer­
sal coverage are not synonymous. 
But unless the nation moves to a tax­
flnanced, single-payer system like 
Canada' s-or fmds a way to require 
all Americans to ensure they are cov­
ered individually-mandates are the 
surest and quickest method to get to 
universal coverage. 

They're also a proven method, 
since most American workers already 
enjoy tax-free health-ca..e beneflts 
principally financed by their employ­
ers. 

Opponents of mandated ben­
efits-mostly Republicans-thus 
oppose the idea of extending to un­
protected workers-mostly lower­
paid people in small businesses­
benefits that better-off Americans 
have enjoyed for decades. It brings to 
mind efforts early in this century to 
end child labor, to regulate hours and 
wages, and to ensure worker safety. 
Those efforts also sparked powerful 
opposition from people with a vested 
interest in the unreasonable exploita­
tion of their fellow human beings. 

Perhaps Moynihan and Packwood 
can avoid employer mandates and 
still achieve universal coverage within 
areasonableperiodoftime. But if the 
senators fail, Clinton should stand 
with House Democrats and their 
strong support for employer man­
dates. Clinton has indicated a remark­
able willingness to compromise. But 
he cannot yield OJ! universal cover­
age, without which there can be no 
health care refoml deserving of the 
name.

The state and federal governments 
awarded a total of $9,936,045 in 
grant money to Kentuckians. 

''The program targets families that 
have to pay a major portion of their 
limited income for heating and cool­
ing," said Social Insurance Commis­
sioner John Clayton, whose depart­
ment oversees weatherization. 

In general, families with total in­
come under 125 percent of the fed­
eral poverty guideline are eligible. 

For example, the current poverty level 
forafamilyoffouris$14,800, so 125 
percent would be $18,500. 

Anyone who thinks they might be 
eligible should check with the local 
agency, said Pat Bishop, energy as­
sistance branch manager. 

Weatherization funds come from 
three sources: $4,465,590 from the 
U.S. Department of Energy; 
$3,573,455 from the Low-Income 
Home Energy Assistance Program; 
and $1,897,000 from the Energy As­
sistance Trust Fund created when the 
state received court-ordered rebates 
from the petroleum industry. 

The Big Sandy Area Community 
Action Agency serves Floyd, 
Johnson, Magoffm, Martin, and Pike 
counties.

Those in emergency need, who do 
notreceive government or other forms 
of assistance, such as food stamps, 
may, in instances of emergency, be 
eligible for free food and clothing. 
Clothing is also available at low cost 
for those who can afford to pay prices 
ranging from .25 up to $5. 

An application for assistance must 
be completed before assistance can 
be given. The application is reviewed 
and may be verified through home 
visitation, contact with applicable 
government agencies or other appro­
priatemeans.Assistanceforfoodand 
clothing is only available to an indi­
vidual or particular family on a once­
every-ninety-days basis. 

In addition, the Helping Hand, for 
the last seven years, has sponsored a 
back-to-schoolprogramhelpingpro­
vide low income children with new 
underwear, socks, clothes, shoes and 
school supplies.
