As currently designed, the PHS 
renovation will address the top con­
cern of state. and local officials and 
clear the way for funding by the state 
School Facilities Construction Com­
mission (SFCC). 

Using a "wrap-around" approach, 
new construction will create a natural 
barrier against flooding, the primary 
obstacle in the use of SFCC funding. 
The School Facilities Construction 
Commission restricts funding for 
projects in flood plains to 25 percent 
of the total cost 

As designed, though, the renova­
tion at PHS will make the funding 
restriction a moot point New con­
struction will completely surround 
the existing school at a level above 
the 100-year flood plain. The new 
area will serve as a "flood wall,"

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Police-are 
quick to 
respond 
to e~cape

Within 24 hours of their escape, 
two prisoners from the Otter Creek 
Correctional Facility were back in 
custody after being found about four 
miles from the prison . 

Harold Stewart, 26, of Harlan 
County, and Christopher L. Gordon, 
21, of Barren County, were appre­
hended at Melvin by sheriffs deputy 
Bill Howell and Wheelwright police 
chief David Dotson and patrolman 
David Gray. 

The two prisoners were reported 
missing after 11 p.m. Saturday night 
by Wheelwright prison officials. 

Stewart's and Gordon's escape is 
the second walk away from the prison 
in about a month. Three prisoners 
walked away from the facility on 
February 19. Michael Ackerson, 39, 
and James Cox, 19, were caught sev­
eral days later. Larry Rigdon, 22, 
remains at large. 

Sunday evening, police received a 
report that two men were walking 
along the roadway at Melvin. Offic­
ers decided to search along the rail­
road tracks in the Melvin area using 
the sheriffs department dog, Dingo. 

Deputy Howell gave the dog an 
article of clothing belonging to one 
of the suspects and the dog tracked 
the scent down the railroad tracks 
where Stewart and Gordon were spot­
ted oo the railroad bridge near Melvin 
Grade SchooL

Public defender talks funny, 
but takes his job seriously

One of Floyd County's newest 
public defenders has been called a 
prosecutor's worst nightmare, but to 
his clients, John Delaney has to be a 
dream come true. 

Delaney, a tall, slim attorney with 
a funny accent, began showing up in 
Floyd District Court almost a year 
ago and started building his reputa­
tion as one of the most hard working, 
best prepared public advocates to hit 
this county in a long time. 

Being a public defender is not a 
popular career move for many attor­
neys. Most lawyers who work for the 
Department of Public Advocacy are 
usually underpaid and overworked 
with heavy caseloads. Attorneys are 
assigned clients who cannot afford 
their own legal representation and 

dozens of cases can be assigned by a 
judge during one morning of arraign­
ments. 

It wasn't uncommon for Delaney 
to defend his clients, charged with 
misdemeanors in district court. with 
all the vigor most attorneys defend 
those charged with more serious 
crimes_ 

Probably what makes Delaney, 35, 
so good at what he does is simply that 
he loves his job. 

"For people to be really good at 
their jobs, no matter what is, I think 
you have to love it; you have to have 
some kind of passion for it," Delaney 
said. "I love my job. I love being a 
public defender, it's the best job I've 
had. I get to do trials. I get to be in 
court. I love to do trials. It's the most 
fun thing about being a lawyer." 

Now Delaney has moved to de­
fending cases in Floyd Circuit Court 

where persons are charged with more 
serious crimes. 

One of the most pressing needs 
Delaney and others see for Floyd 
County is that a full-time public 
defender's office needs to be estab­
lished in Floyd County. 

"There's not enough of us," 
Delaney stressed. " I can't practice 
law as a public defender the way I'd 
like to practice it or the way it really 
should be done. Massachusetts' pub­
lic defender system is funded about 
five times that of Kentucky. 

"More money is one of the an­
swers," Delaney said. "But, more 
money wisely spent Prestonsburg 
doesn't have a public defender's of­
fice. Wehavenoofficehere_ Wealso 
cover Magoffm County and we have 
no office in Magoffm County. We

School councils bring teach­
ers, parents and administrators 
together for the purpose of de­
termining what's right for their 
school and the councils have 
generally proven that local con­
trol is an educational plus. 

Academics are on the rise in 
Floyd County, too. Kids are 
competing ... and winning ... on 
the state level; most schools are 
facing the challenges of KERA 
head-on; and the district's em­
phasis on technology is a model 
program. 

Even the monster of school 
construction is showing signs of 
domestication. 

At Prestonsburg High School, 
every member of the certified 

Talk about government waste and mismanage­
ment and you're certain to raise a few eyebrows 
among the populace. 

Tell a comrrunity that their high school team 
never made it to the Sweet Sixteen basketball 
tourney, though, and you'd better take cover. 

We goofed up last week when we suggested in 
a story that Martin High School was the only one of 
four schools that consolidated to form Allen Cen­
tral that had never won a 15th regional high school 
basketball crown. 

The Purple Flash went to the state tourney in 
1965. 

We could pass the buck and blame the error on 
the state tournament record book-our source for 
the story-which mistakenly identified Martin High 
as Martin County, but we'll take full credit for the 
discredit to the '65 team and its fans. 

Contrary to popular call-in theory, we did not 
make the error on purpose. 

Even the most sincere masochist would not 
welcome the level of abuse we've suffered since 
our foul up. 

So, how about taking that pot of tar off the fire? 

staff has participated in some 
form or fashion in the planning 
of major renovations at that 
school.

cover Prestonsburg and Magoffin 
County out of our Pikeville office. 
That is just unfair. 

