Work can begin immediately on
site improvements for the project,
Meyer said, because that is not in-
cluded in the application for grant
monies.

Paul Phillip Hughes reported that
the group can proceed with site work
under a previous permitissued by the
state Division of Water, but the name
on the permit must be changed.
Hughes said he did not foresee any
problems with getting the permit
changed.

$62 million more each year, which
the Senate budget chief said was nec-
essary 1o balance the state’s budget.

After a 6-5 voie against the tax in
committiee Wednesday, Moloney be-
gan-announcing cuts that affect state
parks, colleges, and a variety of pro-
posed salary hikes.

Prison officials to use siren
to sound alarm for escapes

Officials at the Otter Creek Cor-
rectional Facility in Wheelwright
have decided to use a siren to notify
citizens that an inmate has walked
away from the minimum security
prison.

One long, continuous blast from a
siren, located in the city’s fire depart-
ment, will sound when a prisoner
walks away from the facility.

Prison officials decided to sound
the siren in one long blast so that the

signal will not be confused with one
or more short soundings used by the
fire department to identify the loca-
tion of a fire.

When the siren is sounded, citi-
zens can monitor police transmis-
sions with a scanner to learn specifics
of the incident.

Also, information will be for-
warded immediately fo television sta-
tion WYMT; radio station WMDJ;
and the Associated Press. Other me-
dia sources will be notified also.

Five inmates have left the facility
in two separate incidents in February

and March, Four of the inmates have
been recaptured and Larry Rigdon
remains at large.

In the event of a walkaway, citi-
zens should:

= ensure that their vehicles are
locked and that they have possession
of the keys to the vehicle;

= be advised that there will be
patrols looking for the inmates and
persons participating in those patrols
could be dressed in civilian clothes;

= report any suspicious movement

Owens didn’toffer any comments
about his vote at the meeting, but he
asked Adams how he was going to
vote on the issue before he cast hisno
vole.

Owens did mention at the meeting
that he thought more Floyd County
contractors would beinterested in the
project.

Bonding agent Terrell Ross, who
is also part owner of Mountain Rac-
ing Inc., the company that is building
the track, urged the court Lo approve
the bids so that a July 2 completion
deadiine can be met.

Mountain Racing must have the
race track complete by July 2 as part
of an agreement with the Kentucky
Racing Commission to conduct live
racing this summer.

A bid for site preparation was
awarded 1o Boyd Construction of
Dana for $237,787; Mountain Enter-
prises received the blackiop bid for
$529,290; and Ooten Coal Company
of Pikeville was awarded the con-
crete bid for $99,000.

Magistrates Gerald DeRossettand
Ermal Tackett voted in favor of the
bids and Judge-Executive John M.
Stumbo cast the deciding vote.

Also Tuesday, the court voted to
approve the sale of $2.5 million in
bonds for the county’s financially
plagued solid waste department.

Two bids were received for the
bond sale. Ross, Sinclaire and Asso-
ciates of Cincinnati, Ohio, and Mor-
gan Keegan and Company of Mem-
phis, Tennessee.

Terrell Ross, an owner of Ross,

The Mine Safety and Health Ad-
ministration (MSHA recent cited the
Berwind Natural Resources Corpo-
ration of Philadelphia, Pa., along with
three Berwind subsidiaries and
AA&W Coals, Inc., of Pikeville for
violations of Federal mine safety stan-
dards leading to a methane explosion
that claimed the life of a Kentucky
coal miner.

The five companies jointly face
potential civil penalties of up to
$450,000 for mine violations that,
MSHA investigators found, contrib-
uted to the explosion at the Elmo No.
5Mine near Pikeville last November.

“Violations of such fundamental
safety standards, critical to protect-
ing miners’ lives, must not be toler-
ated, “ said J, Davitt McAteer, assis-
tant secretary of labor formine safety
and health,

MSHA issued the citations jointly
to fivecompanies including Berwind
Natural Resources Corporation and
three subsidiaries: Kyber Coal Com-
pany of Pikeville, Jesse Branch Coal
Company of Pikeville, and Berwind
Land Company of Charleston, W.Va..
AA&W Coals, Inc., also cited, mined
the coal under a contract with Kyber.

As a result of its investigation,
MSHA believes that all five corpora-
tions exercised sufficient control over
the Elmo No.5 Mine to meet the
definition of a mine operator under
the Federal Mine Safety and Health
Actof 1977,

Due to hazardous conditions under-
ground, mine rescue efforts contin-
ued for three days before the victim
could be located and brought to the
surface.

