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Fannin
disputes
lawsuit
charges

A police officer who claimed in a
lawsuit filed last week that he was
fired in retribution for filing a worker’s
compensation claim against the city,
hasn’t been fired at all, Prestonsburg
Mayor Jerry Fannin said Friday.

In a civil suit filed October 6, the
day after he was relieved of duty as a
patrolman, Herman Morris contended
he had been fired “in a manner incon-
sistent” with laws concerning the dis-
missal of police officers.

Morris also alleged in his suit that
he had been fired because he refused
to dismiss criminal complaints at the
request of the mayor and because he
had filed a worker's compensation
claim against the city.

On Friday, Mayor Jerry Fannindis-
puted those allegations, saying Morris
had not been fired but bad been “laid
off” for financial reasons.

Fannin added that the layoff was
determined solely on the basis of se-
niority and that Morris was “the last
one hired and the first one laid off.”

Fannin said the city is attempting to
economize through workforce reduc-
tions and every city department will
likely feel the cuts. Six jobs have
beenlostthrough attritionin thecity's
street department, Fannin added, and
other vacancies will not be immedi-
ately filled. Morris is the first layoff
in the police department.

The mayor also denied allegations
he had dismissed Morris because the
officer refused to drop criminal com-
plaints at Fannin’s request, calling
those charges “totally false.”

State wants underground
parking plan scaled back

The proposed six-level Floyd
County Courthouse could losea floor
if the Floyd County Fiscal Court
agrees (o a request by state officials
to remove a level that was being
provided for patrons’ parking,

The Administrative Office of the
Courts (AOC), which oversees the
operation of the district and circuit
courts, asked the county to remove
the parking level because it is con-
cerned with terrorism, said Harry
Hoffman, director of facilities at
AOC,

“Security is the problem,”
Hoffman said, He explained that if
the parking level for patrons is left in
the building that the fiscal court must
provide tight security measures to
protect those using the courthouse.

The parking level for staff will
remain in the plans, Hoffman said.

Although county officials aren’t
sure yet if the patrons’ parking level
will be removed from the plans — or
evenif the courthouse will be built—
they have had property near the pro-
posed courthouse site on the munici-
pal parking lot in Prestonsburg ap-
praised .

Areas being appraised for parking
include the property on both sides of
Third Street, from the courthouse o

Westminister and from the munici-
pal parking lotto the alley beside Ray
Howard’s parking lot; on South Lake
Drive, from the Ford Building to the
Fitzpatrick property; on North Lake
Drive, from the old State Motel owned
by Commonwealth Holding to
Whitten’s Taxi and parking lot; and
Prestonsburg Elementary School
property, Floyd County Attorney Jim
Hammond said.

He said the county is looking at
the school site in case a new Pre-
stonsburg High School is built and
the elementary schoolmoves into the

old high school building.

Hammond said if property acqui-
sition proves (o be oo expensive, the
county will leave in the second level
and add the extra security. '

Floyd County Judge-Executive
John M. Stumbo-said Tuesday that
it’s too early to know what the county
will do, and that the appraisals have
given the wrong impression to some
property owners.

Garbage bill

Council
approves
ethics code

After delaying the issue for two
months, Prestonsburg’s city council
took just over five minutes Monday
to put a final stamp of approval on a
city-wide code of ethics.

Council had given first reading in
August to the code, a model ordi-
nancedrafted by the Kentucky League
of Cities, but tabled approval at three
successive meetings to review alter-
natives.

The ordinance adopted Monday
was unchanged from the original ver-
sion, and it will take full effect upon
publication,

The plan will focus largely on
nepotism, standards of conduct
among board members, regular fi-
nancial disclosure statements and will
help establish a board to enforce the
ethics policy.

The ethics policy plan closely re-
sembles Paintsville's, Paintsville was
the firstcity in Kentucky to adoptand
énact a code of ethics ordinance.

