Medisin representatives Robert 
Ford and Carl Breeding asked for a 
revision to the Aoyd County Solid 
Waste Plan, changing their limit from .. 

accepting 10 tons of medical waste 
per year to 561.6 tons per year. ·That 
increase will correspond with its pcr­
mitfrom theDivic;ionof Air Quality, 
Medisin representatives said. 

Robert Ford, a member of the 
Medisin board, reported that the 
company's two incinerators had 
burned about 400 tons of medical 
waste in 1993. 

"We're between arock and a hard 
place," Medisin auorney Carl Breed­
ing told board members. 

Magistrates nix 
new wheels, hint 
at money trouble

Citing-but not explaining-an 
apparent concern about the finances 
of the county, Floyd 1-lscal Court 
members voted 3-2 Friday not to pur­
chase new vehicles. 

District One Magistrate Gerald 
DeRossett led off the discussion on 
buying the vehicles by saying that he 
would rather prepare for winter than 
buy new vehicles. 

"I'm for canceling the whole thing 
and not buy (any vehicles),'' 
DeRossett said. "I'd ratbe.rcancel the 
new trucks and buy (snow) saapers 
and salt" 

Judge-ExecutiveJohnM. SIUmbo 
commented that using snow saapers 
could damage the county roads. 

"It works in Pike County," 
DeRossett said, "but it don't seem to 
work here. I'd rather get that and 
forget about my truck." 

Magistrate Tommy Neil Adams 
suggested the court delay purchasing 
new vehicles because of money con­
cerns. 

"If we're having problems with 
the budget, let's put a hold on the 
vehicles," Ad:uns said. 

take a look back at it." 
Owens disagreed. 
"lt'llbeanotherwinterandyou've 

got a good dump truck," Owens told 
Adams. "It will put my men in a 
dangerous position. I thinkit'sdirty." 

Magistrate Ennal Tackeu rc­
rnindedOwens that he opted to buy a 
blazer in 1990 instead of a dump 
truck. 

Owens agreed, but said it was 
agreed at that time he would get a 
new dump truck in the next round of 
vehicle purchases. 

DeRossett also commented that 
workers and officials who take ve. 
bicles borne will be required to pay 
$3 per day for federal tax purposes. 

Owens made a motion to accept 
the bid for a dump truck and Stumbo 
seconded it Magistrates DeRossett. 
Adams and Tackett voted no. 

On Tuesday, Stumbo said that he 
did not know why the magistrates 
voted against the purchase and added 
that there are no financial pr()\>lems 
facing the county. 

"'The magistrates get a financial 
report every month," Stumbo said. 
"The question is can they read it? 
They wanted to put (buying vehicles)

Reports filed by Medisin to the 
state Division ofW aste Management 
indicated that the company had ac­

company to handle all of Floyd 
County's medical waste, and that the 
company had contracts with numer­
ous other medical providers.

Don't put us in a 
situation where we arc in breach of 
contract."

in," Breeding said. 
Breeding said that Medisin had 

tried to be a good neighbor and work 
with the stare on getting the permit. 
At that point. representatives ofAoyd 
Countians in Action almost came out 
of their seats in protest. but at the 
beginningofthemeeting. board chair­
man Mike Vance had set time limits 
for each group-Medisin and Aoyd 
Countians in Action - to presem 
their points of view.

'Debtor's prison' 
could be result of 
new garbage law

l-loyd County FIScal Court's at­
tempt to put some teeth into its man­
datory garbage collection ordinance 
may be more bark than bite. 

First reading Friday of an ordi­
nance requiring that all Floyd 
Countians participate in the garbage 
collection program and pay the 
monthly fee, outlined criminal pen­
alties and possible jail time for those 
who do not. 

Two local prominent defense at­
torneys said Monday that the fiscal 
court has apparently overstepped its 
bounds by trying to enact its own 
criminal law. 

"There (are no) debtors' prisons 
in this country," attorney Keith 
Bartley said Monday. ''People don't 
go to jail because theycan'tpay their 
debts. That's crazy. It's not legal in 
this country. 

"By trying to pass a law that people 
have to pay or go to jail. I believe (the 
fJScal court) is stepping in the shoes 
of the legislature." 

Attorney Ned Pillersdorf offered 
the same views on the county's solid 
waste ordinance. 

"If(thecourt)votesforit.it will be 
for putting people in the county jail 
for being poor," Owens said. "I'm 
voting against it because of people on 
fixed incomes. A lot of people can't 
afford a gallon of milk. You all voted 
to put these old people in jail, not 

County Attomey Jim Hammond 
told magistrates that a failure by resi­
dents to pay their garbage bills would 
constitute theft of services and it 
would be a criminal matter. 

Hammond added that frrst read­
ing of the ordinance does not mean it

Drug task force, FBI seize cash, drugs 
during search of Perry County home

In a follow-up to an October 13 
raid by the Mountain Area Drug Task 
Force and the FB J, agents searched a 
Peny County home Friday and found 
drugs, money and weapons. 

A federal search warrant was ex­
ecuted Friday for the living quarters 
of Dave Ray Combs of Jeff in Perry 
County. Task forcemembersandFBI 
agents seized $70.010 in cash; an 
undetermined amount of marijuana 
and cocaine; a set of scales and an 
assortment of automatic weapons. 

Combs' brother, Troy P. Combs, 
44, and George Fellner, 43, both of 
Hazard, were arrested October 14 by 
officers and charged with distribut-

ing cocaine. Officers seized explo· 
sives, automatic weapons, vehicles, 
cash, a houseboat and an undeter­
mined amount of drugs in that raid. 

