Fiscal court will
hold special meets
on special issues

Floyd County’s Fiscal Court will
meel two times next week in special
session to discuss a new courthouse
project and a proposed solid waste
ordinance.

On Monday, the court will meetat
10 aum. to hear details concerning a
new courthouse facility. The special
meeting agenda offered no details on
what Monday's talks would include.

The court will meet again at 10
a.m. on Friday to hold second read-
ing of a proposed ordinance for man-
datory participation in the county's
solid waste program.

“On seeing Ms. Akers' pickup
truck, Johnson sounded his horn,
slammed on his brakes and veered
hard to the left 1o avoid a collision,”
the court’s decision said. “(State law)
allows a conviction for wanton mur-
der by the operation of a motor ve-
hicle under circumstances manifest-
ing extreme indifference to human
life. The circumstances of this case,
even reviewed in a light most favor-
able to the Commonwealth...do not
rise to such a level of wanton con-
duct.”

There was no evidence during the
August 1992 trial that Johnson was
operating his coal truck under the
influence of any drugs or alcohol and
no evidence was presented Lhal he
was speeding, the court ruled.

The Supreme Court ruled that the
court erred by not sustaining the
defense’s motion for a directed ver-
dict of not guilty on the grounds that
the evidence was insufficient Lo sup-
port the wanton murder charge.

The court also ruled that the
commonwealth’'s atlorney made a
reversible error when Johnson was
questioned about the practice of coal
truck drivers.

“ . .The Kentucky Rules of Evi-
dence provide that, ‘evidence of other
crimes, wrongs or acts is not admis-
sible to prove the character of a per-
son..."” the ruling said. “The Com-

Restrictions on incinerators
earn county a spot in lawsuit

Medisin has asked the Franklin
Circuit Court to declare the Floyd
County Solid Waste Management
plan unconstitutional and to issue a
permanent injunction against the fis-
cal court preventing it from enforc-
ing the waste plan.

Representatives for Medisin Tues-
day amended a lawsuit the company
had filed against the state Natural
Resources and Environmental Pro-
tection Cabinet last year to include
the Floyd County Fiscal Court and
Floyd County Solid Waste, Inc.

The lawsnuit lists twelve counts
against the three government agency
defendants, and also seeks a tempo-
raryrestraining orderagainst the state

Medisin is exempt from applying for
a state permit because of the defini-
tion of a municipal solid waste facil-
ity. Under KRS 224.01-010 (15), the
definition of a “municipal solid waste
disposal facility" does not include an
incinerator  which is owned, oper-
ated, and located on the property of a
hospital which is regulated by the
cabinet and used for the purpose of
treatment, prior to landfill ...”

In a letter dated June 3, 1993,
Randall G. McDowell, an attomey
for the cabinel, reported to Medisin’s
attorney that the cabinet thought
Medisin was a municipal solid waste
disposal facility pursuant to KRS

224.01-010 (15), but that Medisin®s
application for an air operating per-
it was not subject to KRS 224.40-
315, and that Medisin was required to
apply for a regisiered permit by rule.
Before it would issue a permit by
rule, the cabinet gave Medisin 30
days to get its permil request in con-
sistency with the county waste plan.
If the county did not amend the
plan, the cabinet would deny
Medisin's permit by rule, deputy sec-
retary of the cabinet Greg Higdon
said at a public meeting on June 1.

a particular class. Section 156 also
requires the General Assembly to
specify by law how municipal gov-
ermnments may be organized and gov-
erned.

Under the proposed amendment,
Section 156 would be repealed and
replaced with two new subsections.
New Subsection 156a would allow
the General Assembly to specify by
law how cities may be created, al-
tered, consolidated, merged, and dis-
solved, and how their boundaries may
be changed. The General Assembly
would also be permitted to pass laws
regarding the structure and function
of city government and its officers.
The General Assembly would also be
permitted to create new classifica-
tions of cities based not only on popu-
lation, butalso on tax bases, forms of
government, geography, or otherrea-
sonable characteristics, All laws
passed by the General Assembly re-
garding citics of the same class would
still have to apply uniformly to all
cities within the same class, The cur-
rent city classification system and all

current laws relating to-cities would
remain in effect until changed by the
Géneral Assembly. In addition, new
Subsection 156b would establish a
constitutional foundation for the city
home rule statutes enacted by the
General Assembly in 1980, by autho-
rizing the General Assembly to per-
mit cities to exercise any power and
perform any function within their
boundaries that is in furtherance of a
public purpose of a city, so long as it
does notconflict withaconstitutional
provision or statute.

