The com-
mercials for Hammond’s private law
firm aired on the Hazard station from

dents enrolled, a report given to the
board reflected absentecism rates at
those schools with full-time substi-
tutes.

Board members were concerned
with the number of days that teachers
were absent and asked the superin-
tendent to explain the process for
keeping track of the number of days
missed by district employees.

Board attoney Phil Damron said
that no one apparently kept count of
the number of days employees were
not at work. :

“The problem I seg is that there’s
nocontrol,” Damron said. “Nobody's
writing down contract and non-con-
tract days.”

Towler replied, “We don’t audit
every employes every ‘month and
every year.” /

“You don’t audit any of them,”
Damron said.

Towler explained that, for ex-
ample, if an employee called in sick,
that employee would basically
“swear” to his-her immediate super-
visor that he was unable to work the
day he missed. The supervisor would
then either attest to the employee’s
statement or decline to sign-off on
the reason for the absence.

Towler was asked if teachers have

Vice chairman Eddie Patton be-
gan the meeting by directing superin-
tendent Steve Towler to have an up-
date financial report to the board by
August 1.

Laterin the meeting, Pattoncalled
for the spending freeze after Towler
presented requests for staffing waiv-
ers at several schools.

The board approved the waivers
and added that no more monetary
requests would be considered.

“We’ve got to draw the line some-
where," Patton said, “until we get
information on the budget. We're
just piecemealing (the budget), We
haven’t looked at the whole thing.
We've got to stop doing that.”

The board refused to consider re-
quests to create positions for addi-
tional bus drivers and custodians, but
relented on creating additional bus
driver positions after emerging from
a closed session.

The creation of those positions
could not be discussed in closed ses-
sion according to state law and board
attorney Phil Damron said that issue
was not discussed behind closed
doors.

A body found Saturday in Martin
County has been positively identi-
fied as that of a Floyd County youth
who had been missing since June 28.

Kentucky State Police announced
Wednesday that the remains found at
Three Forks is that of Jeffery Nelson,
21, of East Point. The cause of death
has not been determined by the state
medical examiner’s office and that
information is not expected to be
available until next week.

Nelson was last seen at Center
Stage nightclub in Prestonsburg in
the company of twomen from Martin
County.

According to a report in The
Paintsville Herald, state police have
questioned Tim Maynard of Pigeon
Roost in Martin County in connec-
tion with Nelson's murder. The news-
paper reported that Maynard left the
arca after taking a polygraph last
weekend. The Paintsville Herald also
reporied that an arrest in the case is
imminent.

State police reported Thursday
afternoon that there is no new infor-
mation in the case. Police have said
that other locations not in Martin
County have been searched in con-
nection with Nelson's murder.

Joe David Fraley, 33, of Decatur,
Indiana, is charged with having in his
possession ariding lawnmower which
was reported stolen from a Wal-Mart
store in Portmouth, Ohio.

Prestonsburg Police sergeant
Gerald Clark testified Wednesday that
he stopped Fraley in the early mom-
ing hours on April 12 at Highlands
Plazain Prestonsburg and noticed the
lawnmower in the bed of the pickup
truck.

Clark said that he asked Fraley
where he had purchased the mower
because it appeared (o be brand new.
Fraley said he got the mower “down
the road” and could not produce any
receipt for the purchase.

The serial number plate and ve-
hicle identification number (VIN)
were visible on the mower, Clark

said.

The police sergeant received a ra-
dio call of a complaint in the Green
Acres housing projectduring the traf-
fic stop and asked Fraley to remain at
the scene until he retumed.

When the officer returned 1o ques-
tion Fraley further, the serial number
plate, VIN plate and documents on
the mower were missing.

“I searched him and he had most
of the paperworkin his pocket,” Clark

said. “The serial number plate was
gone and [ never did find it.”

Clark said that it was confirmed
through the Ohio Wal-Mart depart-
mentstore thatthe lawnmower, which
had been in layaway, had been sto-
len,

If Floyd County can wade through paperwork
flood-prevention projects may get needed funding

Floyd County officials learned
Friday that grants are available to
move homeowners wholive in flood-
prone areas to safer ground, but the
county will have to compele for the
funds.

