Cops tell
stores to
watch for

phony bills

Police are warning local busi-
nesses to be on the lookout for phony
$100 bills after five counterfeit bills
were identified over the past two
weeks,

Tellers at the Bank Josephine dis-
covered some of the fake $100 bills
in deposits being made by three con-
venience stores in the area this week.

Last week, a major discount store
near Prestonsburg received two coun-
terfeit $100 bills, and the Prestons-
burg Police Department plan to com-
pare the bills for similarities, Roy
Roberts, assistant Prestonsburg po-
lice chief, said Thursday.

The bogus bills are 1990 series,
and cannot easily be identified as
phony.

“Detecting them is going to be
tough,” Roberts said. “They looked
great, they felt great, but they're coun-
terfeit.”

Maryland Brown, assistant vice
president at the Bank Josephine, said
the bills could be detected by some-
one who's used to dealing with
moncy.

“If they handle a lot of money,
they can detect the counterfeit by the
feel of it,” she said.

Tellers are trained to detect coun-
terfeit bills, she said. If the bogus
bills are found during the deposit
transaction, the business suffers and,
in the long run, the consumer loses,
Brown added.

She advised businesses who re-
ceive $100 bills to contact their banks
and ask for assistance, The bank con-
tacts the Secret Service and reports
the bills’ serial numbers. The Secret
Service can then verify if the bills are
authentic.

The Prestonsburg Police Depart-
ment has notified the U.S. Secret
Service, which will take over the
investigation, Darrell Conley, Pres-
tonsburg police chief, said.

In Louisa, First National Bank
recently received a $5 bill with ends
to a $100 bill taped or glued to its
comers that someone had tried to
pass as a $100 bill. The Kentucky
State Police are investigating that
incident. It has also been reported to

the Secret Service.

Water rates for Prestonsburg City
Utility’s customers, who live outside
of city limits, were raised in June
1993, to help.cover costs of expand-
ing the company's production capac-
ity from three million gallons per day
to five million.

J.C. McNally, chair of the water
commission, said the utility company
had to borrow every dime for the
walter expansion from the Kentucky
Infrastructure Authority.

The raise of 37 cents for every
1,000 gallons is the exact amount
needed to pay back the $2 million

waler and McNally believes those
who need it should help pick up the
tab,

“I'm aggravated at the attitude of
the public,” said McNally. “We've
done one hell of a job for the cityand
county,

“We hadn'( raised rates in the last
eight or nine years, and the rates
shouldn't be raised in the next six
years, while I'm here," he said,

McNally said the utility
company's rates are the cheapest
around and customers still get the
best service.

He said there are only pocket ar-
¢as that do not have waler and there
are no plans o expand outside of the
city's service area. There may be
some expansion within it, though.

Author of White Squaw donates original

drawings to Jenny Wiley Resort Park

Jenny Wiley hasreturned to Floyd
County to stay.

Original sketches from the book
about Jenny Wiley, White Squaw,
were donated in February to Jenny
Wiley State Park by the book’s au-
thor, Arville Wheeler, who lives in
Nashville, Tennessee.

The skeiches, on display in May
Lodge, Jenny Wiley State Park, note
the chapter and page they appear in
the book. They also record a few
comments from the artist, Ture
Bengtz, A few of the drawings are
unigue because they were not in-
cluded in the book's final draft.

The renditions will become part
of a permanent display when Ron
Vanover, director of Recreation and
Interpretation programs at the park,
realizes his dream of establishing an
interpretive center at the park.

With that goal in mind, Vanover
began soliciting the memorabilia from
White Squaw’s author. In 1992,
Wheeler told Vanoverhe hadn'tquite
made up his mind about giving a
memorial to the park.

Last December, in an effort to
increase awareness about an inter-
pretive center, Vanover again con-
tacted Wheeler and asked for his as-
sistance. Wheeler and his two sons
— one is a cardiologist in Massachu-

State’s employment agency found jobs
for record number of Kentuckians

Kentucky's Department for Em-
ployment Services had a record year
for job placements in 1994 as 80,313
Kentuckians found work with the
state’s help.

The agency's annual job place-
ment report showed that from Janu-
ary 1 to December 31, 1994, total
placements were up from 78,759 in
1993. Between 80 and 85 percent of
the positions filled last year were full
time. It was the highest placement
level for the agency since 79,638 in
1987.

