One hurt, another 
jailed in stabbing

A Floyd County woman remains 
jailed after allegedly stabbing another 
woman five times during a dispute 
Tuesday night 

Pamela Bates, 29, ofWheelwright. 
is lodged in the Floyd County Jail 
charged with first degree assault for 
allegedly stabbing GeniaDiane Hall, 
30, of Wheelwright. 

According to a report from the 
Kentucky State Police, the two 
women were engaged in a verbal 
argument and Bates allegedly stabbed 
Hall. 

Hall was taken to McDowell Ap­
palachian Regional Hospital and later 
transferred to Lexington. She was 
released from the University of Ken­
tucky Medical Center on Thursday. 

Bates is under a $100,000 cash or 
10 percent bond. The incident is un­
der investigation by the state police. 

state policemen last September. State 
police sergeant Lynn Cross and 
trooper Les Stapleton responded to 
DeRossett's residence at Auxier on 
Septemberl3,1994,afterreceivinga 
call for assistance. 

After officers arrived, DeRossett 
allegedly discharged the firearm three 
times in their presence. Officers have 
declined to offer additional details of 
the incident.

Cow Mountain will 
get guardrails soon

The project has been years in the 
making, but it looks like guardrails 
will be installed this summer on Cow 
Mountain at Cow Creek. 

Floyd County's fiscal court has 
been asking state transportation offi­
cials for the past several years to 
install guardrails on the mountain, 
which has several steep, plunging 
drop offs along the highway . 

On Thursday, Jerry Anglin, deputy 
secretary and commissioner of high­
ways for the state Transportation 
Cabinet, met with local officials and 
went to the mountain to personally 
view the site. Anglin said the need for 
the guardrails was apparent. 

Governor to announce 
grants during visit here 

Kentucky Governor Brereton 
Jones will be in Floyd County 
Wednesday to award two Appala­
chian Regional Commission grants. 

Governor Jones is scheduled to be 
at Prestonsburg City Hall between 3 
p.m. and 3:30p.m. March 15. 

Details of the grants will be an­
nounced during the governor's visit. 

"It's good to see this ftrsthand and 
to look and see the need," Anglin 
said. ''We should let the contract by 
April 21 and, if everything goes as 
planned, installation should begin in 
June. I intend to stay behind this and 
see it gets done." 

Judge-Executive Bob Meyer, 
Sheriff Paul Hunt Thompson and 
Darvene Hamilton, Floyd County 
foreman for the highway department. 
accompained Anglin to the site. 

Meyer said he was pleased that the 
project is moving ahead. 

"It's terrific," Meyer said. "It is a 
very worthwhile project and we're 
pleased that the state is willing to 
work with us. I tis a treacherous moun­
tain." 

Anglin credited local officials for 
keeping the project on the minds of 
state officials and added that guard­
rails will be installed on both sides of 
the mountain road. 

Cow Creek residents have been 
lobbying the court for the past sev­
eral years to get the project going. 
Concerns about that stretch of road 
centered on the fact that school buses 
must be driven across the mountain. 

In the past, the fiscal court has 
listedtheprojectasoneofthecounty's 
top priorities.

Grand jury asks state 
to probe 911 project

A Floyd County Grand Jury has 
requested that the state attorney gen­
eral conduct probes into the county's 
proposed 911 service and into funds 
missing from the sheriffs depart­
ment 

In a letter dated March 8 to Attor­
ney General Chris Gorman, Com­
monwealth Attorney John Earl Hunt 
said that grand jurors requested the 
investigations after a citizen appeared 
before the panel. 

"A citizen came before the grand 
jury concerned about the lack of 911 
services for Floyd County even 
though citizens have been charged 
for 911 services on their phone bills 
for a number of years," Hunt wrote. 
''He and the grand jury are of the 
opinion that no rational explanations 
for the lack of service and accowtting 
for the funds collected for the service 
have been made. 

