In a race that saw both candi-
dates campaigning on a platform of
change, Floyd County voters opted
overwhelmingly for their majority
party line Tuesday, electing Demo-
crat Ben Hale as county judge-ex-
ecutive.

Hale, a political novice as a can-
didate but no stranger to the cam-
paign trail as the son of the late
Floyd County Sheriff Henry Hale,
captured 40 of the county’s 41

precincts Tuesday to ease by Re-

publican challenger Ronald Frasure
by a count of 7,927 to 4,695.
Hale won the absentee balloting
with 168 votes to Frasure’s 141.
Hale will assume the county
judge’s office as soon as Tuesday’s

vote is certified and he will serve
the remaining three years of the
term won in 1994 by John M.Stum-
bo, who died earlier this year.

The judge’s office has been oc-

cupied since March by Bob Meyer,
who was appointed interim judge
by Governor Brereton Jones.
. Both Hale and Frasure were
nominated as candidates for the un-
expired term by their respective
party executive committees.

Despite a steady drizzle Tuesday
that veteran election watchers pre-
dicted would cause a low voter
turnout, approximately 46 percent
of the county’s voters turned out to
the polls.

And, those who did vote ap-

peared to adhere closely to the
party line, where registration gives
Democrats a 12 to 1 margin over
Republicans.

Tuesday’s election capped a rel-
atively quiet campaign between
Frasure and Hale, each of whom
concentrated on the need to change
the county’s management style.

Frasure spent most of his cam-
paign reminding voters of the mis-
steps of prior administrations and
recent investigations into a variety
of programs like the 911 project,
solid waste services and govern-
ment finances.

Hale, 38, campaigned as a new-
comer to the political scene who,
despite his familial ties to county

School funds

will not be
taken for debt

Despite rumors to the contrary,
school activity accounts at Pre-
stonsburg High School have not
been frozen in order to pay a
$15,000 debt for school year
books, according to principal
Thomas Tackett.

“Those accounts are open at the
school,” Tackett said.

The debt at the school stemmed
from a decision two years ago for
students to have their own individ-
ual school yearbooks. There are
approximately 450 yearbooks re-
maining out of the 700 ordered,
Tackett said.

Attorneys for a Prestonsburg
businessman convicted last week of
Medicaid fraud will appeal that de-
cision.

Paul Joseph, who owns P & B
Ambulance in Prestonsburg, and
his son, Jeffrey Joseph, were con-
victed by a federal jury in Ashland
of 150 counts, which includes one

count of eonspiracy to defraud the
government and 149 counts of mail
fraud.

Gayle Howes and Ralph Gross,
who were indicted with the
Joseph's, were found guilty of a
conspiracy charge and 80 counts of
mail fraud.

The charges are related to
Joseph’s ambulance service, Moun-
tain Ambulance Service, in Camp-

ton. Howes owns Campton Ambu- .

Joseph manages both operations.
Gross is an ambulance driver for
the two companies.

Prestonsburg attorney Phillip
Damron, who assisted in the de-
fense, said Monday that the jury’s
verdict will be appealed.

“Basically, it was about whether
they can haul ambulatory patients
in an ambulance,” Damron said.
“Our interpretation of the law says

This is more of a litigation on the
law and it didn’t belong in a crimi-
nal court.”

The incidents covered in the
federal indictment, which was
handed down last year, happened
between January 1991 and June
1992, Damron said. He added that
the company had been receiving
Medicaid payments from 1989
through 1995.

“If Medicaid can’t be used to do
that, when you bill for the service
it should be rejected,” Damron
said. “Instead they come back four
years later and reject it.”

Damron also noted that a
voucher must be obtained now for
those services, but he added that
the law was not in effect during the
period outlined in the indictment.

The three-week trial, which
began October 18, ended Novem-
ber 1 and jurors deliberated for ap-
proximately four hours on Thurs-
day before returning the guilty ver-
dicts. The defense called no wit-
nesses. Sentencing was set for Feb-
ruary 3. Each charge carries up to a
five-year prison sentence and up to
a $250,000 fine.

The four remain free on bond.

Prestonsburg ambulance request hearing
is postponed by state until December 6

Another battle in the ambulance
war between the city of
Prestonsburg and P&B Ambulance
Service set for Thursday afternoon
in Frankfort has been postponed.

