Public input sought for 
federal prison project

Residents of Floyd, Martin and 
Johnson counties will ge1 a chance 
August 27 to add their two cents 
worth to discussiOns about the loca­
tion of a proposed federal prison in 
the area. 

Representatives of the United 
States Department of Justice, Fed­
eral Bureau of Prisons will hold a 
public scoptng meeting next week. 

The primary site under consider­
ation is a 500-acre tract on Route 3 
across from the Big Sandy Region­
al Airport in Martin County. 

Johnson, Martin and Floyd coun­
ties baNe been looking at ways to 
supply the prison, and other poten­
tial employers in the area with in­
frastructure - water and sewer 
treatment facilities. 

After the meeting, an environ­
mental impact study will begin on 
the site. "That should take about a 
year," David J. Dorworth, chief of 
the site selection and environmen­
tal review branch of the Federal 
Bureau of Prisons said in July. 
"After that, we'll make a definitive 
decision if we are going to build 
there."

Site of mining fatality 

had a history of 
safety violations

A Floyd County man was pro­
nounced dead Friday moming after 
his body was recovered from an 
underground mine at the #3-1 
Mine in Honaker. The mine is 
owned and operated by M & D 
Coal Company Incorporated in 
Dema. 

Tracy Bryant. 20, of Honaker, 
was performmg cleanup and rock 
dusting duties approximately 
2,800 feet beneath the surface 
when he suffered fatal inJuries 
during a roof fall accident, ac­
cording to a Cabinet for Public 
Protection and Regulation news 
release. 

1be victim was pronounced 
dead by Floyd County Deputy 
Coroner Buddy Smith. 

John Franklin, Department of 
Mines and Minerals, said Bryanfs 
body was beyond the last row of 
roof :,,tppo~~· " 

Coroner \Oger Ndson said the 
section ot the roof that fell on 
Bryant measured approximately 
six feet wide by 11 feet long. 

Nelson said Bryant's time of 
death has not yet been established. 
"The state and federal Department 
of Mince, and Minerals is expected 
to begin formal interviewing 
soon," Nelson said. 

Nelson's test results from 
Bryant's autopsy are still pending. 

Reportedly, Lhe accident oc­
curred at 8:50 a.m .. but Bryant's 
family and friends believe the acci­
dent occurred sometime Thursday. 
"He went to work Thursday room­
ing, and never came back," Mag­
gie Tackett said. 

Bryant began working at the 
mine on Wednesday, Tackett said. 

The number one cause of min­
ing fatalities nationwtde has been 
attributed to roof falls, the release 
says. Friday's fatality ts the second 
mining fatality this year tn Floyd 
County and the f1rst recorded roof 
fall fatality in Kentucky since Au­
gust 30, 1994. 

Minor injuries .•. 
Four people suffered minor Injuries Sunday after a two-vehicle accident near the Floyd/Johnson County 
line. The four were transported to Highlands Regional Medical Center, where they were treated and re­
leased. Kentucky State Pollee trooper Jim Baker said alcohol Is suspected to be a factor In the accident.

Your headline asked, "What's 1n 
a name'!" Well, there defimtel) is 
plenty. That night. Bess1e Woods 
spoke from the heart about a name. 
TI1e name was Stephens Branch. She 
spoke with courage and honesty 
about the man, Samuel Stephens, 
who gave his name to an area of land 
still called Stephens Branch Samuel 
also owned aU the Caney Fork of 

Middle Creek down to what the old· 
sters called the Cold Spring and hun­
dreds of acres of bottoms on main 
Beaver Creek. Samuel Stephens was 
then considered one of the largest 
landowners in the area. 

The acres of Stephens Branch 
have been passed down through nine 
generations. Some with other names 
besides Stephens. Those other 
names have nothing to so with the 
fact that the new school is definitely 
being constructed on Stephens 
Drnnch. And Stephens Branch has a 
history. 

