“Remove attached ticks promptly
and carefully to reduce the chance of
infection and disease transmission,”
Mike Potter, an extension entomolo-
gist at the University of Kentucky
College of Agriculture said.

“Since the mouthparts are barb-
shaped, it’s best to grasp a tick with
tweezers s close to the skin as pos«
sible and pull it straight out with gen-
tle, even pressure. Don't jerk or twist

the tick because the head and mouth-

parts might remain embedded in the
skin, increasing the chance of infec-

tion,

“If you don’t have tweezers, grasp
the tick with a piece of tissue; try not
to squeeze or crush the tick since this

might force disease organisms inlo
the wound. Avoid *folk’ methods of
tick removal such as petroleum jelly

or hot maiches,

“Put the removed tick in a container with alcohol for at least three
weeks. Identifying the tick could help a doctor with diagnosis should
disease-related symptoms occur,” he said.

After removing a tick, wash the affected area and hands with soap
and water; apply antiseptic to the area and cover it with an adhesive
bandage, Potter added. Apply a topical ointment such as one con-
taining hydrocortisone to relieve itching,

Standoff with armed man
ends peacefully with arrest

What started out as a pursuit
through Main Street of Wheel-
wright led to a standoff Saturday
night between seven police offi-
cials and a Floyd County man
armed with a shotgun,

Wheelwright Police chief
Thomas Engle said two subjects
were racing through Main Street
on ATVs (all-terrain vehicles) and
when he responded to the call, the
drivers went in separate directions.

“I followed one of the ATVs
about a half mile until he went up
into the hills,” Engle said. “T went
to where | suspected the first one
would exit the hills, and the second
ATV was there."”

Engle said he pursued the sec-
ond ATV for about a half a mile,
until the driver went over an em-
bankment.

Engle said Floyd County deputy
Tommy Gearheart assisted in the
search for the drivers, “We went to
the end of the city limits, and on
the left side of the road, the suspect
was on his porch.”

Engle said when he exited his
car to approach the subject, John
Hall Jr., “raised up with a can of
beer and a 12-gauge pump shot-
gun, and said he would kill me."”

Gearheart said when he and
Engle turned to go back to their
cars 10 call the Kentucky State Po-
lice, Hall pointed the gun in the di-
rection of the police officers.

Gearheart and Engle negotiated
and tried to calm Hall for 30 min-
utes before the KSP arrived on the
scene.

According to Engle, Hall said
he would kill Engle if he went to
Jail,

Engle said Hall's father, John
Hall Sr., did not help resolve the
situation, but irritated it by threat-

ening Engle to get off his son’s
property or he would have their
badges and jobs. *'He (Hall Sr.) said
he was good friends with the sher-
iff and he would have it taken care
of,” Engle said.

KSP Sergeant Mike Crawford
and troopers Ronald Peppi, Steve
Slone, John Hunt, and Bobby Day
responded to the scene (o assist in
negotiations with Hall.

“He said he would come peace-

ful if they would let Shawn Roop

(Floyd County deputy) transport
him to the jail,” Engle said.

Roop was dispatched 1o the
scene Lo assist in taking Hall into
custody,

“The whole time we were there,
he never laid the gun down until
Roop arrived on the scene,” Gear-
heart said.

Roop said Monday he was not
familiar with the circumstances

McKenzie in which he confessed to
the burglary and offered to repair

About 360 employees of High-
lands Regional Haospital could go
on strike at 12:01 a.m, Thursday
morning if a contract between the
workers and the hospital is not rati-
fied before midnight tonight,
Wednesday.

Negotiations between - District
1199 Health Care and Social Ser-
vices Union, SEIU, AFL-CIO began
Monday morning. Early Tuesday
the union and the hospital were said
to be "worlds apart,” but they had
moved closer by press time.

The union reépresents mainte-
nance and service workers, techni-
cians and licensed practical nurses.

"The hospital was supposed to
be here at 10 am. and they still
haven't made it," Sheila Hicks,
media spokesman for the union,
said Tuesday at about 10:15 a.m.
"But right now, we're worlds
apart.”

