Jim Allen and his crew worked
hard getting the track in racing
shape with a smooth track and
almost dust free conditions.

In the modified feature, Mt. Gay,
West Virginia’s Tim Moore drove
his No. 69 racer to the victory cir-
cle, holding off an earlier challenge
from Martin’s Jeff Jones.

On the start of the 15-lap feature,
Jones and Moore were door-to-door
on the first straight-away, with the
advantage going to Moore as they
exited turn two. South Point, Ohio
driver, Todd Robinson, who gained
the runner-up spot from Jones on
the second trip around, made up
ground in a hurry on Moore.

Moore extended his lead and
went on to win the feature race.
Robinson finished second.

Paintsville’s Mike Osborne had
the fast qualifying time of 16.28 in
the super bomber class and set at
the inside pole position beside
Willard’s Harlan Ferguson. At the
onset of the race, Osborne got out to
an early lead while Ferguson put
forth a solid effort in his chase. By
the fourth lap, Ferguson had erased
the early lead established by
Osborne, and grabbed the lead by
inches on lap five. But Osborne did
not let up and battled back taking
the lead on the next lap. When the
checkered flag fell, it was Osborne
taking the flag and the feature race.

Richard Fincher, 1997 National
Champion dirt semi-pro, made the
drive from Wilmer, Alabama and
won Friday night’'s INEX Legend
Race, finishing ahead of Darrell
Lunford, Patrick Morris, and Lee
Turner. Fincher led every lap of the
feature.

Ironton, Ohio’s Scott Skaggs
edged Boonecamp’s Kevin Baker at
the finished line to claim the
bomber feature.
