Will districts agree?

Members of the new Floyd County Utility Service
Advisory Committee danced around the issue of con-
solidation of county water and sewer operations for
almost two hours Wednesday night, lightly dipping

Unified utility operation

now and then, before jumping onto the issue.

The committee was formed in February by Judge-
Executive Paul Hunt Thompson to “advise and assist”
on the “best way to provide water and sewage service
throughout Floyd County.”

Thompson advised the committee that the county
stands a better chance of addressing its water and sewer
needs if the water districts are united, Thompson said
he has talked with state and federal officials, and
“grants to individual water districts are a thing of the
past.”

He said he had been told that the current water pro-
ject on Bill Hall Branch was the last “piecemeal™ pro-
ject that would be funded with federal money. “The
federal government is not going to put any more money
into individual systems.”

Objection to the merger of existing water systems
came from the Mud Creek Water District. “I don't see
how merger with Prestonsburg (City Utility
Commission) or Beaver-Elkhorn (Water District)
would be better for us,” said Dean Hall, whose Mud

“We have a good water system,” said Mud Creek
Water District Chairman Eula Hall.

Boyd leaves office

For almost 28 years, Floyd
Countians who have wanted to
record deeds, to purchase automo-
bile licenses, to research documents
about births, deaths and marriages,
1o get election data and to obtain all
kinds of official information have
dealt with Carla Boyd.

Boyd went to work in the
County Clerk’s office, part-time, in
the early 1970s when her late uncle,
C. Ollie Robinson, held the office.
For the past 16 years, she has been
elecied o the job in her own right,

Yesterday, she announced her
retirement, effective midnight last
night.

Boyd said, in a prepared state-
ment, that “the time is right for me
to pursue other interests and 1o
make more time available for my
family,” She said she was leaving
office “with a mixture of sadness
and relief.”

“The last six months have been

particularly trying for me. for my
family, and for the dedicated
employees who work for me,” she
said, alluding to legal problems that
have hounded her since Noyember,
On November 17, a Floyd

insists she is innocent of the charge.
The state's case alleges that she
received around $26,000 intended
for property taxes from a local
cable company and allegedly did
not deposit it in the ¢ounty fund.

Former teacher chéllé;ges
state, county organizations

A teacher who was dismissed last year from Prestonsburg High School
has filed lawsuits against the Floyd County Board of Education, the inter-
im superintendent of schools, the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the
Cabinet for Education, Arts and Humanities, and the Department of

Education.

Jerry Lalferty, whose September firing was upheld by an educational
tribunal, registered the complaint in Floyd County Circuit Court on

March 26,

Lafferty, represented by Attomey Jane Fitzpatrick of Lexington, also
asked the court to seal the records of the case so that they are not avail-

able to the public,

The former English teacher’s dismissal over charges of immoral con-
duct was upheld in February by a tribunal — a hearing board made up of
three educators from outside the local system, provided for by
Kentucky's education reform legislation.

Lafferty contends in his complaint that he was denied due process in
the hearing earlier this year because, he claims, one of the tribunal mem-
bers was biased against him and another was imptoperly chosen.

plan.

“Shame on us if we don’t,” added

requested that the tribunal hearing
be continued until his wimess could
testify on his behalf, but the request
was denied.

The dismissed teacher argues that
it was his right to request a private
hearing on the allegations that had
been made against him — which he
did receive — and that release of the
tribunal’s judgment on the matter
should, therefore, have been private.

The school board. Lafferty con-
tends, violated his right to a private
hearing by releasing the informa-
tion.

He also cites the right of the stu-
dents who testified at the hearing o
maintain confidentiality. Indeed, the
copy of the final order that The
Times obtained had the names of the
student witnesses blacked out.

Lafferty’s attorney asks in the
complaint that the tribunal’s final
order be set aside and that the
teacher be reinstated “without loss
of pay and other benefits.”

