John M. Rosenberg  of
Prestonsburg, director of the
Appalachian  Research  and

Defense Fund of Kentucky Inc.
(Appalred). The honorary degree
of Doctor of Humanities will be
presented to Josephine D.
Richardson of Whitesburg, a for-
mer community journalist and
social worker who operates a
mountain crafts outlet.

Rosenberg has been associated
with Appalred for more than 28
years and has served as its director
since 1973. The federally-funded,
rural legal services program pro-
vides representation for approxi-
mately 7,000 clients a year in 37
counties in eastern and southeast-
ern Kentucky through a network
of 11 offices.

Through the years, Appalred
has served more than 250,000
people in all aspects of poverty
law. The staff authored a constitu-
tional amendment, which was
adopted after a statewide cam-
paign by Kentuckians for the
Commonwealth. Rosenberg suc-
cessfully argued for the amend-
ment against a federal constitu-
tional challenge in the Kentucky
Supreme Court.

A majority of Rosenberg’s
caseload deals with environmental
law and representation of the
elderly and he has authored a
number of articles in these areas.

Ending medicc;l ‘
mistakes

The National Academy of Sciences’ finding that more
Americans die from medical mistakes than from breast can- =
cer, highway accidents or AIDS leaves a person too fright-
ened to get sick.

The report says medical errors in hospitals alone kill
44,000 to 98,000 people a year. That's comparable to hav-
ing three jets filled with passengers crash every two days,
says Dr. Lucian Leape of Harvard, a co-author of the report
Those stunning rates of medical errors — resulting in
deaths, permanent disability and unnecessary suffering —
are unacceptable in a profession that promises first to “do
no harm.”

The problem, says the report, is that “health care is a
decade or more behind other high-risk industries in its
attention to ensuring basic safety.”

The report says that most medical mistakes stem from
basic flaws in the way hospitals, clinics and pharmacies
work. The No. 1 cause of medical mistakes is not incompe-
tence, but confusion. That’s of no comfort to the family
who has lost someone due to a medical error, but it points
toward corrective measures. :

The report recommends the establishment of a Center for
Patient Safety within the Department of Health and Human
Services to collect and distribute information about medical |
errors and error-prevention systems. It also recommends
that Congress require all health care providers to report
mistakes that cause serious injury or death. Only 20 states
do so now.

President Bill Clinton picked up on the report immedi-
ately. Recently, he ordered federal agencies that provide or
finance health care to take steps to reduce medical errors.
Pharmacists, for example, will be required to take more pre-
cautions to avoid dispensing the wrong drugs. Hospitals
will be encouraged to investigate errors that cause serious
injury or death and to report their findings to state health
agencies.

The new federal standards would apply to all health care
providers under direct federal control, but Clinton hopes it
will serve as an example for the rest of the industry. The
federal government has immense leverage over the health
~ care industry because it buys or subsidizes large amounts of
_ health care and regulates hospitals, nursing homes and other
- health care providers.
~ The American Hospital Administration already says it is
sending a list of error-reduction techniques to each of its
5,000 hospitals.

Clinton has the authority to make some changes unilater-
ally, but he will need Congress’ help to complete all of the
academy’s recommendations, Congress is loath to createa =~
new federal agency. But this is the kind of national problem =
where a federal response can be most effective.

The Center for Patient Safety eventually would cost
about $100 million a year.

But, if it met its goal of saving half of the lives now lost
to medical mistakes, it would save about 50,000 lives a
year, at a cost of roughly $2,000 a life.

Who could argue that is not worthwhile?

A Christmas Gift for children

In a world where even two-year-olds are targeted
by television commercials, and all of us are bombard-
ed by unrelenting pressure to buy more stuff, it is easy
to start believing thal we're not good parents or
grandparents if this vear's pile of gifts is not the
fargest ever.

We keep hearing and reading that the ‘economy is
booming, so why don’t we feel more confident about
what we're giving our own children and all of
Kentucky’s children? Are these the gifts that should
really matter? Just what is it we should be giving our
children and all the children of Kentucky?

