City benefits from 
May fa ily gene osity

The City of Prestonsburg was 
the recipient last month ol untold 
acres of land for the Prestonsburg 
Economic and Recreation Project. 
often called Mountaintop Project. 

The six parcels of land were 
deeded to the city by the David May 
family on Dec. 21 and 23. The 
value of four of the parcel<; totals 
$740,000. according lO the deeds 
recorded at the Floyd County 
Courthouse. Two of the parcels 
were offered in exchange for lots in 
the planned residential section of 
the project. 

One tract. valued at $126.000. 
was donated outright b) Davu.i and 

Lois May of Prestonsburg. The cou­
ple also deedell a second tract in 
exchange for Lots 43. 44. 47 and 48 
rn the proposed Crestwood subdivi­
sion in the recreational, residential 
anJ industrial complex. which is 
now under construction on the 
north end of town at Spradlin 
Branch. 

David and Lois May and their 
son, D. Frank May li and his wife, 
Cheryl. also gave the city a parcel 
valued at $375,000. along with a 
second parcel in exchange for Lot 
30 in the subdivision. 

Two other tracts were deeded to 
the city by M & M Enterprises, 
which. according to Prestonsburg 
Mayor JetTy Fannin, is owned by 
the.: Mays.

A Prestonsburg attorney yester­
day filed suit in federal court on 
behalf of former county employees 
in Knott and Pike counties who 
were allegedly lired by new county 
administrations. 

Ned Pillersllorf. who is no 
stranger to federal cml rights suits, 
is representing seven former 
employees of Knott County and 
tive former Pike County employ­
ees. including the husband of the 
former Pike judge-executive. 
Donna Damron. 

and the fiscal courts of each county. 
The Knott County plaintiffs are 

asking for $7 million and the Pike 
plainJrrs for $5 million, as well as 
reinstatement to their former jobs.

Johnson County 
inmate dies in 
Floyd County jail

A Paintsville man, who wa'> lodged 
in t.he Floyd County Detention Center 
facing 300 years in prison, died of a 
heart attack early Thursday. 

Jack Barnes. who was awaiting 
sentence ior sexual abuse. sodomy. 
and rape charges committed in 
Johnson County. was pronounced 
dead at 12:36 yesterday morning. 

The crimes were committed 
between June and August in 1986. 

According to Jailer Roger Webb, 
an inmate told detention center per­
sonnel that Barnes was sick and need­
ed assistance. Barnes was checked 
and found• to have a blood pressure 
reading of 169/10 l. 

Prestonsburg Rescue Squad 6 
answered t.he emergency call and per· 

formed CPR on Bames. The rescue 
squad then transported Barnes to 
Highlands Regional Medical Center 
where he was pronounced dead. 

Barnes had been transferred from 
the correctional center in West Liberty 
to Prestonsburg, where he was given a 
new trial last fall He had been in the 
local detention center since April 24, 
1997. He was sentenced to the 300 
years on November 16, I 998. 

According to Webb, Barnes had a 
close bond wit.h other inmates, some· 
times helping them with legal matters. 
Webb spoke to the inmates yesterday 
morning and explain~ his death. 

"We did all we could," said Webb. 
referring to t.he treatment that Barnes 
received. Paramedics told Webb t.hat 
t.he detention center personnel and res· 
cue squad did aJJ they could. but "it 
wa~ just his time to go.''

District Judge Eric Hall had 
Linda Salisbury. 38. arrested fol ­
lowing her testimony in a pretrial 
hearing in which her husband, 
Randy Salisbury, was accused of 
assaulting her sister. 

The woman was later released 
on a surety bond. 

Linda Salisbury's testimony fol­
lowed much the same as that of two 
other defense witnesses. All three 
testified that Mary Elizabeth 
Kilburn of Allen, who brought t.he 

charge against Randy Salisbury, 
was drinking and fell on a chair. 
They said Randy Salisbury tried to 
help his sister-in-Jaw, not hurl her. 

Assistant County Attorney 
Jimm,; Marcum, howevCJ, ')ue~­
tioned Linda Salisbury concerning 
instances of domestic violence 
bet ween her and her husband. The 
woman denied any such instances: 

Marcum persisted, asking her if 
she had called police and asked for 
an emergency protective order at 
one time. She denied the alleged 
occurrence. 

Marcum asked for a recess in the 
hearing and tben came back with an 
apparent copy of t.he order.

