* Fiscal Court endorses water farming project

Agriculture in these thick hills
has historically been limited to a
few lopsided cattle, free-ranging
hogs and chickens, and a patch of
tobacco. Gardens on narrow val-
leys, hemmed in by hills and
streams, have served to feed indi-
vidual families, but have been
insufficient for selling the produce
at market,

That could change if a program
sponsored by — of all things —
the Floyd County Fiscal Court
proves successful.

Think of raising fish, instead of
two- and four-legged critters, in
large tanks of water. Think of rais-
ing vegetables, not on tilled flat-
land, but in troughs of wastewater

left by the fish.

Stop laughing. It's already
being done in a school in
Tennessee, and the county is look-
ing to duplicate and build upon
that effort with the thought that
one day Floyd County farmers can
supply fish and vegetables to the
new federal prison in Martin
County and other facilities.

*We don’t have a product we
can market 12 months a year,” said
Eddie Patton, administrative assis-
tant to Judge-Executive Paul Hunt
Thompson and author of applica-
tions for funding to the Kentucky
Department of Agriculture and
Appalachian Regional
Commission.

“We needed products we could
market to the prison,” Patton said.

Killed by truck

A Martin man died Monday
after being hit by a truck on KY
80.

Henry D. Napier 111, 35, was
struck and killed by a tractor trail-
er truck driven by Walter T. Duty
of Wittensville in Johnson County.

The adjutant said members of
the DAV cannot solicit funds with-
out prior approval of the state and
national headquarters. When DAV
members conduct roadblocks, they
must first have approval of the
state and pational commanders, he
said. During the roadblocks, the
members wear a cap that identifies
their membership in the DAV.
Members also hand out paper pop-

However, the project will also
affect potential businesspersons.
The aim is to train adults in this
method of farming and help them
establish their own aquaponics
operation.

The goal, according 1o Patton, is
for the aquaponics operation 10 pro-
duce about 4,000 pounds of Tilapia
fish a year. (Tilapia, described as a
mild-tasting, freshwater fish, is sold
locally in Food City’s fresh fish sec-
tion for about $2.99 a pound.)

Using a process sometimes also
called hydroponics, vegetables can
be grown in the water recycled from
the fish production. At the national

demonstration site for this type of

farming in  Mountain  City,
Tennessee, Patton observed the
growth of tomatoes, Bibb lettuce
and seedless cucumbers.

Students, who operate the
school-baséd project in Tennessee,

say they harvest 20 to 80 pounds of

tomatoes per week on plants that
produce for a year or more. These
and the other vegetables are used by
the school or sold to local restau-

The Floyd County Conservation
District, in addition to providing an
enthusiastic approval, 1s contribut-
ing $5,000.

The Johnson County
Cooperative Extension Service has
agreed o help with training partici-
pants in aguaculture.

The business end of the project
will have input from Morehead
State University's Small Business
Center, Prestonsburg Community

College’'s Rural Community
College Initiative, Big Sandy Area
Development District’s Revolving
Loan Program and the East
Kentucky Corporation. The Big
Sandy Resource Conservation and
Development Area has also pledged
support.

New Century Aquaponics, as the
project is called, is not cheap. Cost
of the start-up is estimated at
$223,472. The county has pledged
$71,000. It is asking the state
Department of Agriculture for more
than $106,000 and the Appalachian
Regional Commission for more
than $45,000.

Patton said he hopes 1o garner
the funding and get the project
underway by next January —
hence, the name New Century.

The fiscal court unanimously
voted its approval for the project at
its meeting last Friday.

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Physics workshop held for teachers

Funded by a state grant, in col-
laboration with the Appalachian
Rural Systemic Initiative and the
University of Kentucky, a week-
long physics workshop for area
teachers took place this past week.

High school and grade school
teachers from Floyd and surround-
ing counties gathered at Allen
Central High School to take part in

the workshop and extend their con-
tent knowledge in physics.

Teaching the workshop were Joe
Stratley and Sally Kovash, both
with the UK Department of Physics
and Astronomy. According (o
Stratley, this program got its start
five years ago and he's instructed
about 500 teachers since that time.
He says the idea of the workshop is
to “flood Kentucky with our materi-
als.”

They are achieving this goal,

holding sessions in  various
Kentucky counties throughout the
summer. In these sessions, teachers
take on the role of a student, sitting
ar desks and listening as eoncepts
are explained to them., Then, the
“students’ are given a project, such
as making a thermometer or exam-
ining light refraction.

Each teacher received a box of
equipment, with items such as light
sockets,  prisms,  magnifying
beakers and homemade thermome-

Seniors find new avenue
for property tax relief

While politicians and home-
owners alike clamor to identify
ways in which the 1ssue of proper-
ly taxes can be resolved, many
homeowners have discovered the
only solution they will ever need.
The solution comes in the form of
the FHA program for reverse mort-
gages.

