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What to wear?

* Choice will be easy at Adams Middle School

When Adams Middle School
students, teachers and staff get up
on school mornings next month,
they won't have to agonize over
what to wear. Color will be the pri-
mary choice item.

The school’s site-based deci-
sion-making council approved a
dress code that includes a “uni-
form,” of sorts, at a special meet-
ing Wednesday night.

Applying to everyone at the
school, the standardized dress
includes khaki tan, black or navy
bottoms and red, black or white
tops. The bottoms can be pants,
skirts, shorts or skorts, and the
tops can be polo shirts, t-shirts,

button-front shirts, sweatshirts,
and turtleneck or crew neck
sweaters,

The decision followed about
two hours of discussion and
debate among council members,
teachers and parents.

Parent Rhonda Ousley said she
is in favor of uniforms, but she
thinks this is too late in the year to
adopt such a policy, “I'm con-
cemed over the amount of time
(before school starts),” she said.
“This should have been done
before school was out so parents
could plan over the summer.

“I wish we had uniforms, but
it’s too late to do it now,” she said
during the comment section before
the council meeting officially
started.

UK dentists take -
bite out of children’s
dental problems

Next week, members of the
University of Kentucky’s medical
team with the UK Dental Van will
say “ahh” in relief after putting the
bite back into pediatric dental
health at the Floyd County Health
Department.

The group came to Floyd
County after school was out in
June. They're leaving next Friday,
July 30, after having conducted
almost 500 visits with their
approximately 125 young patients
during the past two months,
according to Brenda Auxier, a
clerk with the health department.

“Those two months are really
busy here. We have quite a good
turnout,” she said.

Auxier is currently accepting
names for a waiting list for next
summer when the dental van will
return. She said the pediatric den-
tal team first sees follow-up

patients and then new patients are
added to the schedile.

The dental work ranges from
exams to extractions to filling
cavities, and the services have
been free. The dental work is
available for children, ages 3
through 12 years who don’t have a
medical card or'any type of dental
insurance, Auxier said.

“They have to meet the guide-
lines ... and we can do follow-ups
on them up to age 14, They then
they will be cut off (from the ser-
vice),” Auxier said.

Children who need root canals
or pediatric surgery are referred to
other dentists since the van is not
equipped for those type of ser-
vices, Auxier said.

Children with braces also will
not be seen through the program
since those children are already
being serviced by a dentist, she
added.

Michelle Keathley, director of
the school’s Family and Youth
Services Center, said she is
opposed to the changeover primar-
ily because it would be a burden
on many of the parents. She said
49 percent of students at the
school gualify for free lunches.

*We have families who may
not be able to afford (uniform
clothes),... who may, basically,
have only one check before school

starts,” Keathley said.

Several teachers were present
and most voiced support for a uni-
form policy. Johnna Ison said she
polled three of her classes last
spring and the majority in two of
them were in favor of uniforms.
She expressed strong support for
the measure and explained her rea-
son.

“If you're doing this to promote
equality, it’s a lost cause,” Ison

said. "You can’t make every child
equal.

“What it does is promote a dif-
ferent attitude,” she said. “It does
make kids say things a little differ-
ently and be more positive.”

Teacher Gwen Hammonds
agreed. “The attitude is totally dif-
ferent when a child dresses up for
a field trip,” she said. “Classes

Union threatens strike;
Hospital threatens closing

Just about every other vehicle's
horn honked late Wednesday after-
noon as union members rallied in
front of the Highlands Regional
Medical Center sign.

Drivers of tractor-trailer trucks,
delivery vans, pickup trucks and
passenger cars honked at waving
union members as they drove by
on KY 321, north of Prestonsburg.

Members of SEIU/District
1199 gathered for a S p.m. meeting
to announce that they will strike if
a new contract with hospital man-
agement is not agreed on by
August 2.

The meeting was to give the
requisite 10-day notice of the
intention to strike,

“On August 2 at noon, if we do
not have a contract, we will be on

strike,” said Kathy McCormick,
hospital organizer for the union,
which is a part of the AFL-CIO.

