A Prestonsburg architect has 
been told by his state profession­
al organization that he cannot 
practice for a month. 

fhc state Board of Examiners 
and Registration of Architects 

• has suspended the license of 
Randall Burchett for 30 days, 
effective June I 0. according to 
the organization's executhe 
director Jerry Herndon. 

Burchell. however. said yes­
terday that \\hat led to the latest 
action was a misinterpretation on 
his part of an agreement he rnade 
with the hoard. 

The board originally entered 
into an agreement with Burchett 
in which the local architect ~as 
to pay a $3,000 fine for 'iolating 
a state regulation and to serve 

Board member Jody 
Mullins did not take part in 
the interview with Fanning 
and abstained from voting 
on his selection. 

According to board 
chairman Terry Dotson. the 
board reduced the list to 
two superintendent can<.li­
dates and then to one. 
When the board reached a 
decision. Dotson called 
Fanning to offer him the 
job. Fanning <;aid he would 
enter contmct negotiations Dr. Paul Fanning 

with the board this week. 
Dotson said Fanning accept­

ed the position contingent on 
contract negotiations. He added 
that the contmct would ha'e to 
be worked out with board auor­
ney Mike Schmitt and the 
Kentucky School Boards 
Association (KSBA).

Crash kills teen

A late night crash into a tree 
along KY 680 at John Hall Branch 
in Grethel last Thursday resulted 
in the death of one teen-ager and 
injury to another. 

Edgar Dwa) ne Hughes. 18. of 
Dana was killed when the 1998 
GMC Club Cab pickup truck in 
which he was a passenger left the 
road and rammed a tree. 

According to Floyd County 
Coroner Roger Nelson, the \ictim 
was ejected from the truck and hit 
the tree, landing eight to nine fe.et 
from the vehicle. He was pro­
nounced dead at the scene at II: 14 
p.m. 

Nelson said the driver, Jacob 
Ellis Carroll, 17. also of Dana. suf­
fered a laceration to his head and 

was taken to McDowell 
Applachian Regional Hospital. A 
spokesperson for the hospital said 
yesterday that the ju,enile was 
released O\er the weekend. 

Kentucky State Police Public 
Affairs Officer Mike Goble ~aid 
that speed was a factor in the acci­
dent and that "alcohol could have 
played a part.''

Local youth saves family 
from burning mobile home

Frank Stanley II wears a golden 
cross around his neck. When un­
light hits the cross, it gleams in the 
sunlight but its edges are black­
ened. It was found amidst the 
debris of his family's fonner home 
and placed around his neck by his 

, mother. 
"lie's my hero. He's my little 

angel." Fmnkie's mom. Faye, said 
Friday. "He's a very smart little 
boy." 

Frankie's quick actions sa.,ed 
the lives of his family early 
Tuesday morning, June 8, when 
their double-wide mobile home 
burned down just minutes after 
they exited it. 

The family's home was located 
on the Larry Sly Ostrich Farm in 
Johnson Couniy, just a few miles 
from the Dewey Dam Recreation 
area in Floyd County. 

The morning of the fire, 
Frankie. II. dozed on the couch 
while he was watching tele\ ision. 
lie woke up. got up I or a hrief 
period of time, and then began 
watching television again. He fell 
asleep. He woke up again around 3 
or 4 a.m. and thought he smelled 
something burning. He looked 
toward the front \vindo\\ and sa\\ 
names. 

He ran through his home, 
)elling, "Fire, Daddy. fire!" 

cousin, Felicia Vanderpool and her 
I 0-month-old baby. Raybon. who 
were temporarily living with the 
Stanleys. 

When Frank Sr. heard the 
shouts of tire. he and his family set 
up a fire brigade. DO\\ n the chain 
they passed containers - "any­
thing we could lind,'' Frank1e II 
said - of water to throw on the 
names. but the fire kept spreading. 

Frank Sr. told his family to get 
out and then ran to the back of the 
home to get the water hose. Ho 
pointed the hose at the fire. but the 
water was turned off under the 
house. Frank 11, trying to help his 
father, crawled under the home 
and turned on the water. Frank Sr. 
tackled the fi re with the water 
from the hose, but the tire was too 
strong and he had to give up. 

