Investigating Prestonsburg 
Police Officer George Tussey 
said ~1onday that the burglary 
occurred sometime between I 
a .m. and 5 a.m. Friday. 
F.mployees locked the doors to 
the restaurant about a half an 
hour after midnight, Tussey 
said . 

"We're still looking at how 
they entered the bltilding,'' the 
police officer said. "There was 
no sign of forced entry." 

Burglars tried to break into a 

safe by knocking off the front tumblers and handles, 
Tussey said. 

A manager at Reno's discovered the burglary early 
Friday morning when he came to work. Tussey said. 

"The burglars left the cabinet!> open." 
Tussey began investigating and, by Sunday, had a 

17-year-old juvenile in custody. 
Prestonsburg Police officers Bryan Hall and 

Thomas Gearheart and officers with the sheriff's 
department a<;sisted in locating the juvenile, Tussey 
said. 

Tussey confiscated nine cases of beer and 39 bottles 
of liquor, whiskey and champagne in his investigation. 

In looking through the items. Prestonsburg Police 
Chief Darrell Conley pulled such brands as Wild 
Turkey and Corona out <f a storage cooler that also 
had been stolen in the incldent. 

''This is the elite of ~lcoholic beverages.'' Chief 
Conley said. 

Tussey said the investigation is continuing and he 
thinks more juveniles are involved in the incident. 
Adjudication for the teen is set for May 20.

At 41 special meeting last Friday. 
the county commissioners had to 
rescind the hitings and accept bids 
for the contracted labor. The deci­
sion<; were easy <:.ince only one bid 
was rece ived for each of the pro­
jects. Each hid was for $20,000, the 
amount of each PRIDE grant. 

t-fo~pco l~Jiteipnsl:s won l11e brd 
to clean up u ma--·me, illegal dump 
on Do' id Mountain, which is 
included in the one-mile project 

from David to the Magofftn County 
line. Volunteers worked on the site 
closest to the road earlier this year, 
but much garbage remains over the 
hillside and at the mouth of an old 
logging road at the dumpsite.

Floyd County Chamber of Commerce to host 'dynamic duo' 

Governor Paul Patton

The Floyd County Chamber of 
Commerce will present two well­
known public figures at the annual 
awards banquet on May 20 in 
Prestonsburg. The duo has been 
seen together many times at 
groundbreakings. dedications, and 
even at some unsightly locations 
such as illegal trash heaps in 
creckbcds and hillsides. Since 1996 
the two gentlemen have worked 
together to clean up Kentucky and 
create a New Appalachia. 

Shortly after his inauguration in 

December 1995, Gm:. Paul Patton 
called Gen. James Bickford out of 
retirement and appointed him 
Secretary of the Natural Resources 
and F.nvironmental Protection 

l Cabinet. Little did U1c governor 
know that the Harlan Countian 
would change the face of eastem 
Kentucky. 

Gen. Bickford, with the full sup­
port of the governor, took a strong 
stand on enforcing litter laws in 
Kentucky. He upset the status quo 
by emphasizing that littering is a 
crime. punishable by law. 

B1ckford fonned a close alliance 
with Patton, Congressman Hal 

Rogers and local government offi­
cials across the eastern part of the 
state to promote the PR IDE 
Program. lie espouses thl' theory 
that a dean Kentucky enhances 
business growth and creates a 
healthy economy. 

Patton has commended 
Brcklnrd's dedication to cleaning 
up the environment and has st41ted 
that ~uch efforts will result in 
tourism development, especially 
ec,>-toutism, and .,.. ill help bring 
about a New Appalachia. 

"Secretary Bickford and I under­
Mand th.u if Kentucky is to be all it 
can he. then eastern Kentucky must 

be a full contributing partner. That 
means creating a clean environ­
ment, a growing economy, and cdu­
catiomtl opportunities," says Patton. 

Patton has recently begun to 
point out that eastern Kentuckians 
arc experiencing a subtle change in 
the economy. education. and the 
l.!nvironrncnt. He avows that the 
mountain people are on the verge l1f 
a New Appalachia-a unique cir­
cumstance where the quality of life 
is considered very de..,irablc. 

The Floyd County Chamber of 
Commerce will host the pair at the

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brought m the equ1pment to begtn 
work on the city's Mountaintop 
ProJect, a complex of recreational, 
residenual and mdustnal develop­
ment. 

