Former Negro League player dies at home

A Floyd Count) man who played professional 
baseball dunng u pivotal period in the history of 
both the sport and the nation has died. 

Richard A Watts. 73. of Wheelwright, died at 
his home on Tu~.:sday. 

After Watts graduated high school and served 
in the military during World War II. he followed a 
tradition set by grandl~ltner, father and brothers 
and \\'ent to work in the coal mines. 

But it was during th~.: times that he \\asn·t 
.working in the mines that the Mayben, Ala .. native 
found time to pursue his love of baseball. 

Wau•;' career brought him to Wheelwright. as 
he ~aid in an inten iew in 1990, "to play baseball 
and get a job." When he wasn't v.orking in the 
mines, he played for coal company teamo; for sev­
eral years and ultimately earned a ~pot \\ ith the 
Birmingham Black Barons of the \legro American 
League. 

The Negro B:~seball Leagues. borne out of seg-

regation, had their stmt in the years after the Civil 
War and enjoyed the1r greatest popularity in the 
1920s, 1930s und 1940s before dl'clining after 
Jackie Rohmson broke the color barrier in MaJor 
League Bascballm 1947 By the; 1960s. the Negro 
Leagues were gone altogethet. 

The Negro Leagues werl' already in decline by 
the time Watts report~.:d Ill the Black Barons in 
1949. Hi.; team had enjoyed a successful history, 
ha\ i • played and lo~t it:-. third Negro World 
Sencs the )Car before he joined the team. 

But b) 1949. the inh.:gration of Major League 
Baseball and its minor leagues had o;iphoned away 
man) of the Negro I eagues' best players and the 
1948 Negro World Series tunll'd out to be the last. 

Becau~c of the decline of the Negro Leagues 
and the .;ub~cquent Jo,s of media co\'erage. statis­
tics from Watt:-.' career could not be found.

Dingus' class did an activity in 
oral language. She wrote sentences 
on the board with \ arious mistakes 
and the children clamored for a 
chance to correct a pan of the sen­
tence. Even though they are just 
third-graders. the students U!>e prop­
er proofreading marks when they 
make a change.

sticks out in the lower level. In 
homes without a basement, make 
sure that the water heater vent is at 
least 6 inchc..<.. away from wood. 

• In the kitchen, check that 
garbage disposal and dishwasher 
connections work properly when 
operating. With a flashlight, look 
inside of cabinets for sign~ of water 
damage such a" warped cabinet bot­
toms or stains. Make :>ure that trctps 
and supply tubes are not leaking. 

• Washing machine hoses should 
be checked for ntptures and leaks by • 
turning Yalvcs on and off.

Soft justice? 

Those who arc convinced that our jud1cial system is 
plagued by double standards found reinforcement in sen­
tences handed down over the past week in two high profile 
cases. 

In one, Randy .Knnbrough, a former deputy commission-
• er in the Kentucky Department of Education, was sentenced 

to two years (with no parole) for the embezzlement of 
$719,000 tn state education money 

Her husband, who had a $45.000 contract as a "consul­
tant" to school boards (thanks to his wife), got four months 
in federal prison for mail fraud. He is a former high school 
principal, she a former school superintendent in Warren 
County. 

Another pair, Janice Law Phillips and her husband 
Joseph, were sentenced to 27 months and 21 months, 
respectively. for teammg up to steal more than $800,000 
from Kentucky State Umvers1ty She was a senior assistant 
to the umversity's comptroller. He was in the plumbmg 
business and was a landlord of about 50 rental propert1es m 
Frankfort whose "financial troubles" caused his then-fiance 
to steal the money, accordmg to her attorney. as reported by 
the Associated Press. 

In both cases, the guilty parties have been ordered to 
make restitution, although the odds of that happening may 
in fact be slim. 

Meanwhile, in our own newspaper court records we 
report on greater sentences almost weekly for crimes that 
many would deem far less serious than chpping the taxpay­
ers for almost $1 million. 

