The bacteria attacks a person
whose immune system can't fight
it off,

“There is no rhyme or reason
why that would happen,” she said.
“We pray to God it won’t, but there
i$ no guarantee it won’t happen
again,"”

In any event, parents and teach-
ers will once again have an oppor-
tunity to express their concerns
about the recent meningitis cases
in the Floyd County school sys-
tem.

There's good news and bad in
Kentucky’s continuing drought.

- The good news is that a Water
Shortage Watch for 38 counties in
the Kentucky and Licking river
basins has been lifted; the bad
news is that a new Water Shortage
Watch is being issued for 22 coun-
ties in the Green and Tradewaer
river basins.

Another 22 counties in the Salt
and Upper Cumberland river
basins remain on a Water Shortage
Watch,

The Kentucky Division of
Water issues a Water Shortage
Watch when water supply data,
suc as rainfall levels, reservoir
levels, streamflow and the Palmer
Drought Severity Index, indicate
the potential for water shotages

Rains that have improved
drought conditions in the eastern
part of the state have almost
entirely missed central and west-
ern Kentucky. The Eastern Region
of the state has improved signifi-
cantly, and the Bluegrass Region
remains in mild drought status, but
continues 1o improve.

" However, the Western and

Central regions have slipped a lit-
tle more deeply into moderate
drought. Rainfall needed above
normal in those two regions is 7.5
and 6.3 dnches, respéctively.
Normal July rainfall for the
Central Region is about 4.5 inch-
es, and for the Western Region, it's
4.9 inches

To reduce drought conditions,
these regions need moderate, long-
lasting rain that has time 0 soak
into the ground and replenish sub-
surface water reserves. Subsurface
reserves normally maintain river
flows and carry us through the dry
period of late September through
early November

Reserves depleted by extended
drought conditions and the past
two mild winters remain lower
than normal in many parts of the
state. Nearly all of the state is out
of agricultural drought, because
soils near the surface are retaining
water, However, hydrological
drought, a shortage of water for
water supplies, continues to cause
concern.

The organization sends
money directly to the family to be used for whatever
is needed at the time: house payments, car payments,
travel expenses back and forth for treatments, etc.

The NCCS will also pay for treatments if insurance
has run out or refused to pay. They helped our family
on two separate occasions: once with a $1,200 check,
and once with a $600 check. Contributions such as
these made it possible for Sarah's dad to stay with us
at the hospital as much as he did.

Since 1996 the NCCS has given more than
$68,000 to patients at the University of Kentucky
Children’s Hospital alone.

After the benefit, a total of $1,458.12 was sent to
the NCCS in memory of Baby Sarah.

We were very pleased with the amount of money

raised, and with the number of people in attendance.

Bennie and 1 would like to express our greatest
appreciation to all those who helped plan and orga-
nize the event, and to all of those who attended. We
feel that helping other children who are sick is one
way that we can make something good come from the
tragedy that we had to face.

Each year when this memorial benefit is planned
and held, it is not done to have everyone moumn for
Baby Sarah, but to allow those who came to know and
love her a chance to celebrate the 10 months that we
enjoyed her beantiful smile,

A capital idea

(NAPSA)—Whatever  items
your company may sell or services
it may provide, chances are pretty
good it involves something
shipped by freight train. That's
because 40 percent of all U.S, ship-
ping is by rail.

One reason freight trains can do
such a good job carrying goods is
that they were partially deregulated
in 1981. This: gave railroads the
means to inVest in their own
futures. They could earn revenues
sufficient to cover their costs of
operation, As revenues increased,
investment increased. Investment
led to greater efficiency, sharply
improved safety, better service and
dramatically reduced rates—down
55 percent since 1980,

In fact, U.S. freight railroads
invest more in plant and equipment
as a percent of revenues, these
days, than does-any other major
industrial sector.

Prior to 1980, railroads lacked
adequate funds to imvest in mainte-
nance and capital improvements,
and their capital shiortfall ran into
the billions of dollars.

As the railroads experienced in

the days before the Staggers Rail
Act of 1980, the system deterio-
rates rapidly when railroads are,
capital-starved,  Reporis  the
Association of Americans
Railroads, all major U.S. freight
railroads are privately-owned and
operated.

Economists estmate railroads
will have to invest $162 billion in
capital improvement the year
2020—the cost equivalent of
rebuilding the entire rail system
twice over—simply 10 maintain
their current 40 percent share of
the freight market. This can only
occur if railroads are allowed to
operate under a stable and limited
set of regulatory constraints, such
as they do now.

