A motion to dismiss charges in a 
bizarre case allowed a Middle 
Creek man to go free Thursday. 

Robert M. Clay. 43, was trans­
ported from the Luther Luckett 
Correctional Facility to the Floyd 
County Detent•on Center on an 
accusauon he broke his probation. 

Clay, who served 90 days m the 
Floyd County Detention Center, 
was ordered to receive counseling 
for a cruelty to animals charge. He 
was convicted on the charge after 
evidence was presented that he had 
castrated a pit bull dog and then had 

sexual intercourse with it. 
Clay's attorney, Vicki Ridgeway, 

entered a motion for the dismissal 
of the probation violation case. 
Ridgeway effectively argued that 
the state's constitution says any 
probationary time will run concur­
rent to any time spent in incarcera­
tion on a separate charge. 

Assistant County Attorney 
Jimmy "Blue" Marcum, who said 
Ridgeway was within the law, did 
not contest the motion. 

Apparently Clay was taken 
directly to prison and did not 
receive counseling for the bestiality 
act, hence the return to the Floyd 
County Court. But according to 
Rtdgeway, Clay did have extensive 
counseling for the act while in the -1 
penitentiary. 

Deputy Ricky Thornsberry 
transported Clay from the western 
Kentucky institution where he had 
just completed a sentence in a sepa­
rate case.

All I 0 counties were declared 
presidential disaster areas on 
February 28. However. the disaster 
mental health crisis counseling ser­
vices focuses on the three hardest 
hit counties.

"We are very fortunate to receive 

a FEMA Immediate Serv1ces Grant 
to help those flash flood survivors 
in northeastern Kentucky affected 
by this natural disaster," said Martin 
Anderson, Statewide Disaster 
Response Coordinator for the 
Department for Mental Health and 
Mental Retardation SeT\ ices. 

"Many residents of the 10 coun­
ties recalled heavy rains of another 
time, March 1997. and were on 
edge. fearing a repeat of the worst 
flooding in the state in the last 60 
years. Luckily, the rain ended 
before these fears came true, but not 
before significant damage \\as done 

in these areas." 
The department, part of the 

Cabinet for Health Services. admin­
isters the FEMA grant. Actual out­
reach counseling services are deliv­
ered by staff from the Comprehend 
Community Mental Health Center 
in Flemmg and Lewis Coumies. and 
Pathways Community Mental 
Health Center in Greenup County.

(NAP<i) How important are the 
citizen-soldiers of our National 
Guard? This report on a small 
Guard unit. part of a recent National 
Guard call-up that was a headline 
story in newspapers across the 
nation. may answer that. 

While millions of people back in 
Puerto Rico and the United States 
were enjoying time with family and 
friends. a contingent of Puerto Rico 
Army l'ooattOnal Guard citizen-sol 
diers spent their holidays on a des­
perate miss10n of mercy. 

Troops with the National 
Guard's 219th Quartermaster 
Detachment based at Fort Allen, 
Puerto Rico, along with citizen sol­
diers from the 192nd Support 
Battalion based in Guarabo. Puerto 
Rico. went about the task of pro­
ducing drinkable water from seawa­
ter. They were helping hundreds of 
thousands of thirsty people who 
were left homeless and without a 
suitable water supply after torren-

What Is remarkable about the 
mission was that troops had less 
than 48 hours to prepare them­
selves and their families before 
shipping off to Venezuela. 

ual rains in northern Venezuela 
caused flooding and landslides that 
claimed tens of thousands of lives. 

Besides the 219th's two 3,000 
gallon-per-per hour water purifica­
tion units, three 600 gallon-per 

hour purification units were also 
flown in by the New York Air 
National Guard. Troops from the 
I 02nd Support Battalion. which 
moved farther east from 
Venezuela's main airport at 
Mruqueua. supplied drinking water 
to the hardest hit residents 

What is even more remarkable 
about the Guard citizen-soldier's 
venture to Venezuela is that troops 
had less than 48-hours to prepare 
themselves, their families and 
employers during the holiday sea­
son before shipping off for 
Venezuela. Only five days later 
their water purification units were 
producing thousands of gallons of 
drinking water at Catia Ia Mar. 

