signing an agreement when they received
sewer service from the city,

Under city, ordinance 51.04, property
owners outside of city limits are required
to sign an agréement waiving “any objec-
tion to future annexation" of their property
in order to receive sewer service. The ordi-
nance further extends the agreement 1o
future owners of the property.

Those who pay between
December 16 and January 15 will
pay the full face value of the bills.

After January 15, penalties begin
to accrue, Between January 16 and
February 15, taxpayers will pay a
five percent penalty, After February
15, the penalty jumps another 21
percent.

ground on lines, building

Despite cloudy skies and light
drizzle, a groundbreaking ceremony
was held on Monday, November 13,
at 11 a.m. on the Pike-Floyd Hollow
Road in a vacant lot adjacent 1o the
Betsy Layne Senior Citizens Cenler.
The site is the future home of a new
Sandy Valley Water District office.

Present for the ceremony was
Thomas G, Fern, state director for
the Unijted States Department of
Agriculture Rural Development
office.

Fern' was on hand to present a
check in the amount of $1,526,000 to
Joe Jacobs, chairman of the Sandy
Valley Water District.

“These funds will be used to
extend waterlines into a rural section
of Floyd and Pike counties, serving
approximately 33 families that
presently do not have a safe supply
of drnnking water,” said Fern.
"Project funds will also be used to
rehabilitate two water storage tanks
and build two 200,000 gallon water
storage tanks to serve 2,800 cus-
tomers, and bring the (Sandy Valley)
Water District into compliance with
Division ol Waler water storage
requirements.”

The newly constructed waterlines
will extend into the Lykins Creek
area of Floyd and Pike counties. The
two waler storage lanks slated for

Upon coming back into public
session, Billy Ray Collins read the
following statement: “The city's
attorney (David Neeley) is autho-

Mayor Fannin made a statement
to the effect that the couneil would
be holding no discussions during
the meeting that pertained to
Ordinance No. 12-2000 (Big
Branch annexation), as the matler
was currently involved in litigation
proceedings.

Several residents of the Big
Branch area were in attendance at
the meeting and at least one
attempted to initiate a discussion of
the matter, but Mayor Eannin again

repeated that the council had been
advised to not involve itself in dis-
cussions pertaining to the aforemen-
tioned ordinance.

The council also ook up busi-
ness associated with annexation
ordinances. The mayot reported that
the second readings of Ordinance
No. 12-2000 and Ordinance No. 13-
2000, which had been approved by
council on October 20, had both
been vetoed by the mayor on
Oclober 24,

The second reading of Ordinance
No. 13-2000 was then conducted
and approved by unanimous vote.

Ordinance No. 13-2000 deals
with the annexation of certain real
property southwest of US 23 at the
head of “Tiger Mart Hollow” and
extending up the top of the ridge on
the left side of the Big Branch of
Abbott Creek to Middle Creek and
across State Route 114,

Resolution No. 12-2000. a reso-
lution authorizing the acceptance of
the Floyd 2000 Five Year Economic
Development Plan as a comprehen-
sive economic development strate-
gy for the city, was voted on and
approved,

tract with the city and that the city
is therefore entitled to “recovery
of all damages, expenses and
costs, whether incidental or conse-
quential” incurred as a result of
providing them with sewer ser-
vice.

According to David H. Neeley,
attorney for the city, that means
that the city will seek not only to
disconnect the five residents from
the city sewer system, it will also
seek to recover the cost of extend-
ing sewer lines to their homes —
$318,443, according to the law-

suit,

Neeley said the city will first
seck a court order forcing each of
the five residents to put up a bond
covering his or her proportionate
share of the sewer line extensions.

