Progress in education doesn't always show large 

gains from year to year. 
The results from a single round of tests scores in any 

one year shouldn't be overplayed. 
Still. those concerned about education in Kentucky 

might want to watch closet) the score Kentucky stu­
dents next earn on the math ponion of the National 
Assessment of Education Progress. or NAEP, as it's 
called. 

The score earned by the fourth-graders and eighth­
graders who took the test last year showed mixed 
results. 

In a state that has put such emphasis and importance 
on boosting education, mixed results on the test known 
as ''the nm10n 's report card'' are not at all what's want­
ed. 

Scores t elca~ed earlier this month by the U.S. 
Department of Education show 17 percent of Ken 
tucky fourth-graders who took the national math test 
last year pcrfonned at or above a ·'proficient'' level. 
That was little improvement over the 16 percent who 
scored proficient in 1996, the previous ) ear for the test. 

Of greater concern, that percentage was significantly 
below the national average of 25 percent proficiency. 

Additionally. 59 percent of Kentucky fourth-graders 
scored at a level indicating a basic understanding of 
malh, compared wjth 65 percent nationally. 

Kentucky eighth-graders fared better on the test. 
Twenty-one percent of the eighth-graders -an increase 
of five percenwge points from 1996 - scored at the pro­
ficient level. compared with a national rate of 26 per­
cent. Sixty percent St;orctl at the basic leveL compared 
with 64 percent nationally. 

Not surprisingly, critics of education reform seized 
on the fourth-grade test scores to criticize Kentucky's 
primary education system for failing to teach Lhe 
basic . 

Nobody v. ants to ee Kentucky students lag behind 
the nation a] a\ erage and tt's disconcerting when gains 
in proficiency for tourth-graders are only nominal. 

Bur rather than ba h teachers and trash reform. the 
wiser response'' ould be to use the test ~cores as a tool 
to solve problem and address weaknesses. It may be 
that standards need to be clarified. It may be that cur­
riculum needs to be adjusted. It may be that teachers 
need more training. lr may be that additional instruc­
tion or more resources are needed in the classroom for 
students. 

Rather than teat down, better to shore up the prob­
lems. Then closely watch the next round of testing and 
expect and insist on improvement.

affected by the flooding. 
"The results of such severe 

nooding and property damage 
have taken a great toll on the res­
idents of Floyd County." wrote 
Hancock.

In support of her request. 
Hancock included in her letter 
Kentucky Revised Statute 
134.030. which details situations 
involving "extreme destruction 
of property.·· 

The statute says that "in the 
case of extreme drought and the 
failure of crops in the state, or in 
case of continued unemployment 
due to economic changes. or in 
case of extreme destruction of 
property by any act of provi­
dence. the Governor rna). by 
proclamation, extend the time 
for payment of any taxes or 
interest. or both. due to the state 
or counties. for not less than tllir­
ty (30) nor more than (90) days'', 

The statute goes on to say, 
and was included in Hancock's 
letter. that the proclamation may 
apply to one or more countie:, or 
to the entire state.

"Whether we are talking 
about the Fayette County Court 
House or 'the Louisa City Water 
Plant. lhe difference is one with-
O\It distinction." read the reply. 
"Neither has the legal capacity to t4t 
o;ue and be sued." 

The brief goes on to explain 
that the cit) of Louisa has filed a 
remediation plan wtth the 
Kentuck) Division of Water in 
accordance with !.he administra­
tive order issued by the ACA and 
Sierra Club, and has made the 
first payment on penaJties 
imposed by the state. 

"At this poinL" continued the 
reply. "there is actually no reason 
for this case to proceed except 
possibly to keep it on the docket 
to see if the compliance plan h I' 
implemented by the city of 
Louisa" 

The city concludes by saying 
tllat ACA and the Sierra Club 
"are vigorously pursumg a case 
against parties that do not legally 
exist in order to solve a problem 
that has now been resolved."

