County attorney critical of ruling in drunk driving cases

Rulings handed down by a
Jefferson District Court judge con-
cerning DU cases may affect the
way DUI cases are handled through-
out Kentucky.

Jefferson District Court Judge
James M. Green threw out the results
of blood-alcohol tests in more than a

half dozen DUI cases on Tuesday,
saying that the “implied consent
warning” read to motorists charged
with their first drunken driving
offense is a violation of their due-
process rights.

A revision to the state’s DUI law
ook effect in Octobet requiring offi-
cers who give blood-alcohol tests to
advise a driver if he refuses to take
the test and is later convicted of

druik driving, then “he will be sub-
ject to 4 mandatory minimum jail
sentence which is twice as long as
the manddtory minimum jail sen-
tence imposed if he submits to the
test.”

Calling it & “fundamental misrep-
resentation’” of the law, Green agreed
with Attorney Chris Meinhart, who
argued that the waming violates the
rights of a first-time offender

because there is no mandatory mini-
mum jail sentence for a first time
DUI offense within a five year pen-
od.

Although County Attorney Keith
Bartley said that Floyd County
Judges are not likely to make the
same ruling, he said that he expects
to hear the same argument from

Local governments would get say in power
plant placement under Draud measure

FRANKFORT Local
planning and zoning boards
would have to approve the
potential locations of a “mer-
chant™ power plant before the

state Publie Service
Commission begins to review
the plant’s feasibility, under a
bill  prefiled by State

Representative Jon Draud of
Crestview Hills.

By definition, a merchant
power plant. also known as a
“peaking plant,” produces elee-
tricity that is sold on the whole-
sale power market. Rolling
blackouts in California and the
Western United States have
resulted in an increase in the

requests for constiuction of

these plants.

“It doesn’t make sense to
just drop a power plant in
someone's back yard, we have
to be responsible to the families
whose lives are going to be
most effected by the construc-
tion of new power plants, We
are not going to experience the

same difficulues they are
undergoing out West," Draud
said

If passed. the measure would
make substantial changes to the
way Kentucky currently han-
dles siting of merchant power

plants, Merchant plants are not
treated as a utility plant under
current state law, and therefore
receive very little attention in
regards to determining the suit-
ability of a proposed site. In
addition, there is nmo reguire-
ment to notify the Kentucky
Public Service Commission.
Ironic when considering that
merchant plants send power
through the transmission lines
owned by Kentucky’s utilities.

As of now, merchant plants
must be approved by the local
governing body, which is gen-
erally the county fiscal court
and the local planning and zon-
ing board if there is one.
Howeyer, the local governing
board has no authority to actu-
ally stop construction. Draud’s
bill would give governing
boards that authority. If the site
15 approved, plant owners then
apply for an air quality permit
and any applicable solid waste
and water permits.

Draud’s bill would also
require local approval and envi-
ronmental permits, however it
would also require approval
from the Public ‘Service
Commission (PSC). The most
innovative aspect is the condi-
tion that the potential site

receive a certificate of environ-
mental compatibility from the
PSC just like utilities are
required to do.

Draud added that, “This is a
fair and honest way to make
sure that we manage our
growth. The PSC would use an
established set of criteria to
evaluate the suitability of a site.
The eriteria would include
approval from local govern-
ment, a favorable environmen-
tal compatibility statement, and
the proposed effects on reliabil-
ity of electric service to
Kentucky residents. These are
factors that simply haven't been
taken into consideration before
in siting merchant plants.”

Another  provision  of
Draud’s bill ensures that no
merchant power plant can be
placed within 2000 feet of
schools, residential neighbor-
hoods, hospitals and nursing
home facilities historical land-
miarks.

“These are all factors that
simply haven’t been taken into
consideration before we allow
the construction of these power
plants,” Draud added.

