Gunnells 15 now in bemng held in the
Floyd County Detention Center under a
$250,000 bond, charged with murder, rob-
bery and theft

The charges stem [rom a rfobbery early

Wednesday morning at a Cardinal Mart just
outside of Prestonsburg. Gunnells is
accused of robbing the store, then shooting
Hall twice in the back and fleeing in her car.

But while the charges are by far the most
serious, they are not the first Guanells has

faced. Instead, he has been in and out of

prison from the time he was 18

Gunnells would still be in prison if not
for a series of early releases. Most recently,
he was granted shoek probation June B, hav-
ing served less than two years of a five-year
sentence.

Gunnells first appeared before a Floyd
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County court in connection with a 1995 traf-
fic violation at the age of 16. That charge of
having no registration: for his vehicle was
dismissed by & motion of prosecution, as
were his next three violations, all traffic
relsted, that same year in Floyd County
courts

It wasn’t until October 1996 that
Gunnells was indicted by a Fayette County
grand jury on a felony count of theft by
unlawful taking. He was convicted the fol-
lowing vear.

Gunnells was found guilty on January 3,
1997, and sentenced to three years in prison,

already having 91 days credited jail time to
his record

Later that year, Gunnells found himself a
defendant in the Floyd County courl sys-
tems again, this time as a fugitive in con-
nection to a theft by unlawful taking charge
involving a stolen automobile,

Gunnells was then charged in Morgan
County, indicted on a charge of receiving
stolen property charge involving a vehicle,
which he was found guilty of and sentenced
to one year in prison. Additionally, Gunnells

Computers a common
thread in drug cases

PIKEVILLE — Computers
and drug abuse may not be an
immediate connection made
when looking at the soaring
problem with prescription med-
ication abuse in  Eastern
Kentucky. However, the connec-
tion wis obviously present in
U.S. District Court Thursday as
two sepurate cases, both involv-
g computers as g ool for
obtaining drugs, came to the
court’s gitention,

Natalya Elsine Napier. a 21-
vear-old mother of two who,
along with her husband Keith
’ Napier. both of Breathitt County,

was indicted on Pebruary 21 for
| allegedly counterfeiting $50 dol-
| larbills and passing them as pay-

ment for the prescription drug
Lortab, was placed on a three-
year probated sentence Thursday
by US: District Judge Joseph M,
Hood in connection to those
charges.

Napier, who was present in
court without her husband, pre-
sented a8 motion o the court
Thursday, which claimed she had
no hand in the counterfeiting
process, which was done on her
husband’s computer, However,
she did admit w passing the biils
to another Breathitt County
woman  who, according: to
Napier's attomey, William D,
Stark of Barbourville, had “poor
evesight™,

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Governor and first lady lead trade mission to Mexico

Gov. Paul E. Patton and First
Lady Judi Patton will lead a trade
mission to Mexico from July 14-
21, visiting the cities of
Guadalajara and Mexico City.
Joining the Pantons will be repre-
sentatives from Kentucky busi-
ness and industry, agriculture,
tourism, education, the equine
industry and local and state gov-
emment.

“It is my hope that this trade
mission will help us to strengthen
our existing ties with Mexico, as
well as foster new parmerships in
the region,” Gov. Patton said.
“Our exploration of the opportu-
nities available throughout this
region are integral to ensuring
that our Commonwealth 1s com-
petitive in the global economy of
the 21st century.”

While in Mexico, Gov. Patton
will meet with Mexican officials
at the state and federal level,
including the governor of the state
of Jalisco, the undersecretary of
tourism and the federal secretary
for agriculture. He will also meet
with key U.S. embassy officials
involved in Mexico-U.S. issues
and be briefed in both cities by
members of the American
Chamber of Commerce. In addi-
tion, the Pattons will host recep-
tions celebrating Kentucky prod-
ucts and promoting Kentucky
business both in Guadalajara and
Mexico City.

From July 14-17, the Pattons
and the delegation will be in

his home on July 21, 2000 after
ingesting OxyContin tablets
and/or caplets.

Miller, who died one year
after being prescribed
OxyContin, became addicted to
medication after being pre-
scribed the drug for injuries that
occurred after receiving a broken
neck in 1992 when a truck he
was working on fell on him.

According to Salyers, Miller
was given prescriptions for sey-
eral different pain medications as
a result of the accident, bul none
of those drugs, said Salyers,
were anything like OxyContin,
the brand name of a form of oxy-
codone — a synthetic morphine
manufactured by Purdue
Pharma.

