witnesses at the scene from 
assisting her. The victim was 
thrown on the ground outside the 
home and the altercation took 
place while several witnesses 
stood watching.

Witnesses testified that 
Bryant "backed" Johnson up 
with his cane and said that he 
would "cut his guts out" and 
"bust his brains'' if he nied to 
stop the altercation. 

The juvenile was able to get 
free from her assailant at one 
point during the altercation and 
ran back into her grandmother's 
home. But Bryant and his wife, 
Carol, continued to order their 
daughter to assault the juvenile. 

Testimony was also given 
that Carol Bryant went to the 
door and "had words" with the 
victim, and told her daughter 
"she's talking about your daddy 
again, il appears she hasn't had 
enough." 

The altercation then rekin­
dled and continued until mem­
bers of the Hunter family were 
able to free the victim. 

After the altercation, the vic­
tim was immobilized and taken 
to Highlands Regional Medical 
Center in Prestonsburg. She was 
treated for multiple injuries, 
including severe bruising and 
abrasions to her back. None of 
the victim's injuries were life­
threatening. 

Natalie Johnson said, howev­
er. that her daughter now suffers 
from post-traumatic stress syn­
drome and the} both have been 
through a host of problems fol­
lowing the mcident 

''I was afraid to let her go see 
her grandparents." said Johnson. 
"She hasn't been up there much 
since this happened, and when 
she goes, there's always some­
one with her."

Has state government 
retirement system 
become too gene~ous? 

Areccnt repon that 300 stare workers are both 
coJJecting a regular payched .. and drawing 
Lhcjr st~te pensions raises some questions 

about whethet the state's 1 etircmenL benefits are too 
generous. 

Kentucky Ia\\ allows retiree~ Lo return to work for 
state government, either full-time or part-time. 
through personc:~l service contracts. They also rnay 
work for businesses prov1ding services to the govern­
ment. 

The total of 300 worker~ eurrcntly double-dipping 
in thi way is small compared to the total of 34,000 
employees in !)Late government, but it may be n grow­
ing trend. In 1999, 98 retiree returned to work for the 
state t1 the result of a 1998 law making changes in 
retirement benefit . That Iaw es~emiall) allowed state 
employees to retire at an earlier age and then return to 
the same or a similar position they held before retire­
ment. 

Certainly, no blumc should be placed on employees 
for taking advantage of these new n.tles. They are, in 
effectt using their retirement benefil<> to gn•e them­
selves a nice pay raise. \V.ho wouldn't do the sHme 
thing given a chance? One also would assume that tha 
reason these "retirees" are being hired back is tbat 
they possess skill that continue LO be valuable to state 
government 

There's just something illogic~Ll , however. about an 
employer letting someone retire and then hiring them 
right hack again. That seems to be a lelli.bly costly 
way to fill a po~ition. 

Part of the problem, \\ e suspeet is that the retire­
ment ·ystem ha simp)) become overly gencrou . If it 
encourageC\ people to retire who still want to work and 
are valuable employees. then it s not doing what a 
retirement system is intended to do - which is to 
provide income and other benefits to people who are 
ready ro quit working. 

A committee of the state legislature is srudying the 
retiree issue and is t:Xpected Lo issue a report in 
September. Our bet is that the conunittee wiJJ find that 
an increasing number of state employees wilt be tak­
ing advantage of the opportunity to hoth retire and 
work at the sume t1 me.
