| for miners who retired from

OWENTON — Off and on
for a decade, Betty Watson has
been trying to finish the educa-
tion she broke off at age 16,

Schoo! had not been a pleas-
ant experience, anyway, and
then she became pregnant. It
was easy to drop out,

It might have been different
if the dropout age had been 18,
and if someone in her family
had been willing to help raise
her baby, Watson said. “Now |
wish I'd gone on and just kept
my head up,” she said.

Over in Frankfort, legisiation
has been introduced m the
General Assembly to raise the
school dropout age 1o I8 from
16, Watson, who is now 40, said
she thinks it's a fine dea

Without an education, “their
whole life is going to be ruined,”
Watson said in an interview, tak-
ing a break from an adult educa-
tion class in Owenton. “What
are they going to do if they get
out arid don't go on and get into
a program like this?"

But the bill's prospect of
passing is far from certain, and
other opinions differ about
whether it is feasible.

“There’s just a 50-30 split
among school administrators in
general,” said Wayne Young,
executive director of the
Kentucky Association of School
Administrators.

His association probably
would support the bill if it came
with extra funding for whatever
accommodations would be
needed, Young said. But he said
principals fear being saddled
with “kids who are not necessar-
ily subject to anyone’s control,
and we're forcing them to attend
school, and they don't want to
be there, and they end up being
a problem.”

But Fredericka Hargis, super-
intendent of Crittenden County
schools, said she opposes rais-
ing the dropout age,

“For those looking to drop
out at 16, most of them really
dropped out, psychologically, in
middle school or fifth grade,
Why should we hold them cap-
tive?” Hargis said.

Her district, which has 1,350
students at four schools, has
alternative programs and coun-
seling for students who are
behind and in danger of drop-
ping out. "We go through every
hoop we can to prevent anyone
from giving up on the student,”

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senator helieves proposal could
save lives in truck-car crashes

PIKEVILLE — Roy
Crawford sadly tells about the
night eight years ago when his
leen-age son’s car rear-ended a
slow-moving coal truck on
Garper Mountain in Letcher
County,

The big truck, struggling
under a 70-ton load, was nearly
invisible as it trudged up
Kentucky 15 with mud-covered
taillights and no rear underride
guard, the protective device that
keeps passenger cars from going
underneath in rear-end collisions,

Crawford’s son, Guy, 16, died
in the wreckage, and Crawford
has been pushing ever since for

stricter laws on coal trucks.
That’s why he hopes a bill spon-
sored by state Sen. Ray Jones, D-
Pikeville, will become law this
year.

Jones has proposed legislation
that would allow police officers
to order trucks without rear
underride guards off the road.

"My purpose is not to punish
truckers, but to get them to com-
ply with the law.,” Jones said.
“Allowing these trucks to contin-
ue on without underride guards is
almost as bad as stopping a drunk
driver, writing him a ticket. and
letting him go on down the
road.”

The legislation also would
increase the fines truckers pay
for not having an underride guard

Letters

to $250, the approximate cost of
installing one. The law now calls
for a fine of $25 to $250. Under
Jones' proposal, citations would
be dismissed when truckers show
proof that they have installed the
guanls.

A d.year-old study by the
Kentucky Transportation Center
found that 18 percent of colli-
sions involving large trucks were
rear-enders

Kentucky State Police report-
ed 10.276 collisions invelving
trucks in 2000. In those colli-
sions; 102 people died and 3,140
were injured.

Clerk accused of murder
released on bond

McKEE — Jerry Dean, the
Jackson County clerk charged
with murdering a former
employee who had filed a sexu-
al harassment lawsuit against
him, has been released from jail
on $1.5 million bond.

Dean, 59, left the county jail
in McKee at 3:15 p.m. Monday.

Dean had an electronic mon-
itor placed on his ankle before
leaving and will only be
allowed to leave his home (o
work or go to church, according
to the conditions of his release
set at an arraignment hearing in
December.

Dean is charged with the
Nov, 17 murder of Audrey
Marcum, 31, He has pleaded
innocent and is scheduled to go
on trial June 17,

Marcum, who worked for
Dean from 1995 to 1999, had
filed a $30 million lawsuit
against him,

Twenty-seven individuals or
couples and one group of prop-
erty heirs put up land or homes
ranging in value from $5,000 to
$161,500, for a total of
$1,500,640.

