Halfway measure 
clearly a mistake 

No one, least of all Gov. Paul Patton, should be the 
least surprised that Patton's ill-advised executive order 
two years ago allowing certain categories of state 
employees to be represented by labor unions on a power­
less advisory council has just about everyone in a pre­
election dither. 

Republican members of the Joint Committee on Labor 
and Industry were recently demanding an investigation of 
an election among labor and trades employees in which 
the winning Teamsters Union sent a letter to state work­
ers that said union membership and payment of dues are 
conditions for employment. 

That letter was sent in March and was widely reported 
in this and other newspapers. Patton's office and 
Personnel Secretary Carol Palmore at the time promptly 
made it clear that the Teamsters letter was not true. 
Employees voted for Teamsters representation anyway, 
so legislators' allegations of coercion are, at best, spe­
cious and certainly suspect two weeks before a general 
election. 

Indeed, when unions represented on the Governor's 
Employee Advisory Council tried to push Patton into 
allowing them to collect union dues even from nonmem­
bers, the governor sensibly put an end to the notion alto­
gether. 

There is no requirement for collective bargaining with 
unions representing state employees. The advisory coun­
cil is merely that- advisory. Patton is under no obliga­
tion to act upon its recommendations or demands. The 
council cannot call a stake. All it can do is sit across a 
table from administration officials and suggest wage and 
benefits improvements their members would like to have. 

Any possibility of the various unions collecting tens of 
millions of dollars in dues for meeting a couple of times 
a year is simply ludicrous. And Patton put a stop to that 
notion early on. 

But as the Teamsters push the limit and talk of rights 
they do not have in law, and Republicans make hay out 
of it, Patton has no one to blame but himself. The adviso­
ry council was a mistake. Ultimately, the union represen­
tatives and their members will be frustrated at the coun­
cil 's impotency. The General Assembly isn't going to 
give the council power and, in fact, may repeal Patton's 
order. And Patton's enemies will go the limit in capitaliz­
ing on the governor 's mistake.

This 
is of course. a two-edged sword. Strong 
familil'S are wonderful in so far as they 
are healthy. but not unlike other areas of 
this state and in fact the nation, Eastern 
Kentucky has its share of dysfunctional 
fanulies. Moreover. it hm; been reported 
that we have a higher incidence rate of 
domestic violence problems than do other 
areas of our state and our country. 

But. that fact is not particularly sur­
prising when our living conditions and 
our economic situation are considered. 
We live m a remote area with a unique 
culture. Family ties tend to be very impor­
tant and very ~trong tn our kind of soci­
ety. Further, it stands to rea ... on, where 
family t1es are very strong: there is a 
greater likelihood for extremes in dys­
function. as emotional tics are al~o very 
strong. Some of the extremes in emotion 
ar1sc from desperation to hang on to what 

This is another one of those 
situation~ that can be compared to the 
phrase "changmg the wrapper won't 
change the package." To elaborate on the 
Jeo;son told by the ugly duckhng fable, 
the swan will still feel like the duck 
unless she wor!..s at changing hl!r identi­
ty to match the image. 

we have, and in Eastem Kentucky. if we 
do not have family. or if we believe our 
family tics arc threatened, life can take on 
a rather grim view. Because, in Eastern 
Kentucky our family is not onl) our 
greatest resource, but is often our only 
resource. 

There are of course many factors that 
have contributed to our familial dysfunc­
tion, not the least ot which is the greater 
availability of illegal prescription drugs. 
which have been poured into our region 
by certain un.,crupulous doctors. This has 
led to widespread addiction. Then. of 
course, there il> added problem of alco­
holism. The problem of drug addiction 
and alcoholism may be a senou<; problem 
here in Eastem Kentucky because of our 
lack of jobs and our und.er economic 
development, as compared to other parts 
of the state and the nation at large. 

