Second
kidnapping
case sent to
grand jury

PRESTONSBURG — The case
of a second man implicated in an
Oct. 14 incident in which Jeffrey
Young alleges he was kidnapped
and shot at has been waived to a
grand jury by his attorney, Stephen
W. Owens,

Neil Ratliff, 33, of Pikeville, was
scheduled to appear in Floyd
District Court for a preliminary
hearing on Monday to face charges
of first-degree wanton endanger-
ment, Kidnapping and terroristic
threatening. However, Owens
appeared before court and had the
case waived to the grand jury, at
which time he made the confident
statement, “l already heard all [
needed o hear.” '

Ratliff is accused of chasing
Young with a knife and restraining
him in the vehicle of Paul Roberts,
who, as previously reported,
allegedly shot at Young and threat-
ened to kill him. Ratliff is also
charged with terroristic threatening
pursuant to allegations from Judith
Short, a witness in the incident, that
he threatened her life.

Judith and Larry Short testified
Nov. 20 against Roberts, in the case
in which he is charged with attempt-
ed murder, kidnapping and terroris-
tic threatening,

Roberts is accused of posting a
$5,000 bond to get Young out of
jail, returning him to jail later for
fear of losing his money if Young
jumped bail, and upon finding out
that offices were closed and he
couldn't get his bail money back, he

Man accused
of stealing dead
woman’s checks

PRESTONSBURG — Appearing in Floyd District
Court on Monday to face charges in regard to forging
checks was Steve Qusley, 31, of David, who will face a
grand jury on charges that he cashed checks belonging
to a dead woman.

Testifying on behalf of VanHoose Lumber was
Jackie Mandola, credit manager, who said that Ousley
had written three checks in three days that totaled over
$5.000. He is accused of writing two checks on August
13 and 14 in the amounts of $846.10 and $1.850.40 and
on August 15 he allegedly wrote a check for $2,452.62.
All three checks had been stolen and issued on a
deceased Judy P. Vanderpool. Mandola testified that she
had received two of the checks from Qusley, while a co=
worker had received the other.

Judge Eric Hall found sufficient evidence in the two
cases to refer them to a grand jury, which will determine
whether to indict Ousley on charges of theft by unlaw-
ful taking.

The other case involved another alleged acount of
theft by unlawful taking less than $300 and also 4
charge of first-degree forgery, in which Ousley is
accused of stealing checks from Diana Sparks. _

Sparks testified that Ousley allegedly took the
checks from her home and wrote several checks on an

According to the American
Academy of Pediatrics and the
Consumer  Product  Safety
Commission, the holidays are
safer and happier if people take
time to follow some simple safe-
ty guidelines about toys, trees,
lights and decorations.

Toy Safety

B Follow recommended age
ranges on toy packages. Toys
that are too advanced could be a

safety hazard for younger chil-
dren.

A NICE RING TO IT

When your doorbell stops ringing,
there are four potential culprits.
The push button is the most likely
suspect, followed by the chime unit.
The transformer and wiring tie for
third place, Fortunately, the most
likely problem, the push button, is
the easiest to fix. Doorbell buttons
are connected to low-voltage wires,
so there is no danger of electrocu-
tion with this repalr. Begin by remoy-
ing the screws that hold the button in
place. If the push button Is not con-
nected with screws, pry It out with a
putty knife. Then, disconnect the two
wires from the button and touch
them together. If the doorbell rings,
the button s at fault, and you can
remedy the problem by connecting a
new button.

Changing a doorbell button is
usually a very simple job. HINDMAN

B Read instructions carefully
before buying a toy or allowing
your child to play with a toy
received as a gift. If the toy is
appropriate for your child, show
him how to use it properly.

B Be careful with holiday gift
wrapping, like bags, paper, rib-
bons and bows. These items can
pose suffocation and choking
hazards to a small child.

B Be aware that children
under age 4 can choke on small
parts contained in toys or games
and balls with a diameter of one
and three-quarters of an inch or
less.

