— Rubber snakes, amplified
bird distress calls, even a goop
called Roost No-More, all failed
to shoo a flock of starlings from
their nests under a span between
Washington and Oregon.

Now workers have brought
in artillery - a $300 propane-
powered cannon, which makes
noise that spooks the birds away
from crops and airports.

It seems the bird population
is stmultaneously rising and
dropping - and dropping, and
dropping, and dropping, leaving
not just unwanted adornments
on cars but safety and mainte-
pnance hassles, says Tom
Chambers, who has worked on
the Interstate 5 bridge over the
Columbia River for 14 years.

“It's eating at the paint. It
covers the bearings, gears and
cables,” Chambers said. “They
tried these wire spikes, but they
get filled with so much crap that
the birds would just stand on
that."

In fall and winter, especially,
starlings swarm to the bridge at
night, roosting as closely as four
inches apart.

When they rise en masse at
dawn to find food, “it's some-
thing right out of Alfred
Hitchcock - ‘The Birds,™
Chambers said. “l don't know
why they all know how to tumn
at the same time,"”

Crews from the Oregon
Department of Transportation
began noise-impact tests for the
cannon Tuesday. So far, so
good.

Terry Messmer, a Utah State
University expert on starling
control, holds little hope for the
cannon, which does not fire pro-
jectiles.

“If there is no threat associat-
ed with that noise, then it
becomes ineffective,” Messmer
said, “They will be back.”

B CHICAGO — A school of
fish is going to fish school.

Several fish species at
Chicago’s Shedd Aquarium are
enrolled in an underwater acad-
emy where trainers are teaching
them to live together in a new
$47 million addition, set to open
in April.

Shedd trainers are training
the fish to eat on command and
gather at a designated area of
their pools to make feeding time
as orderly as possible.

Among the first students are
groups of sharks, a 4-foot, 150-
pound Queensland grouper
named Bubba, and a 4-foot, 50-
pound blue Napoleon wrasse, a
species that has blue blood and
the ability to change its sex.

“What we're trying is proba-
bly the most complex training
effort ever attempted with fish,”
said Bert Vescolani, vice presi-
dent for the Shedd’s aquarium
collections.

Rachel Wilborn, a Shedd
worker, recently used a mechan-

ical clicker to catch the atten-
tion of some of her pupils, three
zebra sharks named Freckles,
Blondie and Seymour,

side and ask for food, but to get
it, they have to touch this target
(a rubber bulb on the end of a
pole) with their snouts,”
Wilborn said.

The three bumped the bulb
and got tuna steaks as their
reward.

Demanding less
from our kids

The mass tantrum which led to the cancellation of last
week’'s homecoming football game at Betsy Layne High School
is a pretty clear indication that some parents just don’t get what
school is all about.

First, an undisclosed number of players were ruled ineligible
to play in the game because they had fallen short of academic
or attendance standards. That sparked some outcry from parents
of the affected boys, but the school admirably refused to bow to
pressure.,

On some level, we suppose it is understandable for parents of
the ineligible players to be upset. It is misguided and wrong,
but nonetheless understandable,

What happened next, however, is astounding for its sheer
disregard for academics.

According to the school, parents of some remaining eligible
players began actively encouraging their sons to boycott the
game in protest of the school keeping the district’s academic
and attendance policies. As a result, the team was unable to
field enough players to compete.

We imagine that the players and parents who engaged in this
protest probably believe they made a stand against what they
feel to be an unfair policy. Perhaps they feel the boycott was a
lesson in solidarity with their teammates.

But that would be wrong. In fact, the message that was sent
is far worse. It not only tells those students who failed to meet
the requirements that attendance and grades are unimportant,
but it delivers that same lesson to the athletes who did make the
cut, relegating their duties to the school secondary to playing
football.

Unfortunately, it seems apparent that a number of parents do
not mind imparting that lesson, because they obviously believe
it themselves. Otherwise, we would not see them at board meet-
ings arguing that a 2.5 grade-point average (half B’s and half
C’s) is too challenging for athletes to maintain. We wouldn’t
hear the statement that some students are incapable of being
average students used as an argument to allow them to partici-
pate in athletics anyway, rather than eliminating that distraction
to allow them to concentrate fully on schoolwork.

Editorially, we have issued consistent calls for the Floyd
County school system to improve, taking the district to task
after each setback and demanding better. Though there is far to
go, there appears to be some movement in that regard, and the
stricter standards for participating in athletics is a step in that
direction,

But the school system itself can do only so much. For our
children to be able to compete academically with their counter-
parts across the state and nation, parents must reinforce the
importance of education. Obviously, sending them a message
that grades and attendance are secondary to playing time only
undermines any attempt at improvement.

