Two die in Knott wrecks 
Wheelwright passenger 
involved but survives

HINDMAN Eastern 
Kentucky roadways have been 
deadly this week. with several fatal 
crashes. including two in Knott 
County.

TV marks its 75th year -
but where are the honors 

· for its unsung inventor?

NEW YORK TV goes 
nuts for anniversaries. 

Take last May, when NBC 
aired specials celebrating 75 
years as a radio and television 
network, 20 years of "Must-Sec 
TV," and a decade each of 

II "Dateline NBC" and Jay Leno. 
Meanwhile, ABC staged a gold­
en anniversary salute to 
"American Bandstand." Ditto 
CBS for "The Honeymooners." 

But now. how about some 
shows to give viewers the big 
picture? How about celebrating 

the birth of television and pay­
ing delayed tribute to televi­
sion's creator? 

It seems to have escaped the 
networks' notice, but Saturday is 
the 75th anniversary of the first 
successful demonstration of 
television. Making it happen 
was Philo T. Farnsworth, who, 
hardly a household name, 
remains television's invisible 
inventor. 

Since the networks won't 
likely re-enact Farnsworth's big 
moment. you'll have to visual­
ize it for yourself. The setting: 
his modest San Francisco Jab 
where, on Sept. 7, 1927, the 21-

year-old self-taught genius 
transmitted the image of a hori­
zontal line to a receiver in the 
next room. 

Later that day, he triumphant­
ly wired one of his backers in 
Los Angeles: "THE DAMNED 
THING WORKS!" 

It worked - just like 
Farnsworth had imagined when, 
as a 14-ycar-old Idaho farmboy 
already obsessed with inventing 
television. he had been plowing 
a field and realized an image 
could be scanned onto a picrure 
tube the same way: row by row. 

ll worked - yet Farnsworth 
would be denied credit, fame 
and wealth befitting the father of 
the world's most powerful com­
munications tool. 

His sole appearance on 
national television was as a 
mystery guest on the CBS game 
show "I've Got a Secret" in 
1957. He fielded questions from 
the celebrity panelists as they 
tried in vain to guess his secret 
("I invented electronic televi­
sion"). For stumping them, 
Farnsworth took home $80 and 
a carton of Winston cigarettes. 

Forty-five years later (and 
three decades after his death in 
1971 ). "I've Got a Secret" could 
still be the slogan for 
Farnsworth and his 94-ycar-old 
widow, Pem. who worked at his 
side through much of his career. 

How ironic! In this media­
savvy age. not only should his 
name be as widely known as 
Edison's or Ford's. but his long. 
lean face with the bulbous brow 
should be as familiar as any pop 
icon's. 

Saturday would have been a 
great day for TV to tell 
Farnswonh 's story. 

Picture it! Live coverage 
originating from his laboratory 
space. A musical variety special 
with TV's biggest stars paying 
homage to the man they owe for 
their livelihood Every network 
briefly going to black to 
acknowledge where they'd be 
w1thout Farnsworth. (And that's 
just for starters!) 

Picture it, but don't bet on it. 
B> now TV is generally 
assumed to be naturally occur­
ring, like water or air. 

And anyone who suspects 
otherwise likely believes that 
TV's creator was a then-mighty 
company called RCA. 

This is a version of history 
RCA was pushing even as its 
boss, David Sarnoff, tried to 
crush "The Last Lone Inventor" 
(aptly dubbed by a recent 
Farnsworth biography of that 
title). It 's a version of history 
that N BC, which Sarnoff found­
ed. clearly has no incentive to 
revise, even today. 

Never mmd the record says 
different. In 1935 the courts 
ruled on Farnsworth's patent, 
which RCA was contesting as

Former legislative emplovee 
seeks to ioin budget lawsuit 

The Associated Press 

FRANKFORT - A former 
legislative budget analyst wants 
to shut down most of state gov­
ernment until the General 
Assembly passes a budget. 

Don Stosberg has asked to 
join a budget lawsuit already in 
the court.<; as a private citizen and 
end spending for all but essential 
public <>afcty services. 

Stosberg filed a "plea for 
Constitutional enforcement" 
with Franklin County Circuit 

Court on Tuesday. 
His motion represents the first 

time in the budget dispute that 
anyone has asked the court to 
shut down most of state govern­
ment · even public schools and 
universities - on grounds that 
only the legislature can authorize 
state spending. 

