A11 investigation into what wen1 wrong inevitably comes 
down to ifs. lf the available infonnation had been shared 
among the agencies, if the fragmented intelligence had 
been promptly and thoroughly analyzed. if communka­
tions beL ween the agenc.ies had been better coordinated.

For students wbo have been determined eJjgible for Special Education. educational records 
will be destroyed at the request of the parents when they are no longer needed to provide 
educational programs or services. The Floyd County School District may destroy the educa­
Lional records of a child without parent request seven years after they are no longer needed to 
provide educational programs or services. Parents are advised that data contained in the 
records may later be needed for Social Security benefits or other purposes. The Floyd County 
School District may retain, for an indefinite period of time. a record of the student's name, 
address. telephone number. grades, attendance records, classes attended. grade level 
completed, and year completed . 

Chtldren eligible for Special Education include those children with ctisabilities who have autism, 
deaf-bHndness, developmental delay, emotional-behavior disability, hearing impairment, mental 
disability. multiple disabilities, orthopedic impairment. other health impairment, specific learning 
disability, speech or language impairment, traumatic brain injury, or visual impairment and who 
because of such an impairment need Special Bducation services. 

Children eligible for 504 services include those children who have a current physical or mental 
impaim1ent that currently substantially limits some major life activity which causes the student's 
ability to access the school environment or school activities to be substantially limited. 

The Floyd County Sclwol District has an ongoing "Child Find" system. which is designed to 
locate. identify and evaluate any child residing in a home. facility. or residence within its geo­
graphical boundaries. age three (3) to twenty-one (21) years, who may have a disability and be in 
need of Special Education or 504 services. Thls includes children who are not in school, those 
who are m public, private, or home school; lhose who are highly mobile such as children wbo are 
migrant or homeless. and those who are advancing from grade to grade. who may need. but are 
not receiving Special Education or 504 services. 

The Floyd Counry School Disu·lct will make sure any child enrolled in its district who qualifies 
for Special Education or 504 services, regardless of how severe the dtsability. rs provided appro­
priate Special Education or 504 services at no cost to the parents of the child. 

Parents, relatives. public and private agency employees. and concerned citizens are urged to help 
the Floyd County School District find any child who ma) have a disability and need Special 
Education or 504 services. The District needs to know the name and age, or date of birth of lhe 
child: the name. address. and phone number(s) of the parents or guardian; the posstble disability, 
and other information to determine if Special Education or 504 services are needed. 

Letters and phone calls are some of the ways the Floyd Coumy School District colleclS the 
information needed. The information the school District collects will be used to contact rhe 
parents of the child and find out if the child needs to be evaluated or referred for Special 
Bducarion or 504 services. 

If you know of a child who lives within the boundaries of the Floyd County School Districr, who 
may have a disability, and may need, but is not receiving Special Education or 504 services, 
please call 606.886.2354 or send the information to:

NOTIFICATION OF FERPA RIGHTS 

'l11e Famil)' Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) affords parents and ''eligible 
studenLS'' (student over 18 years of age or students who are attending a post-secondary 
in. titution) L"ertain rights with respect to the students educationaJ records. They are: 

I) The right to inspt:ct and revie·w a student's educational records within forty­
ra,·e {45) da) . of the day the District receives a request for access. 
Parent or eligible students should submit to the schooJ principal/designee a written 
reque 1 that identifies the record(s) they wish to inspect. The Principal will make 
arrnn~ement. for acces and notify rhe parent or eligible student of the time and place 
\ here the record(s) may be inspected. 
2) The right to request tbe amendment of the student's educational records that 
the parent or eligible student believes are inaccurate, misleading, or in violation 
of the student's privacy or other rights. 
Parents or eligjble students may ask the District to amend a record that they believe is 
inuccumte. misleading or in violation of privacy or other rights. They should write the 
scho I Principal. clearly identify the part of the record they want changed. and specify 
why it is iuaccurate. misleading, or in vjolation of their privacy or other rights. 
If the District decides not to amend the record as requested by the parent or eligible 
student, the District shall notify the parent or eligible student of the decision and 
advise him/ her of their right to a hearing regarding the request for amendment. 
Additioual information regarding the hearing procedures wW be provided to the 
pru·ent or eligible student when notified of the right to a hearing. 
3) The right to con ent to disclosures of personally identifiable information 
contained in the student's educational records, except to the extent that FERPA 
authorizes di -closure without consent. 
0rte exception. which permits disclosure without consent. is disclosure to school 
oftlcials with legitimate educ<:~tional interest . A school "official" is a person 
employed by the District as an admin.ist.rator, supervisor, instructor. or support staff 
member (including health or medical staff and law enforcement unit personnel): a 
person serving on the school Board: a person or company with whom the District has 
conlradcd to perform a special task ( uch as an attorney. auditor, medical consultant. 
or Lherapbt): or a parent or student serving on an official committee, such as a 
disciplinary or grievance committee, or assisting another school official in performing 
hb or her tasks. 
A school official has a legitimate educational interest if the official needs to review an 
~:·duration record in order to fulfill his or her pmfessional responsibility. Upon request. 
the Distrkt shall disclose education records without consent to officials of another 
s~.:hool district in which a student seeks or intends to enroll; or to other entities 
authorized by law. 
4) The right to prohibit the disclosure of personally identifiable information 
concerning the student to recruiting representatives of the U.S. Armed Forces 
and it · sen ice academics, the Kentucky Air National Guard, and the Kentucky 
Army National Guard.

