Politics as usual 
A bill passed last week by the House to open America's door to 

cheaper prescription drugs comes burdened by a heavy load of 
special-interest politics. 

Despite rhe hope it offer people trappl!d by high prescription 
prices. however. its future looks dark. 

Prescription drug prices in the United States are significantly 
higher than in other industrialized nations. ln recent years. many 
senior citizens and others on limited incomes have resorted to the 
technically illegal practice of buying their prescription from 
Canada or other countries. These .S.-manufactured drugs can 
cost less than half what the same item costs in tlus country. 

This is possible because other nations control drug prices and 
the United States does not. While reimportation measures have 
been discus ed. even legislated in the past. none has been imple­
mented. For one thing. the politically powerful pharmaceutical 
indu try has argued that it cannot guarantee the ~afety vf these 
medicines. 

Then, too, the companies contend that U.S. citizen must absorb 
higher prices to guarantee the companies ufficient profits to pay 
for research on new drugs. The drug companies. which donated 
$20 million to 2002 candidates. 80 percent of them Republican, 
stand to lose millions if the reimportation bill should become law. 

Enter U.S. Rep. JoAnn Emerson. R-Mo. 
tn return for her vhal vote on the Medicare drug benefit bill, she 

required House leaders to agree to allow her drug reimportation 
mea ure to reach a vote. 

The bill, which passed the House 243~186, doesn't contain the 
"poison pill" that killed past efforts. That pill: a requirement that 
the secretary of health and human services certify that the reim­
ported medicines are safe. Secretaries under both fom1er President 
Bill Clinton and President George W. Bush have refused to do so. 

The Emerson bill. \.Vhich goes to a Senate where 53 members 
already publicly oppose it, requires HHS to set up a system to 
allow FDA-approved drugs to be imported from FDA-approved 
facilities in Canada, the European Union and seven other coun­
tries. 

It would also require imported medicine to be shipped in anti­
tampering and anti-counterfeiting packages. That sounds reason­
ably afe to us. particularly ~;onsidering how many people buy 
drugs overseas already with no safeguards. 

Opponents of the legislation worry about the country being 
flooded by out-of-date. counterfeit or contaminated medicines. The 
Bush administration has called it ''dangerous legislation.'' 

A hard-to-refute argumenL says that reimportation lets in by the 
back door the drug price controls Congress is unwilling to invite in 
by direct legislation. 

One of the less-obvious implications of the measure: the effect 
of reimportation on drug prices in foreign countries. Prices could 
be forced up by manufacturers, or they could simply withhold 
productc; from countries that cooperate- something the companies 
have already proved themselves willing to do. 

Opposition and lobbying are so strong. it seems unlikely the 
House-Senate negotiation committee working to reconcile 
Medicare drug-benefit legislation \.vill include effective language 
on reimportation. Thus, efforts to help senior citizen and other 
lower-income Americans seem almo ·t certain to fail yet again.

Karen Fedele said. 

The VA want lo close hospi­
tals in Lexington (Leestown): 
Canandaigua, N.Y.; Pittsburgh 
(Highland Drive); Brecksville. 
Ohio; Gulfport. Miss.: 
Livermore, Calif.~ and Waco, 
Texas. 

fhe proposal also would 
open new hospitals in Las Vegas 
and in Orlando, Fla.; add centers 
for the blind in Biloxi, Miss., 
and Long Beach. Calif.; and 
place new spinal cord injury 
centers in Denver; Minneapolis; 
Syracuse or Albany. N.Y.: and 
Little Rock, Ark. 

The proposals are part of a 
VA restructwing begun last year 
to shift the agency's focus to 
outpatient care. place services 
where they are needed most and 
save money by eliminating 
underused and outdated services 
and facilities. 

"This is probably the most 
comprehensive assessment of 
VA infrastructure since World 
War TI," VA Secretary Anthony 
Princtpi said. 

A L5-member commission, 
appointed by Princip1. will con­
sider the proposed changes and 
hold hearings in about a week. 
After the hearings, the commis­
sion will make its recommenda­
tions to Principi. 

As with military ba e clos­
ings, the secretary must accept 
or reject the plan as a whole. His 
decision is expected by t:he end 
of the year. 

Principi said the proposed 
restructuring is not only about 
closing and realigning facilities 
but also about expansion and 
modernization. The objective is 
to meet the needs of veterans for 
the next 20 years, he said. 

''I'm not trying to save 
money. I'm trying to transfonn 
an infrastructure that has been 
bu1lt or acquired over the past 
50 years," he said. 

Joy ncm. assistant national 
legislative director for Disabled 
American Veterans, questioned 
lhe need for closures and other 
cutbacks. 

"Everyone is aware of the 
difficulty VA has meeting 
demand,'' Uem said. "When we 
have hundreds of thousands of 
veterans on waiting lists (for 
medical appointments), we 
don't want to see facilities 
closed due to fiscal problems. n 

Rick Weidman, government 
relations director for the 
Vietnam Veterans Association. 
agreed that strategic planning is 
important. But he said a GeneraJ 
Accounting Office study that 
helped trigger the facilities over­
haul failed to consider that many 
are vacant because veterans 
health care is underfunded. 

The restructuring is estimat­
ed to cost $4.6 billion over 20 
years, with some costs offset by 
closing hospitals or leasing out 
unused facilities.

Calvin W. Sizemore. 27. of 
Hazard, who served as evidence 
officer for the Hazard police 
until he resigned in May, is 
accused of stealing thousand of 
dollars worth of prescription 
pills and marijuana and nearly 
$600 ca · h from the department's 
evidence room. said Dan Smoot. 
a Kentucky State Police detec­
tive. 

The arrest followed a two­
month investigation by state 
police and other law enforce­
ment agencies, including the 
stare attorney general's office 
and lhe U.S. attorney's office.
