substance recently appeared, it's 
1ust ''The Blob.'' 
· "It ·s frightening," said Eileen 
Masterson. "We can't swim 
because the odor is . o horrible 
and we won't crab here because 
we don't know whether it"s 
.safe.'' 

The sub tance, which was 
noticed about two weeks ago. 
consists of jelly-like bulbs thal 
undulate with the waves just 
below the surface. 

By most accounts, it general­
ly stays submerged in about 8 
feet of water in the lagoon. At 
low tide, some of it pokes 
through the surface of the water. 
looking like marbled rocks. 

But no one's sure what it is. 
The state Department of 

Environmental Protection poked 
at the blob and took samples as 
part of a half-dozen field tests 
Tuesday before deciding it's not 
hazardous. 

"We ve determmed that it's 
not toxic. It's mostly like some 
algae or fungus,'' said DEP 
spokesman Jack Kaskey. "It 
may be an algae growth that 
lived on the bottom of the 
lagoon and after its life cycle 
ended. gases brought it up to the 
surface."'

"I am open to using the bully 
pulpit," Chandler told reporters 
following a forum in which he 
squared off against his 
Republican opponent. U.S. 
Representative Ernie Fletcher. 

Fletcher said he is personally 
opposed to gambling. As for a 
constitutional amendment to 
legalize more forms of gam­
bling. Fletcher said, "T don't see 
a scenario where I can support. 
that." 

The question was posed m 
both candidates at a forum con­
ducted by the Kentucky 
Industrial Developmenl

On Thursday. Fletcher said 
he would promote school safety 
through "character education" 
and more alternative schools for 
chronically disruptive students. 

Chandler, courted business 
votes in Shelbyville and dis­
avowed the "transgressiOns" of 
Democratic Gov. Paul Pauon. 

Campaigning at White Hall 
Elementary School in Richmond 
on Thursday, Fletcher. the 6th 
District congressman. said 
schools should not be solei> 
responsible for shaping charac­
ter but can play an important 
role. 

"Things lik.e faime s and ju -
tice and respect for other people. 

Honesty, integrity and those 
sorts of things," Fletcher said. "I 
1l1ink it 's important because 
some parents are taking their 
children out of school because 
of discjpline problems.'' 

Fktcher said more school 
districts need alternative schools 
for students who are disruptive 
or othenvise are unable to func­
tion in a regular classroom. He 
did not sugges1 specific numbers 
or costs. 

f-letcher said he voted in 
Congress for legislation to des­
ignate ·'per istently dangerous 
schools" and would see to 
development of services for 
them. including training of 
"school safety teams" through 
Kentucky Educational 
felevisjon. 

No Kentucky school has 
been declared persistentJ} dan­
gerous. A Fletcher spokesman, 
Wes Irvin, said the proposal was 
prudent. 

In Shelby,·ille on Thursday, 
Chandler shared a Chamber of 
Commerce podium with 
Fletcher mnning mate Steve 
Pence, who alluded to scandals 
in rhe Patton administration. 
They include Patton's extramar­
ital affair and multiple investi-

Eleven computers seized from 
Transportation Cabinet offices

FRANKfORT - Eleven 
state computers thought to have 
been used for viewing child 
pornography were ~eized from 
Transportation Cabinet office 
Thursday and riday, authorities 
said. 

They '\\ t:re among 212 
Tran portation computers found 
in a random check by the tate 
auditor's office to have alleged­
ly been u ed in isiting pomo­
graphi Web . ires. The rest 
allegedly invol ed adult pornog­
raphy. 

Six computers were taken 
from the cabinet' office in 
Frankfort. Two were . cized in 
Louisville. two in Bowling 
Green and one in Jack on, the 
cabinet's inspector general. 
Bobby Russell, said at a news 
conference. 

David Beyer, lln FBI 
spokesman in Louisville, con­
firmed that the I·BI is investigat­
ing and said agenLS would ana­
lyze the seized computers. 

Employees who usc:d the 
computers were being inter­
viewed by the FBI but remained 
on the job. Russell said. Anyone 
deemed to have downloaded and 
viewed child pornography, a 
federal crime, will be prusecut· 
ed. Russell said. 

Russell declined to disclo. e 
names or even a precise number

Through hi word . he often eemed a giant, but he 
wa al o ble ed with a .kindnes. which ~ on him fierce 
loyalty from many of tho. e be employed through the 
year. 

Yes. Perr · new paper · ompeted directly with The 
Floyd County Times, but he wa al:o a brother-in­
arms. And although the ri alry between the two news­
paper wa often heated. we join with others in mourn­
ing hi. pa ing and wi hing comfort to his family and 
friends. 

Though ve did not al\ ays ee eye-to-eye, we 
respect Perry for always trying to do what he believed 
to be right. That included standing up for accountabili­
ty in government, open conduct of public business, 
hone ty in elected officials and economic development 
for the region he loved. 

No one could be said to have trumpeted those values 
more than Perry. and his death leaves the Appalachian 
media with a void that will not soon be filled.

Again and again in the course 
of her book, she shows bow 
Refonn and Conservative Jews 
give money to Chabad, though 
they do not agree with many of 
its tenets, such as the require­
ment that men and women be 
separated during services. If 
Chabad embraces all Jews. it is 
clear that a lot of Jews are bappy 
to be embraced. 

Fishlcoff believes that 
Chabad eventually will be trans­
fonned from a Hasidic sect into 
a fourth major branch, along 
with Refonn, Conservative and 
Qnhodox Judaism.

"card-carrying Conservative 
Jew." But she acknowledges that 
she has been changed by ber 
interactions with the 
Lubav itchers.. 

"My comfort level in any 
religious setting had increased," 
she says.

However. another storm late 
in the season. when the Packers 
were scheduled to play the 
Duluth Kelle)'s. threatened to 
throw Lambeau further into 
debt. But A.B. Turnbull, Green 
Bay Press·Gazene general man­
ager. advanced Lambeau the 
Duluth guarantee. He then lob­
bied tov. n bu. inessmen (''The 
Hungry Five") behind the team, 
and fonned the Green Bay 
Football Corporation. 

From those modest and 
omewhat tenuous beginnings. 

the Packen; have gone on 10 earn 
national tature and vmual 
worldwide recognition by v. in­
ning more championships ( 12) 
over the intervening 0-plus 
year than an. team in pro foot­
ball. 

These ad11evcments, while 
representing a town of ju~t
