Computer virus 
a wake-up call 

Enough is enough. The new computer virus slowing down 
e-mail this week is a call for tougher anti-hacking and anti­
spam laws. 

Like it or not, the Internet has long been a vital highway 
of U.S. commerce. Billions of dolJars in deals flow along its 
electron-driven paths, including banking and shopping. 

In addition to its economic function. the Internet serves 
vital government. educational and personal interests. 
Student take cia ses and get class chedules from comput­
ers. The Internet connects individuals and governments as 
well a busine ses. 

The Web i · u ed to regulate energy transmissions, help 
the military gather intelligence, provide the police with 
information on persons they' e arrested allow doctors to 
communicate with each other and their patients and let fami­
ly members keep in touch, to name just a few of its key 
functions. 

Protecting the Internet is as vital as securing telephone 
lines and keeping the Po tal Service working to deliver the 
mail. And impeding the Web with a virus is no more accept­
able than blocking any other channel of interstate com­
merce. 

This time the virus is called SoBig. It sends unwanted e­
mails with subjects such as "Re: Thank you," '~Re: Details'' 
and "Re: Wicked Screensaver." Sometimes the virus picks 
up email names off the infected computer system, so whoev­
er receives the message thinks the message is from a friend 
or colleague. 

Thousands of uch messages have flooded the country, 
even though federal officials took action last week to mini­
mize the atta k, believed to have been launched by crack­
pots in Phoenix, Ariz. 

Overall. Internet ecurity is weak. For yearst experts have 
warned of t1aw in the system that runs the national power 
grid. Warnings went largely unnoticed until this month's 
blackout. The same i true with the Web. 

In California. a 17-year-old posed on the Web as America 
Online to steal credit card data used to order merchandise 
for him elf. 

'We are seeing a rise in identity theft, credit card fraud 
and other Internet fraud," said Keith Lourdeau of the 
Federal Trade Commission. 

The response needs to be along two fronts. Toughen the 
penalties for Internet crime. And develop bulletproof Web 
technology. Both should be a top national priority because 
so much of the U.S. economy - indeed of everyday life -
rides on the Internet.

Critter 

The first time I ever observed 
declaw surgery sort of scarred me 
for tife. It looked barbaric, blood 
went everywhere (including my 
open mouth, which taught me a lot 
about keeping it shut), and the cat 
still bled in spite of sutures and 
pressure bandages. The next day it 
was walldng on its hind legs, 
unable to touch the front feet to the 
ground This was done by a very 
reputable veterinarian-an excel­
lent surgeon-who made no bones 
about hating the whole thing. l 
vowed on the spot that r would 
never do declaws. This happened 
nearly thirty years ago. There 
have been huge advances in surgi­
cal techniques and pain C9ntrol 
since , then, so it's not nearly the 
oroeat it used to oe. 

Now, having made myself 
abundantly clear about my person­
al opinions, I need to also say that 
there are instances when dec1aw­
ing is probably justified. For 
instance: the cat in eminent danger 
of being euthanized or relin­
quished to the shelter because 1t is 
destroying the house, or the elder­
ly lady with paper-thin skin and a 
medical condition requiring 
"blood thinners" whose cat is pos­
ing a real hazard to her. 

Any time I have clients who are 
considering declawing their cat, I 
want to discuss the situation and 
make them aware of their options. 
The first thing 1 want to know is 
whether they have tried a scratch­
ing post If they have one, but the 
cat ignores it, we uy to determine 
some ways to make it more attrac­
tive to the cat (different textures, 
improved stab1lity, better loca­
tion). We also discuss some behav­
ior modification to make scratch­
ing undesirable locations less 
rewarding (double-sided tape on 
couch comers, harmless but noisy 
booby traps, etc.). 

Frequent nail trims followed by 
a couple of passes with a file or 
emery board also makes the claws 
less of a threat to either skin or 
upholstery. I also try to get the 
client to at least try using Soft 
Paws®, whkh are little soft plastic 
nail covers that are glued on over 
the trimmed nail, much Uke 
women's fake fingernails. At the 
very worst. the cat will chew them 
off-no harm done; more likely it 
will learn to tolerate them and they 
will only need to be re-done every 
four to six weeks. Most owners 
can put them on at home. J am 
happy that Aoyd County Public 
Housing has agreed to let us try 
these on terumts' cats instead of 
insisting on them being declawed. 
So far, we have two or three cats in 
public housing that are doing well 
with their "press -on nails"! 

There is also a procedure that 
involves cutting the tendons that 
al]ow the cat to extend its nails. I 
have never seen this done, so I 
can't really pass judgement on it. 
It sounds like a less invasive pro­
cedure, which would be likely to 
cause I~ trauma. I do know that 
these cats need frequent nail trims. 
since they are no longer able to 
wear the nails down naturally. 

When someone comes to the 
conclusion that declawing is the 
only alternative that will allow 
them to live at peace with their cat, 

wish and it'll come true. 
• A Thelma resident warned 

readers that it is bad luck to 
hake the table cloth before the

I refer them to a veterinarian who 
does the procedure routinely. This 
makes it more Likely that the 
surgery will be done with as little 
pain and as few complications as 
possible, and abo that the nail 
removal will be complete. 

The general ruJe of thumb for 
most surgery is to perfonn it while 
the animal is relatively young for 
the best healing and least stress. 
Do take into consideration, how­
ever, that,a lot of cats are going to 
grow out of the ''kitten crazies" 
after a while. You may be able to 
suffer through a few months with 
some of the less invasive alterna­
tives and end up with a weU­
behaved adult cat. 

I hope this answers your ques­
tions about declawing. I re'alize I 
am fairly biased against it, but if 
you decide tl1at it is the right thing 
to do in your particular situation, 
don't beat yourself up over it. The 
most important thing is making an 
infonned <.lecision that is in your 
cat 's best interest
