Feds should do 
what state won't 

There is rea on to be concerned about " hether 
the approach being taken by the Environmental 
Protection AgenC) i enough to keep pollution lev­
el in Kentucky's rivers and stream~ from getting 
any worse. 

In tead of propo ing a clear here· -the-way-it ' -
goin2-to-be-done approach, the federal agency 
\V uld allow the state to come up with its own ver­
sion of suitable guidelines to keep the level of pol­
lution in I 000 rivers, lakes, streams or portions of 
them from getting worse. 

Normally. leaving issues in tates' hands i 
preferable to federal involvement. In this case, how­
ever, Kentucky already has submitted two propo als 
in recent years that were rejected by the EPA 
because they were not stric t enough. 

That should have been a warning sign. If the state 
could not get it right on two specific proposals 
what makes federal regulators think they will now 
implement and enforce effective policies? 

While it oes issue tougher water quality require­
ment · that provide a higher level of protection to 
clean waters, the EPA' latest approach does not 
provide the same high standards that could keep 
\\ ater that have even one kind of pollutant from 
becoming worse. Reducing pollution requires that 
the ame high standards be appl ied to all Kentucky 
waterway . The EPA's own regulations require the 
tate to determme whether decreasing a waterway 's 

quality i needed or ''important economic or social 
development in the area in which the water i locat­
ed:· 

Groups such as the Kentucky Waterways All' ance 
are asking the EPA to strengthen regulations at lea t 
to the point that when someone wants to add pollu­
tion to orne body of water they be required to pre-
ent alternative and elect the one lea t damaging 

to ' ater. 
And there seem to be an abundance of evidence 

that such a reduction is needed. The EPA itsel f e ti­
mates that 67 percent of Kentucky's waters contain 
factory or stormwater pollution. 

he Clean Water Act was enacted 30 years ago 
not ju t to protect the water that already clean. but 
to improve the quality of all rivers and streams. 
Writing off a waterway just becau e it exceed the 
le els of pollution in one category was not the 
int ntion of the Clean Water Act.

ln the expedition 

Meriwether Lewis and William 
Clark led to the Pacific Ocean 
in 1803-l806, one man stood 
out from the rest. His name was 
York. He was distinguished by 
his black skin and by the fact 
that he had not volunteered for 

this duty. York was a s lave, th~ 
body servant of exp~dition co­
leader William Clark. We Jon't 
know \1.hether York wanted to 
be the first African Amencan to 
cross the count!). but he was 
fn the wilderness. many of the 

usual constraints of slavery did 
not apply. Expedition journals 
rn<1ke it clear tbat York pulled 
hi. weight and won the respect 
o his feltow adventurers. He 
wa a major a set dealing with 
the Indians, who regarded his 

blackness as "big medicine." 
But the retuJn to civilization 
was bitter. William Clark 
refused to free York immediate­
ly. He had to wait nve years, 
and little is known of his life as 
a free man.

PSC warns of 
rising natural 
gas prices 

FRANKFORT - Home heating costs 
for many Kentucky natural gas consumers 
will rise over the rest of the winter, the 
Kentucky Public Service Cornmi ion s· id 
today. 

Con umers can expect to see rate 
increases from a few pennies to 1.75 per 
thousand cubic feet (MCF) for natural gas 
used in the next several m nth . (A typical 
residential cu tomer uses lD or II 1CF 
per month.) Depending on the company. 
the increases will take effect in Februar) 
or March, and will be reflected 1rs in 
March or April bills. 

"The unu ually cold weather over 
much of the eastern half of the country in 
recent weeks has driven up the demand 
for natural gas," PSC Executive Director 
Tom Dorman said. "That has led to 
increases in wholesale prices." 

By federal law .. natural gas prices are 
not regulated at the whole ale leveL ln 
Kentucky, natural ga retailers are allowed 
to adjust their rates every three mon~hs to 
reflect the cost of the gas they are provid­
ing to consumers.
