The r ent de elopment:s in orth Korea do pre ent a delicious 
irony when pia eo inc ntm t \\ith Iraq. The former is a known 
threat. th latter a up ed or pre umed one. 

But that makes the decision. no less difticult. 
Any calculation involving military action must be ba ed on 

likely con. equence · and co ts. If the United State struck North 
Korea, the nation's leaders might well retaliate against South 
Korea and Japan, perhaps even employing the nuclear weapons it 
possesses. And we apparently do not know what China would do. 
That's all the more rea on for the Bush administration to attempt 
to enli 1 Beijing an ally in the effort to defuse the threat that 
North orea pre ·cnt . 

The Phi/ad lpltia Dail , ew , on human cloning: 
Eve. the clone m de by a religiou cult that believes space 

alien cl ned them. elv to create life on earth, is certainly a hoax. 
That hasn't topped politician allied with the religious right. 

and othe afraid to tand up to them, rom using the furor to pu h 
a ban on all human doning. They will UJ to use the prospect of 
"baby farm " and annie. of cloned humans to tampede Congre 
into action. 

But the campaign for a total ban on cloning, supported by the 
Bush admini tration and ~.:hampioned by the new Senate majority 
leader. Doctor Bill hi t. ern neously equates two different types of 
cloning. It hrud to imagine that the "misconception" is wholly 
unintentional. 

So once again, or the record. reproductive cloning and thera­
peutic cloning may both tart out the same way, but end up in two 
very separate place . 

A cloned cell tarts nut with a human egg from which all the 
genetic material ha been removed and replaced with cells taken 
f m the human to be cl ned. If the procedure works, the cells 
stan to divide. In r producti e cloning. thi. egg i in erted in 
woman's wotnb and become a baby. 

There are all kind of rea ·ons why thi · procedure is unethical 
and ought to be banned, at least for nov.. A major one is the po si· 
bility - likelihood • o problem developing in ucb a fetus or in 
the baby that i produ d, as happened with Dolly the sheep, the 
first cloned nimal. The ' Brave ew World" po sibilitie • the 
'baby fann ··and automaton annie used to hype the issue, we're 
le concerned about mce the) 're o unlikely. 

But ther.tpeutic ch ning i. dif erent. and worth exploring: It 
could be used to aid 1n the treatment of degenerative diseases like 
Parkin. on' and diabetes. 

In therapeutic cl ning. the alt red egg is allowed to divide into 
only a few cell , which then are u ed a· stem cells. 

These cells have the potential to be coaxed into generating 
replacement celb for thos de. troyed by disease. Cloned cells 
would have the exact ·arne DNA as the patient and so would be 
le s likely t be rejeded ....
