For years. Russell served on 
the committee that met annually 
to elect the scholar.;hip recipi­
ent, and be loved entertaining 
his fello\\ committee membe 
"ith elegant dinners aL his 
Nashville home. 

A I recall it. his variou 
awards were displayed at vari­
ous places around the house, but 
always in a discreet manner. He 
knew who he was Wtthout ha\'­
ing to con tantly remmd him­
self. 

The year f served on the 
scholarship committee. I tried to 
pick his brain about why h had 
become successful. But all I 
learned is that Russell, true to 
the lt"cidition of a outhem gen­
tleman. \Vas too mode ·t to talk 
much about him elf. 

Like Rice. Russell tended to 
be a bit of a hero-worshipper. 
but not to the point that 1l com­
promised his abiJiry ro write and 
report honestly about the coa h­
e· and players he admired.

Therapeutic X-rays are u ed to treat 
conditions like can er.

Wrong size 
pipes might 
muffie mileage 

by TOM AND RAY MAGLIOZZI 

Dear Tom and Ray: 
r went to get my car ( 1987 Toyota 

Tercel) inspected. and the inspector told 
me that my exhau l system (which ha 
never had any part of it replaced) was 
bad and had to be replaced (the whole 
thing, from the exhaust manifold to the 
muffler). I lOok it to a certain discount 
muffler shop, and the guy (who said he 
is the assisram owner) told me that he 
didn't have the right-. ize piping ro fix it 
and that he· d pul a larger-diameter pipe 
on it. I asked him .if it would affect my 
gas mileage. becau e 1 had always been 
getting 
around 35 
miles per 
gallon. He 
aid the only 

thing purring 
larger piping 
on the car 
would do is 
that it would 
give me 
more hor e­
power. but it 
wouldn't affect the gas mileage at all. 
Well, after being charged $600, I left 
Since September (when l gm it done), J 
have only gotten about 20 miJes per gal­
lon. Is there any correlation between gas 
mileage and exhausl piping? Please let 
me know. If so, do you think the shop is 
obligated to fix my exhaust system and 
make il work like it u ed to? -Scott 

RAY: 
Well, first of all, I'd like to know 

what an .. assi tant owner" is. In fact. 1 
think I might like to BE one. But let's 
put that aside for the moment. 

TOM: 
The answer to your que tion is yes, 

Scott. A larger exhaust pipe could possi­
bly lower your gas mileage. 

RAY: 
You mjght not know this. Scott, but 

engines "breathe." Cylinders breathe in 
fre h charge (ga!loline and air), and 
breathe out exhau t And the better an 
engine breathe , the more power you 
can get from it. 

TOM: 
In fact. that' why multivalve engines 

have gotten o popular. They allow more 
. tuff to go into and out of each cylinder 
quickly, improving the perfonnance of 
the engine. 

RAY: 
But it only works up m a point. And 

that's the key, in your case. If the engine 
breathes too well. orne of that fresh 
charge wi!J gel pulled out ilirough the 
exhaust y tern before it even has a 
chance to be used. And that's wasteful. 

TOM: 
So if your muffler guy dido 't have 

the right- ize pipe for your car and put 
on one with a bigger diameter, he might 
be responsible for a drop in mileage. 

RAY: 
That said. your mileage has dropped 

40 percent. which is a huge drop. So he 
would have had to use a pipe that's sig­
nificantly larger than the original, like 
going from a l -inch pipe to an inch and 
a half. It's not easy to fit a pipe that 
much bigger in the front of the Tercel, 
but I suppose it' po sible. 

TOM: 
A pipe big enough to cau e a 40 per­

cent drop in fuel economy would also 
have produced a significant increa e in 
power. So if you've been leaving 
Corvettes and 3SOZX in your wake, 
that might be a hint. 

RAY: 
On the other hand, the drop in your 

mileage might have nothing to do with 
your exhaust ystem. It could be orne­
thing like a thermostat that's stuck open 
or a bad vacuum leak. So I'd take it to a 
dealer or a Toyota pecia!i Land ask 
him to have a look. 

TOM: 
If he says your exhau t pipe are 50 

percent bigger than they're supposed to 
be, then you have a good reason to go 
back to the mumer ·hop and ask the guy 
to take om what he tn. tailed and put in 
the correct- izc system. 

RAY: 
And in the future, con ider having 

your regular me hanic get }'OU a factory 
e haust system. While there's nothing 
wrong with the mutller c;hop .. the facto­
ry muffler (that your mechanic would 
buy from the dealer) are exactly the 
amt- a the one lhey replace. They 

have the same bends. flange· and pipe 
diameters, and they never have to be 
knocked with a hammer or resized with 
orange-juice can·. o you're les likely 
to get rattle. and notses later on. and 
more likely to be able to buy individual

bark and no bite

Dear Tom and Ray: 
I recently had new plug· and 

wire in ·tailed in m) '93 Chevy 
Ca\ alier V-6. After abouL 2,000 
mile·. I was driving home from 
my local grocery store when 
the car tarted making a horri· 
ble noi e, followed by runmng 
extremely roughly and a los of 
power. I finished driving the 
less than 1 mile to my hou e. 
When 1 opened the hood. I 
found that one of the park 
plugs had come COMPLETE· 
LY oul of the engine. It was till 
anached to che wire. The plug 
appeared dry. but there i a 
black ring around the white 
coauog at the top half of the 
plug. I need 10 k.oov. what kind 
of damage this might have done 
to my engine. - Darrell 

RAY: 
Probably none. Darrell. But 

l bet it cared the beU out of 
you. huh? 

TOM: 
Here's what happened. You 

had the spark plugs replaced, 
and the mechanic forgot to 
tighten one of them down om­
pletely. He left it ''band-tight.'' 

RAY: 
Then, a the engine ran and
