It's called ''deep vein throm­
bo i ." ''hen a dangerous blood 
clot forms deep in rhe leg mus­
cles. The clot sometime floats 
into the lungs, cau ing udden 
death. 

Such elm made headHnes a 
few years ago when seemingly 
healrh people collapsed after 
long airplane flights. Take an 

it' o erscas tlight today and you 'It 
probabl} see a video advising 
walking around or at least wig­
gling your legs frequently lo 

keep clots at bay. 
While lhat' good advice, it 

prO\·ides a skewed •ision of the 
clots: Most actually occur when 
people are hospitalized for 
surgery. lrauma or some other 
:reason. Worse, although sunple 

tep can prevent blood clot in 
ho pitalized patients, troubling 
new research suggests too many 
pby icians either don't know to 
check for the nsk or they forget. 

Now a group of doctors and 
federal health officials are trying 
to raise public awareness of 
DVT. o more ph_ sicians will 
check for it - and o people at 
risk can take steps to protect 
themselves. whether the) 're 
entenng the hospital or taking a 
long trip. 

"There are so many pre­
ventable deaths," laments Dr. 
Samuei Goldhaber of Harvard 
Medical chool. "It's become a 
cr1sis." 

Goldhaber is conductmg the 
• largest study ever done on who 

gets DVT and why. using a reg­
istf) of 5,000 DVT patients 
from 180 hospital . Findings so 
far are "quite shocking,'' he said: 
More than half of people who 
developed DVT while hospital­
ized for other reasons never got 
the clot-preventing care that 
doctors should have adminis­
tered. 

There aren't precise counts, 
but officials estimate up to 2 
m11lion Americans suffer DVT 
each year. In as many as 
600.000, the clot moves to the 
lungs, called a pulmonary 
embolism. Anywhere from 
60,000 to 100.000 of them die. 
Survivor often mu:.t Lake Ule 
blood-thinning drug wmfarin for 
years lO prevent recurrence. 

Veins havl.'! a hard job fight­
ing gravity ~s they push blood 
from the legs back up toward the 
heart. Illness, inJUr or pro­
longed inactivity can inhibit !hat 
action, allowing blood to tem­
porarily pool where clots can 
fonn 

Risk factors include: 
• • Hospitalization for 

a senou il!ness or surgery. 
• Other immobility. such as 

paralysis or long-distance trav­
eL by plane, train or car.

When a dog lirst starts to compete 
in Obedience, he is entered in Novice 
Cia ·s.

The 
dog is expected to maintain the same

Each exerci e i assign~d a ·ertain 
number of point . The judge deduct 
points for any mistake made by the 
dog OR the handler. 1 f the team has 
at least 50(~ of the point available 
for each excrci e_ A 'D has a total 
score of at least 170. they have quali­
fied. and get a green ribbon. (lfthey 
have one of the top four scores in rhe 
clru s. they will al o get a placement 
ribbon.)

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Who were the Celts? 
The Cells were a widespread 
group of tribal peoples who 
settled in areas from the Brttish 
Isles to Galatia, an anc1ent 
country of central Asia Minor. 
They were migratory and interact­
ed with cultures that bordered their 
lands. Although they left no written 
documents. an understanding o1 
them has been garnered from 
archaeological evidence and the 
hJstoncal accounts of their 
neighbors. Between the fifth and 
first centuries B.C., Celtic culture 
extended from Spain and the 
Bntish Isles to the Black Sea and 
the Ukraine tnto Turkey. They 
influenced much of the continent of 
Europe. Desp~e a shared lan­
guage, religion and culture, the 
Celts were never politically united, 
unless fighting against a common 
foe. 

Around 400 B.C., a previously 
unknown group of barbanans 
swarmed into northern Italy 
through the Alps. This group of 
fierce fighters forced the Etruscans 
of central Italy oft their land in the 
fertile Po Valley. At the same Ume. 
they conquered Macedonia and 
Thessaly. The marauding Celts 
then maneuvered south and began 
to lay siege to the Roman Empire. 
The Romans responded by send· 
ing three envoys to ard the 
Etruscans. and to study the new 
barbarian force. whom they called 
the Gauls or Galli. 

Defined by language 
There was once a single unifying 
language spoken by the Celts, 
called Old Celtic. Linguists believe 
Celtic descended from Ur and 
lndo·European languages. Old 
Celttc was a close relative of Italic, 
the precursor of Latin. Because the 
Celts lived across a Wide area and 
were of different races and tribes, 
they are often defined by one 
common trail: their language. 

The six Celtic languages 
and how they developed 
Goidelic 

One wave of Celts lmmlgranted to 
the Bntish Isles between 2000 and 
1200 B.C. They spoke Goidelic, a 
language that stemmed from old 
Celtic and ltafic. Gotdelic led to the 
tom1ation of the three Gaelic lan­
guages spoken in Ireland, on the 
Isle of Man and in Scotland. 

Brythonlc 
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Animals were sacred and important to 
the Celts. This small bronze bull head 
dates from the first century A.D. It came 
from the handle joint of a bucket 

The Celtic way of life 
Celtic tnbes were bound together by common speech, 
customs and religion, rather than by a centralized 
government. They lived under a feudal system, and 
each tribe was headed by a king, or chief. Tribes often 
fought with each other over land, livestock or trade 
goods. Classes included druids (priests), warrior nobles, 
commoners freemen and slaves. 

