What are tJ1 • thre • biggest lies'? One answer could be, ··1 
love you," "The- hel.:k i in the mail.'' and ''1 will four-lane 
rhe ·mire 1ountain Par;kway." 

It rnu~ t be time for a gubernatorial election. because we're 
hearing Vl ws to upgrade the highway nee again. 1 his is a 
quadrt:nnial rite of ~ pring, whi h, rnuch like the Olympics • 
. how up e-very ~ ut years to cheers and hype. but in the end 
doesn't reall amount to much. 

Eastern Kentuckians have been hearing candidates make 
promises about upgt'ading this region's primary link to 
Central Kentucky for nearly as long a there has been a 
Mountain Parkway. And there were high hopes eight years 
ago when a mountain governor took office for lhe first time 
since the high\ •ay was buill. Surely. if one Appalachian gov­
ernor could get the road built in the first place. another one 
could modernize it. 

But two terms later, there's little to how for then-candi­
date Paul Patton· promi es. To give credit where credit is 
due. Patton wa ·able to kinda, orta get the job begun. The 
onJJ problem is the four-laning he wa able to accomplish 
was on Route 114 instead of the aGtual Mountain Park\'l'ay, 
and there' still 40-.'ome miles to go. 

So when Secretary of State and gubernatorial front-runner 
Ben Chandler showed up in the region whh promises of 
more blacktop. you'll have to forgive us if we were just a tad 
skeptical. Another candidate, Hou e Speaker Jody Richards, 
had earlier made the same promise. and we're not really 
jumping for joy over that either. By the time the whole affair 
wraps up in the fall. after the Republicans rediscover Eastern 
Kentucky. we'll probnbl) get to hear their nominee mak~ the 
same promi~e. 

But four year or "ight year down the line, when the next 
governor i · pr~paring to b come the next fanner governor, 
we'll be hock~d if the fir t hovel of din ha been turned. 

Been lhere, done that, b ught the t-shin and \-\'estill don't 
have the road we· been promi ed again and again. 

Like anyone who traveL down the road to Lexington and 
point be) ond, or anyone who wants to see further economic 
development in the mountain., we're eager to see these 
promi e become a reality. But we're not foolish enough to 
bet money it \Vill happen. E pecially not in the current fi cal 
climate. nut ' hen lhe state can'L even afford to send out invi­
tations to come have biscuits and gra yon Derby Day. 

Whoever ends up in the Governor's Mansion later this 
year. in alllikelihooJ Lhat per on will have made a promi e 
to four-lane the Parkway. It is ju t as likely that by the end of 
the next governor s term, the road between Prestonsburg and 
Campton will still be tv .. ·o lanes of deadly asphalt. 

The question that beckons us. then. is not whether we will 
be di appointed with the result. lL is whether Eastern 
Kentucky will have enough pride and strength to hold who­
ever j~ respon iblc ac ountable for that failure.

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF PRESTONSBURG, KENTUCKY, AMENDING SECT10N 72.46 OF 
THE CODE OF ORDINANCES REFERRING TO TOWING OF VEHICLES 

WHEREAS, the City Of Prestonsburg has adopted an ordinance covering the impoundment and towing of vehi­
cles in the City, cited as Section 72 46, and; 

WHEREAS, sa1d ordinance was adopted in 1984, and set rates for the towing and storage of towed vehicles, 
and; 

WHEREAS, the Council has determined that said rates are out-dated, and that other areas of the ordinance 
require amendment. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY ORDAINED by the City Council of the City Of Prestonsburg, Kentucky, 
that Section 72.46 of the ordinances of the City be amended as follows; 

(A) The city may impound a motor vehicle stopped or standing upon a street or public way within its jurisdic­
tion in violation of an ordinance or statute prohibiting parking, stopping, or standing in the location, manner, or 
at the time the vehicle is cited or for any other lawful reason. 

(B) In addition to the fines levied for the parking or traffic offense, the owner of the motor vehicle will be required 
to pay all reasonable towing, handling, and storage charges upon the impounded vehicle. 

(C ) The city may condition the release of an impounded vehicle upon the payment of the towing, handling, and 
storage charges imposed thereon unless the owner or other person entitled to possession challenges the valid· 
ity of the impoundment pursuant to Section 72.47(A). A vehicle may be released to the owner or other person 
entitled to possession only upon proof of ownership or right to possession. The city may require a security bond 
rn the amount equal to the fines and fees accrued as the date of the hearing request, or $75, whichever is less, 
or other assurances of indemnification from a person who is not the registered owner of the vehicle prior to 
releasing the vehicle to that person. (ord. 5-85 Passed 7-23-84) 

(D) Each wrecker service that is on the city's rotation roster shall be required to enter into an agreement with 
the city, setting forth and the following provisions: 

( 1 ) Each wrecker service which has signed a similar agreement with the city will be replaced on a "rotation 
roster~ listed in alphabetical order. This roster will be maintained in the office of the dispatcher, whose job it will 
be to dispatch the appropriate wrecker service. 

(2) The dispatcher will call each wrecker service, in tum, from the roster until the list is completed, at which time 
the dispatcher will begin the list anew with the first service so listed. The roster shall show the date, time, and 
reason for contacting the respective wrecker service, and the name of the service which was called. The roster 
shall also include when a contracting wrecker serv~ce was called and was unable to respond. The city shall fur­
nish a copy of the roster upon request.
