Ducks may be learning 
about spinning-wing decoys

PADUCAH - Putting some 
life in the dt:coy · still accounts for 
many a bird in hand among 
Kentucky duck hunters. 

A waterfowling phenomenon of 
the past four !ieaSons, the "flying" 
duck decoy with motonzed spin­
nmg wings till pay dividends tor 
hunteffi - but that advantage may 
be muted somewhat by fowl famil­
iarity. 

The pinning wing decoy craze 
was initialed by the Robo Duk und 
furthered by a wave of iinilar bat­
tery-powered. wing- ·pinnmg 
C<lpies. lnitially. they seemed to 
work wonders in attrc1cting ducks 
from great disrances. More recent­
ly, reviews nave flagged somewhat. 

"There' been quite a bit of SCI­
entific study on the pinning wing 
decoys that show that they, m fact, 
are effective in drawing ducks." 
said Kentucky Depanmtmt of Fi h 
and Wtldlife Resources biologist 
and waterfowl coordinator Rocky 
Pritchen. ''In t~t: , set-ups with 
spinning wing decoys attracted 
more birds lhan set-ups without 
them:· 

Duck responses 10 the pinners. 
however. c:eems to be dampened 
somewhat by the proliferation of 
the motorized wing up and down 
the flyway, Pritchert said. 

"The du k gel educated to 
them;· he said ''They're u ing 
Robo Ducks all lhe wa) up mto 
Canada, and the duck see th m a 
lot before they even get JJ(.,"re." 

Pritchen aid t.he mcchanica.J 
advantage of the sptnning wmg 
decoys has gotten them banned by 
some Western tates, although there 
is no motion afoot for the same 
lhmg to happen jn Kentucky . 

"1 don'£ anticipate that happen­
ing here unL · · a large M!gment of 
the hunting prograrn come. out 
against thesptnning wing decoy or 
unless the U.S, Fi h and Wildlife 
Semce doe omething on a 
national basi · ·• Pritchert saJd. 

Ricky Waldon of Waldon· 
Lodge, a commercial hunting club 
11 ar downtown Monkey' 
Eyebrow and one of the mo<~t suc­
ce sful duck hunttng pot in 
watetfowl-rich Ballard County. 
said !.pinning Y.1ng decoys are only 
a pan-time tool in hi preads. 

"We still use nne Robo Duk per 
blind, but nol all the time," W.'lldon 
said . .. They work much better on 
cold. urmy days when you can puU 
du ks in from a di ranee. They 
aren't good on cloudy day •• and 
we don't use U1em then. 

"Ducks sec these in hunting 
spread! all the way from Canada 
- for month. before they get 
here." Wald n said. ''llhlnk they're 
educated against pinmng wmg 
decoy • peciall} the oltler ducks. 
They'll see them uta distan e and 
tum towanl them. hut at 70 yards. 
they may figuro it out and bang 
up.'' 

Waldon would prefer that t-ptn-

ningwing decoy be banned-not 
because they are too effective, but 
because their distinctive looks may 
teach ducks to beware such sites. 

"Still, T don't want to be the only 
one without them in my set-ups," 
he said 

Waldon doesn't have mixed 
feelings about. another kind of 
motion decoy . He alway bunts 
with regular decoys attached to 
remote 'jerk strings'" that can be 
pulled to give movement to the oth­
erwise inanimate blocks. And be's 
especially sold on tbe Pulsator 
feeding duck decoy. 

The Pulsator - originated and 
marketed by Paducah Shooters 
Supply, a Paducah outfitter and 
Internet marketer - i a "duck 
butt'' decoy that replicates a topsy­
turvy, feeding mallard. Its backside 
sk"Yward. the decoy bobs on the 
swiace via a battery-operated 
pump that makes it move and cre­
ate tipples on the water like a real 
dining puddle du k. 

"The ducks see that feeding part 

and they aren't as wary.'' Waldon 
said ·'They don't get shy from see­
ing what looks realistically like 
another duck feeding. These 
decoys go on as soon as ve go into 
the blind and stay on lhe whole 
time.''
