The drug's absence 
trom the blood means 
Blair was not under its 
tnfluence when the explo­
sion occurred on June 13 
at Cody Mmmg Co. Inc. 
near McDowell, Davis said 
tn the autopsy report, 
whtch did not say how 
much of the drug Blair had 
taken
