MlDDLE CREEK - A 
mental health patient who 
walked away his residential 
care home wa'i killed after 
midnight Monday when he 
walked into the path of an 
oncoming vehicle. 

George Simpson. 47, 
formerly of Maysville. was 
pronounced dead at the 
scene on Route 114 by 
Floyd County Coroner 
Roger Nelson '>hortly after 2 
a.m. Monday morning. 

Kentucky State Police 
officials who are curreolly 
investigating the accident 
say that Simpson, who suf­
fered from schizo-affective 
disorder, was walking west­
bound in the center of the 
road on Route 114 about a 
half-mile away from an 
Evercare residential group 

home when he wa!> hit by a 
2003 GMC Yukon driven 
by Don Chaffin Jr. 

According to KSP 
Detective Mike Goble, 
Simpson was relealied from 
the Hazard Psychiatric Unit 
about a week ago.

everything he could to avoid 
the collision," said Sgt. Brian 
Howard with Kentucky Vehicle 
Enforcement. 

There were no brake marks 
left by the white pick up truck. 
and it appeared that he did not 
try to srop before the collision. 
One witness to the accident 
said Conn's truck did not 
appear to slow before hitting 
the flatbed and "exploding." 

The impact of the collision 
was so great that the motor of 
the pickup was lying about 50 
feet away from where the truck 
came to rest.

Dramatic sweeps 
counterproductive 

Drug roundups by the Floyd County Drug Ta k Force 
last week and Operation UNITE this week underscore 
two important points - the prescription drug abuse 
epidemic continues to be a widespread problem in 
Eastern Kentucky, and local law enforcement agencies 
are stepping up to the challenge of fighting it. 

But we cannot help but have mixed feelings each 
time one of these far-reaching drug sweeps occurs. 
Like most, we're glad to see police seemingly going 
full-throttle after the pill pushers. The illicit trade in 
Oxycontin and other painkillers has ravaged 
Appalachia, and anything that is done to counter it can 
only be welcomed. 

At the same time. however, we can't help but wonder 
if some of these suspects coum have been taken off the 
streets sooner. 

Generally speaking, drug roundups are accompanied 
by police statements that the arrests were the result of 
six-month, nine-month or x-month investigations . . 
Certainly, some of those arrested were identified early 
in the investigation, yet were allowed to remain free to • 
peddle their poisons until police could finger a few 
more and sw ep them all up together in a dramatic 
public relations bonanza. 

Of course, we do not expect police to make 
overnight arrests. There is much more to law enforce­
ment than meets the eye, and it takes time for police to 
build cases that stick. And we will not dispute that such 
large-scale sweeps send a powerful message to dealers. 

Still, we do not see the efficacy in allowing some 
dealer to remain on the streets for months. free to cre­
ate more addicts, more drugged drivers, more dis­
tressed families, more crime. 

And there are practical difficulties caused by such 
sweeps to consider, as well. Hauling in 20 or 40 or. in 
the case of Tuesday's roundup, 200 or more drug sus­
pects at one time causes all sorts of headaches for local 
jails, which often have too few beds, too few deputies 
and not enough money to accommodate the increased 
burden. 

So while we are happy to see police continue to keep 
up the heat on what has become Eastern Kentucky's 
most pressing problem, we believe the public safety 
would be better served by canning the theatrics and 
getting the dealers off the streets as soon as possible. 
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Tax plan is not 
a good choice 
for Kentucky 

and education, and promise a bright 
future for our children and grandchil­
dren. 

All Kentuckians need to understand 
what's at stake. 

Gov. Fletcher based his tax plan and 
the promise of future benefits on a faulty 
premise - that tax cuts for corporations 
and the wealthy will lead to economic 
growth. It simply doesn't work that way. 
In a new study, economist Robert Lynch 
finds that smart investments in public 
services are much more effective than 
mindless tax cuts as a way to create 
jobs. 

services. In lead of creating Jobs, tax 
cutting strategies that undermine govern 
ment's ability to provide quality service ' 
can end up destroying jobs." 

There is no question that our tax sys­
tem is broken and in need of .a complete 
overhaul. But the proposal offered by I 
the Governor and pa sed by the Senate 
fails to fix those problems. In fact. it 
ignores the most pressing problem we . 
have - the desperate need for additional 
revenue now. It increases the unfairness 
of Kentucky's tax system. And it will 
endanger Kentucky's ability to pay for 
important services and investments .in 
the future with a clever "trigger" 
designed to shrink the size of govern­
ment services.

Malpractice 
bill opposed 

Tort reform continues to 
rear its ugly head in Congress 
and in state legislatures across 
the country. which it is doing 
now in Kentucky. 