"It absolutely affects the quality 
of the representation people get in 
Floyd County and Magoff'm County," 
Delaney continued. 'Thcre'snoplace 
for me to meet my clients. My clients 
can never get a hold of me because, 
one, I don't have an office here. I'm 
never in my office, my office is in 
Pikevilleandl'malwayshere. There's 
no place for us to sit down and meet. 
It's always catch me as I'm walking 
to my car." 

If one of his clients wants to set up 
a meeting with Delaney they have to 
drive to his Pikeville office, which 
most of the time isn't possible. 

"Most of my clients, one, don't 
have cars," Delancy said. "Two, a lot 
of the times they're in trouble be­
cause they drove at a time they 
shouldn't have been driving. So they 
don't have driver liccnses,they don't 
have insurance. And yet, to meet with 
me they have to somehow get in a car 
and drive down to Pikeville. It's not 
~ ... 
laJJ'. 

Delaney is not alone in his bid to 
get an office in Prestonsburg. Floyd 
Circuit Judge John David Caudill 
agrees. 

"Floyd County definitely needs a 
public defender's office because of 
the caseload," Judge Caudill said. "It 
is desperately needed so that public 
defenders can provide adequate rep­
resentation for the people that their 
office is charged to defend." 

There are no plans for an office in 
Prestonsburg and Delaney stresses 
that the lack of accessibility to their 
attorneys does shortchange clients in 
the system. 

"It's hard," Delaney continued. 
"We work with a very politically 
unpopular group of people. My cli­
ents are poor, they're uneducated; 
they can't produce votes. Most of 
them don't vote themselves. They're 
too disconnected. People don't win 
elections by saying to Mr. and Mrs. 
Public, 'if you elect me, I promise I 
will put more money into making 
sure that indigent, criminally accused 
people get fair representation in 
court.' It's a group of people really 
easy to ignore. They get what the law 
says they have to get and not much 
more." 

Perhaps one reason why Delaney, 
who hails from Massachusetts, has 
been so well received by people in 
the mountains, who are usually wary 
of northern strangers, is that he came 
to Floyd County because he wanted 
to, but not with the usual Appala­
chi~n stereotypes in mind. His first 
brush with the stereotyping carne from 
the people he met here. 

"I had never been to Eastern Ken­
tucky before," Delaney explained. 
"Believe it or not, I didn't know that 
Eastern Kentucky was part of Appa­
lachia. I had no preconceived con­
cepts at all, which is kind of funny. I 
always just thought Kentucky was 
kind of a cool state with bluegrass 
and horses, mountains and caves. I 
came here to help myself. I came here 
because I wanted to be a public de­
fender. My experience has been that 
people from Eastern Kentucky put 
more stereotypes on themselves, than 
I've ever heard people away from 
here put on them. Now, I reali7.e that 
there's a lot of stereotypes out there, 
I don't sec them. People are people 
wherever you go. There's a very 
strongsenseoffarnily here and that's 
nice. 

"I really like it here," Delaney 
continued. "I like practicing law here, 
a lot. You have an opportunity here to 
do a lot more." 

Delaney's effort to go the extra 
mile to provide a good defense for 
indigent client<; has earned him high 
marks from Judge John Caudill and 
District Judge Danny Caudill. 

"I've seen in my court, district 
court, that we have a huge volume of 
cases and, even considering the 
caseload that we have, he's always 
been well prepared and represents his 
clients well," Judge Danny Caudill 

said. 
"He's a real prepared attorney," 

Judge John Caudill said. "He's an 
excellent guy." 

The young restless teenager who 
graduated from high school "by the 
skin of (his) teeth," was not born with 
the proverbial silver spoon in his 
mouth and had a rocky time during 
his adolescent years. 

He gradually settled down and 
went to law school and graduated in 
1992 cum laude from his class. He 
then did pro bono work with a group 
of other lawyers, funded by federal 
grant, who represented clients whose 
lives bad been affected by the disease 
AIDS (Acquired Immune Deficiency 
Syndrome). 

There is no doubt about Delancy's 
love of the law or the passion he feels 
about the rights afforded citizens 
under the U.S. Constitution. 

.. The guarantees that we have un­
der the constitution shoulct never be 
taken lightly," Delaney said ... And if 

you don't have committed people 
who come to places, like Floyd 
County, Kentucky, and fight, really, 
to assure that constitutional guaran­
tees, that you don't get convicted 
unless you're proven guilty beyond a 
reasonable doubt; that illegal searches 
don't happen; that you get your pre­
sumption of innocence. AU those 
people that don't see that as part of 
their life, well, someday they may 
find themselves charged with a crime 
and then they'll thank God that those 
constitutional guarantees are there. 
They 'II understand how valuable they 
are." 

Delaney does have some ties to 
the bluegrass state, his grandmother, 
Goldie Young, lives in northern Ken­
tucky and his father, Jack, was a 
football coach at the University of 
Cincinnati in Ohio. His mother, 
Jackie, was born in Kentucky. 

Delaney's one-year tour of duty 
ends May 1, but, for now, he doesn't 
foresee going home anytime soon.

was applied Monday evening during 
the regular session of the board at 
Betsy Layne Elementary School, 
where new construction has become 
a regular topic of conversation. 

Betsy Layne parents Ann 
Blackbum,LanceBlackbumandDan 
Hall addressed the board on construc­
tion plans at the elementary school, 
asking that a plan to phase in the 
completion of a new kitchen be re­
considered. 