MSHA investigators cited nine
violations as contributing to the Elmo
No. 5 Mine explosion:

—Complete pre-shift safety
examinations for methane were not
conducted as required:

—A required methane-sens-
ing monitor on a Scoop was inopera-
tive;

—Mine management’s re-

“The similarity to the violations
that led to the Southmountain Mine
explosion that claimed the lives of
eight Virginia miners in December
1992 is highly troubling,” McAteer
said.

experienced the highest rate of fatal
accidents in the industry. Mine op-
eralors must assume responsibility
for preventing such tragic accidents
at all mines, large or small.”

In addition to the nine contribu-
tory violations, MSHA also cited the
five companies jointly for some 200
non-contributory violations of Fed-
eral mine safety and health standards
that were detected during and after
the accident investigation,

The Elmo No. 5 Mine has been
closed since the explosion. MSHA'S
final investigation report is in prepa-
ration.

Stepping up measures (0 prevent
explosions like the Elmo No. 5 acci-
dent, MSHA this winter initiated a
program of special seasonal coal mine
inspections supplementing regular
Federal mine inspections and focused
on detecting explosion hazards.

The cited companies have a right
to contest the citations by requesting
a hearing before an administrative
law judge with the Federal Mine
Safety and Health Review Commis-
sion, an independent agency.

“I want to thank the President of
the Senate for helping put this matter
in perspective and to also thank him
or his leadership and the diligence
that he has shown in trying to put
together and pass a very important
piece of legislation,

I want to take a minute or two o
try to add, if I can, to some degree to
that perspective.

We've all seen the industry-gen-
erated letters and the TV commer-
cials that say that House Bill 250 will
increase insurance premiums by 90
percent and that it is a bureaucratic
takeover of the state health care sys-
tem. Nothing could be further from
the truth.

The irony is, this propaganda, and
that's what it is, comes from those
who profess to believe in a free enter-
prise market economy. I tell you, my
friends, they really don’t. They are
afraid of competing in a market in
which the consumer can compare
price and quality,

There is no price competition in
health and health insurance. They
like the status quo in which they
make a lot of money. The Golden
Rules of the world want to keep on
making profits, insuring the healthy
while the sick become destitute.

House Bill 250 is a good bill. It is
a very good bill. It is probably the
best bill that you will get an opportu-
nity to vote on in this session. Other
than the budget, it will do more for
Kentuckians than any other bill that
will come before you.

There is one thing wrong with it. It
doesn’tdoenough. Itdoesn’t provide
health insurance for the nearly half
million Kentuckians who don’t have
any health insurance coverage. Butat
leastit will make it possible for every
Kentuckian to buy health insurance,
regardlessof whethertheyare healthy
or not, and it can’t be cancelled if
they get sick or change their job.

The standardization of policies and
the health purchasing cooperatives,
or-Alliance, as it is called in the bill,
will provide some true price compe-
tition, and will make it possible for
small employers to buy health insur-
ance at lower rates.

The Health Policy Board and Al-
liance, which have been the targets of
the opponents of health care reform,
would notrun the system as the oppo-
nents charge.

The Health Policy Board and the
Alliance are simply the referees that
make sure that all the players are
playing by the same fair rules.

They say to the industry in this
bill, nobody can be denied insurance.
We want quality measures for the
product you are selling. We want to
know if the prices you are charging
are fair and reasonable. We want you
to compete on a fair level playing
field. That is essentially all that the
Health Policy Board and Alliances
do.

The rest is left up to the market
place that I think most of us believe
in.

Isn't it time that we put these
simple rules in place? How long are
we going to put up with a system thal
has become so expensive that itis a
majorcause of bankruptcy? How long
are we going to put up with a system
that insures the healthy at the ex-
pense of the sick? How long are we
going to put up with a system that
provides no measures of guality and
in which there is no price competi-
tion?

I say it's been long enough. And
we need to vote yes on House Bill
250. It will not correct all the inequi-
ties of our current health system, but
is a long step in the right direction.

It's rare that we have an opportu-
nity to vote on a bill that can do so
much for the people we represent.
Let's not miss that opportunity. A
‘yes’ vote for House Bill 250 isa vote
for the people of Kentucky, and make
no mistake, a ‘no’ vote is for the
status quo and those who profil from
it.

Case against ex-principal
ends in settlement

Anine-month-old case against former Johnson
Central High School principal Steve Butcher came
to a sudden halt March 16 when a settlement was
reached between Butcher and the Johnson County
Board of Education.