Council had second reading of an
ordinance which granted CableVision
of Prestonsburg a 15-year franchise

Floyd County Solid Waste Com-
mission chairman Mike Vance said
Tuesday that the amount Pike County
claims is owed ismuchdifferent from
what Floyd officials estimate.

From May
1993 until December 1993, the suit
claims, Floyd County did not pay for
dumping garbage in its landfill at a
rate of $22.50 per ton.

The issue of the debt to Pike
County has been discussed by the
Floyd County Fiscal Court for
months. Floyd's fiscal court main-
tains that they had an agreement with
former Pike Judge-Executive Paul
Patton to dump trash at $7 per ton.

The Floyd fiscal court has con-
ceded that there is no written agree-
ment between Patton and the court.

A Floyd County man suspected of
rape tumed himself in Monday. after
six days on the run.

Jamie Penningion, of Bull Creek,
was arraigned Tuesday at 9:30 a.m.
on a bail jumping charge. Floyd
County District Judge Danny Caudill
entered a not guilty plea for
Pennington and set his preliminary
hearing date for October 19 at 2:30
p.m. Bond was set at $100,000.

. Pennington, 29, who fled from the
Floyd County Courthouse on Octo-
ber 4, was charged with first degree
rape following an incident at a party
last November.

Tera Conn, 21, of Prestonsburg,
was charged last Tuesday with crimi-
nal facilitation after allegedly driv-
ing Pennington out of Prestonsburg,

his attorney, Keith Bartley, was in a
pleabargaining session with the pros-
ecution to have the rape charge re-
duced to sexual misconduct, amisde-
meanor punishable by up 10 12 months
in prison.

Floyd fiscal court
acted knowingly
to protect citizens

Editor:

In light of recent comments made
by representatives of Medisin, the
operator of two medical waste incin-
erators in Floyd County, I feel a re-
sponse is in order. [ am a member of
Floyd Countians In Action and Ken-
tuckians For The Commonwealth,
two citizens organizations that have
opposed the incinerators for many
years.

According to Medisin’s attorneys,
the Floyd County Fiscal Court mis-
takenly voted for an amendment to
the local solid waste plan. On July 16,
1993 our magistrates voted unani-
mously that the “total waste Medisin
will accept for 10 years is 100 tons.”
In the first six months of 1994,
Medisin has burned more than twice
its ten-year limit. Medisin's repre-
sentatives now claim that a “clerical
error’” is to blame. They argue that
magistrates thought they were voting
to limit the amount of ash produced,
not the amount of waste accepted by
the facility. ‘

It appears to me that Medisin’s
arguments are a clear misrepresenta-
tion of the facts. FCIA wrote and
proposed the amendment which our
magistrates adopted in July of 1993.
We briefed the court fully on the
meaning of the language and the im-
pact of their vote, State solid waste
management officials were present
for the vote and answered numerous
questions. Our magistrates have
worked with FCIA for nearly four
years to resolve our concerns about
the incinerators. They are very knowl-
edgeable about this problem. To im-
ply the vote was a “clerical error”
seems an insult to both the citizens
and Fiscal Court of Floyd County.

In addition, the language of the
amendment is nearly identical to the
original language proposed by
Medisin’s board member Robert
McAnich. The only difference is the
tonnage itself was reduced from a
proposed 391.5 to 100 tons of waste.

I would therefore like to describe
some of the reasons why citizens
have opposed Medisin and the rea-
sons our county officials took the
action they did.

Since 1990 Medisin has operated
two incinerators on the property of
Highlands Regional Hospital in
Auxier, Kentucky, The incinerators
currently burm two eight-hour shifts
per day, seven days a week.

In recent years Medisin has been
cited for numerous violations of state
environmental laws. In January 1994

they violated the conditions of their
air permit by exceeding the amount
of waste burned per hour. On other
occasions air quality inspectors have
cited the operators of the facility for
failing to install required carbon
monoxide monitors and for exceed-
ing smoke opacity limits.