On Friday, agents executed the 
warrant at the basement living quar­
ters of Dave Combs at his mother's 
home behind the Jeff Mart at Jeff. 

FBI agents and members of the 
Hazard Police Department searched 
the residence for most of the day. 
Task force director Frank Fryman 
and Floyd Sheriff Paul Hunt Thomp­
son arrived at the residence later in 
the afternoon. 

Dave Combs was not arrested Fri­
day.

the local board to remove the two 
from the council. 

Also in 1994, legislators changed 
the law governing the eligibility of 
parent members of schools councils 
which disqualifies parents from serv­
ing if they have a relative employed 
anywhere in the school district 

Previously, a parent was ineligible 
to serve only if a relative was em­
ployed at the school where the parent 
sought to be on the council. 

Risner said last week that he felt 
the law was unconstitutional and dis­
criminated against parents because 
the same guidelines did not apply to 
teacher or administrative representa­
tives on school councils. 

Risner and Tussey asked the attor­
ney general's office for an opinion on 
the law and they were answered last 
week. The opinion says that the law is 
constitutional and that it does not 
apply to teachers or administrators 
on a school council. 

"It is our view that (the law) bears 
a rational relationship to eliminating 
nepotism and is constitutionally per­
missible," the opinion says. " ... One 
might argue that teacher members 
would be just as vulnerable to nepo­
tism and conflicts of interest. 

" .. .If teachers were subject to the 
same nepotism conflict law as par­
ents it could be difficult to obtain 
eligible and interested faculty to run 
for school councils," the opinion says. 
"Additionally, as the teachers are 
employed by the school district and 
assigned to the particular school, their 
interest in serving on the school coun­
cil would be much less likely to be 
seen as favoritism or a conflict of 
interest." 

Risner also received a letter from 
Charles Edwards, director of school 
based decision making for the state 
Department ofEducation, which said 
he was ineligible to serve on the coun­
cil. 

In response to those letters, Risner 
said Tuesday that be will ask Educa­
tion Commissioner Thomas Boysen 
and Attorney General Chris Gorman 
to meet with the Prestonsburg High 
School council and explain why they 
are recommending be resign from the 
council. 

Risner is also asking the attorney 
general for an opinion as to whether 
a teacher in a school district can serve 
as a parent representative on another 
council in the same school district.

Constitutional reform is at your fingertips, or 
will be on November 8, when voters will be 
asked to decide the fate of a proposed amend­
ment. 

A yes vote on the question November 8 will 
get things moving. 

At the heart of the amendment is a proposal 
that could save taxpayer dollars while eliminat­
ing a layer of governmental bureaucracy. 

The proposal would require local govern­
ments to operate under balanced budgets while 
allowing them to incur debts beyond one fiscal 
year. 

Most governments get around the constitu­
tional debt restrictions now by setting up spe­
cial corporations to sell bonds, but they pay 
more for that loophole in the form of higher 
interest rates. 

The balanced budget idea would prohibit 
governments from spending more than they 
take in each year, including the costs of bonded 
indebtedness. 

Those two proposals, plus a third that would 
change the way Kentucky cities are classified, 
make the amendment an attractive choice for a 
state that is about to enter the 21st century.

takeinwasteonlyfromFloydCounty, 
they were violating interstate com­
merce laws. 

Hammond also explained that 
Medisin bas already filed legal action 
challenging House Bill2, which pro­
vides local control provisions on solid 
waste issues. 

Breeding agreed that the company 
had filed suit, but said the legal action 
bad been held in abeyance while 
Medisin tried to wodc with the county 
to increase their limitofwasteintake. 
He said that the company would name 
the commission, the fiscal court, and 
the state in a lawsuit which would be 
ftJed in Franklin Circuit Court to seek 
a declaration of rights. 

Representatives of Floyd 
Countians in Action urged the board 
to leave the plan at the 10-ton per 
year, 100-tonperten-yearlimitScou 
Walker, a spokesperson for the group, 
told the board that placing the tOO­
ton per ten-year limit voided the per­
mit with the Division of Air Quality. 

Walker explained, under the con­
ditions of the permit, that the permit 
"in no way exempts this operation 
from the regulatory requirements of 
any other federal, state, or local 
agency which may have regulations 
that apply." 

Medisin does not have to bum all 
the medical waste, he said, and only 
2 percent of the medical waste stream 
is considered infectious waste. That 
waste can be incinerated, autoclaved 
or sterilized and the remaining 98 
percent can be handled as solid waste, 
Walker said. 

He read guidelines from the state 

on how to dispose of infectious waste, 
such as blood, which could be "care­
fully poured down a drain, connected 
to a sanitary sewer." 

Medisin representatives disputed 
the 2 percent figure and said that 15 
percent of the total solid waste of 
hospitals is considered infectious 
waste. 

"I see my family and friends very 
ill and unable to enjoy their homes," 
Walker then said. He scoffed at 
Medisin • s reference to being a "good 
neighbor." 

"If Medisin is a good corporate 
neighbor, I'd bate tohavea bad one," 
be said. 

Walker explained to the board its 
options and the consequences of any 
decision it reached. 

"You can either shoot the roll or 
do nothing," be said. "If you base the 
·number on the solid waste generated 
in Floyd County, they will take you to 
court in violation of the interstate 
commerce laws." 