Limits on Tax Rates and Debt
Capacity

Section 157 of the Constitution
currently establishes the maximum
tax rates that counties, taxing dis-
tricts, and cities of different popula-
tions may impose. It also prohibits a
local government from incurring debt
in a given fiscal year in an amount
which cannot be paid off in that fiscal
year, unless two-thirds of its voters
agree to let the local govermment en-
ter into debt for a longer period. Ina
similar fashion, Section 158 currently
establishes the maximum amount of
indebtedness which local govern-
ments may incur,

The proposed amendment would

delete the long-term debt assumption
prohibition contained in Section 157,
Thisrelaxed rule on incurring bonded
debt would permit a local govern-
ment to finance public projects for
more than one year without having

voters approve it. Such action should
result in lower debt service costs for
local governments that choose to fi-
nance public projects over time, be-
cause interest rates on loans made for
a period of years are generally lower
than those charged for “annual ap-
propriation” debt, that is, debt in-
curred on a year-1o-year basis.

Section 158 currently sets limits
in the amounts of debt that local gov-
ermnments may incur, These debt lim-
its are established as a percentage of
the value of the taxable property
within the local govermnment area.
The debt limits established for cities
are based on classification and popu-
lation. Cities of the first three classes
have a debt limit of ten percent of the
value of their taxable property, cities
of the fourth class have a debt limit of
five percent, cities of the fifth and
sixthclasses have adebtlimitof three
percent, and counties and other tax-
ing districts have a debt limit of two
percent. The current language also

License of Prestonsburg surgeon

suspended by medical licensure board

A Prestonsburg surgeon can’t
practice medicine for at least one
year after the Kentucky Board of
Medical Licensure suspended his li-
cense Thursday.

The state licensure board rescinded
the medical license of Dr. Syed
Ikramuddin for one year for his treat-
ment of two cases, including one
where a patient died after a tonsillec-
tomy,

In 1986, Dr. Ikramuddin per-
formed a partial tonsillectomy on a
42-year-old man. The patient died
six days afler surgery when the sur-
geon allegedly could not stop the
patient’s post-operative bleeding.

Dr. Ikramuddin said he operated
on the patient to remove lumps in the
patient’s throat. The surgery was per-
formed at Highlands Regional Medi-
cal Center.

Five days after the palient was
released from the hospital, he re-
turned, complaining of vomiting and
some bleeding. The bleeding had
stopped, and he was senl to an ear,
nose and throat (ENT) specialist at
Pikeville Methodist Hospital, Dr.
Ikramuddin said.

He was sent back 1o Highlands
where he was admitted for observa-
tion. The next day, the patient was

Also, Johnson wasdeprived of the
right to introduce character evidence
to show that he would not commit the
crime he was charged with, the court
ruled.

Prestonsburg attorney Ned
Pillersdorf, whorepresented Johnson
during the trial, said the court’s deci-
sion was just.

“I'm glad they reversed the worst
miscarriage of justice I've ever seen
in a courtroom,” Pillersdorf said.

One Supreme Court Judge, J.
Wintersheimer, disagreed with his
fellow members of the court.

“I must respectfully dissent from
the majority opinion because I find
no valid reason to reverse the convic-
tion, and consequently no necessity
foranew trial,” Judge Wintersheimer
wrote. “Under all the circumstances,
I believe the judgment of the convic-
tion should be affirmed.

He also said thatthe
doctor on the medical board who
testified against him had not per-
formed any lonsillectomies.

contains outdated provisionsrelating
to indebtedness of the local govern-
ments that existed when the Consti-
tution of 1891 was drafted.

The proposed amendment would
change the language regarding debt
limits forcities to base them on popu-
lation alone, rather than class of ¢ity.
Current debt limits for other forms of
local government would be retained.
The obsolete language regarding in-
debtedness by local governments in
existence in 1891 would be deleted.
In addition, the General Assembly
would be authorized to establish ad-
ditional limits on debt capacity and
conditions by which local govern-
ments may incur debt, subject to the
limits and conditions already estab-
lished by the Constitution.