“It's good money...and there are
good projects, but the (government
applicant) must be in it for the long
haul — and there are no guarantees,”
Richard Owen, state hazard mitiga-
tion officer, told regional leaders Fri-
day, July 7, at a meeting at the Pres-
tonsburg National Guard Armory.

Owen explained to officials in
Floyd, Johnson, Lawrence and Pike
counties about the availability of
mitigation grants, which can be used
for projects to alleviate hazards from
future natural disasters.

Owen said that if Floyd County
applies for the grants, it will have to
compete with other county and city
governments and non-profit organi-
zations that are eligible for the funds
through a disaster declaration issued
by President Clinton on June 13. The
disaster declaration was issued after
storms in May caused severe dam-
ages o homeowners and businesses
throughout the state.

an interview Tuesday he identified
past ventures, including the installa-
tion of a one-way, flap gate at Paints-
ville and major acquisition and relo-
cation work in Bell County and in
Frankfort,

Otherprojects have included storm
walermanagementand levy rehabili-
tation, Owen said.

Meyer said Tuesday he had not
had time to review the 100 plus-page
application that Tackett presented to
him, ;

If the county decides to apply for
the grants, it must submit a notice of
intent to apply by August 22, Appli-
cation deadline is October 22,

The county must compile a docu-
mented cost projection for the miti-
gation undertaking.

Funds for the mitigation program
are based on the amount of money
spent through the Federal Emergency
Management Agency's (FEMA's)
public assistance grants. That amount
is increased by 15 percent.

“This gives me the pot of money
for all the counties in the declara-
tion,” Owen said.

FEMA provides 75 percent of the
grant request; the state provides 12

percent and local governments muslt
supply 13 percent.

Owen stressed that the funding is
not automatically approved. Agen-
cies must compete at the state level
and then final approval is given
through FEMA.

He also emphasized that requests
must come from counties or city gov-
ernments within the declaration area

and from certain private non-profit
organizations impacted by the disas-
ter.

Elderly people on fixed incomes
areunderstandably anxious about the
future of Medicare, the federal health
insurance program for retirees. What
they and their families must under-
stand is that continuing the program
entirely unchanged is not an option.

But as Congress moves to slow
the growth of Medicare, it has an
obligation to fully inform Ameri-
cans of the likely impact of those
moves. In the coming years, older
American can expect fewer choices
in the doctors they see, larger
deductibles, and means-testing for
benefits.

The budget approved by the
Republican-controlled Congress will
allow Medicare to grow by 54 per-
cent over the next seven years, from
$178 billion this fiscal year to $274
billion in 2002. While that sounds
like a hefty increase, it is projected
that at the current level of benefits
Medicare costs will soar to $345
billionin seven years. Also by 2002,
the fund from which Medicare pays
hospital bills will be bankrupt. Only
then will the greatest strain of all hit
the system: retirement of the baby
boom generation, whose members
start turning 65 in 2010.

In other words, Medicare as cur-
rently structured makes promises to
elderly Americans thatitdoesn’thave
the money to keep. Funding and
promises must be reconciled, for the
short and long term.

But what to do? While Congress
has cut the rate of growth, the nature
of program adjustments hasn’t been
determined. House Speaker Newit
Gingrich is consulting with inter-
ested parties, and various groups are
stepping forward with proposals.

One organization bravely tack-
ling these unpleasant issues is the
bipartisan Concord Coalition, headed
by former presidential contender Paul
Tsongas and former senator Warren
Rudman. It favors means-testing all
entitlements, with Medicare and
Social Security payments both re-
duced, on a sliding scale, for house-
holds with incomes over $40,000.
Households making $120,000 and
above would receive the minimum:
15 percent of full benefits.

Like the libertarian Cato Institute
and others, the Concord Coalition
stresses the role of deductibles and
co-payments in containing costs.
Originally $50 a year in 1966, the
annual Medicare deductible would
be worth $225 today in constant dol-
lars. In fact, itis only $100; Concord
would raise it to $150.

The point is, the argument now
should be atechnical one, over which
repairs will work best, with least
disruption to beneficiaries. Side-
stepping this problem can only dam-
age the civic health of the country
shared by Americans of all ages.