“Our 234 placement interviewers
in the local offices each placed an
average of 410 people in jobs in
1994 said Employment Services
Commissioner Treva Wright-
Donnell. “In addition to matching
people to jobs, we provided other job
services such as counseling, refer-
rals, training enrollment and testing.

“The kind of results we had last
year don’t happen by accident. It
took a lot of effort and dedication by
our people out in the local offices and
they deserve the credit for last year’s
record number of placements.”

Manufacturing employers hired 39
percentor 31,322 of the department’s
job candidates in 1994, a 9 percent
jump from 1993,

“We are extremely pleased with
the progress made during 1994 in
Kentucky’s manufacturing employ-
ment. For the first time since 1979,
our manufacturing employment ex-
ceeded the 300,000 mark,” Wright-
Donnell said. “That growth is re-
flected in the increased number of
placements in manufacturing work
last year."

The commissioner noted that these
jobs are particularly important to the

state’s economy because they usu-
ally are high paying and they tend to
spin-off activity in other employment
sectors.

Services made up 24 percent or
19,275 of the placements, a drop of
about 6 percent from 1993. Retail
and wholesale trade comprised 17
percent or 16,653 of the positions
filled, which was a slight increase
over 1993,

The high employment levels in
Kentucky have resulted in fewer re-
quests for overall services, The de-
partment had 415,875 requests for
services in 1994, 7 percent less than
in 1993. Last year, 24,587 Kentuck-
ians used the department’s employ-
ment counseling services, a 37 per-
cent decrease. Testing fell by 28 per-
cent to 35,594.

Job referrals, which is the number
of applicants the department refers to
employers for interviews, jumped 11
percent to 212,312,

“We are always looking for ways
to improve our services and several
of those ideas are paying off. For
example, the Professional Placement
Network, which began in 1992, has
started bearing fruit. We had the larg-
est increase (+23 percent) in profes-
sional placements ever,” she said.

The statewide computerized Pro-
fessional Placement Network
matches highly skilled job seekers
with employers who have profes-
sional job openings.

“As the numbers indicate,
Kentucky's economy was solid in
1994, Both employers and job seek-
ers fared well,” said Wright-Donnell.
“Even thoughit was our best year yet,
we are not letting up on our efforts.”

A lack of bids from contractors
will delay the start of renovations to
the Samuel May House in Prestons-
burg for at least a month,

The deadline for bidding for the
Phase | part of the renovation was
March 1, but no contractors had bid
on the project, Robert Perry, presi-
dent of the Friends of May House,
said Thursday.

Heextended the deadline to March
29. In an effort to encourage bids for
the project, Perry will conduct a tour
of the house on March 9 for contrac-
tors who may be interested in the
restoration.

Joe Argabrite, an architect from
Argabrite Associates in Louisville,
will also be on hand during the tour to
explain the repairs that need to be
made.

The work includes exterior ma-

sonry and roofing. The roof on the
single story section of the building
will be removed and replaced, Perry
said, Some of the home’s window
sills will also be replaced.

The porch on the single story sec-
tion and the framed-in bathroom area
will be removed from the home, he
said. A wall in the drawing room also
must be redone.

Funds for the project were pro-
vided by donations and through a
grant from the Kentucky Heritage
Council.

Contractors should submit their
bids to the city clerk’s office at Pres-
tonsburg City Hall.

The May House is thought to be
the oldest brick house in the Big
Sandy Valley. It was built by Samuel
May in 1817 and is on the National
Register of Historic Places. The
Friends of May House hope to re-
store the home and open il to the
public for tours.

seits and the other is a pediatrician in
Nashville — agreed to deed the
sketches to the park.

When Vanover visited Arville
Wheeler who is a resident of a nurs-
ing home in Tennessee, it was “like
walking into a time warp.”

“There is no way to explain it. He
has his own little estate. I could tell he
really enjoyedit. There wasno TV —
just articles on the wall.

“To walk in his room is to walk in
a den. He graduated from Center
College.. he taughtat Peabody School
of Education. He had his degrees (on
the wall) behind him,” Vanover said.

He and chief naturalist for the
Commonwealth, Carey Tichenor,
began removing the White Squaw
sketches from the wall, but it wasn’t
an easy task.