"The grand jury requests that your 
office do a complete audit of the 911 
service," Hunt continued. '"They also 
request you fully investigate the 
$25,000 or $26,000 missing from the 
Floyd County Sheriff sDepartment" 

For the past two years, questions 
have been raised concerning the 
amount of funds available to imple­
ment a 911 emergency service and 
why no service isavailableafterresi­
dents have been paying the 89 cents 
per month surcharge for over five 
years. 

In a letter to grand jurors, a 72-
year ..old resident asked the grand jury 
to investigate: 

• Who authorized the surcharge 
for911 and where are those records? 

• How much money has South 
Central Bell, Thacker-Grigsby Tele­
phone, Har~ld Telephone and Foot­
hills Telephone paid Floyd County 
through the surcharge? 

• Were the 911 funds ever placed 
in a single, interest-bearing account? 

• Who authorized payments to the 

Big Sandy Area Development Dis­
trict for mapping services? and 

• If it has taken five years to map, 
locate and number 40 percent of the 
homes and businesses in Floyd 
County, how can it be expected to 
maptheremaining60percentofstruc­
tures in one year? 

As for the funds missing from the 
sheriffs office, Sheriff Paul Hunt 
Thompson announced last Septem-

Storm dumps 
nearly eight 

inches on Big 
Sandy

While March typically arrives like 
a lion in Eastern Kentucky, this week 
it crept in like a snake in the grass. 

Balmy weather Tuesday, which 
pushed the thermometer to near 80 
degrees, backslid Wednesday into the 
worst winter storm of the year, dump­
ing nearly eight inches of snow onto 
a bewildered Eastern Kentucky. 

The blizzard did not catch the re­
gion completely off guard, though. 

Warned that heavy rains were on 
the way, emergency personnel were 
gearing up late Tuesday and early 
Wednesday for flash flooding that 
usually accompanies steady precipi­
tation. 

Instead of rain, Mother Nature 
traded one trouble for another. 

With temJX?ratures dropping much 
faster than anticipated, the rain 
changed to snow early Wednesday, 
piling up to nearly eight inches in 
some areas by mid-afternoon. 

The heavy snow brought trees down 
across power lines in Floyd County 
and throughout the Big Sandy area, 
knocking out power to nearly 20,000 
people. 

The Left Beaver area of Aoyd 
Cotmty was perhaps the hardest bit 
by the blackout. McDowell Appala­
chian Regional Hosp1tal adminisua­
tor Jerry Haynes said Thursday that 
the hospital had operated most of the 
day with an emergency power gen­
erator after the facility lost electrical 
service at about 6 a.m .. Service was 
restored at about 4:30p.m. 

The Left Beaver Rescue Squad 
pitched in during the outage, deliver­
ing kerosene to those in need. 

The rapidly changing weather 
Wednesday also caught many motor­
ists by surprise, but no serious acci­
dents were reported by police agen­
cies. 

Floyd County school buses were 
on their early routes Wednesday, but 
officials reacted quickly to the dete­
riorating weather, cancelling classes 
fortheday. 

In what has become typical March 
fashion, temperatures began to climb 
toward the 40s on Thursday and the 
forecast for the weekend called for 
sunny skies and temperatures in the 
mid to upper 60s. 

The winter storm this week marked 
the third year in a row that some of the 
worst weather of the winter arrived in 
March.ln 1993 theareawashitbythe 
worst winter storm in history.

It wasn't pretty but it was a win for 
the Allen Central Lady Rebels as 
they opened the girls' 15th Region 
tournament with a 63-60 win over 
Shelby Valley on their own floor.

STIFFER RODS 

CAN ACTUALLY 
OVER-POWER FISH 

Lost any big bass late•y? 
If so, the reasoo could be that 

you're acrually overpowering the fish, 
and changing to a slightly more lim­
ber action rod may help. 