Representatives for the city and
P&B Ambulance Service were
scheduled to meet Thursday at 2
p.m. at the Kentucky Health Policy
Board in Frankfort for a public
hearing on the city’s application for
a certificate of need.

But, P&B’s attorney Phillip
Damron said Tuesday that the hear-
ing has been continued until
December 6, because he has been
involved in another case with P&B
owner Paul Joseph and has not had
adequate time to prepare for the
hearing.

The Prestonsburg Fire
Department is seeking to establish
an emergency health care ground
transportation service utilizing one
primary and one back-up ambu-
lance to serve the city of
Prestonsburg.

Earlier this year, P&B was suc-
cessful in stopping the city’s first
attempt at obtaining a certificate of
need. Since September, the city has
been operating an ambulance under
Respond Ambulance Service’s

license.

Prestonsburg city attorney Paul
Burchett said the city first applied
for a certificate of need under an
emergency certificate, but this time
the city has applied through the nor-
mal application process.

“Under an emergency situation,
the city needed to show a situation
where no ambulances were avail-
able for 30 minutes after the time of
a call,” Burchett said. “This time
the city must show there is a need
for another ambulance.”

The city’s communications log
suggests there is a need. The log
shows that on October 29, at 1:30
a.m..P&B called city dispatch and
advised that there was a subject out-
side passing out. P&B advised they
had no units available. The city
responded and transported the sub-
ject to Highlands Regional Medical
Center.

Prestonsburg Fire captain Kenny
Crisp said the subject was in P&B’s
parking lot and had been there for
20 minutes.

However, Damron said that situ-
ation very seldom occurs.

“P&B has paramedics on duty
all the time so that type of situation
is unusual,” Damron said. “On the
weekends, especially Sunday night,
P&B only has four people on duty
and occasionally can be shorthand-
ed. If they are out on calls, then we
contact the closest ambulance ser-
vice to assist.” -

Damron said P&B needs to .

show during the hearing that the
area is adequately covered, which
means P&B can cover 90 percent of
the population with a 20-minute
response time.

“There are other ambulance ser-
vices in the immediate vicinity, like
Respond,” Damron said. “The area
has plenty of ambulances and there

CURRY’S DETERMINATION
IS ADMIRABLE,
BUT CW SAYS GOLDEN
OPPORTUNITY IS GONE

Conventional wisdom tells us
opportunity, the golden kind, comes
once in life, maybe. Bill Curry does
not subscribe to CW. The
University of Kentucky’s football
coach, saying he will not resign,
believes perhaps a fifth time will be
the charm. Football history, the
Curry era, tells us UK has played a
turn-around game four times in the
last three years, and found a way to
fritter opportunity away each time.

In 1992 Curry’s team had a 4-3
record on October 31 and faced
Mississippi State at home. Three
times in the game UK looked to
have the Bulldogs put away, but
found a way to lose 37-36 at the
end. Kentucky finished its season
with four straight losses.

In 1993 the Wildcats were 4-2 on
October 23 and had a chance to beat
Georgia in Athens. A number of
mystifying play calls and injuries
cost UK, 33-28. Curry’s team won

- one of its last five games, still got a

Peach Bowl bid, and lost to
Clemson in a give-back at the end,

. 14-13.

This season Curry’s team earned

. itself a 3-3 record and another gold-
. en chance against undermanned

Georgia, disappointing Mississippi
State and winless Vanderbilt.
Instead of being 6-3 today, UK’s
record is the reverse and fan frustra-
tion and disgust levels have not
been higher since, well, 1994’s 1-10
season.

In an era when winning has
given us Steve Spurrier, who uses a

his team higher ranking, and Tom
Osborne, who reinstated a confes-
sor to assault and battery on a

woman, my support for Bill Curry .

has been based on the premise that
the best qualities in men will suc-
ceed in the end. :

Produce a collection of young
men who reach Top 10 pinnacles
enjoyed this week by unlikelies
Northwestern and Kansas State. But
progress in UK’s program the last
two or three years isn’t there.
Winning and losing is not a bottom
line so much as loyalty and effort
and personal pride galvanized into
being competitive.