In your editorial, in the same 
newspaper, you said "Let them 
choose. Let the kids do it. Allow 
them to get mto the school spint by 
having a say on naming the new 
school. Let them start their own tra­
ditions and create their own identi­
ties. Let them use their imagination 
to pick and learn a lesson in the fun­
damentals of democracy." 

Yes. th1s 1s a good suggestion, but 
where would these children be today 
without the past. The United States 
as well ns Kentucky was built on the 
fundamentals of democracy. History 
will always be a part of us regardless 
of what new traditions glide along. 
In many ways our past makes us 
who we are. We grow up surrounded 
and inOuenced by stories, traditions, 
spirit and love of family and friends. 

We may not realize it at the time 
because of our young, reckless 
ways, but these experiences stay 
with us and we eventually fall back 
on lhcse to help us live our daily 
lives and make honorable decisions.

One in parttcuJar was Samuel 
Stephens.

You also spoke of imagination. 
We aren't sure what his thoughts 
might have been when he settled the 
area that still holds his name, but for 
him or anyone at that time it took:

The Prestonsburg Fire 
Department responded to a struc­
ture fire that destroyed a Big 
Branch of Bull Creek residence 
early Monday mommg. 

The residence of John A. 
Pennington was totally engulfed 
by the fire when firefighters 
arrived on the scene Prestonsburg 
Fire Chief Tom Blackburn said 
Monday. 

Neighbor Rosemary Blair said 
she smelled smoke through her 
opened bedroom window about 
1 :30 a.m. "I smelled smoke and 
went outside to check what ''as 
burning." Blair said. 

After discovering smoke corn­
ing from Pennington's residence. 
Blair bad another neighbor, Donna 
Smith, call the fire department. 

Cnsp said Pennington ·s resi­
dence burned quickly because. it 
was a double-wide trailer. 

Blackburn said when a fire 
starts in a mobile home, it usually 
spreads very quickly because trail­
ers are not air tight, and the quality 
of building materials IS not the 
same as that used for houses. 

"They are light-we1ght built and 
have smaller, thinner walls," 
Blackburn said. "They don't hold 
smoke and a fire can easily break 
to the outside to the air and 
spread." 

The fire department had to dis­
patch the electric company to the 
scene because power lines were 
laying across a chain-link fence 
around the residence. 

The fire department protected 
the residence of A. J. Hatfield, a 
neighbor, from the flames. 

"Pennington's residence was a 
total loss," Blackburn said. "And

Alford plea

An East Point man entered an 
Alford plea Monday to sexual 
abuse charges involving two chil­
dren under the age of 12. 

The case against Rollie Collins, 
71, was ser for trial Monday mom· 
ing, but Collins and his auomey, 
Harolyn Howard. agreed on the 
plea offered by the Commonwealth 
Attorney's office Friday afternoon. 

Collins was indicted in 1993 on 
two counts of sexual abuse involv· 
ing the two children. The incident 

• allegedly cx:curred April 30, 1993. 
One of the counts was dismissed 

as part of the plea. The second 
count was amended to second­
degree sexual abuse. 

Collins' plea includes a 12-
month sentence probated for t\vo 
years. Circuit Judge Danny Caudill 
will sentence Collins on October 
18. The defendant is required to 
attend mental health counseling 
sessions at Mountain 
Comprehensive Care. He must also 
stay away from the children. 

An Alford plea is not an admis­
sion of guilt, but an acknowledg­

-,ment that enough evidence exists 
for a conviction if the case went to 
trial. 

Howard stressed that Collins' 
plea is not an admission of his guilt. 

"He has denied his guilt from 
the beginning and he continues to 
deny his guilt," she said after the 
plea bargain had been entered. "I 
haven't interviewed one person 
who has known Rollie Collins who 
J:>elieves the child's story." 

John Mann, who represented the 
Commonwealth Attorney's office, 
satd the plea was "typical in cases 

41nvolving younger children." 
' "There's always a substantial 
po~sibility that the child will not be 
believed if t11e case goes to triaJ," 
Mann sa1d. "The best interests of 
the state and the defendant are 
served with this plea."