The major contention between
the union and the hospital, accord-
ing to Larry Daniels, vice president
of the district chapter of the union,
is a clause that prohibits the hospi-
tal from hiring subcontractors for
“everyday work."”

"They're still wanting to take out
the subcontractor’s clause,” Hicks
said,

She said the hospital tried to
subcontract work about three
months ago. Employees of the
union filed a grievance and won the

There is no law now on the
books that gives Kentuckians the
right to say no to out-of-siate
garbage. Even our state law requir-
ing proper planning and local man-
agement of solid waste programs is
being challenged in federal court by
a Florida company that wants to
build a 10,000 ton-per-day landfill
in Magoffin County.

Legislation in Congress could
help us. The Interstate Waste Act
would give state and local govemn-
ments some authority to control
waste imports. It would also require
that new landfills be based on a
local need for waste disposal capac-
ity.

Although the Interstate Waste
Act passed the Senate and has
majority support in the House (ver-
sions of the bills have passed sever-
al times in recent years), Rep.
Thomas Bliley (R-Virginia) refuses
to bring it up for a vote. Our repre-
sentatives in the .S, House need 1o
push Bliley to allow this legislation
to pass. As of late June, only Rep.
Scotty Baesler had signed a “Dear
Colleague” letter urging Bliley to
do so (Rep. Hal Rogers says he
wrote to Bliley independently).

Our officials, federal and state,
need to act now to see that
Kentucky is not the target of anoth-
er onslaught of out-of-state garbage.

Monday was a busy morning in
Floyd County District Court with

County Attorney Lance
Daniels recommended a $20,000 or
ten percent bond, and a preliminary
hearing will be held at 2:30 p.m.

Six other people accused of DU
were arraigned Monday.

Another  highlight  during
arraignments concerned five pris-
oners arraigned on alcohol intoxi-
cation charges.

Three of those charged with
alcohol intoxication were fined $50
and required to attend alcchol
counseling, but the other two were
hit hard by the court.

Ricky Tumer, 39, of Garrex,
pleaded guilty 1o Al and disorderly
conduct charges. Turner was fined
$150, sentenced to 36 days in the
county jail for his violations.

. tificates will go up $2 on July 15,

according to the Floyd County
Health Department.

The higher fees will be applied
to requests for birth certificates
postmarked on and after July 15.
The increase also will apply to
walk-in applicants requesting cer-
tificates at the Cabinet for Human
Resources building in Frankfort at
275 E. Main St, beginning July
15.

Birth certificates will be $9,
due to fee increases authorized by
the 1996 General Assembly. Out
of the new fee, $3 will go toward
child abuse prevention programs.
Prior to the increase, $1 went
toward these programs.

To get a certified copy of a
birth certificate registered in
Kentucky, complete and mail an
order form (available at the Floyd
County Health Department) or
write to the Vital Statistics Office,
Cabinet for Health Services, 275
E. Main St., Frankfort, KY 40621-
0001, Include a check or money
order for $9 for each copy.

Copies can be ordered by tele-
phone and charged to the caller’s
Visa, MasterCard, Discover or
American Express  account.
Telephone orders cost an extra $3.

students from KHEAA —

Over 30,000 Kentucky stu-
dents enrolling in postsecondary
educational institutions for the
1996-97 academic year have been
offered grants from the Kentucky

Higher Education Assistance
Authority (KHEAA), which
include the College Access

Program (CAP) Grant and the
Kentucky Tuition Grant (KTG).

Awards to these students total
$28.7 million, according to Paul P.
Borden, executive director of
KHEAA.

A CAP Grant may be used at an
eligible Kentucky public or pri-
vate nonprofit college or universi-
ty, proprietary school, or publicly
operated  vocational-technical
school.

The award amount for college
students is equal to the communi-
ty college wition rate (for the
1996-97 academic year, the
amount i1s $42 per semester hour
not to exceed $500 per semester).

Students attending a propri-
etary school or vocational-techni-
cal school receive awards equal to
the tuition rate at publicly operat-
ed vocational-technical schools
(for the 1996-97 academic year,
the amount per quarter hour is
$150 for full-time students).