Greener horizons are inevitable
with five million bare-root trees
available for free distribution to the
public. Starting this spring, millions
of trees are being given away in
observance of National Arbor Day
through a special millennium pro-
gram. Anyone in America can get
some of the trees,

On April 22, the “Arbor Day
Tree Truck™ will begin a live tour to
visit .a number of states and give
away trees to those who sign up.
The metropolitan areas of New

York, New Jersey, Nebraska,
Missouri, Ohio, Indiana. linois,
Michigan, Minnesota and

Wisconsin were selected to start the
tour in 1999,

Fifteen other areas will finalize
the distribution in 2000 including
Atlanta, Denver, Los Angeles and
Seattle, People outside of [hesé
areas are also eligible to receive
trees.

Unlike other Arbor Day pro-
grams and tree promotions spon-
sored by the foundation, these
plants are really free. No $10 mem-
berships are required and there is
nothing to buy, Those wanting
some of the baby trees this spring
have until April 30th to signup. The
program is funded through public
support and other activities, while
donations will be accepted they are
not required.

There are four different kinds of
bare-root tree seedlings currently
available: * spruce, birch, maple
and the tulip tree. All of these trees
are of premium quality, average 10-
24" tall, and all are USDA certified,
The specific type of tree partici-
pants receive depends upon their
climate zone. Each person gets five
trees for free; those living in recov-
ering disaster areas qualify for up to
25 trees per household. Each group
of trees comes packaged with tree
planting instructions and a fertilizer
sample.

Homeowners living near select-
ed distribution sites can come in
person to pick-up their tree
seedlings; these participants will be
given distribution locations and
other detailed information. Those
outside of the distribution locations
can have their free trees boxed up.
root pruned. and mailed to them for
the cost of shipping and handling
which is less than five dollars,
Orders placed electronically and by
mail after the deadline will be
processed the next planting season,

The group also has programs not
limited to homeowners. Schools,
youth groups, and corporations all
have an opportunity to get trees.

Plastic footbridge
eliminates hazard

The folks in River no longer will have to risk their

lives to walk to the post office. Nor will those not

.~ brave enough to journey onto a rickety wooden foot

~ bridge have to drive 20 miles to travel the few hun-
dred feet from their homes to church.

A walk across the Johnson County community
has become less treacherous with the opening of a
new 420-foot bridge across the Levisa Fork of the
Big Sandy River. After years of many promises and
no action, construction on the new footbridge began
last fall and was completed last week.

While metal towers and cables support the new
bridge, it is unique in that its deck is made of plastic.
Issam Harik, a University of Kentucky civil engi-
neering professor, designed the deck, which he
claims is lighter yet more durable than a wooden
deck would be. He says the plastic will require less
maintenance than the wooden span.

Maintenance was' minimal on the old bridge,
which was held aloft above the river by rusting ca-
bles and towers. Although residents knew the bridge
was dangerous and several of the floor planks were
missing., many continued to use it simply because it

was the quickest way across the river that divides the |

community.

R.B. Preston of Henderson, who grew up in River,
donated the first $25.000 to replace the bridge built
by members of the River United Baptist Church
more than 60 years ago. However, the promises of a
lot of politicians went unfulfilled before the remain- |
ing money for the bridge was secured. A bridge that

v was only for pedestrians kept getting pushed down
the list.of state priorities.

Finally, an eastern Kentucky governor — Paul
Patton — delivered on the promise and secured the
$527.560 in state and federal highway funds for the
footbridge.

The long wait is over and the old footbridge soon
will be just a memory. No one will miss it.

One final thought: Isn’t it amazing what is being
done with plastics these days? Just a few miles from
the new bridge with the plastic deck, the Christian
Appalachian Project is experimenting with homes
that are built with mostly plastic materials. Maybe
this region will become known for its pioneering =
uses for plastic.

Using the poor for politics

Although Republicans and Democrats are
vying for credit for the prosperous U.S. econo-
my. both sides may face a new challenge with
respect to poverty.

Glowing reports about low unemployment
rates aside, a new study released by the Educa-

tional Testing Service calls much of the gurrent

economic conventional wisdom into question.
According to the study’s author, Anthony
Carnevale, many poor women will be unable to
take advantage of the booming economy.