As we hurry to finish our Christmas shopping,
these sobering statistics keep nagging at us: 25 per-
cent of Kentucky's children still live in poverty, and
the numbers of families headed by a single parent
continue to rise;, both in Kentucky and the United
States, to 25 percent and 27 percent, respectively.

I don’t question at all that most parents love their
children. Many work long hours and more than one
job to provide for them; they worry about their
schools and their friends, They spend too much and
go into debt to buy their children what they .tell us
they want for Christmas.

Are we, perhaps, (oo concerned about giving them
what they want and not concerned enough about giv-
ing them what they need?

What should we give our children for Christmas?
What do they need?

In this season of love, it is almost too glib to say
that children need love, but maybe that's because our
definition of love is often too simple. The fellowing is
my definition to an expanded version of love. It is
also my Christmas wish list for all of Kentucky’s chil-
dren.

= Kentucky's children need warmth and caring.
They need someone who listens to them every day
and is ready with a hug and a kind word; they need
love that is unconditional. Some of the best examples
of warmth and caring come from Kentucky’s foster
parents, who love their children even when their
behaviors are less than lovable, All children need that
kind of love in order to thrive.

* Children need discipline. Discipline is not
achieved by enacting more punitive laws for youth,
and it is much more than punishment for wrongdoing.
Discipline is learning to control one’s own behavior,

with a final goal of becoming a self-disciplined per-
son. Regular bedtime and study time, limits on TV
and responsibility for household chores are all part of
becoming disciplined. Children learn discipline best
from someone who genuinely cares. Our residential
youth counselors have great empathy for the child
who has.been sexually abused, but she still must do
her daily chores.

* Children need encouragement, as we all do, on a
daily ‘basis. They also need our support to try new
things—from different foods to different friends.
School failure is particularly difficult for children,
and it is likely that many school dropouts could be
prevented by sufficient encouragement. What if, in
the New Year, our schools would resolve to ensure
that every dropout received a visit from someone who
simply encouraged them to return?

+ Decision making, and the responsibility that goes
with those choices, are necessary for children’s
healthy growth and development. After only two
weeks in the fourth-grade band, I wanted to quit. My
mother said, “You begged to play the cornet, and we
bought you a cornet. Now, you are going to play the
cornet.” After giving me the choice I wanted, my
mother used that to give me what 1 needed-account-
ability for my own decision.

* Finally, all children need high expectations.
Raising school standards is not the complete answer
to higher test scores, but on balance with the other
four ingredients previously outlined, it is a critical
part of the answer. Here at Buckhorn, we fully expect
that the most severely abused child can and will over-
come the pain of his or her past and become a pro-
ductive citizen.

Many of us find it natural to give these gifts to the
children that we call “ours,” but what about all of
God’s children? What of Kentucky's hungry children,
what of those being cared for in children’s homes, and
what of those who will spend this Christmas Day in
detention or in a juvenile facility?

Aren’t they all “our” children, too?

I believe they are; and that we have an opportuni-
ty, and an obligation, to see that all of our children are
taught, through example, that the best gifts in life are
not wrapped in boxes. Rather, the best gifts are
wrapped in a kind of love that includes all five of the
ingredients above.

They were ladies and gen-
tlemen that truly cared about what was
going on in the lives of the others around
them. This was something I rarely did.

Although keeping up with these
brothers and sisters of Appalachia has
not been easy, I have done it in a sense.
These Appalachian neighbors taught me
about the true concerns of life.

I still may seem to be aloof to some,
but I am not what [ used to be. I have
graduated from the school of
Appalachia.

I can go to any city and be easily rec-
ognized as from eastern Kentucky
because I have finally accepted my peo-
ple’s natural dialect. This was something
I worked hard to hide when I was
younger. Because, while I didn’t like the
way Appalachian people were scorned
and disdained by the world. I didn’t want
to be one either.