State Auditor Ed Hatchett Jr. has 
released the latest audit of the Floyd 
County Sheriff's Oflicc. covering 
the 1997 tax settlement and unmined 
coal taxes settlement for 1994. 1995 
and 1996. 

Inc auditor apparently found no 
fault with the accounting procedures 
and outcome, but he did issue two 
recommendations. 

One recommendation was to 
''eliminate .111 priur-)ear deficits." 
'The repon Indicates deficits accru­
ing from I 989 to I 993 in the total 
amount of $30,600. 

Paul llunt fhompson. whose 
tenure as sheriff is covered in the 
repon, pointed out that progress has 
been made in rcducrng the deficit 
The audit '\tatement verifies that the 

deficit now is around $I 0.000. 
The report also recommends that 

the sheriff obtain a county revenue 
bond. Thompson said he had asked 
the previous fiscal court to cover the 
bond. but he received no response. 

ln a fiscal court meeting earlier 
this month. Thompson, now t.he 
judge-executive, pushed for 
approval of a $100,00 bond for John 
K. Blackburn. his successor ao; sher­
iff. 

The state auditor's office recom­
mends a $5 million bond, but 
Thompson said the cost of such a 
high bond was excessive. He said, 
based on his experience, the lower 
bond is sufficient. 

The audit report indicates no 
''material weaknesses" were found 
in the internal control of the 
finances.

We're about to experience a rarity. the fabled "once in 

a blue moon" folderol. 
But. well, the moon isn't really blue. Nor does the 

usage come about because January has two full moons. 
although that's part of the mystique. 

The phra<>e "once in a blue moon'' - meaning a long 
time - probably refers, scientists tell us, to those times 
when particles cloud the moon, as well as the sun, be­
cause of vast forest fires or volcanic ash. Thankfully, not 
a common occurrence. 

The moon rarity that is upon us is the fact that this 
year we're experienc-

ing a January with two 0 n c e 
full moons, a February 

• Ill 
with no full moon, fol­
lowed by a March with 
two full moons. a blue 

Because of our im­
perfect calendar, this 
full-moon pattern for 
these three months can-

moon 
not occur less than 19 years apart, and this year's occur­
rence is only the fourth such in this century. The last time 
it happened, in fact wa-; 1961. 

That's 38 years- and that probably qualifies as once 
in a blue moon. 

••• 
As we enter February, the shortest and potentially the 

most dynamic month, we might hope that we do not see 
a repeat of the February of a century ago. 1899. on the 
lip of the last century turn. 

According to weather records, an Arctic blast entered 
the country. lowering temperatures to minus 61 in Mon­
tana and - get this - minus 6 in El Paso. Texas. (Get 
out a map if you want to see just how far south that city 
is.) 

New Orleans that February of long ago recorded a 
temperature of 6.8 degrees. Mobile, Ala, minus I, and 
Tallahassee, Fla., minus 2. 

Washington. DC, on the morning of February 15, 
1899. saw temperature~ at minus 15. But that wasn't all. 
A blizzard on the east coast left 34 inches of snow in the 
nation's capital. Cape May, New Jersey, just a little piece 
on up the coast, was deep under 41 inches. 

Around the same time, the west coast was having a 
heat wave. San Francisco, which generally has a rather 
cool-ish climate all year long, recorded 80 degrees on 
February 18, 1899. 

Here, we go again, just like Mark Twain said. talking 
about the weather and doing nothing about it. 

Enjoy the full moon and the mild weather. - Pam

EVEN CONGRESS GETS RODNEY 

DANGERFIELD TREATMENT FROM USPS 
Editor: 
How big is the Postal Service monopoly on first 

class mail? 
Consider that when the first class stamp increa-.ed 

a penny to 33-cents, that means another billion dol­
lars in annual revenue to the Postal Service. 

The captive customers have no place to go. It is 
illegal to mail a regular letter any other way than via 
first clao.;s mail. 

You may not li.now that. but Po:.tal Service exec­
utives sure do and they are milking if for all it's 
worth. 

Worst of all. our current system of oversight of 
the country's largest monopoly allows the Postal 
Service to run roughshod and continue driving up 
first class revenue when there is absolutely no need. 

You know something is wrong when Congress 
voted 393-12 to demand no increase in first class 
stamps but the Postal Service Board of Govemors 
ignores them and appro\es the increase anyway. 