The program allows homeown-
ers 62 years of age and older to
draw income from their home
equity without requiring repay-
ments for as long as they occupy
the home.

the reverse mortgage line of credit
will actually inecrease in value by
about 7 percent per year. As long
as a participant has an available
line of credit, the account will con-
tinue to grow.

By providing the homeowner
with another source of income
which they can use to satisfy their
property tax requirements, partici-
pants are able to use their fixed
income for living expenses and do
not have to worry about setting
aside money every month (o meel
the property tax needs, This trans-
lates into extra income to use for
the process of living.

Although this program has been
very popular nationally, many eli-
gible participants still do not real-
ize that this alternative is available
to them. The majority of those who
are secking this program so far
have indicated that paying proper-
ly taxes each year is a major con-
sideration in their decision to look
into the program.

The concern which many
seniors have is that they will not be
put in a position where they musl
choose between living the quality
of life that they are used to by sell-
ing the home or lower their quality
of life and remain in the home,
This is a choice that most older
homeowners simply do not want to
make.

With the reverse mortgage pro-
gram the participants are able to
make their property tax payments

OUT OF THE SEWERS

For once, it’s a compliment to say the Floyd
County Fiscal Court has its mind in the sewer
— Or on sewage, you might say.

Judge-Executive Paul Hunt Thompson and
Commissioners Gerald DeRossett, Larry
Foster Stumbo and Ermal Tackett are due a
round of applause and a few hip-hip-hoorays.
Last Friday, they took the first step toward cor-
recting a long-term pattern that has resulted in
the virtual death of streams and rivers in this
area.

In addition to dumping our tangible trash —
diapers, plastic jugs, tires, appliances, etc. — in
our once-pristine waters, we have been for
decades dumping our body wastes in the near-
est branches and ditches. It was the curse that
came with indoor plumbing — the exit pipes
had to go somewhere.

In some cases, the money went only so far as
installing the bathroom and ran out before a
septic tank could be added. In some cases, a
septic system would not work on a rocky hill-
side. Unfortunately, in far more cases than was
necessary, straight pipes were simply quick and
cheap, put in by thoughtless people who could
afford to do better and chose not to.

Following the goal of getting public water
and sewer to every corner of the county, the fis-
cal court is requiring residents to connect their
household waste lines to the public sewer sys-
tem as it becomes available. The only excep-
tion is for residents who have been responsible
enough to have invested quite recently in new
septic systems.

This is as it should be. Polluting should not
be an option.

Mother Nature is a clever wench — and for-
giving, as well. Remove the sources of pollu-
tion and she will restore the waterways and the
soiled earth.

Blessings on the fiscal court for doing the
right thing.

Hospital staff ‘remains

hopeful’ about agreement

Editor:

Highlands Regional Medical Center is committed to serving the com-
munity with quality health care services and is working toward the best
interests of all its 400-plus employees.

When Highlands continues negotiations with SEIU District 1199 on July
W29 to arrive at a collective bargaining agreement, it is doing so with the best
interests of Highlands employees in mind and not the “out of town” union
representatives from Columbus, Ohio.

The union has said it wants a reasonable wage and benefit contract.
Historically. Highlands has provided all its employees with one of the best
benefits packages, covering employee health care and wages, of any hospi-
tal in the state. To provide quality health care, you need a staff of well-
trained medical professionals.

Highlands wanted its staff to be well-trained, and many years ago began
offering a tuition reimbursement program to its employees for advanced
nursing degrees, technical programs, medical school and various other edu-
cation programs. Numerous employees, including myself, have taken
advantage of the tuition reimbursement program.

Simply put. Highlands provided these employees with jobs and paid for
L) part of their education. The medical center believes this program was a ben-
efit to the employee and helped the medical center in its mission to provide
quality health care to the community.

Other existing employee benefits include flexible vacation time, up to
four weeks per year after 10 years of service and an average wage of $10
per hour to non-salaried employees. The medical center considers these to
be good employee benefits, *

Highlands has presented a reasonable wage and benefits package to the
union based on the projected finances of the medical center, reflecting the
negative impact of the 1997 Balanced Budget Act cuts in Medicare and
Medicaid reimbursements, which represent almost 70 percent of the med-
ical center's income. The medical center, like any other business, must oper-
ate within its income margins to retain financial integrity.

Highlands' negotiating team members and attorney have never walked

® out of a session. | know — I was there. Highlands is willing to continue the

negotiations for as long as it takes to arrive at a reasonable contract that is
in the best interests of both sides. Highlands does not want the union to call
a strike which could ultimately force the medical center to close. No one
benefits from a strike.