“We've begged, we've pleaded,
we've done everything we can to
get a contract,” McCormick said,
“If they want a war, we'll hand it
to them.”

The old contract expired on
July 11, but has been extended
twice. The last extension ends on
August 1, McCormick said,

Kathy Rubado, HRMC
spokesperson, said the last negoti-
ating session was July 13, and “it
is my understanding’’ that negotia-
tions will resume on July 29 and
30.

Rubado also confirmed rumors
that the hospital has plans to close
if workers do strike. *In the event
we cannot reach an agreement and
the workers strike, the hospital has
no alternative but to close,” she

said. “We feel patient care would
be compromised, otherwise.”

The primary issues appear to be
job security and benefits. The hos-
pital reduced its work force earlier
in the year and officials have said
employees must shoulder a higher
percentage of the costs of medical
coverage. They cite significant
decreases in Medicare and
Medicaid as affecting income.

The union, on the other hand,
has said the hospital can cut costs
in areas other than union person-
nel and has accused hospital man-
agement of exaggerating its losses.

Also at issue is the bargaining
status of registered nurses. The
hospital has challenged a ruling by
the National Labor Relations
Board that the RNs can organize
and affiliate with SEIU. Rubado

The body of Kennedy, son of
the late John E Kennedy whose
presidential reign is referred to as
“Camelot,” was found late
Tuesday in the fuselage of his
downed plane about seven miles
off the coast of Martha's

Vineyard in
Massachusetts. The bodies of his wife and sister-

in-law were found later.

The bodies were removed from the wreckage
site yesterday and cremated. Their ashes were
scattered over the sea just a few
miles from the crash site.

The USS Grasp was also
assigned to recover the wreckage
of Kennedy’s plane for an inves-
tigation into the accident by the

Seaman Flannery, who joined the Navy in
February, was also involved in the recovery of the
USS Monitor, which was sunken off the shores of
Cape Hatteras, North Carolina, during a storm on
December 31, 1862.

The USS Grasp was sent from that site to the
Kennedy accident scene last weekend, according
to Flannery's relatives.

called, and clothes must be changed
before the student is allowed to
attend class.

A second violation will result in
the student having to change
clothes and serve one day of After
School Detention (ASD).

Repeat offenders, the code says,

parent representative, first proposed
that teachers be required to adopt
the uniforms for the coming year
“to set an example,” and then the
council could require students to
follow suit.

But, a teacher countered that
such a decision should be made by
the teachers and not the council.
Principal Allen concurred.

Hughes then wanted to put off
the uniform and dress code policy
until next spring. Agreeing with
him was council member Charlie
Collins, a teacher representative.

“If parents don't buy into it, it
won't go,” Collins said.

When Hughes' motion to post-
pone a decision was put to a vote,
he and Collins voted in favor, while
parent Michael White and teacher
Drema Wells voted against. Allen
broke the tie by voting “no

Wells then recast the motion,
aiming to make the uniform policy
effective with the 1999-2000 school
year, which begins next month.
This time, she and White voted in
favor, while Hughes and Collins
voted against. Allen broke the tie by
voting in favor of the uniform
motion.

The UK Dental Van dentists
treat up to three children at a time
in the van. The first visit is a thor-
ough dental exam, including x-
rays. That visit is scheduled by
Auxier, The dentists and their assis-
tants then take over the scheduling

' for the follow-ups and procedures,

Auxier said.

The medical team includes two
dentists and two dentists in training
who are in their fourth year of med-
ical school. They are closely moni-
tored by the dentists, according to
Auxier.

Sometimes these new dentists
are Floyd County residents. Auxier
said Dr. Lee Boyd, who now has a
dental practice in Floyd County,
participated in the UK Dental Van
program for two to three years
before setting up his practice at
Allen.

“They (the medical team) are
really good. A lot of mothers come
to me and say ‘1 don't know what
we would have done without this,"”
Auxier said.

She stressed the importance of
good dental health and encouraged
parents to call up for appointments.