As he came around the house, 
fire was falling off the porch and 
sparks hit him. burning blisters on 
his head and shoulder. A lithe fam­
ily could do was watch as their 
possessions went up in smoke. 
The fire was fast and furious and 
everything was over quickly. By 
the time the fire department 
arrived, only one wall of the home 
was left standing. 

"It took just 17 minutes to burn 
to the ground from the time we got 
up." Faye Stanley said.

In response to a 
statement by one member that raises 
in pay bad been given to two staff 
members while the center faced a 
deficit, Meyer said the raises were 
authorized "when we were in the 
black." 

Meyer, who said be has submitted 
monthly reports to the Management 
Commission, said he was troubled 
by the "process right now and who's 
doing what.'' 

He also said he was "affronted 
that one employee (Caudill) was 
approached by the council commit­
tee." 

Councilman Bill Collins said. "I 
don't have any fault with (Meyer), 
but J do have a concern that (the 
MAC) is in the red. If I'm going to 
sit in this seat, I do wa11t to know 
what's going on." 

Collins added, "1 feel like we're 
being told we're not good enough. 
not smart enough to know about 
this.'' 

The last council meeting. on May 
24. saw similar debate over how the 
new golf course at the Mountaintop 
Project would be controlled. 

A Management Commission 
meeting was scheduled for yesterday 
at 4 p.m. at which discussion about 
Meyer's successor was to take place. 

In other matters, the council had 
the first reading of the budget ordi­
nance for 1999-2000. The budget 
reflected anticipated revenues and 
expenditures for regular operations 
at $7,956,868. Added to the budget 
was $10 million for the new golf 
course. which is under constmction. 

Mayor Fannin advised the coun­
cil that he was "still trying to negoti­
ate'' on the bids for fireworks for the 
city's exhibit on July 3. The need to 
secure mortars for the fireworks and 
whether to use city personnel were 
part of the negotiations. 

The mayor said a special meeting 
would likely have to be cal ed to 
vote on the bids. 

All council members were pre­
sent except Ralph Davis. The next 

regularly scheduled meeting is June 
28 at noon.

months.'' he said, "'and if funds 
were available. f would pay in three 
payments." 

By making the agreement.~ 
Rurchett avoided a hearing by the 
board at the ttme the allegations 
were made against him, but when 
he failed to follow the agreement, a 
hearing was scheduled. 

At the hearing. board members 
decided to suspend Burchett's 
license to practice architecture for 
30 days and ordered him to pay the 
fine and give his list of clients. 

Herndon said that if Burchett 
continues to ignore the terms of the 
agreement. the board could sus­
pend his license indefmitely. 

"What I an1 going to do is do it," 
Burchett said, indicating he will 
comply with the board's terms. "1 ~ 
intend to weather the storm.'' 

The cause of the board's action 
relates to a building Burchett 
designed for the Magoffin County 
School System and which had a 
wall to fall in a couple of years ago. 

Herndon said the board's find­
ings of alleged malfeasance in 
regard to the building were "not 
necessarily structural." Rather, he 
said, the state Department of 
Education requires architects of 
school buildings to have "errors 
and omissions insurance" and 
Burchett did not have it. 

''His failure to have the insur- • 
ance IS a violation oflaw." Hemdon 1' 
said. 

"We are not saying Randall is 
not a competent architecl.." he said. 
"but on this project he was not 
attentive enough." 

Burchett, who is one of only two 
architects in thts region. said it is 
hard to make a living as an archi­
tect in this part of the state these 
days because of the economy. The 
number of public buildings and 
individually-designed residences 
that call for an architect's services 
is quite low in comparison to cen- ~ 
tral Kentucky where the economy 
is healthy. 

"1 try to do my job as ethically 
and competently as possible," 
Burchett said.

What happened a1 Columbine High School is 
doubly tragic necau~c of the hon·endous loss to 
family. school. and community. and because it 
might have been prevented. 

The mix that led to the shootings is a pohonous 
combination that was e\ idcnt in Jonesboro. 
Arkansas. Pearl. Mississ1ppi, Springfield. Oregon. 
and West Paducah: 

• Obscene accessibility of firearms and other 
weapons. 