He warned that motorcycles and 
all-terrain veh1clcs are prohibited 
from using the flallcned hilltop and 
that city pollee will begm regular 
patrols of the area th1s week. Police 
Chief Darrel Conley added later that 
these types of veh1cles will be con­
fiscated if found on the construction 
site. 

Council members voted to ask 
the Ordinance Committee to draft an 
ordmance requ1ring that rate 
changes proposed by the 
Prestonsburg City Utilities 
Commission be brought before the 
council for approval before being 
put mto effect. They also gave nec­
essary approval for the 

Paantsv11le/Prestonsburg Airport 
Authority to borrow S 12,000 to help 
pay for replacement gas tanks. 

With business completed, 
Councilman Billy Ray Collins 
announced he had comments to 
make about the relocation of the 
Prestonsburg Post Office. ''Of all the 
good thmgs this admimstrat1on has 
done. that's not one of them," he 
said, referring to the post office's 
move from downtown to the inter­
section of US 23 and KY 114. 

The mayor reminded that the city 
could not stop the move. 

"It's another federal government 
dummy idea," Collins said, "and we 
didn't fight hard enough.'' 

'They (US Postal Service) took 
the higher of two pnces (for land)," 
Fannin said. "The cheaper was the 
site downtown. They've done the 
same thing in other commumties." 

Collins called the road in and out 
of the new post office site ''ill-con­
ceived," complained of higher 
postal box rates, and added that 1he 
"taxpayers arc paying" for the renl 
on the new building. "It's a nuuy sit­
uation," he said. 

Councilman Danny Hamilton 
added, '')'II agree with you. and I 
don't usually agree with you." 

The council also heard from 
some residents of Stumbo Hollow 
who are interested in having their 
area annexed into the city. 

When questioned about the 
advpntages of living within the city 
limits, Fannin said homeowners 
insurance in the city is less than half 
what it is outside the city. He also 
said that savings on water and sewer 
are significant. 

He poinlcd out that cily taxes 
amounl to about a quarter of county 

taxes and are m addttlon to the coun­
ty bill, bul he said a homeowner 
could save more on his or her water 
bill than the c1ty tax would be.

Nance told the group that if any 
money were left from the construc­
tion of the athletic complexes, the 
money could be used on other pro­
jects. But he added the projects 
could take more money than allo­
cated. 

The LPC is looking for ways to 
correct some of the problems at the 
schools with money outside the 
construction funds. 

The major problem at Allen 
Central Middle and South Aoyd 
Middle is space. When the schools 
were consolidated, the space at both 
schools simply was not enough to 
carry ou1 the programs that need to 
be done at the middle school level. 

Sword asked lhe commiltee 
members to think about two items 
for the next meeting: dressing 

rooms for Betsy Layne and Allen 
Central football fields and five cri­
teria for renovation projec1s for 
schools that have needs. 

Sword said the dresstng rooms 
were a matter of equity, and lhe col­
lection and selection of criteria 
would make the process and order 
of renovation fair to all schools 
involved. 

Carter said he was pleased thai 
the work of the LPC and the athlet­
ic complexes were at about the 
same point. He said tl11s would be 
helpful for all projects involved.

'rhe welfare 

challenge 
Nobody thought moving families from welfare to 

work would be easy, especially in Kentucky's 49 Ap­
paluchinn counties. A Courier-Journal investigation 
shows how big the challenges really are. It also 
:)bows that progress is being made. The state, com­
rnunitie:- and individuals arc doing more than ever 
bd'mc to help welfare recipients get jobs. 

'I ht) may not be great jobs - most pay low 
\\ages and provide no benelits. And certainly. in this 
mountainous region where economic development 
lags way behind other place-., there aren't enough of 
even the bad jobs to go around. 

But welfare rolls in eastern Kentucky ha\'e 
dropped 35 percent ~ince 1996. which means many 
pt•nple (mostly single mothers) are working who did 
not work before. 

They may still need government help in the way of 
food stamps, housing as!-.istance or Medicaid, but 
they need less than before. They are being treated as 
people with capabilitie..,, and they are lifting them­
selves up. Even more important, they are creating 
new patterns and expectations for future generations. 