If you believe there is a more lenient standard of justice 
for white collar crime, it might be fair to take notice that 
high profile, white collar crime usually brings bigger head­
hoes and greater public scorn for the offenders. 

Maybe that will soothe the feelings of the "blue collar" 
criminal doing up to five years for stealing $350 or for 
growing a couple of marijuana plants in the basement.

Question put on ballot improperly 
Editor: 
It is my considered opinion that the petition deliv­

ered to County Judge-Executive Paul Hunt Thompson 
regarding a return to the magistrate form of county 
government is fatally flawed. This opinion is based on 
the following sections of KRS 67.050, "County com­
missiOns; elections to ascertain having; return to a 
prior form of government." 

I. KRS 67.050, section 3. lines 6, 7, 8 and 9, clear­
ly states that, "A petition for an election on a return 
to a fiscal court composed of justices of the peace and 
a county JUdge-executive shall state a proposed num­
ber of justices of the peace." The operative word here 
ts "shall.'' which in Kentucky law directs compliance 
w1th the provision of the statute. The petition in ques­
tion here, apparently circulated exclusively by the 
former magistrates, omitted any reference or state­
ment concerning the number of JUStices that would 
serve in the proposed change. 

II. KRS 67.050, section I, lines 21 through 30. 
requires that the county clerk, within five (5) days of 
a signed executive order resulting form the petition, 
g1ve a certified copy of the order to the sheriff or other 
officer "and the sheriff or other officer shall have the 
order pubhshed pursuant to KRS Chapter 424 and m 
addition advertise it by handbills posted at one or 
more conspicuous places in each precinct for the time 
that publication is required, stating when the election 
will be held and the purpose thereof." Again, the 
operative word IS "shall,'' whtch mandates compli­
ance with the provisions of the statute. The county 
clerk did not cum ply wnh this section of KRS 67.050. 

Ill. KRS 67.050, section I, lines 6 through 12, 
states that "upon a written petition signed by regis­
tered voters of the county equal in number to at least 
15 percent of the total number of votes cast in the pre­
ceding presidential election, or 1.200 registered vot­
ers of the county, wh1chever is less ... " From memory, 
the petition presents I ,390 signatures, of which 1,284 

were certified by the county clerk as being the names 
of registered voters. This does not mean that these 
registered voters signed the petition. On the contrary, 
it appears that single individuals signed the names of 
up to 20 other people. We have identified 167 signa­
tures which we dispute. If this suspicion is borne out 
by the proper authorities, the petition will have 1,117 
registered voters' signatures, short of the I ,200 
requtred to put the issue on the ballot. 

Folks, this petition and the dnve to return to the 
magistrate form of county government represents the 
dark side, the ugly side of machine politics here in 
Floyd County. The petition was sprung on us full 
grown out of the dari(ness. much as a thief sneaks 
upon his prey at night. It was not advertised in the 
newspaper. on our several rad1o stations, nor did we 
see cop1es of the petition in grocery stores, etc. 
Rumor has it that tt was hand-carried by the former 
magistrates and presented to county workers, their 
relatives and others who could ill afford to refuse to 
sign it However. even here. in this fashion, they 
could not gamer the number of signatures required. 

There is no mystery as to why the political 
machine wishes to return to four magistrate districts, 
as opposed to three commissioner districts. They have 
difficulty controlling elections in three large commis­
sioner districts, as opposed to four small magistrates 
districts. In the four magistrate distr1cts, they can also 
control the election of school board members. But this 
is our history and our people are well aware of it. 

Folks, we d1d not want this fight. We did not want 
to spend our personal time, our own money and our 
energy to defeat this system again. Our people need to 
direct their attention to our schools, our lack of water, 
and our declining economy But we will fight and we 
will go and do what is necessary to defeat this blight 
again.