If, as some have proposed, the
government imposes more strin-
gent regulations on the industry, it
could be bad economic news for
anyone who makes, sells or uses
goods shipped by rail.

Governor Patton appoints board
created by mental health initiative

Frankfort — Gov. Paul Patton
Friday announced the appointment
of the members of the Kentucky

Commission on Services and
Supports for Individuals with
Mental Retardation and Other

Developmental Disabilities.

The commission is part of a
comprehensive plan the govemor
supported in House Bill 144 1o pro-
vide support to people with mental
retardation,

“Our historic initiative passed
by the 2000 Generul Assembly that
provided for the creation of this
Commission represents a guantum
leap forward for the
Commonwealth in providing care
for the most vulnerable of our citi-
zens,” Gov, Patton said. “The mem-
bers of this Commission will ensure
that the additional funds allotted by
the initiative raise the standard of
support for those in Kentucky with
mental retardation or other devel-
opmental disabilities.”

The commission is charged with

advising Patton and the General

Assembly concerning the needs of

persons with mental retardation,

Its other duties will be to devel-
op a statewide strategy for the
regionalization of those on the
waiting list for services, assure
equal access in every region of the
state; assess the need for special-
ized out-patient clinics: evaluate
the effectiveness of the service
delivery system; and develop and
recommend a comprehensive 10
year plan with funding in the nexi
biennium to begin to address the
plan.

About $5 million in state gener-
al funds, which, when matched
with federal funds, will create more
than $16.5 million — will go for
community-based services. In the
second year of the biennium, those
amounts are doubled.

When combined with the federal
share, the funding over the two
years will create about $50 million
in new services.

PSC alerts natural gas
customers to higher prices

FRANKFORT — Natural gas
customers across Kentucky should
prepare for higher bills this winter,
the Kentucky Public Service
Commission announced last week.

The higher bills expected
across the state are the result of
higher wholesale prices for natural
gas. The wholesale prices of natur-
al gas are market driven and have
steadily increased this summer.
The increase is expected to contin-
ue through the fall and into the
winter heating season.

Local natural gas utilities pur-
chase natural gas from one or
more wholesale suppliers and re-
sell it, at cost, to their customers.
The local utilities pass through the
wholesale cost of the gas and are
not permitted to make a profit on
the price of the gas itself.

Profits for local gas utilities
come from the revenues generated

from their charges for delivering

gas to their retail customers.

Since local natural gas utilities
are having to pay more for natural
gas, customers should plan for
their winter heating bills to
increase by 40 percent to 50 per-
cent over last winter. Planning
now will help customers deal with
higher bills this coming winter.

The following are some things
that customers can do to prepare
for the winter heating season:

+ Get on a budget plan. Many
local natural gas utilities have
budget plans to help customers
deal with winter heating bills by
paying the same amount each
month, year-round. Contact your
local gas company to find out
details about budget plans avail-
able, and about requirements for
participating in those plans, In
some cases, enrollment periods
are limited, so the sooner you call
the company, the better.

» Winterize your home,

- Replacing dirty Ffilters, using a

humidifier, and sealing off air
leaks in common places such as
closets, cabinets, or outlet plates
are just a few ways (o help your
home be more energy efficient
Contact your local gas utility for a
list of things you can do 1o winter-
ize your home,

* Put money aside now to cover
winter heating costs. Finding
extra money at the end of the
month is rarely easy. But if you
are able, begin putting a little
aside now to help when the higher
bills hit this winter.

Your local gas utility should be
your first source of information
about your local natural gas ser-
vice.

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"New student days initiative at EKU

Eastern Kentucky University has
put out the welcome mat for new
students from Floyd County.

If a new student doesn’t feel at
home academically and socially on
the EKU campus by the time class-
es begin Monday, August 21, it will
be because they stayed at home or
locked themselves in their residence
hall rooms.

New Student Days, August 13-
18, will include departmental open
houses, seminars on how to succeed
in college and other topics, picnics,
free breakfasts and midnight meals,
concerts, comedians, recreation,
dancing and more.

The new initiative is designed to
ensure that freshmen and transfer
students get off 1o a good starl in
their new surroundings. University
officials believe the week, in addi-
tion to numerous year-round and
campus-wide programs related to
student success, will pay off in
improved student retention,

“These first few weeks are most

important,” said Dr. Rita Davis,
associate vice-president for enroll-
ment management. “We want them
to know where 10 go o gel services,
be able to recogmize people and
start to feel good about what
Eastern has to offer. If we don't get
new students to bond. meet new
friends and connect with faculty
members and help them through the
transition process, we might lose
them.”