The troops. who had to put their 
lives on hold back in Puerto Rico, 
were philosophical about the mis­
sion to Venezuela. It was summed 
up in the feeling of what being in 
the National Guard is all 
about. .. which is helping people. 

Victims and suT\·ivors. in addi­
tion to the general population of the 
impacted area. exhibit situational 
responses that are directly related to 
the natural disa~tcr. 

Predictably, the general popula­
tion may expenence an increase in 
such problems as physical health. 
mental health. substance abuse. 
family stresses including separa­
tion. divorce. and domestic vio­
lence.

Legislature keeps 
poor's tax burden 

highest in U.S. 
OK, so lhe now short-handed Cats That Couldn't Shoot 

Straight can't hit the three or the two wilh enough regulari­
ty to make you comfortable picking them past a game or two 
in your NCAA office pooL 

Take heart. Kentuckians. You still have reason to shout, 
"We're No. 1! We're No. I!" And you can rest assured the 
state will remain King of the Mountain for at least another 
year or two thanks to your state senators and representatives 

Of course. this is a No. I ranking that's hardly worthy of 
pride. 

Wednesday. lhe Center on Budget and Policy Issues 
released its annual assessment of state income tax hurdens 
on low-income families. 

What lhe report tells us is that, in 1999. as in so many 
years before, Kentucky imposed the highest state mcome 
taxes in lhe natron on famtlies of four at the federal poverty 
line, on families of three wilh minimum wage earnings and 
on families of three with incomes at 125 percent of the 
poverty line. 

We're No. 2 for families of three at the federal poverty 
line and for families of four wilh incomes at I 25 percent of 
the poverty line. We also start collecting taxes at the second 
lowest income level in lhe nation. 

Shameful. isn't it? 
And to think. earlier in this legislative sessiOn, Gov. Paul 

Pauon proposed some modest tax reforms that would have 
ended our reign at the top. 

Nearly 200.000 Kentucky households lhat don't have to 
file federal tax returns would have been removed from the 
state tax roiJs. too. And 1.1 million households would have 
seen their taxes reduced, from a little to a lot. 

But the governor's plan went nowhere. Blame it on 
House Democrats who were afraid to vote for a tax package 
without some assurance that lhe Republican majorit} in the 
Senate would go along. Blame it on Senate Republicans who 
refused to give that assurance and who pooh-poohed 
Patton's plan at every opportunity. There's plenty of blame 
for everyone in the General Assembly. 

Whoever gets the blame, the result is lhe same: We will 
retain our disreputable No. I status. We'll keep sticking it to 
the working poor. while letting the rich off easy.

I need a headline please 
Editor: 
The letter from Mr. Ronald 1. Hall and Renee 

Marsillett, "Not in Floyd County," Floyd County 
Times, March 12, 2000. illustrates the concept of 
microphilia so tragically prevalent in the management 
of schools. businesses. politics and religion. 
Microphilia is the obsessive love of small things or 
small issues. 

Peter Dreucker. one of the management theory 
guru<o of the 20th century, found what he termed "The 
Peter Pnnciple," which states lhat virtually every 
individual in one business, religious, educational, 
political. etc. organization will at some point be pro­
moted to his or her own level of incompetence. 

As an example, an individual may be a splendid 
teacher and. on this basis, be promoted to or chosen to 
be a grade school or high school principal. In his or 
her new position as princtpal, he or she may be so 
incompetent that he or she could not operate a school 
capable of teaching a salmon how to swim. Others 
achieve their own levels or positions of incompetence 
through political appointments. election fraud and 
inheritance. This is a common trait in Floyd County. 

Microphilia is so often a product of incompetence 
and it is so common in our Floyd County school dis­
trict and county government. 

The District Report Card, 1999-2000. Floyd 
County Times. February 9, page C9, states that Floyd 
County has a student dropout rate of five percent, 
which means that only 40 students out of each I 00 
students entering first grade will graduate from high 
school. The report also shows that our students are 
learning and retaining about an average of 35 percent 
of the material for their grade level. 