Later, if the city is successful

with its countersuit, sewer seryice
would be discontinued to the five
residents and they would forfeit
the bond,

In its mumerclatm ‘the city s
asking the court to dismiss the res-
idents” lawsuit, to declare the cily
in compliance with state annexa-
tion laws; to declare a petition
drive against the annexation
invalid, to remove the five resi-
dents from the original lawsuit and
declare them in breach of their
sewer contracts, to order the five
residents to pay the city's dam-
ages, to declare that the five resi-
dents have “acted in a manner as
would give the [city] the right to
discontinue sewer service,” and to
grant the city's requests that the
residents pay its legal fees.

The five residents and eight
others — Joyce Conley, Lawrence
Hale, Ila Hale, Ronald Wooten,
Linda Wooten, Robert Crider,
Steve Allen and Debbie Allen —
filed a petition for declaratory
judgment against the city on
October 25, seeking to block the
city’s annexation of their property
in the Big Branch area.

According to the residents’ peti-
tion, the city improperly approved
the annexation before a 60-day
waiting period was finished,

Electoral College
protects democratic
| process

Some Democrats are coming perilously close these
days (o saying that Al Gore should be our next president
because, after all, he won the popular vote nationally,
even though the electoral vote remains in doubt.

It's o hand they are fll-advised to play so quickly,
given the increasingly publicized possibility that George
W. Bush will have pulled ahead in the popular vote by the
time all the absentee ballots in California, Arizona and
clsewhere are counted

The extraordinary closeness of the race should also
dissuade the less partisan critics from thinking the
Electoral College should be scrapped in favor of a direct
vole. As some joumnalists have by now noted, the popular
vote nationally is just as narrow on a percentage basis as
the vote mn Florida,

One writer has asked that we imagine that this nation
had no Electoral College and was faced with a national
recount and court challenges hither and yon. Roughly by
the time the next presidential term is supposed to be over,
we would be Tucky 1o have someone in the White House
serving it

That's an exaggeration, maybe, but it is no exaggera-
tion 1o say that the Electoral College is even now pro-
tecting this society, just as so many of the founders’ con-
stitutional provisions protect us. While favoring majority
rule. the founders Knew it was not the answer to every-
thing and had to be encircled by mediating institutions.

And so, for example, they gave us the Bill of Rights to
make sure even democratic majorities did not encroach
on an individual's basic liberties. Another buffer was pro-
viding for the election of two U.S. senatars for each state,
no matier what its pepulation. The rationale, in part, was
to make sure that heavily populated parts of the country
would he hampered in trampling on the interests of less
populated parts.

The Electoral College, by giving small states electoral
votes greater than their population would merit, has a
similar function by making it riskier than it would other-
wise be for presidential candidates 1o ignore vast streich-
es of the country that do not have people piled on top of
people. The system also makes it less easy for the dense-
ly populated states to dictate election outcomes that
everyone else must ive with, even if they don't like it.

No system 18 without flaw, but the Electoral College is
a sound system n many ways prelerable to relying sole-
ly on the popular vole, a fact that should be especially
clear in the current circumstances, not less clear.

A vibrant
democracy *

We may not know who will be our next
president for 4 week or more but we learned
that every vote does count, With barely over
half of eligible voters voting, the lesson
learned may bring bigger turnouts next time.

Our democracy is strong and there are no
troops or tanks in the streets, Politicians, step
aside, and let the people settle who should be »
president, Our constitution, local and state
laws and courts are quite able to bring
acceptable closure, Ignore the scare talk from
either side.

In 1996, William Delahunt, a
Congressional candidate in Massachusetts,
lost a primary battle by 215 votes but vote
counting machines (punch card) strangely
reported 20 percent of the ballots were blank;
there had been a heavy thunderstorm: that
day, and it seemed weird that people would
brave the weather to vote and then leave the
ballot blank. Delahunt brought a lawsuit and
the judge, impressed by the evidence that a‘
bit of moisture from the storm could cause™
the punch cards 1o not register, ruled that
“dimples™ in the punches next to the candi-
dates names, could count for the candidate.
Based on this ruling the recount gave
Delahunt the victory by 108 votes and he
went on o be elected to Congress.