History of region republished for new generations

When !·loyd County histori­
an and limes writer Henry P. 
Scalf wrOlc "Kentucky's Last 
Fronuer.'' it was hailed as a long 
overdue history of the state's 
forgotten region. 

Scalf. whose family had been 
in thec:e hill5 <oince early settle­
ment. first published the result 
of a lifetime of research in 1966, 
after generations of mountain 
children v.erc led to beheve they 
had no history of significance. 

Scalf's book showed that 
Kentucky history is not limited 
to the Cumberland Gap. the 
Oh10 River and rh~ Bluegrass. It 
pro\ed so popular that it was 
teprinted hy Pikeville College in 
1972. seven years before the 
author's death. 

But, unfortunately, over the 
lust two decades. the regional 
history has been out of print. 
Even libraries in the area had 
lost their copies or retired them 
because of their wel1·wom con 
dition ,

''The error likely occurred when district officials entered fig~ 
ures in the d!.!partment's web-based data collection system,~' said 
Bill InskQ, director of the Division of Assessment 
ltnplemeJltation. " It is a simple typographical error that h easily 
fixed, but it points to the importance C)f data review by schools 
and districLS.'' 

School districts provide non~academic data to the depart­
ment's Division of Finance through an electronic, web-ba~ed 
system. Dropout figures, along with attendance. retention and 
successful transition to adull life data. are forwarded to the 
Office of Assessment and Accountability for use in tbe state's 
testing and account.ablity system.

Tanbes: It's a lesson that 
investors have heard before: diver­
stficullon. There have been rnajor. 
largely untoreseen shifts in the 
economic environment causmg 
equity pnces to decline signifi­
cantly in many sec10rs. lo the last 
IS months, U.S. lafEe-cap stocks 
dedined hy more than 15 percent. 
as mea-;ured by the Standard & 
Poor\ 500 Stock lndcx"'· whlle 
the damage to the NASDAQ 
lndex, a proxy tor technology 
stock.~. has been much more dra­
matic. Meanwhile, most bond 
markets have done muc.:h better, 
with invesonent grade corporaleS. 
governments. and municipals 
recording vel) positive returns. 

We think equity returns will 
regress toward the mean-the 
retwns we saw in the 90s were cer­
tainly not typical of long-term 
equity results. So investors might 
do well to seek a better balance 
between risk and reward. Adding 
fixed-income holdings to their 
ponfolios is a logical wa} to do 
that. 

Q. Won't lower interest 
rates lead to higher 
stock prices? 

Schlanger: Maybe so, but it 
may take quite a while. The Fed's 
mte cuts are the best evidence that 
the economy is slowing. Although 
the bulk of the cuts are probably 
behmd us, more easing could be 

While there's httle yield to be 
found in stocks, yields in most 
bond categories are very attmctive. 
We think investors can get the 
income they want and add stabili­
ty to their portfolios by moving out 
of stocks and into our bond funds. 

Q. Where should those 
investors be looking? 

Eurkus: Let's ~1art w1th munic­
ipal bonds, where investors can 
earn income that's free of federal.

tax-free rather than taxable 
bonds--is now below 30 percent 
in many cases. Meanwhile, the 
y1eld on 30-year AAA-rated 
munus was 92.5% of comparable 
maturity treasuries as of the end of 
June 2001 (Source: Lehman 
Brothers). 

All this means that for investors 
seeking a relative safe haven from 
the volatility of the equity marke\, 
munis are an attractive. tax-free 
alternative. The taxable equivalent 
ytelds are greater in most tax-flws 
than in comparably rated taxable 
corporate bonds. We also lind 
these ratios auructive on a histori­
cal basis.

Patel: For example, although 
high-yield spreads ha\e narrowed 
somewhat. they are still quite wide 
in historic tenns. There are good 
values to be tound We continue to 
like energy. even though oil and 
gas prices may soften for a time. 
An oil price of $18 to S20 is high 
enough to encourage drilling. We 
also think technolog} will rebound 
faster than the general econom), 
so we've been buying semicon­
ductor manufacturers and telecom 
eqmpmcnt maken;. And real estate 
is looking attractive right now, 
Fears of a downturn. have not been 
realized and lower rates have 
made financing easier.