While formal action on
Draud’s bill will not be taken

In his opinion, Bartley said
Judge Greene went “too far”
with his ruling,

“Quite frankly, I don't think
we should give them any warn-
ing,"  continued = Bartley.
“Ignorance of the law is no
excuse. If someone goes out
here and murders someone, and
they tell tell the court that they
didn’t know it was against the
law, we know it wouldn't work.
But in suspected DUI cases, we
have to tell them about the laws
they are breaking. It's ridicu-
lous.”

Bartley went on to say that
legislatures will “see the errors
of their ways” in regard to the
new DUI laws after hearing
Tuesday's rulings, and that the
wording of the implied consent
warning should be simplified.

“Some of these laws are dif-
ficult for some people to under-
stand stone cold sober,” said
Bartley, “and we expect people
who are highly intoxicated to
understand, If it i going to be
done, it needs to be simple, and
easy to understand.”

Bartley went on to say that,
according to his experience, the
new DUI law has become “a
headache” to police officials.

DUI suspects have to be
observed for 20 minutes before
being given a blood alcohol test.
Differing from the previous law,
“observance time” doesn’t
begin until the suspect is trans-
ferred to a local police station,
causing police officers to have
to work longer on DUI cases.

“What it’s done is turned
lethal drunk drivers back on the

police officer is ready to get off
work, and he comes across a
DUI suspect. then he is less
likely to make an arrest, know-
ing that it takes him two hours
to process drunk drivers."

Prestonsburg Police Officers
Gerald Clark and D.J. Cooley
say. however, that they don’t
have a problem with the extra
time needed to process drunk
drivers.

“We'll still arrest drunk dri-
vers,” said Cooley. “It is our job
to protect the people of the com-
monwealth and that's what
we'll continue to do here in
Prestonsburg.”

Cooley said that if blood
tests were suppressed in his
DUTI cases, he felt confident that
the jury would make the appro-
priate decision based on his tes-

“It doesn’t really matter
about the blood tests,” said
Cooley. “We have probable
cause to stop you if you are
weaving in the road, and we can
tell if you're intoxicated by the
odor, bloodshot eyes, or if you
stagger.”

Cooley went on to say that
“if the law is incorrect or mis-
represented,” it should be
changed, but that he also feels
that it is important to read the
implied consent warning to sus-
pected DUI offenders.

“It’s all about the rules of the
game,” said Cooley, “and the
rule is that I've done my part by
reading you that. We've got to
make sure that every person is
given a chanee to know all his
rights. We don’t make the laws,
we just enforce them.”

three deaths over the holiday.

According to KSP reports,
preliminary statistics show that
only three people in three sepa-
rate crashes were killed on
Kentucky roadways during holi-
day hours.

That compares well o 19
who died in 14 separate crashes
during the same holiday period
last year, proving to be the dead-
liest Fourth of July holiday in
Kentucky since 1996 when 17
people were killed.

In fact, this year's Fourth of
July holiday brought with it the
lowest number of statewide fatal
automobile accidents since
1972, according to KSP reports.

The length of the holiday
period from this year to last may
have had an impact on the num-
bers of deaths as the official
Fourth of July holiday period for
2000 was five days while this
year’s spanned only a two-day
period.

KSP reports show that all
three crashes, which occurred in
Carter, Bullitt and Daviess coun-
ties, were alcohol related.

Regional educators participate in design work for
new science center’s ‘Carbon Universe’ exhibit

Several regional educators
are taking an active role in the
design of exhibits for the new
East Kentucky Science Center,
scheduled to open in 2003. The
educators attended a daylong,
exhibit-planning workshop on
Monday, June 18, at the
Prestonsburg Holiday Inn,

Representatives of Malone,
Inc., & Georgia design firm hired
by the local science center to
build exhibits for its new center,
conducted the  workshop.
Malone has been involved in

more than 300 museum projects,
including, the Smithsonian
Institute.

Mark Matthews, chief oper-
ating officer for Malone, told the
group his staff wants to make
the science center “a cool desti-
pation,” not a just a “speed
bump.”