“It got so that he didn’t know
nothing,” said Salyers. “His only
concern was how he was going
to get down there to get more
prescriptions.”

Salyers said that Miller. “in
desperation,™ sold everything he
had of value, including a farm in
Morehead, several prestigious
horses, horse trailers, appliances
and even the mattresses off his
bed in order to pay for his addic-
tion.

“Tt was so sad watching him
go through it.” said Salyers. “We
didn't even know anything
about OxyContin until a couple
of months before he died. I wish
they would just stop making
OxyContin. It causes oo much
heartache. There has to be a bet-
ter way (o deal with pain.”

Attorneys from the Graham
Martin Law Office in
Salyersville and from the firm of
Clayton, Sizemore and Byme
out of Nashville, Tenn., allege in
the complaint that Williams,

Medicine Cabinet Pharmacy and
the Purdue Frederick Company,
are are “strictly liable™ for dam-
ages resulting from Miller's
death,

“It's an unreasonably danger-
ous product that shouldn't be on
market,” said Graham Martin.
“One person gets locked in by
utilizing this drug and then with
ease it can be used or broken
down into different forms and it
becomes an extremely more
potent drug. They were in posi-
tion to know that, yet they con-
tinued to make it and sell it.”

According to the complaint
filed, both defendants “implied-
ly warranted” that the drog
OxyContin was “reasonably fir”
for the geperal purpose for
which it was manufactured and
sold for use as a prescription and
analgesic medicine.

But, as the complaint further
notes, OxyContin “was not fit”
for that general purpose because
its highly addictive nature and
the drug's potential for abuse
and addiction “far exceeded its
therapeutic value."”

“There’s not much
OxyContin being prescribed
now very much at all,” said
Williams. “Most physicians in
Paintsville don’t write prescrip-
tions for OxyContin anymore.”

“This whole thing falls back
to patient-physician relation-
ship,” continued Williams. “The
bottom line on this is that we're
totally, perfectly innocent. As
long as we have a legitimate,
wrilten prescription, we’re
going to fill it in our pharmacy
... It is our authority and obliga-
tion to dispense drugs as a
licensed entity in the state of
Kentucky.”

JACKSON — The National
Transportation Safety Board has
released its final report on the
June 14, 1999, University of
Kentucky helicopter crash that
killed four crew members in
Breathitt County.

Patton was found guilty of
fourth-degree assault and three
counts of menacing. Patton was
also ordered to serve six months™
in jail and faces $200 in fines.

Kevin Boggs, 36, Franklin
Bentley, 38, Angela Hibbitts, 27,
and Keith Napier,45, four of six
people indicted May 10 in con-
nection to a multi-county drug
ring spanning Pike, Perry,
Breathitt, Harlan and Letcher
counties, appeared before the
court to enter guilty pleas and
disclose the methods surround-
ing their former drug operation.

All four defendants explained
the same operatiop, with Napier
the only defendant who added a
detail that changed the course,
explaining that only Boggs and
not Bentley generated the forged
prescriptions used to obtain
drugs illegally. However,
Bentley later pleaded guilty to
taking part in the forgeries.

According to the collective
testimony: given by each defen-
dant, the group used a computer
belonging to Boggs, which was
at his home in Letcher County,
to generate prescriptions for
OxyContin. They would then
give these false prescriptions to
various “customers,” including
Shawn L. Hibbitts, who was not
in court Thursday, and his wife
Angela,

Angela Hibbitts™ testimony
revealed that she would fill the
prescriptions and then give the
pills to be taken to Boggs and
Franklin as payment.

This payment was, according
to Boggs and Franklin, 20 pills
from each prescription filled
using the computer-generated
forgeries.

At the time of seizure by fed-
eral agents. Boggs and Franklin
were found to be in possession
of approximately 720
OxyContin pills.

Hood ordered the computer
and all other items used in con-
nection with the forgeries to be
confiscated.

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Too important
to ignore

Increasingly DNA is a critical key for law enforce-
ment to solve crimes and find justice. But not in
Kentucky.

The commonwealth’s DNA database has vet to
produce a single conviction, and the few cases it has
helped solve pale in comparison with other states
that take DNA more seriously.

The problem in Kentucky is there is just not
enough DNA data on file to do much good.
Kentucky’s DNA databank includes only felony sex
offenders since 1992 — a start but hardly the breadth
of DNA data other states have put at their disposal.

Every state has DNA information on sex offenders
on file, but many have expanded their databases to
include other felons. Nineteen states include DNA
data on burglars because research shows that many
rapists start with convictions for breaking into
homes.