“People have come out and
supported me,” Dean said as he
left the jail.

Déan is charged with shoot-
ing Marcum to death with a
high-powered rifle. Marcum
was slain as she stood in the
garage of her home south of
McKee. Her former husband

found her body minutes later,
before the ice cream she was
carrying had melted.

Marcum quit her job work-
ing for Dean in August 1999
and filed the lawsuil against
him. She alleged he made
unwelcome advances toward
her, including once masturbat-
ing in front of her in the back
room of the clerk’s office. Dean
denied the allegations,

One of Dean's sons, David,
testified after the Kkilling that
Dean had discussed hiring
someone to kill Marcum
because of the lawsuit, offering
to buy David Dean a pickup if
he would do it.

David Dean testified that, on
the night of Marcum's death, he
saw his father walk toward
Marcum's house with a rifle.
Jerry Dean later said he had
taken care of his problem and
threw pieces of a gun into &
lake in Laurel County, David
Dean said.

However, Jerry Dean said
Monday that he “absolutely’
did not kill Marcum.

Dean has been a popular
pohitician in Jackson County,
running unopposed in his last
race, but eight others are seek-
ing the clerk’s otfice vear.

Commonwealth’s Attorney

Circuit Judge Cletus Maricle to
move Dean's trial o0 another
county but has not yet filed a
motion for a change of venue,

Douglas Reece, Dean’s
altorney, has vowed 1o fight to
keep the trial in Jackson
County.

Counlty Judge-Executive

Tommy Slone said Monday that
he thinks that a fair trial would
be possible in Jackson County.

“It would probably not be
the easiest thing to find 4 jury,
but I think it's possible,” Slone
sai. 1 think our people are
pleaty smart enough to fender 4
fair verdict.”

“If you're going 55 miles an
hnur. you close on these trucks so
fast,” Jones said, “particularly at
night or in poor visibility condi-
nons.”

Jones" legislation is pending
in the Senate Transportation
Committee, while lobbyists for
the ftrucking ndustry 1In
Kentucky lobby against it

Ned Sheehy, president of the
Keptucky Motor Transport
Association, said truckers are
strongly opposed to the legisla-
tion because it would put trucks
without the underride guards out
of service. That means, Sheehy
argued, that trucks without
underride guards could be left on
the sides of roads, creating a larg-
er safety issue. About 11 percent
of rear-end accidents, he said.
involve vehicles parked on the
sides of roads.

Sheehy said the bill also
would make Kentucky's law
more stringent than other states
and more stringent than recom-
mended by the Commercial
Vehicles Safety Administration,
an industry group that helps
establish safety standards for
trucks.

If authorities find a damaged
or missing underride guard,
Sheehy said, the trucker should
be allowed to drive the vehicle 1o
a repair shop “instead of sit on
the side of the road and wait for
someone (o come fix it.”

Jones said experience has

FRANKFORT — The Senate
voted ‘Tuesday (o move
Kentucky's primary election up
a week to avoid conflicts with
the Memorial Day holiday.

County clerks say they have
difficulty trying to find precinet
polling station workers when the
primary election day falls on the
day after the holiday. as it will
this year when the primary is
May 28.

Current Jaw sets the pnimary
as the Tuesday after the fourth
Monday in May.

A firm that takes over a “relat-
ed” company also can be
required to pay for benefits. But
the law does not say that a firm
that took over the coal company

If no company can be found
to pay miners’ benefits, other
firms must pay for their benefits
through a combined fund.

In enforcing the federal law,
the Social Security
Administration ruled that Jericol
Mining Co. and its successor,
Sigmon Coal Co., must provide
health benefits to the retired
employees of Shackleford Coal
Co.. a Kentucky company Jericol
bought in 1973.

Congress left companies such
as Jericol out of its specific list-
ing of who is liable and how,
Justice Clarence Thomas wrote
for the court majority.

The federal government,
which is responsible for adminis-
tering the retiree plans, wants the
court to “read inwo" the law
something that is not there,
Thomas wrote for himself, Chief
Justice William H. Rehngquist,
and Justices Antonin Scalia,
Anthony M. Kennedy, David H.
Souter and Ruth Bader Ginsburg.

It is not for the court to con-
sider “why Congress would have
written a statute that imposes lia-
bility on the successors of (relat-
ed) companies ... bul not on suc-
cessors to the signatory operators
themselves,” Thomas wrote.