Historically. life in Appalachia has 
been challenging at best. With a poverty 
rate higher than the national average. 
Eastern Kentuckians have often struggled 
just to keep bod} and soul together finan­
cially, much less deal in~ "' 1th all the other 
issues that naturally ali;e in families. 
Generally. other places in our natiOn sim­
p!) have more resources at their disposal 
to deal '' ith the man) challenging issues 
that alise in families. On the other hand, 
Eastem Kentucky, for the most part. has 
not had access to those resource~. 
Consequently then, one of the greateo;t 
contributing factor:- to our famihal dys­
function 1s likel) our high poverty rare. 

Thus. Family Court can make a large

To the Citizens of Prestonsburg, 

E. Lambert has been the guiding 
force behind project. Justice 
Lambert has worked hard to see 
that a Family Court system 
becomes a permanent amend­
ment to Kentucky's constirution. 
Earher this year 132 members of 
the Kentucky General Assembly 
voted to pass Senate Bill 58, 
which placed this amendment on 
the November 5, election ballot. 

One common concern of vot 
ers is that a vote for Family 
Courts will create a new level of 
bureaucracy. Rest assured, a 
Family Court system will not 
create a new level of bureaucra­
cy. Family Courts will simply 
become a part of the current cir­
cuit court system. Not only will 
Family Court not be another 
level of bureaucracy, instead it 
will make it easier for families to 
navigate the current court sys­
tem. One clear example come" 
from Jefferson County Family 
Court: If the amendment does not 
pass, then 40 judges will be hear­
ing cases in two buildings com­
pared to the current system of 
nine judges exclusively hearing 
family cases in one building. 
(KY Comm. on Women, Office 
of the Governor). 

Will Our Taxes Increase If 
Family Courts Become a 
Reality? Existing Family Court 
sites are already funded within 
the current state budget. 
Additional counties will develop 
Family Courts by using extsting 
resources or as the General 
Assembly allocates funding. Of 
the state's general fund budget, 
the entire Court of Justice repre-
sents only 2.63 percent. Of that 
amount, the existing Family 
Courts budget 3.07 percent of the 
Judicial Branch budget or .0723 

' percent of all state government.

We feel that due to several public statements that have been made in recent weeks by individuals not asso­
ciated with Prestonsburg City's Utilities Commission. it is necessary to provide you with a clear understanding 
and factual explanation of the Commission, its current projects, and its commitment to you. 

Prestonsburg City's Utilities Commission is a service organization formed by ordinance in 1956 by the City 
of Prestonsburg, to provide water, wastewater, and natural gas utility services to its citizens. The Commission, 
governed by a three member board, operates independently of Prestonsburg's city government, maintaining its 
own books of record. 

Each utility service component, be it water, wastewater. or natural gas is under the watchful eye of not only 
our management staff but the applicable state and federal regulatory agencies as well. Each and every modifi­
cation and enhancement to any of our utility systems must be certified by professional engineers. 

In today's uncertain world, now more than in any years past, safe drinking water is of major concern. This 
has resulted in our water system bemg monitored now more than ever by our staff and the appropriate state 
agencies. The citizens of Prestonsburg can rest assured that our staff and the regulatory agencies of the state 
spend each day making sure that safe drinking water is provided to them. Currently, Prestonsburg's only source 
of water is the Big Sandy River. As anyone in our city knows, the water from the Big Sandy cannot be simply 
pumped from the river straight into our homes. Prestonsburg City's Utilities Commission utilizes a water treat­
ment process at its plant that leaves nothing to guesswork, removing any doubt as to the quality of water that 
enters our homes and businesses. Upgrades to the water treatment plant take place whenever improved tech­
nology is discovered and/or increased demands arise. After more than two years of study by our staff and our 
engineer funding is nearly in place to construct a new water intake in the Big Sandy and Improve the water treat­
ment processes at our plant. When the funding is approved, this project will begin and will be a great enhance­
ment to our plant. Our staff and our engineer have finished the design of the KY 321 Waterline Reinforcement 
Project which will eliminate several waterline river crossings, further enhancing our water system on the north 
end of the city. Again , this funding has been applied for and simply awaits the funding approval to commence. 
Finally, the Commission has for years been attempting to obtain a permit from the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers 
to construct a raw water intake on Dewey Lake. This would at the very least be an emergency water source if 
any unforeseen act resulted in our water intake on the Big Sandy River being shut down. 