B Remove strings and rib-
bons from toys before giving
them to young children.
Children under age 8 can choke
or suffocate on uninflated or bro-
ken balloons. Watch for pull toys
with strings that are more than
12 inches in length, which is a
strangulation hazard for babies.

B Annually, hospital emer-

gency rooms treat about 10,800
people for injuries, such as falls,
cuts and shocks, related to holi-
day lights, decorations and
Christmas trees. In addition,
there are 11,000 candle-related
fires each year, resulting in 150
deaths and 1,200 injuries each
year. Christmas trees are
involved in about 400 fires annu-
ally, resulting in 20 deaths, 70
injuries and an average of more
than $15 million in property loss
and damage.

Trees

B Look for “Fire Resistant”
labels when purchasing an artifi-
cial tree. Although this label
does not mean the tree won't
catch fire, it does indicate the
tree will resist burning and
should extinguish quickly.

B Check live trees for fresh-
ness. A fresh tree is green, nee-
dles are hard to pull from
branches and when bent between

your fingers, needles do not
break. The trunk butt of a fresh
tree is sticky with resin, and
when tapped on the ground, the
tree should not lose many nee-
dles.

M Place trees away from fire-
places, radiators or portable
heaters. Because heated rooms
dry live trees out rapidly, be sure
to keep the stand filled with
water. Place the tree out of the
way of traffic and do not block
doorways.

B Cut a few inches off the
trunk of your tree to expose the
fresh wood. This allows for bet-
ter water absorption and will
help to keep your tree from dry-
ing out and becoming a fire haz-
ard.

M Check all tree lights before
hanging them on your tree, even
if you've just purchased them.
Make sure all the bulbs work and

Nutty diet may help ward
off diabetes, study says

CHICAGO — Eating lots of
nuts or peanut butter may help
ward off diabetes, a study of more
than 83,000 nurses suggests.

Women who reported eating
the equivalent of a handful of nuts
or one tablespoon of peanut butter
at least five times a week were
more than 20 percent less likely to
develop adult-onset, or type 2,
diabetes than those who rarely or
never ate those products,

Researchers from Harvard
University’s School of Public
Health analyzed data on 83,818
women ages 34 to 59 who were
followed for up to 16 years. The
researchers said the findings
would probably apply to men as
well.

The findings appear in
Wednesday's Journal of the
American Medical Association.

“Nuts in the past have been
considered as an unhealthy food
because of the high-fat content,”
said Harvard researcher Dr. Frank
Hu. “Conventional wisdom says
that high-fat foods will increase
obesity and type 2 diabetes.”

But research in the past decade
has shown that nuts generally con-

tain good kinds of fat as well as
other nutrients that can help keep
cholesterol at healthy levels.

They also contain fiber and
magnesium, which help maintain
balanced insulin and glucose lev-
els. Insulin helps the body convert
sugar into energy. Diabetes hap-
pens when the body cannot pro-
duce or properly use insulin.

During the government-funded
study, 3,206 women developed
diabetes.

Women who ate lots of nuts led
slightly healthier lifestyles than
other women, which could have
reduced their risk of developing
diabetes. But Hu said the results
held up even when the researchers
compared nut consumption in
subgroups of women, such as
among smokers or those who
were active,

The researchers did not deter-
mine what kinds of nuts women
were eating. Most nuts contain
unsaturated fats, which can help
lower cholesterol levels, and rela-
tively small amounts of saturated
fats, which can raise levels of the
bad kind of cholesterol.

Nuts and peanut butter
peanuts are actually classified as
legumes but have many of the
same qualities as nuts - are among
foods sometimes recommended
for diabetics, who are prone to
cardiovascular disease,

Some brands of peanut butter,
however, may contain high
amounts of sugar or faity preserv-
atives, so people are advised to

check the label, said Martha
Funnell, head of health care and
education for the American
Diabetes Association and a
University of Michigan diabetes
educator.