“Abandon"” is valuable on
two fronts. First, as a quiet,
sneaky little film that hypnoti-
cally creeps across the screen,
with an intelligence and
restraint that make it a satisfy-

~ing change from the typical

blunt-instrument-to-the-head
approach of most thrillers.

Second, as the film that
announces the arrival of Katie
Holmes as bankable leading-
lady material and Stephen
Gaghan — an Academy Award
winner for his “Traffic” screen-
play — as one of those
ambidextrous types who may
prove as good at directing as
writing.

Holmes, best known for
TV's “Dawson’s: Creek,"” has
had memorable supporting
roles in “Wonder Boys" and
other big-screen projects. With
“Abandon,” Holmes demon-
strates dimension and complex-
ity that could nudge her toward
the front ranks of Hollywood's
young actresses.

Gaghan's - smart, subtle
screenplay provides the first-
time director with a framework
for a slow build of brooding
tension and understated chills.
The intricate plot livens up the
whodunit format by adding the
puzzle of who done what?

The twist at the end of
“Abandon’ is no big surprise,
though Gaghan tosses in
enough red herrings to keep
viewers guessing a bit,

The film credits the story as

“suggested by™ Sean
Desmond’s novel *“Adams
Fall,” in which the campus pro-

tagonist was a male student
haunted by the suicide of his
freshman roommate.

Gaghan makes his lead char-
acter a woman, Katie Burke

Kevin Frey, a biologist with
the Kentucky Department of
Fish and Wildlife Resources,
said the return of some fish and
other creatures indicates the
streams have begun healing
themselves.

Marks claims the other prac-
ticing psychic in this glitzy
mountain resort has stolen her
clients.

Eli and Miller say the name
Aspen Psychic is a generic
term. “It's a clean and simple
name that describes what your
business is and that you're in
Aspen,” Miller said.

The battle has escalated, with
each side accusing the other of
harassment. They have sought
restraining orders against each
other.

Each psychic predicts she’ll
prevail,

and catfish that have been net-
ted in Coldwater and Wolf
creecks swam in from other
streams, and, in some instances,
actually began reproducing this
year, Frey said.

“The streams are slowly
rebuilding fish communities,
and their diversity will come
back with time,” he said.

An estimated 306 million
gallons of sludge broke through
the bottom of a 70-acre reser-
VOir on a mountaintop outside
Inez on Oct. 11, 2000. The
black goo gushed through
underground coal mine portals,
out into the two creeks, then
into the Tug Fork of the Big
Sandy River.

Lawns were buried up to 7
feet deep in the molasses-like
mixture, In addition to the
killed fish, drinking water sup-
plies were fouled along some
60 miles of the Big Sandy
River. The gummy remnants of
the sludge clings to the creek
banks in some places, and the
water still turns blackish after
rains.

The U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency called the
spill one of the worst environ-
mental disasters ever in the
Southeast,

Inspectors issued citations to
Martin County Coal after the
spill, charging a variety of vio-
lations, including polluting

Martin County Coal, a sub-
sidiary of Massey Energy of
Richmond, Va., has agreed to
pay $3.25 million in penalties
and damages to the Kentucky
Cabinet for Natural Resources
and Environmental Protection,

$225,000 to the Kentucky
Department of Fish and
Wildlife  Resources, and
$110,000 to the U.S. Mine
Safety and Health
Administration.

In addition, Massey has said
it will spend $46.5 million on
the cleanup, which now is
largely complete,

At least nine state and feder-
al lawsuits involving more than
430 plaintiffs are pending
against Martin County Coal
Corp. The first one involving
Coldwater residents is expected
to go to trial in Martin County
Circuit Court on Feb. 3. said
Ned Pillersdorf, a Prestonsburg
attorney, who is representing 16
people,

Greg Pond, a biologist with
the Kentucky Division of
Water, said water quality has
greatly improved, and riffles
that are important in oxygenat-
ing the water have begun to
form in the stream beds.

“We were actually surprised
at the number of species that
were in the streams.” Pond
said. “We sampled several sites
in the formally impacted area,
and came up with a dozen
species,”

Pond said he also found
dozens of species of aquatic
insects in the streams, which
means fish have a ready supply
of food.