Judge William Graham. who 
is presiding in the case, said 
Wednesday that he had not seen 
Stosberg's plea and would not 
comment about whether he 
would be allowed to join the law-

suit. 
In the absence of a budget, 

Gov. Paul Patton has kept nearly 
all functions of state government 
running under his emergency 
spending plan. The lawsuit, 
brought by state Treasurer 
Jonathan Miller, seeks court 
approval of the governor's plan. 

Stosberg. who worked for the 
legislature for 19 years, mostly as 
a budget analyst. is not an attor­
ney, and he filed his motion with­
out the help of one. The two-page 
filing asks the court to appoint a

other taxpayers in the case. 

Rusty Cheuvront, Patton's 
press secretary, said administra­
tion attorneys wouldn't comment 
until they received a copy of 
Stosberg's pleading. Cheuvront 
said administration attorneys 
remain confident that the court 
will uphold Patton's spending 
plan. 

The lawsuit resulted from the 
General Assembly's failure to 
pass a budget this year. The 
House and Senate couldn't agree 
on allocating money for a 1992 
campaign-finance Jaw that pro­
vides partial state funding of 
campaigns for governor who 
agree to spending limits. 

Republican Senate President 
David Williams has joined the 
lawsuit. challenging aspects of 
Patton's plan. But Williams has 
said he isn't seeking interruption 
of essential state services. 

Williams said Wednesday that 
Stosberg has the right to join the 
case and that he sees some "strict 
constructionist" validity to 
Stosberg's argument. 

Stosberg said Wednesday that 
a short state government shut­
down would be preferable to 
aJiowing what he considers a vio­
lation of the legislative branch's 
exclusive authority over state 
spending. Stosbcrg said such a 
crisis may be what is needed to 
force the House and Senate to 
come to tenns. 

Stosberg, 61, of Frankfon. is 
executive director of an a-;socia­
tion of local parks and recreation 
commissions in Kentucky. He 
has run unsuccessfully three 
t1mes as a Republican candidate 
for the General Assembly, but he 
said he is not representing the 
GOP in his attempt to join the 
budget case. 

Attorneys in the budget case 
have said they do not anticipate a 
final ruling from Graham until at 
least mid-November.

Pharmacist ftred after alleging 
mishandling of drugs by Rite Aid 

The Associated Press 

BARBOURVILI .E - An 
Eastern Kentucky pharmacist lost 
his job but remains in a legal battle 
with Rite Aid after accusing the 
company of mishandling ship­
ments of prescription drugs. 

Keith Saylor said in the winter, 
bottles of eye drops and other med­
icines sometimes arrived at his 
store fro1..en or with frost on the 
containers because they'd appar­
ently been sitting in trucks for 
days. In the summer, patients 
brought back new inhalers that 
were almost empty and Saylor sur­
mised that wao; because they'd 
been left too long in overheated 
trucks. 

Saylor said he didn't dispense 
drugs if he thought they had been 
compromised, and went to upper 
management with his concerns. 

'"They tried to shut me up," he 
said. 

Earlier this year, Saylor sued 
Rite Aid, saying the company dis­
criminated against him, denied 
him breaks and retaliated against 
him. Rite Aid ha'i responded to the 
lawsuit denying the allegations. 

Saylor wao; fired in July. 

He has lodged complaints 
about Rite Aid's drug-handling 
practices with both the Kentucky 
Board of Pharmacy and the U.S. 
Food and Drug Administration. 

The Kentucky board acknowl­
edged it is investigating the allega­
tions but declined to comment fur­
ther since the ca-;e is still open. 

Saylor is unemployed and said 
he is also pursuing his case in fed· 
era! court. 

Sarah Dat7~ a Rite Aid spokes­
woman, declined to comment on 
Saylor's lawsuit or the specifics of 
how Rite Aid ships most drugs. 

Danna Droz, manager of the 
drug enforcement branch of the 
Kentucky Cabinet for Health 
Services, said she wasn't familiar 
with Saylor's claims, but said they 
raised concerns. 

"A product that has not been 
stored under the appropriate tem­
perature conditions is considered 
adulterated," she said. ''It's not sta­
ble. It may decompose. It's not safe 
to take." 

Droz said most prescription 
drugs are supposed to be kept 
between 59 and 86 degrees. 

Saylor had worked for Rite Aid 
since 1995. He began to suspect a 

problem lac;t fall when he started 
talking to truck drivers making 
deliveries to his store. They told 
him drugs were loaded onto trucks 
in Maryland, then taken to a ware-­
house in West Vuginia. 

The drivers told him trucks 
would sometimes sit there over 
weekends before being loaded 
with general merchandise and sent 
to Kentucky on Monday, Saylor 
said. One driver told him the tem­
peratures in the truck could reach 
more than I 00 degrees. 