This entire family situation 
stimulated tne to think about my 
age, which is something I don't 
do very often. It seems that I 
became stuck for years on being 
38 and have not quite given it up. 
That is, until I start to lift some­
thing heavy, need to run fas~ or 
want to work in the bouse, like T 
once did. I was even more dis­
tressed to realize that I was get· 
ting closer to that "older age," 
after looking up the age range. 
There were lots of numbers 
given for what is considered to 
be the late adulthood stage, bur 
the ones that seemed the most 
reasonable were the "early" old 
age numbers of being between 
65-74 and the "advanced" old 
age numbers of being 75 and 
older. Similar to the other stages 
in life. such as infancy, toddler, 
and adolescence, certain 
"things" are expected during the 
late adulthood stage and they are 
often accompanied by signifi­
cant c.:hanges . posit1ve and neg· 
ative ones. 

There arc psychological, 
physical, social, and mental fac­
tors that Impact significantly on 
the older person. The negative 
ones could include retirement. 
declming health, and death 
among family members and 
clo~e associates. Older people 
frequently reflect upon their past 
life and considerations about

oncoming death. Loneliness and 
a preoccupation with religious 
questions are fairly common. In 
other words, the balance sheet of 
life is drawn up. However, suc­
cessful aging i difficult to 
define. Two aspects seem to 
bear ignificant weight, such as 
the older person's satisfaction 
with his/her past life and social 
role. 

Even though so many people 
have extremely negative views 
of old age, some writers view 
late adulthood as having the 
potential to be exciting. lt has 
been described as an active time 
of life, a renaissance. The idea is 
that somewhere around the age 
of 50. a rebirth occurs that is fol· 
lowed by the coming together of 
all the person's experiences, 
lessons teamed, and "a period of 
grace and generosity." 
Basically. there's a lot of living 
left to do! In contrast to past pre­
sentations of the "elderly" 
pending the day rocking on the 

porch, according to a well­
known writer (New Passages, 
Gail Sheehy), "An American 
woman who today reaches age 
50 free of cancer and bean dis­
ease can expect to see her 92nd 
birthday. The average man who 
is 65 today - an age reached by 
more than 70 percent ofthe U.S. 
population - can expect to live 
until 81 This amounts to a sec· 
ond adult lifetime." 

It is not surprising that sever· 
al lifestyle factors have been 
identified as having a great intlu· 
ence upon whether or not an 
older person perceives life as 
satisfactory. In fact, it is 
believed that choices for these 
lifestyles need tO be made during 
the mid- and late-adulthood, in 
order to have the positJve effect 
in older years. These consist of 
exercise, the most important one, 

right, are: Vll'ginia Hall, Karon 
Robmson, Freada Meade, Della 
Allen, Bonnie RayJ, Mary Brown, 
Dee Burchett, Virginia Artrip, 
Barbara Martin. and Myrtle 
Skeans.

nutntion, not smoking, avoid­
ance of excessive alcohol, stress 
reduction, cultivating satisfying 
relationships, and challenging 
the mind. According to a John 
Hopkins project (1998) and the 
Center for Disease Control 
(2002), the lifestyle factors have 
a greater impact than genetics, in 
that they increase longevit}, pre­
vent or delay disabling illness, 
and improve the quality of life. 

Addiri.onally, and again not 
surprising, research results are 
showing that cognitive capacity 
"most often determines whether 
people can attain extreme old 
age while remaining active 
(Volz, 2000)." In other words. 
the combination of keepmg both 
the mind and the body active are 
likely to lead to being around at 
an older age. It is great to know, 
based on research at Princeton 
University, that new brain cells. 
which enable learning and mem­
ory, grow continuously through­
out a person's lifetime. But. 
don't forget.. every time one feels 
a "buzz" from drinkmg alcohol, 
brain cells are desrroyed. So this 
supports the importance of 
avoiding too much alcohol and 
drugs. fL also needs to be 
remembered that a good diet, 
mental activity, and being 
involved and connected with 
other folks are the basis for 
memory improvement and men­
tal functioning. Another benefit 
is that these activities tend to 
decrease the likelihood of 
depression. 

If you are "older,'' how 
would you rate your life? If 
you are satisfied with what i 
happening and how life is 
going. great! If not. do some­
thing now and don't ·ave it for 
tomorrow. Life is to be lived 
and not just thought about. no 
matter what the age.