Although they could be viol en~ there was a great deal 
of democracy within Celtic society. Both men and 
women were treated equally, and important decisions 
were made at tribal gatherings in which women 
had an equal voice. Rulers could be removed 
at these gatherings if they were found unsatis· 
factory or incompetent. 
Succession to rule 
was not always 
hereditary. The Celtic 
economy was agricultural 
and there were no urban 
centers, so migration and 
trade were a way of life 
for many tribes. Nobles 
fought on foot with 
swords and spears and 
were fond 
of celebratory feasting 
and drinking. 

Druids made up the priestly, 
teamed class of the Celts. 

This high priest wears a ham· 
mered gold gorge~ or collar, 

believed to prevent the wearer 
from uttering a lie. The Celts 
worshipped nature gods and 

Earth spirits. Cemunnos 
(below) was the supreme 

forest god. This 
carving is from

Hard k or soft s 

The wild boar symbolized strength, fertil­
ity and the supernatural. This one was 
a votive offenng from the first 
century B.C. 

Warrior nobles were wealthy 
aristocrats. Archaeologists have 
unearthed graves that abound 
with gold, weapons, wine 
jars, carvings, statues, 
furniture and chariots. 

Women were of equal 
social standing to men in 
Celtic society. An Impor­
tant Celtic tomb found 1n 
France belonged to a 
woman called "the 
Princess of Vlx." She was 
thought to be as powerful 
in wealth and status of 
any man of her time. 

Archaeological evidence of the Celis 
The earliest archaeotogical evidence of the Celts places them in France 
and Germany during the late Bronze Age (1200 B.C.)

Celtic art 
Celtic art is the first contribution to 
European art made by non­

Mediterranean people. From the 
eighth to the sixth centuries 

B.C .. Iron Age 
artisans of the Umfield 

and Hallstatt cultures 
were perfecting the 
use of iron for 

weapons and jewelry. 
Some of the finest Iron 
Age Celtic art was made 
by the La Tene culture a 

few centuries later. 

Celtic art was influenced by Persian. 
Greek. Etruscan and Roman styles, 
and by the style of the nomads of 
the Eurasian steppes, but it devel­
oped i1s own characteristics. Many 
objects were recovered from the 
tombs of chieftains in southem 
Germany and France. Celtic art 
focused on stylized motifs and 
mythological pagan animals. 

Examples of Celtic art include 
neck rings, called teres, bearing 
ornamented animal heads and drag-

.. 

A later wave of Celtic immigrants 
to the British Isles spoke 
Brythonic. Brythonic gave rise 

The Celtic tribes were called Galli or Gauls by the 
Romans Those in Brttain were called Brltannl. The 
Greeks called them Galatai or Keltol. Both terms mean 
barbarian. It is from the Greek ~Keltoi" that "Cetf' is 
derived. In the Greek language, there is no soft c sound. 
"Celt" and "Celtic" are pronounced with a hard k sound. 
However, British Latin has different pronunciations than 
other spoken Latin. One of the differences was to make 
an s sound instead of the hard k. Two professional 
sports teams, the Glasgow Celtics and the Boston 
Celtics, use the British latin pronunciation. 

In the early Iron Age (around the seventh century B.C.), they are 
associated with the Hallstatt culture, named for an archaeo­

logical site in Austria. Celts probably began to settle in the 
British Isles during this period. Later Iron Age Celtic cul­

ons on the ends. After Roman domi­
nation in Europe, in and after the 
first century B.C., Celts in Ireland 
continued to work with traditional 
motifs. skillfully combining them with 
Christian symbolism in the service of 

1 the church. Manuscripts like the • 
Book of Kells iRustrate how monks 

combined the two artis· to two British Isles languages, 
Welsh and Cornish, and to Breton, 
spoken in Bnttany, an area of 
Atlantic coastal France.

The Cetts had no written language. What they had was an oral tradition, 
and epic tales of adventure, battle and conquest were spoken and memo­
rized by Bards, who traveled across the land reciting them. later, histori­
ans wrote down what was remembered The most well-known epic tale, 
called the Ulster Cycle, was the story of Cu Chulainn, an Ulster hero, and 
his king, Conor Mac Nessa The Ulster Cycle is set in Ireland, which was 
once divided into five parts. The northern fifth was Ulster. The western fifth 
was Connaught. The southern, Munster, the eastern, Leinster, and the 
middle fifth was Mide. The tales describe the adventures of Cu Chulamn 
during a war against Allill and Maeve, the king and queen of Connaught. 

The Christian faith was estabfished in Celtic Britain by the fourth century 
A.D. By the fifth century, Saxons and other Germanic peoples invaded 
Britain, driving most of the Celtic Christians into Wales and Comwall. 
St. Patnck and other British missionaries, meanwhile, founded a new 
church in Ireland, which became the center of Celtic Christianity. The Irish 
church developed an extensive organization m wh1ch bishops were subor­
dinate to abbots In the monasteries. 

Irish monks, devoted to learning as well as religton, worked diligently to 
copy and preserve ancient Roman literature in medieval Europe.