Senate bill (SB I) would put 
before voters a proposed con­
stitutional amendment allo~ing 
the General Assembly to cap 
non-economic and punitive 
damages in medical malprac.­
tice lawsuits at no less than 
$250,000. 

Before that is done two 
myths about tort reform should 
be considered. 

California has repe<ttc.:·dly 
been held up as the poster child 
of tort reform, wrongly so. 

Last year, I had the pri\ ilege 
of testifying in Washington, 
D.C. during the Democratic 
Forum on medical malpractice 
chaired by Congressman John 
Conyers. Jr .. Ranking Member 

of the House Judiciary 
Committee. Conyers said, "In 
1975, Califomi enacted the 
'Medical Injury Compensation 
Refoml Act.' Despite these 
'reforms,' premiums for med­
ical malpractice in California 
grew more quickly between 
1991 and 2000 than in the 
nation - 3.5 perct:nt vs. 1.9 per­
cent, respectively. And between 
1975 and 1993, California's 
health care co. t ro!>e 343 per­
cent, almost double the rate of 
inflation." 

Predict.abl}. the medical 
community·~ (X!rpetrating 
another myth, that doctors are 
quitting practicing medicine en 
mas e or are he.1ding pell-mell 
for other states. According to 
Tort Reform GAO Report 8.03, 
that is not the case. Accordmg 
to the report, "We also deter­
mineJ that many of the report­
ed provider actions taken in 
response to malpractice pres­
sures were not substantiated or 
did not widely affect access to 
health care."

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Fonner mine safety official 
says Bush administration 
covered up spill

CHARLESTON, W.Va. 
The fanner head of a federal 
mine safety school alleges that 
Bush administration appointees 
halted an investigation of a coal 
sludge spill that polluted about 
I 00 miles of creeks and rivers 
along the Kentucky-West 
Virginia state line. 

The bottom of a coaJ mine 
waste impoundment collapsed 
into an abandoned underground 
mine near Inez in October 2000. 
An estimated 250 million to 300 
million gallons of water, coal 
and rock particles poured out of 
the mine, killing fish and fouling 
drinking water supplies. 

Jack Spadaro, fanner super­
intendent of the federal Mine 
Health and Safety Academy at 
Beckley and member of the 
team that investigated the spill, 
says the investigation showed 
Martin County Coal Corp.. a 
Massey Energy Inc. subsidiary, 
knew its containment was weak. 

Spadaro, who has been a fre. 
quent critic of U.S. Mine Safety 
and Health Administration oper­
ations, told CBS' "60 Minutes" 
for a report airing Sunday that 
the agency interfered with the 
investigation. 

In 2001, Spadaro resigned 
from the team investigating the 
spill in eastern Kentucky's 
Martin County because he felt 
that MSHA, a division of the 
Department of Labor, was trying 
to cover up its own role in over­
looking previous violations at 
the impoundment. 

"The Bush administration 
came in and the scope of our 
investigation was considerably 
shortened," Spadaro said. "I had 
never seen something so corrupt 
and lawless in my entire career 
... interference with a federal 
investigation of the most serious 
environmental disaster in the 
history of the Eastern United 
States." 

Spadaro told CBS that 
Massey Energy was going to be 
cited for serious violations that 
could have resulted in large 
fines and criminal charges, and 
that MSHA itself was going to 
be accused of failure to regulate 
Massey's impoundment. 

MSHA officials did not 
immediately respond to calls 
seeking comment Saturday. 

Last year, MSHA dropped six 
of eight proposed citations 
against Massey Energy, the 
Department of Labor's 
Inspector General said. 

MSHA told Spadaro earlier 
this year that he was being 
demoted from his superinten­
dent position at the mine acade­
my and transferred to the 
agency's technical center in 
Pittsburgh.

The demotion followed an 
MSHA investigation into allega­
tions that Spadaro had abused 
his authority, failed to follow 
orders and proper procedures 
and misused a government cred­
it card by taking unauthoriLed 
cash advances that cost the gov­
ernment $22.60 in bank fees. 

MSHA Deputy Assistant 
Secretary John Correll upheld 
13 of the 15 allegat1ons against 
Spadaro, saying he had "flouted 
government regulations and 
agency policies in a variety of 
issues," The Charleston Gazette 
reported in February. ·

In 2003, the ftrst year of the 
company's grant program for 
police departments, about half of 
the total $1.2 million was dis­
tributed in Kentucky, he said. 

"There was a problem. we 
recognized it, and we want to be 
part of the solution," Graham.

Fletcher's plan received qual­
ified endorsements from some 
business organizations. 
Kentucky Farm Bureau did not 
support his tobacco taxes and 
pensuaded Fletcher to abandon 
the tdca of freezing property tax 
rates - a move that would have 
the effect of actually in<.;reastng 
property tax revenues . 