Ann Blackburn, noting that the 
school's existing kitchen was in a 
state of disrepair and the subject of 
several unfavorable inspections by 
the county health department, asked 
the board to correct those problems 
and to fully equip the new kitchen. 

HallandLanceBlackbumrepeated 
those requests and asked the board to 
allow a "local representative" to be 
involved in the school's construction 
process "to see that the school is built 
as planned." 

Board chainnan Ed Patton said the 
requests would be answered in writ­
ing at the next session of the board. 

The board did respond somewhat 
to proposals made Monday evening 
by Floyd County Sheriff Paul Hunt 
Thompson, agreeing to study his of­
fer of a full-time "floating" security 
officer for the school system. Th­
ompson said his office would provide 
a deputy to the schools for added 
security, adding that the deputy could 
divide his time each week among all 
of the county high schools. The 
sheriffs department already employs 
two deputies who provide drug and 
alcohol abuse education for county 
elementary schools. 

Thompson also asked the board to 
authorize a field trip this summer for 
ten students from each high school 
who will tour the western U.S. The 
sheriffs office will pick up the tab for 
the trip, which will include five boys 
and fiv~ girls from each high school, 
and the board will decide how the trip 
participants will be chosen. The board 
will respond to the request at the next 
meeting. 

The board listened to a good news­
bad news report from Phil Paige, di· 
rector of the system's student assess­
ment program, who noted that 1993 
test scores showed signs of improve­
ment in some schools and decline in 
others. 

Paige said the 1993 scores showed 
that different schools have different 
needs and the system is concentrating 
on "building a network of teachers 
with expertise" on the state KIRIS 
assessment process. That network, he 
added, would be useful in educating 
other teachers on the assessment pro­
cess requirements. 

The board gave quick approval and 
a round of applause Monday to re­
quests from South Floyd and 
Prestonsburg high schools, which al­
lowed those schools to begin imme-

diate implementation of school-based 
decision making councils. The 
schools needed board waivers to be­
gin the site-based process prior to 
July 1. 

Board chairman Patton commended 
both high schools for joining the 
system's list of locally managed 
schools and he noted that 14 of 19 
schools in the county now had school­
based councils. 

Also Monday, the board heard a 
report from alternative school direc­
tor Jerry Fultz, who noted that the 
dropout prevention program now has 
"just about a full house." Fultz said 
18 students are enrolled in the alter­
native school, which has a cap of21, 
and monthly attendance was at 89 
percent. 

Superintendent Towler added that 
development of the alternative school 
would allow the system to seek state 
approval for another program aimed 
at reducing dropouts. State law per­
mits systems with alternative schools 
to implement a process for denying or 
revoking driver's licenses for students 
guilty of chronic absenteeism. Towler 
said he would ask the state for ap­
proval to implement that system next 
school year in Floyd County. 

In a fmal action before retiring to 
executive session,the board voted by 
acclamation Monday to elect Ray 
Brackett as chainnan for the next 
year and Dolores Smith as vice-chair­
man.

Chlamydia is one of the most com­
mon sexually transmitted d1scases 
(STDs). Between three and five mil­
lion people arc infected with the di­
sease each year. 

Though men arc the primary carri­
ers of chlamytha, 11 is women who 
suffer most of the scriou~ ill effects of 
the disease after becoming mfected 
during sex, including oral sex. Unfor­
tunately, women often experience no 
immediate sympioms of chlamydia 
and may nN even knt)w they were at 
risk of bcmg mfe<.tcd until their sexual 
partner bcgms to show ~ymptoms. 

Chlamydia is a germ, which gener­
ally infects the cerv1x and may spread 
to the uterus and fallop1an tubes. The 
greatest danger women face from 
chlamydia ·~ de\clopmg pel~ic m­
flammatory disease a major catL.-.c of 
infertility m women due to scamng and 
damage to the reproduct•\e ~ystem. 
Symptom~ of chlamyd1a often mir­

ror those of gonorrhea, mcludmg a 
yelloWISh vaginal discharge, pain or 
burning during urinauon, frequent 
urination, burmng or Itching in the 
genital area, :md pain m the pelvic area 
during sex J"hescsymptomscan begin 
to appear anywhere from two days to 
three weeks after sexual contact with a 
person who has the disease. 

The only defimte way to determine 
if someone has chlamydia is for a doc· 
tor to do diagnostic tests. Earher this 
year, the Food and Drug Admim~tra­
tion approved a fa~t and more accurate 

test for chlamydia. The test is done 
using a swab sample from the woman's 
cenix or urethra. The new test can be 
completed in four hours, compared to 
three to seven days for other available 
types of tests. Most doctors, when test­
ing for chlamydia, will also test for 
gonorrhea since nearly half of all people 
diagnosed with one have the other. 

Once a diagnosis has been made, 
patients are treated with antibiotics 
and they can expect to see the disease 
clear up within a week. In addition to 
treating the patient, it is important for 
that person's sexual partner(s) to be 
treated, otherwise the disease could be 
passed back to the patient. 

A pregnant woman with chlamydia 
can transmit the disease to her infant 
during birth. If you're pregnant and 
your doctor thinks you have chlamy­
dia, you will be treated with drugs that 
are safe to take during pregnancy. 

Using a condom during sexual rela­
tions can help prevent infection. It is 
also important to know-and limit­
your sexual partners, since having sex 
with someone exposes you indirectly 
to his other sexual partners, and any 
diseases they may have.