Terms of the settlement were not disclosed,
but Butcher’s attorney said Butcher has regained
his teacher tenure contract terminated last June by
superintendent Frank Hamilton,

But the attorney, Clyde Johnson of Prestons-
burg, said Butcher will not be back to work in the
Johnson County School District.

"My client intends to resign from the school
system,” Johnson said,

Hamilton said last Friday that Butcher's offer
to resign from the school system prompted the
settlement,

The superintendent was referring (o a tribunal
hearing that began March 14. The settlement was
reached at the conclusion of the third day of
testimony in the case.

Johnsonand Hamilton declined to say whether
Butcher received a monetary settlement from the
school board.

Butcher, who was principal of JCHS for two
years, was fired June 11, 1993, and charged with
numerous administrative violations. Hamilton
claimed Butcher “permitted thousands of dollars
in school funds to be squandered and lost” during
his term.

Those charges were dropped as part of the
settlement, Johnson said.

In return, Butcher will drop a lawsuit he filed
against Hamilton and the board in January, —

rural areas are eating

Hostess Twinkies in
large amounts. At least that's
what a recently conducted
national survey concluded.
The results of this ¢ye-opening
survey also showed that
Twinkies eaters are more
likely to enjoy bacon, acrosol-
can cheese, Kool-Aid and malt
liquor.

What I found particularly
interesting about this survey
was of what importance was it
to the American public?

Mike Moloney, one of the
more powerful Democrats in
state government, is acting an
awful lot like a Republican
these days with his demands
that the legislature actually
find money to pay for budget
projects.

The similarities stop there,
though, because Moloney
wants his cohorts to triple the
property tax on manufactur-
ing equipment to pay for
several million bucks worth
of capital improvement
projects.

So, those projects, which
include golf courses, college
classrooms, state park lodges,
and a pay raise or two are out
of the budget unless and until
the legislature changes its
mind and okays the tax hike.

This system of government
is known in Kentucky as
Blackmail-as-Usual.

It works like this: legisla-
tors sell their votes for
important things in exchange
for large allocations of
money for vote-attracting
things in their home districts.

If they don't vote just right,
they don't get their party
favors.

That's how the Kentucky
Education Reform Act was
adopted, you know.

We didn't get KERA
because our statesmen
thought kids needed to be
better educated.

We got it because the
billion dollar tax hike that
came with it paid for a lot of
stuff that didn't have anything
to do with education in
KERA supporters' home-
towns.

And, because so much of
the KERA tax hike went to
pay for other goodies, we
don't have enough money to
pay for KERA itself.

This deal to triple the tax
on manufacturing equipment
is the same sort of blackmail.

If legislators don't enact it,
they won't get their prizes.

What's worse, the state's
industry lcaders and the
Chamber of Commerce are
being made the culprits
because they say the tax
proposal isn't fair.

And they're right. It isn't
because new businesses in
Kentucky...like Toyota...were
given all sorts of tax breaks to
come here while the guys
already here got to pick up the
tab.

Now they want the same
manufacturers to chip in
another $62 million a year to
pay for parks and swimming
pools.

Since we newspaper
publishers arc classificd as
manufacturers, we'll voice our
support for the tax hike on our
equipment when we see a
new press on the list of things
to be financed by the pro-
ceeds.

down when he began sneezing un-
controllably.

Primary student Brandy Perry,
Wolf's grandmother, was the first
witness. She corroborated testimony
that Wolf had gone to borrow sugar
from the pigs that day to bake her a
birthday cake and that he had indeed
had a cold that may have caused a
sneezing fit. On cross-examination,
however, she admitted that he did in
fact eat two of the pigs although she
didn't know why because she, per-
sonally, had never served him pigs at
home,

Katie Hale, student, reporter and
eyewitness to the crime, testified that
on the day in question, she had seen

Wolf, guilty of killing and eating two of the three little pigs. The exercise was a culminating activity

On the stand, Wolf crumbled:

“I sneezed and I blew their house
down,” Wolf said. “l didn't mean
too.... | ate them because I was hun-
gry... (and) ‘cause I didn’t want my
next-doorneighbor’shouse tostink.”

“Notonly did he blow their houses
down,” Caudill said in closing, “but
he ate the first and second pigs... just
like they wer¢ a big ol’ cheesebur-
ger.”

Judge Layne, who along with the
rest of the class had studied the law
personally under Floyd District Judge
Danny Caudill prior to the trial, pro-
nounced Wolf guilty and sentenced
him to life imprisonment in the Wolf
County Jail.