The Medisin incinerators operate
inadensely populated narrow valley.
Airinversions occur frequently, trap-
ping emissions near to the ground.
People in our area have experienced
serious health effects we believe are
aresultof the incinerators’ emissions
including severe headaches, skin
rashes and facial bumns, eye infec-
tions, cancer and brain (umors, and
respiratory illness. The EPA has re-
cently released a study which states
that dioxin, a by-product of medical
waste incineration, ismuchmore toxic
than previously believed. Dioxin is
now thought to cause cancer, repro-
ductive disorders, liver problems and
immune deficiencies.

FCIA has worked for nearly four
years to oppose incineration and pro-
mote safer disposal methods. We
endorse on-site autoclaving, a steam-
ing process that should occur at each
generating facility. According to state.
regulations, infections waste can be
treated by autoclaving and then be
safely landfilled. FCIA also believes
that waste minimization efforts can
greatly reduce the amount of waste
that needs to be treated in the first
place.

In summary, the Floyd County
Fiscal Court amended its solid waste
plan to protect the lives and property
of our citizens, They acted know-
ingly and honorably and continue to
cooperate with our citizens’ organi-
zation to resolve this problem.

The project has also
reached the negotiations tables of
Appalachian Regional Commission,
a federal government agency that
gives financial assistance (o projects
appropriated by congress.

“We have applications every-
where,” Perry said, citing other Big
Sandy area businesses such as
Ashland Oil.

*“The Appalachian Regional Com-
mission should be more willing to
help if we meet them halfway,"” Perry
said.

Perry also said that wition, which
will be about $20,000 per year per
student, would still leave the school
with just over $1 million in operating
expenses. Those funds, Perry said,
would probably come from area busi-
ness and private contributions.

has gone through in the past few
years, including new computer pro-
grams that allow medical students to
explore the human body without hav-
ing to use cadavers. Although this
new technology is expensive, Perry
thinks that the quality of the educa-
tion will be of utmost importance.
“Ican tell you that we aren’t going

One of the primary purposes of
pursuing this project, now four years
old, is to attract area doctors back to
Eastern Kentucky. Perry said that

Furthermore, he thinks
that larger medical schools, such as
those at the University of Kentucky
and University of Louisville, have
failed to successfully placc an ad-
equate number of doctors in Easwm
Kentucky.

Perry had scheduled another ap-
pearance Wednesday, October 12, at
Prestonsburg Community College,
for a panel discussion on the project.
The panel included such members as
Senator Benny Ray Bailey, Lynn
Weddle, program coordinator and
associate professor of nursing at
Prestonsburg Community College,
and other distingvished guests.

Unusual billboard message
captures attention of public

A different type of advertisement
has been appearing on billboards
around Floyd County. Instead of the
usual ads hawking consumer prod-
ucts, these billboards have a simple
message printed in large bold red
letters: Try Jesus First.

The billboard message is spon-
sored by Dove House, a nonprofil,
nondenominational Christian minis-
try based in Floyd County. The bill-
board idea was conceived by Jerry
Herrmann, director of Dove House.
The Michigan native, whohas worked
asamissionary in Floyd County since
1966, ministers to prisoners at the
county jail and to youth at the Floyd
County Detention Center through
Bible studies and visitation. He also
has an outreach program for students
at the Carl D. Perkins Job Corps
Center. A few months ago the mis-
sionary began a Bible study program
at Otter Creek Correctional Center at
Wheelwright.

Herrmann's recent foray into the
world of billboard advertising is a
new venture for Dove House, and for
himself, as well.

Herrmann thought up the unusual
concept about a year ago. After the
Dove House board of directors ap-
proved the idea, Herrmann contacted
alocal sign company which agreed to
put the signs on its non-rented bill-
boards at a reduced rate and leave
them there until the billboards were
rented. A sign company in Lexington
designed the billboard message,

“Dove House put forth money for the
signs from its regular donations,”
Herrmann said. “We had 20 signs
made.”