"If you increase it to their capac­
ity, you're dooming us to a life of 
misery," be said. "Or, if you go only 
part way (by increasing it slightly), 
you're opening yourself to a law­
suit" 

Dallas Sammons, a member of 
Floyd Countians in Action, said 
Medisin should be trying to reduce 
its intake of waste. 

"If the United States is to survive, 
if Floyd County is to survive, we've 
got to reduce the waste stream," 
Sammonssaid. "We'reatbrow-away 
nation. We throw it away and Japan 
sends it hack to us." 

Judy Peterson, an ombudsman 
with the Cabinet for Human Re­
sources, said the state bad given 
Medisin 30 days to get its permit 
request consistent with the Floyd 
County plan. The state gave the com­
pany three options, Peterson said. 
Medisin could revise its Registration 
by Permit by Rule request, get a writ­
ten document from the Floyd County 
board stating they bad initiated a 
change in their plan; or withdraw 
their Permit by Rule request. 

If Medisin fails to select one of 
those options, the state will issue a 
Notice of Violation, Peterson said.

Thefoodbankfrrstopenedin 1987 
in a warehouse donated by tile Chris­
tian Appalachian Project in West Pre­
stonsburg. In 1991, God's Pantry­
Eastrelocated to a leased building on 
Soutll Lake Drive. 

The new 48,000 square foot gray 
metal warehouse, located on prop­
erty adjoining tile Big Sandy ADD 
building, is the food bank's first per­
manent home and it is design~ and 
equipped for tile storage and distribu­
tion of its products. The building has 
a loading dock, fork lift, electric pal­
let jack, cargo van and conunercial 
refrigeration and freezer facilities. 

The two previous warehouses 
lacked refrigerators and freezers, 

which limit~ tile food bank's inven­
tory to non-perishable items such as 
cann~ and boxed goods. The two 
sites also lacked loading docks and 
fork lifts. Food items had to be un­
load~ from distribution trucks by 
hand, said Debbie Amburgey, ware­
house coordinator. 

God's Pantry officials estimate 
that with the expand~ warehouse 
space and refrigeration and freezer 
facilities, at least 750,000 pounds of 
food can be distributed to agencies 
fromthesitein 1995. These agencies 
include emergency pantries, soup 
kitchens, abuse centers, residential 
programs for tile handicapped and 
senior programs. 

Amburgey said that the food bank 
can add perishable foods, such as 
commodity butter, frozen products,

applies for storm drain grant

Prestonsburg's city council breezed 
throughabriefagendaMonday, wast­
ing little breath on the approval of 
two projects that will improve the 
city's physical well-being. 

Council gave unanimous approval 
Monday to a $10,000 contract with 
the Big Sandy Area Development 
Districtforthe administration of grant 
funds to be used for planning the 
installation of storm drains in Goble 
Roberts. The project will be financed 
by a grant of $167,915 and the city 
will provide labor as in-kind support. 

Council also gave the nod Monday 
to a project aimed at replacing curbs 
and sidewalks along South Lake 
Drive. Funding for that work will be 

shared by the state, with the city eli­
gible for reimbursements totalling 
$24,784. 

Mayor Jerry Fannin said Monday 
that nearly a mile of curbing could be 
replac~ with available funds. 

Also Monday, council gave unani­
mousapprovaltoFannin'sreappoint­
ment of C.J. McNally to the city util­
ity commission and heard a report 
from Cablevision's Dan Perry on 
plans to add three channels to the 
city's cable television service. Those 
stations include CNBC, a business 
channel; ESPN 2, a sports network; 
and Trinity Broadcasting, a religion 
channel.

County Attor­
ney Jim Hammond said tile court 
would accept public input concern­
ing the code and that at least two 
public meetings would be held be­
fore the December 30 deadline for 
submitting it to the state. Puckett also 
commented that it was a "shame" 
that the meeting room was so over­
crowded Friday. 

• The court voted to name Lonnie 
May as the county's ecology officer. 
May is an employee of the solid waste 
department and his salary and ben­
efits will remain the same. 

• The court voted to allow the City 
of Pikeville to become members of 
the Mountain Area Drug Task Force. 

• The court tabled a proposal to 
require all new county employees to 
pay for family insurance. Hammond 
told the court that he did not know if 
the requirement could exclude cur­
rent county employees. 

• The court agreed to allow High­
lands Regional Medical Center to use 
a section of a county road near the 
hospital for a helicopter landing pad.

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PCC seminar focuses on health 
care delivery in Eastern Kentucky 

"Healtlt Care Delivery in Eastern 
Kentucky" was tlle topic of discus­
sion Wednesday, October 12, at Pres­

. tonsburg Community College during 
a seminar organized by Sociology 
Instructor Craig Mulling's Modem 
Social Problems class. 

Guest speakers included Eula Hall, 
director of the Mud Creek Clinic; 
Lynn Weddle, coordinatorofPCC's 
nursing program; and Kelly Adam, 
director of PCC's Wellness Center. 

Mulling began the presentation 
by noting that access to health care is 
an issue across tllis nation, with 40 to 
45 million Americans having no form 
ofhealtll insurance. At the same time, 
Mulling noted, more and more of our 
nation· s GNP (gross national prod­
uct) bas been spent on medical care: 
three percent in 1935; six percent in 
1960; 10 percent in 1985 and 14 
percent in 1992. 

Eula I Iall, director of the Mud 
Creek Clinic, recalled how dismal 
the health care picture was in Eastern 
Kentucky when she was a child. "I've 
seen so much suffering as a child and 
as a young adult tllat I could write a 
book on tlle suffering caused by the 
lack of healtll care," Hall said. "I've 
seen people die of pneumonia and 
nail punctures ... tllatcould easily have 
been treated." 