Balanced Budget Requirement

As mentioned earlier, local gov-
ernments currentlymay notincurdebt
in an amount which cannot be paid off
in one fiscal year, unless the voters
approve a higher debt capacity. This
language implies that local govern-
ments must adopt a balanced budget
unless the voters say otherwise. The
proposed amendment would delete
that language. Instead, a new section
of the Constitution, Section 157b, is
proposed 10 be added to clearly re-
quire every city, county and taxing
district to adopt a budget prior to each
fiscal year that shows the expected
revenues and expenditures for the fis-
cal yearand prohibits those local gov-
ernments from spending any funds in
excess of the expected revenues for
that fiscal year. “Revenues” meansall
income received by the local govern-
ment from any source, including un-
encumbered budget reserves carried
over from the previous year. “Expen-
ditures” means all funds paid out for
expenses of the local government
during the fiscal year, including any
amounts needed to pay the principal
and interest due during the fiscal year
on any debtincurred. A local govern-
ment could amend its budget during
afiscal year, but the revised expendi-
tures could not exceed the revised
revenues.

Effective Date

If the proposed amendment is ap-
proved by the voters of Kentucky on
November 8, 1994, it will become
effective immediately. However, any
existing contract or legally binding
obligation of a local government will
remain in effect until it is renegoti-
ated or it expires,

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New facility puts three services under one roof

The foundation has been laid and
the walls are going up on a one-story
building at Harold that will house
three programs designed to help East-
em Kentucky children, families and
individuals in crisis.

The construction of the building is
an outgrowth of a partnership, called
the Cornerstone Project, between the
Pike and Enterprise Associations of
Southern Baptists, which includes
Floyd, Magoffin, Martin, Jobnson and
Pike counties, and Kentucky Baptist
Homes for Children (KBHC), an
agency of Kentucky Baptists head-
quartered in Middletown.

When completed in January, the
building will be used by KBHC to
offer three programs to residents of
the Big Sandy area: individual, fam-
ily and marital counseling; pregnancy
counseling and adoption service; and
a foster care program.

Although KBHC provides these
three programs in several locations in
the state, the project will be the first
time the agency has offered all three
under one roof.

Since its founding in 1869, KBHC
has provided care for children who
have been abused, neglected, or
whose families are in crisis, KBHC,
a private agency licensed by the state
Cabinet for Human Resources, and
accredited by the national Council on
Accreditation of Services for Fami-
lies and Children, Incorporated, as-
sists more than 1,200 children and
adults each year.

For most of its history, the agency
has concentrated its services in Cen-
tral Kentucky. But in the last few
years, the KBHC has been extending
its programs into other regions of the
state.

“Kentucky Baptist Homes for
Children has been around for 125
years,” said Robert Reeves, KBHC
associate director of public relations.
“In recent years the goal of our board
has been to provide services for chil-
dren where they are and where they
live. Our goal is to strengthen fami-
lies and build them up...in providing
services in the parts of the state where
they live... (The facility at Harold) is
just a continuing part of it.”

Reeves said that the increase in
reports of child abuse indicate that
families are “hurting.” He cited sta-
tistics from the state’s Cabinet for
Human Resources that recorded
57,702 reports of child abuse from
July 1, 1992 through June 30, 1993,
Of that number, 24,121 cases were
substantiated for an average of 66
cases per day.

Reeves also noted an alarming
trend that has shown a 26 percent
increase in the number of documented
cases of child abuse in just the last
five years.

Statistics for the 1993-94 fiscal
year from the Cabinet for Human
Resources show that Floyd County
had 447 reports child abuse or ne-
glect, involving 764 children. One
hundred and six of those reports, in-
volving 166 children, were substan-
tiated.

“Pastors and social workers have
said we need more services,” Reeves
said. “Anytime we can add services
to an area, it's a real plus.”

The three programs that will es-
tablish offices in Harold are in fast-
growing areas of ministry for the
agency.

Cornerstone Counseling is de-
signed to help individuals and fami-
lies who need professional counsel-
ing to help solve problems. Offices
are already open in Ashland, Bowl-
ing Green, Erlanger, Frankfort, Lon-
don, Madisonville, and Pineville.

The family foster care program
will recruit, train, and provide ongo-
ing support to Eastern Kentucky fami-
lies willing to provide homes for chil-
dren in need. Foster care offices are
already established in Middletown
and Madisonville.