Governor Jones
asks for help in
dispensing surplus

Editor:

Why should potholes, unsafe
bridges and bad roads in Floyd Courity
wait through another winter to get
fixed when we have the money to fix
them right now?

This summer, we'll have a golden
opportunity to help every county in
the state improve its roads, if our
lawmakers and citizens agree.

As you may know, we have been
working for three and a half years to
putKentucky on sound financial foot-
ing. When we took office in 1991,
Kentucky’s finances were in sorry
shape. As you probably remember,
for the first half of our term, we
couldn’t even pay income tax re-
funds on time because the checks
would have bounced!

We downsized government by
eliminating more than 1700 perma-
nent full-time jobs through attrition
for a total payroll savings of approxi-
mately $45milliona year, every year.
We reduced the welfare rolls by 18%
for a $30+ million savings. We cut

oul waste throughout stale govermn-
ment by limiting out-of-state travel,
selling cars and curbing spending. At
the same time, our economic devel-
opment policies allowed us to create
a record number of new jobs in the
private sector. Now, unemployment
is at a 20-year low, and since more
Kentuckians are working, more are
paying taxes.

Today, we have a vastly improved
financial picture. We have $100 mil-
lion in our budget reserve trust fund
(our state savings account) which is
the largest in history. Also, when we
get the final financial reports from
the past fiscal year which ended June
30, we expect to have between $114
and $134 million of undesignated
surplus in the general fund and $50
million in the road fund. Thatamounts
to between $164 and $184 million,
ontopof the $100million already put
into our savings account. We have
come a long way in a short time.

When state legislators come (0
Frankfort in late July for a special
session needed to re-draw legislative
boundaries, I am suggesting that they
also agree to use' the $50 million
surplus that is in the state’s road fund
o give counties urgently-needed
money to fix dangerous roads and
bridgesand toinstall guardrails where
needed. Under our proposal, Floyd
County would receive $571,992. This
money could be used to eliminate a
good many dangerous situations in
Flbyd County and across the state
this summer—and perhaps save lives.
We have a responsibility to the tax-
payers of this Commonwealth to
make these repairs as quickly as pos-
sible,

‘I also will ask lawmakers to con-
sider a proposal to invest some of the
$114-134 million general fund sur-
plus in educational and job-creating
possibilities; to save some by adding
to the $100 million budget reserve
trust fund; and to return some to the
taxpayer, possibly by raising the stan-
dard deduction—currently the low-
estinthe country. Increasing the stan-
dard deduction would mosthelp those
Kentuckians with incomes between
ten and fifty thousand dollars a year.

There are several other invest-
ments we are proposing to make.
Here are some of the highlights:

*Community college investments
in Western and Eastern Kentucky 1o
help educate our young people and
train workers to qualify for better
paying jobs;

*Detention facilities to keep ac-
cused violent juvenile offenders off
the street before they stand trial;

*More money for computersin the
schools, to ensure that all Kentucky
students including those who are
physically challenged—have proper
access to the latest information tech-

nology;

*The return of money that had
been taken from the state’s area de-
velopment districts, for the purchase
of such items as fire trucks for coun-
ties; none of which will go to salaries;
and

*Funds to help farmers increase
their income and meet federal envi-
ronmental mandates in dealing with
animal wasle.

You may ask, “Why not wait to
see how proposed federal budget cuts
will affect Kentucky?"” That's a fair
question. However, I firmly believe
that to combat the proposed federal
cuts, Kentucky must become more
self-sufficient. To do that, we have to
get more Kentuckians working and
making higher wages. That creates
more taxpayers and increases our tax
base. If we wait to see what Washing-
ton does, we are not planning ahead
and not preparing our workforce for
the future.

You also may ask, “Why not wait
until the January session?” Itis justas
easy to ask, “Why wail when we have
the funds available now?" I believe
special sessions allow lawmakers to
focus on a few items of major impor-
tance in a very businesslike way.
During the regular sessions, legisla-
tors are bombarded with thousands
ofitems. Some major issues are over-
looked, lost or ignored. In a special
session with a limited agenda, these
items can get their full attention and
itis more likely that logic and reason
will prevail.

Over the next few weeks, I'll be
talking with legislators and with citi-
zens to consider the best way to in-
vestour surplus. Thave notdrawn any
lines in the sand; all options are on the
table for discussion. I'd like to hear
from anyone who reads this. Please
let me know what you think of our
proposals. Please write me at 700
Capital Avenue, Frankfort, Kentucky
40601.