“We had a rough time of it. When
(Arville) was laying in bed, he was
looking straight at (the picture of
Jenny Wiley). The other (sketches)
were to his left,” Vanover said.

Wheeler told the naturalists the
reason he wrote the book White
Squaw. In 1924, he read an article
aboutJenny Wiley that portrayed her
as a wild woman running away from
the Indians. He wadded up the article
and soon began writing a book based
on the Jenny Wiley his great-grand-
mother knew. He also gathered facts
from William Eisey Connelley’s His-
tory of Kentucky, published in 1922,

Wheeler's book was published in
1958. The sketch of Jenny Wiley on
the book's frontcover was made from
an old tin-type photo of her. Wheeler
thought the artist captured the spirit
of the young Jenny Wiley. He told
Vanover that the drawing was how
he’dalways pictured the pioneer hero-
ine.
Vanover said Wheeler's fondness
for Jenny Wiley and Eastern Ken-
tucky was evident as be spoke.

“Every time we mentioned East-
em Kentucky and Paintsville, he'd
break down and cry,” Vanover said.
“He loves this area. His kids own
land in Paintsville, his daddy’s old
place where he was born and raised.”

Vanover and Tichenor spent sev-
eral hours with Wheeler and his wife
and learned how the couple met and
fell in love. They also listened to
discussions about the days when
Arville served as superintendent of
Johnson County Schools,

“We spent several hours talking to
him, but it felt like five minutes,”
Vanover said. “Many people hear
about him, but don’t get to meet him.
Just to know that I met a man who
was a big part of this area was a good
feeling.”

Vanover hopes to return to Ten-
nessee andrecord Wheeler telling the
story of Jenny Wiley, and he will use
that recording with the exhibit in the
interpretive center.

The center will also house park
memorabilia and taxidermic animals
Vanover has been collecting. Keep-
ing guard in his office at Jenny Wiley
State Park are a fox, owl and deer —
just to name a few.

All the animals were road kills,
Vanover said. They are used in dem-
onstrations and lectures Vanover
gives at the park and are also used in
the classroom by his wife, who
teaches kindergarten and first grade.

Vanover's wife, however, has de-
cided its time to begin her own col-
lection.

“She has a possum in the freezer.
I've taken a city girl to the mountains
and now she’s picking dead animals
up off the road,” he said, chuckling.

Vanover is currently searching for
memorabilia about Jenny Wiley State
Park, the history of Dewey Lake, or
natural resources such as coal and
gas. He asks thatanyone who has any
items to donate or display, contact
him at 886-2711.

The images of Jenny Wiley will
be on display at the lodge through
March.

is willing to do their share,” said
McNally, “The bottom line is, is it
financially feasible to everyone con-
cerned?”

Everyone concerned includes ar-
eas into Pike and Johnson County.

Superintendent Bill Howard said
the utility company sells water to the
Sandy Valley Water District, Prater
Creck Water District and Auxier
Water District.

Sandy Valley Water District has
customersin Pike County and Auxier
Water District has customers in
Johnson County.

Prestonsburg city utilities also sells
water to Martin and Allen.

The water districts have a written
contract with Prestonsburg City Utili-
ties and, if the water districts want to
expand, they have to get approval
from Prestonsburg. The same goes
for Martin and Allen.

The difference between the pri-
vate water districts and Martin and
Allen, is Martin and Allen are con-
sidered municipalities and do not
come under the governance of the
Public Service Commission, which
regulates private waler districts.

Howard said the increased pro-
duction capacity should take care of
the company’s needs for the next five
toten years. He also said if maximum
capacily is reached or if the utility
commission decides to expand, an-
other water plant will have to be built.

McNally said the water plant ac-
tually runs 20 percent below capacity
as a safety margin, adding that the
plant was over capacity once because
the private water districts went over
their contractual amounts.

“We're not going to do it again,”
saidMcNally. “Atleastnot while I'm
around.”

KENTUCKY STATE ASSESS-
MENT (KIRIS) IN QUESTION
by Cindy Rausch

The Kentucky Institute For Edu-
cation Research released the long
awaited evaluation of the KIRIS as-
sessment last Friday. Many of the
suspicions that parents and teachers
have had about the state testing sys-
tem were confirmed in the report
released Friday. This is the first real
admission that there are some serious
problems with the state assessment
tests.