"There are a lot of reasons for 
losing bass," explains Evinrude Out­
boards Pro Staff angler Denny Brauer, 
"but certainly, overpowering the fJSb 
with your rod is one of them. 

"It can happen with virtually any 
bass fishing technique, too, from flip­
ping to crankbaiting. The rod action 
is too stiff. 

"With small hook lures like 
crankbaits or topwaters, you pull the 
lure free, and with larger hook lures 
like jigs you can tear the tissue around 
thefish'smoutb sothelurefallsout" 

Brauer knows fltStband the agony 
of over-powering bass this way. Dur­
ing a recent tournament he changed 
to a heavier action flipping/ pitching 
rod just before the event started; on 
the fltSt competition day he lost two 
bass of about eight pounds each and 
another over ftve. · 

"The stiffer rod was not flexing 
enough," says Brauer. "My jig was 
actually opening when I set the hook. 
I'd used the rod earlier and bad no 
problem with smaller bass, but I did 
notice when I caught them I was 
literally launching them out of the 
water when I would set the book. 

"With the heavier bass, I couldn't 
move them that easily. Something 
had to give, and it was the hook." 

If you think you're overpowering 
fish, Brauer suggests changing your 
rod fltSt. then pedlaps studying lure 
design and the type of hooks on that 
lure. 

"Consider trying a rod with more 
flex," advises the Evinrude pro. "' 
don't mean changing from a heavy 
action to a light action, but perhaps a 
medium heavy, or even a heavy ac­
tion with a lighter tip. 

"This is why aankbait rods have 
very flexible tips. The bass usually 
books itself if the rod flexes properly, 
but if you use a stiff rod for crankbaits, 
you'll simply pull the lure away from 
the fish. Tbe same is true with some 
topwater lures." 

Brauer also advises studying your 
lures and their books. Most tourna-

ment pros put larger books on both 
their crank baits and topw\tcrs before 
they ever use them. 

"Another problem could be the 
type of points you put on the books," 
Brauer adds. "If you make the point 
too long and thin, it will probably be 
too weak to penetrate properly, no 
matter how sharp it is. Instead, it will 
bend and won't penetrate at all. 

"With other lures such as jigs, you 
may decide to change to a different 
manufacturer that uses a stronger 
hook, especially if you go after big 
bass regularly." 

Fishermen who use a lot of elec­
tronic equipment on their bass boats 
might consider installing a voltmeter 
gauge, advise the experts at OMC 
Service. One of the easiest instru­
ments for the do-it-yourselfcr to in­
stall, a voltmeter monitors battery 
voltage, the operation of the alterna­
tor on the motor, and the function of 
the voltage regulator.

A mine-safety scandal in Eastern 
Kentucky last year in which inspec­
tors admitted taking payoffs from 
coal operators to overlook violations 
has sparked a lawsuit from a Pike 
County woman. 

Benita Ratliff, of Elkhorn City, 
filed a lawsuit in Pike Circuit Court 
on February 21, against the 
mine's operators and the federal 
agency charged with enforcing safety 
laws. 

Her husband, Timothy Ratliff, was 
killed December 4, 1991, in a mine­
roof fall at Miller Branch Coal Com­
pany, 5 miles north of Pikeville. 

''This a case that's really going to 

openalotofissues,"saidPaulDeaton 
of Paintsville, Benita Ratliff s attor­
ney. 

In the lawsuit Deaton alleges that 
unnamed Mine Safety and Health 
Administration inspectors took bribes 
to permit Miller Branch to mine coal 
in unsafe working conditions, know­
ingly putting Ratliff s life at risk. 

The suit was sparked in December 
when a grand jury charged a federal 
inspector with accepting $2,900 in 
bribes to overlook safety violations 
at the Miller Branch mine. 

The inspector, T. Richard Oney, 
46, ofVincennes, Indiana, was sched­
uled for ttial Monday in Pikeville. 