10 COMMANDMENTS OF
SAFE HUNTING

Every day we hear about acci-
dents on the road and in the home.
We know these accidents are usual-
ly the result of carelessness, but no
one seems to learn a lesson from
these travesties. We continue hear-
ing stories about accidents that
could have been prevented had
someone been paying attention.

Hunting accidents are no differ-
ent. If people would just pay close
attention to their surroundings and
think before acting, many accidents
in the field could be prevented.

Hunting accidents are less com-
mon than accidents on the road-or in
the car. This could be attributed to
many different factors. There are
fewer hunters than drivers. Hunting
is typically a day-time seasonal
activity, while driving takes place at
all hours of the day, 365 days a year.
Hunters may be more cautious in
their activities than the average dri-
ver or homemaker because they
know what could happen if they
make a mistake.

About one in every 10,000
hunters will have a hunting-related
accident. Six hunting-related acci-
dents were reported in Kentucky
last year. Three of these accidents
were fatal. According to State
Hunter Education Coordinator Mac

Lag, three hunting fatalities per
year are the average for Kentucky.
The state has never had more than
four or less than two fatal hunting
accidents in any given year.

Some of Kentucky’s most popu-
lar hunting seasons open this
month. Let’s see if we can break the
record and have zero hunting fatali-
ties this year. Following are the ten
commandments of hunting safety.
Please take the time to learn these
rules and share them with others.
Most importantly, use these rules
because the price of one mistake
could mean death.

* Treat every gun with the
respect due a loaded gun — this is
the cardinal rule of safety.

* Carry only empty guns, taken
down or with the action open, into
our automobiles, camps and homes.

 Always be sure the barrel and
action are clear of obstructions.

* Always carry your gun so that
you can control the direction of the
muzzle if you stumble.

* Identify your target before you

pull the trigger.

* Never point a gun at anything
you do not intend to shoot.

* Never leave your gun unattend-
ed unless you unload it first,

* Never climb a tree or a fence
with a Joaded gun.

* Never shoot at a flat, hard sur-
face or at the surface of water.

* Do not mix gunpowder and
alcohol.

FORGOTTEN ART OF
JIGGER POLING
STILL CATCHES BASS

Every so often, when profession-
al bass fisherman Guy Eaker isn’t
fishing in competition, he has a
chance to fish for fun, and when he
does, he may use an old-fashioned
jigger pole.

A jigger pole is a 15 to 20 foot
pole with a very short length of line
and a top-water lure tied to its tip.
The tip of the pole is used to tap the
surface of the water, which in turn
makes the lure dance and jump
wildly.

“When bass are in shallow
water, it’s absolutely one of the
most exciting fishing techniques
you can use,” explains the Evinrude
Outboards Pro Staff angler, whose
very first bass fishing experience
more than 45 years ago came with a
Jjigger pole.

“You'd swear bass wouldn’t be
in water so shallow, but suddenly
you'll get a strike so violent it near-
ly pulls the pole out of your hands.
You can follow right behind some-
one using a modern rod and reel
with a crankbait or spinnerbait and
catch fish that never touch those
lures.”

Eaker’s father introduced him to

the techniques when he was just
five years old during weekend trips
along the Catawba River near their
North Carolina home. The jigger
poles they used were bamboo,
which were carefully hung to cure
and dry before being used.

“We’d even go down to the
Santee-Cooper Lakes in South
Carolina and use live bait with the
Jigger poles to catch striped bass,”
remembers the Evinrude pro. “The
biggest fish I remember was a 32-
pound striper that nearly pulled my
father out of the boat. I remember
some big fish that nearly pulled me
overboard, too.

“In the spring when the big
stripers are in shallow water, jigger
poling is a great way to catch
them.”

Eaker acknowledges that like
many veteran anglers he had practi-
cally forgotten about the technique
until he received a fiberglass pole in
the mail from a Dallas company
named Mocco.

“The company learned 1 liked
Jjigger poling and sent me one, and
it’s certainly an improvement over
the old bamboo poles,” Eaker says.
“This one even has a reel and line
so it’s ready to fish. One of the big
problems I remember with the old

poles is that the tips would break.
We just tied 12 inches of line to the
tip and a big bass could break it.

“With this fiberglass pole, the
line runs all the way down to the
reel so breakage is eliminated. The
15-foot rod telescopes down to
about four feet, too, so it is a lot eas-
ier to transport than the old bamboo
poles.”