Magistrate Jackie Owens said 
he's been critical of the project all 
along. " It 's been done; they've 
been paid; and it's not right," he 
sa1d. 

But Waugh said the remapping 
is necessary if 911 is going to move 
forward. 

"Jt's the right thing to do if 
we're going to give people 911," he 
said. "It ne~ds to be accurate.'' 

The number of students regis· 
tercd in the Ployd system has 
steadily declined over the last few 
years. 

'The enrollment has declined by 
I ,000 kids or more over the last 
eight to ten years," Balentine said. 
The number is down by 118 :-.tu· 
dents this year. 

Grocery store faces 
fines, possible closure 

"We have 7,939 students 
enrolled," the superintendent said. 
"On day 5 of the 1995-96 school 
year, we had 8,062." 

Balentine said those numbers 
"don 'I mean a great deal" yet 
because some •parents wait until 
after Labor Day to register their 
children. But he said he did expect 
a decrease from last year's enroll­
ment figures. 

Though enrollment has dropped 
steadily, the number of employees 
had not decreased through the 
years. "And nearly everybody 
knows that enrollment determines 
average daily attendance and ADA 
detennines the amount of money a 
school system receives from the 
state," Balentine said . "'There had 
been no adjustment in the number 
of people in the system." 

With a deficit reduction plan in 
place, the school system has elimi· 
nated about 37 certified positions in 
the distrJct. 

"That's about where it ought to 
be," Balentine told board members 
at a meeting earlier this month. 
"We're just not going to run out and 
hire new people every time there is 
a crisis."

A small, country grocery store 
faces possible closure and fines for 
dischargmg raw sewage into a 
creek at Weeksbury. 

During a rouune inspection by 
the Floyd County Health 
Department on August 12, D&P 
Grocery, situated directly over a 
creek, was found to have a straight 
sewage line that discharged sewage 
from its rest room facility into a 
creek. 

Health Department environ­
mentalist Russell H. Wallace gave 
the store's owner, Carol Bryant. ten 
days to correct the situation or he 
will issue a notice of intent to sus­
pend the store ·s operating permit 
and also contact the Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA). which 
has the authority to issue fines 
against the store. 

Wallace said he w11l also issue 
an order to abate a nuisance. When 
that is issued, the order is also 
taken to Floyd County attorney 
Keith Bartley, who can take legal 
action against the business. 

"This will not be allowed to 
continue," Wallace said. 

The store has a holding tank for 
the sewage and, in the past, had the 

tank pumped out, the inspector 
said. Evidently, a portion of the 
line to the tank had detached and 
the sewage was flowing into the 
creek, he added. 

The owner told Wallace she was 
not aware that the sewage line had 
become detached and lhat sewage 
from the rest room was going into 
the creek. 

Wallace ordered that the rest 
room be closed and the owners 
locked rhe rest room door. 

Although Jaw requires that per· 
mitted retail markets must have 
bandwash sinks, the business can 
remain open temporarily w1th the 
rest room closed. The store, which 
Wallace estimated bas been in 
operation for about 30 to 35 years, 
was permitted before laws regard­
ing sewage disposal and treatment 
went into effect. 

The store ts a limited retail 
facility, selling a few canned goods 
and other basic essentials, Wallace 
said.

Cheryl Moore McCloskey is pleased and 
relieved lo announce that she has finally com­
pleted The Moore Book. 

For genealogical reason!' she has entitled it 
Descendants of John Moore Revolutionary War 
Veteran Floyd County. Kentucky. It has a hard 
cover, titled primed in gold, approximately 760 
pages of acid free paper, a few pictures, and an 
index. 