KTG awards may be used at an
eligible Kentucky private, non-
profit institution. The maximum

programs were exhausted before
the needs of all eligible applicants
were met, Executive Director
Borden said that several sources
of financial aid are still available.

Applications for  Federal
Stafford Loans (both subsidized
and unsubsidized) and PLUS
Loans for parents are being
accepted and processed.

In addition, students may
establish eligiblity for the Federal
Pell Grant Program or financial
aid available through some
Kentucky colleges.

Grant funds in both programs
are limited, and those who apply
early—by March 15 for the 1997-
98 academic year—will have the
best chance of receiving funds.

MSHA warns mining industry
of delivery truck hazards

The Labor Department’s Mine
Safety and Health Administration has
launched a special effort to wam min-
ers and mine operators about the dan-
gers faced by customer and delivery
drivers when entering mining sites
and operating in an environment that
may be unfamiliar to them. In the past
five years, 13 such drivers have been
killed in accidents at metal and non-
metal mines.

Customer trucks typically haul

ery areas, large stockpiles, restricted
visibility, and unfamiliar traffic pat-
temns. Also, davers unfamiliar with the
mining property may exit the cabin of
their truck and place themselves in an
unsafe location.

In a recent accident, a haul truck
struck two persons at an Tllinois sand
and gravel operation Killing one and
critically injuring the other

said Miller. "Proper nutrition is
vital for both the physical and ntel-
lectual growth of children, especial-
ly during pregnancy and during
their early years.”

About 119,000 low-income
Kentuckians are being served
monthly by the program.

Floyd County are eligible but are
not using the services of the WIC
program. To qualify, participants
much be at nutntional nsk and in a
family that is at or below 185 per-
cent of the federal poverty level.

UK coaches missed opportunity, but Georgetown'’s

John Thompson does not

A few weeks ago This Space
raised criticism of the University of
Kentucky for allowing Moe
Williams and later Antoine Walker
to stage news conferences announc-
ing their business decisions to quit
school and turn professional with
UK logos as a backdrop,

It was my contention, particular-
ly in Bill Curry's case, that the UK
coaches should have used the time
and forum to remind young viewers
to stay in school, and that Williams
represents but a handful of athletes
even marginally ready 10 play pro-
fessional sports. Many of them are
no more than pretend students to
begin with.

Last week Georgetown coach
John Thompson, after losing sopho-
more Allan Iverson to the NBA, did
not pass on the opportunity and
penned a commentary on college
defections to the NBA.

Excerpt: “My concern deals with
the impact that this (Iverson's qui-
ting school) demonstrated disaffec-
tion with education will have on
society. Don’t tell me that we are
only talking about a few kids going
to the pros — they are the example
that hundreds and hundreds of chil-
dren will follow. Hundreds of chil-
dren will believe that education is
unimportant and unnecessary, that if
their athletic talents are great
enough, they don't need college at
all, in fact, they may not need high
schoaol, ... Don't tell me they have a
right to go for the money. I don't
dispute their rights. [ want everyone
to recognize the harm that we are
doing to ourselves as a society by
diminishing the importance of edu-
cation and magnifying the impor-
tance of immedinte gratification.”

COMMENT: QOutstanding
points, even though Thompson
understood them well enough when
he signed Iverson.

QUESTIONS & ANSWERS

Q. Beyond the hype, is one play-
er, even Tim Couch, really good
enough to twrn UK's football pro-
gram around?

A. Yes, 1 think he is, in large part
because of attitude and leadership
qualities. However, three things
must happen. 1. Couch must beat
out Billy Jack Haskins: 2, UK's
coaches must surround him with
skilled blockers, at least one excel-
lent running back, and an equally
skilled corps of receivers; 3. UK
coaches recruit and develop an SEC
competitive defense.

Easy enough, huh?

Q. Kentucky high school foot-
ball. Who are some of the best up-
and-coming stars this fall?

A. Tony Driver, a 6-3, 213-pound
running back at Louisville Male is
the consensus choice at his position.
Other top back prospects are
Franklin County’s Roni Robinson

(6-3, 210), Derck Homer (5-10,

175) of Fort Knox, and Shadrach
Jackson (5-10, 190) of Henderson.