The reason: inadequate job training,

Many of the poorest women who are able to
subsist only through the welfare system may be
trapped in poverty, according to Carnevale.

“All of them are employable,” he added.
“The issues gets to be whether you're moving
them from welfare traps to poverty traps.”

Carnevale’s study notes that the recently
overhauled welfare system provides little train-
ing or economic incentives for poor women.
The study concludes that it will be very difficult
to bring these women, many of whom are
young unwed mothers, into the mainstream
work force.

Republicans have tended to blame overly
generous welfare programs for unemployment

and teen-age pregnancies. Democrats have ar-
gued that the answer is an ever-increasing
amount of government aid. But in the 1990s,
both sides of this debate found some common
ground in welfare reform efforts, emphasizing
moving from welfare to work. Those policies
have worked [or f_many people and showed that
liberals and conservatives actually could agree,
at least in part, on this issue.

Professor Chnstopher Jencks agrees with
Carnevale’s conclusions. In his book, “Rethink-
ing Social Policy,” Jencks notes that, contrary to
popular wisdom, many welfare mothers would
like to work, but the economic realities of ob-
taining child care. transportation and decent
clothes still make it very difficult.

Jencks also concludes that federal aid pro-
grams lock many of these mothers into poverty
by penalizing them when they obtain employ-
ment.

The U.S. economy is booming and generat-
ing opportunities for all kinds of work. But
these two researchers have identified challenges
that likely will require more than the welfare re-
form strategies introduced thus far.

Wednesday afforded us a beauti-
ful sunny day, a day that most
young men would want to be out-
side enjoying the outdoors.

Football coach John Derossett
had the video camera in hand and
aimed at the weight bars as Caudill
prepared to demonstrate his amaz-
ing strength that “The Hulk™ would
envy.

After a trip to the water foun-
tain, Caudill entered the weight
room to the cheers of his team-
mates. They counted down the lift-
ing process.

“One, two, three, four, five, six,”
wias the count as Caudill handled
the bar with ease.

Coach Derossett wasn't filming
the happening for record purposes
but to send it to the University of
Tennessee at their request.

“It was kind of exciting around
here this morning (Wednesday).
We were sitting here cutting up

football tape,” explained Derossett,
“when the University of Tennessee
called wanting some film on
Jeremy."”

Coach Derossett said he had
already sent tape to Michigan State,
Miami, Florida State and
Kentucky. The Big Blue has
already responded.

“I've had a bunch of letters sent
to me from different schools,”
Caudill said. *T've had an offer
from the University of Kentucky to
play there when I graduvate. But
right now I am mostly looking
around.”

Caudill, who will play his senior
year this coming fall, has dominat-
ed the weight-lifting circuit this
spring.

“For his age group he owns all
the state records in the bench
press,” said Coach Derossett.
Caudill had a 405 in bench

press, a 650 in squat and a record
700-pounds in deadlift, as well as a
345 plain.

“But Jeremy is not just a weight
lifter,” said the Prestonsburg coach,
“but he is real fast; like in track, he
runs the 100-meter dash and runs
real well.”

Caudill loves all the activities he
is involved in.

“Ever since | have been with
Coach Derossett when [ came in as
a freshman, that is all we have done
is lift weights and try to get
stronger,” Caudill said.

Caudill holds the deadlift record
at the prestigious Lexington
Catholic Weight-Lifting meet. At
Whitesburg this year, Caudill holds
all the records there.

Although the young man has
achieved so much in his life. he
remains a person with his head on
straight and knows what he wants
in life.

“He bas an unblemished GPA
like a 4.0, said Derossett. “He has
a good ACT score. UK has already
offered him a scholarship, but I like
to see him play at Tennessee if I
have anything to do with it.”

Caudill remains optimistic about
the upcoming football season.

“Some people don’t think we
will be a good team this year, but
we surprised some people last
year,” he said. “I think we will sur-
prise some people again this year.”