Our representathes were reacting to a litany of 
events that cast a glaring spotlight on the Postal Ser­
vice's gluttonous appetite for our monl!y despite four 
years of record profits and an appalling lack of ac­
countability on current spending. 

Included in the infamous series were: 
• Millions of dollars spent on advertising for the 

first class mail monopoly. 
• More marketing dollars spent sponsoring a hike 

team in the Tour de France with a mostly European 
audience. 

• More than $5 billion in profit 0\ er four years for 
the "break even'' USPS. 

• A cheating scandal that showed how easy it is 
for postal employees to distort the new delivery test 
that alleges delivery rates are improving. 

• An elegant retirement party for Postmaster Gen­
eral Marvin Runyon at spectacular Union Station 
with a final tab of more than $124,000. with the 
check picked up by postal customers. 

And like an agency in search of 12-step program. 
the Postal Service just can't seem to stop itself. 

Since the Govemors approved the hike. the Gen­
eral Accounting Office hal> reported he Postal Ser­
vice lost almost $85 million on new products that 
have nothing to do with delivering the mail and-de­
spite this record-900 postal executives received 
year-end bonuses that averaged $10.400! 

Congress needs to stop playing the fool and grab 
this out-of-control bull by the horns. 

First, final authority on first class mail rates must 
be given to the independent Postal Rate Commission 
(PRC). The Postal Service acts with such impunity 
because it not only has a huge monopoly on first 
class mail. it also is the final authority on what to 
charge 1 

Second, the PRC must be given subpoena power 
to get the infonnation it needs out of an uncoopem­
ti\e Postal Service. 

Given these big clubs to wield. the PRC could 
bring the now foreign concept of accountability 
down on the Postal Service and force the agency to 
make the on-time delivery of first etas~ mail its top 
priority. 

Last year, the Postal Service showed Congress 
the kind of respect most people reserve for Rodney 
Dangerfield. This year Congress can. and should. 
change the rules. 

Then we would finally be on the way to a mo­
nopoly that is first class.

APPALACHIAN INDUSTRY STUCK IN 30-YEAR RUT

If you work at a manufacturing plant in Ap 
palachia. you probably earn 15 percent less than if 
you worked in the same industry outside the region. 

Call it the mountain·empiO) mcnt premium. Not 
only are there fewer jobs and tougher living condi­
tions for those in Appalachia. hut. for good measure. 
mountain workers cum less. too. It 's bad all the way 
around. 

Americans like to lhink things arc ah\ ay!. im­
proving, getting bcucr. We believe in progrc~s. that 
tomorrow will always be better than today. In Ap­
palachia, however, the shape of the manufacturing 
economy today is remarkably unchanged from the 
way it wa!'t in the early 1960s. Mountain manufac­
turing is as far behind the rest of the country today 
as it wa!'t 30 years ago. 

Most of the effort to develop Appalachia has been 
aimed at building a manufacturing base. States and 
counties recruit plants to Appalachia and "hen one 
arrives, the new facility is proclaimed the beginning 
of an economic renaissance. 

But do things really change'? Has the strategy 
worked, or has all the economic development activ­
ity in Appalachia merel) been a prolonged effort at 
treading water? 

Well, the answer is the region has bl!en doing a 
30-year dog paddle. Appalachia's manufacturing 
base by the early 1990s looked remarkably like it did 
in the early 1960s. Manufacturing in the mountains 
paid less than in the re!'ot of the country and the plants 
themselves were unproductive. That was true in the 
early 1960~: it was still true 30 years later. 

J. Bradford Jensen, an economic researcher at 
Carnegie Mellon University surveyed the "birth and

death of manufactuting plants" in 
Appalachia from 1963 ro 1992. 
This is what he found: 

• Manufacturing plants in 
Appalachia "pay lower wages and 
are less productive than plants in 
the same industry elsewhere in the 
US." 

New plants moving to 
Appalachia were ·'concentrated in 
lower wage and lower productivity 
industries (for instance, textiles and 
apparel)." 

Wages are lower at 
AppaJachian manufacturing plants 
than in the rest of the country. even 
within the same mdustry. 

"In some sense," Jensen con­
cluded, "(Appalachia) is ending up 
in the same place it started." Sure. 
wages are up from 1963, but moun­
tain workers stilJ make 10 to 15 per~ 
cent less than similar workers else­
where in the country. 