Highlands remains hopeful that both sides can arrive at an agreement,
Likewise, Highlands must protect its employees, patients, and physical
assets and, therefore, has in place a strike plan should the union leadership
in Columbus foree a strike.

The medical center has brought in a trained professional defense and
security team, has video-recorded the property, equipment and campus, and
fully intends to prosecute anyone causing damage to them.

I am & lifelong resident of eastern Kentucky and have been employed at
3 Highlands for the last 22 years. 1 worked through the last strike and sin-
cerely hope both sides can come (o a reasonable agreement and avoid a
work stoppage. It is unfortunate that in an area so in need of good jobs a sit-
uation such as this could occur,

Even more unfortunate is that a provider of vitally needed health care
services could be forced to close by people who do not live in this area, or
in this state, and who have greater concerns for their union bank accounts
than for the health and well-being of the people in Floyd, Johnson, Martin
and Magoffin counties.

People from eastern Kentucky or those who have chosen to live and
work here try hard to improve services in our area and hope that the future
will bring continued growth and improvement in health care services, jobs
and education.

I believe that Highlands' employees are its greatest asset. And each of
these employees receives a paycheck every two weeks, drawn on a local
bank. and signed by Highlands CEO — all local-—and all contributing to
w the economy of our area.

On the stub of each of Highlands’ union employees’ paychecks is a debit
for dues paid to the union. This money is sent directly to a union bank
account in Columbus, Ohio. The individuals who receive monthly checks
from the union bank account sit on the union leadership team and guide
Highlands' union employees in their negotiations.

Highlands’ negotiating team is made up of myself, three other Highlands
employees and the medical center’s labor attorney. Highlands believes the
union leadership team should be made up entirely of Highlands employees
and an attorney of their choice. Highlands believes that all Highlands
employees are capable of speaking for and representing themselves,

This is one of the underlying reasons Highlands appealed the NLRB
decision on the registered nurses. The medical center continues to believe
that the majority of registered nurses do not want union representation and
wants its position to be reviewed in federal court. If the court decision is in
favor of the union, the medical center will then negotiate in good faith.
®  For now, the RN issue is not and should not be a negotiating issue, The
medical center wants to address the real issues, arrive at a reasonable con-
tract for both sides, and avoid an unnecessary strike.

Guidelines for the treatment of insect allergy

New guidelines have been
established for the treatment of
insect sting allergy, a potentially
life-threatening medical condition
that affects more than two million
Americans every summer,

These official practice parame-
ters were prepared by a joint task
force of internationally recognized
allergy experts chaired by John
Moeffitt, M.D., professor of pedi-
atrics at the University of
Mississippi.

They are designed to provide
physicians with a better under-
standing of insect allergy so that
evaluation and treatment can be
appropriately delivered to each
patient.

This scientifically-based, stan-
dardized protocol was published in
the May issue of the “Journal of
Allergy and Clinical
Immunology” and offers the lol—
lowing recommendations:

¢ Patients who have had an
alarming reaction to an insect
sting should see their doctor. If the
physician determines that the reac-
tion was allergic in nature (affect-
ing areas of the body other than
the sting site), the patient should

be provided with a self-injectable
epinephrine device, educated on
avoiding insect stings and referred
on to an allergist for further evalu-
ation, '

* The allergist must then deter-
mine; using the criteria set forth in
these guidelines, if the patient is a
candidate for venom immunother-
apy, a vaccination program that
prevents future allergic reactions
in sting-sensitive patients 97 per-
cent of the time.

« If the patient fits the criteria
for immunotherapy, then certain
diagnostic skin tests should be
performed.

+ If the test results are positive,
then immunotherapy should be
recommended. The patient must
be fully informed of the potential
risks and benefits relating to this
procedure before undergoing treat-
ment,

* Guidelines for the discontinu-
ation of venom immunotherapy
are evolving. It is generally greed
that 3-5 years is adequate for most
patients. This decision should still
be made on an individual basis.

Without medical intervention,
insect sting allergic individuals

within the deed’s written parame-
ters, the Johnsons said.

The couple contends the mining
operation had maintained the road
for years before the county began to
maintain it. John Johnson had
cleaned the ditch for many years,
but this year he decided to buy
some goats to help keep the grass
mowed. He put up the fence to pre-
vent the goats from escaping.

According to Mike Jarrell, in
charge of county roads, the county
“does not have a set ordinance on
how close you can put a fence” to
the road. “If the road has been taken
over in the last two years the coun-
ty would like to maintain 14 feet,
meaning seven feel from the middle
of the black top™ Jarrell said.