“We had one girl we've done
over $2,000 worth of work on her
teeth, Her whole system was down,
but we got her fixed up the first
year, and we've seen her every
year,” she said. “The health of your
teeth can affect the health of your
body.”

To get on the waiting list, call
Auxier at 886-2788.

The program is funded by a
grant through the University of
Kentucky and is overseen by Dr.
John Mink. The health department
does not receive any of the funds
and is involved in the program
mainly through scheduling and
record-keeping, Auxier said.

“We provide it (the service) for
the children,” she said.

Johnson pleads guilty
to 1998 clinic assault

Luther  Johnson 62, of
Prestonsburg pleaded guilty in
Floyd Circuit Court yesterday to
nine counts of first degree wanton
endangerment and three counts of
second degree assault that he com-
mitted in 1998,

Johnson and his attorney Kristi
Gray reached the agreement with
Assistant Commonwealth's
Attorney Brent Turner.

The prosecutor recommended to
the court that Johnson be placed on
10 years supervised probation,
receive counseling, make no con-
tact with the victims, and be given

credit for 170 days served in the
Floyd County Detention Center.

According to the original indict-
ment, Johnson entered the Archer
Clinic on January 14, 1998, wield-
ing a gun and his cane, pointed the
gun at nine different people, strik-
ing three of them with his cane or
the gun.

After being forced outside
Johnson retreated to his residence.
where he held a two-hour stand off
with members of the Prestonsburg
Police Department, refusing to
leave his home and threatening sui-
cide.

Johnson will be formally sen-
tenced September 24.

News from the Motherland

Editor:

Something is rotten in Richmond, (Virginia).

It is not sour grapes! It is not spurned songwriters
singing the blues as one Roanoke Times and World
News headline read after the 20 finalists in the State
Song Competition were reduced to the Grand Eight
Finalists on July 7, at a meeting of the Virginia State
Song Committee in Richmond.

The Virginia Advisory Commission on
Intergovernmental Relations (ACIR) has made a
mockery of the process of selecting a new state song
to replace “Carry Me Back to Old Virginia.” The
scam became apparent on July 7, when the judges
voted on the 20 finalists without having received the
results of the ACIR’s own ACIR State Song web
page. According to the ACIR's own literature, the
web page was made available on the Internet so that,
“Members of the public will also have the opportu-
nity to express their views via the Internet through
the ACIR’s State Song web page.”

Additionally, and more importantly, the cards and
letters that Virginians mailed to the ACIR in support
of the 20 Finalists were not forwarded to the judges.
Senator Emmett W. Hanger Jr., chairman of the sub-
committee, admitted to me and the other songwriters
during the public comment session of the meeting,
that the cards and letters that were mailed'to the
ACIR in support of the 20 finalists had not been for-
warded to the judges. That alone should invalidate
the vote that was taken on July 7.

Consider this ACIR memorandum of July 29,
1998, that was mailed to the songwriters concerning
the contest: “Note that the State Song Subcommittee
encourages written public comment about songs in

the competition. You may ask your supporters to
send cards or letters to State Song Competition in
care of this office at the address listed above, and we
will forward them to the judges.” Note that the
ACIR’s own guidelines call for cards and letters to be
forwarded to the judges.

Senator Hanger should have handed out a sum-
mary sheet documenting the support that each of the
20 finalists had received. However, he was remiss in
that the results from the Internet, cards and letters,
and endorsements from civic and governmental bod-
ies were not provided to the judges prior to the July
7 vote. This misrepresentation is a violation of the
Virginia State Song Competition's guidelines and a
destroyer of the public’s trust in government.

Furthermore, the day after the vote was taken, The
Roanoke Times & World News reported that Senator
Stephen H. Martin, one of the 13 judges of the con-
test, has received a $1.750 campaign contribution in
1999 from Jimmy Dean. Dean, a contestant whose
song, “Virginia,” wound up as one of the Grand
Eight Finalists, denied during the public comment
session of the meeting that he has used his wealth to
unfairly influence the outcome of the contest,
Anyone who was present at the meeting must have
heard Dean confess that he has been approached by
a lobbyist who promised his song would be the new
state song if he could provide them with $100,000 or
maore,

Also, they must have heard him go on to tell how
he had turned them down because he did not want to
“unlevel the playing field.” Those who heard Dean

¢ Keep children away from
work zones when mowing, work-
ing with power tools, or using
cleaning agents, fertilizers or weed
killers.