• Isolation. volcanic anger and wrenching pain 

infecting the shooters. 
• Lack of skills to vent the anger and assuage the 

pain. 
• No trusted adults to tum to. 
We must break up this deadly mix. 
First. guns should be treated as potentially lethal 

consumer products. At a minimum, we must 
require trigger locks for guns. like safety caps for 
prescriptions. If my child hurts someone with my 
car. I am accountable; if my child shoots someone, 
J shouJJ be liable. Currcnlly. victims' families and 
the community pay the physical, emotional and

Care Center ot Pikeville Methodist 
Hosp1· al receiH•d appro\ al from 
the Southv.c•a Oncology Group to 
conduct clinical trials for cancer 
patients , Clinical trials are planned 
experiments designed to answer 
questions concerning the most 
appropriate treatment for patients 
with a specific medical condition. 
Patients can receive experimental 

•1rugs that arc not approved by the 
Food and Drug Administration 
(FDA), or they may receive com 
binations of FDA approved drugs 
that arc not routinely given in 
order to treat the cancer. 

"This is major step forward for 
our Cancer Care Center," said 
Pikeville Methodist Interim CEO 
Walter F.. ~tay. "Participation in 
these clinical trials will give our 
cancer patients more resources to 
fight this disease. They v. ill ha\e 
the opportunity to receive the 
same treatments and the same 

drugs as in any major cancer treat­
ment center in the country." 

Dr. Tamera Musgra\ c and Dr. 
Vijay Puram, both of Pike' ille, 
have received approval to conduct 
the trials at the Leonard Lawson 
Cancer Care Center.

"Only patients who meet cer­
tain criteria can participate in the 
clinical trials," satd Smith.

A Baptist scholar at Union 
University in Jackson, Tenn., is 
contending that the Naz1s meant to 
exterminate Europe's Gypsies as 
well as its Jews. 

In an academic paper professor 
David Gushee, writing with student 

II Sheri Lovett, has challenged the 
commonly held v1ew that only Jews 
were marked for total extinction 
during World War 2. 

About 6 million Jews died m the 
Holocaust, as did 5 m1llion others 
including Gypsies, Jehovah's 
Witnesses, homosexuals, Poles, the 
handicapped and the mentally ill. 

That's all been known for years. 
But the standard interpretation 

has been that the Nazis mtended to 
utterly wipe out only the Jews, the 
Associated Baptist Press reports. 

Gushee says the Germans 
~ planned to obliterate all Gypsies, 

too. 
He estimates that the Nazis 

ki lled 500,000 Gypsies, or 60 per­
cent of Europe's pre-war Gypsy 
population. On a per capita basis, 
that's roughly equal to the two­
thirds of European Jews who were 
executed. 

Some 23,000 Gypsies were 
assigned to Auschwitz, for instance. 
During a 17-month period, 21,000 
of them died. 

Gushee says that European 
- Christians essentially ignored the 

Gypsies' plight because of 
entrenched prejudice against them.

Lost in all of the wins and 
championships of Dale Jr. and 
Hornaday ts DEI's present 
Winston Cup driver. Steve Park. 
When Earnhardt started up his 
full time Winston Cup team in 
1998. his first and only choice 
for his driver was Park. 

Earnhardt actually ran four 
Cup races in 1997 with Park to 
give him some experience and to 
also keep him eligible for a run at 
the Rookie of the Year honors 
last year. His hopes of Rookie of 
the Year were derailed early 
when a practice session crash at 
the spring Atlanta race broke his 
femur of his right leg and his 
caviclc. The accident forced him 
to miss 15 races before returning 
at the Brickyard . 

\\ hile he was on the mend, 
Park wa~ replaced by the veteran, 
Darrell Waltrip, who turned in 
some great performance~ in the 
Pcnnzoil-'>ponsored Chevrolet. 
The car's performance in his 
absence had Park feeling some 
pressure long before he crawled 
back into hi'> car. 

Unlike other drivers returning 
from injuries. Park had an owner 
who knc\\ that a winning combi­
nation takes time and that he 
v. ou ld do all he could to make 
sure that his young driver had 
every thing he needed to succeed. 

In Dale's career tfe has been 
surrounded by some of the best 
people in the business and he 

freely gives them credit for all of 
the success that he has had. As an 
owner. he has done the same for 
Park. He hired Steve Hmiel as 
the team's technical director and 
formed a partnership with owners 
R ichard Chi ldress and Andy 
Petree to do research and devel­
opment. 

The last hire he did for Park 
may just have been the one miss­
ing part of the punle that must 
come together before a team can 
become successful. A couple of 
weeks ago. Paul Andrews. a for­
mer Winston Cup Champion 
crew chief was let go from that 
posi tion with the Mobil One team 
and Earnhardt immediately hired 
him to begin tutoring Park. 