"We're delighted that we've accomplished what 
we've accomplished.'' says a top administrator in the 
Cabint't for Families and Children. They should be. 
It's nnly two and a half years since welfare reform 
was enacted. and the economic problems of eastern 
Kentucky reach back many generations. 

But there is so much more to do. There are many 
components in any realistic plan to make welfare re­
cipients self-sufficient. A big one is devoting more 
resources to the problem of uncollected child sup­
port. 

The law requires that mothers take care of their 
children and go to work. but it has been shockingly 
lax about fathers' participation. 

It isn't realistic to think that a five-year limit on 
welfare benefits will work in a place like eastern 
Kentucky. 

Even today's robust economy can't compensate 
for the list of disadvantages there: the lack of jobs; a 
geography that makes ba ... ic infrastructure like bus 
service and child care problematic: a low education 
level: and a reluctance among some of the poorest 
folks. who live in the most devastating conditions, to 
leave their communities and families for low-paying 
jobs. 

Eastern Kentucky i::; probably welfare reform's 
greatest challenge- it won't work without inflicting 
n lot of trauma on individual families and social in­
stitutions. Progre~s. however, is being made. We can 
all be grateful for that.

(21.000 children in Kentuckiana have arthritis).

Prevention study showed that 40 percent of those 
saying they have chronic joint symptoms have not 
ht·en diagnosed by a doctor. In addition, up to 57 
percent of those who arc doctor diagnosed are notre­
ceiving treatment, and up to 55 percent of those who 
arc doctor diagnosed s1ill don't know the type of 
arthlitis they have. illustrating a poor level of patient 
education.

(SBDM) to iron out all the specifics 
rpn the distribution of reward money 
on Monday. 

Schools that illiproved their 
scores. smce 1994 wUI receive one 
slwe, or $SSS • every teacher, 
iDd are marked Rl. Schools that 

exceeded their test scores will 
receive two shares of rewards, or 
$1.110, per teacher and are marked 
R2. 

The number of teachers who 
share in the reward money can be 
found by dividing 555 into the total 
amount of money for R 1 schools 
and 1,110 into the total amount for 
R2 schools. 

Allen Elementary, an R I school, 
received a total of $18,071. 
Dividing 18,071 by 555 gives 
32.56. The numbers will probably 
not be a whole number at any given 
school because most schools have 
teachers who do one half day or less 
at the school. Allen wiU be paid 
enough money to give rewards to 

just over 32 and one-half teachers. 
The R2 schCH>ls and their reward 

amounts include Allen Central 
Middle, $37,041; Allen Central 
High, $31,779; and Prestonsburg 
Elementary, $37,041. 

The R I schCH>Is and their amount 
include Allen Elementary, $9,346; 
Opponunities Unlimited. $2,220; 
Betsy Layne High. $19.730; South 
Floyd High, $14,791; CJark 
Elementary, $12,526; Harold 
Elementary, $7,842; Adams Middle 
School, $13,742; Prater 
Elementary, $6,405; Prestonsburg 
High, $22,267; and Osborne 
Elementary, $12,848. 

The rewards checks were mailed 
to the districts in late April. 

Even though Harold and Prater 
have consolidated with Betsy Layne 
Elementary. the teachers who 
taught at those schCH>Is last year will 
be receiving reward money. 

Kentucky's public school stu­
dents in fourth. fifth, seventh, 
eighth and II th grades participated 
in the last round of KIRIS tests.

Students from 
Evarts High School also became 
involved in the effort to bring the 
public's attention to what was going 
on with Black Mountain. College 
students from Southeast 
COmmunity College, Union 
College, Berea College and the 
University of Kentucky also 
became involved. 

The goal of the students has 
always been about preserving the 
highest elevations of Black 
Mountain, and never against mining 
in general.

pers. appeared before the 
Legislative Re$earcb Commission 
in Frankfort. made two press teleas­
ef and a wide variety of presenta­
ttons in public about Black 
MOuntain.

This helped bring more national 
attention to the issue and plll(led the 
legal procedures for negotiations in 
the hands of concerned adults. 

We would like to express our 
thanks to all of the adults: teachers, 
parents, Kentuckians for the 
Commonwealth, attorneys. and rep­
resentatives from the coal and tim­
ber industries who worked together 
to reach this agreement. We also 
want to thank our governor and the 
Kentucky Heritage Council for 
working toward getting the money 
to purchase the land and preserve it.