... and the 
• enemy zs us 

by ROBERT LINNELL 

The older generation will remember the 
famous words of comic strip hero, Pogo, "We 
have met the enemy and the enemy is us." 
We Americans are gluttons when it comes to 
t.he use of oil products. As the rest of the world 
starts to follow our behavior the pressure on 
the world's non-renewable oil reserves will 
continue to force prices upward. 

The U.S. trade deficit in June was the high­
est on record at $30.6 btlhon due mostly to an 
increase (and record) in oil imports. Sales of 
gas guzzhng SUVs (which make big profits 
for auto makers) have skyrocketed. SUVsw 
cause more traffic accidents and fatalities. 
Higher gas prices have had one good effect: 
both Ford and GM have announced plans for a 
25 percent increase in gas mileage for their 
SUVs. 

Are gasoline and fuel oil prices really high? 
Due to an oversupply (from the Asian eco­
nomic slump) crude oil was $11 per barrel just 
a year and a half ago but now is $32. 
Consumer complaints have been loud as prices 
at the pump reached over $2 a gallon in some 
areas. In typical fashion no one wants to take 
responsibility so we blame others: President 
Clinton and gouging oil companies are 
favorite targets. 

Understanding the reason for oil prices now t 
being over $30 per barrel is simple Economics 
101 -supply and demand. Supplies are tight 
and demand is increasing worldwide. Asian 
econom1es are recovering and underdeveloped 
countries are developing, increasing the 
worldwide demand for oil. With the exception 
of Saudi Arabia, oil producing countries are 
producing at maximum current capacities and 
United States'production IS in decline. 

We now import more than 50 percent of our 
oil and are the world's largest user. As other 
nations continue economic development, 
world demand will continue to grow and the 
long-term trend, in spite of much new drilling, 
will be for higher prices. In terms of constant 
dollars, oil prices are actually lower now than 
they were in the period 1975-85 and about the 
same as they have been over the 1990-99 
decade (excepting the brief $1 per gallon 
prices at the end of 1998 and early 1999). 

Another measure of oil prices is the contri­
bution to total GDP (Gross Domestic Product) 
from oil costs. This percentage has steadily 
declined from a peak of 4 percent in the early 
1980s to about 2 percent now. This decline 
means that the impact of oil prices on inflation 
is now much less than 1t was 15-20 years ago. 

Oil prices will probably drop a bit this fall 
as Saudi Arabia increases production but win-
ter heating costs will definitely be up by as 
much as 50 percent in some cases. Other .­
nations look with envy at the American way­
of-life. Electronic era communications have 
shown the rest of the world how we hve and 
they want some of the same. Our lifestyle, 
with a car or two in every garage, is now the 
goal of peoples around the world. This means 
more demand for oil, a finite resource that 
would be rapidly depleted if everyone in the 
world used oil like we do. 

There are only two responsible paths for us 
to pursue to deal with this long-range problem. 
Conservation and development of renewable 
energy sources. But first we must stop trying 
to blame others and, as Pogo said, look to our­
selves. 

Every one of us can contribute to energy 
conservation. In the home there are many cost 
effective 1deas. Additional insulation, auto­
matic thermostat control, high-efficiency 
lighting and appliances can pay for their added 
costs in months or a few years. 

Autos offer a lot of cost~effective opportu­
nities for reduced gasoline consumption with 
the added advantages of increased safety, 
reduced maintenance costs and lower insur­
ance rates. Keeping tires fully inflated can 
increase gas mileage by several miles per gal­
lon and t1res will also last longer. Following a 
regular matntenance schedule (oil change, 
lubrication, tune-up, etc) increases gas 
mileage and also reduces maintenance costs. 

Driving habits have a major impact on gas 
mileage as well as on safety. Speeding and 
rapid acceleration and deceleration and brak­
ing can reduce gas mileage by 10 percent or 
more, cause more accidents and deaths, cost 
more in maintenance and increase auto insur­
ance rates. 