At Summer Orientation, the new
students were handed their first
homework assignment: to read
“Into Thin Air,” an autobiographi-
cal account by Jon Krakauer of a
1996 expedition to the peak of Mt
Everest that resulted in the death of
nine climbers. The bestseller “ranks
among the great adventure books of
all time,” according to the Wall
Street Journal,

“We want our students to know
up-front that this is all about acade-
mics,” Davis said, “and this is their
first assignment. This book is about

courage, opportunity and taking
responsibility for your own actions.
We want students to understand that
EKU is a place of opportunity, and
that we want them (o succeed.”

Lou Kasischke, another survivor
of the ill-fated expedition, will dis-
cuss the harrowing experience
when he speaks to the students,
Wednesday, August 16,

Through the daytime hours,
August 13-18, numerous seminars
will prepare new students for what
they'll encounter academically and
socially. The topics include “EKU
Academic Expectations,” “Making
A Colonel Connection with Your
Academic Adviser, “"Computing on
Campus," "Healthy Lifestyles,”
“How to Get Involved on Campus,”
“Alcohol 101, and “Can't Cram
for that Exam.” )

Students who plan to live on
campus are encouraged to check
into residence halls, Sunday, August
13, and the university will waste lit=
tle time in welcoming them.

Kids with deformities
denied normal lives

(NUE) - Brenna Nay's parents
knew from the day she was born
that she had a congenital defect.

But it was not until she was nine
years old that doctors diagnosed
her illness as Hajdu-Cheney
Syndrome, a disease that leaves its
victims with abnormal facial fea-
tures.

Brenna's eyes were set too far
apart, with overgrowth of the eye
sockets that caused her eyeballs to
protrude unprotected.

“People would pass and stare at
her,” her mother Amy Nay said.
“The looks came from other chil-
dren as well as adults.”

Each year, tens of thousands of
American children are born with
defects such as a cleft lip or palate
and profound craniofacial deformi-
ties.

Reconstructive surgery is avail-
able to help those children. But
families face the growing problem
of insurance companies obstruct-

ing access and refusing to pay for
the children’s medically necessary
care by labeling the procedures as
cosmetic. .

When Brenna, now 12, learned
thalt reconsftructive surgery was
available, she had high hopes for a
normal life. But twa days before
Brenna was to undergo surgery, the
Nay’s insurance company said the
surgery was unnecessary and not a
covered benefit.

“They categorized the surgery
as cosmetic and said they would
not cover it,"” Nay said, “We sim-
ply cannot understand how. the
insurance company could possibly
consider Brenna's surgery cosmet-
je.

Unfortunately, too  many
American families are being
denied access to health care that
would correct their children’s
deformities for similar reasons.

“The most immediate concern
for parents faced with the agoniz-

ing reality of a child with deformi-
ties is access to physicians who are
qualified to correct their child’s
problem,” said C. Lin Puckett,
M.D., president of the American
Saciety of Plastic Surgeons:

ASPS has taken up Brenna's
cause and that of congenitally
deformed children. It is spearhead-
ing a nationwide initiative 1o
review insurance laws on chil-
dren's deformities through the
Coalition for Insurance Coverage
of Children’s Deformities.

Currently, 15 states have laws
addressing insurance coverage for
craniofacial ‘and congenital defor-
mities. Some of these statutes fall
short of the model bill advanced by
the coalition - the Treatment of
Children's Deformities Act now
before Congress.

based decision making councils;
and identification of assistance
and resources needed for improve-
ment.

The primary tool of the audit
teams 1s a document called
Standards and Indicators for
School Improvement. The indica-
tors are research-based practices
designed to help all schools
improve, not just those classified
as low-performing.

Participants will undergo train-
ing through the department,
enabling the teams to spend three
to five days on-site in a minimum

Among the many medical bene-
fits promised by the Human
Genome Project—the late-breaking
$2 billion effort to spell out the
entire human genetic blueprint—is
its positive effects on disease pre-
vention and treatment in the 21st
century.

@ Institute, a part of the Norton

Cancer Center, is a step ahead of
the majority of the health care
industry in delivering these benefits
to p_ax.ienls-.