Consider lhat a well educated, graduated student is 
the ··manufactured product" of a school district. Floyd 
County has a product failure rate of 60 percent. If one 
factors the quality of the product (educational 
achievement level) into the equation, perhaps no 
more than I 0 ro 15 of the 40 graduating students 
receive a quality education. Thus. for every l 00 stu­
dents that enter first grade here in Floyd County, 40 
will graduate and perhaps 10 will be capable of per­
forming college-level work without remedial classes. 

Let us retum to the concept of microphilia. As 
business managers. principals, legislators. etc. come 
to understand the awful degree or level of their own 

incompetence, they do not resign or even admit 
defeat. Rather, they turn to microphilia. They seize on 
some small issue and become absolute zealots, foam­
ing-at-the-mouth fanatics, on this point. School prin­
cipals will become wild-eyed fanatics about football 
or baseball, while the academic world collapses 
around them. 

1 remember one princtpal who developed a real 
hang-up about the chow line in the cafeteria. He wast­
ed about two-and-one-half hours each day making 
sure the chow line was straight as an arrow. Others 
focused on lipstick, hairstyle. clothes and, of course, 
displaying affection. 

1 remember one 6-year-old boy who was charge 
with sexual assault because he kissed a little girl at the 
next table. Mr. HaJJ and Ms. Marsillett arc fortunate 
that they did not face a firing squad for (gasp!) 
smooching. 

Individuals operating under the Peter Principle can 
be extremely dangerous. To show that they are com­
petent, in charge and not afraid to manage, they will 
blow a molehill into the size of Mt. Everest and 
destroy you in the process. Others choose to defend 
creationism versus evolution, or to enact legislation to 
post the Ten Commandments in schools and public 
placel>. 

But amidst our hour of darkest gloom, there is 
some measure of hope for us. After months of misdi­
rected mail, no mail and being told by the post office 
that we had no ''official address,'' and 126 months 
into the 9ll program, we are finally told what our 
new address will be. We now officially live again on 
Lake Road, where we have lived in the same house 
for more than half a century. 

And. yes, microphilia is often reflected in the 
behavior of religious groups and organizations. 
Consider the recent public behavior of the New Salem 
Baptist group. In recent years, lhe group has lost 
about one-third of its membership, the group's aver­
age age is old, while church finances have eroded 
along with youth membership and participation. 

But rather than attempting to solve these massive, 
organi7ational-structural problems, the group lashes 
out at a member church for installing an indoor bap­
tistery. This is microphilia at its worst (or best!).

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Gas prices through 
the roof, says AAA 

Gas pnces are breaking records 
nationwide. reaching their highest 
level ever in the United States th1s 
month, and registering their biggest 
12-month increase in history, AAA 

Itt). said. 
AAA's March Fuel Gauge shows 

self-service unleaded regular, ihe 
cheapest and most common grade 
of gas. sells for an average of 
$1.543 per gallon nationwide. The 
next highest price ever recorded by 
AAA was $1.388 in April 1981 . The 
average U.S. price is up 17.6 cents 
a gallon since February 15. 

America's highest gas price can 
be found in Nevada with unleaded 
regular going for $1.77. Premium 
gas prices in Nevada are close to 

breaking the $2 barrier. The 
nation's cheapest gas pnce IS agam 
Georgia, at $1 .42 per gallon. 

Here in Kentucky. gas prices are 
relat1vely low. The average cost of a 
gallon of unleaded regular is $1.48, 
up 13 cents. Twelve months ago, 
Kentucky's average was 90 cents. 

"As high as prices are, they 
could be a lot worse locally," said 
Dan Dickson, public relations man­
ager for AAA Blue Grass/Kentucky. 
''Kentucky currently has the 
nation's seventh cheapest gas 
prices. We're lucky not to be paying 
sky high prices like people are out 
West." 

In Lexington, a survey of 30 gas 
stations in the city found an average 

price of $1.46, up II cents since 
February. Prices ranged from $1.41 
to $1.53 in the poll.