A punch card voting system was used in
West Palm Beach, Florida, now of national
attention because of apparent voting irregu-
larities. A member of the New Hampshire
state Ballot Law Commission in 1986 (which
ruled ggainst the use of punch card balloting)
last week said. “Been there, done that, Those -
things are turkeys”, Punch cards can cause 4
problems. What do we do now in West Palm
Beach?

On Saturday, November 11, *“Pro-
Democracy Protests” were held in over 100
American cities, from Austin (in front of the
Governor’s mansion), and Atlanta to San
Francisco and Seattle. Like the protests in
West Palm Beach, all were peaceful expres-
sions to preserve the principle that the vote of
each voter should count,

The protests center on West Palm Beach
which (before some absentee ballots have
come in) gives Bush 4 tenuous 227 lead for
the state of Florida, whose 25 electoral votes
decide the presidency, “Pro-democracy™ also j)
gains impetus from the national popular vote
giving Gore a 200,000-vote win.

Some (mostly Republicans) say Gore
should concede and let Bush go ahead and
form a new government for a January inau-
guration., The “Pro-Democracy” protests
don’t want that to happen until it is clear that
Bush did in fact win.

West Palm Beach is the critical factor.
Thousands of voters there have signed and
notarized statements that the ballot marks on
both the right and left led them to vote either
for the wrong candidate or for two candi-
dates. Criticisms. of the “butterfly ballot”
started prior to ¢lection day and continued on
election day and afterwards. 4

The results from West Palm Beach seem ©/
strange, with a much larger vote for
Buchanan than anywhere else in the state. A
statistical analysis: of voling patterns by a
professor at Carnegic Mellon University,
concludes Buchanan got 2,600 to 2,800 votes
intended for Gore in West Palm Beach; if this
is true, Gore would win the Presidency.

Several respected lawyers state that “Palm
Beach Ballots Were Clearly lllegal” since
Florida has a "box on the right” requirement
designed to avoid the very confusion in West
Palm Beach. An exceptionally large number
of West Palm Beach ballots were thrown out,
many with two votes for the presidency
(Buchanan and Gore).

The evidence appears 1o strongly support &
the concept that West Palm Beach vote totals
are suspect, do not represent the wishes of
the voters and the court system must decide
what the proper redress is 1o be,

Republicans now threaten to ask for
recounts in several other states where the
Gore victory was several thousand votes. If
they choose to do this, so be it and it is their
right. But to suggest that slim margins in a
few other states are analogous to West Palm
Beach is far fetched; the presidency hinges
on West Pialm Beach but not in any other
state. plus the fuct that the margin for Gore in
these other states was 20-30 times greater
than that for Bush in Florida,

larities in voling and that they are unavoid-

Sheriff, Wayland receive
grants for bulletproof vests

The Floyd County Sherifi's
Office i one of three law enforce-
ment agencies in the state sched-
uled o receive the maximum grant
available  purchase bulletproof
vests.

Statewide, the Kentucky Body
Armor Program, administered by
the Department for . Local
Government, is paying $163,736
for 422 vests for 25 police depart-
ments and sheriff's offices. The
money comes from the sale of con-
fiscated weapons al auction to gun
dealers.

Locally, the sheriff's office will
receive $9,700 to purchase 25 vests,
Only twa other departments —
sheniff's offices in Pike and Warren
counties — received as much and
no depariment received more,

Two more vests will come to
Flovd Counly via the Wayland
Paolice Department,

The announcement marks the
first round of grants since the pas-
sage of a 1998 state law earmarking
funds from confiscated weapons to
the purchase of bulletproof vests.

Demand for the vests 15 high,

Since the program began, the
Department for Local Government
has received requests for 1,250
vests from 125 departments around
the state.

Department for Local
Government Commissioner Jody
Lassiter said in a statement Monday
that he believes his agency will
eventually be able to meet the
demand.