From their first LP in 1973. to 
theu powerful -.tage presence 
recently, the Marshall Tucker 
Band ha!. played countless con­
cert venue~ around the world.

• July marked the 

appearance of a glossy, 32-
page publication. Mainline 
Lady. funded by the Health 
Ministry in the Netherlands 
and designed to resemble a 
newsstand fashion maga­
zine. for the purpose of 
helping drug-addicted 
women feel better about 
their health and appear­
ance.

The 
Gotts campaigned and final­
ly persuaded the Ohio legis­
lature in 1996 to broaden 
the law to include any forced 
penetration. In July 2001, 
the Gotts were charged with 
violating that very law, hav­
ing Impregnated the same 
daughter in 1998 with step­
father John's sperm (using a 
syringe), allegedly because 
Narda is infertile and the 
couple wanted a baby 
"together." (Actually, accord­
ing to the daughter, John 
Goff was sexually molesting 
her before that, even dunng 
the ttme the Gotts were cru­
sading for a stronger rape 
law.)

First, Do No Harm 
• A 30-year-old patient 

was awarded $2.1 million by 
a jury in Spokane, Wash , in 
January after evidence that 
neuropsychiatrist Donald 
Dudley (who died before 
trial) tried to chemrcally 
erase part of the man's 
brain and turn him into a 
trained killer. And in June, a 
medical board in Ontario 
found psychiatrist Raymond 
Danny Leibl guilty of "dis­
graceful" conduct in treating 
a 53-year-old woman by dis­
ciplining her like a baby. giv­
ing her sodium amytal with 
vodka to improve her mem­
ory, and having her call him 
~Mommydaddy Ray." And in 
May, a medical board in 
Oklahoma removed plastic 
surgeon Scott Gilbert's 
license after evidence of 
several lapses of care, 
including the use of wood 
screws and Superglue on 
patients.

• According to a June 
report in Britain's The 
Guardian, at least two 
schools in Belgium's 
Umburg province will begin 
serving a kind of very-low­
alcohol beer in public school 
cafeterias beginning in 
September, in an effort to 
wean kids aged 3 to 15 from 
sugary sodas and fruit juice. 

• The Washington state 
board charged with evaluat­
ing college-degree pro­
grams last year approved a 
bachelor's and master's 
degree curriculum in "astro­
logical studies" for the 
Kepler College of 
Astrological Arts and 
Sciences in Seattle. 
According to the Chromcle 
of Higher Education, only 20 
of the 31 initial enrollees 
made it through the first 
year.

Times reported in July that 
the health office in Muar, 
Malaysia, had shut down a 
food stall and arrested its 
proprietor because he was 
boiling dirty underwear in 
pots with food. which he 
said, according to legend, 
Improved the taste of the 
food Said a health officral. 
"This Is an untrue belief and 
must be stopped."

From Us 

• In July, Greg Daniels, 
51 . said he will challenge 
the Austin. Texas, police 
department's towing of his 
cars, arguing that JUSt 
because he happens to own 
about a dozen cars, which 
he parks in the street rn front 
of h1s house and uses in 
rotation, doesn't mean that 
any of them is Junk (which is 
what he has been cited for 
as potrce tow the cars 
away) .

Ing to prison as scheduled 
on May 2, but rather was 
going to a relative's place 
near Syracuse, N.Y., and 
that i1 he didn't hear any­
thing more from the mar­
shals, he would consider the 
case closed. (He did hear 
from them; they looked him 
up and re-arrested him. 
During his trial, Markey had 
described himself not as a 
"person" subject to the laws 
of the U.S., but as a "sover­
eign,· and besides, he 
claimed the charges had to 
be dismissed because the 
prosecutor had spelled his 
name in all-capitals on the 
indictment.)