“We wanl to make this place
the only one of its kind."
Matthews added.

The new science center will
contain a planetarium, a science
classroom, and a 3,000 square
foot exhibit area — “great part-
ners in educating, entertaining
and inspiring school groups,”
Matthews said. “We can make
wonderful things happen in
3,000 square feet.”

The exhibit theme will be
based on the Carbon Universe, a
concept conceived by Center
Director Raymond Shubinski
and unique in the museum field.
A proposal by Malone makes
exhibit visitors “carbonauts™
joumeying to the newly discov-
ered Planet Carbon.

Suggested exhibits include
the Carbon Cycle where visitors
become part of the cycle of atom
carbons, the CarboCraft where
visitors learn the role carbon
plays in fuel, and the Carbosaur
where visitors uncover fossils
and learn about Carbon 14 dat-
ing.

Local educators expressed
enthusiasm for the exhibit ideas
and encouraged Malone to keep
a “Disney-like” atmosphere to
the exhibit area.

Center Director Shubinski
commented that the new science
center will have flooring,
designed for the Disney
Corporation, which “sparkles.”
He also told Malone representa-
tives that he wants real artifacts,
such as meteorites, used in the
hands-on displays.

Eric Thomas, science consul-
tant for the Kentucky
Department of Education’s
Region 7 Service Center, recom-
mended adding sensory factors.
such as temperature, moisture
and odor changes, in exhibit
areas to immerse visitors in the

setting.
John Shiber, an instructor at
Prestonsburg Community

College, asked Malone to design
exhibits that make science “sim-
ple and straightforward.” He
and several ~other attendees
expressed frustration about
video clips and exhibits that take
too long to-view during their
visits to other museum displays.

Educators also expressed
concern about support material
to aid in instructing students and
about bringing busloads of stu-
dents to the center. Shubinski
and Center Education
Coordinator Cathy Neeley
assured them they will receive
material to make the visit a
leaming experience and that the
center will be able to rotate
groups to accommodate classes.

“We can offer multi-level
experiences at the center,”
Shubinski said, adding that
crowds of students can be divid-
ed into smaller groups. While
one group is interacting with the
exhibits, another will be in the
planetarium and a third will be
utilizing the Science Classroom,
he explained,

“This is really exciting from
the education point of it,"” Lynn
Duncan, a teacher at Wesley
Christian Academy at Allen,
said. “Our kids usually get
shortchanged. In the near future,
we'll have hands-on for students
and don’t have to drive three
hours. I think it's top notch."

Kentucky’s unbalanced
tax system hurts services
and citizens

The usual line from the anti4ax crowd is that Kentuckians
already pay too much, and that they're committed to protect-
ing you from having to pay more.

The truth is otherwise.

What's really happening is that most of you are paying more
than you should. The anti-tax bunch actually is doing every-
thing it can to prevent shifting the burden to those who really
should bear it.

The legislative subcommittee that is studying reform of the
state tax system just heard from the expert it hired, William
Fox, who said something you should remember: “Your tax
bases seem to me to be more narrow than in many cases they
might need to be. As a result, your tax rates are higher than
necessary.”

Did you get that? Higher than necessary. Which means. most
of you are paying too much.

Among the Kentucky levies that he considers too low is the
cigarette tax. Florida charges 34 cents per pack, and
Kentucky only 3 cents (lower than any state except Virginia).
This simply encourages smoking, with all the attendant mis-
ery, as well as social and governmental costs. It also means
other taxes have to be higher, to make up for what the smok-
ers aren’t paying.

What reaction did that kind of insight get from Kentucky
lawmakers? They laughed.

Mr. Fox also focused the subcommittee’s attention on the
growing service sector of the economy, which Kentucky's
tax system hardly touches. While warning that taxing ser-
vices must be done carefully, he said this is a major area in
which state government’s revenue base has failed to change
and grow with the economy itself.