Having DNA data on file gives law enforcement
perfect genetic fingerprints. It puts more guilty peo-
ple behind bars. A story earlier this week told how
Virginia’s DNA database has helped solve 426
crimes — most in the past three years — including
60 homicides and 146 sex offenses.

DNA evidence also has worked to clear innocent
people, even free those wrongly imprisoned for
crimes they didn’t commit.

Kentucky's legislators had a chance earlier this
year to expand the state’s DNA databank but failed.

Sen. David Karem, D-Louisville, pushed for a bill
that would have targeted all felons for genetic sam-
pling. The Senate narrowed that to just violent felons
to cut down on the expense. But the House had a dif-
ferent approach and no agreement could be reached.
So Kentucky is left with only limited DNA informa-
tion on file to fight crime.

Collecting and entering DNA data on every con-
victed felon each year — all 12,000 of them —
would cost $3.8 million the first two years and about
$1 million each year thereafter, the state police esti-
mate. Just entering data on burglars and a small num-
ber of kidnappers — about 1,400 offenders a year —
would cost some $920,000 the first two years and
about $173,000 annually.

But it’s too important a key to solving crimes, dis-
covering truth and bringing about justice to ignore.

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Listen to
common sense
on ergonomics

This month, the United States
Depirtment of Labor is holding public
hearings on the issue of ergonomics —
that is, ergonomic imjuries and the need
(or lack of a need) for federal workplace
standurds designed 10 protect workers
from these alleged injuries.

It is un issue that has come up before.
President Clinton’s Labor Department
issued a sweeping ¢rgonomics regula-
tion in the last months of his term of
office ... with the apparent hope that, n
the hubbub of presidential transition, its
size and implications would not be
noticed,

But peaple did notice. Small employ-
ers, in particular, noticed. They did their
homework und figured out that it would
have been the most burdensome, expen-
sive, intrusive regulation ever to be
imposed on the small-business commu-
nity, They knew that there was no scien-
tific basis for the regulation and could
cost up to $2,000 per employee to
impléement. They asked Congress and
the new president to stop it — and they
did,

Bul ergonomics. most commonly
identified with phrases likeé “repetitive

motion injuries” 18 still an issue that
demands attention, When stopping the
Clinton regulation, the new president
and Congress promised that the issue
would not go away, that it needed a
comprehensive approach including fur-
ther research,

Sa the general purpose of the hear-
ings taking place this month is for the
curreitt leadership at the DOL 1o gain a
sense of whal the needs and concerns
are 0f a number of groups .., particularly
those of labor and small business,

You will likely see a few news stories
about these heanngs and about the
debate over ergonomics. Labor unions
will insist, loudly and i threatening
tones, that a federal regulation is
absolutely necessary 10 protect workers

Their message will directly imply
that employvers don't care about their
employees and are asking them (o per-
form tasks that are physically debilits-
ing and hideously uncomfortuble,

And the small-business community
will then be faced with the challenge of
defending themselves against those
accusations, Most of the employers in
this eountry are the head of very small
firms, businesses where the atmosphere
is one of family, not sweéatshop. And a
federal ergonomics standard will likely
fall the hardest on those small shops.
Federal regulation (oo often treats all
business the same and putting a big reg-
ulation on a small family shop can be
crushing

When you read about the ergonomics
debate in the papers or see it on the
evening news, please remember that the
phrase “working Americans” is going o

be abused. that the owners of small
businesses will be left out of that defini-
tion even though they work more hours
and earn aboul the same pay as wage-
and-hour workers. Please remember that
small employers-are also friends and
family to their employees and are
already doing as much as possible to
keep their work environment safe and
comfortable. After all, in a small firm
the employer works side-by-side with
the employee; they know the shape of
the workspace and the demands of the
job as well as anyone, and their motiva-
tion for improving it is pure. simple and
true.

-

This debate over ergonomics is going &

to be a classic “David vs. Goliath™ with
big labor unions playing the part of
Goliath. The labor unions, who want an
ergonomics regulation 1o be a federal
version of state workers' compensation
programs (which have been labored over
by competent state lawmakers for years
... and which are functioning guite effec-
tively on their own), will fight this battle
with money and tricks. Small business
will faght it with reality, with the truth,

So please remember to listen extra
closely to the small-business owner who
submits his or her modest requests at the
DOL hearings. From their mouths will
come the common sense on which this
new labor standard should be based

KSP simplifies background check process

To acti-

FRANKFORT — Today, the Kentucky State
Police (KSP) will implement a new accounting
procedure. with the Federal Bureau of
Investigation (FBI) that will make it easier for
school districts to pay for state and federal back-
ground checks of cerfified and classified employ-
ees.