In dissent, Justice John Paul
Stevens said the majority’s rigid
view of what Congress said
“produces absurd results,”
Congress did not intend to let
companies such as Jericol off the
hook, Stevens wrote for himself

and Justices Sandra Day
O'Connor and Stephen G.
Breyer.

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The board made use of state
statute KRS 162.030 which
states, according to the suit, that
“when unable to make a contract
satisfactory to it with the owner of
real estate to be used for school
purposes, to initiate condemna-
tion proceedings.”

and high cholesterol — considered
most essential.

Testing isn't always the best
preventive care, adds Allan, dean
of nursing at the University of
Texas, San Antonio.

Customizing preventive care to
adjust for risks that patients can
change — and those they can’t,
like a family history of disease —

Study: Estrogen alternative
Evista may reduce heart
risks in some women

CHICAGO — An osteoporg-
sis drug marketed as an estrogen
alternative may significantly
lower the nsk of heart attacks in
postmenopausal women prone to
heart disease, a study shows.

The drug, called raloxifene
and sold under the brand name
Evista, does not raise the short-
term, one-year risk of heart
attacks in such women — a dan-
ger seen in some studies of estro-
gen supplements.

The drug had no effect on the
risk of heant wouble in healthy
women, according to the study,
which was funded by Evista man-

ufacturer Eli Lilly and Co.
Doctors and the company said il
would be premature (0 use the
drug to prevent heart problems.

Studies suggesting heari dis-
ease patients could face an
increased risk of heart attacks in
the first year of taking estrogen
supplements have confounded
patients and doctors, who for
years have relied on research sug-
gesting the supplements could
help protect the heart,

The studies have heightened
the dilemma millions of women
face about whether to take
menopause hormones, which can
relieve symptoms such as. hot
flashes and protect bones but also
have been linked 1o breast cancer

50 at greater risk of death
after bypass surgery

DALLAS — Women under
age 50 are three times more like-
Iy than men to die after undergo-
ing coronary artery bypass
surgery, new research suggests.

A study led by Dr. Viola
Vacearino of Emory University
in Atlanta examined 57,187
patients, 30 percent of them
wornen, who had bypass surgery
at 23 medical centers across the
country between October 1993
and December 1999,

Among patients ages 50-39,
2,6 percent of women died,
compared with 1.1 percent of
men, Among patients 80 and
older, 9 percent of women died
compared with 8.3 percent of
men.

The study found that the dif-
ference decreases with advanc-
ing age,

“It's a puozzling result,”
Vaccarino said, “We're noi able
to explain the difference based
on our data, It could be a factor
we didn't know about or test
for.”

Overall, 5.3 percent of the
women died in the hospital,
compared with 2.9 percent of
the men, Of the women younger
than 50, 3.4 percent died, com-
pared with 1.1 percent of men.

Vacearino theorized that
women tend to have more pre-
existing illnesses, including
stroke and heart failure, and are
psually referred for surgery
when their heart disease is more
severe.

Because women have smaller
arteries than men, she said,
bypass surgery is more difficult
to perform and, therefore, more
stressful on women.

“It’s probably a combination
of those factors.” she said of the
findings, published in Tuesday's
issue of the journal Circulation.
“Whatever the case, though,
younger women usually have a
waorse outcome.”

Dr. Eric Topol. cardiology

chief at the Cleveland Clinic,
believes women under 50 who
have bypass surgery likely have
an aggressive form of the dis-
ease. making them more likely
to have complications following
surgery.

“Research tells us that
women should be protected
from coronary disease by a
decade” compared with men,
said Topol, who was not
involved in the study, “Genetics
likely play a large role m their
development of the disease
Young women, my goodness,
you wouldn't expect the death
rate to be as high as it is."”

Vaccdrino  said  women
should not interpret the study to
mean bypass surgery is danger-
ous for them. They should
instead recognize the need to be
examined for heart disease earli-
er in life, she said.

“Women just need to be
aware that they're a high-risk
group,” Vaccarino said. “The
same group of women, without &
bypass, could be doing much
worse.”

Company-funded research has
suggested Evista reduces the risk
of breast cancer and lowers bad
cholesterol, but it also has been
linked to blood clots and does not
relieve symptoms of menopause.