After several years of searching, property has been secured on which the South Prestonsburg Wastewater 
Treatment Plant will be constructed. This new additional plant will serve as a major enhancement to our waste­
water collection and treatment system. The site of the new additional plant fully complies with all state Division 
of Water regulations pertaining to location. The regulations enforced by the Division of Water require that a 
wastewater treatment plant must be located no less than five (5) miles upstream from any water intake. The site 
more than complies with the regulations. The new, additional plant, when completed, will treat all the wastewater 
from approximately the Lancer area south to the southern end of our wastewater collection system. Not only will 
the new plant allow the current plant located on the north end of our city to operate more efficiently, it will sub­
stantially shorten the time the wastewater from the southern end of the system must spend in the collection sys­
tem. This reduction of the time the wastewater must spend in the collection system greatly reduces the odor, 
because the less time the wastewater spends in the collection system the less chance there is for the waste­
water to become septic. To summarize, the completion of the new South Prestonsburg Wastewater Treatment 
Plant will be a major benefit to our overall wastewater collection and treatment system, since wastewater will no 
longer spend an extended amount of time anywhere in the system, thus reducing unpleasant odors by at least 
fifty percent (50%). This will be especially true in our downtown area, since any wastewater that will be collect­
ed in our system will no longer have been in the system long enough to produce extremely septic odors. Our 
staff and our engineers are currently working together on the design of the new plant. 

As many of our residents and businesses have seen, the Commission has begun the process of separating 
the downtown combined sewer system piping. We decided that after many years of attempting to obtain funding 
for this huge multi-million dollar project, we would start this much needed work, utilizing Commission funds. By 
doing this project with Commission funds it will have to be done in phases, with Phase One incorporating Scott 
Court and East Graham Street. Our long-term fight to secure funding, recently got a huge shot in the arm from 
the federal government. Congressman Hal Rogers announced that $750,000.00 from the Pride Program has 
been authorized for the City of Prestonsburg, from the forthcoming federal budget year, specifically for the repair 
of the city's sewage system infrastructure (piping). This funding came as a welcome surprise, and once its 
issuance is approved, will be utilized by the Commission to speed up the separation of the downtown combined 
sewer pipes. Funding from the Pride Program is issued most often through a reimbursement process after work 
progresses. therefore this $750,000.00 will be provided to the City over the next few months as the Commission's 
work on the phases progresses. 

Prestonsburg City's Utilities Commission constantly strives to improve the water, wastewater and natural gas 
system that serves the citizens of Prestonsburg. Our employees work hard every day of the year, and the level 
of our efforts do not change during political races, or for the benefit of political candidates. The goal of 
Prestonsburg City's Utilities Commission is to provide the citizens of our city with the safest, most efficient water, 
wastewater and natural gas utilities possible We remain very proud of our efforts.

burden to the taxpayers, as the 
needs of a broken famil> are 
much greater, and put an addi­
tiOnal burden on soctal services 
and the welfare sy<;t~m.

tice has been phased out when 
suftictent JUdicial resources have 
been allocated to keep cases 
moving quickly. Accordingly, 
effective January 3, 2003. enact­
ed legislation wtll abolish the 
domestic relations commission­
er'> practice in area~; served by 
family Courts. In fact, in 21 of 
26 counties in which Family 
Courts have been created, 
domestic relations commission­
ers are no longer used. (KY 
Comm. on Women, Office of he 
Governor). 

Finally. parties that are heard 
in Famtly Court wtll have the 
same rights as parties heard m 
other court~. All due process 
rights apply in Family Court as in 
any other forum. For example, 
parties heard in famil)' court will 
have the same right to the appeals 
process as parties in any other 
court. Also. the right 01 trial by 
jury will in no way be afl'ected by 
the installation of Family Court. 
The type of case that would nor­
mally have the right to a trial by 
jury w1ll have that same right in 
Family Court. November 5, 
2002, you can vote to decide 
whether you want Family Court 
to become a permanent pan of 
our judicial system. Now that 
you know what Famil> Court is 
about, go vote.