Funnell said the study’s mes-
sage should be that nuts and
peanut butter can be beneficial if
they are eaten instead of - rather
than in addition to - lots of refined
grains and foods high in saturated
fats.

“That doesn’t mean that you
need to go out and start eating a jar
of peanut butter on top of every-
thing else that you're eating,"” said
Funnell, who also happened to be
one of the nurses studied.

If the Seloy Indians con-
tributed food, then the menu
could have included wild turkey,
venison, gopher tortoise, mullet,
corn, beans and squash, Gannon
said.

Father Francisco Lopez de
Mendoza Grajales celebrated
the first Mass on that day and he
reflected in his personal chroni-
cle that “the Indians imitated all
they saw done.”

The first Thanksgiving is
recounted by Gannon in “We
Gather Together,” an article pub-
lished in this month's St
Augustine Catholic, the publica-
tion of the Catholic Diocese of
St. Augustine.

The 1565 celebration wasn't
the first Thanksgiving, Gannon
said. Numerous Thanksgivings
for a safe voyage and landing had
been made in Florida by such
explorers as Juan Ponce de
Leon’s in 1513 and 1521; Panfilo
de Narvaez in 1528, Hemando
de Soto in 1529; Father Luis
Cancer de Barbastro in 1549; and
Tristan de Luna in 1559.

The French, who came to the
St. Johns River near Jacksonville
in 1562 and Rene de
Laudonniere in 1564, also
offered prayers of Thanksgiving
- well before the Pilgrims,
Gannon said.

In Texas, some claim that
Spanish explorer Don Juan de
Onate celebrated the first
Thanksgiving in America in
1598.

“By the time the Pilgrims
came to Plymouth, St. Augustine
was up for urban renewal,”
Gannon said.

So, if the Spanish were first,
why do Pilgrams and Plymouth
get all the credit?

“It is the victors who write the
histories,”  Gannon  said.
“England won out over Spain for
the mastery of the North
American continent, so the early
English ceremonies achieved
wide currency in history books
and eclipsed our knowledge of
the earlier Spanish celebrations

on Thanksgiving.”

to develop their own, sustainable
studio business, or to give them
the skills that would make them
attractive employees for existing
studios. Most artist/crafts per-
sons never reach a comfort level
in their business, failing to
understand demographics,
developing markets, or new
technologies that would aid in
production. In short, they never
develop a sense of complete
ownership.

There is little doubt of the
empowering force that success-
ful cottage industry can have on
sustaining a rural community.
Programs such as this create a
win-win-win situation for col-
lege, craft school and artisan,
not to mention the community
which now has a valuable asset
in the craftsperson. The idea of
very different agencies partner-
ing in this sort of development is
going to be essential to the
future of helping to develop
viable new craft businesses, by
bringing together diverse inter-
ests 1o support common goals,

“They have a good leg to
stand on,” she said, adding that it
was the American Indians who
probably had the  first
Thanksgiving celebrations.

The museum’s Web site
states, ““The event we now Know
as ‘the First Thanksgiving' was
in fact neither the first occur-
rence of our modern American
holiday, nor was it even a
‘Thanksgiving" in the eyes of the
Pilgrims who celebrated it. It was
instead a traditional English har-
vest celebration to which the
colonists invited Massasoit.”

“It's just a sign of the times for

Nancy Conley, marketing
director at Mayfair Mall in
Wauwatosa, said background
checks and drug screening have
become common place when hir-
ing Santas.

that there are no frayed wires,
broken sockets or loose connec-
tions.

Lights

B Use only lights that have
been tested for safety by a recog-
nized testing laboratory. which
indicates conformance with safe-
ty standards. Use only lights that
have fused plugs.

B Check each set of lights,
new or old, for broken or cracked
sockets, frayed or bare wires, or
loose connections, and throw out
damaged sets. Always replace
burned-out bulbs promptly with
the same wattage bulbs,

B Use no more than three
standard-size sets of lights per
single extension cord, Make sure
the extension cord is rated for the
intended use.