Both Pond and Frey cau-
tioned that the streams are far
from pristine. The fish that
have returned are of species
that are the most tolerant to
environmental contamination.

With one dip of a seine on
Thursday, Frey and state biolo-
gist Todd Wills captured more
than two dozen fish from a pool
in Coldwater that had been
clogged with sludge two years
ago.

Frey said a more extensive
examination done in August
found nine species of fish in
Coldwater Creek. That's far
fewer than would be found in a
healthy stream.

“The diversity is still low,
but the species that are in there
look like they're starting to
reproduce,” Frey said. “It’s def-
initely healing.”

The state plans to restock all
the native fish and other aquat-
ic creatures 1o the streams.
Officials said that restocking
will not take place for at least a
year, possibly longer.

Frey said damage to the
streams was 5o severe that he
doesn’t know how long it
would take for them to recover
naturally, without help from
state agencies.

“It's just so great a magni-
tude,” he said.

LeMaster’s dad, Jim, was a
substitute on the 1965-66 Wildcat
team that came to be known as
“Rupp’s Runis” because no starter
was taller than 6-5. That team
ended the season ranked No. | in
the polls, and advanced fo the
NCAA title game before being
upset by Texas Western, 72-65.

As a senior, LeMaster shared a
starting guard spot with Steve
Clevenger and Phil Argento on the
1967-68 team that was built
around sophomores Dan [ssel,
Mike Casey, and Mike Pratt.
Coach Adolph Rupp considered
LeMaster to be his best defensive

guard.
Like his son, Jim was good
enough to start for a lot of

Division | programs.

But he came 10 UK because he
felt it was a greater honor to be a
role player for the Big Blue than to
be a star somewhere else,

I've always believed that

native Kentuckians can jump a lit-
tle higher and move a little quick-

er when they pull on the UK jer-
sey, That's why I was so disap-
pointed that UK Coach Tubby
Smith didn’t give a scholarship to
6-9 J.R. VanHoose of Paintsville
in 1998,

The scouting reports all said
that VanHoose was a little slow
and not a very good jumper. But
he negated that by having a
coach’s understanding of the
game, by doing things to make his
teammates better, and by playing
hard at all times. At Marshall
University, he ended up as one of
the school’s all-time leading scor-
ers and rebounders!

Oh, yeah.

VanHoose also was an honors
student and a good citizen off the
floor. Can anybody seriously
believe that he wouldn't have
played an important leadership
role on last season’s uninspired,
selfish, underachieving team?

To me, VanHoose came from
the same mold that produced
Richie Farmer of Clay County,
John Pelphrey of Paintsville, and
Deron Feldhaus of Maysville.
Along with Indiana native Sean
Woods, they were the senior hard
core of UK's

“Unforgettables,” the 1992
team that captured the nation’s
heart with its gritty performance in
an historic 104-103 overtime loss
10 heavily favored Duke.

Had any of those three played
anywhere else, they undoubtedly
would have gotten more playing
time and posted more impressive
statistics. But they wouldn't have
become as beloved as they were at
UK. and they wouldn't have been
rewarded with the pride and satis-
faction they derived from playing
for the Cats.

Heck, at least one native
Kentuckian has been an integral
part of every legendary Wildcat
team since World War Il The
“Fabulous Five” that won the
1948 NCAA title included Ralph
Beard of Louisville, Wallace
“Wah Wah' Jones of Harland, and

Kenny Rollin’s of Wickliffe. The
team that successfully defended its
title in ‘49 still had Beard and
Jones.

The 1951 NCAA champs got
outstanding play from
Madisonville’s Frank Ramsey,
and Owensboro’s Cliff Hagan and
Bobby Watson. On the 1953-54
UK team that gave Rupp a perfect
25-0 season, Hagan and Ramsey
were joined in the starting lineup
by Billy Evans of Berea and Gayle
Rose of Paris.

The starting lineup for the 1958
NCAA champs known as the
“Fiddlin’ Five" included Vermon
Hatton of Lexington, Johnny Cox
of Hazard, John Crigler of
Hebron, and Adrian “Odie” Smith
of Farmington.

The NCAA runner-up team of
1966 had Larry Conley of Ashland
and Thad Jaracz of Lexington in
the starting lineup, and the 1975
NCAA runner-up team received
outstanding play from Jimmy Dan
Conner of Lawrenceburg, and
Jack Givens and James Lee of
Lexington. As seniors in 1978,
Givens and Lee were starters for

Coach Joe B. Hall's only NCAA
championship team.