Saylor began making audio 
recordings of his conversations 
with the drivers and alerting Rite 
Aid management to the alleged 
problems. 

Saylor said stress from his job 
compounded his own health ~ 
lem._, which included high blood 
pressure. irritable bowel syndrome 
and anxiety. 

At the same time, Saylor said 
the company didn't allow him to 
take lunches or other breaks. 
Sometimes, Saylor said, he 
worked 12-hour shifts without 
breaks. He was disciplined once 
for closing the phannacy for lunch.

Within hours, the Rite Aid dis-
trict manager and his phannacy 
district manager arrived at the 
store. They told him refusing a 
drug order and taping their conver­
sations were grounds for termina­
tion. 

Saylor said he wound up in the 
hospital emergency room with 
heart pains that afternoon. 

He filed his lawsuit soon after 
in an attempt to protect his job, he 
said. 

What will happen next in 
Saylor's case isn't clear. 

Datz said Rite Aid follows fed­
eral and state regulations in its 
shipping. 

"Keep in mind that this lawsuit 
was filed by a disgruntled 
employee," Datz said.

Understand, I hope that 
marching bands always are part 
of a game's pageantry. I love to 
watch the Purdue band's 
"Golden Girl" baton twirler, 
the Ohio State band's trade­
mark "Script Ohio, and the 
Southern Cal band with the 
Trojan warrior on a white 
horse. I also think it's appropri­
ate for the service academies, 
Texas A&M. and certain high 
school military institutions to 
dress their bands in soldier­
type uniforms.

The "Sec Clearly Method'' fits into a 
general catcgor) called "Vil.ion thera­
py." Thc1apists in this lield claim to be 
able to strengthen eyesight using vari­
ous forms of exercise. The idea of 
vision thcr.tp) traces its roots ba~k to 
William Horatio Bates. an M.D. physi­
Cian \Vho li\cd in the early part of the 
20th Century. Dr Bates. in 1917. 
announced in the magazine Physical 
Culture that he had ,,h!vclopcd what he 
modestly called. "The Bates System of 
Eye Exercises.'' For a fee, he offered to 
send instructions on how to perform 
these exercises. Then. in 1920. he pub­
lished a hook on his methods. called 
l11e Cure of Imperfect Eyesight by 
Treatment Without Glasses. This book 
was a springboard for a whole new 

''cottage industry" in vision therapy. 
Some of these practitioners made fan­
ta'itic claims, such as "Take the 
Bates course and throw away your 
glasses.''

What is ''Play" ami why is it 
important'? The core of play is 
pleasure. even though play takes 
many forms. Without fun, it is 
not play. We play from binh on. 
using our bodies and our minds. 
We use \'.Ords to play. such as 
jokes. and we use props. such as 
toys and games. The p1cdsc 
nature of play evolves, bccom­
i ng more complex as .,.. e grow, 
but yet play at all ages brings 
pleasure and obtained pleasure 
contributes I he powc1ful d1 ive to 
repeat the pleasurable activity. 
As things arc repeated. we ma~­
ter the acti\ it). which builds up 
a sense of accompli..,hmcnt and 
confidence. The more comfort­
able a child feels with the world, 
the more likely he .,.., ill explore, 
discmc1. master and learn. This 
cycle starts .,.. ith curiosity. 
Curiosity. a neurobiological fea­
ture of many primates. b the 
force behind exploratory play. 
Play can satisfy curiosity as the 
child explores their environ­
ment. thereby increasing the 
variety of experiences The 
process is established explo 

ration. discovery. pleasure. repe­
tition, practice. mastery. plea­
sure. and finally. the confidence 
to again act on curiosity. All 
learning - emotional, social, 
motor and cognitive - is 
increased and facilitated by rep­
etition supported by the plea-;ure 
or play. 

Simple principles of neu­
rodcvelopmcnt match the obser­
vations related to play made by 
academics. clinicians and par-
ents over the year~. 
Ncurodevelopment Principle 
One is Sequential Development. 
The brain organizes and growc; 
in a sequenti<~l fashion. !:ttarting 
from the lowest, most primary 
areas of the brain that regulate 
and proceeds up through the 
more complex parts of the brain 
responsible for more complex 
functions. Play opportunities 
for the child must be provided in 
an appropriate sequence and 
matched to the child's level of 
neurodevclopment. As expect­
ed. play activities of children 
reflect this process and tacilitatc 
healthy development of the 
brain. Babies play at the nipple. 
toddlers practice motor skills.