The Northern Kentucky 
Chamber of Commerce objected 
to parts of his plan for busine s­
e .. especially a broadening ofthe 
business tax base. 

Fletcher said his plan "won't 
please everyone in every way. 
but it will provide jobs." 

The administration estimated 
that 125,000 low-income tax ­
payers would be removed from 
the tax rolls altogether. Fletcher

April is Child Abuse 
Awareness month and Our Lady of 
the Way Hospital has issued a plea 
to encourage people to report 
abuse whenever they suspect it. 

Child abuse falls into folU' cate­
gorie . The most noticeable abuse 
is physJcal. If you suspect that a 
child is being physically harmed 
then it is your duty to report it 
Children who suffer from physical 
abuse may exhibit extreme anger 
and aggressive behavior or they 
may be silent and withdrawn. 

Emotional abuse often includes 
the use of extreme punishments 
like locking children in closets and 
denying food. It often includes 
belittling and the usc of har.>h lan­
guage against the child or when 
talking about the child. It leaves no 

physical evidence and i<; hard to 
recognize. 

Sexual abuse does nol just 
mean sexuaJ contact. It is tem1ed 
sexual abuse when it is pcrpetmted 
by the child's caregiver and can 
include exploiting a child through 
prostitution and pornography. 

Neglect is not alw·ays due to 
indigence. Hungry children or 
those in poor state of dress and 
hygiene could tx· victims of 
neglect. This also includes not 
receiving adequate medical or 
dental care. It ofwn kads to poor 
school attendance "fbough pover­
ty may be a factor. It i one for 
legal authorities to decide and 
should be reported if suspected. 

If you live in the Big Sand)' 
Region and suspect a child is being 
abused, you can report it ro (866) 
229·2196. You can also call 
Kentucky Stare Police or rhe 

Department of Protection and 
Pennanency. 

Last year there were 90,787 
children abused in the United 
States. These are just the one:s thai 
were repClrted and the crime 
retains the taboo mttlm; that keeps 
it underreported. 

r hio; yem- the hope is to bring 
U1ese numbers down and encour­
age everyone to report abuse. 

1l1c fact remains that families 
tend not to report abuse because of 
the fear of recriminations and see­
ing rheir caregivers get into trou­
ble. The truth is Umt child abuse 
reports tend to come from outside 
the home.

or listen to them if they report the 
abuse. 

To a child, the fear of the unknown 
may be more frightening than the 
abuse itself. Children often will try to 
hide their injurie~ in an attempt to pro­
tect the abu ·er, especially if the abuser 
is a parent or caretaker. 

The child may feel that the punish­
ment received wa~ deserved or that the 

abuser will be punished or removed 
from thl! home if the abuse is discov­
ered. The child may believe that he or 
she will he removed from the home if 
the abuse is reported. 

In Lhe same wa), other family 
members may try to protect an abusive 
parent or pretend that th~: abuse i!> not 
occurring. The occurrence of the abuse 
within a home does not mean that 
strong bonds do not exist between 

family members. Fear of the severe 
punishment or breakup of the family 
unit may prevent the reporting of 
abuse. Sexual abuse is often accompa­
nied by threats of violence or retalia­
tion if the abuse were to be reported. 

The child is made to feel responsi­
ble for the abuse and any action which 
may take place as a result of reporting 
the abuse. Many children imply do 
not trust that anyone wi!J believe them

Indian Buddhists introduced Buddhism 
to Ttbet in the seventh century A.D. At 
the time, llbet's leader was Songsten 
Gampo. He built a powerful empire 
through central Asia and battled the 
Chinese for control of trade throughout 
the region. In 779, two teachers, 
Santarakshlta and Padmasambhava, 
founded Tibet's first university. In 792, a 
debate was held there to determine 
whether Tibetans would follow Indian or 
Chinese Buddhist teachings. The Indian 
buddhists prevailed, and the Chinese 
were expelled. In the 1300s, Tsong 
Khapa founded the Gelukpa ("Yellow 
Hat") sect. In 1578, Sonam Gyatso, a 
Gelukpa abbot, managed to convert a 
Mongolian prince and his followers. The 

prince gave Sonam the title Dalai 
Lama, meaning "Ocean of Wisdom." 
The powerful alliance of the Mongols 
and the Gelukpa allowed the sect to 
gain control of all Tibet. Since that 
time, a success1on of rulers with the 

formal title of Dalai Lama have 
ruled Ttbet. until the Chinese 

assumed control of 
the country. 

The exiled Dalai 
Lama continues 
to negotiate for 

for Tibet's 
independence 

from the 
Chinese. 

Many 
Tibetans 
are still 
loyal to 

him. borders, however, led to violent