KDFWR lengthened squirrel season; deer zones set 
Squirrel hunters will have II more days of bunting this season ac; a 

result of action taken by the Kentucky Department ofFish and Wildlife 
Resources (KDFWR) Commission on March 7. 

The Commission passed an extension to the first segment of 
squirrel season to run from August 20 through November 1I. Previ­
ously, the season had closed October 31 each year. The second portion 
of the season remained unchanged. Squirrel season will reopen No­
vember 22 (the day after modem gun deer season closes) and continue 
through December 31, 1994. Statewide quail and rabbit season will be 
open from November 1-11 and November 22 through January 31,

PROPER SINKER WEIGHT 

IMPORTANT TO 
I~ISHING SUCCESS 

Slip sinkers aren't very large 
physically, but they play amajorrole 
in bass fishing success. 

'Iltat's why it's important to un­
derstand how to choose the proper 
sinker si1.e for the depth of water 
you 'refishing, according to bass tour­
nament angler Cliff Cmft. 

"'Ille key in using slip sinkers, 
particular! y when you're fishing plas­
tic worms, li:r.ardc;, or grubs, is to use 
the lightest sinker possible to get your 
lure to the bouom," explains the 
Evinrude Outboards Pro Staff mem­
ber. 

"11tc lighter the sinker, the more 
action your lure will have, which of 
course, makes it more attractive to 
bass, but you still have to be able to 
feel the lure so you know when a fish 
does bit." 

Tite basic rules for choosing slip 
sinker weight, says Craft. arc to use a 
1/8 ounce sinker in water to about 
five feet deep; a 3/16 ounce sinker in 
waterfiveto 10 feet deep; a 114ounce 
sinker in water 10 to 15 feet deep; and 
a 3/8 ounce sinker in water deeper 
than 15 feet. 

"One factor that enters in on weight 
choice is wind or rough water," cau· 
tions the Evinrudc pro. "Normally in 
high wind or when you're fishing in 
waves, a heavier sinker is needed for 
casting and to make sure the lure does 
get to the bottom. 

"If you put on a slip sinker and 
make a cast but can'tfecl your lure at 
all, you need to change to a slightly 
heavier weight." 

For the first time in many years, 
notes Craft, manufacturers arc chang­
ing slip sinker designs. The once­
standard bullet shape is being re­
placed by much slirrunernecdle-nose 
designs that pull through vegetation 
much easier, and oUter sinkers actu­
ally have different types of noise de­
vices built into them.

PLASTIC CRAWFISH 
IMITATIONS CATCHING 

PLENTY OF BASS 
Imagine, if you can, the thrill of 

catching a 12 pound bass, and then 
following it with dozens of other bass 
in the five to eight pound range. 

Angler David Wharton, a member 
of the Johnson Outboards Pro Staff 
and a former guide on Lake Sam 
Rayburn in Texas has done just that, 
and all have come from one lure, a 
plastic imitation crawfish, generally 
called a craw worm. 

"It's a very natural looking lure," 
says Wharton, "and most of the craw 
worms now on the market are fairly 
large lures, too, so they have a ten­
dency to get hit by larger bass. In fact, 
the present Lake Rayburn record, a 
13 pound, 8 ounce bass, was caught 
on a craw worm." 

The name craw worm comes from 
lhe fact the lure is actually a combi­
nation of two different lures, a craw­
fish and a plastic worm. A craw worm 
has the legs and pincbers of a craw­
fish, butitalsobasalong, thin worm­
type body. 

"The easiest and most popular way 
to fish the lure is like a plastic worm," 
says Wharton. "Just rig it with a slip 
sinker and insert lhe hook in the worm 
part of the body. 

"When you cast a craw worm, let 
it sink, lhen slowly crawl or bop it 
along the bottom. The natural buoy­
ancy of the plastic will let the pinch-

ers float up like a real crawfish, so the 
lure actually looks alive." 

One of the most popular places to 
fish the craw worm when it's rigged 
this way, says the Johnson pro, is 
along the edges of grasslines, espe­
cially on points or channels that have 
a nearby drop into deeper water. 
That's what Wharton was doing when 
he caught his largest bass ever, a 12 
pound, 10 ounce giant 

Two other methods of fishing craw 
worms have also become popular 
among the tournament pros. One 
method is to fish the lure on a Caro­
lina rig, and the other is as a trailer on 
ajig. • 

"Right now, using a craw worm as 
a jig trailer should be very productive 
because as the water gets colder, the 
fish become more sluggish," explains 
Wharton. 

"They also tend to want larger, 
more bulky lures, too, and a jig and 
craw worm combination certainly 
makes for a big bait. 

"When you rig this way," be con­
tinues, "you can flip or pitch the lure 
into heavy brush and jug it slowly 
through the limbs, or you can hop it 
down channel banks or off the edges 
of points. 

"If you're going to fish a soft 
plastic lure in the late fall and winter, 
a craw worm is one of the best to 
use." 

Craw worms are made by anum­
ber of manufacturers, adds Wharton, 
and arc available in several sizes and 
in a wide variety of colors.

"One company is designing a slip 
sinker with holes drilkd through it so 
tltat each time you move it, the sinker 
leaves a stream of air bubbles that 
may help attract a bass." 

Adding noise to lures has long 
been popular, but now several com­
panics are machining brass sinkers 
with sliding clackers or other noise 
makers inside the sinker itself, con­
tinues Craft. 

"Whether you believe noise helps 
attract ba<>s is largely a matter of 
personal confidence," he says. "The 
important thing is not to forget why 
you're rca II y using a slip sinker at all. 