Martin and Hall combine for 45 points to lead Rebels

The Allen Central Rebels may
have been playing their first state
tournament game Wednesday night,
but they performed like a team that
had been here before. The Rebels
played with poise and with confi-
dence en route to a 74-65 win over
Shelby County at Freedom Hall.

Senior Jason Martin and Junior
Jeremy Hall combined for 45 points
to lead Coach Johnny Martin’s
ballclub. Martin led the Rebels with
27 points, scoring 15 in the fourth
quarter. Hall had 18 points and picked
up 11 assists.

It was the board work of the Rebels
that allowed Shelby County only one
try at the basket. The Rebels out
rebounded the Rockets 42-35 as they
dominated at both ends.

Freshman Thomas Jenkins and
Steve Tumner pulled down nine each.

Turner finished with 10 poinis in the
game and Jenkins added nine.

Center Philip Patton continued to
play smart down low and netted 10
points, Patton had eight rebounds in
the contest.

Jeremy Burchfield led all scorers
with 31 points. No one else scored in
double figures for Shelby County.

Allen Central built a nine-point
lead, 47-38, toward the end of the
third period, but some mental mis-
takes and torrid shoot by Burchfield
allowed the Rockets to pull to within
two points, 47-45, with 6:03 remain-
ing in the game.

“We didn't play well,” he said.
“We couldn’t get into our running
game, It wasn't our best performance,
but we did pull away in the 4th quar-
ter.”

Allen Central's variety of defenses
and game plan impressed Shelby
County Coach Gary Kidwell.

“Coach Martin did an excellent
job of getting his team ready,” he
said. “He had a great game plan. 1
want tocomplimenthim and his team
and wish them well." _

The game plan for the Rebels was
to establish the tempo and keep Shelby
County from slowing down the game.
Allen Central jumped out o an 8-2

lead in the first quarter, and Hall and
Turner hit treys 1o give Allen Central
an 18-14 first quarter lead.

In the second quarter, Allen Cen-
tral maintained a four-point advan-
tage, but some mental mistakes kept
the Rockets close.

“Wedidn'tplay well in the second
quarter,” said Martin, “Wetook some
ill-advised shots.”

Halleckson jumps to figure
skating nationals in first try

For some figure skaters, it takes years of
training and several appearances in regional
and sectional competition before they ever
qualify for a national meet. Some never
make it at all,

Lindsy Halleckson did it in one try.

The Kenwood-Trail Junior High School
eighth-grader took her remarkable skating
surge loits highest level Dec. 5-12, whenshe
was first in figures, second in freestyle, and
second overall at the Midwest Sectionals in
Indianapolis, Indiana. That result, coming
against skaters from 22 states, qualified ber
for nationals, 1o be held at Morristown, New
Jersey in April.

Competing at the intermediate level,
Halleckson began this rise (o national promi-
nence at the Upper Great Lakes Regional
Oct. 31-Nov. 4. The event was held at
Augsburg College in Minneapolis, which is
where she trains regularly asamember of St.
Paul Figure Skating Club.

At the meet, the Prior Lake resident was
first overall in thé first round to qualify for
the finals. There, she was third in figures,
fourth in freestyle, and second overall, She

became one of four intermediate skaters to
advance (o the sectionals,

The Midwesl Sectionals was only her 14th
competilion, and she has been in hard training
for just two years,

Gentle, friendly and unassuming off the ice,

she becomes a fiery competitor on it.

“Her lack of weaknesses is what makes her
good,” said Ann Olson, Linsy's coach. “She's
very determined, and very hard-working, She
has a lot of inner drive."”

Best of all, she seems to have it, Despite a
training schedule that puts her on the ice 3-6
hours perday, five or six days a week, she can't
wail 1o get back for more.

“If I take two days off, I'm saying, ‘I've got
to get back there,"" she said. " think it's really
fun. You getto travel, and meet a whole lot of
new people. And I just love skating,”

Halleckson, 13, has litle difficulty ban-

dling the pressure of such important meets.

“I don’t get nervous,” she said.

Olson, her coach explained.

“Everyone gets nervous, but she doesn’t let
her nerves bother her,” Olson said. “She uses
her nerves 1o enhance her performance. She
USEs nerves in a positive way, so-she probably
doesn't think of it as nervousness.”

Most of her preparation has to do with
concentration.

“I goovermy programa whole lot, and draw
my figures on paper,” she said. “[ run through
my jumps, think about what I'm going 1o do,
and stretch out a little bit. I run through the
program in my mind."”