The purpose of the high profile
message is “to glorify God in any
possible way we canand to getpeople
thinking more about Jesus,” he said.

The effect of the signs upon the
public has been positive, he said.
When the first billboards went up in
July along roadways at Prestonsburg
and Harold, Herrmann started receiv-
ing messages of appreciation on his
answering machine at the Dove House
office located on North Lake Drivein
Prestonsburg, “People saw the signs,
it stirred up interest and some were
interested in (financially contribut-
ing to) putting up signs on the bill-
boards,” Hermann said.

He said he isn't sure about the
location of all the Dove House bill-

boards, but noted that they are “scat-
tered” in Pike and Floyd counties.
They pop up “wherever they (the
sign company) has a billboard they
want to fill,” he said.

One of the latest is located along a
major highway in Johnson County.
Herrmann doesn’t want to stop there.
“There will be (Try Jesus First) bill-
boards all the way to Lexington and
to Frankfort, if we can (financially)
doiL”

Incidentially, Herrmann will be
speaking on the topic “Try Jesus
First,” on Sunday night, October 16
at Community Methodist Church in
Prestonsburg. The service starts at 6
p.am.

While the Betsy Layne mentor
was concerned, the homecoming
game against the Berea Pirates was a
fan's delight. The Bobcats sent the
fans home satisfied after they pulled
out a 20-14 win over Berea.

The win improved the Bobeats to
3-5 on the season. Victories in Betsy
Layne's next two games would equal
last seasons’ 5-5 mark.

It was "The Rocky Hamilton
Show" at the Lloyd Hamilton Ath-
letic Complex as the senior running
back scored three touchdowns and
rushed for 161 yards to lead the Bob-
cats to their third victory of the sea-
son on homecoming day this past
Saturday.

Ashley Bartley was crowned the
fall Homecoming Queen at halftime.

The big play of the day belonged
to Timmy Nunnemaker, and it came
in the fourth quarter after the Bobcats
had just pickedupa firstdownona5-
yard penalty against Berea.

The logical place 1o look for post—
spawn walleyes is near the spawning
grounds.

On deep, clear lakes, there is
relatively little cover on shallow flats
and few locations for walleyes, to hide.
Your post-spawn hot spots are going
to be deeper weed zones if they are
developed. In lakes with
underdeveloped weed zones or none
at all, walleyes, will resort to deeper
water, dropping down the side of a
dropoff or suspending. To find out for
sure, check the possible areas.

Walleyes, love to hang around in
the shade but if your lake doesn't have
much shade, don’t gve up. Your
search is narrowed and vou might find
big fish in a small arca.

Remember that these arcas will
only be productive during post-spawn
if they adjoin a spawning area.

In general, a walleve will have to reach
20 inches in length o weight three pownds.

A visit into the past of early

Editor’s note: This article was originally written by
the author for Elsie Pinion of Tram. The article is
printed with permission of the author, who grew up ar
Johns Creek in Floyd County during the 1920s and
30s.

Sometime in August of 1990, I visited the home of
Oliver Pinion and Elsie Music Pinion of Tram at mid-
week and, on no special occasion, a meal was prepared
for the family and guest.

Normally, I am not hungry at this time of day, but
on this day I had only a bowl of oats for breakfast and
the smell of delicious food was whetting my appetite.
It had been six years since | had visited their home and
we wondered where the six years had gone.

When Elsie extended her hand in greeting, there
was no grip and she explained to me that she had had a
stroke, She had difficulty pronouncing her husband's
name properly; yet this remarkable person was able to
carry on the early tradition of Johns Creek and prepare
a delicious noon day meal with pride and enjoyment.