Hall related that when she was 
growing up there was no electricity, 
plumbing, Medicare or Medicaid. She 
said tlle Mud Creek Clinic was estab­
lished in an effort to provide basic 
medical care to those who could least 
afford to pay; a mission the clinic still 
pursues to this day. 

"I really feel like I can say I've 
done my part," Hall stated. "I've put 
in a long 20 years ... " 

Lynn Weddle, coordinator of 
PCC' snursingprogram, used her time 
to discuss PCC's Student Health 
Clinic which is targeted to begin op­
eration in January 1995. 

She explained bow the need for a 
clinic was researched and validated, 
noting very high rates of cancer in 
Eastern Kentucky and high rates of 
heart disease, strokes, bigb blood pres­
sure and diabetes. Most of these ill­
nesses can be attributed to diet and 
nutrition, Weddle noted. 

Weddle discussed plans for a new 
building on the Prestonsburg Cam­
pus, the Regional Center for Health 

Education and Wellness. She noted 
that while the clinic will be estab­
lished in temporary quarters, it is 
hoped the clinic will one day find a 
permanent borne in this new, pro­
posed building. 

A matter of health

"We just want to keep getting big­
ger and making more things avail­
able to our students and tlle commu­
nity," Weddle explained. 

Kelly Adam, director of the 
Well ness Center, discussed what the 
Wellness Center has to offer, noting 
tllat it is not only accessible to stu­
dents, faculty and PCC employees, 
but also to members of the commu­
nity. Adam saidcommunityresidents 
can purchase a WellnessCentermem­
bership for only $35 per semester, 
nothing compared to what one would 
pay to join a healtll club. She also 
noted tllat trained staff are available 
to help Wellness Center patrons with 
one-on-one consultations. 

In addition, Adam stated that 
tllrough application for grant funds, 
tllc Wcllness Center hopes to offer 
additional services, such as choles­
terol checks to its clients. 

Mulling ended the seminar by 
noting the difference between pre­
senters and tlle progression of health 
education tllrough the years. Eula 
Hall is focused on providing primary 
hcaltll care to tllose in need, Mulling 
noted, while Weddle and Adam are 
focused more on preventive health 
care. 

It's striking the different experi­
ences you all have had, Mulling told 
the presenters, but you all seem to 
have a common theme which is tllink­
ing of alternative ways of delivering 
health care or searching for alterna-

tive methods to address a common 
problem. 

The session ended with a few brief 
questions from the audience. One 
woman brought her own personal 
experience to the discussion, noting 
tlle complete lack of mental health 
care for children in Eastern Kentucky. 

Like all health care issues, there is 
no quick, easy solution to her prob­
lem. Only the hope that by working 
as individuals, as Eula Hall did, or 
working as a team, as Lynn Weddle 
and Kelly Adam do through PCC, we 
can all make a difference in the lives 
of tlle children and future children of 
Eastern Kentucky.

Health purchasing alliance seeking 
candidates for five-member board 

The Kentucky Health Care Re­
form Law created a statewide health 
purchasing alliance to purchase health 
care services and provide adminis­
trative and informational services to 
its members. 

BeginningJuly 15, 1995, the Alli­
ance will be operational, having con­
tracted with insurance companies and 
health care providers to procure health 
services for Alliance members. These 
services will be available in every 
part of the state. Because of its size 
and the statewide presence, the alli­
ance will be able to negotiate com­
petitive rates and require providers 
and insurers to submit data to mea­
sure the quality of the services pro­
vided. 

The Alliance will include as of 
July 15, 1995, all state employees 
(mandatory) and individuals and also 
businesses of fewer than 100 em­
ployees and groups of fewer than 100 
members who choose to participate. 
As of January 1, 1996, the Alliance 
will include public health department 
employees, school district employ­
ees, local government employees, 
judiciary employees and state higher 
education employees. 

The Alliance will be governed by 
a part-time five-member board rep­
resenting consumers and employers. 
The members will be appointed by 
the Governor and confirmed by the 

Senate. They must have expertise in 
business, finance, economics or 
health benefits management. 

Board members may not be nor 
have been: (a) health care provider or 
health insurer; (b) an employee of a 
health care provider, health insurer, 
or health plan; or (c) a person having 
fiduciary relationship to a health care 
provider, health insurer or health plan. 

The Board will hire an executive 
director and staff to manage the Alli­
ance. Board members will be required 

to prepare for and attend frequent 
meetings, particular! yin the first year 
ofoperations.~embers~lbereim­
burScd for actual expenses, but will 
receive no other financial compensa­
tion for their services.

Ammendment 
on the ballot 
for November 

Aoyd Countians will be asked to 
vote on one amendment to the state 
constitution when they go vote on 
November 8, according to Secretary 
of State Bob Babbage. 

Voters will be asked if they wish 
to amend the state constitution to 
require cities, counties and taxing 
districts to adopt a balanced budget 
prior to each fiscal year. 

If passed, the amendment would 
prohibit these local government tax· 
ing units from spending more than 
they take in each budget cycle. 

The amendment would also allow 
the General Assembly to classify cit· 
ies based on factors other than popu· 
lation alone. Currently Kentucky has 
six classes of cities which arc deter­
mined by population. 

If passed, the amendment would 
also allow the General Assembly to 
authorize cities to exercise any power 
or function that furthers a public pur· 
pose and does not conflict wilh any 
constitutional or statutory provision. 