The First Step Pregnancy Coun-
seling and Adoption Service helps
birth parents who are facing un-
planned pregnancies whether their
choice is to parent or to place the
child for adoption. First Step, which
also has an office in Middletown,
also provides services to prospective
adoptive parents,

Once the Cornerstone Projectis in
place “it will mean that Eastern Ken-
tucky will have access to services not
available to them before, and from an
organization that has a really good
track record,” Reeves added.

The staff of the center will consist
of a full-time foster care worker, and
initially, a part-time counselor, apart-
time First Step counselor, and a sec-
retary, Reeves said.

coordinating the construction project,
said that the one-story 28' by 40'
building will have four offices. The
completion date of the project has
been set for January 1.

“The need is great here for coun-
seling,” Westfall said, “And (comple-
tion of the building is) an opportunity
for us to get it underway.”

“We are so excited to be able to
actually see this building going up,”
said Rev. Carl Boyd, director of mis-
sions for the Pike Association, “It has
long been a dream of ours to be able
to provide these kinds of desperately-
needed services for the children and
families of Eastern Kentucky.”

The building is being constructed
largely through donations, Boyd said.
A group of interested citizens has
given time, money and talents tomake

the office space available,

Boyd added that a non-profit cor-
poration has been formed to con-
struct and furnish the building. The
corporation will then lease the build-
ing to the Pike and Enterprise Asso-
ciations for $1 per year. The associa-
tions will in tum make the space
available to Kentucky Baptist Homes
for Children which will operate the
programs.

Arnold Turner of Prestonsburg,
one of several area businessmen
working on the project, said the part-
nership aspectof the project has been
a key to its success.

“This is a very special partner-
ship,” Turner said, “Kentucky Bap-
tist Homes for Children has the know-
how and the willingness to help, but
the leadership for a project like this

must come from the local area. This
is truly an example of Eastern Ken-
tuckians reaching out 1o help each
other and [ am proud to be a part of
(s

Rev. Jim Smith, who lives at Ban-
ner and who is the director of mis-
sions for Enterprise Association, said
additional donations of talent, mate-
rials and resources are needed,

“Qualified work on electrical,
heating and cooling, and plumbing
systems is still needed, as well as
donations of good qualily construc-
tion materials,” Smith said. “Tax de-
ductible monetary donations can also
be made to help cover the costs of
construction and furnishings or o
help pay for the actual services that
are provided."

The amount of the rate increase was
not discussed Wednesday.

Councilman Denzil “Hoss"
Halbert said that Lewandowski’ s pro-
posed rate increase would generate
approximately $226,000 a year for
the department, which needs
$216,000 1o operate.

Halbert commented that water
rates in Martin have not been ad-
justed in 12 years and an increase
seemed reasonable to him.

Council members Everett Akers
Jr., Hazel Robinson, Alan Whicker
and Steve Jenkins said they would
not vole in favor of any increase.

Akers, who has been pushing for
fiscal and managerial responsibility
in that department for months, said
he would consideran increase in water
rates if the departmentl was better
managed. He also criticized Mayor
Raymond Griffith's apparent refusal
to abide by council’s wishes.

“The mayor runs the city; he’s the
head honcho,” Akers said. “It's up to
him to make sure the clerks employed
do their jobs. We get reports from the
mayor and it’s up to the mayor to
make sure our wishes are carried out,

“This is the first time, in a long
time, that this council is trying to do
something about the water system,”
Akers continued. “I wouldn’t care to
vote for a water raise but I've got to
see (better) management. Weall have
our backs against the wall again and
in order (o cure one problem, we're
going to have to cure two problems."”

Several residents in the audience
told council that something needed to
be done to get things running
smoothly in the city.

Kathy Isaac told council that ev-
erybody needs to work together.

us anywhere,” Isaac said. “If you
don't think someone is doing their
job, put the heat on them.

including the development of cattail
marshes where tributaries emptied
into the lake; development of sub-
merged aquatic vegetation; and the
increased use of no-wake zones for
boating in shallow areas.

None of those ideas will solve the

problem, though, Hershfield said,
because the primary source of murky
water is storm runoff.

“Evenifthe lake was totally cleared
up by these measures,” he said, “one
large storm (would muddy the entire
lake again)."

The most effective way to elimi-
nate turbidity is the most difficult, the
experts agreed. It would require ero-
sion control throughout the Johns
Creek watershed area.