You elected me for a four-year
term, and I promise to keep working
until the last minute of the last day.
We have a golden opportunity right
now toinvestsome of our hard-earned
surplus, save some of our surplus,
and give some of it back to the tax-
payers. This will restore faith in our
government and put us on a positive
road for the future. We shouldn't let
that opportunity pass us by.

Portion of Jenny Wiley trail to close

Although Jenny Wiley State Park
could lose its connection to one of the
state's longer nature trails next sum-
mer, the loss could become a gain.

Thestate Department of Parksnext
year plans to close the Jenny Wiley
Trail, which wends its way from Jenny
Wiley State Park to South Shore,
Kentucky. The funds used to main-
tain the trail could be used to improve
and expand trail systems in Eastern
Kentucky parks, including Jenny
Wiley if Carey Tichenor, siate natu-
ralist with the state park system’s
Division of Recreation and Interpre-
tation, has his way,

The state employs a three-man
crew to work on the trail for six
months of the year. It also maintains
about 16 lean-to shelters along the
trail.

Tichenor said he hopes the state
will direct the funds used on the trail
to Eastern Kentucky parks.

That’s good news for Ron
Vanover, a naturalist with Jenny
Wiley State Park. Vanover said any
additional funding will benefit the
park’s nine miles of trails.

Jenny Wiley State Park has con-
tinually been upgrading its trail sys-

tem, Vanover said. One of the most
recent additions has been the Stephen
Ray Brackett Memorial Trail which
connects the Lake Shore Trail with
the Moss Ridge Trail to loop around
May Lodge.

Jenny Wiley State Park also plans
to keep its four-and-one-half mile
portionof the Jenny Wiley trail open,

The park’s portion of the trail be-
gins at the park marina, travels to-
ward Stratton Branch, into the moun-
tains and down tothe skylift. The trail
then meanders 10 the campground
where it heads toward the junction of
Rt. 3 and 302, near the Terry Boat
Dock.

After that point, the hiking route
will be closed. Approximately 14
miles of the Jenny Wiley Trail Sys-
tem twisls its way through Floyd
County. The track crosses Auxier
Road and heads into Auxier where it
ascends the hill and continues west,
going through East Point, Whitaker
and eventually into Johnson County.

The state decided to close the trail
afterit recéived numerous complaints
from private landowners, Tichenor
said, Although the state maintains
the hiking path, the Lail traverses
over privalely-owned property.

according to Tichenor. The Depart-
ment of Parks received a call from
one landowner who said that 500 feet
of his fence was smashed because a
hiker had rolled round hay bales down
a hill.

The popularity of 4-wheelers is
also adding to the landowner and
hiker’s problems, Tichenor said.

“The trail was designed for back-
packing — for foot travel only. A lot
of people now are 4-wheeling on the
property.”

Another problem the state park
system hasencountered is thechange
in ownership of trail property. Since
the trail's opening, some tracts of
land may have changed ownership
several times, Tichenor said. Also,
when the trail firstopened, some land-
owners would not sign written agree-
ments for the state to use the land and
gave verbal agreement only. Over
the years, the landowner may have
changed hismind and decided to close

A

his portion of the trail, Tichenor ex-
plained.

Some landowners have put up no
trespassing signs and blocked access
1o the trails so hikers either have o
turn back or find another route,
Tichenor explained. That problem
has led to a decrease in use by hikers,
he said.

The trail is also being used less
because progress has destroyed the
aesthetic value of the trail along the
northernend. Sections of the trail that
were an old dirt road became grav-
eled and then black-topped as county
governments received ransportation
enhancement funds, Tichenor said.

“Sections of the trail are now
black-topped roads and houses have
been built along them. It takes away
from the scenic value,” he explained.
“The original intent of the trail was
back country hiking.”

The park plans to close the trail
around June 30 next year, but if the
closure meets with strong public op-
position, the trail will remain open.

Peter Velasquez and Richard
Bizenza, two former directors of the
company that owned the Lawrence
County landfill, were indicted in May,
which is welcome news to, the local
people who fought the landfill nearly
five years ago.