The remarks made at the press
conference Friday cast doubt into
recent claims by the local and state
education officials about KIRIS re-
sults and its effectiveness in improv-
ing students’ leaming. This research
was an independent evaluation con-
ducted by Western Michigan Uni-
versity with leading experts in the
field of testing and measurement.

One glaring recommendation that
came from the report was state policy

blocked frequently. We appreciate
Mr. Whitaker's attempt to help his
neighbors by providing a better bridge
location and access to their homes.

In fact when members of the
panel were asked specifically if the
KIRIS should be used to make deci-
sions about individual siudents, such
as placing students in advanced
classes, special education classes or
should be used in grade promotion or
graduation requirements the answer
was an emphatic NO! This raises
serious questions for districts that
have policies linking KIRIS to pro-
motion or graduation of individual
students.

This report also says that “heavy

There will usually be three or four
major creeks on a lake. Once this is
done I'll geton the water andmove to
the back three~-fourth’s of the creek
and start my search there first. I like
to start in the back and work my way
out. I will do this because we always
have a tendency to work the shallows
as soon as possible. By going on back
first, we can fish this, and if the fish
aren’tin the back section, we will fish
the rest of the creek as thoroughly as
we do the back section.

Once we are fishing I will start out
with a fish locating bait such as a
spinnerbait or a buzzbait. I will move
my way back by hitting all of the
possible spots that may hold fish. A
lot of times once you locate fish you
can slow down and catch the bigger
fish and possibly more of them with
a worm or jig. In creek channels like
this you can find adefined submerged
channel edge by using your depth
finder. By fishing this edge I catch a
lot of my bigger fish from the 3 10 8
Ib range. Another thing I like todo is
fish a crankbait on this edge, feeling
for stumps or rocks. Remember mak-
ing repeated casts to these areas will
generate strikes.

A Johnson Circuit Court jury on
Tuesday, February 28, found 19-year-
old Scott Pennington guilty but men-
tally ill in the 1993 murders of an East
Carter High School teacher and jani-
tor,

The jury delivered the verdict
following two days of deliberations
and 10 days of often graphic testi-
mony.

Jurors returned Thursday, March
2 with the sentence of life in prison
without the possibility of parole for
25 years.

Following the verdict Pennington
commented to his attorney, Hugh
Convery, “Thank you for all you have
done.”

Pennington was also found guilty
on 21 counts of kidnapping and one
count of unlawful imprisonment for
holding his classmates hostage after
the shootings.

The judge will decide how to sen-
tence Pennington for the kidnappings
and unlawful imprisonment charges
al the time of sentencing.

Prosecutor Barbara Whaley said
she was satisfied with the verdict.

Whaley claimed during the trial,
which wasmoved to Johnson County
earlier this year because a jury could
not be seated in Morgan County, that
Pennington carefully planned the
murder of English teacher Deanna
McDavid because of his dislike for
her. He also killed custodian Marvin
Hicks for intervening, Whaley said.

Pennington's attorney - admitted
that his client killed McDavid and
Hicks, but said that he was insane at
the time of the January 18, 1993,
shootings.

Gov. Jones

ARC funds

Govemor Brereton C. Jones trav-
eled to Washington Tuesday to fight
for continued funding for the Appa-
lachian Regional Commission
(ARC).

Jones, who is the states” co-chair
of the ARC, testified on the value of
the program before the House Ap-
propriations Subcommittee on En-
ergy and Water Development. He
told federal lawmakers the ARC has
pumped millions of dollars into East-
ern Kentucky, and is allowing Appa-
lachian counties to catch up economi-
cally with the rest of the state.

“The ARC can be used as a model
to cut waste in the federal govern-
ment,” said Jones. “Ithas been proven
to creale jobs and to create new tax
dollars in the long term. The federal-
state-local partnerships that the ARC
requires ensure accountability and
eliminate waste. I'm all for federal
belt-tightening, but this is a direct
investment in our people, and that's
why I am fighting tooth and nail for
the ARC."

The govemor said he believes
President Clinton's budget recom-
mendation takes a good first step
toward continuing this vital program.
The president’s $183 million recom-
mendation for FY 1996 will enable
the ARC to operate a viable and for-
ward-looking program, even though
it represents a 35 percent reduction,
or $99 miilion, from the FY 1995
appropriated funding level.