Instead, federal prosecutors say he 
will be rearraigned and is expected to 
plead guilty to conspiring with an­
other inspector to accept bribes from 
October 1989 to January 1990. 

The lawsuit noted that at least 
three MSHA inspectors have been 
indicted for accepting bribes. 

Oney was transferred to Indiana 
nearly two years before Ratliff died, 
but Deaton said Oney' s case set a 
pattern of non-enforcement involv­
ing the mine and federal inspectors. 

Miller Branch operator James W. 
Blackburn, 42, of Regina, was sen­
tenced to 10 months in federal prison 
in August after pleading guilty to 

sending Ratliff and others into Miller 
Branch Enterprises No. 1 mine to 
clean-up a previous roof fall before 
shoring up the mine ceiling. 

Ratliff, 28, was killed instantly 
when an unsupported section of the 
roof fell on him, officials said. 

Blackburn' sformerpartner, AarQn 
Justice Jr., and former mine foreman, 
Richard Raines, both of Regina, also 
were named in the suit 

They were indicted last year with 
Blackburn, although prosecutors said 
Justice was not involved in Ratliff s 
death. Both pleaded guilty to coal-

• dust fraud last year and were put on 
probation. 

Attempts to obtain comments 
Wednesday from Blackburn's attor­
ney, RobertS. Walker m of Lexing­
ton, and MSHA offiCials in Arling­
ton, Virginia, were not successful 

Deaton said Benita Ratliff filed a 
worlcer' s compensation claim after 
her husband's death. It was approved 
and she has been receiving weekly 
payments, he said. Normally, that 
prevents any further legal action, but 
Deaton said his client had no way of 
knowing ·until recently that the de­
fendants allegedly were conspiring 
to violate mine-safety laws.

Hall creates dream dollhouse for kids · 
by Polly Ward

Editor's note: At presstime on 
Thursday, Genia Hall was released 
from the UniversityofKentuckyMedi­
cal Center in Lexington. This inter­
view was given the day before she 
was the victim of a stabbing. 

For years Genia Hall of Wbeel­
wrightbas been working with needle­
point, focusing on creating relatively 

small items, such as a carrying case 
for her daughter's Troll dolls. 

TheninJuneof1994, the30-year­
old mother of three began working 
on ber biggest needlepoint project to 
date-an approximately four-foot­
tall Barbie dollhouse. 

Genia had seen a similar, small 
needlepoint dollhouse at a craft show 
in Lexington a few years ago, but 
never considered making one her­
self. 

Genla Hall opened the front door of her needlepoint dollhou.a just 
enough to hint at what waa on the other eide. 

Thenaboutfouryearsago,Genia's 
mother brought her the pattern book 
for a needlepoint Barbie dollhouse. 
At the time, Genia had two young 
children and no time on ber hands. 
But when she did decide to start the 
project last summer, it quickly be· 
came a family affair. Her two oldest 
children, Billy, 14, and Stacy, 10, 
belped with the stitching of pieces, as 
did her husband Jeff. Genia' s friend, 
Michelle, also contributed to the 
work. 

'The living room was fmtmade," 
Genia said. "When that was done, we 
couldn't wait to put thenextroomon. 
When we put a room on, we called 
the neighbors to come and see it." 

Six months later, just in time for 
Chrisunas, the project was completed. 
The house, made on the scale of 
Barbie dolls, required 200 pieces of 
plastic canvas and several skeins of 
yarn in different colors. The exterior 
of the house is light blue with white 
window panes and eaves. The white 
front door is ornate with blue side 
panels and an arch surrounding a 
pink heart A Chrisunas wreath hangs 
on the door, and a decorated minia­
ture evergreen tree sits by the front 
step. 

The three-level interior of the 
house is mind-boggling in detail. The 
six-room interior includes a center 
staircase with a needlepoint rug run­
ning down the steps, rooms with

Sarah Katherine Downey cel­

ebrated her six-month birthday 
Wednesday and she has already made 
medical history - twice. 