Eaker believes jigger polling is
effective because the lure can be
placed precisely beside shallow
cover and kept there. The commo-
tion by both the rod tip and the
jumping lure attract bass and draw
reaction strikes.

JIGS CAN BE PRODUCTIVE
BASS LURES THIS MONTH

Champion bass fisherman Larry
Nixon doesn’t know how many fish
he’s caught with a jig during his
career, but he does know the lure
has played a major role in his tour-
nament success.

Jigs are so important to him, in
fact, that they’re among the first
lures he packs when he leaves for
competition.

“This time of year, jigs are espe-
cially effective because you can fish
them either shallow or deep,
depending on whether you find the
bass,” says the Evinrude Outboards
Pro Staff angler. “In some parts of
the country, the bass may be shal-
low in the backs of the creeks while
in other areas the bass may be in the
deeper channels.

“A jig will work just fine in
either place,” he said.

Nixon said he believes present-
ing the lure properly is one of the
keys to catching bass with a jig. In
clear water, or when bass are fairly
active in warmer water, he makes
the lure rise and fall quickly by
moving his rod tip.

“This is really important, espe-
cially is you’re fishing a lake that
receives heavy pressure,” he
explains. “You want the jig to look
like it’s fleeing from a bass. You
don’t want the fish to get a good
look at it so you keep it moving.”

Just the opposite is true when
bass are sluggish in colder water,

. notes the Evinrude pro. Because

bass won’t_chase a lure very far
then, the presentation must be slow-
er so it.remains close to the bass

* longer.

“I like to use a pork trailer with
long, swimming legs that add a lot
of action to the lure,” Nixon points
oul. “By itself, a jig doesn’t have

- a bulky pork trailer. I'll also use

any real action. Even when you hop
it or swim it, a jig is just an object
moving through the water.

“By adding a good pork trailer,
you immediately turn a jig into
something that looks more alive.
Not only have you added action,
you have also added bulk so the lure
is larger. That’s one reason jigs are
such good big bass lures.”

In the autumn and early winter
months, Nixon will often concen-
trate his jig fishing around vegeta-
tion if he can find it. Bass frequent-
ly remain near thick weeds and
grasses throughout much of the
winter if it is available.

“If the vegetation is really thick,
like hydrilla or milfoil,” he says,
“then I use a heavier 3/4 or one
ounce jig so it can fall through the
grass into the open water below. I'll
also use a good pork trailer, not
only to provide traction but also to

When I was in grade school, history was defi-
nitely not one of my favorite subjects.

Even questions like “Who was buried in
Grant’s tomb?” or “What color was George
Washington's white horse?” gave me problems.

From the United Kingdom and-
throughout the United States, nine indi-
viduals, ranging in age from 19 to 66,
came to Prestonsburg in October to
stamp their imprint on the history of
Jenny Wiley State Park.

James Maxwell, 19, of Wales, United

$50 registration fee to cover the admin-
istrative costs of organizing the event.
The trail host, in this case the Jenny

lunches for the week. Volunteers
bring camping gear and bed down
near the trail. At Jenny Wiley State
Park, the park’s campground was
within walking distance of the trail.

Volunteers also have to pay for
their own transportation to a major
airport where the host will then trans-
port them to the trail site, Loftus said.

Working on the new trail at Jenny
Wiley State Park, Estelle Benner a
retired nurse who lives in Louisville
was on her third “volunteer vacation”
building trails. She has worked on
trails in Vermont and in Minnesota.
When she left those trails “that was
the end of it.”

This trail was different.

“This is the first time I felt a con-
tinuity that I didn’t in other places. I
have been a member (of the American
Hiking Society) for three or four
years. I like this feeling of having a
sense of connection,” she said, and
then bent to her task of yanking out
the tree roots she had chopped with
her hoe.