Cheryl, who is the great-great-great-grand· 
daughter of John Moore, has collected Moore 
infonnation for over 25 years and has cotTe­
sponded with hundreds of Moore descendants. 
She has collected so much infonnation about 
relatives that her husband jokes that they can't 
visit a town wtthOUl running into a cousin . 
Cheryl, who lives in Northern Kentucky (across 
from Cincinnau), keeps discovering cousins liv­
ing nearby. Once she "counted it up" and fig­
ured her father had close to 139 first cousms on 
the Moore side. Cheryl feels she has not only 
met "cousins" but made many new friends. 

When she was in her early twenties her 
uncle, Curt McCown, used to take her around 
Floyd County to visit her older relatives, many 
of whom are now deceased. She especially 
remembers spending time wuh Sally Moore 
Gearheart, Rhoda Moore Compton, and Bertha 
Moore Frazier. her grandmother Leete's half 
sisters. 

Through the years Cheryl continued to col· 
lect descendants and continued to promise a 
book, but !.he task of typing and fonnauing so 
much infonnation was overwhelming. She also 
had the responsibilities of mother. wife, and 
teacher, which severely limited her time But 
time has passed and computers are much more 
user friendly, so she bought a computer and a 
top-of-the·line genealogy software program. 
Even then it has taken her over two years to 
enter all the information while working late into 
the night after her papers were graded and her 
family had gone to bed. Her hu:.band swears 
she never sleep!>. 

At age 52. Cheryl is happy that she has final­
ly accomplished the enomtous task. She said, "1 
have a deep sense of satisfaction that I have 
accomplished one of my goals.

Moving from the large city of 
Columbus, Ohio, to the small 
Eastern Kentucky town of Denver, 
10 minutes outside Paintsville, 
was quite a change. but for Dee 
Burton, it was JUSt the beginning. 

After years without a high 
school diploma, she earned a 
General Education Development 
(GED) certification, returned to 
college and as now ready to start 
her third semester at MSU's B1g 
Sandy Extended Campus Center. 
These changes dad not come easi­
ly for the sangle mother of two. 

Burton wanted to set an exam­
ple for her daughters. Michelle. 
now 18, and Beth. now 16, and 
work in improving her own life. 

She knew the only way to do 
that was to get an education. By 
hooking a coat hanger to her old 
black and white television and 
hanging it out a window, she was 
able to get KET so she could work 
on her GED.

College. 

While a student at PCC, Burton 
met Dr. Margaret Lewis, director 
of the Big Sandy Center, when she 
was working at the Center during 
registration. 

Dr. Lewis thought highly of 
Burton's work ethic and her 
eagerness to help. "I was very 
impressed," she said. "So I simply 
asked her when she was coming to 
Morehead State University," she 
added, laughing. 

It was Dr. Lewis who helped 
persuade her to come to the center. 
Burton is now working on her 
Bachelor of Social Work degree. 
The advic.e she for others going 
back to school after a few years is 
simple: "Just don't be afraid." 

For the last year-and-a-half, 
Burton has been working as a 
workstudy at the center, including 
35 hours a week during this sum­
mer. 

She hopes to continue to work 
in the fall while taking four class­
es. "The school is great; the 
instructors are great. It has really 
helped me come out of my shell." 

Dr. Lewis continues to speak 
highly of Burton, saying people 
should look up to her. "I have the 
greatest admiration for her," she 
said. "She's an example, a role 
model, an inspirational story." 

Burton believes her degree and 
workstudy will really help prepare 
her for the work force. Now, when 
asked what she thinks about her 
decision to go back to school, she 
said, "it was the best choice I 
could have ever made."

George Wa h1ngton sent a direcuve to Thomas 

Jefferson on December 28. 1780, w'hich ordered com~ 
mandmg officer Broadhead, of Fon P1tt, to furnish a 
company of artallery, nmmunmon, entrenchmg tools 
and a force of some 2.000 men.

• The wanner days of spring brought marauding 
Indians. They \\ atched for smull bands of travelers 
along the trn1ls mountmg attacks and relieving the set~ 
tiers of thetr valuables and their scalps. TI1c Ind1ans 
attacked the least protected settlements-scalping. 
burning and kidnapping. They lay in Watl near springs 
and salt nats where they fell upon settlers when they 
were mo~t \'trlnerablc. 
Throughout the western 
wJidcrncss everyone 
feared for thear safety. 
Month after month 
passed without the 
arrival of the fighting 
men. 