The 1996 season is being touted
as ‘Kentucky's Year of the
Lineman,' but the top layer has a
one-name tone. Dennis Johnson, a
6-7. 260-pound junior lineman at
Harrodsburg High is the state's pre-
mier lineman prospect. Ricky
Johnson, a 6-5, 250-pounder at
Prestonsburg gets high ratings. And
Jacob Iohnson, a 6-4, 240-pound
lineman at Louisville Valley is
another prospect college scouts are
watching.

Footnote: If you know of a
potentially outstanding high school
star-to-be, | would like to hear from
you,

Q. Isn't the fact that Albert Belle
is an all-star performer and arguably
the best player in baseball today,
enough for the all-critical media?
After all, that’s just George being
George. Right?

A. No, Belle’s numbers are not
encugh. All athleles fortunate

enough (o live in this country, enjoy
the luxury of performing for extra-
ordinary pay, have one reasonable
obligation to us all — behave ... on
and off the field/court.

Q. Given the revenues they help
produce, shouldn’t college athletes
be paid?

A. No, But there are some inter-
esting options. being considered.
(See Pay College Athletes Plan seg-
ment). My favorite is: hand over a
block of tickets to each student/ath-
lete for his and her sports events and
let them sell their tickets for whatev-
er they can get. Presto, spending
money, supply and demand-style.

Q. Considering things Marge
Schont has said. isn't the Reds’
owner deserving of her suspension
from Major League Baseball?

A. Probably. But the fact that
Schott is a woman, and knows less
than a man about the fine points of
baseball are reasons why she
became a target of self-nghteous
media hounds in the first place. As
much as the awful things she's said,
Schott’s womanhood and baseball
ignorance put blood in the water,
eventually forcing the owners 1o
suspend her.

Q. What's your opinion of the
USA's Dream Team in the Olympic
Games?

A. The selection of this (NBA)
team says a gold medal is more
important than anything else,
including probably sportsmanship.
The so-called Dream Team III is in
large part a collection of prima
donna braggarts taking care of busi-
ness, high profiling for their
endorsement bosses.

Michael Johnson will represent
the U.S. in the 100 and 200 meter
evenls at the Olympic Games in
Atlanta. From what I have seen,
read and heard, Johnson is an
intense, sensitive and articulate
young man with a dream who also
has a sense of humor, and a solid
grasp of who he is and isn't. He
stole the spotlight from Jay Leno on
the Tonight Show two weeks ago.
That Johnson defers ofien to Jesse
Owens as the best of all time is an
indication he understands the merits
of history.

And, there is Malikai
Washington. An unseeded entry al
Wimbledon's grass court tennis
tournament in London, the
American reached the men's singles
finals Sunday. While he lost In
straight sets to Dutchman Richard
Krajicek, Washington remained gra-
cious and managed to laugh at him-
self, It helped some of us forget lit-
tle boys McEnroe, Connors and
Agassi,

That Johnson and Washington
are black is of no matter here. |
refuse 1o even apply the divisive
acronym African-American. They
represent a fresh attitude, a promis-
ing new view. Perhaps they are a
new breed of athletes who will help
pull us past the tiresome self-indul-
gence of Rodman and Belle and
Barkley, and memories of McEnroe,
Connors and Agassi.

It is worrisome, however, that
some in the media will deify these
young men, corrupt them into
believing they are god-like, deserv-
ing special treatment. Much the way
Carl Lewis was spoiled ... much the
way golfer John Daley was anointed
the new Jack Nicklaus by Dave
Kindred a few years ago after the
impressionable Daley won one tour-
nament ... much the way other writ-
ers once prattled that the new Henry
Aaron had come and his name was
Strawberry. And the black Bob
Feller was living in New York and
his name was Doc Gooden.