Caudill is expected to be back at
fullback on the offensive side of the
football and at either defensive end
or defensive tackle on the other
side.

“He is really a busy young man.
I think at a young age like that, it is
good for him to stay busy.” said the
Prestonsburg coach. *He even
wrestled some this year. [ think that
helped him. His body fat count is
down lower than it ever has been.
He is carrying aboul 280 pounds,
and T would say he did not have
over five or 10 percent body fat.

“He loves what he is 'doing. He
has been at it for four years, and I
push him pretty hard. He and I have
butted heads now and then. but 1
am real proud of him. I think all
this is going to accumulate into a
nice senior year for him and a big
scholatship down the road.”

Audit questions checks

A question of not justifying certain checks
written, as well as missing receipts, was the topic of
discussion at Thursday’s Inez Town Council meeting.

Although many of the “missing” funds could not be
accounted for, they were explained.

Inez Mayor Rick Penix had asked for a detailed
audit of the city's finances and a financial statement
from the Inez Wastewater System.

Among items questioned by auditors was a counter
check, written by former Inez Mayor Winnie Muncy.,
The check was written April 1998 for $482.34 and was
cashed without the permission or knowledge of Inez
City Clerk Sheila Hardin,

The auditor noted “several checks from the general
fund did not have proper documentation to justify the
amount of the check and the council did not approve
several disbursements throughout the year ... We found
at least one counter check made payable to cash. Each
check issued by the city should be accompanied by
proper documentation,” the audit said.

In an interview, Muncy said the counter check
was for the purchase of Easter baskets and toys
for the Easter egg hunt and the money was
taken from the Easter egg fund. — The

Governor recommends ARC
grant to begin water project

Govemor Paul Patton has recommended approval of
a $500,000 Appalachian Regional Commission
grant o help with construction of a KY 172
Water Distribution Project.

The governor's announcement coincides
with an agreement approved last week by the
Morgan County Water District Board to pur-
chase water for the KY 172 project from Johnson
County.

Under agreement with the Paintsville Utilities
Company, the Morgan County Water District agrees to
purchase 1,700,000 gallons of water per month at a rate
of $2 per thousand gallons to supply lines to be built
along KY 172 from the Johnson County line to the East
Valley Elementary School near the mouth of Williams
Creek in Morgan County where the existing KY 172
water line ends. — The Licking Valley Courier

Agreement reached with Campton

Approved by the county water district board at its
meeting last Thursday was an agreement with the City
of Campton to purchase 750,000 gallons of water per
month at a rate of $1.98 per thousand gallons to
supply the KY 203 Water Line Project from
Mize to the Wolfe County line.

During the meeting, West Liberty Mayor
Robert Nickell expressed surprise that coun-
ty officials have yet to respond to an April 2 letter

# which spelled out a willingness by the city to accept a

lower rate than initially proposed for water the county
has committed to buy from a proposed new city water
plant at Cave Run Lake.

The letter, signed by Nickell, offered to split the dif-
ference between the city's original proposal of $2.50
per thousand gallons and the rate demanded by the
county of $2.10 per thousand gallons. — The Licking
Valley Courier

Severe school cuts made

In their regular meeting last Thursday, members of
the Knott County Board of Education voted on spend-
ing cuts to balance the school system’s budget for the
1999-2000 school year.

The cuts will affect the salaries of central office per-
sonnel, principals, guidance counselors and
classified staff. All central office staff, except
the superintendent, will have their employ-
ment days cut from 240 to 230: principals and
assistance principals will have five fewer
employment days; and guidance counselors
will be cut from 40 to 30 days of employment,

Classified staff positions will be reduced by
one-half hour per day.

The cuts include reducing the previously approved
21 teaching positions; reducing the extending employ-
ment for library/media specialist positions from 20
days to 0 and home economics positions from 20 days
o 0.

Board chairman Charles Hall said the cuts will save
the school system $1.2 million of the $1.6 million
reduction necessary to balance the budget. A contin-
gency fund of $400,000 will take care of the difference.
according to Hall. — Troublesome Creek Times