Moreover, the new manufactur­
ing jobs coming into the region arc 
a Jot I ike those that came to 
Appalachia 30 years ago. The new 
industries coming to the mountams 
have "tended to reinforce the 
Region's existing low wage, low 

~ productivity manufacturing base.'' 
Jensen wrote. 

I realize it's poor sportsmanship 

in the world of economic develop­
ment to look back. to see whether 
the promise of the new plant or 
freshly seeded industnal park has 
fuJfiJled its promise. Tbe press is 
expected to be breathlessly support­
ive of the latest job announcement. 
We coo headlines about ·'jobs creat­
ed." but are never expected to ask 
whether aJl the activity and ribbon 
cuttings ever make a real difference 
in wages. 

When the new plant grows old 
and closes. newspapers write about 
how sad the Christmas season can 
be when there are no jobs. Then we 
quote a local community father 
talking with great promise about a 
new industry that just might come 
to town. The cycle starts again and 
around we go 

Towns all over Eastern 
Kentucky are making room for 
industry. They are buying and level­
ing land. Millions of dollars will be 
spent trying to de\elop a manufac­
turing econom}. There's hope, the 
promise of something fresh. 

Kentucky plunges ahead witl1 a 
strategy for Appalachian develop­
ment that has left the region, after 
30 years, "in the same place that it 
started." There can be hope in this 
only where there's no memory.

Subjects 
include probability, statistics, linear 
algebra. and polynomials. 

Students win prizes such as cer­
tificates, Lroph1es, scholarships, and 
tnps. At the state competition, four 
students will each win a full-tuition 
scholarshtp to either the University 
of Kentucky or the University of 
Louisville. Plus, the four students 
and a team coach \.\ill receive an 
expenses-paid tnp to Washmgton. 
D C., in May to compete in the 
MATHCOUNTS national finals. 
The national competition will be 
held on May 14. 

There are about 7,000 schools 
and 35,000 students participating in 

MATHCOUNTS nationwide this 
year. The Kentucky Society of 
Professional Engineers. with finan­
cial suppon from a host of spon­
sors, aims to improve student mter· 
est and ability in mathematics. 
Professional engineers target 7th 
and 8th graders, because they are at 
a crucial stage in sustaining and 
developing math skills and interest.

Public Child Welfare Program 
A new Public Child Welfare 

Certification Program will offer 
improved training for Morehead 
State University social work stu­
dents who wish to work with chil­
dren and families m the 
Commonwealth. 

MSU collaborated with six other 
Kentucky universities to develop 
the program in cooperation w1th 
state government. "Viola Miller, 
secretary of the Cabinet for 
Families and Children, wanted a 
statewide program to tram soctal 
workers to be certified in child pro· 
tection," said Dr. JudJth Stafford, 
coordmator of MSU's undergradu­
ate social work program. 

''Undergraduate soc1al work pro­
grams have to train students in gen­
eralist practice skills, thus making it 
uifficult to provide the specifics in 
risk management and crisis inter-

vention that are needed for intro­
ductory level community-based 
social workers in child protection," 
Dr. Stafford said. "With the creation 
of the Public Child Welfare 
Certification Program, state agen­
cies will have employees who arc 
better tramed and more skilled 
when they an.: hired, as opposed to 
the agencies initially having to 
spend six months training them. 

Morehead State w1ll begm offer­
ing the new program this fall. 
AdmtssiOn will be compet1t1ve w1th 
a fi,e-student cap, according to Dr. 
Stafford. To be eligible, a student 
must be a full-time JUnior or senior 
enrolled in the Bachelor of Soc1al 
Work degree program with an over­
all minimum grade point average of 
2.5 and at least a 3.0 grade potnt 
average in any social work courses. 

Students who are selected to par-

ticipate will receive full tuition for 
up to four semesters and will 
receive a $1,300 per semester 
stipend for books, hving expenses 
and travel related to the program. 

Upon completion of the PCWC 
Program, students will be given pri­
ority for employment with the 
Cabinet for Families and Children. 
They will be expected to accept a 
position with the Department of 
Social Services within. six months 
of certification and remain 
employed there for two years. "The 
program is a collaboration between 
employers and universities to train 
students so that they will be ade­
quately prepared to begin work as 
community-based social workers," 
Dr. Stafford said.