“We couldn't get a grader
through to keep the ditch clean,”
said Commissioner Derossett. The
fence was built in such a way that

the county couldn’t maintain the
ditch line, according to Jarrell,

The Johnsons do not know when
the county officially took over their
road, but the complaint came about
a month after John put up the fence.
Just up the road, many other fences
in the same neighborhood are as
close to the road as theirs was.

Although John Johnson thinks
he is being discriminated against,
he did move his fence back away
from the road to avoid conflict with
the county. “If they correct the
problem the charges will be
dropped” said Jimmy Marcum,
deputy Floyd County Attorney.

Derossett agreed “If he moved
the fence back, the charges will be
let go.”

“The county has taken over the
road,” said Jarrell. “I'll drop the
charges if they have moved (the
fence) past the ditch line.”

an Internet auction months ago still
hasn't been delivered. A newspaper
ad offers “Guaranteed Loans,” but
requires a fee up front. A fabulous
prize offer comes in the mail, but
requires a fee before you can claim
it. A scholarship service promises
easy money for college—as long as
you send in a check,

Sound familiar?

The Federal Trade Commission
says even wary and sophisticated
consumers face a barrage of fraudu-
lent offers every day. The FTC
ought to know: last year, the agency
logged in more than 60,000 com-
plaints from consumers

Now, the FTC is making it easi-
er—and cheaper— for consumers
to report a fraud to the law enforce-
ment agency through a toll-free
Consumer Help Line, 1-877-FTC-
HELP (1-877-382-4357). The line
is staffed by counselors from 9 a.m.
to 8 p.m. Eastern time, Monday
through Friday.

According to Jodie Bernstein,
director of the FTC's Bureau of
® Consumer Protection, the toll-free

number offers consumers a two-fer.
It makes the agency more accessi-
ble 1o consumers who want to
report a fraud, and it makes their

valuable complaint data available to
law enforcement agencies in the
U.S. ‘and Canada. “That’s impor-
tant, because fraud has moved
beyond the front porch to cyber-
space and points in between,”
Bernstein said.

Consumer fraud complaints to
the FTC are entered into a database
that is_available to nearly 200 law
enforcement agencies in the U.S,
and Canada. They use it to spol
fraudulent activily, trends and
wrong-doers—and stop them.

“Through the toll-free Help
Line;, consumers can get helpful
information on the spot,” Bernstein
said. “Obviously, the FTC can't
intervene in individual disputes, but
consumer complaint information is
crucial to the enforcement of con-
sumer protection laws. The infor-
mation that consumers get on a par-
ticular issue also lessens the likeli-
hood that they'll be scammed
again, Education is a powerful con-
sumer protection.”

A more efficient review process
and additional funding from
Congress will permit Social
Security to substann'llly increase @
the number of case reviews of dis-
abled adults and children this year.
Additional reviews are also
required by new legislation requir-
ing children receiving
Supplemental Security income
(SSI), to be reviewed to insure they
meet the more stringent standard of
disability.

The periodic reviews have
always been a part of the Social
Security « disability program. In
recent years they have becomed
more important because changes in
medical technology and vocational
rehabilitation have improved the
chances of people with disabilities
regaining their health or overcom-
ing their disability to work.

During fiscal year 1996, Social
Security reviewed nearly 518,000
cases of people receiving Social
Security or SSI disability benefits
to verify that they’'re still disabled.
This is more than twice the number

Kentucky showing mixed results* rural recipients most successful

A new report on the impact of
welfare reform says Kentucky made
substantial progress in the first two
years of reform, but significant bar-
riers remain, especially in
Kentucky’s Appalachian counties.

The state’s renewed emphasis on
welfare as a short-term bridge to

eself-sufficiency appears to be gain-
ing acceptance, as more recent
recipients show a greater likelihood
of breaking the cycl
welfare and staying off for a year or
more,

The report—prepared by the
University
for Policy Research and Evaluation,
under contract with the Kentucky
Cabinet for Families and
Children—also shows that welfare
recipients in non-Appalachian rural
counties and those in metropolitan
freas are more likely than those in

“the 49 counties of Appalachia to
leave public assistance and find
work.

Kentucky has made important
studies in implementing welfare
reform, the report says, but the high
rate of poverty in the eastern part of
the state presents a serious obstacle.
“This prognosis needs to be moni-
tored carefully and taken into
account as training and economic
development strategies are designed
and implemented,” the report says.