Parents
should also lead by example, mak-
ing sure to always wear protective
eyewear when performing poten-
tially hazardous activities.

* Consider polycarbonate lenses
when purchasing children’s eye-
wear. These lenses are thin and
light, while offering high impact-
resistance and UV protection.

+ Make sure children wear safe-
ty eyewear when playing sports
that can be hazardous to the eyes.

In the event that an eye injury
occurs, Dr. Nordin recommends
that individuals seek immediate
care from an eye care professional,
such as an optometrist or ophthal-
mologist, or go directly to a local
hospital emergency room.

Babe Ruth, Lou Gehrig, and
Jimmie Fox are no doubt tossing
and turning in their respective
graves. And Hank Aaron most
surely has to be experiencing a
serious sense of disdain, if not
downright outrage, at the prevail-
ing state of professional baseball,

The specific object of ire here is
the ridiculous rate at which home
runs are leaving major league ball-
parks of late. Nowadays any banjo
hitter who comes to the plate must
be considered a legitimate threat to
launch a roundtrip shot into the
cheap sealts.

How come?

A substantial part of the prob-
lem is modern technology.

Or such is the conviction of Ray
Knight, a member of the 1986
World Champion New York Mets,
former manager of the Cincinnati
Reds and currently a TV analyst
for ESPN. He points an accusing
finger at the ball, citing it as a
prime reason for the rash of
homers that presently plagues the
bigs.

“Nobody can tell me that with
all the improvements in equipment
the ball hasn’t been juiced up,”
Knight said. I believe it's being
wound tighter and smaller than
when 1 played. This gives it a
whole lot more velocity coming off
the bat.”

Yet another factor is the compo-
sition of the ball’s covering,
Knight contends.

Sports Perspective

“The hide on the ball is quite
different now,” he said. “It doesn't
pick and cut as easily as used to be
the case. Just take a bat from the
rack in any major league dugout,
and you'll see impressions in the
wood. This indicates the ball is a
lot harder, has a tougher hide and
possesses more resiliency than
before. It's not unusual for five or
six home runs to be hit in a game
today.”

At the halfway point of this sea-
son Jose Canseco, of the Tampa
Bay Devil Rays, and the Chicago
Cubs" Sammy Sosa already had
eclipsed the 30 homer mark, Close
on their heels were Junior Griffey,
of the Seattle Mariners, and the St.
Louis Cardinals’ Mark McGwire,
among others. Not a few teams had
upwards of three and four players
whao could boast double-digit long-
ball totals.

During a recent game between
Seattle and the Colorado Rockies,
balls were bludgeoned beyond the
confines of Denver's Coors Field
in the first five innings of play.

“I'd never see anything like it,”
Knight said. “Balls were flying out
of there like confetti.”

Jim Palmer, a Hall of Fame
hurler with the Baltimore Orioles,
thinks poor pitching is largely
responsible for the plethora of
four-baggers in the modern era.

“The quality of pitching has suf-
fered due to the increased number
of major league teams,” he said.
“On every club there are pitchers
who simply don™t have the skills to

TODAY’S TOP PROS
ARE SPECIALIZING
IN ONE FISHING
TECHNIQUE

For years, the key word in
professional bass fishing has
been “versatility.” Now, it
appears to be changing. The new
word is “specialization.”

The most successful bass
anglers have become specialists
in using one certain lure or fish-
ing technique.

and lures,” says Evinrude
Outboards Pro Staff angler
Denny Brauer, “but to win or
consistently place high, you have
to elevate yourself above the rest
of the field, and specialization
ith one lure is how we do it.”