Since Andrews came aboard 
the Pennzoil team. Park has made 
the biggest jump of any driver in 
the point standings. Last week­
end at Michigan. the series may 
have gotten a glimpse of what the 
team is capable of when Park 
produced a sixth pJacc f inish 
which was the best finish of his 
Winston Cup career. 

Next year when Dale Jr. 
moves up to complete full time in 
Wmston Cup. he won't be the 
only team from DEl.

me. l told myself, if there comes a 
time I can't explain why. and it'~ 

my fault. it's time to get out. 
However. if the crash was due to 
mechanical failure r didn't even 
like to think about it. That's your 
biggest danger, your biggest worry. 
You tell the mechanic not to let it 
happen again. And then you can 
only hope it doesn't," 

Rathman, Foyt and Andretti all 
agreed that auto racing is much less 
hazardous now than was the case in 
a bygone era. 

"Lots of drivers were ki lled in 
my day" Rathman said. "But the 
cars are a lot safer now." 

"The modern cars are much 
more forgiving than those of even a 
decade or so ago." Andretti said. 
' 'Technology makes the difference. 
The old cars had thinner tires which 
made for less traction and control. 
And mechanically they weren't 
nearly as sound as those of today. 
Once you lost control it was very 
difficult to minimize the conse­
quences. You had to be a better dri­
ver back then. A good driver could 
be the difference in a race. Now. the 
best machine usually wins." 

The danger of contemporary 
racing is that the cars are so effi­
cient a driver can be lulled into a 
false sense of security and, too late, 
fi nd himself in serious trouble. 

''I think cars have to be made so 
they can still be driven by the scat 
of the pants." Andretti said. "Put a 
greater premium on driving skill 
and less on the power of mechan-
ics" 

As for the specter of death, 
Roger Ward. two-time Indy winner, 
once said, ''Racing isn't for the 
faint of heart."

If you're in the market to buy a 
boat, chances arc you 'II buy a 

f, used boat instead of a nev. one, 
according to a recent sun cy by 
the National Marine 
Manufacturers Association 
(NMMA) Almost 60 percent of 
respondants indicated that they 
bought their current boat used.

Things lO look for are rust 
or corroston cracks tn the frame 
or evidence of major frame dam­
age or repair. Also inspect the lcHf 
springs for cracked or hroken 
leaves. Check for cxccsstvc or 
uneven tread wear on the ttrcs. If 
less than a 1/4'' of tread remains. 
you'll need to replace them. Also. 
if the trailer has bearing protcl·­
lors. see if the grease reservoir is 
full. 1f so. the spring-loaded pis­
ton will be approximately 1/R" 
from its seated position . 

Trailers either have bunk:- and 
rollers which seldom need 
replacement. but a quick inspec­
tion v. ill show if there are any 
problems. Is the boat level on the 
trailer? If not. take a close look to 
make sure the bunks and rollers 
arc properly adjusted . h. the hull 
well supported from front to 
back'? 

Hook up the trailer to your 
truck or car and make sure all the 
lights are working- brakes. run ­
ning lights and turn signals. 
Burned out bulbs are easy to fix. 
but rewiring a trailer can be a 
chore. Also. check out the wtnch 
and straps for fra)ed edges. It 
may need to be replaced.

from a boat. Any boat will work 
fine - from a rented rowboat to 
large bass boat.

• Usc ltght tackle. Closed-face 
spinning rod/reel combos with 6-
to 8-lb. test line arc inexpensive 
and easy for youngsters to master. 
Don't forget other essentiahi 
including a stnnger. ~unscrcen. 
pocket first-aid kit. nail clippers 
for cutting line and a small plastic 
tackle box in '' hich to carry it all. 

• Use size I 0 or 12 hooks.

Snelled hooks -hose with a 
short length of leader and a loup 
already allachcd- v. ill make life 
a lot ea-.ier for a beginner unttl he 
masters more complicate knots.

Rig the bobber uhout 
18" above the hook. adjusting the 
depth of the bait until you find 
fish.Expcriment to find what 
works and stick with it. 

• For bait. try nightcrawlcrs or 
minnows. They're easy to find <II 
any bait shop and they work well 
for most freshwater fish. 