Floyd Countians and others in 
eastern Kentucky can now earn a 
little more and still qualify for 
Guaranteed Rural Housing loans. 
according to the US D~partment of 
Agriculture ·s Rural Development 
Area Office in Morehead. 

The Guaranteed Rural Housing 
(GRH) program makes loans 
through private lenders for the pur­
chase of new and existing homes. 
Loans are made to eligible appli-

cants, w1th incomes not exceeding 
115 percent of the mcd1an mcome. 

There IS no required down pay­
ment and the loan can be for I 00 
percent of the appraised value, 
including fees.

When the laughing dies down, 

the AD or coach might lean for­
ward, looks straight into 
Magloire's eyes and with unbri­
dled cmphas1s: "Look. this is your 
free ride to education. social 
skills, tutoring, training table, 
weight training, a posh place to 
hang out, skill development, tele­
vision celebrity, Vitale and print 
media baloney for another year. 
And that's the short tenn. 

"Next spring you get another 
trip to The Show, followed by a 
steering to the best hustler, uh, 
agent, money can buy. Then, while 
your barnacle. uh, agent. arranges 
an NBA contract, one of our uni­
versity's hangers-on sets you a 
few au tograph signings where fans 
can kiss your ring. followed by the 
obligatory barnstonning tour from 
which inflated ticket prices will 
get you pin money. 

"Oh, and we give you a diplo­
ma too if you want it. 

"Otherwise, your luggage is on 
the sidewalk. And starting tomor­
row our coaches are out there find­
ing your replacement. Now sign!" 

Instead, Magloire. who must be 
listening to Nazr Mohammed's pal 
Antoine Walker, is " ... studying his 
options." 

College sports, speci fi cally 
basketball, have become a surreal 
landscape where wearing the r ight 
insignia is politically correct, the 
word transfer is in and parents say 
things like "My kid chose your 
school because of the coach." 
(Never mind that all-time wins and 
seven NCAA championships stuff) 
To discuss earning a degree in the 
same meeting with "playing time" 
and "draft placement" is comical 
and elicits the retort, "Get real." 

Meanwhile, All-Wise adminis­
trators spin silliness about legisla­
tion to curtail kids transferring to 
other schools. while coaches rou­
tinely play contract hopscotch. 

SPINNING AT UK 
UK basketball. From Rupp to 

Tubby, decades of crackling good 
team ball, nothing quite like col­
lege's winningest program and 
stylish play spanning more than 
half a century. All to create sparkle 
in lillie boys' eyes. Regrettably 
there is the power side of long­
term success, arrogance and 
manipulation. Two examples 
jumped up last week. 

• C.M. Newton tampered with 
Vanderbilt's recruitment of 
Kentucky Mr. Basketball Rick 
Jones. In a clever turn of words 
that tiptoed around NCAA rules 
against mentioning an unsigned 
high school recruit in the media, 
UK's AD let it be known Wildcat 
recruiters might have been more 
inclined to recruit "closer to 
home," if they had known about 
Ryan Hogan and Michael 
Bradley's defections. 

Meaning, of course, Jones at 
nearby Scott County High School 
may have been offered a scholar­
ship after all. Barely three days 
later. Jones balked on a verbal 
commitment to Coach Kevin 
Stallings and Vandy. 

Did Newton remember spring­
times past? In 1982 Kentucky Mr. 
Basketball Todd May was all but 
signed and delivered to Vandy 
where Newton was coaching, but a 
last minute call from Joe B. Hall 
changed the Virgie all-stater's 
mind. Five years later, Mr. 
Basketball John Pelphrey was 
ready to become a Commodore 
when pressure convinced Eddie 
Sutton to offer the Paintsville star 
a scholarship. 

• Also last week, Temple 
University officials complained 
publicly that an invitation for the 
Owls to play in the Sugar Bowl 
Classic in New Orleans in 
December had been scuttled 
because UK did not want to face 
John Chaney's team. 
Embarrassment risk was too great 
what with four returning starters, 
including Lamont Barnes from 
Hopkinsville. A UK official 
denied any veto.' 

And Sugar Bowl officials 
would neither confinn or deny 
Temple charges. Logic spoke out 
however. Tournament officials had 
no interest in rocking this bonan7..a 
money-maker boat. So, UK will 
play rebuilding Oklahoma. 