Economically viable alternative energy 
sources are now at the point of breakthrough. 
Renewable energy methyl alcohol in fuel cells 
will be ready for mass markets within t.he next 
few years. Solar 1s already the cheapest power

In 
any case. we tend to picture structured, <;eri­
ou), work done within a specific period of 
time. 

The truth h. if we have pet<;, we are all 
trainers. and the pets are actively learning 
every waking moment. 

You say your dog or cat is untrained? 
You·re kidding yourself. The dog may have 
never darkened the door of an obedience 
school. and the cat certainly has better things 
to do than come when you call, but make no 
mil>take. you have trained them. 

Does kitty materalize out or thm air any­
lime she hears the can opener? Doe.' Spot start 
looking out the window for the 
~chool bu~ 10 minutes before 
it's due? 

In a less po:.itivc vein. are 
you subjected to begging at 
the kitchen table or claw 
damage to the couch? 

All of these activtties. for 
better or worse, have been to 
~;orne extent ''trctined." If that 
isn't scary enough, you started 
training your animal the day you 
brought it home. (We won't even 
discuss what you may have unin­
tentionally trained into your kids 
or spouse.) 
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The good news is that once you are aware 
of your role as trainer, you can make positive 
changes. It's never too late to train. or for the 
animal to learn.

teach something the right .,., ay at the begin­
ning than to ll:l\e to unlearn something else 
first, but it certainly isn't impossible. 

Age is not that big a deal. either. My 
Chow-Golden Retriever mix. Casey, -wao; the 
best dog I've ever had at formal obedience 
work. He was at least three or four years old 
before he had any structured training for this. 

At the other extreme, it is a snap to train a 
five-week-old puppy to sit on command for a 
food lreat within five minutes. This is not to 
say you have a formal and reliable sit exercise 
trained. just that the pup is able to grasp the 
concept tllat quickly. 

·'Traming" can be something very compli­
cated. with many different methods and 
numerous complex theories. To break it down 
to its simplest form. howe\er. \\e can say that 
the object of training i:-. to increase the 

chances that a desirable behavior will he 
repeated in the future. 

Let's say that you want your new puppy 
to come whl.!n you call her. Puppies. being 

curious, generally will come bounding 
over to you when you make interesting 

sounds in a friendly voice-and that's 
all the puppy is hearing at first. It's 
not a "command" at this stage. The 
connection between the action and 
the words will come later. 

What you do when the puppy 
comes to you will determine whether 
she is li.keJy to repeat this behavior 

in the future ff she gets atten­
tion. a scratch behind the 
ear.;, a food treat. a minute of 
play or something similar, 
there's a good chance she' ll 
come running the next time 
she hears those sounds. 

On the other hand, if 
what she got was a scolding 
for the spot you found on the 
rug. what do you think that hac; done 
for the odds of her being so quick to respond 
again? 

In both these scenarios, remforcement was 
used. Reinforcement can be positive or nega· 
tive. Positive reinforcement is not the same 
thing as reward. and negative enforcement is 
not eqUivalent 10 punishment 

That sounds like splitting hairs. but the b1g 
difference is in the timing. Reinforcement 
occurs at the same time the behavior i~ hap· 
pening, and the animal can do somethmg to 
earn or avoid it. 

Confuo;ed? The first example was obvious­
ly of positive reinforcement. The puppy came 
to you (the desired behavior), and immediate· 
Jy received something it wanted (food, atten· 
tion. etc.). The puppy earned what it received. 
and it increased the probability that it would 
respond the same way that the next time it 
heard those inviting sounds. 

Now let\ look at that second example­
this is a good explanation of the difference 
between negative reinforcement and punish­
ment. What actually happened was that when 
the puppy performed the desired behavior 
(coming when called), it immediately 
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received something unpleasant. This 
will have the effect of reducing the 
probability of the same response 
nl.!xt time. 