The Hereditary Cancer Institute
has been using the genetic code to
identify people at risk for some
types of inherited cancers for more
than three years. The Institute now
is excited to use the information
evolving from the Human Genome
Project to do more and help even
more people.

“The Human Genome Project
fits hand in glove with the work
“we're already doing. Knowing the
human genome opens up all kinds
of doors for the Hereditary Cancer
Institute—it takes us to a new hori-

zon,” said Holly Neibergs, PhD,

director of the Norton Hereditary
Cancer Institute,

“Now that we know the genetic
code, we can make smarter drugs.
We will have a new wave of treat-
ments that are more rationally
designed and more specific to the
problem—it's smarter medicine."”

Norton Cancer Center already is
participating in several studies that
explore treatment and prevention
options using the genetic code, such
as a pivotal new gene therapy trial
that evaluates an adenoviral p53
gene therapy for the treatment of
recurrentrefractory squamous cell
carcinoma of the head and neck
(SCCCHN).

The enrollment marks the begin-
ning of the world’s first Phase II1
clinical trial to study whether this
gene therapy can control timer
growth rate and improve patient
survival when compared to a
chemotherapy (reatment generally
used in this patient population.

Another example is the Breast
Cancer Chemoprevention study.
The patients who are identified as
high risk for breast cancer now are

given the option of preventive treat-
ment. Norton Cancer Center tests
for high risk, idenufies the patients
and the offers them preventive
treatment.

The Norton Hereditary Cancer
Institute is designed for people con-
cerned about their risk of hereditary
cancers. Through genetic educa-
tion, risk assessment and testing,
individuals with a family history of
certain cancers can gain a better
understanding of their risks and
how they affect them or their fami-
ly members. Neibergs said genetic
testing is instrumental in identify-
ing and treating cancer at an early
slage,

“People with a strong family his-
tory of a particular type of cancer
can explore the role genetics play
through the Hereditary Cancer
Institute,” Neibergs said. “We help
patients and their physicians make
informed decisions and tailor their
healthcare based on the patient’s
level of personal risk.”

“Congratulations! You've just
won $5,000!" The words were
music to the Dallas woman's ears,
especially coming during the holi-

. days, when she was feeling finan-

cilly pinched. The caller told her
she’d receive her check within two
or three weeks, just when the holi-
day credit card bills would be com-
ing in.

All the caller needed to finalize
the deal was the women's checking
account number, which would
allow him to deduct a $289 tax on
her winnings from her account. He
assured her that the charge wouldn't
be deducted until her $5,000 check
had been deposited to her account.

Two days later, an electronic
check for $289 was presented to her

- bank. Within the next couple days,

9 another $289 was deducted from

her account.

She’s out almost $600, and she
has yet to receive her $5,000

The same caller contacted the
woman the next month to announce
that she'd won a $5,000 prize.
When the caller realized that he'd
misiakenly made a repeat call, she
says, he quickly hung up.

Everyone loves to be a winner. A
recent poll by Opinion Research

ton showed that more than
half of all American adults entered
. sweepstakes within the past year.

" ® Most of the contests were run by

reputable marketers and non-profit
organizations to promote their prod-
ucts and services. Some lucky win-
ners received millions of dollars or
valuable prizes.

But many sweepstakes are
scams, and an alarming number of
people lose money to them. The
same fraudsters who “took™ the
Dallas woman also claimed victims
from Spring Valley, New York, to
Bryson City, North Carolina, to
Syracuse, Utah.

Some of the victims admitted to
‘being uncomfortable about sharing

their bank account information with
the caller, but the silver-tongued
sales pitch and the thrill of being a
winner allayed their concerns—al
least momentarily.

Every day, consumers across the
United States lose thousands of dol-
lars to unscrupulous prize promot-
ers. Last year alone, the Federal
Trade Commission received more
than 10,000 complants from con-
sumers about gifts, sweepstakes and
prize promotions.

Many of the consumers received
telephone calls or postcards telling
them that they'd won a big prize—
only to find out that to elaim i, they
had to buy something or pay as
much as $10.000 in fees or other
charges.

What's the difference between
legitimate sweepstakes and fraudu-

Jent ones?

According to Tom Carter, an
attorney with the FTC, the federal
consumer protection agency, prizes
in legitimate sweepstakes are
awarded solely by chance, and con-
testants don't have to pay a fee or
buy something to enter or boost
their chances of winning.