• The 'ABCs' of auto insurance: 
understanding your policy 

Let's be honest, reading an auto 
insurance policy isn't fun-or easy. 
After all. it is a legal contract, and it 
looks and reads like one. But, it is 
important to understand what 
you're reading and signing. so that 
you have the msurancc coverage 
you really need. 

To help you m this process,

• this glossary of common insurance 
tenns. Of course. these definitions 
are general in nature. and the terms 
of each company's insurance policy 
will vary. 

Bodily injury liability insurance: 
Coverage that provtdes protection 
against damages that you or a cov­
ered person are legally obligated to 
pay to a thtrd party as a result of a 
death or injury caused by the own­
ership. mamtenance or usc of a cov­
ered vehicle. These damages may 
include medical payments. lost 

., wages, and pain and suffering. 
Claim: A request by the policy­

holder for reimbursement of loss 
covered under an auto insurance 
policy. 

Collision insurance: Coverage 
that provides protection to your 
vehicle for direct physical loss 
caused by overturnmg or collision 
with another vehicle or object, other 
than an animal: 

Comprehensive msurance: 
Coverage that provides protection 
to your auto for direct phys1cal loss 

iti caused other than by collision. 
These causes include theft, fire, 
wind, flood, vandalism and contact 

with an animal. 
Deductible: A dollar amount you 

select that is applied first to a cov­
ered collision or comprehensive 
loss-it represents your share of the 
loss. The insurance company pays 
the amount of the loss that exceeds 
the deductible. subject to the com­
pany's limit of liability under the 
policy. 

Limits of Liablity: The highest 
dollar amount your insurer has con­
tractually agreed to pay for a loss 
under a particular coverage. For 
example, your polic)' might include 
limits expressed as 100/300/50, 
meaning a bodily injury libility 
limit of $100,000 per person, 
$300,000 per accident for all 
injured persons, and property dam­
age liability of $50,000 per acci­
dent. 

Medical payments insurance: 
Optional insurance that covers rea­
sonable and necessary medical and 
funeral expenses for covered per­
sons. These expenses must be 
incurred as a result of an auto acci­
dent. 

Personal injury protection (PIP): 
Coverage varies from state-to-state, 
but this coverage usually pays med­
ical expenses, work loss benefits, 
replacement services expenses and 
death benefits that an msured per­
son, relatives living with the 
msured and occupants of an insured 
vehicle who are not covered on 
their own auto insurance policies 
are entitled to receive because of 
bodily injury caused by a collision 
arising out of the ownership, main-

tenance or use of a motor vehicle. 
These benefits are payable regard­
less of fault. 

PremJUm: The amount the con­
sumers IS required to pay for auto 
msurance. 

Property damage liability insur­
ance: Coverage that provides pro­
tection against damages the covered 
person is legally obligated to pay as 
a result of property damage caused 
by the ownership. maintenance or 
use of a covered auto. Property 
damage includes damage to vehi­
cles. buildings. telephone poles and 
fences. 

Underinsured motorist msur­
ance: Coverage for damages that 
you are legally entitled to recover 
from the owner or operator of a 
motor veh1cle w1th insufficient bod­
ily injury liability insurance. These 
damages may include medical 
expenses. lost wages, and pain and 
suffering. 

Uninsured motorist insurance: 
Coverage for damages that you are 
legally entitled to recover from the 
owner or operator of a motor vehi­
cle not covered by bodily injury lia­
bility insurance. These damages 
may include medical expenses, lost 
wages, and pain and suffering. 

"It's critical to make sure your 
auto insurance policy provides the 
protection you need," said Jerry 
Rett, Kentucky's General Manager 
for Progressive.

Christian divorce rates raise questions 
A Barna Research Group poll 

recently found that born-again 
Chnsllans - and for some reason, 
particularly Baptists and people 
who attend non-denominauonal 
churches - are likelier than mem 
bers of other groups to have gone 
through a divorce. 

Twenty-seven percent of all self­
described "born-again" Christian 
adults have experienced a divorce, 
compared with 24 percent of those 
who are not born again, says an 
Associated Baptist Press article 
published in the Western Recorder. 

That's ironic, because born­
again Christians frequently are 
known for their emphac;is on con­
servative family values. 