“The volume of applications
turned in to DLG illustrates the
need,” Lassiter said. “With auctions
scheduled for once a month through
December of this year, it's my
belief that we will be able to even-
tually honor the requests for vests
that we now have on file.”

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) Flu vaccines can be a life preserver
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FRANKFORT — For people
with diabetes, getting influenza or
pheumonia can mean more than
aches and pains. It can mean being
sick longer, going lo. the hospital,
and even dying,

With flu season approaching,
health officials are urging people
with diabetes 1o take precautions.
People with diabetes are about three
times more likely to die of influenza
and pneumonia than are people with-
oul «habetes, Duripg the influenza
epidemics, individuals with diabetes
are six times more likely to go to the
hosptal

An influenza vaccine and & pneu-
ionta shot can significantly reduce
sicknesses, hospilalizations, and
deaths for people with diabetes,
according (0 the Centers [or Disease
Contral and Prevention. But many
Kentuckians with diabetes are nol
getting this added protection.

“Flu and pneumonia shots are
casy, sale, preventive measures: that
people with diabetes can take 1o pro-
tect themselves from the risks asso-
ciated with flu and pneumonia,” said
Dr. Frank Vinicor, director of the
Division of Diabetes Translation at
CDC.

In Kentucky, there are about
178,651 adults diagnosed with dia-
betes. But according to the 1999

Kentucky Behavioral Risk Factor
Surveillance System, only 57 per-
cent of these people reported getting
an annual flu shot and just a third
reported getting a pneumonia shot.

The best ime to get a flu shot is
between October and December
Unfortunately this year the availabil-
ity of influenza vaccine has been
delayed because of manufacturing
problems and supplies are delayed to
health care providers. The best esti-
mate public health officials have is
there will be adequate vaccine, but it
may nol be readily available until
mid to late-November.

It is. however. acceptable to vac-
cinate throughout the flu season. A
new shot 1s needed each year. A
pneumoma shot can be taken any
time during the year and for most
people one dose provides lasting
protection,

Local health departments have

more information about dates, times,
and places where flu shots are
administered locally. People should
consult their doctor hefore receiving
a flu shot, a pneumonia vaccine or
any other vaccine; some people may
be allergic to vaccine components
and should not be vacciated

Diabetes is a serious health prob-
lem that affects about 16 million
people in the United States and near-
ly 270,000 adults in Kentucky —
including those who have not been
diagnosed. Unfortunately, only two-
thirds of them are diagnosed, leaving
a third who are not under care for the
disorder.

The behavioral nsk survey esti-
mates that half of the adult popula-
tion in Kentucky is considered to be
at increased risk of developing dia-
betes due to obesity, sedentary
lifestyle, and increasing age of our
population.

Norma S. Stepp, of Lancer, was bom on
! Johns Creek, Floyd County, Kentucky, on March
6, 1908. Her parents were John Walker Spears
and Eliza “Ninnle” McGuire Spears. Mrs. Stepp
departed this life on the 15th day of October,
2000, at Highlands Reglonal Medical Center. She
was 92 years old.

She was married on September 3, 1927, to
Jonah "J.G." Stepp, the son of John Ingram
Stepp and Dora Belle Clark Stepp. The Stepps

- BtV PR3 horseback from her home on Sowders Creek,
often aacompanled by her younger sister, Virginia, through steep hills and valleys, a dis-
tance of about 5 miles, where she taught the pupils in what was then the most remote rural
school on Johns Creek. Mrs, Stepp remained vitally interested in the welfare of the boys
and girls of Floyd County. She taught al the McGuire Schoo! and Burchett School on
Sowders Creek. After the family moved to Prestonsburg, Norma taught at the Brandy Keg,
Siick Rock. Lower Cow Creek. Emma and Upper Cow Creek Schools. Twice she was
selected as one of Floyd County's oulstanding teachers. She retired in 1968 after teach-
ing 43 years in rural schools in Floyd County,