Here's an example of what that means:

Lots of people use the services of lawyers and accountants,
but the part of an ordinary citizen's budget that’s spent for
such help is quite small. A tax on such services would not hit
John Q. Citizen very hard. On the other hand, the sales tax
does, even though the General Assembly has exempted food,
utilities, prescription drugs and a number of other things,
from tombstones to textbooks.

Every dollar the state fails to raise by taxing services is a
dollar Kentucky citizens must raise some other way, and
chiefly through the sales tax, which hits Average Joe harder
than Mr. Flushbudget.

This is exactly the public policy warp that the Mulloy
Commission found, when it reported to Brereton Jones in
late 1995. Too bad that report got lost in the gubernatorial
election rhetoric. Too bad some of Mr. Fox’s best advice was
treated as a laughing matter.

More importantly, during the discov-
ery phase of my lawsuit, Shenff
Blackburn made history when he became
the first person of that elected office to
plead the Fifth Amendment as to whether
or not he wsed the United States Postal
Service to mail his wrilten answer to the
unemployment office. I have attached the
order of the special judge assigned to the
case showing that the highest law
enforcement official in Floyd County has
asserted the Fifth Amendment right not to
incriminate himself and other documents.

The public should ask itself, does it
want an officer patrolling the community
who is willing to undergo fair scrutiny, or
a swom officer who hides behind nights
normally used by criminal defendants?

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Louisville surgeons implant mechanical heart

LOUISVILLE — A Jewish
Hospital clinical team led by
University of Louisville sur-
geons Laman A. Gray Ir. M.D.
y @nd Robert D. Dowling M.D.
successfully implanted ABIO-
MED 1Inc.'s AbioCor replace-
ment heart in a mid-to-late 50-
year-old patient on Monday,
July 2.

The seven-hour surgery, per-
formed with a team of 14 nurses,
perfusionists, physician assis-
tants, anesthesiologists and
other support staff, was the first
of its kind in the world.

The experimental procedure

is the result of 20-plus years of
product research and develop-
ment by Danvers, Mass.-based
ABIOMED Inc. and a three-
year partnership with the
University of Louisville and
Jewish Hospital, where pre-clin-
ical in-vivo device research was
performed.

The Louisville-based
research accomplished two
major goals in the completion of
the pre-clinical stage of the pro-
ject. First, three years of suc-
cessful pre-clinical implants of
the AbioCor offered sufficient
evidence to the Food and Drug

Administration that the device
was biocompatible and was
capable of sustaining life.
Second, the surgical team from
Jewish Hospital and the
University of Louisville devel-
oped its procedural protocols —
ranging from
patient care (o post-surgery
recovery and rehabilitation.
“While we are very pleased
s0 far with this first implant and
are hopeful for our patient’s
recovery, it is important (o
remember that this is the first
chapter of many volumes that
we have still to learn about the

Institutes of Health and without
the  Food and Drug

Administration’s approval of the
initial AbioCor clinical trial.”

As more and more people
survive heart attacks, but are left
with a damaged heart, the inci-
dence of heart failure is increas-
ing. In fact, heart failure is the
only major cardiovascular dis-
ease that is rising in incidence
and prevalence. The number of
deaths in the U.S. from this dis-
ease has more than doubled
since 1979. In comparison, the
death rate from coronary heart
disease  has  dramatically
dropped statistically over a sim-
ilar period.

Dowling, co-principal inves-
tigator for the Jewish
Hospital/University of
Louisville AbioCor research
team and an associate professor
of surgery at UofL said, “Once
heart failure patients have
reached maximum medical
management of heart failure,
their only option until now was
a heart transplant. Only about
2,000 heart transplants are per-
formed each year. There are a
vastly larger number of potential
patients who could benefit.” He
said there are up to 100.000
potential recipients for a

replacement heart when the
technology is clinically demon-
strated.