The current procedure requires districts to pay
for the state and federal background separately,
requiring school officials to write a separate
check to be attached to each individual certified
employee fingerprint card. This process created
unnecessary work for the school system, KSP and
the EBl. The new procedure allows the FBI to
directly bill KSP for all submitted fingerprint
cards, thus reducing the amount of work for each
agency.

The new accounting procedure will require
that each school district prepay for all background
checks conducted by the KSP and the FBIL. The
Kentucky Finance and Administration Cabinet
has established an account to maintain the prepaid
funds.

Kentucky State Police will be required to debit
the required charge for each state and federal

background request from this account.
vate an account, each school distriet will need (o
deposit a minimum of $34.00 into the account.
To initiate and maintain this account, all pay-
ments should be made payable to the Kentucky
State Treasurer.

This new Name Search Accounting System
will allow KSP to maintain, and provide, a very
detailed account of each distict’s funding sub-
missions and background requests, With every
submission and/or background request received,
districts will be provided an itemized list that will
show the following:

M funding submissions that include current
and previous account balance

B all debits for certified ($34.00) and classi-
tied (510.00) employees

B detailed list of those individuals submitted
for a background check.,

B individual criminal history reports

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West Virginia ordered to make improvements in bonding program

The U.S. Office of Surface
Mining has notified West
Virginia that it must meetl spe-
cific requirements and a
timetable to bring its bonding
program for coal mining per-
mits up to adequate standards
or face institution of a partial
federal program to administer
that portion of the state’s pro-
gran.

Federal regulations require

that to be issued a state permit
to mine coal, an operator must
submit a reclamation plan and
post a bond equal to the cost
of reclaiming the land after
mining is completed. States
may adopt an allernative
bonding system (ABS), but the
system is required to have suf-
ficient funds to complete the
reclamation plan if the permit-
tee defaults. The ABS must

Russell Anderson was born in Floyd county, Kentucky and raised in a house with “three rooms

and a path.” As a young boy he got his first job working in the coal fields for fifty cents a day.
Later he bought himself a mule and made $2 a day plowing in the corn fields. As time went along,
he continued to work at different jobs that would earn him money. He trapped muskrats and minks
early in the mornings and would stretch their hides. Then in the fall he would mail them to Sears
and Roebuck and Montgomery Wards for money. Later he got jobs working in timber and sawmills
and in construction. Then he got a job mining coal and was the number one coal loader out of a

mates the state would need
more than 20 years to fund and
complete land reclamation on
the backlog of existing per-
mits for which bonds have
been forfeited.

The state’'s bonding pro-
gram also does not account for
the potential costs for long-
term water tréatment associat-
ed with any future forfeitures.
There are more than 350 cur-
rent permits where operators
are reating water. If all these
permits were forfeited, the
total cost for treatment would
be approximately $25 million
per year.

The state has., since last
fall, initiated several prelimi-
nary measures to address these
problems, including: prepara-
tion of an inventory of sites
with pollutional discharges;
contracting for a study of the
feasibility of establishing a
trust fund for treatment needs:
and proposing bond adjust-
ment measures intended to

ensure that the existing ABS
reclamation deficit does not
become worse.

“I realize that these bond-
ing issues predate your
appointment as secretary,”
Owens wrote to Callaghan.
“While much progress has
been made in the past year, we
share a duty to the people of
West Virginia to ensure that
sites covered by the ABS are
reclaimed in accordance with
regulatory program require-
ments and that any pollutional
discharges from those sites are
treated in accordance with
applicable standards. | hope
that we will be able to resolve
these issues in a manner that
maintains full state primacy
for the regulation of surface
coal mining and reclamation
operations in West Virginia.”

Watershed Watch volunteers to
sample 500 sites for fecal bacteria

FRANKFORT — Watershed
Watch volunteers will be col-
lecting water samples from
Kentucky streams and rivers at
more than 500 sites statewide in
the coming week.

The study is designed to get a
snapshot of the condition of
Kentucky waters during the
height of the swimming and
boating season. Ten different
labs will analyze the samples for
fecal coliform, an indicator of
the presence of sewage and ani-
mal waste. The results will be
shared with federal, state and
local resource management
agencies as well as community
groups working to protect water
quality,

The project is being conduct-
ed by volunteer. nonprofit
Watershed Watch steering com-
mittees, These committees are
organized by university faculty,
community groups and govern-
ment agencies working on water
quality monitoring. They recruit
and train volunteers to conduct
the sampling, Sites are selected
based on community interest
and recreational potential.