Dr. Elizabeth Barrett-Connor
of the University at Califomnia at
San Diego led the new study,
published in  Wednesday's
Journal of the Amerncan Medical
Association

In the study, high-nsk women
who took raloxifene for four
years were 40 percent less likely
than women who took dummy
pills w have heant atacks or other
cardiovascular “events,” such as
strokes or chest pain, Women
were considered high-risk if they
had previous heart trouble or had
a combination of risk factors such
as diabetes and high blood pres-
SUTeE.

The findings come from a re-
analysis of a study of 7,705
women that showed raloxifene
reduced the risk of spinal frac-
tures, The original study was not
designed to test raloxifene’s
effects on heart disease.

“It’s reassuring that raloxifene
may not cause an early increased
risk of cardiovascular events as
has been seen with conventional
estrogen, but it's certainly prema-
ture to interpret this as suggesang
that raloxifene prevents” heart
problems, said Dr. JoAnn E.
Manson, chief of preventive med-
icine at Harvard University’s
Brigham and Women's Hospital.

During the study, there were
relatively few heart attacks and
other serious cardiovascular
problems among  high-risk
women — 28 each in women on
low and high doses of raloxifene
and 41 in the placebo group.
Thus, the researchers said. it is
possible that the lower risk was a
statistical fluke.

Dr. Leo Plouffe, Lilly's U.S.
director of women’s health and
reproductive medicine, called the
results promising but said until
more research is done, “the rea-
son right now the drug should be
used is for women at risk for
osteoporosis or with osteoporo-

Marshall hooted that Clay’s
errant haymaker had the potency
of “a ball of soaped cotton.”
Later, Clay and Marshall fought
a duel that left both men wound-
ed.

Democratic and
Republican legislators virtually
declared war on each other and
packed pistols into the state

“It was said that all but a
score of the 132 members had
one or two guns concealed on
them,” Klotter said.

In 1899, the worst political
storm in state history broke over
Frankfort, Republican William
S. Taylor and Democrat William
Goebel both claimed victory in
the governor’s race,

Taylor took office, An
unknown assassin  mortally
wounded Goebel in early 1900.

The Democratic legislature
said the Republicans stole the
election and named Goebel gov-
ermor on his deathbed. Taylor
refused to give in, and both

Republicans and Democrats
mustered armed supporters,
including rival militia units, in
Frankfort.

Civil war seemed imminent.
But tensions eased after the
death of Goebel, the only gover-
nor in American history to be
assassinated. Lt, Gov. John
Crepps Wickliffe Beckham, a
Democrat, succeeded Goebel,
and Taylor fled the state,

HMO offers benefit to help
people quit smoking

LOUISVILLE — CHA
Health announced Monday it
will help pay for nicotine patches
worn by its members wanting to
quit smoking.

The health maintenance orga-
nization, based in Lexington,
hopes the upfront costs from cov-
ering the patches will produce
bigger long-term savings as ciga-
rette use drops among its mem-
bership.

Philip Hanus, director of
CHA Health's pharmacy depart-
ment, said smoking-related ill-
nesses “'drive a lot of our medical
expense.”

The new benefit was hailed by
a top health official in Kentucky,
where nearly one-third of all
adults smoke cigarettes.

“Nearly half of Kentucky's
smokers have tried to quit, so we
are pleased to see this very posi-
tive beginning, and encourage
other health insurers and employ-
ers 1o join CHA Health,” said Dr.
Rice Leach, the stale’s commis-
sioner of public health,

“This kind of prevention
activity can reduce the clinical
and fiscal burden of tobacco-
related illness in time."

CHA Health said it would
offer the benefit on a one-time
basis to its members who are
enrolled in smoking-cessation
programs.

The coverage will be limited

to 12 weeks, and CHA Health’s
members will make a $25 co-
payment for each 30 days of
nicotine patch.

“We are committed to creat-
ing healthier lives for our mem-
bership and this program is a step
in that direction,” said Mark
Birdwhistell, chief executive
officer of CHA Health.

CHA Health provides health
coverage to more than 130,000
people in Kentucky. The HMO
has members in 91 counties.

A recent report for 2000 from
the Centers for Disease Control
and Prevention showed that 30.5
percent of Kentucky adults
smoke. Kentucky is also the
nation's leading producer of bur-
ley tobacco.