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Rising cost ot racing 
leads to sponsor search

ROCKINGHAM. N C. 
Andy Petree went to Victory 
Lane twice last year, nothing 
short of a miradc for a car 
owner who has mastered how to 
run a team on a shoestring bud­
get. 

One of those wms came at 
North Carolina Speedway. 
where Joe Ncmechck drove 
Petree's No. 33 Chevrolet to a 
win 10 the Pop Secret 400. The 
car can't defend its victory on 
Sunday - it no longer extsts. a 
victim of sponsorship v.oes. 

And if money doesn't so011 
materialite, Petree's other car. 
the No. 55 driven by Bobby 
Hamiltc-n. could also be m deep 
trouble. 

"It's been a very frustrating 
year, especially since we were 
coming off our most successful 
year," Petree said. "We won two 
races with two cars operating on 
a budget that was less than what 
some teams spend on one car. 
But we used what money we 
had to run an efficient program. 

"I truly believe tf we just 
could have maintained sponsor­
ship levels, we'd be a contender 
to win every week." 

So Petree has launched a 
sponsor search that could ulti­
mately become a new trend in 
NASCAR. Desperate to keep 
the No. 55 on the track - and 
ever hopeful the No. 33 can 
come back - he's looking at 
every way possible to scrape 
together the necessary dollars. 

Square D, an electrical distri­
bution company that sponsors 
the No. 55, has told Petree it 
can't afford the $8 million he 
needs to run a full Winston Cup 
schedule. But the company sull 
wants to be involved, and Petree 
is looking for co-sponsors to 
help pick up the tab. 

"Square D can do about a 
third of that, maybe I can stretch 

- them to do a half," Petree said. 
"So my goal is to find some 
other compantes who want to 
get into the sport, but also can't

That's almost unheard of in 
NASCAR. \\here some spon­
St1rs pay upward of $16 mtlhon 
a year to splash their product on 
the hood of a car for 36 week­
ends a year. 

But Petree has never required 
that ktnd of money to function. 
finding ways to cut corners and 
stretch every dollar while still 
bemg competitive. 

He boasts that he ran two 
teams last year on a budget 
under S 16 million - which he 
clatms Pftter. the parent compa­
ny of Viagra, spends to sponsor 
Mark Martin -and won a race 
wnh each car. Martin went wjn­
less last season in the No. 6 
Ford. 

The basts behind Petree's 
new plan IS to bring at least one 
other company on to the No 55, 
and find a way to give the spon­
sor the most value. For example, 
Square D can be the pnmary 
paint scheme and host the hospi­
tality tents at races that fit its 
market. while another company 
can hit the ctties that it wants. 

It's a trend that could become 
popular- the Busch car dnven 
by Kerry Earnhardt already does 
that wtth various sponsors and 
Petty Enterprises ts look.Jng into 
the same thsng for the No. 44 
Dodge that open-wheel star 
Chnsuan Flltipaldi will pilot 
next season. 

Because Fittipaldi will make 
his stock-car debut by racing in 
Wmston Cup, Busch and ARCA 
next season, the Pettys are open 
to allowing various companies 
to sponsor the car based on 
series. or markets. to meet the 
esumated S I 0 milhon-$15 mil­
lion they need for the program. 

'There are sponsors out there

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It isn't necessary to pack 
away the hiking boots and 
binoculars after the first 
frost. In fact, hiking during 
the winter months has cer­
tain advantages. 

"Once the leaves are 
gone ," says Dwain Stevens, 
owner of Trail Dog 
Outfitters in Pikeville, "it's 
like a curtain has been 
opened on these ridge tops. 
You can find some impres­
sive views where there 
aren't any views the other 
nine months of the year " 

Furthermore. ice and 
snow add a near-mythical 
element to a lot of natural 
features. Wooded paths and 
waterfalls can be magnifi­
cent in the winter season. 