B Never use electric lights on
a metallic tree. The tree can
become charged with electricity
from faulty lights, and a person
touching a branch could be elec-
trocuted.

B Check labels on outdoor
lights to be sure they have been

certified for outdoor use.

B Fasten outdoor lights
securely 1o trees, house walls, or
other firm supports to proteet the
lights from wind damage. Use
only insulated staples to hold
strings in place, not nails or tacks.
Or, run strings of lights through
hooks (available at hardware
stores).

B Tum off all lights when you
go to bed or leave the house. The
lights could short circuit and start
a fire.

B For added electric shock
protection, plug outdoor electric
lights and decorations into cir-
cuits protected by ground fault
circuit interrupters  (GFCls):
Portable outdoor GFCls can be
purchased where electrical sup-
plies are sold. A qualified electri-
cian can mstall GECIs perma-
nently to household circuits.

M Use only non-combustible
or flame-resistanl materials to
trim a tree. Choose tinsel or artifi-
cial icicles of plastic or nonleaded
metals. Leaded materials are haz-

B Never use lighted candles
on a tree or near other evergreens.
Always use non-flammable hold-
ers, and place candles where they
will not be knocked down.

“It's quite an investment to
do it right,” said Tom Valent,
dean of the school, which also
offers a presentation from a tax
accountant.

SPRINGS, Calif. — Nearly a
year after the city became
California’s first government
entity to file for bankruptey in
seven years, Mayor Matt
Weyuker said he’s declaring
bankruptcy, too.

Financially crippled by a
legal dispute involving a former
employer, Weyuker confirmed
in a letter to residents that he has
filed for Chapter 7 bankrupicy
protection.

In the letter, Weyuker, 69,
said he was wrongly fired from
his position at a university and 4
subsequent lawsuit coupled
with a weakened stock market
have sapped him and his wife of
their savings.

“We are, of course, deeply
embarrassed by this turn of
events,” wrote Weyuker, who
has been mayor since 1999, “We
simply ran out of money and
other assets ..."”

Last year, the city filed for
protection under Chapter 9 of
the federal bankruptcy code.

The emergency measure allows
the city to protect its assets and
property while adjusting its debt
- estimated at $8 million.

The bankruptcy filing last
December was the first by a
government entity in California
since Orange County filed for
protection in 1994, after losing
more than $1.5 billion on its
investments. according to the
League of California Cities.

Weyuker, who said he has no
plans to resign as mayor,

New study uses a variety
of indicators to pinpoint
hest and worst conditions

Frankfort - In 2002, Kentucky
ranked 48 out of 50 states and the
District of Columbia in terms of
women's political participation.
This represents a slight improve-
ment since Kentucky ranked 50th
in 2000, according to “The Status
of Women in the States 2002
Report.”

“That women are registering
and exercising their right (o vote,
and running for political office,
are certainly gains we needed to
make. However, we have still not
come far enough, especially
when you consider that, on the
whole, Kentucky is now the third-
worst state for women, ranking
49th overall,” said Betsy
Nowland-Curry, Executive
Director of the Kentucky
Commission on Women. “This
report is a wake-up call to the pol-
icymakers,  educators  and
activists alike since Kentucky has
dropped from the 6th worst state
for women, in 2000, to the 3rd
worst state for women in 2002.”