The 1984 NCAA semifinalist
team was led in scoring by senior
Melvin “Dinner Bell Mel” Turpin
and had a freshman starter in
Winston Bennett of Louisville.

Derek Anderson of Louisville
and Anthony Epps of Marion
County were among the top six
players on Coach Rick Pitino’s
1996 NCAA champions, and
Scott Padgett of Louisville was the
glue that held together Coach
Tubby Smith’s 1998 national
champs.

I understand that our state
doesn’t produce a lot of
McDonald’s All-Americans or
summer-camp dazzlers. But 1 still
believe that every year we produce
players who are good enough to
play for UK, but end up else-
where.

In recent years, the list of those
deemed not good enough to play
for the Cats includes, besides
VanHoose, Larry O’Bannon of
Louisville (U of L), Patrick Sparks
of Muhlenberg (Western
Kentucky). David Graves of

Things to Ponder: Yes, 'm Bipolar?!

(This is to follow up on last week's
topic of bipolar disorder or ‘manic-
depression’. In brief summary, this is a
mental disorder that is being recognized
more, occurs in all ages, tends to be
inherited, and is seen from mild-to-
severe levels. The typical symptoms
can occur in four categories: mood is
either mostly depressed, mostly manic,
or mixed-up and down; behaviors usu-
ally reflect a low level of impulse con-
trol, often being ‘hot tempered’; cogni-
tive or mental functioning is too fast to
be effective, such as thinking all the

time; and perceptions of the world and
those about them are unrealistic, such
as seeing and hearing things that are
not there or feeling someone is *out to
get them.” Bipolar is viewed as an
imbalance of ‘electrical-like impulses
within the brain,” resulting in signifi-
cant problems that interfere with a per-
son’s quality of life. However, after
appropriate diagnosis and treatment,
medications and psychotherapy, the
individual can do well at school or on
the job and maintain good relation-
ships. The following is an individual's

personal description of functioning in
everyday life with bipolar disorder. Her
willingness to share her experience is
appreciated.)

“On Being Bipolar™-As an intelli-
gent woman in the medical Neld, you
would have thought that I would have
seen this disorder years ago and diag-
nosed myself. [ did not. | was willing 1o
entertain the idea that | might be bipo-
lar, when the diagnosis was given, but
was not fully accepting of the idea.
Then again, | was i a therapist’s

office;, which was not for the first time
in my life.

The first time | was in a therapist’s
office was after a hospitalization for a
‘neurological” disorder (bipolar is a
neurological disorder). | was having
numbness in my right arm and the right
side of my face. | was distressed
because 1 had this problem for several
months, One doctor had ruled out
heavy metals poisoning because | was a
waste water analyst. Several doctors

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told me to go home and it would go away.
Obviously, they had it partially right, since
it was all in my head. One doctor referred
me to a neurologist, who was concerned
that [ had a brain tumor. So into the hospi-
tal [ went. After having several tests, they
determined that the problem was a neuro-
logical one that was aggravating my
shoulder muscles by them having been
constantly over stimulated and thus, caus-
ing the numbness. I went to a therapist’s
office for biofeedback training. The
biofeedback training was to teach me how
to relax myself instead of dwelling on the
problem (I have some problems with
obsessive thinking patterns). Biofeedback
has helped me tremendously. However. |
was not given medication for anxiety,
depression, or mania at that time, as I was
later, after being diagnosed with biopolar
disorder.

One of the problems with being bipolar
is that | have the disorder every day, but I
don't have symptoms everyday. I have
gone years between ‘spells’, which is nor-
mal for the abnormal disorder. 1 think
that's one of the problems with being
bipolar. I can be a ‘normal’ person for sev-
eral years, being passionate about life,
happy, concerned, and caring. Then, there
will be an episode of being hopeless and
agitated (mixed bipolar) and unable to fol-
low through on any project, even fixing
dinner.

The descent into the depression phrase
is a low one for me. I will just realize that
I am not emotionally where 1 like being.
As 1 described it to the therapist, I feel
stuck and | can't get out and up. I become
very frustrated with myself. 1 can’t keep
the house clean. I go to work, but don’t do
my paperwork on time, 1 love to work in
my yard, but am overwhelmed with all
that needs done and I can’t figure out
where to start. All of this undone work
really frustrates me, which overcomes me
more and I just sit and play ‘Free Cell” on
the computer for hours. Afterwards, 1 can
be disgusted with myself to even a greater
extent. Have you ever been there? 1 have,
for months at a time.