"Its purpose is to take your lure to 
the bottom and keep it there where 
most of the bass arc located, and you 
always want to usc the lightest sinker 
weight possible that docs tltal and 
still lets you feel the Jure itc;clf."

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REMEMBERING THE 
THREE-CENT STAMP 

A couple of weeks ago the headline in a local 
daily paper read: "Post Office Seeks Stamp 

of Approval for Rate Boost." The story that fol­
lowed was about how the U.S. Postal Service wants 
to raise the price of a frrst-class stamp from 29 to 32 
cents. The story also explained that the increase 
would only cost the average household about 60 to 
75 cents per month, but would add nearly $3 billion 
a year to the Post Office Department's budget. 

Now, a three-cent increase may not seem all that 
much, but those of us over 50 can remember when 
three cents is all we had to pay for a frrst-class stamp. 
I can remember mom sending me to the post office 
with a dime and three letters to mail and warning me 
not to lose the change. (Of course, that was back 
when a nickel cake only cost a nickel and a penny 
postcard really did only cost a penny.) 

Ainnail stamps were really expensive, though. 

They sold for six cents, and you put them on letters in 
special envelopes with red, white and blue stripes 
around the edges. 

When I was about six or seven years old, there

Of course, the price of the stamp isn't the only 

change to have occurred in post offices through the 
years. Nowadays, mailing a letter is a simple business 
transaction. Back then, especially to a kid, going to the 
post office was akin to a major social event, and 
something I looked forward to almost as much as 
going to a double-feature movie on Saturday morning. 

I guess it says a lot about bow much there was to d 
back in the days before TV and video games, but it 
really was a big deal for me to go to tlle post office. It 
was fun just being tllere with the other dozen or so 
men, women and children when tlle C and 0 passenge 
train, amid the steam and the smoke and sparks, sped 
by each weekday morning and the man on the train 
would throw off the long, thin canvas mail sack. (I 
often thought how much fun it'd be to be the mail 
tosser for the C and 0.) 

We'd get a double-dose of excitement on those 
days when the train had to stop and the man would 
have to hand down certain fragile items, like some 
fruit trees or honey bees or a crate of noisy biddies 
someone had ordered from Montgomery Ward or 
Sears and Roebuck. That's when the faces of the 
train's passengers would become distinct as they 
peered curiously through the dirty little windows at 
our tiny gathering who were looking back at them.

Day Care costs plague low 
income working parents

The air is filled with a certain warmth and energy. 
Laughter and music filter through the doorway. Little 
voices singing Barney songs can be heard mingling 
with older voices reciting numbers in Spanish. Eyes 
filled with curiosity peer over the various gates 
separating the different age groups to see the stranger 
wbo has come to visit. 

This is Capitol Ave. Day Care Inc. in Frankfort. a 
second home to 38 children. About 13 of these 
children are on a state child care subsidy program 
while others are on the waiting list. Many of their 
parents work for the state. Melissa Reed is one of those 
parents. 

After Reed's husband walked out on her, things 
began getting tough. With three children below age 
seven at home and an annual income of about $9,000, 
Reed found it difficult to work, pay child care, pay her 
bills and eat. 

"I did without quite a bit," Reed said. "Things that 
the children probably needed were purchased by other 
people, like my mother. I was so far under water, 
utilities were turned off." 

Reed is not alone. Only about 25 percent of the 
families who have been identified as needy are 
receiving help through the Deparunent of Social 
Services' four federal child care subsidy programs. 
Lack of funds makes it impossible to provide help to 
all those who need it. About 10,000 children remain on 
a waiting list to receive child care subsidies in Ken­
tucky. It is estimated that it would take about $20 
million more to help these children. 

'"There is a tremendous need for those working 
subsidies across the state," said Tom Johnson, family 
services program specialist with the Child Care Service 
Branch for the Department of Social Services. ''We are 
serving every family possible that's allowed by 
allocation of Federal funds." 

Because of the lack of funds, no new names have 
been added to the waiting list since August 1, 1993. 

"We're hoping that within the next few months that 
we can begin to look at the possibility of some new 
applicants from the waiting list," Johnson said. 

The Department of Social Insurance also offers a 
child care program to anyone on the Job Opportunity 
Basic Skills Program. This is a program designed to 
help AFOC recipients increase their job skills. As long 
as a parent is on the program, the department will pay 
for child care. 

In the fiscal year 1993, about $12.2 million federal 
and state dollars went to fund this program, Cathy 
Mobley, senior policy analyst for the department, said. 
This helped about 11,109 children. 

Kentucky also received about $16.3 million in the 
same year for the Child Care and Development Block 
Grant program. 

"The majority of these funds are used to subsidize 
child care expenses for low-income families," Johnson 
said. Some of the funds go toward grants and contracts 
aimed at improving child care services in the state. 

But it isn't enough. Even though the number of 
children who receive child care services has tripled in 
the last couple of years, there are still many more who 
are waiting. Many parents throughout the state are 
forced to stay at home and rely on welfare and other 
federal assistant programs because they can't afford 
child care. 

Reed, who is a seasonal employee for the Kentucky 
Higher Education Assistance Authority in Frankfort. 
thinks that the child care program cuts down the 
number of those receiving welfare checks. 

'"The state makes it too easy to stay at home versus 
working, through programs like Medicaid and wel­
fare," Reed said. 

Because of the amount of her income, Reed said it 
would be to her financial benefit if she did not work. 
When asked why she did, she laughed and said, "I'm 
just not the housework type." 