Halleckson’'s recent success has her think-
ing of bigger things.

“In four years I want to be up to the point
where I could be in the Olympics, if I'm good
enough,” she said.

For now, however, she has two things to
focus on: testing to move up Lo the novicelevel,
which she hopes to accomplish before nation-
als; and the national meet itself.

“If T could place there...wow,” she said.

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TURKEY PERMITS NOW
AVAILABLE; SEASON OPENS
APRIL 20

Permits for wild trkey hunting
should now be available at your local
hunting and fishing license outlet,
according to officials with the Ken-
tucky Department of Fish and Wild-
life Resources (KDIFWR).

This year, persons required (o pos-
sess a hunting license can purchase
the $17.50 permit for use during the
April 20 through May 3 season and
the fall archery season. The limit
during the spring season is two tur-
keys with visible beards and for the
fall bow season one bird of either sex.
Only one bird may be taken per day
during the spring season.

Shooting hours for the spring (ur-
key season are one-half hour before
sunrise (o 1 p.m. Shooting wild (ur-
keys while they are roosting is ille-
gal. All hunters must have oral or
written permission from the land-
owner or tenant to enter and hunt on
private lands.

Portions or all of over 100 coun-
ties will be open for turkey hunting
this year, although according to
KDFWR biologists last year's nest-
ing season was worse than normal.
Kentucky's wild turkey population
now stands at close to 40,000, thanks
to an ongoing restoration effort by
the fish and wildlife department.

A few items 1o keep in mind this

scason is that the only fircarms al-
lowed for hunting wildlife turkeys
are shotguns 10 through 20 gauge
using shot sizes no larger than num-
ber 4. Archery equipment is limited
to longbows, recurve and compound
bows which do not have devices de-
signed to hold an arrow at full or
partial draw without aid from the
archer. Only barbless arrows with
broadhead points at least 7/8ths inch
wide are permitted, and no chemi-
cally treated arrows or chemical
“pods” may be used.

Hunter requirements include that
all hunters born on or after January 1,
1975, exceptthose underage 10, must
have completed a state-approved
hunter education course and must
have a valid course completion card
in possession while hunting. Turkey
hunters under age I 8 must be accom-
panied by an adult capable of main-
taining reasonable control over the
young hunter at all times while hunt-
ing. Persons not required to have a
hunting license are exempt from the
hunter education requirement.

Making a winner of
your young athlete

Sports are very important to chil-
drenand can help them develop physi-
cally and personally. Butsimply plac-
ing children in a sports situation does
not guarantee that they will benefit.

How can parents help their chil-
dren have a positive experience in
organized sports?

The kind of support parents give
their children can make sports fun
and rewarding or the source of vary-
ing degrees of stress, Here are some
ways parents can help their children
- whether 6 or 16 - enjoy their sports
experience and benefit from it. By
following these principles, parents
can both motivate their young ath-
letes and help them develop ahealthy,
positive self-image:

» Keep in mind the two major
reasons kids play sports - lo have fun
and to feel worthy, competent and
successful.

= Teach your son or daughter that
success in sports is more than just
winning. Help them feel successful
when they are improving or master-
ing skills, giving maximum effort,
and striving to win. In this way, par-
ents can help their athlete accept dis-
appointment, and not see losses as
personal failures or blows to self-
worth .

= Help your athletes set realistic,
achievable, yet challenging goals.
Offer to work with them (o meet
these goals. Whenachild’s skill level
improves, she/he will feel a sense of
accomplishment.

* Reward and encourage skill im-
provement, good plays, and good
behavior. Remember to praise effort
- notjust performance - to motivate a
child to try hard. The best way to

» Show your children that you
love and accept them, regardless of
the game's cutcome or how they per-
formed. This is the basis for a posi-
tive self-concept.

Some Words of Caution , . .

= Though it is perfectly natural to
identify with your children, and want
them to be successful, be careful not
to live out your own dreams through
them, Seeing a child's performance
in sports as a reflection of one’s own
self-worth and success can cause par-
ents Lo set unrealistically high goals
for their children and place pressure
on them to perform, a major cause of
stress in sports for kids.

= Watch your behavior at games
and practices. Remember, parents are
role models for their children. If you
want your son or daughter to show
good sportsmanship and self-control,
you need to exhibit it yourself, no
matter how frustrating it may be to
see a poor call or bad play.

» During games and practices,
leave the coaching to the coach.