My thoughts reflected back to the mid 1930s when
Roger Steele and [ visited his great uncle, Tom
Nunnery, on the Middle Fork of Rockcastle Creek in
Martin County. Tom's wife, Mary, was an aunt of
Elsie Music Pinion. Roger had been there once before
and knew the way. We left Johns Creek about 8 a.m.
on a Sunday morning in October and, with energy o
burn, we traveled up and down hollows, out ridges and
over hills until about 2 p.m. when we sighted the first
signs of life. Uncle Tom had been getting his winter’s
supply of fuel from a vein of shiny, black coal that the
stream bed had uncovered. All that was needed for the
operation was a heavy pick and pry bar, which was
lying nearby,

We pulled off our shoes, sat on the bank and let this
sparkling clear water cool our feet. Normally we didn't
wear shoes from April ‘til October, depending on the
season. As I sat there relaxing in a cool October
breeze, my stomach began sending me signals. I
thought that surely people who lived in a wilderness
like this would not have food to share with strangers.

As we ftraveled on down Middle Fork, we came
upon a bam where several burros, which Uncle Tom
used as farm animals, stood in the barnyard. Apple
trees loaded with fruit covered the area and all avail-
able spots of ground were planted in com, beans and

other vegetables. When we approached their home and
I was introduced, Tom’s wife explained that they had
already had dinner but that she had plenty left and
asked us to come in and eat. A white linen cloth
covered the food left on the table from their earlier
meal. What a pleasant surprise when Aunt Mary
removed the cover, The table was loaded with pork,
beef and mutton cooked several different ways. There
was an assortment of cakes and pies, fresh garden
vegetables and luscious dessents.

I found out through conversation that it was the

weekend for the Goble family reunion at the mouth of
Beech Fork only a few miles downstream. This was a
grand occasion in those days and maybe it still is —as
far as [ know. Roger and 1 stretched our stomachs to
the limit with Aunt Mary encouraging us on, and after
the meal, we went outside to visit with Uncle Tom and
get rested for the long journey back home. It had been
a long, hot summer, suitable for cotton and Uncle Tom
had grown some plants in the backyard. On some of
the plants the cotton hung down like a lambs tail, while
on others, a ball of cotton was contained in a bowl at
the top and looked like a rabbit’s tail,

The days were getting shorter and we left soon in
order to reach home on Johns Creek before dark. As
we traveled up the narrow valley, an occasional breeze
would dislodge leaves that would float gently to the
ground as if they had done their summer work and
were settling in for their winter's nap. The steeps and
flats lay on both sides and extended high up to form
the ridges which established the boundaries between
Johnson, Martin and Floyd counties,

Pine knots were in abundance in places along these
ridges where the fallen trees had rotted, leaving the
durable resin-rich knots which had been accumulating
for centuries. The early settlers used these pine knots
to start a quick fire on cold mornings. When I was a
boy, we used them for light to gig fish by schooling
time for suckers in Johns Creek and Buffalo. A wire
basket fastened to the end of a pole was filled with
pine knots. These burning knots gave off the best light
available at the time. I can still hear the sizzling, frying
sound of the melted resin as it dripped like shooling

stars into the water.

Although it was too late in the season to encounter
snakes, on this occasion these rocky ridges offered a
perfect habitat for the ever-dangerous diamond-
backed rattler. Once, a few years earlier, my brother
Mont and myself hoed a field of corn for Charlie
Stwurgill... Instead of carrying water with us, some four
or five miles and across a mountain, we dug a spring
in the branch below. In hot, dry weather these snakes
would crawl down from the ridges in search of water.

On one occasion we found a large rattler coiled at
the edge of the water hole. Naturally, we disposed of
him immediately and searched the surroundings for
others before we felt it safe to get a drink.

As we traveled up Middle Fork, we knew that any
hollow to the left would lead us up to Johns Creek,
Floyd County, and home, and we finally wound up in

the head of Copparas Creek. Even where large trees
stood, evidence could be seen of farming in the area.
The ground was corrugated in spots caused by the
early customs of piling large mounds of soil around
each hill of comn. Also, rocks had been piled in a
checkerboard fashion to clear the ground for agricul-
ture and to prevent erosion.