With voter approval, the amend­
ment would also allow the General 
Assembly to make laws regarding 
the existence, boundaries, form of 
government, functions and officers 
of cities.

If you have to fish in the wind, use 
a crankbait. 

That's the advice of tournament 
pro Denny Brauer, who has used the 
technique not only to catch large 
stringers of bass but also to win na­
tional tournaments. 

lure like a crank bait is one of the most 
effective lures you can usc." 

Brauer remembers a nalionaltour­
namenL on Tennessee's Lake 
Chickamauga several years ago when 
wind actually gave him the winning 
edge. 

In practice he had located a huge 
school of bass suspended off a steep, 
stumpy ridge, but no amount of cast-

single drift across with a crankbait 
produced enough bass to win the 
event. 

"Wintl stirs baitlish around and 
s0metimcs actually moves them into 
shallow water," explains Drauer. "For 
whatever reason. this action causes 
U1c bass to start feeding, and because 
a crankbait closely resembles a 
baitfish, it's one of the best lures to 

use." 
Shallow, stumpy ridges, windy 

points, and isolated bluffs that migl\l 
trap baitfish arc excellent places to 
fish in the wind, notes the Evinrudc 
pro. 

"Even wit11 the wind, however, 
the basic rule of crankbait fishing, 
which is to usc a lure t11at runs deep 
enough to hit the bottom, still _ap-

plies," says Brauer. "Yeryotten, also, 
the most effective retrieve will be 
one that brings the lure back in the 
direction of the current. rather than 
one that moves against iL" 

That means casting into the wind, 
and to make this a little easier, Brauer 
recommends using a heavier lure and 
casting sidearm rather than overhead 
so the lure stays low over the water. 

"You can usc a larger, heavier 
crankhait t11at sails against the wind 
easier," he says, "but if you cast it 
overhand and get it too high, it will 

probably still cause backlashes. If 
you can cast sideann or even under­
hand so you don't have such an arc 
with the lure, you'll usually do much 
better. Using a limber rod will also 
make casting easier, too." 

"It's not the lure so much as it is 
what the wind docs to bass," says 
Brauer, a member of t11e Evinrude 
Outboards Pro Staff "Wind ripples 
the surface of the water and causes 
ba-;s to become more active. When 
the bass start feeding, a fast-moving

Children's diets lack 
essential nutrients 
With the growing evidence that 

early dietary habits can contribute to 
the risk of developing certain chronic 
diseases later in life, interest in 
children's diets has taken on new 
significance. Although recent atten­
tion has focused on overconsump­
tion of fat, cholesterol and sodium, a 
study reported in the December Jour­
nal of the American Dietetic Asso­
ciation of over 4,000 two- to 1 0-year 
olds found that although fat intake 
remained roughly the same over a 
ten-year period, there was a decrease 
in consumption of many essential 
nutrients, including vitamins A and 
B 12, riboflavin, phosphorus, magne­
sium, zinc and copper. Over half of 
the children consumed less than their 
Recommended Dietary Allowance 
(RDA) for calcium.

This week let's go flipping for 

some bass. This is a great technique 
to work for you. A lot of fish have 
moved into the shoreline and onto 
some type of shallow cover. This 
cover could be anything from a dock 
to a shallow weed line. 

You will want to make sure you 
have the right equipment and that 
will be a good quality flipping stick, 
good heavy line, and a good jig or 
worm to flip into cover. My personal 
favorite is a St. Croix legend series 
flipping stick, a heavy camoflauge 
line in the 20-30Ib range, and a new 
jig which I found in Connecticut fish­
ing the last BASSMASTERS Top 
100 tournament. This jig is a CAD 
(Computer Aided Design) and is 
made by Andy's Custom Bass Lures. 
This jig is so lifelike it's almost scary. 
Later in an upcoming articl~ I'll give: 
more information on Andy's jigs and 
other selections of baits from this 
company. For right now however, 
you can receive a catalog by calling 
(203) 777-1083 Department Bass. 
Ask for Andy and tell him I sent you. 

In order to be 100% prepared you '11 
need a good contour lake map. Once 
you've gotten your map, look for 
shallow banks that close by have 
deeper water. This is bestifit'sariver 
or creek channel. Locate areas like 
this on your map. You need to locate 
several areas in different sections of 
the lake. Some on the main lake, 
some at the mouth, mid section and 
backofmajorcrecks. Also don'tfor­
get the same thing on secondary 
creeks of major creeks. 

Look for any cover that is in shal­
low water 1' to 5' deep and look for all 
types of cover. You'll want to make 
sure to fish at different depths and in 
differenttypesofcover. I can'tstress 

enough how important it is to do this. 
When your flipping into your cover 

watch your line. You can't always 
feel the fish strike so keep an eye on 
your line. You may also want to keep 
a light feel for your line as well. This 
will enable you to feel the fish strike. 
Work every inch of the cover. Make 
several repeated flips to it. A trick 
that a lot of pros use on the circuit is 
to flip a jig into heavy cover, let it fall 

to the bottom, shake the bait for 10 
seconds, rest the bait and then shake 
it again. Do this 2 or 3 times and see 
the results. Fish can't stand it.

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THE SAGA OF 
BOONESBOROUGH 

by Jadon Gibson 

Daniel Boone's life was filled with 
so many interesting occurrences it is 
no wonder that be is held in such high 
esteem in early American history. 