A second problem, one that con-
cerns siltation in the lake's headwa-
ters, may be addressed more easily.

Corps spokesman David Deeds told
Stumbo and Rogers that his agency
would explore two options concern-
ing the build-up of silt and report
back to the group in March,

Those options, Deeds said, would
be to raise the lake’s summer pool
level by about three feet to allow
boating in areas now restricted by silt,
or dredging those areas.

Raising the lake’s level could cre-
ate more problems than it solves,
Deedsnoted, particularly in areas like
the boat dock and campgrounds that
might be affected by higher water
levels.

Dredging, the Corps representative
added, would be expensive and could
cost as much as $4 million per acre.

The least costly route toward solv-
ing the lake's problems, participants
agreed, would be to initiate a public
relations and educational campaign
with property owners in the water-
shed area, explaining to them the side
effects of erosion on the lake.

Stumbo agreed to spearhead that
effort and he will ask fish and game
clubs from Floyd and Pike County to
assist in the project.

be that way for either people or con-
gregations.

The aging of a congregation, the
pastor, the lay leadership, and even
the community itself, may often pro-
duce an effect known as “orientation
10 the past.” Fresh or new ideas are in
short supply, as is the energy with
which to implement them. Even a
congregation and it's beliefs about
God begin to change. Instead of God
being the “strong leader” and the

“protector of the faithful remnant” or
SUrVIvors.

Think about life itself. On the one
hand, life consists of dreams and vi-
sions, and on the other hand are
memories and history, but sand-
wiched in between is the reality of
today!

When this happens for
a period of time, the “today” congre-
gation soon becomes a “yesterday”
church, doing no more than repeating
the past.

A TOMORROW CHURCH... is
not satisfied with either numbers or
quality. A “tomorrow” church con-
sistently has serious questions about
its community and what itought to be
doing. It is always conscious of the
need to rehearse the “great commis-
sion,”

This church believes in the ener-
gizing of the Holy Spirit. The future
is there for those who are willing to
take it, thus, a longer look into the
future is taken regularly. There is
much enthusiasm about the future.
The church “work™ is gladly accepted
and viewedasopportunities forGod’s
people to accomplish the mission of
God! God's church must always be
optimistic about the future! Wenever
know what miracle God may wish to
bring about in our midst.

Tomorrow is a new day: tomor-
row is another opportunity, tomor-
row is God's reserve; tomorrow
brings twenty-four more hours which
may bring another wave of long
awaited revival among us. Tomor-
row may be the very bend in the road
that will see again faith swallowed up
in sight for some dear saint. Tomor-
row always holds great, unlimited,
untold potential for those who work
faithfully in the Kingdom!

Rememberthe television commer-
cial depicting a small child rushing
indoors on a blustery day asking, “Is
it soup yet?" Warming up with a hot
cup of soup sure brings a sense of
contentment, As the cooler weather
beckons more people to enjoy this
steamy treat, the preschoolers at Clear
Creek Baptist Bible College are an-
ticipating the good use that soup la-
bels can have. They are asking, “Do
we have enough for our new van
yet?” The answer is, “No, but we are
getting there."

Clear Creek’s Child Development
Center currently has 37 preschoolers,
most of whom are children of the
college’s students, faculty and staff.
The school’s one used van and a
station wagon does not meel the trans-
portation necds that arise. A recent
field rip to Mason's Pumpkin Farm
in Davisburg, had to be spread out
over two days because of the short-
age of school vehicles. “A new van
would add to the safety and logistic
of planning field trips,” explains
Rebecca Whittaker, Child Develop-
ment Center Director. “We could
enhance their learning experiences if
we could visitmore sites,” she added.

Clear Creek Baptist Bible Col-
lege, founded in 1926 as a theologi-
cal training center for adults, is an
ideal setting for learning. With an
additional van they hope to spread

out over the Southeastern Kentucky
region with both ministry and educa-
tional experiences.

The drive to collect 1,000,000 la-
bels from soup cans and packaged
food containers began over a year
ago.

Home energy assistance
program to open November 7

Low-income Kentuckians who
need belp with winter heating bills
can apply for the Home Energy As-
sistance Program (HEAP) Novem-
ber 7-December 12, depending on
the last name of the head of house-
hold.