Since the landfill reopened in
March of 1989, it was a magnet for
controversy and would end upin sev-
eral court cases. Among the suils
filed was a suit by the landfill owners
against then county Judge-Executive
Clyde Johns and then county Atlor-
ney Nelson Sparks for, among other
things, repeating rumors that the land-
fill may be tied lo organized crime,
The suit was later dismissed.

The case had drawn national at-
tention, and NBC news program,
Exposé, aired a program about the
landlill on April 28, 1991. The show

was promoled as “The Golden Girls
vs. the Gambinos," atitle which hinted
at mob influence.

Two days before the show aired,
however, the Kentucky Natural Re-
sources Cabinetand the Environmen-
tal Protection Cabinet ordered Roe
Creek Development, Inc., to shut
down its operations at the Roe Creek
landfill. After two years of fighting,
the situation had seemingly been
settled, until the recent indictment of
Velasquez and Bizenza.

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n two June incidents four days apart, tug-of-war
games ended in tragedy. In Chattanooga, Tenn., a

21-year-old man’s hand was severed after an unexpect-
edly hard tug from the other team at a company picnic,

and in Frankfurt, Germany, two Boy Scouts were
killed and five other people were seriously injured

after a rope snapped during a game.
QUESTIONABLE JUDGMENTS

-- An account in a March issue of The Medical Post

magazine reporied on the failure of a recommended
abdominal colic therapy for babies. According to the

therapy, parents were to place the baby in a child’s car

seat on top of a running washing machine, letting the

warmth and vibration settle him down. However, in the
reported case, the baby vibrated off of the machine, fell

to the floor, and suffered a seizure.

- In Winnipeg, Manitoba, in February, Andrew
Hofer, 26, gave his brother’s name when asked for
identification by police. Hofer was evading the police
because he had failed to pay a fine, but unknown to
him, a more serious warrant was outstanding on his
brother. Said Hofer's lawyer, “This is the only time ...

I've heard of a person giving the police the name of
somebody who's in more trouble than they are.” (Well,
it happened in Peterborough, Ontario, last June, to
Anthony Duco, who had unpaid traffic fines and a
brother who was, unknown to him, wanted for sexual
assault.)

-- James Bums, 34, of Alamo, Mich., was killed in
March as he was trying to repair what police described
as a “farm-type dump truck.” Burns got a friend to
drive the truck on a highway while Burns hung
underneath so that he could ascertain the source of a
troubling noise. Burns’ clothes caught on something,
however, and the other man found Burns “wrapped in
the drive shaft.”

-- The Church of England’s Easter advertising this
year contained no reference, in picture or word, to a
crucifix, and instead had Jesus uttering “Surprise!"” on
Easter morning. Said a bewildered ad executive, “The
Cross is arguably the best-known brand logo in the
entire world.” Said an official of the church-run
Advertising Network, which placed the ad: “[The
cross] carries too much cultural baggage.”

-- In June 1994, Robert Clinton Robinette turned
down a plea bargain in Gainesville, Fla., that would
have sent him to prison for four years on prostitution
and child-sex charges, fired the attorney who recom-
mended he take the deal, and paid a $50,000 retainer to
anew attormey. In April 1995, the best Robinette could
do for himself in a subsequent plea bargain on those

charges was a sentence of 10 years in prison, and he
accepted.

-- In February in Wesley Chapel, Fla., Joseph C.
Aaron, 20, was hit in the leg with pieces of the bullet
he fired at the exhaust pipe of his car. While repairing
the car, he had needed to bore a hole in the pipe and,
when he could not find a drill, tried to shoot a hole in
it.

-~ In January, at a show in Paris on the 50th
anniversary of the liberation of Auschwitz, Japanese
fashion designer Rei Kawakubo released a line of
fashions resembling the striped uniforms worn by
Holocaust victims. One item had serial-type numbers
on the back, another had boot marks, and yet another
was modeled by a woman who appeared more emaci-
ated than the other models and with closely cropped
hair. After protests, Kawakubo withdrew the line two
weeks later.

-- In March in San Fernando, Calif., Guy Dean
Bouck was charged with the 1987 murder of his wife
after police kept the investigation open, waiting for
Bouck to slip up and supply them with more evidence.