A recently-completed study
funded by the National Science foun-
dation offers scientific evidence of
the ARC's impact, Using a rigorous
statistical methodology, the study
identified “twin” counties outside of

Creek, was arrested at 3 p.m. Friday
by Kentucky State Police Det. Jim
Stephens, after luming himself in at
the Big Sandy Regional Detention
Center, Paintsville.

Goble is accused of committing
the offenses, including first degree

rape, from 1982 through 1992 with
five counts of first degree sodomy
and 14 counts of first degree sexual
abuse.

A police specialistin sexual abuse
cases, Stephens said, “I was con-
tacted by the Martin County Depart-
ment of Social Services on Decem-
ber 12, 1994, and began the investi-
gation that day."

One indictment lists dates of of-
fenses from 1982, when the child was

Several Martin County residents
said they were angered and surprised
with the treatment of Goble's indict-
ment, noting an apparent deviation
from standard police procedure re-
garding the allegations against the
prominent businessman.

But, according to police officials,
Goble has not received any special
treatment.

Under normal circumstances, af-
ter being notified of an alleged sexual
abuse case by the Department of So-
cial Services, KSP specialists inves-
tigate the case and determine whether
or not 1o issue arrest warrants.

In cases where the victims have
been removed from the abusive envi-
ronment, the investigating officer
presents his evidence before a grand
jury. Such was the case surrounding
the allegations against Goble,
Stephens said.

Board denies policy change
The Johnson County school board turned down a request by some Johnson
Central High School officials to allow teachers with relatives employed at the
same school to serve on the school's site-based council. In its 1990 policy
regarding school councils, the school board prohibited teachers whose relatives
are employed in the school district from being eligible to serve on their school’s

The prohibition was challenged in court by the Johnson County Education
Association which claimed the Kentucky Education Reform Actdid not permit

The prohibition was found legal by Johnson Circuit Judge Stephen N.

Frazier and later by the Court of Appeals and the Supreme Court.
The policy affects 14 teachers at JCHS.

Victims to get ‘voice’

Through the efforts of Commonwealth Attorney Anna
Melvin, Martin, Johnson and Lawrence counties are
participating in an effort to put in place a victim’s advo-
cale program.

Addressing members of Martin County Fiscal Court
last week, Melvin said such a program is desperately
needed to protect citizens' rights, particularly children.

The program (which is 75 percent funded by the state),
will serve victims of violent crimes in the three-county
area, with children who are victims receiving first prior-
ity.

The 1994 siate legislature enacted provisions for the
creation of a crime victim's advocate, but did not provide
funding for the position until recently.

Special prosecutor requested to

handle case of Rosa Mineer

A special prosecutor has been requested to handle the
case of Rosa Mineer, who was arrested last week for
allegedly filing a false report to Martin County sheriff’s
officials.

Mineer, of Debord, was arrested February 20 and
lodged in the Big Sandy Regional Detention Center (and
was released on her own recognizance shortly afterward)
following her testimony before Circuit Judge Stephen
Frazier in connection with an alleged domestic dispute
between Mineer and her husband, Big Sandy Regional
Airport Manager James Mineer Sr.

Officials from the state Attorney General’s office said
last week, county attorneys, commonwealth attorneys,
county sheriffs and circuit judges have the power to
request special prosecutors incertain circumstances. They
would not comment about this particular case, however.

Skip Salyer cops plea

Former Magoffin County Sheriff Thomas “Skip”
Salyer told a judge Tuesday, February 21, that he paid off
two jurors and funneled money to acircuit clerkina $3.8
million insurance case.

Salyer, 45, pleaded guilty to conspiracy to commit
fraud in U.S. District Court in Frankfort. He faces up to
five years in prison and a $250,000 fine upon sentencing
May 30.

The charge stems from a Magoffin County case in-
volving a December 1988 wreck in which Mark Bartley
of Ashcamp in Pike County was injured. Bartley eventu-
ally received a $1.2 million settlement last August.

Salyer told Judge Joseph Hood that he paid jurors
Bobby Earl Amettand Debra Helton to return a verdictin
favor of Bartley.

“They approached me...to see if I could get them some
money from the people that was involved in the case,” he
said. He did not say how much the jurors were allegedly
paid, although Arnett admitted last week that he received
$2,000.