Katie, as she is called by her fam­
ily, received a homograft and 
interbronchial stent placement at tbe 
University of Kentucky Chandler 
Medical Center last week- the fmt 
time the procedures have been per­
formed on an infant this y01mg in 
Kentucky, and possibly in the United 
States. 

Katie, the daughter of Kimberly 
and Roy Downey, of Pikeville, was 
born September 8, at Pikeville Meth­
odist Hospital with congenital heart 
disease. 

Thediseaseincludedinter-cardiac 
defects with an absent pulmonary 
valve which caused massive swell­
ing of the right ventricle and pulmo­
nary arteries prior to bi.rtl\. 

Describing Katie as being "blue­
berry blue" at birth, Downey said he 
knew something was wrong right 
away. 

Following Katie from birth, 
Pikeville neonatologist Dr. Ruth 
Shepherd recommended that the 
Downeys take Katie to the UK Medi­
cal Center for more definitive testing 
and treatment. 

Examinations and tests at tbe Lex­
ington hospital resulted in the deci­
sion that Katie required surgery. 

So, at 13 days of age, Dr. Robert 
Salley, UK chief of cardiothoracic 
surgery, replaced Katie's pulmonary 
valve with a uniquely tailored 

homograft- an adult valve trimmed 
to one-third of Its normal size to ac­
commodate Katie - in a procedure 
not known to be previously performed 
on infants less than six months of age. 

Although the homograft had 
solved one of Katie's problems, she 
still had other hurdles to face in bee 
battle for survival. 

"In patients with this condition, 
the pulmonery arteries expand so 
drastically that they actually restrict 
tbe airways . .. it's called bilateral 
compression of the bronchi by pul­
monary arteries. 

"That's what was happening to 
Katie," said Dr. Carol Cottrill, UK 
pediatric cardiologist and director of 
UK' s pediatric cardiac catheterization 
lab. 

Katie was readmitted to UK wbere 
she was placed on a ventilator to 
assist ber breathing, she remained on 
tbe ventilator for three weeks. 

Unable to remove her from the 
ventilator, Katie's UK cardiopulmo­
nary team decided to try 
intrabronchial stent placement on 
tbeir young patient. 

In the procedure, a tiny 
bronchoscope is insetted through the 
endotrachial tube that had been placed 
in bee airway to allow the cardiolo­
gist to fmd and mark the extent of the 
narrowed section of tbe bronchi. 

After removing tbe bronchoscope, 
metal mesh "stents" - like hollow 
casings -are placed over an inflat­
able balloon which is taken to the 
narrowed bronchial site throuRb the

Once in place, the balloon is in­

flated - expanding the stents as it 
inflates - to the predetermined size 
needed to open the bronchi to a nor­
mal size. 

"We can repeat this procedure to 
expand tbe stents as Katie grows," 
said Cottrill, noting that four years 
ago, this procedure did not exist for 
eitber pediatric or adult patients. 

"We began using tbe stents in beart 
'blood vessels in adult and pediatric 
patients about two years ago," Cottrill 
said, adding that application of this 
procedure in other vessels, such as 
tbe bronchi, is just now being ex­
plored and developed. 

CoUrill said the little girl is doing 
extremely well so far and ber physi­
cians are optimistic that she will con­
tinue to progress. 

"But we all need to remember that 
Katie is a pioneer with this procedure 
so we'll be watching her long-term 
progress very closely," she said. 

The Downeys said they believe 
that tbe strong link between their 
community physicians and the UK 
chandler Medical Center doctors will 
continue to benefit Katie.

If I went to Mexico I 
could get more stuff there because our dollars are 
worth more than their pesos. But I don't like their 
stuff as much as I like our stuff. Do you? I mean, 
you can only buy so many sombreros and Mexican 
jumping beans." 