Nineteen-year-old trailblazer James
Maxwell, who has a landscaping busi-
ness in Wales, came a long distance to
build a trail through Jenny Wiley State
Park. This was his first trail and he
seemed to love it. “Everything here is a
lot bigger — the mountains, the lake,

the cars, the highways and the people,”
he said as he gazed at the trees and the
hillsides in the distance. “There’s more
fast food joints here, too. The foods are
sweeter. You Americans have a sweet
tooth, but I'm getting used to you.”
Maxwell said he planned to come to
the States anyway and when he saw list-
ings for trail volunteer work in a maga-
zine at a library, he thought it was an
“ideal opportunity.” He wrote to at least
five addresses for trail projects and “this
was the only one that wrote back.”
Maxwell almost didn’t make it to the

States. He had to switch airplanes three
times because of problems at the air-
ports. The first time, his plane had
engine trouble before take-off.
Passengers were escorted off the plane
and taken to a waiting area. Later, they
were put back on the same plane.
Maxwell said the plane was “halfway
across the ocean” and had to turn back
again because of the same engine trou-
ble.

It was 4 a.m. in London and foggy
when they arrived back at the airport.

Conclusion :
Pioneers’ needs were
often overlooked

At times the needs of
the pioneers didn’t seem
to be well served by the
government which
seemed like an eternity
away from the border-
land.

Life was difficult as
they eked out a living in
the wilderness while
being continually
harassed by Indians. Yet
the central government
1 ' tried to restrict their
% reprisals against the red
men.

“We have enough
matters to work out
without the regular
reports from the wilder-
ness,” a representative
from Massachusetts
argued Congress.

“We would best be
served if the ocean
washed at the western

foot of the Alleghenies.”

John Jay, Minister for Foreign Affairs, proposed
to the Spanish minister that the government may
cede the navigation rights of the Mississippi River
to the Spaniards in exchange for some benefits for
the pioneers in the borderland.

A communication of the proposal was sent to the
leaders in what would become Kentucky.

Leaders among the settlers, feeling isolated from
Richmond and Philadelphia, had their hands full
with the Indians and were adamantly against giving
up any of the western lands.

At about this time a band of Cherokee Indians
raided a home on Fishing Creek in what is now
Lincoln County.

They murdered a man by the name of Luttrell.
Col John Logan called out the militia and went with
them to the house where Luttrell was killed.

He discovered the route which the Indians had
taken and pursued them several days, crossing the
Cumberland River into the Indian territory.

The Indians were overtaken and several of them
were killed. A number of skins, furs and horses were
taken.

Those who escaped complained to the Indian
agent that the militia had intruded on their hunting
ground and murdered peaceable hunters.

The Indian agent sent a complaint to Governor
Randolph of Virginia.

Incidents such as this Indian incursion and the
pursuit and killing that followed made it difficult to
abide by the treaties when they were agreed to.

“The Indians have been troublesome on our fron-
tiers,” Harry Innes wrote Governor Randolph from
Danville in July of 1787.

“I am of the opinion that this western country
will act for themselves in a few years and erect an
independent government.

Under the present system we cannot exert our
strength nor does Congress seem disposed to protect
us.

We are informed that the very troops which
Congress directed the states to raise for the defense
of the Western country, are disbanded.

As time passed, reinforcements were sent and the
pioneers continued to persist. In 1792 the state of
Kentucky was formed and the idea of an indepen-
dent government was forgotten.

FOCUS ON

FITNESS OF CHILDREN

The rising cost of healthcare
should be alarming for Americans.
The most cost-effective way to
reduce health-care expenditures is
prevention.

Since lifestyle choices and inac-
tivity increase the risk of disease
and disorders, prevention i§ one
method of decreasing long-term,
health-care costs.

Exposure time to a risk factor is
important in determining risk. With
a quarter of our adolescents suffer-
ing from hypertension or obesity,
being sedentary, or having elevated
cholesterol and a family history for
cardiovascular disease, future gen-
erations may continue skyrocketing
healthcare costs.

Risk factors in adolescents could
be reduced through better health
and physical education curriculum.
However, the trend in the United
States is to reduce or eliminate
health and physical education to
save money. Most elementary stu-
dents in the United States receive
less than two hours of physical edu-
cation a week.

The increase in the number of
two-income households and the
increase in crimes against children
have reduced the unsupervised and
supervised physical activities of
children. Taking precautions for our
children, and the reduction of phys-
ical education requirements, com-
plicates efforts to keep kids healthy.

Children tend to eat a lot of
“junk food"—candy, desserts and
fast food—which is fine occasion-
ally, but shouldn’t make up the
child’s diet on a regular basis. Poor
diet, coupled with inactivity, sends
a message to children that not exer-
cising, and eating sweets and foods
high in fat and low in nutrition, is
OK.