Four cabin were 
built by a small group of 

Fearing for the1r safety, he commanded 12-year~old 
Betsey to climb up through the chimney, slip do"' n to 
the ground and make a dash for Pettit Station some 
two or three m1les away. She successfully got to the 
ground and started runnmg for the bru h when she was 
nouced by one of the older Indians. He took chase 
after her but she had the greater incentive, and he 
could not catch her. Help was immcdratdy daspatched 
to those in need. 

When the elder lndirm returned from chasing 
Betsey, he climbed atop a log outbuilding and yelled a 
signal to his fellow braves.

Montgomery said to her younger sister Betsey as she 
closed and braced the door. "We've got to keep those

The party tended to them and then returned to the 
small settlement to be of help there. 

Severn] other stations were attacked in March. 
Newt~ mamed John Montgomery lhed near his 

father. The lnd1ans kicked m the door, startling the 
young man and wafe Montgomery tried to JUmp to his 
feet but was shot 1mmcdintely Hjs wife was captured. 

When Colonel Lynn and Captams Chapman and 
Tipton were killed, Capt. Aquilla Whitaker Jed a regi~ 
ment of men, chasmg after the retreating Indians. 
\\'ben they reached lhe rapids. Whitaker's men took 
canoes to cross the n\er and continue lhe chase. The 
Indians had slipped back ashore, however, and they 
surprised the regiment with a volley, killing and 
wounding nine men. The balance of the regiment 
returned to shore to baule the Indians who withdrew 
from the fight, leaving the settler~ to tend to their dead 
and wounded. 

William Montgomery Jr., hved m one of the other 
cabins with h1s wife, young baby and boy who was 
bound to htm in servitude. When he heard the rifle 
shots that killed has father, he directed everyone to 
hush nnd peek through the cracks to see what was oUL­
side. He noticed an lndum nght away nnd shot him 
dead. Soon thereafter he shot a second Ind1an, wound~ 
ing him seriously. 

Joseph Russell lived 111 the final cabin with his 
wife, their three children and a mulatto slave girl.

For the first time in American 
Electric Power's htstory, customers 
in Kentucky wm be able to sign up 

,.for new service, change existing 
service, get billing and rate infor­
mation. or report a service problem 
around the clock. 

Effective August l, AEP's cen­
tralized Call Center, located in 
Ashland, extended its hours to pro­
vide one-stop telephone customer 
service 24 hours a day, 365 days a 
year. 

According to Terry Hall, 
Kentucky Region customer service 
manager, the move to 24-hour cus­
tomer service is a big change in the 
company's tradtttonal way of doing 
business. 

"The new hours allow us to put 
"fmore focus on the customer," Hall 

said. "Many customers want to 
transact business outside of our reg­
ular 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. hours. 
Expanding our hours gives us the 
opportunity to take customers' 
orders and respond to their inquiries 
at their convenience.'' 

The Call Center went into oper-

ation with Limited hours May 17. 
replacing a virtual call center with 
representatives in three locations. 

Hall explained: "The transition 
to a centralized call center in 
Ashland began in February 1995 
with the implementation of a virtu­
al call center. When customers 
dialed Kentucky's toll-free number, 
which was also put into service at 
that time, they were immediately 
routed by computer to customer 
servJce representatives in Hazard, 
Pikeville or Ashland, depending 
upon their phone exchange. If the 
customer servtce phone lines at the 
first site were busy, the call was 
automatically routed to another 
Kentucky location. Now the calls 
go to one location.'' 

Hall emphasized that although 
the virtual call center increased 
emphasis on customer service and 
jmproved response time to cus­
tomers, the system wasn't perfect. 
For instance, there were some 
equipment problems that had to be 
corrected with a new switch.