ATHLETES PLAN

Seven underclassmen being first
picks in the NBA Draft brought to
the front burner the NCAA's dilem-
ma how it can protect it's cash cows,
basketball and football from the
howlings of righteous media and
self-appointed protectors of the
oppressed athlete/student.

A rising chorus is saying athletes
ought to be compensated for the
largess their entertainment talents
bring to universities. But some of us
prefer the ne sung by Stan Dorsey.

Dorsey is a former wide receiver
at Duke University and believes that
compensating college athletes is
already in place.

“Personally, | don’t recall any
discontent among my teammates at
Duke,” he told The Sporting News
recently. “College life was great. ...
The food, education and health care
were free, as was the nice apartment
I had in the middle of campus. Fans
cheered us every weekend, other
students thought we were cool
and—did | mention the free food?

First, we might remember the
novel idea that college is still a place
where classes are held, learning
goes on and campus is the last stop
before the work place.

With a
few refinements implemented by
This Space, we might call it college
supply-side economics.

1. Spending money. Give schol-
arship athletes, male and female in
their respective sports, a block of
tickets to their games to sell for
however much they can get.

2. Incentives. Ten percent of each
sport’s net profits be distributed
(equally) among players in that
sport.

Put money a play-
er earns or receives while in college
into a trust fund handled by the uni-
versity and give it to him/her upon
graduation. If the athlete does not
graduate, the money stays with the
university for academic purposes.

Chapter Eight,

Editor’s note: The following arti-
cle is an excerpt from Robert
Perry’s book, Jack May's War.

The fighting at Wytheville con-
unued until nightfall, with a succes-
sion of Confederate attacks and
Union retreats. “At length.” says
Basil Duke, “Averell withdrew
from the field, which he had very
gallantly and obstinately contest-
ed.” Murgan sustained S0 or 60
casualties in the barttle, and Averell
about 100.

Guerrant says that on the day fol-
lowing the battle, the citizens of
Wytheville showed their gratitude
by providing “sumptuous meals for
hungry soldiers.” Colonel Giltner
and his staff enjoyed an elegant din-
ner at Mr. Crackett's hotel.

Important as they were, the
Confederate victories at Cove Gap
and Dublin Depot didn't end the
threat of Union invasion. Neither
Crook nor Averell was seriously
weakened by the engagements, and
as a result, the Union invaders still
menaced the saltworks, the lead-
works, and other strategic points.
Moreover, it soon occurred to
Morgan that when the two Union
commanders were reinforced, they
would renew their attack.

On May 28th, one of Morgan's
scouts arrived in Abingdon with the
news. that a large Union force was

moving up the Big Sandy towards
Pound Gap. If this army was
allowed to join Crook’s and
Averell's commands, the combina-
tion would be too large for Morgan
to handle. Obviously, a drastic step
needed to be taken in order o avert
disaster. On May 31st, Morgan con-
fided his plan o Adjutanti-General
Cooper:

I have just recerved infor-
mation that General Hobson
left Mount Sterling on the 23rd
inst. with six regiments of cav-
alry. It is the reported design of
General Hobson to unite with
this latter force and cooperate
with Generals Averell and
Crook in another movement
upon the saltworks and lead-
mines of Southwestern
Virginia. This information has
determined the plans of the
enemy by initiating a move-
ment within his lines,

On May 30th, Morgan left
Abingdon with three brigades—
seven hundred cavalry under
Colonel Smith, eleven hundred cav-
alry under Colonel Giltner (includ-
ing the 10th Kentucky), and 800
dismounted men under Colonel
Martin. A day later he entered
Kentucky through Pound Gap and
came down the North Fork of the
Kentucky River.

Part Two: Morgan'’s Last Raid

During the next seven days, his
men traveled 150 miles of the most
rugged terrain in the state, On June
7, Morgan recorded this entry in his
diary: “Today made but little
progress, owing to the condition of
the dismounted men. Their feet are
nearly worn out, having to wade
streams for the last seven days and
climb very precipitous mountains.
Reached Hazel Green at six
o'clock.”