& The findings regarding
Appalachia come as no surprise to
the administration of Gov. Paul
Patton, who in January of the year

Healthy trust
fund means
lower taxes

Kentuckians who apply for
unemployment benefits beginning
®July 5 may have an increase in the
amount of their checks, because of
a positive balance in the state’s
unemployment insurance trust
fund, according to the Cabinet for
Workforce Development,

Eligible Kentuckians who file
new claims beginning July 5, and
qualify for the maximum weekly
benefit will receive $316 a week,
up from the current weekly rate of
$268 a week. Benefits last for up to
26 weeks: but amounts can vary for

windividual applicants,

Employers also will benefit from
the healthy trust fund by continuing
to be taxed at the lowest possible
rate, said Ron Holland. director of
the Department for Employment
Services’ Unemployment Insurance
division.

The maximum benefit is increas-
ing, because the unemployment
insurance trust fund, which totaled
$639 million at the end of 1998,
exceeded the threshold of $518 mil-
lion set in state law. In addition, a
Patton administration initiative that
was passed by the 1998 legislative

gsession reduced unemployment
insurance taxes paid by employers
by $17.5 million per year while
increasing payments to people
drawing benefits by $17.5 million
annually. The Department for
Employment Services will receive
$10 million for the next three years
for technology that will greatly
improve its service to the public.

“As a result of legislation passed
in 1998, employers have the lowest
tax rate ever, Kentuckians have the
highest benefit ever paid and the
trust fund is growing. It's the best
possible scenario,” Holland said.

#&''The trust fund is at $663 million
now and we project that it will con-
tinue to grow.”

More than 80,000 Kentucky
employers pay unemployment
insurance taxes based on their pay-
roll and history of tax and claim
payments. They pay taxes on the
first $8,000 of a worker’s income.
With employees lose their jobs
through no fault of their own, the
tax revenue is used to pay claims,

created the Appalachian Action
Team and appointed Jerry Johnson
to serve as his Special Assistant for
New Appalachian Development.
The governor and Johnson are coor-
dinating the efforts of various cabi-
nets, the Kentucky Appalachian
Commission, the East Kentucky
Corporation, and other organiza-
tions to put together packages of
technology, education and training
to bring jobs to the region.

The Cabinet for Families and
Children already has done, and con-
tinues to do, much to ease the tran-
sition from welfare to work, pour-
ing tens of millions of new dollars
into child-care subsidies for low-
income families, offering help with
transportation to and from work,
making it easier to attend college,
and offering cash incentives for
recipients who finish school or hold
onto their jobs. The Cabinet helps
many would-be welfare recipients
avoid the monthly-check routine
altogether with one-time payments
for car repairs, utilities and other
unexpected expenses. It will even
pay relocation expenses for recipi-
ents who move to take a job.

Incentives also are available for
employers, with the Cabinet paying
the wages and training costs for
companies hiring new employees in
many Eastern Kentucky counties.

Many thousands of people
throughout Kentucky are on their
way to self-sufficiency. The number
of families on welfare statewide has
dropped by nearly half in three
years (from more than 70,000 in
1996 to about 40,000 now). And,
according to the new report, more
than 70 percent of recipients in all
areas of the state report at least
some income from job earnings.

Among the findings in the report
are:

* Appalachian recipients are
more likely to stay on welfare
longer. Of the nearly 15,000
Kentucky families who had
received welfare continuously
between October 1996 and June
1998, more than 53 percent lived in
Appalachian counties. The metro-
politan families comprised 31 per-
cent, and the rural families com-
prised 16 percent. By contrast, less
than 46 percent of the October 1996
welfare population lived in
Appalachia. nearly 34 percent lived
in the metro counties, and 22 per-
cent lived in the rural counties.

* The lowest levels of prior work
experience were found among wel-
fare recipients in Appalachia. The
proportion having no experience
there ranged from 22 percent to 3|
percent, depending on when they
joined the welfare rolls, as com-
pared to 7 percent to 9 percent in
Metro and 14 percent to 15 percent
in Rural.

* People who began receiving
welfare before reform (back when it
was called Aid to Families with
Dependent Children, or AFDC) and
are living in Appalachia are using

up their five-year lifetime eligibility
fastest. The Appalachian region of
this group is showing the slowest
progress, with 67 percent of its
available eligibility already used, as
compared to the Rural region (57
percent) and the Metro region (62
percent).

= People receiving welfare now
are leaving somewhat faster and
staying off longer than those who
began receiving under the AFDC
program. Within the AFDC group
studied, 31 percent have left welfare
and stayed off for at least 12
months, as compared to 39 percent
of those who began getting welfare
in November 1996 and 37 percent
of those who joined in December
1996.

* Earned income for all recipi-
ents averaged $6 per hour during
the first six months of 1998.

Cabinet Secretary Viola Miller
acknowledged that issues raised by
the latest report are sobering, but
they are not new: that high-poverty
areas are less likely to break free of

welfare quickly; that long-term
recipients have a tougher time
reaching self-sufficiency; and that
the first job off welfare is not likely
to pay much.