" Brauer is recognized as a spe-
cialist with one of the most diffi-
cult of all lures, the jig. During
this past season he won three
national bass tournaments and
more than $200,000 while using
them.

“When you can use the lure
you have the most confidence in,
you will naturally fish better,”
continues Brauer.
“Mechanically, your technique
will be stronger, and mentally
you'll have a definite edge on
your competition.

“There is also an intimidation
factor,” admits the Evinrude pro.
“If you're a strong crankbait
angler, for example, and you use
that lure to take the lead in a
tournament, a lot of competitors
actually start fishing for second
place. They don’t think they can
beat you, so they don’t even try.”

Surprisingly, Brauer does not
look for jig fishing water imme-
diately when he begins practic-
ing for a tournament.

“Jigs are not good fish-find-
ing lures,” he explains, “because
they're too slow. What | like to
do is use other lures, then change
to a jig and see if I can catch
them more efficiently.

“That is one disadvantage I
have in specializing with jigs.
Other anglers who specialize in
crankbaits' or spinnerbaits con
use those same Jures not only to
locate bass initially but also to
catch them throughout the tour-
nament.

“The best part about using
jigs, however, is that they catch
bass year-round, and when fish-
ing conditions really get tough,
there is probably no finer lure
than a jig.”

Brauer began fishing jigs in
1980 when he entered his first
professional bass tournament.
While practicing for that event,
he caught two six-pound bass on
back-to-back casts with a jig,
and he's been using the lure ever
since.

FOR TOURNAMENT
ANGLERS, SPONSORSHIP
CRUCIAL

Ever wonder how much time
a professional angler actually
spends fishing. Guy Eaker spent
36 days in actual fishing compe-
tition last year as a pro.

“With the cost of professional
fishing being what it is, an
angler today has to have spon-
sors,” says Eaker, a member of
the Evinrude Outboards Pro
Staff, * but what many fishermen
don’t understand, is that to
receive and keep that sponsor-
ship, the angler has to give the
company something in return for
their financial support.

“The bottom line is sponsor-
ship in that the angler has to help
sell that product, but a lot of
fishermen coming into the sport
don’t seem to realize this.”

Early in his career, Eaker says
he realized the importance of
working closely with his spon-
sors and not only promoting their
products, but trying to become
actively involved in the design
and development of new items,
as well.

Over the years, the Evinrude
pro has helped design several
new lures, evaluated outboard
engines, and tested new boats.
He has been featured in both
print and television advertise-
ments, and he normally has as
many as 50 speaking engage-
ments annually for his Sponsors.

“It's important to know the
product you're trying to promote
and sell,” he says, “because if
you don’t you can’t establish any
credibility.

“I don’t just use the products I
endorse. I try to tour the facto-
ries where the items are made
and learn everything I can about
them. If I can, I offer suggestions
on how the products can be
improved, or try to relate to the
company what the fishing public
needs in such a product.”

Eaker is among the busiest of
the bass pros, because he has
more than a dozen different
sponsors covering all facets of
the fishing industry.

One sponsor sent him to
Sweden last year to film a televi-
sion commercial, and a trip to
Japan for another sponsor is

scheduled sometime in the
future.

*You don't have to Wwin
national tournaments to get
sponsorship,”  says Eaker,

“Instead, just be willing to work.
When fishermen ask me aboul
obtaining sponsorship, 1 tell
them to think in terms of what
they might be able to for that
company, rather than simply how
much money they can get from
them,

“When you gel sponsorship;”
Eaker concludes, “it means that
company has faith in you that
you'll use, evaluate, promote and
sell their products. That's what
they pay you to do, and you have
to give them something in
return.”

The idea was for starters to
finish games. In order to do that
you need to have a variety of
pitches, good stuff and physically
be able to go the distance. So many

guys today are looking to the
bullpen to get them out of trouble
instead of relying on their skills to
do the job. If yoy couldn’t finish
games, win games, it was bye-bye
big leagues.”

Neither expansion nor technolo-
gy is going to take a backward step
so the home run derby bodes to
continue unabated.

Yawn, and pass the hard hat.