• For sunfi~h. perch or crappie. 
usc pieces of worm: not the whole 
worm. Just thread the worm onto 
the hook so that the entire hook is 
covered . Place your offering 
about I' from the end of the dock. 
Keep mo\ ing from dock to dock 
until you find a ~chool of I ish. 

• Cast carefully and he quiet. 
Panfish might be plentiful and 
relatively easy to catch, hut they 
can be wary. 

• With beginning anglers, the 
size of the quarry is secondary to 
numbers. Kids get bored easily 
unless they catch something, and 
there's nothing better to shake of'f 
a case of restlessness than finding 
school of bluegill. perch or crap­
pie. 

If you keep it simple and 
emphasize fun, your child will 
reap great re\\ards from his or her 
fishing experiences. But don't 
forget about another benefit of 
introducing your kids to fishing 
-the day will come a few years 
from now "hen they'll take ) ou 
fishing.

tions that folks have sent us 
over the past several years, 
some interesting ideas have 
been suggested for curing a 
headache. 

For example, a New Paris, 
Ohio, woman suggests smear­
ing your forehead with 
crushed onions, and a lady 
from Louisa says a headache 
will go away if you tie a flour 
sack around your head. And a 
reader from Riverview. 
Michigan, suggests putting 
several ginseng roots into a 
piece of brown paper and 
tying it to your head. 

Few common afflictions are 
more annoying than hiccups. 
But, according to a reader 
from Springhill, Ohio, they'll 
go away if you '11 just close 
your eyes, place a finger on 
each eyelid and apply slight 
pressure. From West Van Lear 
comes the suggestion that hic­
cups can be cured by placing a 
napkin over a glass of water 
and drinking through it. But 
the next cure, sent by a 
woman from Fort Gay, West 
Virginia, - even if it doesn't 
work - is sure to be popular. 
"Hiccups will go away if you 
take 16 sips of white moon­
shine.'' 

Although I haven't had one 
for many, many years, when I 
was a kid I wore a boil con­
stantly, usually on the back of 
my neck. Mom always man­
aged to take care of them, per­
haps even using this cure, sent 
in by a woman in Waverly. 
Virginia: "Bring a boil to a 
head by covering it with a 
piece of country-cured meat 
fat and a thin slice of white 
potato." A Hager Hill lady 
suggested a boil can be cured 
by making a poultice from 
blue clay mixed with linseed 
oil. while a Utica. Ohio, read­
er suggested that boils can be 
avoided altogether if you eat 
lots of sorghum molasses. 

Speaking of preventative 
medicine, a man from Oil 
Springs says that keeping a 
chihuahua dog around the 

I house will ward off asthma. 
And finally, something 

many of us may need immedi­
ately are cures for poison ivy. 
A reader from Thealka says 
that lather from lye soap will 
dry up poison ivy, and a 
woman from Parkersburg, 
West Virginia, recommends 
crushed leaves from the night­
shade bush, mixed with 
canned cream. Then there's 
this one recommended by a 
friend who told me after 
church the other day that he'd 
recently tried it and it worked 
great: "Get rid of poison ivy 
by applying ordinary white 
shoe polish to the affected 
area.'' 

Born from necessity and 
desperation, these old cures, 
many of them no doubt. origi­
nating right here in 
Appalachia, have been handed 
down from generation to gen­
eration for hundreds of years. 
One wonders. though. who 
was the first to come up with 
some of them. For instance, 
who discovered that fresh cow 
manure was good for sun­
burn?

Consumers should also 3\0ld 
products that sell for considerably 
less than competing brands.

Care Center {LLCCC) of Pikeville 
Methodist Hospital held its third 
annual free slin cru1cer screening 
on Saturday. May 8. '"This \von't 
be our last screening either:· said 
organizer Catherine Meade of the 
LLCCC. "We plan to continue th.is 
for a long time:· 

Medical staff member Dr. 
., Ronald Hall. several of his staff, 

and others volunteered their time 

to screen pllliento; for skin cancer. 
Working together, the group 
screened I 03 people for skin can­
cer. 23 patients were referred to 
the tknnatologist of their choice 
f01 additional tt.•sting on suspicious 
lesions. 