In fact, given its prolific non· 
league card already, plus a power­
packed SEC schedule next winter, 
UK's reluctance to face another 
top 10 foe next December is 
understandable. 

But why not skip the denials 
and just say so? Four months ago 
Tubby Smith vowed the Wildcats' 
non-conference schedule next sea­
son would be Jess demanding than 
1998. UK is already signed for the 
preseason NIT and contracted for 
trips to Indiana, Miami, Fla., and 
Maryland. These to go with visits 
from Michigan State, Georgia 
Tech and Louisville. The game 
with Denny Crum 's UofL 
Cardinals looms crucial given the 
last two meetings. 

SIZINGS UK's NEWTON? 
C.M. Newton drew fire from 

Sports Illustrated last week after 
UK's director of athletics grum­
bled about transfers and absence 
of loyalty from stu~ent-athletes. 
SI placed Newton among what it 
called High-handed Hoopocrites. 

Also, Michael Bradley's 
father's lasting fixation with Rick 
Pitino surfaced again in a sugges­
tion that UK's AD do more to hold 
college coaches to their contracts. 
A lament that falls on deaf ears at 
UK where Newton demonstrated 
again his way of dealing with the 
possibility of a coach's transfer is 
throw cash. Increase salary and 
extend a coach's contract as he did 
with Hal Mumme even as UK was 
still paying off Bill Curry's buy­
out.

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The future is now 
Much already has been made 

about Dale Earnhardt Jr. moving up 
to Winston Cup next year. It seems 
everyone wants to think that the 
future of the sport rests with a 
~ealthy rivalry that could develop 

between the younger Earnhardt and 
Jeff Gordon. 

Every sport needs nvalries not 
only to increase fan enthusiasm but 
to also make sure that the competi­
tion level remains as high as possi­
ble. Throughout NASCAR's histo­
ry there has always been a rivalry 
that has taken the sport to another 
level. 

When the modern era of the 
sport began in 1972, Richard Petty, 
Cale Yarbrough, David Pearson and 
Bobby AlJison had already taken 
their competitive level of racing to 
the rivalry stage. The shows that 

• these four drivers put on during 
race day began getting noticed out­
side of the Southeast. It was exact­
ly what the sport needed to move 
mto the '80s. 

The '80s saw maybe the most 
intense rivalry of all time develop 
both on and off the track. Dale 
Earnhardt and Darrell Waltrip's 
fierce track battles began drawing 
more and more people to the track. 
By now the sport was no longer the 
sole property of the South: word of 

Winston Cup was now beginning to 
attract the attention of the national 
medta thanks to the hattles that 
Earnhardt and Waltrip were staging 
both on and off the track. 

As we look back on the this 
decade, it can actually be split into 
a couple of halves. The first half of 
the '90s was the property of 
Earnhardt, and Gordon took owner­
ship of the latter half of the decade. 
You would think that as the torch 
was being passed that there would 
be a natural rivalry arise between 
ti1e two. 

Jeff Gordon brought to the series 
something that it just wasn't accus­
tomed to. Earnhardt's following 
was what you would call the veter­
an race fan, those who had followed 
the sport for several years. Gordon 
brought to the sport new race fans 
who didn't really identify as much 
with the sport as they did with the 
age and brashness of Gordon. 

Gordon came in at what you 
would say was the right time when 
Earnhardt's trips to victory lane 
were becoming farther and farther 
apart. Gordon's skill and a well­
funded race team took control of 
the series and never looked back. 

During this time Mark Martin, 
Dale Jarrett, and Rusty Wallace 
were all still winning races, but

Nothing to 
crow about 

As a kid growing up in 
Eastern Kentucky. I would hear 
what sounded like hundreds of 
them chattering and quarreling 
in the tops of trees back on top 
of the hills. 

Of course, I'm talking about 
crows. 

When I'd tag along behind 
Dad to the garden, sometimes 
we'd surprise a dozen or so of 
them and they'd take wing in a 
heartbeat, scurrying loudly to 
the shelter of the thicket that 
surrounded his fenced-in-gar­
den spot. This usually prompt­
ed Dad to construct a large 
cross out of old two-by-fours, 
hang a five-pound lard bucket 
on top for a head and one of 
his old shirts on the cross arms, 
and firmly plant a scarecrow in 
the middle of his corn patch. 
Unless the wind blew it over, 
or the corn eventually grew 
high enough to obscure it. the 
crows usually stayed away. 