Instead of working to obtain a 
po~itive reinforcement, it will work 10 

avoid the negative reinforcement-- -and 
the easiest way to avoid it is just not to 
come when you call. Your intention was 

to punish the dog for the mess on the car­
pet, but that's not the message she got. 

The biggest difference between punish­
ment and negative reinforcement is that pun­
ishment occurs after the behavior occurred 
(piddling on the rug). and often so long after­
ward that the animal can't make any mental 
connection between the two. (In puppies you 
are talking in a time frame or much less than 
a minute). You reinforce the behavior that is 
occurring at that time. 

A second difference is that the animal can't 
do anything to avoid th~ punishment. The pup 
could avoid the immediate negative reinforce­
ment by failing to come to you, but if you're 
determined to punish, you will eventually find 
the opportunity. 

Let me give you time to digest all of this 
for a week, and next time. I'll try to give you 
some pointers on using positive reinforcement 
in practical situations. 

Cat owners, don't tune out-this works 
with cats too. (In fact, it's about the only 
method that does work with them.) 

If you also start to see opportunities to use 
tllis with children. parents, spouses, cowork­
ers. etc .. then you are really starting to think 
like a trainer.

GOVERNMENT IN ACTION 

Brian Ellmgwood had a briefcase stolen 
from his car in Washington, D.C.. in 
February and reported it, but six weeks 
later, according to a Washington Post story, 
he was notified that the D.C. Department 
of Public Works had levied a $1,000 fine 
against him for littering because the aban­
doned briefcase, with contents strewn 
about, had been found in an alley about six 
blocks from his home. After what he esti­
mated a" "hundreds .. of calls to variou~ 
government offices, Ellingwood could not 
clear the matter up and was forced to go on 
trial in June to have the charge removed. 

According to a June Chicago Sun­
Times report, Illinois Republican activist 
Connie Peters ha~ virtually no other duty 
in her $23,000-a-year state job except to be 
an "observer" at two state water-manage­
ment meetings a month. The newspaper 
estimate<. that she has collected $185,000 
in the 15 years she has been in this 
arrangement, primarily because the legis­
lature inexplicably kept raising her com­
pensation, which in 1985 was $150 a year. 

The Environmental Protection Agency 
acknowledged in July that it knew as far 
back as 1982 that asbestos fibers from a 
W.R. Grace Co. mill in Libby, Montana. 
were implicated in the deaths of residents 
(casualties now number as many as 200) 
but did not notify the town. The agency 
had dismissed its own toxicology study 
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and squelched follow-up studies, relying 
instead on company assurances that 
asbestos levels were minimal in it~ build­
ing-insulation materials.

Hopkins-. illc, located in 
Christian County was a major 
stopping point for the thousands 
of American lndJans, primarily 
Cherokee. who were moved over­
land on the 1nfamous Trail of 
Tears. 

Along the banks of Little 
River in Hopkinsville, was one of 
many sites where the Indians 
camped and received provisions 
for their journey westward to 
Oklahoma. While several thou­
sand died lluring this forced 
march. two of notable standing in 

the Cherol.:ce nation. Whitepath 
and Fly Smith are buried in 
Hopki nsvi lie. 

The Cherokee Nation was 
known as one of the tive ci,·ihzed 
tribes. with their own schools. 
churches and villages, having 
fought with a young Republic 
during the American Revolution. 
The Cherokees patterned their 
form of government after that of 
the United States. These were 
home builders who wished to live 
in peace. on their lands east of the 
Mississippi. 

The discovery of gold on 
Cherokee land in Georgia in 1828 

~ignalcd the beginning of the end 
of the Indian·' \\ ay of life in this 
regiOn. Despite even appeals to 
the Supreme Court 10 remain on 
their lands. President Andrew 
Jackson had fought with the 
Cherokees. in the W;u of t 812. 
and had personally decorated 
some of them for their participa­
tion. as well as having had his life 
saved by a Cherokee. 

In 1838, the Indians "'ere 
rounded up. divided into groups.