“But in fradulent schemes, con-
testants almost always have to dip
into their pockets to enter the
sweepstakes or collect the so-called
prize,” he says.

Often the “fabulous prizes" tout-
ed in these contests aren’t worth
collecting,. A “diamond pendant™
might be the size of a pinhead. A
“luxury vacation for two" might be
an overnight in a seedy motel. An
“all terrain vehicle” might be noth-
ing more than a toy car.

Yet scam artists often use the
promise of these and other “valu-
able™ prizes to entice consumers o
buy overpriced products or ser-
vices, to contribute to bogus chari-
ties, or to attend sales pitches for
land or vacation timeshares, People
who fall for their ploys may end up
paying far more than their “prizes”

perspective

are worth—if they receive them at
all,

Carter says consumers who sign
up for contest drawings in public
places, through the mail or online
also may get more than they bar-
gained for. That is, more advertising
solicitations, more telemarketing
calls, more unsolicited commercial
email and, possibly, more prize pro-
motion offers.

Carter cautions consumers to
read the fine print on contest draw-
ing entry forms before filling them
out and to steer clear of any that
don’t guarantee their privacy,
“Consumers should look for a state-
ment clarifying. that the promoter
won't sell or share the person’s
name with third parties,” he coun-
sels.

But the bottom line, he adds, is
not to pay to enter or collect a prize.
“Remember that if you have to pay
for your ‘prize,’ it's not a prize,”
Carter says. “It's a purchase.”

Here are some of Carter’s telltale
signs of-fraudulent. prize promo-
tions and sweepstakes:

* a notification telling you
you've won a “big" prize—mailed
to you at bulk rate.

* a requirement that you disclose
your bank account information so
the promoter can either deposit
your winnings directly into your
account or charge your account for
taxes or fees on your prize.

* a requirement that you call a
toll-free number for details. It's
likely that you will be transferred to
a “900" pay-per-call number.

* a requirement that you buy
something, attend a sales meeting
or pay & fee 1o enter or claim your
prize.

Medicaid review system results in repayments

In less than a year, the Cabinet
for Health Services has sought to
recover more than $15 million
identified as erroneous or fradu-
lent billings through a new system
that reviewed Medicaid claims.

Under a contract with
HealthWatch Technologies, the
cabinet used new technology to

v review five year's worth of claims

by physicians, dentists, optometry,
lab, durable medical equipment,
rural heaith and pharmacy
providers who delivered services
to Kentucky Medicaid recipients.
Based on this computer review,
inappropriate billings and errors
were identified.

“A large portion of what we
find in these audits are honest
billing errors such as inappropriate
procedure coding. It is unfortunate
that we paid these bills and now
_have to collect the money back,"”

Jealth Services Secretary Jimmy
D. Helton said.

“By discovering the different
types of billing errors we have
“been able to make system changes
which will prevent the same error-
neous billings from being paid in
the future.”

Helton said it has been suggest-
ed by some that the cabinet should
not demand recovery of these pay-
ments, “but I believe Kentuckians
would view us as poor stewards of
their tax dollars if we did that.”

The contract with HealthWatch

ﬂi:e’d.lunc 30. The cabinet is in
= process of finalizing a request
for proposal for a contract to con-

tinue the work to identify abusive,
erroneous and potentially fraudu-
lent billings to the Medicaid pro-
gram.

Medicaid is a federal-state pro-
gram that provides health services
to low-income families, people
with disabilities and nursing home
residents.

“It’s important that we continue
to maintain this type of vigilance
over our medical claims payment
system. In addition to what we
have identified as honest mistakes,
we have also found cases of real or
suspected fraud abuse,” Secretary
Helton said.

Once the inappropriate billings
were identified. the cases were
reviewed by the Department for
Medicaid Services. Following this
analysis, a review team made up
of state and federal law enforce-
ment agencies checked the cases
for possible criminal prosecution
and/or civil fraud liability.

The team included the state
attorney general's office, the U.S.
attorney’s office, the inspector
general’s office from the cabinet
and the federal Health and Human
Services' Office of the Inspector
General.

Based upon the work of the
review team, the state attorney
general’s office and the U.S.
Attorney’s office is currently
investigating about $8 million in
potential inappropriate billings to
Medicaid.

In the cases not removed by the
review -board, letters were sent (o

providers asking for repayment.
Of the more than 28,000 providers
reviewed, 3,819 letters seeking
$7.3 million had been sent to
providers to Medicaid,

In the cases not remoyed by the
review boad, letlers were sent to
providers asking for repayment.
Of the over 28,000 providers
reviewed, 3,819 letters seeking
$7.3 million had been sent to
providers as of May 31.