The divorce rate for Baptists is 
29 percent. 

For those who attend non­
denominational churches the rate is 
a whopping 34 percent, the report 
says, although it's not clear from 
the article whether all these folks 
fall into the born-again category. 

(My educated guess IS that most 
of them do; the non-denominational 
churches I've seen tend to be 
charismatic or Pentecostal 1n their 
theology.) 

The groups with the lowest 
divorce rates? 

Lutherans, Roman Catholics and 
-yes, you're reading correctly­
atheists, all of whom have a 21 per­
cent divorce rate. 

I don't know why these numbers 
fall out as they do, but allow me to 
suggest several possibilities. 

First, the Barna study doesn't 
distinguish between divorces that 
occur before or after people convert 
to Christianity. 

An awful lot of people who join 
evangelical "born-again" churches 
do so after having lived wild and 
crazy lives apart from God . They' re

burned out and seeking eternal 
answers to the problems they've 
caused themselves. 

It might be that those folks were 
divorced before they became. 
Christians, or that their marriages 
already were hopelessly troubled 
and ended m divorce after the1r con­
version for reasons unrelated to 
religion . 

Second. some conservative 
churches still preach that the hus­
band is the king of the household. 
and that a wife's duty is to obey h1s 
every whtm- without poinung out 
the reciprocal. that a husband's JOb 
is to love his wife as sacrificially as 
Christ loved the church. Many 
women these days won't hve with a 
self-centered dictator, and in certain 
cases shouldn't. 

If you read Ephesians 5 and 6 
carefully, you 'II find that Sa1nt 
Paul's instructions were that every 
member of a family - husband, 
w1fe and children - was to love 
and humbly serve all the others. 

Third, it might be that horn­
again Christians marr> at a highe1 
rate than other people because their 
churches so strongly frown on pre­
marital sex and ltving together 
without benefit (lf clergy. 

If evangelicals are likelier to 
marry when they fall in love- and 
I can't prove that to be true -the1r 
divorce rate might automatJcall) be 
higher, too. 

Before marrying, their non-born­
again counterparts may ha\e hved 
with someone other than U1e1r cur­
rent spouse and then broken up. 
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That's roughly equivalent to 
divorce. but wouldn't show up in 
the d1vorce statistics. 

Fourth, George Barna himself 
suggests that evangelical churches 
don't do an adequate job of provid­
mg support and counseling to cou­
ples. 

Th1s much is for sure. 
Marriage is a troubled institution 

and always has been. Go back to 
your Bible and read about the fami­
lie:. there. Talk about messed up! 

Clearly. a person can love God 
and sull have trouble getting along 
wuh the members of his or her 
household. 

My advJce to unmarried people 
echoes that of both Jesus and Saint 
Paul: If you can remain single and 
control your biological impulses, 
you should. You 'II save yourself a 
barrel full of trouble. 

I say this as one whose 21-year 
marriage is uncommonly happy. 
But 1' ve counseled lots of miserable 
couples. 

Be careful before you tte the 
knot. Even if you stay married, your 
chances of genuine bliss are small. 

A relative once asked my wid­
owed grandmother why she had 
never remarried. 

Grandma's reply: "There are a 
lot oftlungs worse than being lone­
some."

Featured will be 
the old-time music of 
Appalachia and the musica 
jibara from the Puerto Rican 
highlands. 

Traveling with his fiddle from 
the mountains of central West 
Virginia will be National 
Heritage Award winner Melvin 
Wine. Ninety-year-old Wine is a 
cherished fiddler. farmer and 
retired coal miner with a local 
repertoire engaging 200 years of 
Appalachian fiddling tradition. 

Fiddler/poet Doug Van Gundy 
and banjoist Paul Gartner will 
accompany Wine. With roots in 
the earliest settlement of the 
Appalachian region, this music 
will get beyond the foot-stomp-

in_g pleasures usually as),ociatcd 
with commercial Bluegrass. to 
connect the audience with par­
ticular places and vivtd stories 
reflective of Appalachia's histo­
r.> and culture. 