The Stepps had one child, a son, John Theodore “Ted™ Stepp, who was bomn July 25,
1932, He spent a distinguished career in the United States Air Force, serving his Counlry
at various bases al home and overseas, Ted Stepp died May 17, 1984, foliowing compll-
cations from open heart surgery. Mrs. Stepp was preceded In death by her husband, J.G.
Stepp, who died May 14, 1992, J.G. and Norma Stepp had been married for over 64 years
at the time of his death. Their grandson, John Gregory Stepp died July 29, 1898,

Norma Spears Stepp was faised on Johns Creek in a large family. She never tired of
showing old photos and of telling stories aboul the family's life on Johns Creek In the
days before Dewey Dam Project took the farms and homes of family and neighbors. Mrs.
Stepp was preceded in death by her brother Bill Claude Speats of Lancer, Kentucky; by
her brother, John Worth Spears, of Kimper, Kentucky; by her brother, Robert Walker
Spears, of Claremont, California; by her sister, Opal Spears May, of Lancer, Kentucky; and
by her sister, Mae S. Kendrick of Prestonsburg, Kentucky. A sister, Lyda Esta, died In
infancy on Johns Creek.

Mrs. Stepps’ youngest sister, Virginia S. Gable, survives. Mrs. Goble and her husband,
James B. Goble, live at the mouth of Cow Creek in Floyd County.

Mrs. Stepp Is also survived by her granddaughter, Sabrena J. Stepp, of Copperas Lick
Road, on Abbott Creek, Prestonsburg, Kentucky, John and Sabrena's mother, Joyce
Burchett (Stepp) Lathrop and her husband, Robert Lathrop, reside in Niceville, Florida.

Norma Stepp was a proud member of the John Graham Chapter of the National Society,
Daughters of the American Revolution, and held various offices in the organization.
Including Chaplin, since 1956. She and her sisters have ail been active members of the
organization for most of their adult lives.

Mrs. Norma Stepp joined the Miriam Rebekah Lodge No. 31 of Prestonsburg, on
Seplember 15, 1953. At the time of her daath, she had been & member for 47 years. She
held many offices and was a diligent worker in the Lodge. On January 1, 1957, she became
Noble Grand of the Lodge. Later she served as District President of District Four
Rebekahs in 1959-1960, and then as District Deputy President In 1973-74 and 1974-75.
From 1879 through 1982 she served the Miriam Lodge as Lodge Deputy. She served the
Lodge in many appointed offices, always doing her job with pride and efficiency. When
new members were admitled fo the Lodge, she was always willing to aid and instruct them
in the work and procedures.

Terry has won
two, in 1996 and 1984,

“To go from watching him race hobby
stocks at Corpus Christi Speedway when
he was 15 and I was 8, watching them
tear down a “57 Chevy ... I can remem-
ber those days. so | guess that's what
makes it all special,” said Labonte, dri-
ver of the No. 18 Interstate Batteries
Pontiac. “We’ve raced for a long time
now. To be a part of winning the champi-
onship — both of us — I think that's just
overwhelming for our family.”

Overwhelming describes Bobby
Labonte's entire season, In a sport that
awards consistency, Labonte was a mas-
ter of it, Whtle others expected him 1o
have-a bad race once ina while, some-
how even under the darkest circum-
stances, Labonte persevered and found a
way o finish as far in the front as possi-
ble.

Nothing 1s more indicative ol his sea-
son than the Southern 500 in Darlington.
Labonte hit the wall hard during prac-
tice. Aside from being pretty shaken up,
his wreck meant he would have to race a
practice car and start toward the back of
the field,

When all was said and done, however,
Labonte drove from his 37th starting
spot all the way to the front of the pack
and into victory lane,

“Talk about going from one extreme

poles won in a
season, taking
the top spot

Nov. 15

to the other extreme in a matter of sec-
onds; going from where we started off,
where we thought we were pretty good,
to disaster, to starting over again and
starting at the back, and working our
way up and winning the race. | think that
was just awesome.” Labonte said.