The initial patients eligible to
receive an AbioCar device are
those who are not eligible for
heart transplant and who are
determined to have less than a
30-day life expectancy. In short,
Gray explains, “These patients
are the sickest of the sick. They
will die in a very short time
without some kind of interven-
tion, These patients and their
families understand the risks of
the surgery, and the risks of no
further intervention.”

In fact, the medical team
views the first patient as a med-
ical pioneer, and credits the
patient’s family for their sup-
port. While the critically ill
patient and family did receive an

intense education about the
device and the risks of its
implantation, “it takes a great

deal of courage to agree to take

a step that no one else has ever
taken,” Gray continued.

One couple 1 saw
in therapy gave a “top layer” of complaints before they
uncovered an abortion seven years prior Lo seeking help for
the wife's significant difficulties. ;

The following are some of the symptoms of Post-Abortion
Syndrome: depression and thoughts of suicide: sad mood;
sudden and uwncontrollable crying: deterioration of self-
esteern; disruption in interpersonal relationships: sleep,
appetite, and sexual disturbances; reduced motivation:
“anniversary syndrome" - an increase of symptoms around the
time of the anniversary of the abortion and / or the due date of
the aborted child; re-experiencing the abortion; preoccupation
with becoming pregnant again; anxiety over fertility and
childbearing issues; development of ecating disorders; and
alcohol and drug abuse, If someone reports three or more of
these symptoms in relationship to an abortion, she is likely ta
be experiencing PAS.

A research report was found (“Archives of General
Psychiatry,” 8 / 2000) that assessed the psychological
responses of women after having an abortion three months

into pregnancy. Changes were examined over time at one |

hour prior to the abortion, one hour afterwards, one month
later, and finally, two years after the abortion. Almost 900
women agreed to participate in the beginning and 50 % were
followed at two years. Two years after the abortion, 72% of
the women were satisfied with their decision, 69% believed
that they would have the abortion again, and 80% were not
depressed. Of the total, six women, (1 %) reported that they
had PSA. The women revealed that their depression
decreased and self-esteem increased from before to after the
abortion, but negative emotions increased and decision satis-
faction decreased over time. The history of depression, lower
self-esteem, and more negative abortion-specific outcomes
were noted in twelve years.

Based on the above research results, most women do not
experience psychological problems or regret their abortion
two years afterwards, but some do. There were a number of
items suggested for working through the denial by re-experi-
encing the abortion. Write down every detail you can remem-
ber about the experience from the day you leamed you were
pregnant through the day you aborted. Who was the father
and was he consulted about the pregnancy? What was his
reaction? Had you previously discussed the possibility of
pregnancy and the outcome? What were your feelings
throughout the decision-making process? Did you ever want
to keep your baby? What was the clinic like? What sights,
sounds, smells do you recall? Did you feel you were proper-
ly informed? Did you feel like leaving without having the
abortion? Was there someone to take you home? What was
their attitude afterwards and your response? Describe the fol-
lowing 24 hours? If you were in the same circumstance today,
would you make the same choice? These steps to healing

| were provided by a pro-life agency that also suggested deal-

ing with the issue of guilt, accepting God's forgiveness, fac-

| ing your feclings of anger toward yourself and others, and

grieving the loss of your child.

If your choices or natural causes ended a wanted or
unwanted pregnancy and you are experiencing extreme emo-
tional pain, by all means, find someone that you trust and who
will be non-judgmental. to talk to.

So. we set Friday, June 29,
as the date of our adventure, Ken Cooke of the
Kentucky Divigion of Water works with watershed
groups all over the state, but this year the Big Sandy
is his beat, 5010 speak.

problem, just as you deseribe,
because the normal nasal secre-
tions drain differently when we lie
down. Also, during the night we
don't swallow and drink liquids
— actions that help keep the nasal
tissues moist,

The petroleum jelly you have
been using coats the delicate nose
tissues and helps moisturize them
in two related ways. It forms a
barrier that keeps the air from get-
ting to the nose tissues, so:it can’t
dry them out. And, it also retains
the normal moisture produced by
them.