This is the third year the
study has been conducted on a

statewide basis. Previous results
have shown potential problems
in various streams in the state.
They have also revealed high-
quality water sites suitable for
swimming and boating.

Experience and research
have shown that songbirds, such
as northern cardinals and
American goldfinches, are the
only kind of wildlife that can be
directly fed the appropriate
seeds with little rick of negative
repercussions. But even bird-
feeders can be sources of dis-
ease, and should be periodically
scrubbed clean with a brush and
mild soapy water and disinfect-
ed with bleach water. Feeders
came also be moved every few

“The Internet Caching

associate commissioner of the
department’s Office of
Education Technology. “The
power of the system's design is
when one person in any
Kentucky school goes to an
Internet site for the first time,
it automatically speeds up the
access to that same informa-
tion for every other school in
Kentucky by 30 to 70 percent.”

The Internet Caching
System enables any teacher to
build an electronic library
within a school, guaranteeing
availability to a website even if
the school’s data line is down
that day. It also allows students
and teachers to download large

While not the worst movie ever
made, “Tomb Raider” is, in fact, so
bad that the fake reviewer from Sony
panned it.

Of course, the warning signs that
this was not going to be a good film
were all  over the place:
Approximately three weeks before
the movie was supposed to open, the
studio executives reportedly were so
appalled by the director’s cut that
they called in a pew editor to recut

the film. The soundtrack was also
scrapped and a new, electronica-
based soundtrack was put in‘its place.
Then, critics were forbidden to pub-
lish their reviews until after the
movie premiered June 15th.

So, after al~that mess, what audi-
ences are left with is a shoddy, slop-
py. slapped-together disaster, instead
of one of the most highly anticipated
adventure movies of the summer.

Cup,” we get a garbled, nonsensical,
stupid film that would make even
Joel Schumacher (“Batman Forever”)
ashamed to show his face in public.

“Tomb Raider” was shot on loca-
tions all around the globe — which is
what should be done (o director
Simon West.

This film's plot defies all logic
and insults the intelligence even of
stupid people. Nothing in the plot or
the actions of the characlers makes
any sense, “British™

I know we shouldn't have gotten
our hopes up for a film based on a
video game, but you’d think after the
success of the Indiana Jones movies,
Hollywood would at least have a
good™ idea of what makes a great
archaeological-adventurer-doing-bat-
tle-with-the-supernatural movie.
Sadly, it doesn’t.

While not the worst movie ever
made, “Tomb Raider” does deserve
to be buried — not in an ancient ruin,
but in a cat box.

M According to the annual
report on estimated accidents in
the home, from Britain's
Department of Trade and Industry
and detailed in a June issue of New
Scientist, three dozen people were
senl to the hospilal for injuries
associated with leapol covers;

Critter Corner...

So many people have called
me in the last few weeks asking
for information on housebreaking
puppies. that T decided it would
be worthwhile to reprint an old
colimn from a couple of years
ago. Dog owners have heard so
many old wives tales and so much
bad adyice aboul housebreaking
that it has turned a fairly straight-
forward process mto & major pro-
jeet,

First off, let’s establish some
basie concepts:

Dogs don’t understand English.
They will learn the meaning of
some words as they go along, but
they are not born with the ability.

Dogs don’t share our concept
of right and wrong, nor do they
have a concept of abstract value.
The Oriental rug was soft and
absorbent; Puppy had no idea that
it was valuable or why you think
he was a bad dog.

Dogs can’t really move mentul-
ly backward and forward in time.
Puppy can’'t make a connection
between your being upset over a
puddle in the floor now and facl
thai be made the puddle two
hours ago,

It is much easier to teach a dog
what “nght is”, rather than what
wrong is not. In other words,
doesn’t it seem much simpler to
teach Puppy that you do want him
to relieve himself in the far cor-

ner of yard, than to feach him that

you donit want him to ga in the
living room, kitchen, bath, bed-
room, back porch, on the front
steps, on the walkway, in the
flower bed, etc. etc. etc,?
Puppies are babies. They dre
going to have aceidents and make
mistakes. Resign yoursell to this

from the beginning.

With these ideas in mind.
letis look at how the original
housebreaking expert, Mother
Wolf, handles the job. The ori-

gins of most dog behavior can be

found by studying their close rei-

atives, the wolves, who for the

most part still live as they have
Mother Wolf wants to keep
a clean house, or den, as much as
we do.