CHA Health calculated that
the nicotine patches would cost
about $400 over 12 weeks,
Hanus said. The patient would
piy $75 of the cost, he said, and
CHA Health would cover the
rest.

Birdwhistell did not know
how many of the HMO’s mem-
bers would participate, but said
he hoped the new benefit gets a
strong response.

Hanus said the CHA Health
decided the time was right to
offer the benefit because of the
availability of smoking-cessation
classes.

The state’s tobacco preven-
tion and cessation program
received $5.5 million in tobacco
settlement funds.

CHA Health’s members can
enroll in classes offered by local
health departments, health care
providers, hospitals or agencies
and qualify for the health benefit.
as long as the courses are run by
someone trained.

The health departments offer
classes on the Cooper/Clayton
Method to Stop Smoking classes.
Most are free, though some may
charge a nominal fee to cover the
cost of materials.

CHA Health members can
obtain vouchers from smoking-
cessation counselors. The vouch-
ers can be presented to a CHA
Health participating pharmacy to
pay for the nicotine patches
along with the co-payment.

“In a day when HMOs are

Specialty groups urged screen-
ing for diabetes as carly as age 30
plus a list of other tests o catch
such ailments as thyroid or kidney
disease.

The most intriguing transfor-
mation of the Cincinnati Reds’
spring training is also the most
telling. By putting their closer in
the rotation, they’ve shown just
how desperate they are for start-
ing pitching.

“If it doesn’'t work out,
there’s nothing lost,” pitching
coach Don Gullett said. "Tt's an
option. If it works out, it works
out. It depends on how every-
thing shakes out.”

There's a lot 1o shake out in
the Reds' camp, where 37 pitch-
ers will be clbow-to-elbow in
the clubhouse and lined up for
mound time and a chance 1o win
& Spot.

Pitchers and catchers report-
ed Saturday in Sarasota, Fla,
and held their first workout
Sunday. The regulars will join
them later this week.

The focus will be on five
jobs.

The Reds lost 96 games last
season, the fourth-most losses in
the history of baseball’s first
professional franchise. There
were wo major factors: injuries
and dreadful starting pitching.

The Reds expect outfielder
Ken Griffey Ir., shortstop Barry
Larkin and third baseman Aaron
Boone to be fully recovered
from injuries that severely limit-
ed them last season, If they are,
the Reds will have an everyday
lineup that can score enough
runs o make them competitive.

The bullpen is essentially
intact from last season, when it
led the National League with a
3.71 earned run average and 567
2-3 innings. Scott Williamson is
expected back from reconstruc-
tive elbow surgery last April.

Then, there's the rotation.

Cincinnati had one of the
worst rotations in the majors last
year, leading to most of those 96
losses. Reds starters threw the
fewest innings in the majors
(875), had a 5.47 ERA that was
second-worst in the NL, and had
only two complete games,
matching the NL record.

Pete Hamisch missed most
of the season with a sore elbow

Danny

and was allowed to leave as a
free agent. Owner Carl Lindner
insisted on keeping the budget
roughly the same as last season,
leaving no cash lo acquire
proven pitchers,

As they imploded last sea-
son, the Reds decided to give
their minor league starters a
crash course in big-league
pitching. Five rookies started
overall and the rotation included
four rookies for a two-week
streich.

Lance Davis, Jose Acevedo
and Chris Reitsma will get the
best chance to join Elmer
Dessens in the rotation. The
three rookies went 20-26 last
season as they went through
growing pains.

*You've gol lo give these
guys the ball and see if they
have learned by the mistakes
they made last year,” Gullett
said. “If they don’t continue (o
climb the mountain, they'll let
you know in their perfor-
mance.”

Dessens went 10-14 with a
4.48 ERA in a career-high 34
starts last season, his first as a
full-time starter. He gave up 32
homers, most on the staff and
three shy of the club record for a
right-hander.

He's the most proven starter
in the bunch.

“He's done nothing wrong 1o
be pushed out,” Gullet said. "I
think Elmer figures in, unless
you have someone who's bet-
ter."”

At the moment, they don't.
That's why manager Bob Boone
is toying with the idea of mov-
ing Graves into the rotation.

Instead of pitching an inning
at the end of spring training
games, Graves will start a few
games as an experiment. He
made only three starts in three
years in the minors, and has
made all of his 279 major
league appearances out of the
bullpen.