If you opt to swap your 
cabin fever for a wintry walk 
in the woods, here are some 
tips to ensure that your hike 
is a safe and comfortable 
one: 

• Dress in layers. As 
you're putting on your hik­
ing attire, remember your 
base layer, Insulation and 
shell. The base layer, or 
"long johns," should draw 
moisture away from your 
skin. Insulation does just 
what the name implies. 
Your shell layer should be 
something waterproof and 
windproof that goes on over 
it all. And if you get uncom­
fortably warm while hiking, 
simply stop and remove a 
layer of insulation. 

On the subject of cloth­
ing, remember the adage 
"Cotton kills." Cotton 
clings to moisture and keeps 

winter weather, a few min­
utes of stretching is advis­
able to prevent injuries. 

• Drink water. "On cold 
days. we tend to think we 
don't need much water," 
says Stevens. "but dehydra­
tion is always a serious 
problem. Drink water 
whether or not you're 
thirsty, since a lot of water is 
lost on winter hikes through 
evaporation." 

• Exercise caution near 
those sites where a layer if 
ice is possible, such as at the 
base of a waterfall. 

• Hiking during the win­
ter months can be nice way 
to shed holiday pounds or 
break the monotony of con­
secutive days indoors. With 
just a bit of preparation, a 
cold-weather walk through 
the forest can expose you to 
unexpected and fascinating 
rewards.

cians say that growing pains will also pass 
in time. Although growing pains typical­
ly should not be of concern, there are 
times that pain in children's legs needs 
attention. It is not growing pains if: the 
pain occurs only in one leg; there is red­
ness around a joint; the legs are swollen; a 
rash appears; a fever is present; or a limp 
shows up. Another "red-alert" symptom 
of not being growing pains is that they are 
nor gone by morning. At this time. med­
ical help is needed. 

You all have heard a long Jist of aches 
and pains expressed by adults. A frequent 
one pertains to "bone" pains. Even 
though some folks call it an "old wives 
tale," physicians, who specialize in chron-

• 

ic pain. report how many adults describe 
how they can literally feel the weather in 
their bones. A common statement is. "I 
know about the weather before I see it." 
There have not been supported research 
results, but the medical specialists can't 
dismiss the notion. However. there was a 
theory presented about the possible influ­
ence of change in barometnc pressure on ~ 
joints. The first step was compared to tak­
ing a balloon and putting it into a vacuum. 
As the pressure is reduced around that bal­
loon. it expands. So the same thing occurs 
within the tissues around the joints. If 
there's already swelling, inflammation. 
abnormal mechanics in the joint. as the 
pressure goes down, the gas and the tissue 
expand. The outcome is that this change 
is felt as more pain by the person. Thus. 
this is why they sense a change in baro­
metric pressure. 

Needless to say, many of life's aches 
and pains are recognized as midlife 
laments. One comment was that your 
knees - and everything else - aches more. 
The most "un-cute" remark was that it is 11 

"bound to happen if you do nothing but sit 
around all day eating." Again, the need 
for choices arises. A Stanford research 
project found that 53 to 75 year old run­
ners bad fewer pains than the non-runners. 
despite the added stress on the runners. It 
was stressed that you will experience less 
physical decline than others your age, tf 
you keep your joints limber and your mus­
cles strong through regular exercise. As if 
you didn't know! 

An additional frequent pain heard from 
adults is that of heartburn. The explana­
tion of that one is that the valve that keeps 
stomach acid out of your esophagus 
begins to not maintain a tight seal. Then, It 
after lying down. the stomach acids come 

l up into the esophagus and create a "four­
l alarm fire." This is a major reason for 
l making sure that you wait at least two 
j hours after eating before going to bed. 

Another big emphasis was not to "get fat," since a large stomach helps push acid up 
out of the stomach into the esophagus. 

You have probably heard the concept 
that it is often the muscle spasms that cre­
ate the pain, when you injure or overwork 
body parts and have muscle aches and 
back pain.

usually last lcs<, than two weeks and get 
bcucr as the patten! gets better. 

One of the most common causes of 
dry mouth ts medication - both pre­
~cription and over the-counter. Some 
common culprits arc medicines for 
blood pressure and sinus congestion as 
well as diuretics. :ro arrive at a diagno-

Bacterial and viral infections of the 
mouth may also be associated with a dry, 
painful mouth. That's why it's impor­
tant that your mother see a physician for 
a complete evaluation of her condition. 
Other causes of dry mouth include poor 
nutrttion (especially vitamin Band folic 
acid deficiencies), anemia (low blood 
count), and panic disorders. 