The Institute for Women’s
Policy Research (IWPR) today
released the 2002 edition of The
Status of Women in the States, the
fourth in a series aimed at mea-
suring the quality of life for
women in all 50 states and the
District of Columbia. These
benchmark studies are compiled
using govemment and original
data that reveal how women in
each state stand economically,
how the states stack up nationally
in reproductive rights, women'’s

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Critter Corner: No “Christmas Pets”

We see them throughout this
season, but how realistic are
the ads that feature a cute
puppy or Kitten wearing a red
bow, perched among the
Christmas morning paper and
ribbons?  Probably about as
much as those that show the
happy family gathered around
the table for Christmas dinner.
You and 1 know that in'the real
world, there’s a different story:
half the kids are arguing over a
broken toy, the other half won't
leave the video game in the liv-
ing room, there's been a grease
fire in the kitchen, and Mom

has just discovered the
unbaked sweet potato casserole
in the refrigerator behind the
mayonnaise jar. The picture-
perfect family Christmas is
gradually melting down into
the chaos of real life.

Is this any place for a con-
fused and frightened new
puppy or kitten? Lots of folks
seem to think so, but in reality,
Christmas is the worst possible
time to introduce a new pet, for
several reasons.

First off, you want your new
family member to get the hang
of the household routine as
quickly as possible-feeding
schedules, potty times, etc. If
your holiday schedule is as
hectic as most. any pretense of
routine has been flung to the
four winds until after New
Year's. This is not going to do
anything for your attempt to
housebreak a puppy. or teach a
kitten where the litter box is.

Next, everyone knows you
need to do some puppy-or kit-
ten-proofing to prevent acci-
dents. At what other time of
year are there as many oppor-
tunities to encounter broken
glass, open flames, extension

cords, and frequently opened
doors? There is ready access to
lots of potentially dangerous
things to chew, from small dec-
orations and doo-dads to toxic
plants and forbidden foods.
Adults are notoriously distract-
ed by other responsibilities this
time of year, and otherwise
well-behaved children may
resemble Tasmanian Devils on
speed. Christmas can be a per-
ilous time for an established
family pet, and it is an accident
looking for a place to happen
for a curious kitten or pup.
(When I was growing up, my
mother always tied the
Christmas tree to the wall to
keep the cat from knocking it
over-1 honestly thought that
everybody did that before they
started decorating!)

One final caution. During
the first few weeks of life, pup-
pies and kittens go through
various “sensitive periods”

where they form their lifelong
opinions and reactions 1o peo-
ple and situations. Being
exposed to the commotion of
the holiday season during one
of these periods-especially if
they are in a fearful stage-can
adversely affect the animal for
the rest of its hfe.

Children need 1o see that the
family takes a pet as a serious
and long-term responsibility,
not just another gift that they
can put away and forget when
they tire of 1. Many animals
that enter the nation’s shelters
each year are the previous sea-
son’s Christmas gifts that grew
up into unwanled baggage.
Many shelters suspend adop-
tions during the Christmas sea-
son, and most truly responsible
breeders refuse to sell animals
at this time of year. Of course
there are always exceptions,
but animals that are bought and
sold as a commodity are more

likely to be treated like a com-
modity instead of a living
being.

The only thing worse that I
can think of is when someone
is given an animal as a “sur-
prise”. Even if it is someone
who dearly loves animals, the
lack of planning can cause
major problems.

I can remember once think-
ing that we should get some
sort of bird, maybe a parakeet
or cockatiel, for my grand-
mother (this was in my
younger and more foolish
days). She dearly loved the
wild birds that hung around her
porch and made nests in her
potted plants and under her
awnings, and her house was
filled with pictures of birds.
Fortunately, she got wind of
my scheme and nipped it in the
bud. Yes, she loved birds. Yes,

Fink puts in the skirt linings,
sets the waistbands, and adds
the definitive touches such as
leather strap belts, hidden zip-
pers, hidden pockets, and deco-
rative finishes that make the
skirts each a one-of-a-kind
uniquely designed classic fash-
ion staple.

"Aggie made the first skirt,
which she created with her own
design, she didn’t use a pattern.
Later she just decided that
she’d rather just sew, so she
now does the linings, belts,
pockets - all the finishing
touches,” Dr, Puffer said.

Fink, who teaches sewing
classes as a master volunteer
for the Pike County Extension
Office, has won numerous
awards for sewing and has had
winning contest entries auc-
tioned for sale on a national
level. One of her creations, a
winter coat, is now owned by a
resident of Alaska.