I think that part of the reason for my
bipolar disorder not being discovered ear-
lier has to do with the fact that | have been
through two divorces and widowed,
Because of these situations, I have been on

Ganglion cysts are the
most common growth in the wrist and
hand. These are commonly found on
the top of the wrist (dorsum), but can
also be found on the palm side of the
hand at the base of a finger or the
underside of the wrist, close to the
thumb. They are always benign.

A ganglion cyst is a fluid-filled sac
that arises from a nearby joint or ten-

Also,
it may be of interest to you to know
that when a joint with a ganglion cyst
is rested, it will typically decrease in

size.

Most often, ganglion cysts are pain-
less and cause no problems, but they
may be unsightly. Occasionally they
cause pain when moving the affected
area.

If you have a family member
who has ‘spells” that last for
months of just not being them-
selves, bipolar disorder may be
the reason. They can have spells
of being hyperactive, such as
being kicked into high gear, up 20
hours a day, and busy every
minute, or what is commonly
referred to as ‘manic.’ They can
have spells of being depressed,
being unable to get out of first
gear and taking 120 percent of
their daily energy just to get
dressed and get their shoes on.
Between these spells they are
their ‘normal’ selves. If you notice
these patterns, in yourself or
someone else, talk to your doctor
about the possibility of bipolar
disorder being the cause. There is
no cure for bipolar disorder. It can
be your ‘thomn in the flesh.’ There
are lifestyle changes that you can
make that will make life easier for
you and those around you without
using bipolar disorder as an
excuse to be miserable and make
those around you miserable,

tion, or pinging, in the cylinders
Pinging is caused by premature com-
bustion in the cylinders. And it’s usually
due to the engine running too hot or the
octane of the fuel being oo low.

TOM:

Pinging is bad for the engine, s0
when the knock sensor detects pinging,
it retards the timing a bit to get rid of it.
That reduces engine power by a small
amount.

inner mirror. A Sport Plus
Package added front fog and dri-
ving lamps for an additional
$270. Other options were driver
and passenger side air bags
($250). cruise control ($250),
premium CD/cassette stereo
($140), carpeted floor mats
($76) and cargo mat ($56). Add
the $485 delivery and process-
ing fee, and you come up with
the very reasonable retail bot-
tom line of $21,132,

The standard 123-horsepow-
er Corolla-based twin-cam 1.8-
liter four-cylinder engine pow-
ers the Matrix fairly well,
although more horsepower
would never hurt. This engine
will also produce 26 mpg city
and 31 mpg highway EPA num-
bers, which is another plus when
it comes to selecting a small
SUV. We timed our Matrix from
0-60 mph in a little over 11 sec-
onds, a time that could be much
improved if you order the 180-
horsepower Matrix XRS. Only
one transmission is available in
AWD format, a competent but
horsepower-robbing four-speed
automatic.

Our Matrix stood out in a
crowd, and several omlookers
complimented the vehicle.

SHOP TALK

Leaky Brakes

Q: Greg, I own a 1984 Ford
Crown Victoria LTD, and lately,
I have been losing brake fluid
out of the front section of the
master cylinder. This section
controls the rear brakes. The
master cylinder at the brake
booster is bone dry! | removed
both rear wheels and checked
the rear wheel cylinder for leaks,
and there was no sign of seepage
or a leak. | would appreciate any

help you can give. — Tony S,
New Port Richey, Fla.
A: Tony, first we have to

address the fact that regardless
of how dry those rear brake
cylinders are, you are indeed
losing fluid, If you say the mas-
ter cylinder is bone dry, then it is
possible that all of the fuid
already leaked out of the rear
cvlinders before you checked
them,

Here's what you should do.
Refill the front master cylinder
reservoir, drive the car a few
miles and then return home and
remove those rear wheels again.
I'll bet you find a leak either in
the rear area or at the master
cylinder itself.

Also, if your rear brake pads
are worn, the brake pistons will
have 1o push out further, which
could result in a lower fluid level
in the reservoir. If it is not leak-
ing at the rear when filled, and
you still lose fluid, trust me, it's
leaking from somewhere and
many times it is difficult to
detect.

However, in time, you’ll find
it, as following the brake linings
1sn't that difficult to do, unlike
an electrical problem, where the
short could be anywhere in hun-
dreds of feet of hidden wires.
Good luck, and if you still can’t
find the problem, take your car
to a certified mechanic or brake
shop, and you'll be trouble-free
SOONn.