Although there is currently a waiting list to get into 
the social services child care subsidy program, Reed 
bas a suggestion for the department about informing 
the public of the programs. 

"They need to make the benefits public in other 
places other than the social services and welfare 
office," Reed said. 

Before Reed got into the subsidy program. sbe said

State child care 
subsidy programs 
presently available 

A low paying job and the high cost of child 
care are just two obstacles that must be over­
come by many Kentuckians on their road to 
riches. 

Unfortunately, many attempt to jump the 
hurdle, only to catch their feet at the top and fall 
back into the murky welfare system. The 
problem? Too many hurdlers and not enough 
funds. 

The Department for Social Services is trying 
to give that extra boost to those that are so close 
to the top, but can't quite reach it. 

The Department is helping about 11,000 
children through the four subsidized child care 
programs it offers. Unfortunately, this is only 
about 25% of those children in low-income 
families who have been identified as needy. 

The recipients of these programs must have 
incomes at or below $21,753 for a family of 
four for fiscal year 1994,. Although this could 
be set at a lower standard, 1 ohn Sammons, 
another family service program specialist, said 
the recipients of these subsidies are those who 
are almost independent but need that little edge 
to finally reach it. 

Cases are redetermined every six months and 
recipients' are allowed for their income to go 
up to 75% of the median income and still 
receive the child care subsidies, Sammons said. 

''We don't penalize for increased income," 
he added. 

The four programs set up to help low income 
families are: 

• Social Services Block Grant-provides 
child care to help alleviate or prevent child 
abuse, neglect or exploitation and is available to 
help a limited number low-income working 
parents. 

• Transition Child Care-is the only un­
capped program. It provides child care up to 12 
months for families that leave Aid to Families 
with Dependent Children (AFDC) because of 
increased earnings. 

• At-Risk Child Care-is available for 
families who need child care to work and 
would otherwise be possible AFOC recipients. 

• Child Care and Development Block 
Grant-is available for low-income families 
who need child care in order to work or attend 
some type of education or training program. 

The Department of Social Insurance has also 
set up a program that provides child care for 
children of AFOC parents who are in the Job 
Opportunity Basic Skills program.

''That's not very respectful, Joshua,"my son 
repeated to me. 

''That's not what I wanted to hear from him. 
And the smirk on his face wasn't what I wanted 
to see, either. For an instant I could have 
strangled him, my own flesh and blood, and he 
knew it. 

But he also knew daddy was on the phone. 
He could get away with it. 
Our son and daughter, ages 4 and 1 respec­

tively, have the knack for knowing just how to 
get under daddy and mommy's skin. 

That's not to say they are unruly by nature. 
Aside from their insistent whining and constant 
fighting, and our daughter's assault on every 
toilet, drawer and dog dish, their behavior really 
isn't bad most of the time. But just let them catch 
us on the telephone. 

Our innocent-looking duo turns into a crazed 
tag team bent on running hog wild and driving us 
nuts. 

WE CAN'T WIN 
It's a sorry situation when using the telephone 

in your own home makes you feel abused, 
helpless and angry. 

We could probably eliminate this problem a 
lot easier if we had a portable telephone. But this 
is a matter of principle now. We're determined to 
work this out with what we've got and not let 
them get the best of us. We're gonna get tough 
and show them who's boss. 

There's still no assurance, though, that they 
won't try to take advantage of us. My wife took a 
call recently and heard our son rustling through a 
bag of candy mints.

while back when our living room walls throbbed 
with sound. Just beyond my reach were two 
grinning children standing beside the television 
and pushing the volume button to infmity. 

"Knock it off, guys," I said. "I don't want to 
see you messing with the sound anymore." 

But the volume was so loud I could barely 
hear myself think. They just gave me that "Who 
me? Did I do something wrong?" look. 

THE STRESS MOUNTS 
Using the telephone used to be a no stress 

experience at our place, much like reaching for a 
soft drink or changing a shirt. Now we need 
aspirin and counseling after our kids get through 
with us. Even when they aren't acting up we 
can't relax while on the phone. 

Our daughter likes to stand by, tug at her 
parent's leg and say "Hold me, hold me." You do 
it and it's a battle to keep her fmgers off the 
telephone. 

Buttons get pushed, people get cut off. Our 
internal stress meters run off the scale again. The 
telephone does weird things to our son, too. 
Mother Nature always seems to call him when 
mommy 'or daddy is on the phone. 

"I need to go poo, pool" he says. It doesn't 
matter whether you're talking to the President or 
to the plumber, you've got to cut them off when 
that ~1 comes. 

Maybe we should look into that portable 
telephone after all.

MOUNTAINS, PART 3 

"Bad Ira" Mullins, from near 
Pound, Virginia, 10 tnilcs or so north 
ofWise, Virginia, was a moonshiner 
and bootlegger. Mullins became a 
bitter enemy of the Red Fox, Doc M. 
B. Taylor. 

Ira was a large, gaunt, raw-boned 
mountaineer who feared no one but 
was feared by many. He hauled whis­
key in the back of a jolt wagon cov­
ered with straw. Ira's customers could 
count on him being in Wise, the 
county seat of Wise County, Vir­
ginia. with his liquor on court days. 

A hatred between Old Ira and The 
Red Fox began when Ira was am­
bushed while returning from North 
Carolina with a load of whiskey. The 
posse bid behind houses, trees and 
fences, and opened ftre on Old Ira 
and his party as they passed. Ira and 
one of his men escaped by fleeing 
around a corner and into someone's 
home. The third man was killed. 