Years later, as the ship I was aboard during WWII
sailed up the channel just after the second American
atomic bomb had devastated the city of Nagasaki,
Japan, 1 could see rock piled on either side of the
channel similar to the way that they had been piled on
Copparas Creek. Being a signal man on the U.S.S.
Menifee, named after Menifee County, Kentucky, I
had access to binoculars and long glasses. I was
probably one of the first Americans 1o see the destruc-
tion that had been rendered to Nagasaki, Japan. As we
sailed a few days later out the seaway, I wondered if
there had ever been a love and respect among these

you appreciate the beaunty of what the Good Lord has
made.

It has been five years since I've seen the hills of
home on Hog Town Ridge ablaze with color. That's
a streak that pains me, A weekend trip back home
this month was just the fix for homsickness I needed.

I would fly the friendly skies to a friend’s retire-
ment party with nearly all expenses paid. There
would be old friends (o shake hands with, parents and
an 88-year-old granny to hug, pictures 1o take of
everybody—and loads of pretty leaves to see.

Then the party got canceled.

With Christmas just around the corner and two
youngsters to buy for, my wife and I decided staying
in Florida would be best for the family pocketbook.

So much for the family reunions and the sweater
weather and the maple trees turning color.

It took a few days, but I finally convinced myself
that it was OK to miss all this and everybody.,

I'm 32. I can take iL.

But somebody else isn't taking it so well: My
mother.

She bad already started collecting the groceries for
what was sure to be a homecoming feast. And I got
the feeling she would climb every hill in Kentucky
backwards to have her baby boy home for a few days
as she had planned.

“You're not going to make it?" she asked when I
called with the bad news. “Oh, Joe, we were looking
so forward to having you home.”

I knew she would be disappointed. She wasn't
alone. But life goes on. I figured that would be the
end of it.

But never underestimate the will of your mother,

At the end of her latest letter, after the news of
family and the questions about our kids, she just
happened to mention the ill-fated trip again in a
single paragraph.

Here's a line-by-line account with a few thoughts
on each one:

“Joe, if you had gotten to come home, you would
have been here in about two weeks."

Glad you reminded me!

After all, I've only been counting the hours to this
visit for months now, althongh I had only thought
about the trip maybe once an hour during that time.

But how soon we forget.

“Dad was hoping to get a deer so he could have
you some jerky made."

Thanks for the warning. My father's deer jerky—a
seasoned blend of pepper, liquid hickory and soy
sauce—nearly made me sick the last time I ate two
pounds of it. Who wants to go through that torture
again?

Got an acre of trees? How about a
few hundred? :

Whether it's one or a thousand,
Kentucky timber owners may be in-
terested in the Kentucky Woodland
Owners Association (KWOA) tohelp
them maximize the potential value.

“The association is open (o any-
oneinterested inimproving privately-
owned Kentucky forest land,” said
Doug McLaren, extension forestry
specialistwith the University of Ken-
tucky College of Agriculture.

“The goal of the organization is lo
help Kentucky forest landowners at-
tain the best long-range dollar return
from their forestry operation while at
the same time maintaining a healthy,
beautiful forest,” he said. “They work
toachieve that goal by lobbying, net-
working, negotiating new markets
and building solidarity for the indus-

Although UK's Department of
Forestry helped organize and coordi-
nate the organization’s early activi-
ties, it is a non-profit membership
organization controlled exclusively
by independent Kentucky woodland
owners.

How many owners would that in-
clude?

“More than 50 percent of Ken-
tucky is forested,” Mclaren said.

“Ninety three percent of that for-
est land is owned by 450,000 non-
industrial private woodland owners,
That translates into a lot of voting
power. It also translates into an abil-
ity to help each other get the most out
of their land."

The organization benefits more
than just economic interests of those
who own the land though, he added.
Improvements for the environment
and ensuring the continuation of this
constantly renewable natural resource
for Kentucky benefits all those who
enjoy the beanty and tranquility that
can be found in the state’s forests.

McGruff in taking a bite out level that helps prevent it from working loose.
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