In Early 1778 Daniel accompa­
nied a band of about two dozen men 
from Boones borough on pack horses 
to the B luc Licks which was a source 
of salt for man and animals alike. 
Early animal and Indian trails con­
nected salt lick areas because deer, 
buffalo anu other animals visited the 
sites and licked the salty water which 
surfaced from far below. The site of 
the Blue Licks is in what is now 
Northeastern Kentucky. 

Boone and his men boiled large 
quantities of salt water since it took 
approximately 800 gallons of the 
briny water to yield a bushel of salt. 
Their purpose was to net a year's 
supply so they were away from 
Boonesborougb for some time. Peri­
odically three of the men returned to 
the fort with a load of salt. 

Often Daniel went hunting while 
the men worked at making salt. The 
hunts resulted in buffalo and other 
meat for consumption and pelts for 
wearing. 

On one cold evening, at the height 
of a blizzard, Daniel was surprised by 
a band of Shawnees as be returned to 
camp with his horse heavily laden. 
No Indian was a match for Daniel but 
several pounced upon him at once. 
He got away briefly but several chased 
him, tackling Daniel in the snow. He 
grabbed for his knife which had been 
placed with the buffalomeatbutfound 
that it was frozen there. He then laid 
his rifle down as a symbol of his 
submission. When the braves noticed 
that it was Daniel Boone they were 
delighted . 

'I11ey led him away, taking him to 
their camp. 

While Daniel Boone was a cap­
tive ofChiefBlackFish and his band 
of Shawnees in earl)' 1778 he thou~ht

Exercise increases quality of life 

A study of Harvard graduates dem­
onstrated that moderate exercise may 
add up to 10 months longer to the 
lives of men ages 45 and 55. This 
fmding is consistent with other stud­
ies published over the past few years. 

The added months of life due to 
moderate exercise has varied with 
the studies. As many of these studies 
point out, moderate exercise may af­
fect individuals differently. Thus, 
some individuals may add years to 
their lives while others may add a 
single day. 

So, why exercise? Exercise offers 
a higher quality of life. Individuals 
who exercise havebigher self -esteem. 
They tend to suffer less from depres­
sion and other psychological disor­
der:;. As many beginning exercisers 
report, "They just feel better about 
themselves." 

Exercise may add years of inde­
pendence to an individual's life. As 
people become older, they tend to 
need more help with daily living ac­
tivities-for example, opening ajar, 
shoveling snow, mowing the lawn 
and many others. Eventually some 
people may have to enter a nursing 
home because they can no longer 
take care of themselves. 

A study by the Tufts School of 
PublicHealthbasshown that a weight 
training program for a person who is 
in a nursing home because be is no 
longer physically able to take care of 
himself may reduce the level of care 
he needs or may enable him to live 
independently. 

If an individual exercises on a 
regular basis, be may be self-suffi­
cient well into his 90s. 

In conclusion, regular exercise 
may increase longevity moderately. 
I lowever, the most important benefit 
of exercise is the increased quality of 
life. The best reason to exercise is the 
ability to do most daily living activi­
ties without being out of breath or 
straining. So when you exercise, do 
not think of the added years to your 
life, but think of the benefit of enjoy­
ing your later years.

about how pesky his captors had bien 
to the settlers at Boonesborough in 
recent months. There were many op­
portunities for the pioneers and Indi­
ans to forge bridges of friendship but 
the treaties were forever broken by 
distrust and hostile act<; from both 
parties. 

The Indians skulked about 
Boonesborough practicing their mis­
chief-burning cabins, destroying 
crops and attacking workers in the 
field when they could be caught un­
aware. The cornfields were destroyed 
but the pioneers found that the un­
used fields from the previous year 
produced com at the rate of seven 
bushels per acre. 

Word soon spread throughout the 
colonies that the rich Kentucky soil 
would produce twenty bushels of com 
per acre when tended and seven bush­
els per acre when not even planted. 
Kentucky was a Virginia county at 
the time. 

Black Fish talked about his plan to 
attack Boonesborough and the other 
forts successively until all white men 
were pushed from the Indian lands. 
Boone thought about the weakened 
condition of the fort and feared for 
the safety of the women and children 
who remainedatBoonesborough with 
the oldest and youngest men while 
the others were away making salt. He 
felt a plan to seemingly assist Black 
Fish may help them survive. 

Boone told the chief be could talk 
the settlers who were making salt at 
Blue Licks into surrendering but that 
the War Chief, as Black Fish was 
called, must guarantee that they would 
not be harmed. He told the Shawnee 
that the wintry conditions were less 
than ideal for taking the women and 

children to Detroit and that they 
should wait until spring. Black Fish 
concurred, admonishing Boone that 
he would go along with the plan only 
if Boone could talk the salt-makers 
into surrendering. If not, he would 
not even guarantee Doone's safety. 

Early the next morning Boone left 
with the Shawnee war party and later 
that day the camp of the saltrnakers 
was surrounded 

Boone walked down the hill, fol­
lowed by the Indians a good distance 
behind. Seeing the Indians the men ~ 
jumped up and grabbed their rifles. 

~ ....... Jerry's Husky 
"No don't do it," Boone cautioned 

them. "The odds arc against us. We 
are surrounded and they have us out­
numbered badly." 

The Indians remained at a dis­
tance while Boone talked to the men. 

"Black Fish has agreed that you 
will be treated as prisoners of war and 
not harmed. You'll be taken to De­
troit where you will be turned over to 
British officers. The other choice is 
tofightitouttoday. I'll fight with you 
but the numbers are not in our favor. 
I'm afraid we'll all die here early." 