HEAP subsidies for coal, electric-
ity, fuel oil, gas and bottled gas or
wood will be available for all eligible
residents who apply through the
state’s 23 local community action
agencies.

John Clayton, commissioner of
the Department for Social Insurance,
which oversees the federally funded
HEAP program, said applications are
taken on an alphabetical schedule to
avoid people having to stand in long
lines.

Residents should watch for an-
nouncements in their local news me-
dia to find out where applications
will be taken in their community.

Clayton says that the department

Washington, D.C.—Late last
month, more than two-dozen com-
munity college presidents got an in-
side look—Tliterally—at the Clinton
White House.

With Teddy Roosevelt's Nobel
Peace Prize silting prominently on
the mantle and the grandfatherly gaze
of Franklin Delano Roosevelt cast
upon the room, the presidents met
with White House staff to discuss the
direction of Clinton administration's
reforms.

The meeting in the Roosevelt
Room in the West Wing of the White
House was part of The DC Experi-
ence, a four-day professional devel-
opment seminar that allows the presi-
dents a special window on the work-
ings of Washington, The presidents
spent a half hour each with represen-
tatives of the Office of Management
and Budget, the White House Office
of Public Liaison, the National Cor-
poration for Community Service and
Special Assistant to the President for
Economic Policy, Paul Dimond.

Pat Smith and Cynthia Brown,
both of OMB’s education branch,
told the presidents to look for much

discussion in the next year about the
reauthorization of the Perkins Act,
Phase II of Title IV reform and
workforce training program consoli-
dation. But the two told the presi-
dents that their message as commu-
nityand technical college leaders was
being heard at the highest levels of
government. The two said they know
that community colleges are impor-
tant educational access points for
special populations, including minori-
ties, underprepared students and eco-
nomically disadvantaged students,
They said community colleges are
important pieces of the
administration’s overarching em-
ployment and training philosophy,

“There might be some people who
are worried,” Smith said, “but (com-
munity colleges) are the last people
who should be worried (about pro-
gram reforms).”

Still, the presidents made sure their
voices were heard.

“Perkins is important to us,” Pre-
stonsburg Community College Presi-
dent Deborah L. Floyd said, “If not
for local Perkins money, there is ab-
solutely no way we could provide the
services we do."

Floyd urged caution in tying that
money too closely to student oul-
comes because national standards are
likely to be unfair, “If we're not care-
ful, we’ll become little ol" Harvards
on the hill,” Floyd said. “Just be cau-
tious in this outcomes thing because
the pendulum can swing the wrong
way.”

Doris Matsui, who helps stage
events and facilitate policy meetings
through her job at the White House's
office of Public Liaison, said Clinton
has a clear idea about the importance
of community colleges. She said the
nation’s community colleges are
likely to be “at the forefront of almost
every issue.”

“Your time has come,” Matsui

said. “For a long time, community
colleges were the stepchild of higher
education. That is no longer the case.
You are on the cutting edge. You're
in the right place at the right time to
be involved (in issues). And I have to
tell you, you have to be involved.”
Next up was Richard Allen, who
spoke about one of the initiatives that
Matsui had referred to. Allen up-
dated the leaders on the National Cor-
poration for Community Service, a
pet project of President Clinton. In
September, the President kicked off
the  program, introducing
AmeriCorps. Under the program,
people perform community service

for up to two years and earn (uition
money for college. Allen also spoke
of the grants available for colleges
that develop approved service-leamn-
ing programs. Allen noted that the
American Association of Commu-
nity Colleges won a “Leam and Ser-
vice America" grant that it will par-
cel out to eight grant-winning col-
leges.

Encouraging input and collabora-
tion, Allen provided the presidents
with a phone number and an address
to offer any suggestions for the cor-
poration.

“We want to encourage your in-
volvement,” he said.

Alas, we bring you the sad spec-
tacle of Halloweeninthe 1990s, when
many Americans revert (o black-cat
hysteria reminiscent of the Middle
Ages, or even younger.

The black-cat craze gets so bad
that most humane societies ban the
adoption of black cats before and
during the Halloween celebration.
This is done to protect innocent ani-
mals from Possible Teen-age Devil
Worshipers, garden-variety sickos
and other unenlightened (read,
“nonpet-loving™) Americans, who
tend to callupand say, “Hey, weneed
to rent 20 black cats for our party.”