Salyersaid healso gave $2,000 to co-defendant Homer
“Bill Dodd™ May Jr. to pay Magoffin Circuit Clerk Roger
Gullett to keep two alternates off the final jury panel. He
said Amett and Helton wamed him that the alternates
were not favorable to Bartley.

Amett, the juror, pleaded guilty to conspiracy to
commit mail fraud last week and implicated Salyer.
Gulletthas denied any involvement in the alleged scheme
and claims Salyer is simply trying to bring down a
political foe. (The Salyersville Independent)

Anexperiment by amining company could turn a strip
mine into a fisherman’s paradise.

Stone Mining Company recently proposed combining
their resources with the county to build a 200-acre recre-
ational park on a strip mine site at McVeigh in Pike
County. The company has applied for a permit for the
“experimental project” from the Division of Surface
Mining and Reclamation.

Stone Mountain will construct a fishing lake on the
site if the project is approved. The lake would be stocked
by the Department of Fish and Wildlife. A lake already
exists on the site.

The company wants to build a paved road, sidewalks,
a caretaker’s residence, a picnic shelter and renovate a
maintenance building on the site. The county would
construct basketball courts, a hiking trail, volleyball
courts, restrooms and a fishing pier.

Decision defended by officials

State highway officials defended their decision in a
report released recently toallow the daughter of a wealthy
Pikeville businessman to take part in a state minority
contracting program.

AnPat Inc., owned by Barbara Deskins, the danghter
of a former Kentucky highway contractor, had received
about $2.7 million through the program which aids firms
owned by minorities and women who are certified as
“disadvantaged business enterprises.”

The report, which states that AnPat is qualified to
participate in the program, was released after an article in
a daily newspaper in December said that Kentucky offi-
cials had okayed the company’s participation in the
company even though the state of West Virginia had
turned down the application.

Three people were arrested in Pike County during a
Mountain Area Drug Task Force investigation.

Danny Morris Adkins, 24, and his wife, Misty Dawn
Adkins, 21, of Regina, were arrested Saturday on charges
of trafficking in Codeine, a controlled substance.

The couple are also charged in the February 23 bur-
glary and theft of the Marrowbone Clinic Pharmacy at
Regina.

Raymond Coleman, 31, of Shelbiana, was arrested on
February 25, and charged with two counts of trafficking
in Codeine within 1,000 yards of a school. He was also
charged with promoting prostitution after allegedly try-
ing to set up a prostitution business.

Quilting sews generation, gender gap

The young man sat hunched on
the couch, needle in hand, stitching,
slowly and meticulously, the top of a
colorful double wedding ring quilt.

In a chair next to him sat 67-year-
old Ruth Holt, quilter extraordinare,
who had her own handmade version
of adouble wedding ring quilt spread
across her lap. The veteran quilter,
with a thimble on one finger of her
left hand and a threaded needle posed
between two fingers of the otherhand,
paused in her needlework while she
watched her younger counterpart.

“He's caught on right quick,"” she
said, a look of satisfaction on her

face. “I am amazed at how much he’s
got done.”

For several years Ruth has been
teaching a younger generation the art
of quilting by hand. Her most recent
protégé is Eric Smith, 32, a volunteer
with the Christian Appalachian
Project’s elderly visitation program,
When the native New Yorker made
his first visit to Ruth's home at
Cracker Bottom near Martin last
August, he didn’t know he was fall-
ing into the hands of a master quilter.

And he never imagined that he
would join the ranks of other CAP
volunteers who have sat at Ruth's
feet, learning the traditional moun-
tain art. But watching her working on
a quilt during that first visit could

have tipped him off.

“The first time [ ever saw her, she
was quilting,” Ericrecalled. Heknew
he was in the presence of a serious
needlework artist when she pulled
several quilttops she had finished out
of a drawer.

During subsequent visits, Ruth
talked toher young male visitorabout
the art of quilting, By November, he
was hooked. “She suggested Imake a
pillow,” Eric said. But being a gung-
hotype of guy, Eric decided toplunge
into the art in a big way—by making
a quilt,

“I thought he’d be finished piec-
ing the quilt top in February,” Ruth
said as she looked at Eric's nearly
completed sewing project. “He's got
it half quilted.”