"Sara, you need to talk to someone who knows 
our economy. It's hard to explain, and I don't know 
that much about it myself. Where are you going?'' 

'To buy a lottery ticket. If I win the 100 million 
I'll take a crash course in economics." 

Lizzie Borden took and axe, 
and gave her mother forty whacks. 
When she saw what she had done, 

she gave her father forty-one. 

Despite that popular sentiment, handed down 
through the ages, Lizzie Borden was acquitted 
in the late 1800's of the axe murders of her 
parents. 

The jury just couldn't accept the allegations 
that a women could be capable of such a 
heinous crime. 

That, of course, was well before the likes of 
Tonya Harding, Lorena Bobbitt and Susan 
Smith and during a time when prosecuting 
criminals was much less complicated. 

Boy, things have sure changed. 
Nowadays, you can commit two murders in 

front of three dozen witnesses and still have a 
reasonably good chance of getting away with 
it. 

See, the legal system isn't just concerned 
with guilt and innocence anymore. Juries are 
often asked these days to decide if, well, 
maybe someone or something else ought to 
share the blame for criminal acts. 

But if you really want to see how screwed up 
the legal system is, try comparing the concept 
of punishment between criminal courts and 
ci vii courts. 

The Menendez brothers killed their parents; 
claimed they had no alternative after suffering 
years of abuse; and got off scot-free. 

McDonald's, on the other hand, was slapped 
with a $3 million verdict for the "crime" of 
serving their coffee too hot. 

In another case, a man who shot another 
man, then bashed his skull in with a rock so the 
victim could not testify in a murder trial, spent 
just eight years behind bar for his crime. 

In Illinois, the parents of two teen-agers 
who died in a crash while they were drag 
racing are suing for ~llions and millions of 
dollars, claiming the city is partly responsible 
for providing a street they could race on; and 
the car manufacturer was negligent for build­
ing a car that would go fast enough to race. 

There's been no conclusion yet to that case, 
but we11 bet there's a monetary settlement 
before it's all said and done. 

Sure, comparing criminal matters to civil 
cases is like comparing apples to oranges, but 
it still strikes us rather odd that juries are much 
more inclined to deliver harsh verdicts over 
money than they are over blood. 

If Lizzie Borden had been accused of mur­
der today, she probably still would have got­
ten away with it. 

The company that sold her axe, though, 
would have been in big trouble. 

I Killed My Brother 
While this space generally is reserved for movie 

reviews, I felt compelled to tell you about this wonder­
ful off-Broadway drama, currently running at Altered 
Stages on West 29th Street in New York City. The 
show will end its run on April 9, 1995. 

The autobiographical, 90-minute, one-character 
play follows the life of a young man whose brother is 
dying of AIDS. As detailed at the beginning of the 
play, these two young men had formed a particularly 
close bond while growing up. Thus, when one brother 
gets sick, the other brother is left to deal with the lion's 
share of grief and suffering. When the dying young 
man, who had been catatonic for months, wakes up to 
request that his brother administer an overdose of pain 
killers, his brother complies but is soon faced with 
questioning by law-enforcement authorities. 

The play is heart-wrenching and deals with a 
number of issues, from how society views AIDS 
patients, to euthanasia itself. The author, Nelson 
Jewell, has obviously allowed us to glimpse a piece of 
his own soul with this work. 

The 43-year-old award-winning playwright was 
himself diagnosed HIV-positive in 1986. He has since 
developed AIDS and has but 14 white T-cells remain­
ing. Despite his condition, Jewell maintains a speed-of­
light schedule and a positive outlook. A divorced 
father, his goal is to champion the rights and plight of 
AIDS sufferers, the terminally ill, and, he often quips, 
the underdog in general. "I want to be a spokesman for 
disabled people everywhere, especially people with 
pediatric AIDS, and bring to the forefront the intoler­
able way our society deals with the terminally ill and 
aging population."