While many children may not be

%1 overweight because of high meta-

bolic rates, diets which lack a bal-
ance of fruits, vegetables, grains
and protein can catch up to them.
If everyone wants to order a
pizza and stay home to watch a
video one night, why not make a
healthful salad of lettuce, tomatoes,
green and red peppers, cucumbers,
carrots, onions, broccoli and mush-
rooms topped with a low-calorie
dressing to go along with the pizza?
Families can also learn to do
things together—such as ride bikes,

take walks, hike, and work outside
in the spring and summer. Children
who have parents who care about
what they eat, and about being
physically fit, will most likely fol-
low suit, It is estimated that when
the father exercises, the likelihood
of the child being fit is 50 percent,
and when the mother exercises, the
likelihood of the child being fit is
80 percent.

America is at a critical point in
the reduction of health-care costs.
The long-term reduction of health-
care costs and improved quality of
day-to-day living can be achieved
by focusing on teaching—and
showing—our children how to be
healthy.

Tip of the Week: The chance of
dying immediately after a heart
attack is three times greater in
physically inactive people than in
active people.

cross my desk. Part of my job is to
keep abreast of what is happening
in government that affects people
dependent on public benefits.
Because of time restraints it is not
possible to read everything in
detail. I do try to thumb through
these materials, and read things of
special interest to me or to my job,
before passing them on to others or
filing them for future reference.
Sometimes a picture, a header, or a
thought-provoking question will
capture my attention. That’s what
happened last week as I paged
through one newsletter designed
especially for senior citizens.

The header read, “Taking
Charge: Healthy Living Tips.” Two
square boxes with big, bold check
marks further intrigued me, causing
me to want to read this particular
article. Basically, the article was a
checklist of 16 questions for adults
over 50 to help them assess their
current state of health. It was inter-
esting. )

The very first question has been
nagging at me since I read it. That
question was: “Do you eat five or
more fruits and vegetables a day on
average?’ My senior citizen friend,
how would you answer that?

)

I know that I do not eat'five or
more fruits and vegetables a/day on
the average. Even when I take into
consideration those pre-packaged
frozen mixed vegetables, I don’t.
Once this week my husband and I
did have a medley consisting of
broccoli, carrots, and cauliflower.
(Perhaps that would count as three
vegetables for that day.) So far as
fruits go, except for bananas, we
seldom buy any. Maybe, and I think
I will be stretching it, but maybe we
have canned-fruit twice a month. I
am especially fond of many fruits,
but unless I can get them at a rea-
sonable price—like when can-
taloupes are in season—I seldom
buy them. And fresh vegetables,
unless they are in season, can be
very costly.

Think about the cost of tomatoes
(scientifically a fruit but most
households consider them a veg-
etable) from late fall through late
summer. And the cost of a head of
lettuce in the winter. (I recall once
last winter we had invited people
over for tacos. When I picked up the
necessary food products the lettuce
was $1.99 a head.) Believe me,
those were the last two heads of let-
tuce I bought for a long time.
Frozen fruits, in my opinion, or
should I say budget—are out-of-
the-question. And frozen vegeta-
bles, ounce-for-ounce in compari-
son to the cost of fresh vegetables in
season, are no bargain. Still we all
must eat—something!

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Mining community alerted of danger

Underground coal mine opera-
tors need to evaluate their mine
sites to determine the potential for
water outbursts from abandoned
workings, the Mine Safety and
Health Administration (MSHA) has
informed 'the mining community.
The warning was prompted by such
a “blowout” from an abandoned
mine that claimed the life of a
Buchanan County, Virginia, woman
this May.

In a program information bul-
letin distributed to underground
mine operators and other interested
parties, MSHA noted that the min-
ing industry has long recognized
that abandoned mines must be

sealed in such a way as to assure
that any water buildup in the aban-
doned works will be safely con-
tained.

In some circumstances, the
agency noted, even if enough coal
is left in place along the outcrop,
strata directly above the coal may
be too weak to contain the water
buildup.

According to MSHA's report of
the May accident, some 60 feet of
material separated the abandoned

mine workings from the surface at

the point of outburst; however, only
12 to 15 feet of this material was
sedimentary formations, with the
remaining material being soil and'