Morgan'’s first objective was the
Union supply depot at Mount
Sterling. At dawn on June 8th; hisg
men slipped past the snoring
Federal pickets and captured the
entire 500-man garrison while they
were still sleeping in their barracks.
The other details of this notorious
episode are well-known, so 1 won’t
dwell on them here. By mid-after-
noon, with most of his goals accom-
plished, Morgan decided to move
on to Lexington. He left Giltner's
men behind and gave them the task
of burning the military stores.
Although he had confiscated many
horses, the march from Virginia had
killed 200 of his own horses, so he
didn't have enough horses to mount
the men of Martin's brigade.
Therefore, he also left them behind.
They were very fatigued from their
long march, and on the evening of
June 8th, they spread their blankets

and retired early.

Morgan was confident that his
men were safe from enemy attack.
On earlier raids into enemy territo-
ry, his scouts had furnished him
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halted his advance and established a
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1 enjoyed western movies as [ grew up. Though
some made a reasonable portrayal of native
American Indians, many of them did not. The
Indians were fierce competitors and intelligent.

When James Harrod led a party of about fifty
rugged pioneers down the Ohio River and then up
the Kentucky River in 1774 they were watched
closely by the Shawnee and other tribes. The set-
tlers weni ashore at a place which became known
as Harrod's Landing and traveled from there to the
head of Dick’s River where they planned their set-
tlement, Harrodsburg.

When Harrod's party started chopping trees and
erecting log cabins the Indians were incensed.

They watched with rage as the Pioneers attempt-
ed to settle on their hunting ground, all the time
knowing that it would-
n't stop there. They
had long heard of the

growth in numbers of
the paleface on the

eastern seaboard and
their ever-increasing
movements inland,
pushing the Indians
brethren from the land
of their forefathers.
The Indians knew
their homes north of
the Ohio River were also in jeopardy.

The Indians fiercely attacked the settlers. Early
writers called them born warriors whose ambition
centered in war. A warrior’s standing within a tribe
was based on his prowess in combat and it was
even believed that his reception after death by
departed ancestors was based on his performance in
war.

They were expert at woodcraft and war, although
in the movies they are sometimes shown encircling
the pioneers or wagon trains as they get picked off
one by one. In reality the Indians were much more
cunning.

Instead of attacking en masse, most often they
divided their forces, preferring to attack in small
bands creating havoc in perhaps ten different places
| at the same time. They attacked small groups, the
weakest links, among the pioneers. When the num-
ber of pioneers was too great or if they appeared to
be too well entrenched, the Indians would withdraw
to find a battle more to their advantage. Although a
few early Americans looked at this as a lack of
courage on the pan of the Indians, most who fought
with the Indians over the years, knew that courage

was one thing they did not lack.

They did lack in marksmanship and there were
several reasons. Usually their guns were older and
inferior. The pioneers and traders bartered their
worst guns, keeping the best for themselves. Rarely
did the Indians have spare parts and they weren't as
adept in repairing damaged firearms.

Nor did the Indians have a reliable supply of
gunpowder, so they seldom took target practice,
electing to save their powder for combat. Since
their supply of gunpowder was generally low, they
undercharged their weapons and this adversely
affected their accuracy and range.

What the Indians lacked in weaponry, however,
they made up for in savvy,

The small bands of warriors were tireless and
could travel long dis-
tances without food,
although they often
carried parched comn.
The Indians, being
expert hunters, hunted
Ml and found their food

2| along the trails.
d  They mounted
attacks and quickly
withdrew only to
attack soon thereafter
a good distance away,
leaving burming cabins and scalped bodies, often
electing to take captives. During the second haif of
the 1700s, when the Indians fought against the set-
tlers, his proudest badge was his string of bloody
scalps.

The lack of food and supplies was a secondary
reason for the Indian's penchant for quick strikes
instead of sieges. In the wooded country the Indian
was as much at home as a deer. Here he fought on
his terms whereas he was less effective while encir-
cling the palisades of a fort.

When the Indians struck James Harrod and his
Harrodsburg settlers, there was a general alarm sent
among the pioneers causing them to quickly with-
draw.

The pioneers would continue to return however,
and their numbers grew. The cunning and bravery
of the Indians was not enough.