But she said the savings pro-
duced by falling welfare rolls, along
with a new emphasis on localized
strategies, are giving the Cabinet
more flexibility to fight poverty
over the long term. “We have much
left to do, but we are encouraged by
the results we have seen so far,”
Miller said. “We expect even
stronger results in the future.”

The 75-page report, which com-
bines data previously maintained in
three separate state databases, is just
part of a comprehensive examina-
tion of the impact of welfare
reform, Two earlier reports the uni-
versity did for the Cabinet were
based on telephone interviews with
people who had left the welfare
rolls.

A forthcoming study will track
quality-of-life issues for several
hundred Kentucky welfare families

Fenway Park and baseball all-stars say “thanks” to Teddy Ball Game

Teddy Ball Game is magic in
Boston. Sull,

[ was in Fenway Park last week
for Baseball's last All-Star game of
the century.

To thunderous strummings of
notes conjuring up images of the
movie, Field Of Dreams, the score-
board glttered with words “The
greatest hitter in the history of base-
ball," at the ancient old ballpark
near the Charles River and Boston
U,

Ted Williams was in the house.
The Kid, 81-years-old and a stroke

®survivor. rode a golf cart in from
Fenway's center field around the
left-field warning track on the way
to the pitcher’s mound where he
would try to throw out the first ball
at the 1999 Classic

The capacity crowd roared its
affection for the legend called The
Kid, then Splendid Splinter and
finally Teddy Ball Game. Williams
doffed his cap, a gesture he
adamantly refused during 19 sum-
mers with the Red Sox, even on the
last at-bat on a long-shadowed

‘Oclnhcr day in 1960 when Williams
hit home run No. 521 1o wrap up a
career that produced a .344 lifetime
batting average.

Fenway Park. Glorious and per-
fect, the scene at the rusty and
paint-chipped old yard that will be
gone by 2002. To think. here was
the stage for Ruth and Feller,
Mantle and DiMaggio and ali the
rest.

Before the Millennium’s last all-
star game, actor Kevin Costner
stood at home plate and introduced
players of the century. Among them

Hank Aaron, Willie Mays, Bob
Gibson, Steve. Carlton, Stan
Musial, George Brett, Reggie
Jackson, Warren Spahn, and the list
went on as the sun rode down
behind the left field light standard.
And no applause was more stirring
and heart rending than one extend-
ed to Williams.

Tuesday was a pleasant day in
Boston. An afternoon to stuff one’s
hands into hip pockets and walk
around outside the ancient park and
take in an incredible circus of con-
trasting sights and sounds.

White and black stretch limou-
sines with darkened windows slid
between iron fences manned by
Boston’s finest behind the right
field fence. They were like sleek,
pointy sharks. Silhouetted celebs
climbing out only after a fashion-
able wait for hangers-on 10 open
doors and to draw all eyes. They
wore sunglasses and lots of dan-
gling gold. Smuggies with high-rise
noses living a world apart from the
riff-raff buzzing n the streets
behind the well-copped barricades.

Among the limos, a black van
pulled in, prompting a young
woman to jump and down and
squeal, “It,s Cal!!! It's Cal! Gawd, I
love you, Cal (Ripken Jr.).

Cal 1s so cool!™ The van disap-
peared behind the fence.Yawkey
Way, actually an alley called
Lansdowne Street is the common
man'’s side of the famed left field
wall at Fenway. On game nights
with the likes of righties Mark
McGwire and Sammy Sosa in town,
it is a playground where beered-up
men-who-will-be-boys chase long

balls and beiween innings chant
“The YanKEES The
YanKEES s—-!"

Across the way, back of the first
base-side fence are the hawkers and
hustlers. Hotdogs go for $3.25 and
water is $1.50, and wild-eyed men
walk aimlessly chanting ... got any
extra change, man?” Souvenir
shops bustle; baseball cards in plas-
tic and shirts, caps and jerseys sell
for $35 and up. A five-man troupe
raps to rhythms made on plastic
utility buckets turned upside-down.
Hustlers try to buy tickets to the
game. Face value: $100. Going
price for a seat 15 rows deep in
right field is a grand.

Inside Fenway organ music and
cigar aromas rise above the stadium
buzz. Often called a band box,
Fenway Park 1s in fact a metaphor
for The Game. It's dimensions are
artfully constructed to test not the
brawn of men so much as their
patience and the savvy of strategy
hitters who move runners, and it is
for pitchers who live on the corners.

July's second Tuesday is dedi-
cated to all-stars, of course. Young
colts who wear their hats back-
wards, muscle baseballs into the
heavy night during BP, and talk
macho. But in fact, this all-star
night belonged to Fenway worship-
pers and those who remember or
have listened with sparkled eyes to
the legend of Teddy Ball Game.