The lrec screening program at 
the Cancer Care Ccntct was initi­
ated hy Dr. R.S. Modur, Medical 
Director of Radiation Oncology. 
"We had been seeing an increase 

in malignant melanoma~), the 
worst form of skin cancer. in Pike 
County," said Dr. Modur. "We 
were worried about skin cancer 
also because people don't go to the 
doctor for preventative treatment, 
I ike a pap smear or a mammo­
gram. I worked with Dr. Gilbert 
Friedell of the Kentucky Cancer 
Program to get a screening pro­
gram going here in Pikeville. We 
held our first screening shortly 

after the Cancer Care Center 
opened three years ago.'' 

Dr. Modur recruited Dr. Ronald 
Hall, a Pikeville dermatologist, to 
actually conduct the skin cancer 
screenings. This year, Dr. Hall was 
assisted by Jackie Harrison, physi­
cian assistant in his office. They 
were able to see about 30 more 
patients this year than last year. 

Mark Carroll. sales representa­
tive for dermatological products, 
traveled from lndianapolis. 
Indiana, to help out with patient 
education. "I'm educating people 
on the different types of sun rays 
that can harm your skin," he said. 
"The B rays are the burning rays 
which cause sunburn in the sum­
mer months. The A rays are the 
aging rays that cause your skin to 
wrinkle. A rays are just as power­
ful in the summer as they are in the 
winter. You should choose a sun­
screen that blocks both UVB and 
UVA rays." He also provided sam­
ple sunscreen products in the 
goodie bags for all participants. 

Pat Tyson with the Kentucky 
Cancer Program traveled from 
Hyden to help out. "1 helped them 
organize their first skin cancer 
screening in 1997," she said. "It's 
exciting to see how the program 
has grown in just three years. And 
next year, they want to expand the 
program to screen even more 
patients."

the most common form of cancer 
in this country. About 44,200 new 
cases of melanoma are expected to 
occur in 1999. and 7,300 people 
are expected to die of the disease. 
Since the 1 930s. the incidence of 
melanoma has increased 1900%. 

The principal cause of skjn can­
cer is almost universaJJy accepted 
by medical experts to be overex­
posure to sunlight, especially 
when it results in sunburn or blis­
tering. The best protection against 
skin cancer is prevention by stay-

ing out of the sun. Limit the expo­
sure of the skin to harmful rays by 
covering up and using sunscreens 
with at least a 15 SPF rating. 

Prevention '' the most desire­
able weapon against skin cancer, 
but if a lesion should develop, it is 
almost totally curable if caught in 
the early stages. To aid in early 
recognition of lesions, periodic 
self-examinations are helpful.

• Check all your software. Take 
stock of everything from e-mail 
programs to tax-preparation soft­
ware to financial management soft­
ware. Check the manufacturer's 
Web site or contact the company 
directly to make sure these software 
programs are Y2K compliant. 

• Identify household appli­
ances and equipment with date 
sensitive information. For exam­
ple, fax machines, camcorders, 
cameras. and security systems can 
all rely on electronic date devices. 
If the equipment is not programmed 
correctly, you can risk having more 
than an incorrect date displayed­
the equipment may not work at all. 

• Track all financial transac­
tions. Be sure you have good 
records of all your financial transac­
tions. including those conducted 
through banks. mutual fund, and 
brokerage accounts. Double check 
them throughout this year and the 
beginnjng of the millennium to 
ensure that there are no errors. 

• Monitor Joan and credit card 
payments. Keep canceled checks 
as proof of mortgage payments, car 
loans. and other debt payments. 
Doing so will help you verify the 
status of these loans should you 
have a problem at the tum of the 
century. 

• Save important information 
on computer disks. If you use your

Getting ready to do some dig­
ging? If you're not careful, you 
could be fined plus receive a bill for 
hundreds or thousands of dollars if 
you sever an underground utility. 

Under the Kentucky 
Underground Facility Damage 
Prevention Act, you could be fined 
up to $1.000. The act requires con­
tractors to call the BUD Center and 
underground facility owners that 
are not BUD Center members two 
days before digging. 

BeliSouth reports bills to repair 
their underground cables have run 

anywhere from $500 to $450,000. 
"Digging accidents are a major 

cause of utility and telecommunica­
tion service disruption, and there's 
no reason for that with services 
from agencies like Kentucky's 
BUD-Call Before You Dig 
Center," said Amy Scarborough, 
BellSouth Spokesperson. "One caJJ 
to its 1-800-752-6007 toll-free 
number will alert BellSouth and 
other member companies to locate 
underground utilities before you 
dig.