In those days, crows even 
seemed a bit mysterious to me, 
an idea perhaps planted by 
Edgar Allen Poe's, "The 
Raven," which I then thought 
was the same thing as a crow 
but have since learned differ­
ently. 

But even when Poe had the 
raven chanting ''nevermore" 
instead of the typical "caw, 
caw, caw." it was totally 
acceptable, because I'd always 
heard that if you caught a crow 
and split its tongue, you could 
teach it to talk. 

So, although it's nothing to 
crow about, I've always been 
familiar with crows. But it has­
n't been until lately that I've 
noticed they've been getting a 
little too familiar with me. It's 
gotten to the point where I 
wouldn't be surprised if these 
once shy birds. that seemed to 

I fear people. just rang the door-
1 bell and asked for a handout. 

As a matter of fact, last 
week one almost did. 

I always set out my garbage 
to be picked up on Tuesday 
mornings by plopping the bags 
high on the tall, nat-topped 
hedge in front of my house so 
the neighborhood dogs can't 
get to it. Last Tuesday when I 
went out to go to work. there 
sat a crow, in all his bluegreen 
blackness. picking at the 
garbage. tossing it hither and 
yon. And. he sat right there 
until I was no more than five 
or six feet from him as I rushed 
the hedge, arms waving. 
attempting to shoo him away. 
He left and I went on to work. 
so I don't know if he returned, 
or found more easy pickings on 
down the street. 

That's not the worst of it. 
either. 

Last summer, as two or three 
crows hopped around in a ncar­
by neighbor's yard. I sat on a 
little retaining wall at the back 
of my house prying a small can 
of paint open with one of my 
car keys. 1 left the keys, along 
with the paint. long enough to 
go intb the house and get a 
paint brush. When I returned. 
the crows were gone ... and so 
were my set of shiny keys. 

I've not seen the keys since, 
but the crows, who become 
braver and braver all the time, 
are making themselves right at 
home in my neighborhood.

Many vehicles on the road today 
have cellular phones installed. 
They're a great convenience for 
busy people who make important 
contacts while on the go and, in 
some cases. they're considered to 
he a form of insurance. Knowing 
that, if you have a problem on the 
road, you can call for help from 
someone you know gives some 
peace of mind. 

But the cell phone has come into 
its own in the last few years. Some 
25 or 30 years ago. it was the CB 
radio that we relied on to help us in 
our travel. I like to have whatever 
aid~ are available in driving, and at 
leac;t once the CB kept me from 
having an accident. 

Anna Hayes and I had spent a 
day shopping in Lexington and 
started home just after dark. It was 
Nmember II, I remember, but 
there was a sudden drop in temper­
ature. r kept the radio on just to 
monitor road conditions and sud­
denly there was a message; ''Watch 
out at the 86 mile marker. The road 
is solid ice." We were almost ready 
10 head up the Mountain Parkway. 
and I pulled off the road and con­
tacted a couple of vehicles that just 
came that way. Their message was 
the same. "Solid ice.'' Then we saw 
two vehicles hit the ice and one 
went off the road on the right side 
while the other went left. We'd had 
the warning just in time. 

We were near the Holiday Inn in 
Winchester but they had just let 
their ll1st room go. They found us a 
place at a small motel that evident­
!) wasn't expecting any customers. 
They turned some heat on but it 
would have taken two days to 
\\ann that room up. We slept in 
most of our clothes and used every 
blanket available. We had no tooth 
brush and no cosmetics. but we felt 
lucky to have a place to lay our 
heads and be thankful for a CB 
radio. 

THE CONVERSATION 
In buying a CB radio, you 

looked for one that had the least 
litatic and that reached out the far­
thest for making contact My hus­
band had installed one in my car 
and tried to show me how to oper-

ate it, but somehow I was always 
trying to adjust it to do better. 

It was getting ncar Christmas 
and I had taken my boxes of greet-~ 
ing cards and address book to thel'r 
dining room table where I enjoyed 
addressing the cards and remem­
bering family and friends. It was a 
little difficult to concentrate though 
for, just inside the kitchen. Walter 
and our daughter Rhonda were sip­
ping coffee and making ~mall talk.