Of the $7.3 million sought in
the letters, providers have paid the
Medicaid program $4.5 million.
Provides who disputed the letters

could have asked for resolution’

meetings with the Department for
Medicaid Services and could also
have sought an administrative
hearing if they were not satisfied
with the resolution meeting.

Kentucky’s work in this area
was recently presented at a
Washington, D.C., conference on
using technology to combat health
care fraud and abuse sponsored by
the federal Health Care Financing
Administration.

The work under the contract
has led to several improvements in
the Medicaid system. They
include:

« Increased awareness in the
Provider community of appropri-
ate billing practices.

» A more unified effort among

issues.

[nstead, if accounts attributed to
Bowling Green High director of
athletics Monroe Joiner are accu-
rate, Smith &nd assistant Shawn
Finney spoke with Carrier and his
family.

Silly as the NCAA rule might
seem, it has a purpose: Prevent a
college coach from School A having
an advantage over Schools B and C
recruiting impressionable
leenagers,

A day after Smith’s faux pas, and
before you can say “dadgum-foot-
in-my-mouth,” UK's basketball
program was in damage control,
rolling out the weak buzz words “at
worst, a secondary violation.”

Secondary, primary, or fiduciary,

given its past, UK basketball can ill
afford a hint of indiscretion.

If true, this was a clear no-no
committed not by an anxious-to-
please assistant coach, but by an
experienced head man hired in part,
because he understands NCAA
rules apply fo UK basketball with
extra hot sauce.

No matter how UK officials try
to explain this one away, the NCAA
has Kentucky back in the dock. To
wit: 1. Did Tubby Smith or Shawn
Finney have a conversation, howev-
er casual, with the youngster and/or
his family during the blackout peri-
0d? 2. Does this meeting constitute
a recruiing advantage for UK over,
say, UofL or UCLA?

Since young Carrier is apparent-
ly still considering Schools B and
C, this can be reasonably judged a
significant rules violation.

What next? If NCAA affirms
Monroe's eye-witness account of
what happened, assuming he dog¢s-
n'L recant, there is precedent for the
NCAA to give UK a warning and
then rule Carrier may sign with any
school except Kentucky.

Whatever happens, count me
among those sorely disappointed
with Tubby Smith's handling this
one.

Chip Ganassi is no stranger ta racing, his four CART
championships are evidence enough that he knows what
it takes for a race leam 10 win races and compele for
championships. With this experience in tow, Ganassi
decided to test his skills in the Winston Cup Senes when
he became co-owner of Team SABCO.

Ganassi bought controlling interest of Felix Sabate’s
two-team operation in June and felt that the organization
already had two drivers in place to move SABCO 10 a
position where it could compete for victory lane on a
weekly basis. One of the first orders of business that
Ganassi did after taking over the day-to-day operations
of the organization was to extend Sterling Marlin’s and
Kenny Irwin's contracts as drivers for two more seasons

Ganassi felt that both drnvers were very capable of
finding their way to victory lane If they had the equip
ment and manpower to get them there. He quickly
brought in Andy Graves as technical director for the two
teams with an eye on improving the equipment that they
put under the drivers

With both drivers firmly under contract, it was
Graves’ job to begin giving both teams the technology
and manpower to allow them to begin running up front
on a regular basis. Graves would be able 1o draw upon
Ganassi's CART operation to help provide some of the
technical support that he felt the teams were missing.
Both Ganassi and Graves believed that by the beginning

of the 2001 season that Marlin and Irwin would have a®
their disposal the resources to run in the top 10 on 4 con-
sistent basis

All of that thinking came to an unexpected end at
New Hampshire a couple of weeks ago when Irwin died
in a crash during practice. Instead of planning for next
season, Ganassi must begin the search for a driver not
only for next year but to fill out the rest of this season.

The team skipped the New Hampshire event but is
planning on being at Pocono this weekend, Graves said
it was a short list of candidates to drive the Bellsouth
Chevrolet this weekend and for the remainder of the sea-
son. He did say that whoever did end up behind the
wheel this coming Sunday would probably be on board
only for the short term.

The team is said to be looking at three or four drivers ¢

who at the present time are not under contract with
another team. The names mentioned included Hut
Stricklin, Derrike Cope, Ted Musgrave and Rich Bickle.