Tbe Puerto Rican contingent 
will be sparked by the high-spir­
ited cuatro play1ng t>f Alvin 
Medina. In his early 20s, Medina 
is acclaimed for his virtuosity on 
the cuatro, a traditional, double­
strung, plucked instrument-a 
tropical cousin of the mandolin. 

Born in Philadelphia of 
Puerto Rican parents, Medina 
has acquired an authentic sense 
of musica jibara uncommon in 
such young musicians. He has 
been a cuatro recording arti~t 
since age sixteen, often visiting 
Puerto Rico for musical inspira­
tion and research. 

Also featured will be guitarist 
Ruben Figueroa with percus­
sionist Roberto Rivera playing 
the guiro. The guiro is a gourd 
used as a rhythm instrument by 
the Taino Indians before the con­
quest of Puerto Rico by 
Spaniards in the Sixteenth 
Century.

Many of the crafters and artisans 
do Jemonstrations in the vjllage 
from time to Lime. 

Soon after its opening. local 
residents began to see this as an 
ideal spot to display rare family 
heirlooms. adding to the charm 
and appeal of the little settlement. 

Among the additional items 
placed on displays: A meat salting 
box made from a huge, hollowed­

Frank Reynolds which houses the 
woodwright' s shop and broom 
shop: the big. two-story log 
home. bam and t'arrier's shop 
from the homestead of Capt. Wm. 
C. Bryant, CSA: the big dog-trot 
style cabin that houses the loom 
shop and the heirloom room. 

For school children. it's a first­
hand view of Kentucky's frontier 
days. For adults. a vtvid reminder 
of memories of their own or or 
times and things their parents and 
grandparents talked about.

Transylvania professor publishes book 
focusing on women photographers 

Nl'elissa McEuen. an ac;sistant profe'isor of h1story 
<It Transylvama University. is the author of a new boo!... 
published by the University Press of Kentucky. 

··seeing America: Women Photographers Between 
1hc Wars" examines the camera work of live promi­
nent photographef\ of the 1920!> and 1930s ~ho con­
tributed to America·:. growing depenJence on visual 
image~ for information about the world around them 
Together these women visually articulated the essen· 
tial ideas occupying the Aml!rican consciousness in 
the years between World War I and IJ. 

Through her book, McEuen charts I he development 
ol documentary photo-Journalism m the United States 
The live photographer:. profiled arc all women-Doris 
Ulmann. Dorothea Lange, Marion Post Wolcott, 
Margaret Bourke-White and Berenice Abboti. 

In writing the book. McEuen used a feministlheo­
rctical framework. "'This requires looking at people's 
personal experiences. their childhood and the1r rela­
tionships with others in order to understand their wnrk 
and lhe decisions they make." said McEuen. 

. "I wanted to highlight the importance of this gener­
ation of women photographers,'' said McEuen. 'Their 
individual feats were great and had been examined to 
a certam extent. However. their impact as a group had 
not been studied." 

McEuen says that she wanted to show how this 
group of women significantly influenced what 
Americans thought about each other and their nation. 

'The title, ·seeing America,' is not merely a refer­
ence to what !he photographers saw, but to what mil· 

lions of Americans saw when they looked at the pil.:­
tures taken by these women:· said .McEuen. 
"Ulttmately. I hoped that my readers would come to 
reali1e that women·., lives and work constitute 
American history and shouldn'tjust be pigeonholed as 
womcn·s hJstory .. 

In her hook McEuen consider ... the various prisms 
through which each of the five women 'aw America. 

Ulmann made portraiL" of celebrated artists 111 

urban areas and lessor-known crafts people in rural 
places. Lange magmfied human dignity in the midst of 
po\'erty and unemployment. Post. a New Deal era 
photographer, traveled the country to promote collec­
tive strength as the answet to social ilb. 

Bourke-White applied avantgarde advertising tech­
niques in her exploration of the human condition. and 
Ahhott captured images of New York City's 19th cen­
tury huildings giving way to the modem ~ityscape.

McEuen joined the Transylvania faculty in 1995, 
and serves as president of the Kentucky Association of 
Teachers of History.