“What an awesome deal that was. |
don't want to do that again, but that was
awesome, once you look back on it. To
go from near tragedy to triumph - who
would have thought?”

With one race remaining. Labonte’s
numbers have been solid. His average
finish is a little better than 7.0 and his
average start is around 11. In 33 races,
he has finished in the top 10 22 times,
including 18 top-five finishes and four
wins. His worst finish this season was a
26th, He finished outside the top 15 just
three times.

*When I finished 20th in points, I was
still trying to win a championship. It just
wasn't going to happen,” said Labonte,
who has 17 career Winston Cup victories
in his six full seasons on the series.
*When things were going right in "91 for
the Busch championship. we did the
same thing as we did this year.
Consistency is what it’s about.”

And for Labonte, crew chief Jimmy
Makar and team owner Joe Gibbs. that
consistency has brought not only a
championship, but also seats at the head
table next month’s Winston Cup awards
banquet at the Waldorf-Astoria in New
York City.

“I hope that they can say that at the
end of the day that I was a good champi-
on for the series,” Labonte said, “To do
the things that I did, to come up the way
that I did, was just satisfying for me. I
wouldn’l wanlt it any other way.”

“I'ean’t believe this is i some-
times,” Waltrip said earlier in the
yedr, inone of many leary-eyed
moments for the outspoken and
often emotional native of
Owensboro, Ky, “It’s been a greal

It truly has. Waltrip's Winston
Cup career began in 1972 driving
a ¢ar (that he owned) al Talladega
superspeedway. He started the
race 25th and finished 38th after
engine problems forced him out
of the race 69 laps in. He won
$600.

How Limes hayve changed. In

Cup races in
which he's
competed,
Waltrip has
found his way
to victory lane
84 imes
(tying him for
third in all-
time wins with Bobby Allison),
He won the 1985 Winston Cup
championship and has eared
nearly $1.9 million. Waltrip also
won championships i 1981 and
1982, winning 12 races each year.
The last few years, however.
haven't been among the grandest
of times. In years past, Waltrip
would celebrate at least one vic-
tory. Recently, though, starting in
the top 10 or finishing on the lead
lap have been reason enough to
celebrate. He hasn't finished in

the top 20 in points since 1995,
when he finished 19th. Last year,
he finished a career-worst 37th,

But when Waltrip's season and
career is over, the cherished
moments will far outweigh the
disappointments.

Robert Yates, owner of the No,
28 and Ford Tauruses driven by
Ricky Rudd and Dale Jarrett,
worked with Waltrip from 1976
1o 1980 when they were part of
the DiGard operation of Bill
Gardner. Yates served as engine
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Yates remem-
bers a time when
Waltrip got Bobby
Allison so mad
that Allison
knocked him side-
ways and carried
him down the front
stretch and onto the wall in turn
one at North Wilkesboro.

“Buddy (Parrott) and [ and a
couple of other people ran down
and got a hold of the back of the
carand literally picked it up and
got him off the wall,” Yates said.
“We got it back in and [ put four
tires on. He has nothing but a
radiator sitting in the front of the
engine there and he's going after
Bobby Allison. He was gonna get
him with that radiator.

“We were hollering at him,

‘Darrell, don’t hit him. You don’t
have anything but a radiator up
front," but he didn't care.”

Waltrip and the team were
warned by NASCAR officials
that if Waltrip got near Allison,
the team would be parked forever.

“That was the kind of excite-
ment that used to go on in those
days.” Yates said. “We weren't
always on the best end of the
deal, but we could always laugh
about it and talk about it.”