Using Petroleum Jelly for nasal dryness can result in Pneumonia

In general terms, petroleum
jelly is safe to use, However,
there is a potential problem from
prolonged use as you describe.
This problem arises because the
petroleum jelly doesn’t just stay
in the nose but rather migrates to
other parts of the body.
Petroleum jelly usually drains out
of the back of the nose with the
pormal nasal secretions and is
then swallowed. While this is
probably not a problem for you
because of the small amount
involved, petroleum jelly in the
digestive system can reduce the
number of vitamins that your
body absorbs. However, for those
that use mineral oil — a similar
type of petrolenm — as a laxative
on a frequent basis, the risk is
much greater.

The greatest risk from use of
petroleum jelly in the nose comes
from inhaling the material. This
commonly occurs when asleep,

so the person is unaware of it.
The lungs can’t easily eliminate
this foreign substance as the
digestive tract does. Instead, the
lungs react 1o it, causing scarring
and pneumonia-like fluid accu-
mulations.

This lung damage usuvally
begins so gradually that the indi-
vidual doesn't relate the symp-
toms Lo the use of petroleum jelly
in the nose (or, in other cases, the
chronic use of mineral oil for con-
stipation or the frequent exposure
to the spray lubricants used on
machmery). Eventually, when
chronic shortness of breath devel-
ops along with a cough, a chest X-
ray will be done, While the lung
images may look abnormal, it is
usually necessary to obtain a sam-
ple of lung tissue to identify the
specific type of lung disease. If
the cause is petroleum jelly. the
diagnosis will be “lipoid pneumo-
nia,” because lipoid is a doctor

word meaning an oil-based sub-
stance like petroleum jelly.

So, to answer your question, it
is dangerous for you to be using
petroleum jelly in your nose every
night.

Question:  Have you had
patients with this “dry nose”
problem before? What do you
recommend for this problem?

Answer: The symptoms of
“dry nose” are typically due to
one of two common conditions.
Very dry air causes the nose to dry
out at night, This is often a prob-
lem in the winter. The best treat-
ment for it is the use of a vaporiz-
er or humidifier in the bedroom to
bring the moisture of the air up to
a more comfortable and healthful
level. Use of a non-prescription
saline nose spray also provides
safe although temporary relief
from the annoying dryness.

A second commorn cause is
allergies. Since you have been
having your sympioms year
round, it is likely that this is the
cause of your dry nose. Most indi-
viduals who have this condition
are allergic to house dust, animal
dander or feathers that may be in
your pillow. Sometimes it is pos-
sible to get satisfactory relief by
keeping pets out of the bedroom,
keeping the bedroom meticulous-
ly clean (even under the bed) and
using synthetic pillows instead of
feather or down ones. For others,
specific trearment for allergies is
needed 1o gain relief.

Postscript

World

The spot is almost idyllic, with the
mountains coming down on three
sides and the river at the end.
Horses and dogs graze and laze on
the lawn.
. While we waited for Ken Cooke
to take the van to the place where
we were to get out of the river and
come back to lead us, two young
women came walking into our
midst with bags of groceries. One
got into a row boat with the bags
and rowed across the river (o the
house, while the other waited on the
West Virginia shore for her return.

Surely, we said, there must be a
road from the house to Hurley or
some other tiny mountain commu-
nity, but the woman on our side of
the dver explained that, indeed, this
was the only way in and out for her
relatives who lived across the Tug
in Virginia. She said that you can
take a four-wheel drive vehicle over
a shallow spot in the river when the
water is low, but otherwise the boat
is it

She added that although the fam-
ily lives in Virginia, their address is
War Eagle, ‘West Virginia, and,
when there were kids at home, they
crossed the river and went to school
at Gilbert. She said, too, that when
her aunt and uncle bought the 48-
acre farm, the house had no electric-
ity and they had a devil of a time
getting a West Virginia power com-
pany to run wires across the river to
a Virginia house.