“Danny will get the opportu-
nity to pitch a couple or three
innings (as a starter) the first
two or three times out, then
we'll go from there,” Gullett
said. "It depends upon what
your needs are.”

Kentucky nitially blocked
Stone’s intention (o play for Pitino,
who coached the Wildcats from
1989-97. The school cited an
unwritten policy that prevented
players from leaving for schools
that regularly appeared on the
Wildcats' schedule.

It was never made clear
whether athletics director Larry Ivy
or Kentucky coach Tubby Smith
nformed Stone of the policy, but
the school eventually reversed its
position, releasing Stone to transfer
anywhere he wanted.

Stone didn't clanfy the confu-
sion on Friday.

I just know they didn’t give me
a release, 1 don’t know whose
thought it was, or who decided 1o
do that,”” he said. "Tt's not my place
1o say,”

Pitino. met with Stone and

Stone’s mother the morning of

Louisville’s home game with TCU
on Jan. 12. Stiene walched
Louisville's 93-85 victory from the
bench, and Pitino confirmed that
Stone was a member of the feam
after the game.

“It feels good. It's a new start
for me,” Stone said.

A Huntsville, Ala. native, Stone

averaged 5.3 points and four
rebounds in about 14 munutes In
mine games this season. He will
have one full season of eligibility
remaining, starting as early as the
second semester of the 2002-03
SEason.

The Cardinals desperately need
a big man. Freshman Brandon
Bender quit the team in late
Januvary, and was the tallest
Cardinal at 6-9, His departure lefi
Pitino with only four 6-8 players -
Ellis Myles, Joseph N'Sima, Ous
George and seldom-used Hay
Tumer — to fill the middle. None
are true centers.

“I understand why he didn't
play at Kentucky — you have
(Jason) Parker, (Marquis) Estill
and (Jules) Camara. They're all
very talented,” Pitino said. “Here,
he has no competition at the center
spot. We don’t have a center in our
program. He couldn't have trans-
ferred into a better situation for
himself."

Stone said he's kept in touch
with many of his former team-
mates but has no regreis about
leaving,

“I did some good things at
Kentucky, and some bad things.
Those experiences are helping me
now,” Stone said. “When you go
through life, you really learn from
your past.”

Burton wins wild and
crazy Daytona 500

DAYTONA BEACH, Fla. -
There were no side-by-side
sprints to the checkered flag and
no passes for the lead on the
final lap.

Yet the finish of Sunday's
Daytona 500 will be remem-
bered as one of the most bizarre
in the 44-year history of “The
Great American Race.”

Ward Burton took advantage
of Sterling Marlin's blunder for
his first victory at Daytona
International Speedway, It also
was the first win for Dodge at
NASCAR's most famous track
since July 1977, when Richard
Petty beat Darrell Waltrip,

“This was sort of Tike a soap
opera,” NASCAR vice president
Jim Hunter said. “It was like
every 30 minutes, we went from
one episode to the next. The
story line of the race changed
about every 40 or 50 laps.”

Consider:

B Favorite Tony Stewart fell
out of the race with engine fail-
ure on the second lap,

B An 18-car pileup on lap
149 took out top contenders
Kevin Harvick, Ricky Rudd,
Bobby Labonte and Ken
Schrader.

B Dale Earnhardt Jr. had two
blown tires and lost 12 laps in
the pits to repair a broken brake
caliper, only to return and get
involved in the big wreck.

B Marlin, who was leading
when the red flag came out on
lap 195 and appeared in control
of the race, was penalized for
getting out of his car and pulling
briefly on a damaged fender
during the stoppage.

All of that — and much more
~ paved the way for Burton’s
victory.

“I think that's what makes the
Daytona 500 such a special
race,” Hunter said. “It's unpre-
dictable, it's unbelievable and
it’s unforgeuable.”

Burton, the older of two rac-
ing brothers from the tiny town

el
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of South Boston, Va., led the
most laps in last year'srace. But
he was part of a 19-car wreck
and waltched the rest of the race
from the garage,

“We felt like that was a race
that was kind of stolen from us,
not that we had it won, but we
had a real legitimate shot at it,”
said Burton, who speaks with a
garbled drawl native to his
hometown. “These races, the
nature of them, is that you never
know what's going to happen
until the race is over.”