So, what should your mother do 
while she and her physician are getting 
to the cause? If she smokes, STOP. She 
should get a dental check up and start 
practicing good oral hygiene, including 
frequent brushing - with a soft tooth-

Are they a 
lot safer 
back there? 
Does facing 
backward 
make that big a difference in a collision? 
Could you refer me to the research that 
re0sulted in rules that sound completely 
arbitrary to me, especially given the 
wide range of car designs? With this 
information. I think I could be a lot less 
grumpy. - John 

RAY: 
I know how you feel. John. When we 

were kids, J had to STAND in the back 
of lhe car, because there wasn't room for 
me to sit down. My brother, my sister 
and my grandma took up the whole back 
scat. 

TOM: 
We had no seat belts. and metal dash­

boards. And nobody worried about him 
standing back there. In fact, sometimes 
we'd strap him to the roof when he 
wouldn't shut up. 

RAY: 
I guess I was lucky, and now we 

know a lot more about safety. The rec­
ommendations for transporting kids are 
to put all kids under 12 in the back seat. 
Infants under 20 pounds go in a rear-fac

window heralding our Sienna 
as a rolling movie theater, we 
utilized the system for several 
movies, and it performed very 
well. This is an excellent option 
for families who travel both near 
and far, as second- and third­
seat passengers enjoy them­
selves in "movie theater" style. 

The 2003 Sienna is a well­
built minivan that performs 
impeccably in all driving situa­
tions. We especially like the per­
formance of the 3.0-liter V-6 
engine, the comfort of the ride 
and Sienna's abilities in the han­
dling depanment. Considering 
this vehicle ts a minivan and not 
a car, we were impressed with 

its poise on tight country roads, 
where less lean meant better 
handling. 

Under the hood, an efficient 
21 0-horsepower V-6 transfers 
power to the front wheels via an 
electronic overdrive four-speed 
automatic, resulting in 19 mpg 
city and 24 mpg highway EPA 
numbers. Acceleration is excel­
lent, with 0 to 60 in 8.3 seconds 
(very noteworthy). Ride comfort 
is generated by an independent 
front suspension and torsion­
beam rear setup. Final adhesion 
comes via P215/65R 15-inch 
tires mated to aluminum alloy 
wheels.

Even transmission offerings 
are new. with all automatic­
equipped Accords coming with 
a tive-speed, not the old four­
speed transmission.

So, the Accord's nc\\ styling 
is more exprc tve than before, 
even on the sedan, and the 
Accord is more wedge-shaped 
than before. 

The look is not over the top. 
b) any means. But it is a definite 
move up from the predecessor 
Accords, "hich r,mkcd as 
America's ~o. I selling car tn 
calendar 2001 with sales of 
more than 414,000. 

Bonawitz said huyer' asked 
for less noise in their Accords, 
too. And they get it in the 2001s. 

The test car. an Accord LX 
sedan wrth V6 ami automatic 
transmission. gave the impres­
sion of being a much more 
expensive car than its $23,460 
sticker might indi<:ate. The inte­
rior was that quiet and the dri­
ving C.\perience was that unfet­
tered. 

I heard the cngme on acceler­
ation, but othcrwrse. engmc 
soundo; were quite subdued. 
Road noi .. e wa' to ..... so I con­
versed in normal tones with pas­
'engers rn the Accord's back 
scat without a problem. 

About the onl> complaint l 
had about sounds was a seem­
ingly laulty front passenger 
window where wind noise 
emanated at highway speed. 

The refined sense inside the 
Accord went beyond interior 
quiet. It includes the interior 
layout and look of controls and 
the usc of upholstery. 