“Production costs for the
skirts can be rather high, * said
Dr. Puffer, “not one, but sever-
al individuals work on them.
The crafters live in different
areas and | frequently travel to
Lexington 1o buy my yarn,
because that's the closest place
I've found that | can buy the
type I need. And, of course,
they are hand-crafted, unique
items.”

Dr. Puffer believes that
crafters should be paid as well
as possible for their work,
“which of course, never really
equals the skill and time
involved,” she said.

Dr. Puffer says that several
individuals in the area have
been very helpful to her in her

“Sister Ruth Ann knows a
lot about the business of craft-
ing and about how to get start-
ed, and, how to get noticed.

Kathy Strouth, who attends
PCC as a student, has been
extremely helpful by traveling
to crafts shows with me and
helping me set up attractive
displays,” Dr. Puffer said.

“One goal of mine,"” she
continued, “in establishing
‘Sophisticated Country,” is that
it will help get crafters, most
notably women crafters, to
think in terms of beginning
businesses of their own."”

Kentucky Tobacco Settlement
Trust Corporation announces 2002
payment rates for Tobacco Trust

The Kentucky Tobacco
Settlement Trust Corporation,
chaired by Governor Paul
Patton, announced today the
payment rates for the 2002 dis-
tribution of the National
Tobacco Growers Settlement
Trust. Otherwise Kknown as
Phase Il of the tobacco settle-
ment, the Trust compensates
tobacco quota owners, growers
and tenants for income losses
they incur as the tobaeco indus-
try changes. This distribution
represents the fourth of the
scheduled twelve annual pay-
ments from the Trust.

*“This help comes al a critical
time for our tobacco farm fami-
lies,” said Governor Patton.
“I'm pleased that we were able
to negotiate this trust fund on
behalf of our tobacco growers.”
In the three over
5328 million has been distrib-
uted through the Trust, This year
alone, Kentucky's tobacco farm
families will share a 1ol of
$134.261.964.30 Compen
sation is provided equally for
three factors of tobacco produc-
tion: quota, land labor.
Quota compensation is based on
crop year 2001 basic guota.
Land and labor compensation is
based on an average of crop
1998, 1999, and 2000
effective quota and actual mar-
keting. This average is referred
o as payment pounds.

The payment rate from the
National Trust is 19.66 cents per
basic quota pound. Payments to
the individuals or entities that
control land and employ labor

New Zealand consists of two main islands and
several smaller ones. The islands were at one
time attached to Australia, until they began drifting
away nearly 135 million to 220 million years ago.

For the past 25 million years, the land has
rested on top of two moving tectonic plates: the
Indo-Australian plate and the Pacific Continental
plate. The plate activity causes New Zealand to
continue to drift away from Australia. It is mov-
ing northward toward the equator at a rate of
about 1.2 inches (30mm) a year. Frequent
earthquakes and volcanic activity (usually not
severe) are another result of tectonic movement.

The people

The Maori are believed to have arrived in New
Zealand from the Polynesian islands northeast
of the country around 700 A.D. To survive,
they fished and hunted, and later began
to farm. The Maori were sometimes
called the moa hunters because they
relied on this large flightiess bird for
food — it was hunted to extinction by
1700. Around this time, Europeans
began to settle in the country. The
Maori call the white men, pakeha
(pronounced PAH khu hah or PAH kee
hah). Today, 10 percent to 15 percent of
New Zealand's population is Maori, and the
rest are descendants of early settlers or more
recent immigrants.

About 80 percent of the people live in or near
the cities. The North Island is home to about
75 percent of the country’s population.
Disagreements over land rights between the
Maoris and the European settlers have contin-
ued since the 1840s. Maori political and pro-
fessional leaders would like to be better repre-
sented in the government and would like to
have improved housing and more employment
and education opportunities for the Maoris.