Later in the day, Ira walked undis­
turbed out of town but he carried a 
large grudge against the Red Fox 
with him. Ira bad lost his load of 
whiskey and one of his men bad been 
killed. In a way, he bad also lost his 
freedom because be knew he would 
have to be forever mindful of the 
dastardly Red Fox. 

"They treated me like a dawg," be 
would say. "They bushwhacked me 
right in town and tried to shoot me 
down like a dawg." 

Ira vowedrevengeagainsttheFox 
and placed a $300 bounty on his 
head. The Fox bad taken potshots at 
him in the mountains but now be had 

tried to ambush him right in the county 
seat of Wise County. 

Soon thereafter, the Fox learned 
that Ira bad been seriously wounded 
in a shoot-out with revenuers inN orth 
Carolina. leaving him paralyzed. The 
Fox breathed a sign of relief, believ­
ing that any danger from his old nem­
esis was past. 

A few months later however, the 
Fox was startled to hear that Ira was 
againsellingmoonshinein Wise. The 
paralyzed mountainman lay in straw 
with his contraband whiskey in the 
back of his two-horse wagon. The 
wagon was driven by his smallish 
wife and accompanied by his son. 

Through paralyzed hand and foot, 
Ira could move his head and deep­
sunk dark eyes. His appearance was 
evenmoreevil than before and struck 
fear in the hearts of those who saw 
him. Ira made no attempt to conceal 
his hatred for the Fox. 

The Fox feared for his life and 
plotted the death of Ira. He sneaked 
into the night and shot into the bed­
room of his enemy. The shots ripped 
through Ira's bed but he was un­
harmed.

Talton Hall, as mean as Bad Ira, 
was also an enemy of the Fox. Hall 
began his career of murder and may­
hem at a young age-a career that 
eventually led to the gallows ofWise, 
Virginia.

Officers 
were stationed at strategic points in 
and around the courthouse and in the 
courtroom. Everyone entering the 
courthouse was searched. 

During the trial the courthouse 
was barricaded and portholes were 
cut through the brick walls. They 
were to be used as gun ports in the 
event trouble should arise. Hall was 
notorious for causing trouble. 

The Fox bad a profound dislike 
for Hall and his lawlessness just as be 
disliked Bad Ira Mullins. His killing 
had brought heartache to many fami­
lies and the Fox found no redeeming 
value in the man be also feared. 

He was a guard during Hall's trial 
and stood over the prisoner like a 
conqueror. The Fox often pointed his 
huge pistols at Hall during the trial 
prompting Hall to call the Fox amad­
mat:l.

after paying for child care she did not 
have enough money to live on. But 
she didn't want to quit her job, so 
Reed periodically had to turn to food 
stamps and a medical card for help. 

"If I bad known about the pro­
gram, some things could have gone a 
lot different forme," Reed, reflecting 
back, said. 

Soon after calling the department, 
she was able to begin receiving help 
from the At-Risk Child Care pro­
gram which is set up to assist families 
who might otherwise be "at risk" of 
being eligible for AFDC. 

Reed was one of the lucky ones. 
The Department of Social Ser­

vices gave Reed a list of the day cares 
in Frankfort that accepted the gov­
ernment subsidies. From that list, 
Reed chose Capitol A venue Day Care 
Inc. 

"If you feel good about the place, 
you feel good about the children," 
Reed said. "The choice is nice." 

Mary Smither, director of Capitol 
A venue Day Care, said she will refer 
parents to thedepartmentiftheyneed 
help with child care. Smither said she 
knows of parents who are struggling 
now but can't get help because the 
funds aren't available. 

Reed said although the process of 
getting aid is not quite that simple, 
the program is definitely a benefit. 

"It'squiteabitofpaperwork. You 
have to have a lot of verification, like 
rent, income, and proof of custody," 
Reed said. "But if I didn't have the 
help from them, I wouldn't be able to 
work."

Fertilizing and pruning apple trees 
Well-managed, home-grown 

apple trees will yield larger crops and 
higher quality fruit when they get off 
to a good start. 

"Fruit trees can he fertilized in 
February and early March," said John 
Strang, extension horticulture spe­
cialist with t11e University of Ken­
tucky College of Agriculture. 

When fertilizer is applied now, 
tree roots arc able to pick up the 
nitrogen in preparation for spring 
growth, he said.lfnitrogen is applied 
in mid- to late sununer, Ibis may 
promote winter injury because hardi­
ness development may he delayed. 

In most cases, nitrogen in the form 
of anunomum nitrate is lbe only fer­
tilizer needed for apple trees, Strang 
said. 1be amount of nitrogen that 
should he applied depends on a tree's 
age and the amount of growth it made 
lbe previous season. 

Evaluate three vigor by examin­
ing the temunal shots of lbc apple 
tree to determine how much growth 
was made the previous season, Strang 
explained. The point from which the 
shoot grew the previous season is 
marked by bud scale scars that form 
a small ring in the bark around the 
shoot. These bud scale scars are left 
by the bud scales that covered the 
terminal bud during the previous win­
ter. 

''On apples, it is best to have an 
average of 12to 15 inchcsoflenninal 
growth," he added. "If a tree has 
more than this, use a little less fertil­
izer and if tllere is less tllan this, usc 
a little more." 

"For apples, apply a quarter pound 
of nitrogen per year of age of tlle 
tree," Strang said. "For example. a 
four-year-old tree would get about 
one pound of ammonium nitrate. The 
fertilizer should be sprinkled on the 
ground beneatll tlle drip line of tllc 
tree, not at the base of the trunk, so 
rainfall will push tlle fertili:t.cr down 
into tlle root zone." 