"CanyoutrustBlackFish,Dan'l?" 
Boone was asked. 

"I trust that we can," be answered. 
"The other choice, to fight and die 
here today, would leave the women 
and children at Boonesborough in a 
dangerous position." 

Thesaltmakersformedinacircle, 
talked quietly before stacking their 
arms. The Indians, en masse, then 
proceeded out from the woods, en­
circled them and instructed them to 
sit down.

A void trouble with a 
septic tank installation 
by Rice C. Leach, M.D., 
Commissioner 
Department for Health Services 
If you are going to buy a lot. build 

a house, or set up a mobile home and 
you plan to use a septic system for the 
bathroom, laundry, and kitchen, you 
should read this. 

As Commissioner of 11ealth, I am 
responsible for enforcing regulations 
applicable to on-site waste systems. I 
have found that there are some big 
problems that can be eliminated by 
following three steps: 

1. Before you buy a lot for a house 
or mobile home, have the lot evalu­
ated by your local health department 
to make sure that the soil can accom­
modate the kind of septic system 
needed by the building and family. 
There is usually a fee associated with 
this and you can get details from your 
local health department. 

2. Before you build a house or 
purchase a mobile home, be sure that 
you have applied for a seplic S)'Stem 

permit. This can be done by contact­
ing your local health department. 

3. After you start building your 
home or installing your mobile home, 
be sure that the people doing the 
work are certified by the state to 
install on-site sewage systems ac­
cording to the approved design. 
People sometimes change their minds 
about locations or move soil around. 
Doing this changes the situation and 
can result in an installation that is 
different from the one approved in 
the design. When this happens, the 
installation may not be approved even 
though the plan and site had an ap­
proved design. 

The best way to do this job right 
the first time is to keep in touch with 
your local health department, hire an 
approved installer (your local health 
department can supply you a list of 
certified installers in your area}, and 
build according to the approved de­
sign. 

Scientists combat pine needles threatening cows 
by Marcia Wood 
On pastures and ranges of the 

West. ponderosa pine trees shelter 
cattle from blistering heat in summer 
and violent snowstorms in winter. 

But the trees' needles pose a threat 
to pregnant cows and the calves 
they're carrying. That's because the 
needle~ contain a toxin. Cows that eat 
the needles may abort or deliver weak, 
premature calves that may die. 

U.S. Department of Agriculture 
scientist.<; have now unmasked. the 
mysterious toxin. Their discovery 
may bring them a step closer to find­
ing an antidote, ~ys research chem­
ist Dale R. GardnerofUSDA's Agri­
cultural Research Service. 

"Out tests pinpoint the culprit as 
isocuprcssic ( eye-so·cue-PRESS-ik) 
acid, a yellow, oily substance," says 
Gardner. To find the toxin, Gardner 
and colleagues at the ARS Poisonous 
Plant Research Laboratory, Logan, 
Utah, scrutinized compounds ex­
tracted from more than two tons of 
ponderosa pine needles and bark. 

Ponderosa pine grows in every 
western state, where it is valued for 
its beauty, shade and high·quality 
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lumber. On the other band, cattle 
herd losses from premature births, 
abortions, post-pregnancy complica­
tions and related expenses-all due 

to pine needle toxin-can cost west­
em cattle ranchers an estimated $20 
million a year. 

Bulls, steers and non-pregnant 
cows generally are unaffected by the 
pine needles. And domestic sheep 
and goats apparently can safely graze 
the needles. 

Ranchers and scientists have 
known for about 30 years that cows 
can go into premature labor within 
days after grazing on ponderosa pine. 
"Though some pine-needle-preemies 
are smaller than normal," says labo­
ratory director Lynn F. James, "they 
may survive. Ranchers of course try 
to keep their cows away from these 
trees in the critical last three months 
of pregnancy. But, there may be just 
too many trees and it's impossible to 
remove all of the fallen needles." 

Now that they've pinpointed the 
toxin, theARS scientists will investi­
gate environmental factors-like 
temperature-that might cause the 
amount of the chemical in the needles 
to vary. And, they'll examine other 
pine and bark chemicals in the same 
family as isocupressic acid to find 
out if those other chemicals also may 
play a role in pine needle poisoning.

McKinney of the Burley Tobacco 
Growers' Cooperative Association 
said Tuesday. 

"What would fanners do the next 
year after a buy-out?" MciGnney said 
to members of the state Tobacco Task 
Force. "Most fanners would buy a 
new truck or mower with the money, 
and next year they would be wonder­
ing what to do for a living." 

Talk about a proposed buy-out 
surfaced during discussion of the Rose 
Plan, a plan by a North Carolina 
congressman that would essentially 
pay tobacco farmers not to grow to­
bacco. Undertheproposedplan,farm. 
ers would be paid $7.50 for every 
pound of their tobacco base, and then 
they would not grow any more to­
bacco. 

To pay for the buy·out, an extra 
10-ccnt-per-pack tax would be put on 
cigarettes. 

The plan is good for tobacco grow­
ers who are planning to retire in the 
ncar future, but leaves the younger­
generation tobacco fanner out of a 
job, McKinney said. 

"I'm real concerned about that 30-
to40·year-old guy," MciGnney said. 

Rep. Lonnie Napier, R-Lancaster, 
said he docs not like the look of the 
future oftobacco under the Rose Plan. 
"You'll see farm land values drop if 
this happens," he said. 

Sen. Fred Bradley, D-Frankfort, 
said he does not think everyone has 
thought through all the aspects of the 
plan. 