“In two weeks I'll be done,” Eric
said as he fastened his round wooden
quilt hoop, a gift from a quilter in
Maytown, to a section of the quilt to
be stitched. “I find it relaxing, * he
said about his new hobby. “I enjoy

The volunteer tumed needlework
student has already started piecing
the top of his second quilt, which he
described as having a white back-
ground with purple, burgundy and
pink squares—quite a contrast to the
bright multi-colored squares against
a black background of his present
creation. He plans to sew red binding
around the edge of this first quiltasa
bold finishing touch.

*“When he first told me his colors,
I wasn't too sure about how it would
look,” said Ruth, who favors more
subdued, pastel colors for her work.

“But I think it looks good.”

In a closed custody hearing held
Tuesday in Johnson County, one of
thealleged victims, who was removed
from the home December 12, was
placed with relatives in North Cen-
tral Kentucky, said Stephens.

If convicted on the first degree
rape charges and/or the sodomy
charges, both Class A felonies, Goble
could receive 20 years to life impris-
onment on each count; if he is con-
victed on the Sexual Abuse charges,
Class D Felonies, he faces up to five
years imprisonment and a $10,000
maximum fine on each count. Goble’s
arraignment hearing is scheduled for
March 23, at 1 p.m.

The Mountain Citizen contacted
Goble's residence by phone and was
told by an unidentified person that if
Goble had a statement, he would con-
tact the Mountain Citizen. No return
call was received.

Goble is being represented in the
case by state Senator John David
Preston of Paintsville, who declined
comment.

Appalachia for all of the ARC coun-
ties and followed their respective
progress from 1969 to 1991. The
counties benefiting from the ARC
investment grew 48 percent faster in
personal income and earnings, five
percent faster in population, and 17
percent in per capita income.

In Kentucky, there are 49 counties
located within the boundaries of the
ARC, 38 of these counties are offi-
cially listed as distressed or low in-
come counties, with high unemploy-
ment and low per capita income.

support anything to make the inter-
section safer.”

The meeting came as the result of
several deaths that took place at or
near the intersection, which people
have begun to call “Death Valley.”
The most recent fatality happened on
February 9 when a fully loaded coal
truck ran a red light and turned over
on a vehicle driven by Vera “Jody”
West,

The driver of the truck said his
brakes froze and he was unable to
stop at the light.

Roberts said a large part of the
problem was due to overweight coal
trucks.

“You can’t come into and leave
the state without a safety inspection,
but that's not being done here,”” Rob-
erts said, “Overweight tickets are not
being written enough, and when they
are written the courts throw them
out.”

Roberts said other counties don’t
have the same problem, because they
don’t have as large a volume of coal
truck traffic as Lawrence and Boyd
County.

“I've had six different people tell
me that they’ ve seen a truck unable to
stop since Jody”sdeath,” Roberts said.
“It would be suicide to say we could
live without coal trucks because (00
many people make their living that
way. Instead, what we need is better
enforcement.”

A list of accidents for the bypass
was compiled according to calls re-
sponded to by the Louisa Fire De-
partment, Since August7, 1993 there
have been 37 accidents on the by-
pass, killing five people.

Customers had a definite prefer-
ence in their choice of homemade
candy. “They liked peanut butter,
mostly,” she said.

When Willie became too ill to
work, the couple closed the candy
shop. Later Ruth, then a widow,
started working at the Mountain
Methodist Mission second-hand store
in Martin. “T was clerk for 20 years at
the mission,” she said. “When I quit,
I quit to take care of my mother.”

After her mother died last year,
Ruth continued quilting and passing
ber skill on to others. She estimates
that she has tanght 10 to 15 volun-

teers to quilt. She has also gained a
reputation for creating beautiful hand-
made quilts, “Isell them all the time,"
she said. “I've got quilts all over the
world. One went to Ireland.”

Sandy Knight, program manager
of the CAP elderly visitation pro-
gram, said about Eric’s involvement
with quilting, “He loves it. He really
gets excited visiting people who are
quilting and seeing the different work
they do. A lot of employees here are
fascinated that he chose one of the
most difficult patterns for his first
qujl(‘ll

“They should know I love them
and like to work with them,” Ruth
said about her youthful protégés.
“Each generation should teach the
other.”