The teetering old man with The
Kid still inside him, stepped from
the golf cart. With Ripken and Tony
Gwynn standing beside him, he
took a baseball,

leaned back as if to pitch to

campdign, the team had high expecta-
tions entering the ‘99 season. Instead,
as the schedule begins to get nto the
second half of the season, the team
finds itself in a battle just to remain in
the top-25 in the points chase.

Spencer’s team was one of those
teamns that would be battling each and
every week for a win. Nearly everyone
had the Travis Carter owned Fords
penciled in as being one of the top-ten
teams at the end of the season.

All of this optimism was being
based on the season that the team had
put together the year before. Spencer
‘'was high in the point standings and
headed for'a top-ten finish before he
was forced to sit out races at Michigan
and Bristol following a crash at
Indianapolis. Despite missing the two
races, he still managed a very
respectable 14th place finish and won
$1.7 million for the season.

Spencer now finds himself in 23rd
place in the point standings and hasn’t
really been competitive in many
events, He only has one top-five and a
couple of top-ten finishes to show for
the first 18 events of the season.

The one real stat that really speaks
about the kind of year that Team
Winston has put together lies in the
DNF column. Spencer and company
on five different occasions have had to
waich the end of a race with their car
already loaded on the hauler for the trip
back to the shap.

Just when seemed that the season
couldn’t get any worse, Winston offi-
cials told Carter that they wouldn’t
return as Spencer’s sponsor for the
2000 season. This has left Carter and
Spencer trying to hold together the
pieces of the team while the hunt for
both a sponsor and improvement on
the track continues.

The return trip to Pocono couldn’t
come at a better time for Spencer’s
team. Spencer grew up only a few
miles from Pocono's giant two and a
half mile superspeedway and considers
it his home track. He was able to give
his hometown fans a lot to cheer about
at the first race of the year at Pocono.

He found himself leading last
month’s Pocono 500 with only 15 laps

remaining. It seemed like everything
was going to come together that day for
Team Winston until he slid in some oil
that had been dropped on the track. He
ultimately lost his lead and finished

14th; but it was the best day the team

had put together all season.

The Winston Cup Series is set up
that the second race at any track is usu-
ally at such a diffe;ent time of the year
that what worked in the first race sel-
dom will work during the second race.

The one exception is Pocono's two

race dates, Unlike the tracks of
Rockingham and Atlanta that has sev-
eral months between their dates,
Pocono’s two dates come barely a
month apart.

Pocono’s June and July race dates
usually produce the same racing condi-
tions for the competitors and that
should play into Team Winston's
hands. Their June effort should have
the entire team arriving at the track
with the confidence that they will have
1o be one of the teams to beat on race
day.

Spencer has that chance to go back
home again this week. It is always spe-
cial to get to go back and race in front
of the fans that remember you when
you were on your way up the ladder.
Maybe this Sunday Spencer will give
the hometown folks something to real-
ly remember about him.

After some exciting three wide
racing throughout every heat race.
the starting grid was made for the
evening features.

Saturday night's first feature to
hit the red clay saw Boonescamp's
Albert Butcher shoot to the front of
the Bomber feature from his outside
front row starting position, with
inside polesitter Kevin Baker stay-
ing close on the first lap, along with
defending Bomber Champion, Flat
Gap's Bennie Blair.

As the trio came off the fourth
corner three wide, a lot of contact
sent Baker's No. 6 machine to the
pits, while Butcher managed to hold
off the charge of Blair.

Last week, Wilma and I were
amazed as we listened to a four-
year-old boy named James,
count to ten.

* Corticosteroids in nasal spray
form: relieve nasal congestion.
Short-term effects: can cause
stinging; if improperly used, can
damage nasal tissue. Long-term
effects: studies are underway; con-
sult your physician.

* Allergy shots: decrease aller-
gic response; usudlly weekly shots
given over a long period of time.

When to seek help

Check with your physician if
you have seasonal allergies.and
can’t figure out what (riggers
them, if you can’t avoid the aller-
gies, and il over-the-counter drugs
don’t work.

Kentucky Farm Bureau
President Sam Moore joined with
counterparts [rom other states
recently in unveiling a plan to
address the nation's farm econom-
1€ Crisis.