Cope, the 1990 Daytona 500 winner, started three of
this season's first four races but hasn’t raced since.
Stricklin, a 12-year Winston Cup veteran, has not start-
ed a cup race this season. Bickle started the year driving
for A.J. Foyt, but problems in qualifying and finishing
races caused Foyt to let him go early in the season.
Musgrave has spent much of this season driving for var-
ious teams at test sessions geared for research and devel-
opment.

Another avenue that Team SABCO could approach
in finding a driver would be to dip down into either the
Busch or Craftsman Truck Series for a driver, A Busch
Series driver could be a real possibility as the Winston
Cup and Busch Series’ schedules for this half of the sea-
son really don’t have a scheduling conflict that could
keep a driver from competing in both the Cup and Busch
Series.

Since 1862, the Confederate
soldier has rested peacefully at
Bull Creek, his original grave
having been about 500 feet clos-
er 1o Dwale than he now lies,
just above the old Bull Creek

has been in her husband's family
since the early 1900s, the prop-
erty having been owned previ-
ously by the Johns family. She
recalled a dedication cerémony
in 1938, when a tombstone bear-
ing the name Samuel Bird and a
stone enclosure were erected
above the old Dwale Road,

At that time, she said, the
long-forgotten Confederate sol-

dier was given a name and prop-
er resting place by a person who
had known him during the war
— Michael Jeff Sizemore from
Town Branch.

Warrix related the event had
been well-attended by digni-
taries and local citizens who
cameé to view the unusual
gravesite, as well as to pay their
respects. She described the orig-
inal grave enclosure as having
beautiful workmanship, done by
WPA workers in the 1930s,
using stones cut from native
rock.

In 1969, new US 23 changed
the landscape and cut through
the soldier's resting place.
Warrix said a group of local
leaders, with her late husband's
direction, moved the grave and
its enclosure to its present loca-
tion, She pointed out the rock
work on the relocated grave is.
in her opinion. inferior to that of
the WPA workers.

Jimmy Derossett related a
story which had been told to him
by Warrix's late husband, Curtis,
It seems Mr. Warrix had spied a
group of people at the soldier's
grave one day in 1969 and had
inquired as to their purpose on
his property.

When told that the group
intended to relocate the grave to
Archer Park, Mr., Warrix had
replied, “The old boy stays right
where he is."”

Marshall Davidson produced
a letter, dated November 6,
1910, sent to his uncle. A. L
Davidson, from S. J. Emerick.
thanking the elder Davidson for
4 copy of the Prestonsburg paper
forwarded to him. An article in
the paper addressed the death of
the soldier and the skirmish on
Bull Creek, an action in which
Emerick had fought.

Emerick said the newspaper
had gotten the soldier’s name
wrong, perhaps had misspelled
his true name, Samuel Burge.
This document suggests that the
name on the tombstone may be
wrong and ‘that the stone may
have been placed there consider-
ably earlier than 1938,

Warrix continued with an
account of a story she had been
told by a Scutchfield man, who
said he had been 12 years old
when he and his father had “run
upon” the body of the soldier in
1862, Horrified to find wild
hogs were eating the corpse,
they had run to get a shovel and
hurriedly “covered up™ the body.

Davidson produced 4 mono-
graph about the skirmish, written
by Stephen Meek Ferguson and
published by Henry Scalf, which
indicated that Rev. William
James Keith, a minister of the
Methodist Episcopal Church
South, had come up from
Prestonsburg and completed the
burial of the soldier,

This information came as a
surprise o the group, as First
United Methodist Church and its
Electric Sunday School are the
same congregation as the one
which had buried the young sol-
dier more than 138 years ago.

Rev. Wayne Sayre stated the
name “Keith” is on one of the

One type of “bent over” fracture
involves ¢énough force to cause one
side of the bone to fail while the
other just bends. This is like the
kink that occurs in a straw when it
is bent over the side of a cup. The
outside of the bend is rather
smooth while the inside has a defi-
nite kink in it Doctors call this
type of injury a “greenstick™ frac-
ture. and it is probably what your
daughter has.

A related type of injury is called
a “torus” or “buckle” fracture.

bone. The bone buckles under this
force instead of shattering.