And, ironically, that's how
Waltrip's career ends: no wins
since 1992, two top fives since
1995. But for those who have fol-
lowed the sport for years and
know of the Darrell Waltrip who
dominated NASCAR, it will be a
career well-remembered, a career
that drivers; teams and fans alike
will laugh about and talk about
for years 1o come.

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Diabetes diagnosis up 33 percent in Kentucky

Do you know someone who has
diabetes? If you live in Kentucky,
you are likely to have a friend or
family member with diabetes.
Over the last few years, diabetes
has become more common in the
U.S. and Kentucky. In 1994, about
four percent of Kentucky adults
had been diagnosed with diabetes.
By 1999 the prevalence of dia-
betes had risen to just over 6 per-
cent of the population, an increase
of 33 percent over the past six
years.

In certain areas of our state,
such as parts of eastern and west-
emn Kentucky, a higher percentage
of people have diabetes. About
one-third of those who have dia-
betes remain undiagnosed, The
Kentucky Department for Public
Health estimates that about
250,000 Kentuckians currently
have diabetes.

WHO IS AT RISK FOR

DEVELOPING DIABETES?

The risk of diabetes increases
with age, body weight, and lack of
physical activity. In Kentucky
more than 1.4 million people, or
50 percent of our adult population,
are at risk for diabetes. As
Kentuckians spend more time on
the couch or in front of the com-
puter while munching on high-
calorie snacks, they are more like-
ly to someday hear, “Your blood
tests show that you have diabetes.”

risk of developing diabetes is
increased. All adults over the age
of 45 should have a fasting plasma
glucose test as part of their annual
physical exam. A fasting plasma
glucose of greater than 126 mil
ligrams . (per deciliter blood)
should be confirmed by a repeated
test.

If you have a confirmed fasting
plasma glucose of 126 or greater,
you have diabetes and need (o take
steps to control the disease and
decrease your risk of complica:

The past is prologue

Deja Vu—many of us know this
to be: a French phrase indicating
“we have seen this before.”

And when it comes to the
calamitous Bridgestone/Firestone
tire recall which still grips America
and several nations abroad, many of
us actually have seen this before.

The year was 1978, A deter-
mined government regulator at the
head of the National Highway
Traffic  Safety Administration
(NHTSA) pieced together a pattern
of tire failures in Firestone products
and mancuvered the resistant corpo-
ration into a national recall program
which eventually covered more
than 14.5 million potentially defec-
tive steel-belted radial tires. There
had been 41 tire-related deaths.

Fireslone wasn'l the only com-
pany having product trouble around
that ume. Defects in the Ford Pinto
design—which caused the car's gas

tank to explode ecasily upon
impact—brought about the deaths
of 28 people and injured hundreds
more. So the currenl controversy Is
by no means Ford's first experience
with national recalls and knowing-
lv-manufactured dangerous prod-
ucts,

Perhaps that's why several
national consumer advocates such
as the Center for Auto Safety's
director Clarence Ditlow, who testi-
fied 'before the U.S. Senate in
September, believe that Ford Motor
Co. is hallmarked by “a culture of
coverup.”

The death 1oll from the recent
Firestone/Ford Explorer tread-sepa-
rations and rollovers is at least 100
in the U.S, alone, far more than the
Firestone 500 and Ford Pinto
tragedies combined.

Although recent reports make it
clear that defective tires were pro-
duced at several Firestone plants, it
is noteworthy that many of the tires
which caused blowouts, deaths and

injuries were manufactured at the
Decatur, Hlinois, production facility
in 1994-96 when striking union
workers had been replaced by inex
perienced workers and managers

One might think that these cor-
porations would learn their costly
lessons the lirst time around and
avord the product recall programs
which outrage both stockholders
and consumers,

*“I1 just asfonishes me beyond my

wildest  imagination.” Lowell
Dodge, a special counsel 1o the

Congressional subcommitiee deal-
ing with the 1978 Firestone recall,
15 quoted as telling the Washington
Post.