The house still does not have a
phone, which most of us agreed is a
clear asset, Denny Dorion, head of
Citizens National Bank, allowed as
to how he would love that aspect,
but that his wife, Jean, would likely
jump into the river and drown her-
self if she had to go five minutes
without'a phone.

Although 1 have hiked exten-
sively and have been in fishing
boats, motorboats, party barges and
sternwheelers, 1 had never stepped
foot into a narrow, easily upset
canoe. When we finally put the
canoes in the water, [ was thinking
perhaps 1 should follow along on
the parallel gravel road, seeing as
how I'can hardly stand for two min-
utes without tilting to one side. |
have never been particularly grace-
ful or well balanced. (Take that
however you wish.)

Turns out, I wouldn’t have
missed the experience for the world.
Ken Cooke had wamed us we
would encounter three or four
rapids, but his memory proved
foggy. We went through more like
10 and each one thrilling to 4 rook-
ie.

The Tug is much wider in this

area than we had expected, wider
actually than our Levisa Fork, but
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probably not as deep. In most
places, the rocky hillside on the
Virginia side comes right down into
the water, and the faces of the cliffs
present a rolling panorama of geo-
logic time, Also in places, the only
evidence of the outside world is the
occasional coal train that hugs the
hillside in West Virginia.

Sadly, we saw that a cleanup
project is needed. Since access is
limited, we did not see garbage
dumps along the riverbank. But we
saw no shortage of washed down
garbage plastc bags, tires, rusted
appliances. bottles, shoes, cans, you
name it — that has been swept
along with ' high waters and lodged
in tree limbs and driftwood. In the
presence of immense beauty, we
saw immense ugliness, and we were
ashamed for our kind.

We expect to hold the cleanup
day sometime this fall, inviting vol-
unteers from the three states to par-
ticipate. We also expect to shuttle
participants back and forth to the tri-
state marker, so they can see that,
although we are residents of three
different states, we do come togeth-
er and that we have a common
responsibility to save our river
basin.

Of course, we know that we can-
not clean up the river; neither the
Tug nor the Levisa, but perhaps we
can call attention to the problem and
to the need to preserve our waters.
Maybe a gencration or two hence
will understand and do better.

Although I did not take the tum-
ble that 1 fully expected, I did get a
proper drenching as the water in the
rapids hit us full force. I have the
deepest admiration for my canoe
partner, Dr. Tom Vierheller of
Prestonsburg Community College. I
fried to help paddle on smooth
water, but | have to admit that every
time we neared the rapids. 1 put
down my paddle, dropped to the
bottom of the canoe and held on for
dear life, leaving him to the hard
work.,

Ask CIS: Hospice

Q: My grandmother is expect-
ed to die from cancer within a few
months. Her doctor has recom-
mended hospice care. What does
this include?

A: In a hospice program, a
team of health professionals and
volunteers provide medical, psy-
chological and spiritual support to
terminally ill patients and their
loved ones. The goals of hospice
care are to make the patient’s Jast
months as peaceful, comfortable,
and dignified as possible, and to
provide the patients’ families with
help and support.

The hospice team outlines the
medical and suppornt services the
patient needs, These may include
nursing care, pain control, person-
al care, such as dressing and
bathing, social services, doctor
visits; homemaker services and
counseling. The team also identi-
fies the medical equipment, tests,
procedures, medicine and treat-
ments necessary to keep the
patient comfortable.

Hospice services are available
to patients who can no longer ben-
efit from treatment to cure their
disease. Hospice care usually
takes place in the home, but it also
can be provided at hospice cen-
ters, hospitals and nursing homes.
Hospice workers are on call
around the clock.

Many health insurance plans,
including Medicare, pay for hos-
pice services. When a patient
receives care in a Medicare-certi-
fied hospice program. Medicare
pays almost the entire cost. For