Elliott Sadler finished sec-
ond, about a car length behind
the winner, and Geoffrey Bodine
was a surprising third. Bodine,
the 1986 winner, has been out of
the sport for most of the past two
seasons and was competing as
part of a four-race deal with car
owner James Finch,

Kurt Busch and defending
race winner Michael Waltrip
rounded out the top five.

The race-turning red flag
came out after a five-car tangle
on a restart at lap 194. While
those cars were bouncing off
each other and spinning through
the infield, leader Jeff Gordon
cut across the track to try to
block a move by Marlin.

When Marlin didn’t yield his
position, Gordon lost control of
his Chevrolet and spun through
the grass. He had little damage
to his car, but Marlin's right-
front fender was rubbing against
the tire.

Marlin beat Burton back to
the caution and parked his
Dodge out front when the cars
stopped on the backstretch
under a red flag.

Unsure of how badly his car
was damaged, Marlin climbed
out of his car and surveyed the
damage. He briefly tugged at the
fender to pull it away from the
tire before an official jumped
out of the pace car and made
him stop.

NASCAR rules clearly state
no work can be done while the
red flag is displayed, so Marlin
was sent 1o the tail end of the
lead lap cars, 12th as it turned
out. He said he saw the late
Dale Earnhardt do something
similar 15 years ago.

“T saw Earnhardt do it at
Richmond one time in 1987.
He got out and cleaned his

windshield, so I thought it was
OK,” Marlin said. “I don't
guess it was. Never read the
rule book, so maybe I should.
But it's the Daytona 500 and
you got to do everything you
can to win it."”

With Marlin out of the way,
all Burton had to do was hold
off Sadler and Bodine. Neither
mounted a serious charge, and

Burton had his fourth carcer

victory,

"It's going to take a while to
sink in,” he said.

Marlin and Schrader took
turns dominating most of the
race, leading for long stretches
while most of the leaders ran
single file. A caution on lap
139 for a two-car spin involv-
ing Mike Skinner and Shawna
Robinson bunched up the field,
setting up the 18-car wreck that
changed the race.

Marlin was out front on the
restart, with Harvick and
Gordon close behind. On lap
149, Gordon made a run on
Harvick for second, moving to
the inside heading toward Turn
1. Harvick moved over to block
the move, but Gordon tapped
his rival and sent him spinning.

Harvick backed into the out-

. side wall and then slid into the
path of John Andretti and oth-
ers, Before it was over, the cars
of Kenny Wallace and Bobby
Hamilton burst into flames, and
nearly half the field was wiped
out.

*Gordon wanted the same
spot I did,” Harvick said. “1
tried to block, he came up and
all hell broke loose."

No one was injured in the
wreck.

Gordon, the defending
Winston Cup champ and a two-
time 500 winner, was able to
come back to the front after
that, taking the lead from
Busch on lap 177 and holding
it for the next 18 laps until
Marlin spun him out.

“1 probably should have
given it up once he got beside
me,"” Gordon said. “That was
my own fault. ... He had a run
on me and I blocked him and
got myself turned.

“It was a wild and crazy
race. | went from the back 1o
the front and the front to the
back,” Gordon said.

Texans dig deep for starters
in first eight selections

HOUSTON - The Houston
Texans put their money where the
talent was in the NFL expansion
draft.

They have the makings of a
competitive offensive line, starting
with Jacksonville's five-time Pro
Bowl tackle Tony Boselli, who
became the cornerstone of an
expansion team for the second
time in his career.

The Texans got a good jump on
their defense Monday by grabbing
starting comerbacks Aaron Glenn
and Marcus Coleman from the
New York Jets and Jaguars defen-
sive tackles Seth Payne and Gary
Walker,

The price tag for picking 19
players was more than $40 mil-
lion, but the Texans were congrat-
ulating themselves for a job well
done.

“I'm extremely excited about
this group for a number of rea-
sons,” coach Dom Capers said.
“We have two starting offensive
linemen, two starting defensive
linemen, two starting comerbacks
and a playmaker like Jermaine
Lewis who have all been in the
battle before.”

The first eight players on the
Texans® list cost $38.5 million of

the $71.8 million salary cap. The
Texans still have free agency and
the April college draft to consider.

“These guys are going to be the
foundation of our team in terms of
ability and experience,” Capers
said. *“You have to expect a lot of
leadership out of these guys. They
will have a lot to say with how
quickly we can come together as a
team.”