For example, the large 
gauges in the Accord\ instru­
ment cluster arc brightly illumi­
nated, day or night. now. This 
LED (light-emitting diode) 
ctfect reminded rne ot pricrer 
Lexus cars \\hich have had thrs 
kind ol rllumination for )e:tr'>. 

fhe scat fabric on the test 
Accord looked den .. e. not thin. 
Bc)ond the 'cab. the lahric \o\ns 
,tpplicu to place' you're hkely 
to touch rnside the car - such 
as the top ol the center console 
stor<~gc area and on the amuests 
on the doors. It was C\ en on the 
hack of the tmnl ~cat~. Some 
cars h,tvc hard plastic back 
there. instead. 

Check out the 11l'W Accord's

RAY: 
Dave. your wife might have 

very good reason for discount­
ing. )Our diagnosis. So we can't 
bail you out "ithout knowing 
your track n.--cord. 

TOM: 
For instance, "hat if your last 

diagnosis wao; · ju~t the tire rub· 
bing against the wheel well, hon." 
And it turned out to be a bad ball 
jomr. the wheel fell off and your 
wife drove into a vegetable cart'? 
Then we might sympathize with 
her desire for an expen opinion. 

RAY: 
But you might be right. Dave. 

Drum brakes arc notorious for 
"grabbing" when the) 're "ct . So 
if this car has drums in the rear. 
they could be grabbing the first 
time you stop. And the chattering 

heater. 
Despite the fact it's situated 

between two ventJlation knobs. 
the bigger, middle knob -
which has a mod, touch-me look 
- is for radio adjustments such 
as volume. And yes. I'd get the 
knobs confused. 

That's about the extent of the 
complexity that buyers will find 
inside the new Accord. 
Everything else is relatively 
straightforward and easy to 
understand. 

It won't take a rocket scien­
tist to feel the Accord's new 
po"er, either. 

The base engine- a 2.4-litcr 
four cylinder now rather than 
last years 2.3-liter four - pro­
vides 25 more horsepower, to 
160. and torque rises to 161 
foot-pounds at 4,500 rpm. 

The 3-liter. single overhead 
cam V6 with Hondas Variable 
Valve Timing and Lift 
Electronic Control !VTEC) now 
generates 240 horsepower, up 
from 200 last ) ear. Torque goes 
from last year's 19:'i at 4,700 
rpm to 212 at 5,000 rpm. 

The V6 po\\er improvement 
come~ from a Jarger-d1ametcr 
exhaust, more sophisticated 
VTEC system and new intake 
manifold, among other things. 

In the te t car, tht'> was 

you hear is the anti-lock brake 
sy~tem kickmg in to keep the rear 
whccb from locking up. 

TOM: 
So if you ha\e drum brakes in 

the rear and this only happYens 
the fi~t time you drive the car 
after a rain. then chances are 
you're right. Dave. 

RAY: 
But if it happens more often 

than that. or if you have disc 
brakes in the back (which was an 
option on this car). then I think 
it's worth taking the car to the 
dealer and having the brakes 
checked and the ASS sensors 
scanned. 

TOM: 
Given that you appear to be a 

cheapskate, like me. Dave, 

enough to push me fmnly into 
the seatback as I accelerated on 
a highway ramp. It also was 
enough to keep me watchmg the 
speedometer, a~ city speed lim­
its came up quickly. 

l also passed cars on two­
lane country roads with confi­
dence. 

Best of all, fuel economy rat­
ings are virtually the same as 
they were for last year's Accord 
mode b. 

Shifts were smooth and sub­
tle from the five-speed automat­
ic. The exception "as when I 
slammed on the accelerator and 
the po" er would start to come 
on. 

Honda kept the same basic 
!>Uspension in the front-wheel­
drive Accord - double wish­
bone up front and multi-link in 
back. 

But subframe stiffness and 
suspension geometry is changed 
to convey what seemed like a 
firmer ride in the test Accord. 
My body jiggled, in fact, over 
several road bumps on c ity 
streets. 

The tradeoff IS greater con­
trol. For example, the Accord 
handled a sudden swerve -
brought on by a dog darting into 
the ~treet in front of me- with­
out fuss. l moved away from the 
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I'm gues~ing you drdn't pay 
for upgraded brakes when you 
bought the car. So you proba 
bly are right.