"But remember," he added, "if a 
la\lm is fertilized, tllis may supply all 
the nitrogen fertilizer needed for an 
apple tree." 

Fruit trees should be pruned every 
year to promote annual fruiting, he 
said. The goal is to open up the tree to 
allow sunlight to get into its interior. 
Pruning is best done between mid­
February and tlle tree's full bloom 
when the worst of winter is over 
because pruning dchardens trees and 

makes them more susceptible to win­
ter injury. 

Young trees should be pruned last 
because tlley are most susceptible to 
winter injury, ~trang said. On older 
trees. first remove any dead or dis­
cased branches and tllen start at the

Meeting consumer demands for fish 
Consumers fishing for a good diet 

produce growlb for the aquaculture 
industry. 

"Increased awareness of the im­
portance of consuming a healthy diet 
helped spur this change," said Sandra 
Ba~tin extension nutrition specialist 
with the University of Kentucky Col­
lege of Agriculture. 

wlbe average consumption of fish 
and shellfish increased from three 
pounds per person in 1970 to 15 
pounds per person in 1993, so the 
aquaculture industry is rapidly grow­
ing," said Bastin. 

Over20differcnt ~pecics arc farm­
raised in a controlled cnnronment, 
she said. Catfish account for one-half 

of tlle production with other species 
including shrimp, salmon. shell fish, 
and crawfish. 

"The aquaculture industry in the 
United States serves as the world's 
largest seafood exporter and second 
largest importer," she said. ·~current 
tight restrictions on commercial har­
vesting will boost the aquaculture 
industry's expansion." 

As with any meat or poultry, sea­
food should be chosen carefully and 
cooked properly to avoid foodbomc 
illness, Bastin said. Purchasing fish 
from reputable markets and cooking 
it sufficiently will help to avmd bac­
terial contamination. 

top of the tree and cut branches to the 
desired height Be sure to make these 
cuts to an outwardly-growing limb 
and don • t leave branch stubs because 
it is difficult for the tree to seal off or 
grow over stubs. 

If more than two very large limbs 
need to be removed, plan to remove 
them over a two- to three-year pe­
riod, he added. Next, remove any 
limbs tllat cross over each other and 
eliminate limbs that have narrow or 
weak crotch angles. Try to avoid hav­
ing more than one branch arising 
from tllc same area of the trunk and 
remove or cut back limbs that crowd 
other limbs. Also remove water 
sprouts and try to divert side branches 
to grow and fill vacant areas of trees. 

Since apples grow more on hori­
wntal than vertical branches, prun­
ers should encourage the develop­
ment of branches that grow at 45 to 
60 degree angles from the trunk, 
which also promotes development of 
strong branches, Strang added. Try to 
remove branches that arise at sharp 
angles from the trunk. These are of­
ten weaker because bark accumu­
lates between the branch and the trunk 
and they often break off under heavy 
fruit load.

Dealing with creditors 
When consumers do not have 

enough money to pay all credit obli­
gations, some difficult fmancial de­
cisions are necessary. 

When income is reduced, changes 
inspcndingmustbcmade. The sooner 
these changes are made, the more 
likely financial problems can be less­
ened. 

Creditors want consumers' busi­
ness and encourage those who have 
trouble paying to contact them early. 
If consumers have been good at pay­
ing bills when past due, creditors 
may be more cooperative than if they 
were late or did not make regular 
payments. 

"Consumers should frankly dis­
cussfutureincomeprospcctssocredi­
tors can figure out some possible 
solutions to tide the situation over 
and avoid loss and inconvenience to 
both parties," said Sue Badenhop, 
home economist with the University 
Kentucky College of Agriculture. 
"With planned spending, consumers 
should be able to come up with a fair 
payment plan. Consumers should also 
be sure to keep records and copies of 
all correspondence with creditors." 

Consumers arc obligated to pay 
all creditors and not paying debts will 
affect credit records and may involve 
court action, she said. Debt adjust­
ment by prorating available money to 
all creditors may help reduce the 
amount paid to creditors or extend 
the time period for payments. With 
this method, each creditor would be 
paid a fair percentage of a consumer's 
regular monthly payment and the 
coo: eration of all creditors is neces­
sary. 

Priorities need to be established to 
determine which creditors should be 
paid, Badenhop added. Usually, 
house, utilities, food, ~portation 
and medical insurance creditors take 
preference. Unsecured debts may 
have a lower priority than secured 
debts since the only collateral is the 
signed guarantee of the borrower. 

amount of finance charges paid. 
"Personal fmance companies want 

consumers to think that a consolida­
tion loan is a good idea, but generally 

it charges higher interest, often 25 
percent or more," she said. "A new 
loan also adds credit costs. A single 
consolidation loan docs make pay­
ments easier, but this is a small ben­
efit for the additional costs involved." 

If consumers do not contact credi­
tors and make no payments, creditors 
may hire a collection agency to try to 
get them to pay, Baden hop said. I :cd­
eral regulations limit these agencies 
in their collection of a bill. They may 
only contact consumers between 8 
a.m. and 9 p.m. They also may not 
discuss the fmancial situation with 
others, but can contact others to lo­
cate the debtor. Consumers have the 
right to tell the collector in writing 
not to contact them and the collector 
must honor these written requesLc;. 

If, after talking with creditors, 
consumers feel they can no longer 
handle their financial situation, they 
should seck credit advice, she added.