"What would the actual dollar fig­
urebe?"Bradleyasked. "I don't think 
it would go up. What about taxes? 

"The older fanners about ready to 
quit, they don't seem to mind this, but 
the younger ones, they want the in· 
come in the future." 

McKinney also informed the task 
force of current issues facing the to­
bacco industry. Among those in­
cluded: 

*Leasing tobacco. McKinney said 
apparently some congressmen want 
to eliminate leasing because it adds 
40 or 50 cents to the cost of tobacco 
production. He said some people have 
mentioned having people lose 4 to 5 
percent of their tobacco quota every 
time they lease their crops, and giv­
ing that 4 or 5 percent to whomever 
bad leased the crops. 

"One old man said, 'What I bear 
you saying is you want to take it away 
from the old folks and give it to the 
young folks.' That could be a prob-
lem," MciGnney said.

mats," says Stiller, an entomologist 
for USDA's Agricultural Research 
Service, based at an animal disease 
laboratory in Moscow, Idaho. 

Stiller and fellow ARS entomolo­
gist Michael Coan are the frrst scien­
tists to use the chamber in conjunc­
tion with genetic probes to study 
Anaplasma and Babesia blood para­
sites that ticks transmit to cattle. These 
parasites, not the ticks, cause dis· 
eases like anaplasmosis and 
babesiosis in cattle. 

Stiller says the chamber also could 
be used to study diseases that ticks 
transmit to humans, dogs and cats, 
like Lyme disease and Rocky Moun­
tain spotted fever. 

"For the frrst time, we can use 
biotechnology tools to measure the 
amount of a disease agent transmit­
ted by a tick to an animal host," 
Stiller says. This information is cru­
cial for evaluating the effectiveness 
of vaccines. 

Stiller's specific goals include test­
ing potential vaccines for 
anaplasmosis and babesiosis. These 
and other tick-borne cattle diseases 
cause death, illness and loss of meat 
and milk production costing the 
world's cattle industry over $10 bil-
lion annually, he says. 

Each jar-like chamber, about 2 
inches in diameter and 3 inches deep, 
provides space for 20 to 50 ticks. 
They bite through the membrane to 
suck blood stored underneath. The 
membrane is heated to skin tempera­
ture and covered with cattle hair, 
cattle skin secretions and tick feces. 
That makes it attractive, Stiller says, 
to tick species that transmit 
anaplasmosis and babesiosis. (Agri­
cultural Research Service, U.S. De­
partment of Agriculture)

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Lots of eager, pumped-up kids out 
walking at night. Most wearing masks 
that slip and slide so that vision comes 
and goes. Many wearing long cos­
tumes that are easy to get wrapped up 
in or caught on something. Some 

. venturing into unknown neighbor­
hoods, trekking through dark yards. 

The very nature of Halloween is 
an invitation for someone to get burt, 
so health and safety officials are re­
minding parents and kids of some 
simple precautions that can keep 
Halloween from turning into a real 
nightmare. 

Terry Wescott, manager of the 
Department for Health Services prod­
uct safety branch, says tbe number 
one precaution for trick-or-treaters is 
adult supervision for young children 
and group protection for older kids. 

Wescott says the following tips 
can prevent Halloween mishaps. 

• Before leaving home, children of 
all ages should be reminded of every­
day safety precautions- don't run 
between parked cars; don't talk to 
strangers or accept rides from them; 
stay away from high-traffic areas and 
strange neighborhoods; and do not 
walk through lawns but use side­
walks instead. 

•Parents should try to notice the 
treats given at each home in case 
tbere'saquestionlatcraboutthesafety 
of a particular item. 

•Children should not eat candy 
before parents have checked each 
piece for signs of tampering, such as 
puncture boles in wrappers or candy 
that bas been unwrapped and repack­
aged. Suspect items should be re­
ported to police. Homemade treats or 
fresh fruit from strangers should be 
discarded. 

•Avoid costumes longer than 
ankle-length and those with long, bil­
lowing sleeves and capes. Shoes 
should be comfortable and easy to 
walk in. Wigs, masks and costumes 
should be made of flame-retardant 
materials. 

.Costumes should be light col­
ored to be easily seen at night. Both 
costumes and sacks should be deco­
rated with reflective "glow-in-the 
dark" tape. If masks are worn, eye 
boles should be large enough to al­
low good vision. Make-up is a safer 
and more creative disguise. 

•The best safety precaution of all 
is a group Halloween party. 

"Parents who are looking for a 
good,funoptiontodoor-to-doortrick­
or-treating might consider throwing 

a Halloween party," Wescott said. 
"St:veral families from a neighbor­
hood or school class might get to­
getherandhaveagroupcelebration."

saucepan and 10-quart mixing bowl 
with Pam cooking spray. 

On m¢ium heat, cook molasses 
and 1 tablespoon butter in saucepan 
till mixture forms a soft ball in cold 
water.

Then pour over popcorn, marsh­
mallows and peanuts (in that order) 
and mix together until all is mixed.

Senior citircns, if it were possihle 
for me to visit with each of you per­
sonally, and timing our conversation 
I were to ask, "Would you like lower 
utility hills?" your answer would be 
an unequivocal "Yes!" If my next 
question were, "Arc you willing to 
help make tl1is possihlc?" Most of 
you would wonder, and ask, "What ' 
difference could I JXlssibly make?" 
Once I told you of tl1c tremendous 
impact you could have on lowering 
your own utility bills, most of you 
would want to help hut most of you 
would be apprehensive.