At a Capitol Hill news confer-
ence, Farm Bureau leaders called
for Congressional support of a $9
billion “AgRecovery Action Plan”
to help farmers withstand the cur-
rent farm recession. The proposal,

. adopted last week by American
Farm Bureau's directors. includes

recommendations for approxi-
mately $4 billion in direct eco-
nomic assistance to farmers, about
$2 billion for export initiatives
and $2 billion to reform and
expand the federal risk manage-
ment programs,

The plan is aimed as a short-
term response to the weakest farm
economy since the so-called
“Farm Crisis” of the early 1980s
that drove thousands of farmers
out of business. Farm Bureau also
is working on long-term policy

Farmers have been hit with
steadily declining market prices
for three years, with many major
commodities like cattle, hogs,
comn, wheat and soybeans suffer-
ing drastic reductions over the
past 12 months. Soybean and
wheat prices currently are at 20-
year lows, with comn at the lowest
price in 10 years. Cattle and hog
prices remain at unprofitable ley-
els, with milk prices also down
from a year ago.

Moore, a Butler County farmer
and owner of a feed mill, said
those prices are threatening the
future of many farmers.

“The people I deal with in my
store tell me we've got a problem
we haven't seen since the early
1980s." he said. “1 think everyone
agrees that we have a financial

crush in agriculture, We under-
stand that a quick fix is not the
total answer. But some help is
needed immediately. If we don’t
do this, we're going to lose a lot
of good producers.”

While there are many factors
contributing to the slumping farm
economy, exports have been cited
as the chief culprit. U.S. agricul-
tural exports have experienced
three straight years of decline,
with Asia’s faltering economy
fueling the problem. U.S. ag
exports to Asia have fallen from
$28.6 billion in 1996 to an esti-
mated $16.8 billion for this year.
As a result, Asia's share of U.S.
farm exports has dipped from 49
to 34 percent, according to the
U.S. Department of Agriculture.

The near-collapse of the
Russian economy has been anoth-

er factor.

Moore said the Farm Bureau
plan addresses reforms that were
promised, but not carried out, dur-
ing the debate over current farm
policy. Under the 1996 “Freedom
to Farm Act,” the government was
to step up efforts to expand the
world market for U.S. farm prod-
uets while gradually phasing out
the former policy that coupled
farm subsidies with required pro-
duction controls.

“We've got to have help in our
trade negotiations—fair trade
policies will move our products
into the world markets,” Moore
said. “We were promised this
when the '96 Farm Bill was
passed, but we haven't seen it
happen. We have such an excess
capacity to produce in this country
that we must have fair trade to

States and Congress should say “No”’
to attempted raid on unemployment funds

Most states in America right now
are very fortunate, The majority of
state unemployment insurance trust
funds are flush with money reserved
to tide workers over if they get laid
off from their jobs. It's good to have
this nest egg. While we enjoy very
low unemployment now, we will
surely need that money when the
economy takes a turn for the worse
and lay-offs return.

No question about it, the economy
will turn sour one day. But, if
President Clinton and some state
politicians have their way, there may
not be much left in the unemploy-
ment nest egg when the inevitable
“rainy day” finally dawns.

A handful of state lawmakers are
now.seeking federal clearance to use
the unemployment trust fund to
bankroll paid leave for new parents.
In a recent speech to college gradu-
ates, President Clinton announced he
would direct the U.S. Department of
Labor to draft regulations allowing
states to do just that. Although this
sounds like a nice thing to do, it is
actually a very a bad idea.

Turning the unemployment trust
fund into a cash cow for new parents
would represent a misappropriation
of funds. You see, the general public
doesn’t pay into the unemployment
fund. Only employers pay this tax,
and they pay with the understanding
that government will use it for the
purpose intended: to help the unem-
ployed! To use these taxes for anoth-
er purpose—no matter how soeially
desirable it may be—would be dis-
honest and wrong.

Unemployment insurance is a
safety net, to be deployed in the bad
times when people find themselves
laid off through no fault of their own.
It’s not a surrogate savings account
for people who choose to take time
off. It’s there to provide temporary
support for laid-off workers. to keep
them afloat until their old employer
(or a new one) can put them back on
the payroll, Tapping this trust fund to
pay people who voluntarily with-
draw from the workplace to have
children is more than risky; it's
unfair.

There is no question that this mis-
appropriation of funds would eventu-
ally result in an increase in unem-
ployment taxes. And any unneces-
sary hike in payroll taxes needless-
ly—and  inevitably—suppresses
wages. Again, both employers and
employees will suffer from this bad
idea.

Advocates of the President’s pro-
posal are quick to condemn those
who oppose the idea as “anti-
woman” and “anti-family." Such
harsh rhetoric is way off base.

Most  small-business owners
oppose the initiative, though you'd
be hard-pressed to find a group more
“pro-woman” and “pro-family.” For
starters, most small firms in this
country are family owned and oper-
ated. These small-business owners
strive to provide their employees
with the best compensation and
working environment possible. They
know full well that happy employees
are productive employees.

But they also know that their busi-
nesses are not 4 bottomless source of