This is similar to the type of
deformity created in a'straw when
you pop off its paper wrapper by
holding the straw firmly and slam-
ming its end straight down on the
table at your favorite fast food
restaurant. The straw often devel-
ops a subtle ring-like bulge below
where your had held it. You’ve just
made a torus fracture of the straw,

Both torus and greenstick frac-
ture are most common in children
because their bones have a bit of
“give" or flexibility to them. The
bones in those of us who have fin-
ished growing are more brittle.
They tend to break rather than to
bend.

The collarbone, like any other
bone, hurts a great deal when it is
broken. The treatment of the frac-
ture usually involves placing the
ends of the bone in correct align-

ment and limiting the movement
there. This reduces the pain and
facilitates healing. The collarbone
is an important part of the shoulder,
but its exact shape isn't that impor-
tant,

Therefore, it usually 1sn’t neces-
sary to “set” it and apply a cast as
is necessary for fractures of many
long bones. In either a greenstick
or torus fracture the degree of
bending and/or bulking at the site
of injury is small, so it doesn’t need
to be set,

Consequently, it only requires
some stabilization to reduce the
pain and allow the bone to heal
properly. In a collarbone fracture in
children this is usually done by
wearing 4 simple arm shing for a
week or iwo, just as the doctor rec-
ommended for your daughter.

There, are other types of frac-
tures to the collarbone, however. In
rare cases, these can even be suffi-
ciently serious that prompl surgery
i§ necessary o pin the pieces back
together,

Fortunately, vour daughter's
injury is the more common and
more easily treated kind.

Justice and juries for all

Wouldn't it be good to have a
law that would make careless cor-
porations; insensitive insurance
companies, despotic government
bureaucrats, out-of-control cops,
child molesters and drunk drivers
accountable to ordinary Americans?

And when people are harmed, a
group of average citizens could
carefully examine the facts, and
those who were in the wrong—no
matter how powerful—may have to
pay for the damage they’ve caused.

We have such a law; it is written
into the Bill of Rights of our
Constitution. The Seventh
Amendment guarantees the right to
trial by jury in civil cases. In fact,
the first generation of Americans
believed this right was so important
that they threatened to reject the
entire Constitution if such a right
were nol included,

In the years leading up to the
American Revolution, with an
increasing number of abuses by
British administrators, the
Americans would have loved to
have had the chance to do what
John Wilkes did,

When agents of the Crown in
London seized his opposition
newsletter under an illegal warrant,
Wilkes sued and won a large puni-
tive damages verdict. The jurors for
that case were cheered on both sides
of the Atlantic.

The colonists had no such oppor-
wnity. When the English governors
tried to enforce the Stamp Act tax
and other hated acts of Parliament

in criminal and civil actions, the
colonists appealed to local juries for
relief. But the Crown said these
cases would be tried by judges
alone.

Loss of the right to a jury was
closely associated with taxation
without representation. When the
Americans published their
Declaration of Independence, they
made a list of “repeated injuries and
usurpations” committed on the part
of King George. including,
“..depriving us in many cases, of
the benefits of Trial by Jury.”

On a September day in 1787 in
Philadelphia, as the delegates were
about to go home after months of
wrangling over & plan for the new
government, one representative
pointed out that no provision had
been included for the right 1o a jury
in civil cases, The exhausted dele-
gates voted not to open up debate
over a bill of rights.

The proposed Constitution met
with heavy criticism. Some oppo-
nents, known as Antifederalists,
were dead-set against any strong
central government. Many
Americans were  particularly
incensed at the absence of the jury
right. Patrick Henry in Virginia
railed against the lack of a civil jury
provision.

No problem, Alexander
Hamilton wrote in the Federalist
Papers. Congress can be counted on
to legislate as to when the jury
would be required.

The Antifederalists said
Congress was part of the problem—
distant from ordinary people and
likely to be controlled by wealthy

special interests, Judges, too, would
identify with the elite, rather than
with common folk. Americans
finally ratified the Constitution only
after the Federalists committed to
adding a Bill of Rights including
the right to trial by jury.

These days there are some peo-
ple who choose to ridicule the
American jury. The media circu-
lates stories of “crazy” verdicts—
though the stories almost always
turn out to be gross distortions or
even fabrications, The perpetrators
of jury-bashing are frequently the
same wealthy and powerful inter-
ests that the antifederalists wamned
about.

The rule of law in America helps
ensure freedom of expression, the
sanctity of contracts, the nights of
workers, the safety of products and
services, the preservation of the
environment, and all the underpin-
nings of civil society,

It is worth considering that those
who fashioned the nation's funda-
mental law—the Constitution—
insisted that the civil jury “shall be
preserved.”