1 would have thought Firestone
would have learned that they have
0 be very careful how they make
these ures. But they haven't learned
from the [ust time around.” says
Dodge in the Post interview. Dodge
subsequently worked with the U.S.
Consumer Product Salety
Commission and the General
Accounting Office of Congress.

In 1978 Firestone was defiani
and ried 1o stifle the NHTSA inves-
figation, forcing the expensive

recall; this year there was demal,
reluctance and finger-poimnting at
Ford, Now much of the spotlight
also falls on Ford and its Explores
model, due to the high number of
fatal rollovers that also involved
tread-separation blowouts. And nat-
urally Ford has pointed the liability
finger il Firestone.

Meaningful changes, of course,
should result from the current
Firestone/Ford tragedy. Yet 22 years
after the disastrous situation foreing
the recall of 14.5 million Firestone
A00) tires, NHTSA still has no crim-
inal sanction powers and 15 operat-
ing now with only about two-thirds
of the financial resources and staff
ithad in 1978.

Largely due to the lobbying
clout of the major automaobile man-
ufacturers such as Ford;, NHTSA
remains the only major federal gov-
ernment health and safety agency
hamstrung from pursuing criminal
sanctions against those companies
which jeopardize the safety of
American families.

November is American diabetes month

According to the American
Diabetes Association, nearly 16
million Americans have diabetes,
a serious life-threatening disease
for which there is no cure. Recent
data released from the Center for
Disease. Control and Prevention
revealed that about 800,000 new
cases of diabetes are diagnosed
each year,

Kentucky has the nation’s 13th
highest diabetes rate, which in
turn contributes to the state's sixth
leading cause of death. Many peo-
ple in Kentucky are at nsk for
developing diabetes because of
their age, weight, family history,
poor nutrition, and lack of exer-
cise.

Question: My mother was just
diagnosed with Parkinson’s disease,
and she is only 58 years old. 1
thought it was a disease of old age.
Her doctor wasn't very reassuring.
Whalt can be done for her, and what
1§ the long-term prognosis?

Answer: Parkinson's disease is a
disorder of the nervous system
named after the British physician
James Parkinson (1755-1824) who
first descnbed this condition.

Individuals with Parkinson's
typically have at least three of the
following four symptoms:

1) tremor of the hands and arms,

2) a marked reduction or com-
plete absence of specific normal
movements such as blinking, facial
gestures, or arm swinging with
walking,

3) muscular rigidity and

4) abnormalities of posture, bal-
ance and the manner of walking
(gait).

Initially these symptoms become
apparent in a mild form and then
gradually worsen with the passage
of time. There are several other
symptoms that occur commonly but
are not necessary for making the

One study done in Boston found
that 34 percent of those over 65 had
some form of the disease.
Generally though, the incidence is
considered to be much lower than
this — between | and 2 percent of
the total population.

For those who are early in the
course of this disease, medicine can
allow the continuation of a produc-
tive life. Actor Michael J. Fox and
Attorney General Janet Reno are
two public figures who are still pro
ductive despite this disease.

The drugs that we have 1o treat
the symptoms provide benefit only
for a few hours before that dose
wears off, and with continued use
the drugs lose their effectiveness,
Because of this and the natural pro-
gressive nature of the disease, new
treatments are under investigation.

There has been some limited
improvement with surgical treat-
ments. Implanted electrical deep
brain stimulators are being studied,
as is the transplant of tissue into the
damaged substantia nigra. These
treatments, as well as new drugs,
are of scientific interest, but to date
they haven't provided real treat
ment options for the majority of
individuals with Parkinson's.

Instead of & bright Tuture. those
with this diagnosis' face a bleak
prognosis of a decline in function
over many years. ultimately leading
to the need for total care, The dis-
ease does not shorten life, but it cer-
tainly diminishes the quality of it
for the individual and for his or her
loved ones.
