The Floyd County Democratic 
Party is seeing a wave of change. 
with the appotntment of a new chair­
man to head the organization. 

Floyd County Attorney Keith 
Bartley accepted a nomination 
Saturday to replace former 
Democratic chairman Judge 

Exe~utive Paul Hunt Thompson, 
who has served on the executive 
committee board for a number of 
years. 

During an interview yesterday, 
Bartley said his appointment to the 
position came about following a 
precinct convention earlier this 
month and the appointment Saturday 
of 19 executive committee membt:rs 
to head the organi:t.ation. 

Democmts in 42 Kentucky coun­
ties turned out during their respec­
tive precinct elections on Saturday, 
April 17. at which time they elected 
three members (a man, woman, and 
a youth under 35) in each county. 
Floyd County members met this past 
Saturday to elect 19 people to the 
executive committee board. 

Following the appointment of 
those members. those appointed rep-

re~entative5 went directly into an 
executive session where they chose 
Bartley to chair the organization 
along with vice chair Charlotte 
Frazier, who could not be reached 
for comment. 

As the leader of the Floyd County 
Democratic Party, Bartley said he 
will "champion'' for members of the

County cleanup leaves 
behind lot to clean up

PRESTONSBURG - The 
PRIDE cleanup ended Monday 
with an overwhelming response 
from Floyd County. 

All of the dump sites are now 
closed except for the Martin 
Transfer Station. According to Lon 
May, PRIDE coordinator, the coun­
ty is leaving that site open until 
April 30 in ca"e there are some 
areas that still need to be cleaned 
up or people that could not get to a 

site dt.J.ring the cleanup period. 
"We feel that the PRIDE 

cleanup was a success," said May . 
"but it has been somewhat over­
whelming considering the volume 
that we have had to deal with." 

Dumpster dropoff locations 
were in Auxier, Emma, Goose 
Creek, Price. the Transfer Station 
at Martin, Branham's Creek and 
Prater Creek. Some areas, howev­
er. had garbage ar least a quarter of 
a mile from the dumpster. 

The cleanup was intended to 
help Floyd County resident~ get rid 

of excess refuse. When the road 
crews arrived at the dropoff places, 
they found furniture, tires, gas 
tanks, car parts and much more. 

"The road department has done 
a great job with the cleanup sites," 
May said. 

''The important thing is that the 
garbage is not over a hiU some­
where and we can dispose of it 
properly," May explained. "If it 
were not for Judge Paul Hunt 
Thompson and the Fiscal Court, 
this cleanup would not have been 
possible." 

Remembering RFK 
Locals share memories of visit for fiJm project

PRESTONSBURG 
Appalshop Films visited the old 
Floyd County Courthouse yester­
day to gather memorabilia and 
tonduct on-camera interviews for 
an upcoming reenactment of 
Robert F. Kennedy's trip through 
Eastern Kentucky in February 
1968. 

Kennedy's last stop for the trip 

was the Floyd County 
Courthouse,now the Fiscal Court 
headquarters, where he spoke to 
residents and was accompanied by 
Carl D. Perkins. 

Several people showed up to be 
interviewed and actor Ron Dee 
Blair arrived with Polaroids he 
took that day, as well an audiotape 
of the speech that Kennedy made 
at the courthouse. 

Kennedy came through Eastem 
Kenrucky in February 1968, just 

months before his assassination. 
as part of a Senate Subcommittee 
on Manpower. Employment and 
Poverty. His goal was to evaluate 
the committee's effectiveness in 
irs "War on Poverty." During that 
same week. the Vietcong would 
launch the Tet Offensive. 

Local author Imogene Burchett 
CaldweU and Rebecca Dero ·sen 
were on hand to share their experi-

On April 28, 1789, there was 
a mutiny on HMS Bounty as the 
crew of the British ship set 
Captain William Bligh and 18 
sailors adrift in a launch in the 
South Pacific. 

On this date: 
• In 1758. the fifth president 

of the United States, James 
Monroe, was born in 
Westmoreland County, Va. 

•In 1788, Maryland became 
the seventh state to ratify the 
U.S. Constitution. 

• In 1945. Italian dictator 
Benito Mussolini and his mis­
tress, Clara Petacci, were execut­
ed by Italian partisans as they 
attempted to flee the country. 

• In 1947, a six-man expedi­
tion sailed from Peru aboard a

Bishop· to appear for hearin

PRESTONSBURG 
Defense attomeys and prosecu­
tors will present their arguments 
tomorrow during a schedukd 
competency hearing for murder 
suspect Dwayne Earl Bishop. 

Bishop. accused of brutally 
murdering his wife, Caroline 
Ann Bishop. in 2000, has been 
incarcerated since he was 
charged with the crime and has 
butt heads with officials associ­
ated with the case, claiming that 
they are denying his right to a 
speedy trial. 

Authorities associated with 
the case, however. say that 
Bishop's actions are causing the 
delay in the upcoming trial. 

After the completion of a 
mental evaluation at the 
Kentucky Correctional 
Psychiatric Center in February 
2002, Dr. Simon Smith said that 
Bishop seemed competent to 
stand trial in aJl aspects except 
in the relation to his representa­
tion in the case. No official 
standing was detennined of his 
competency at that time. 

He filed suit on Dec. 9 in 
U.S. District Court against 
Floyd County Circuit Judge 
John David Caudill, the 
Pikeville Public Advocacy 
office and the Commonwealth's 
Attorney's office, alleging cor­
ruption in the ongoing case 
against him from individuals in 
those departments. 

ln the suit, Bishop asks for a 
"declaratory judgment" in his 
case through federal court and 
alleges that a ·•corrupted circle"

including Judge Caudill, attor­
neys with the public defender's 
office, the "law" and Floyd 
County Commonwealth'll 
Attorney Brent Tumer have 
worked together to hinder the 
investigation of his wift!'s mur­
der. Bishop alleges that "false 
evidence" and an ''illegal inves­
tigation" have corrupted his case 
and demands a new hearing. a 
new attorney. and a waiver of his 
case to federal court. 

"It started \\hen the law was 
at the funeral home politing [sicl 
to set me up. The witnesses were 
never preserved until 8 months 
... My lawyer. r had to just about 
fight her to go question them:· 
wrote Bishop. 

Bishop alleged that the public 
defender's office has neglected 
to investigate matters in the case 
or do anything "to expose" 
alleged affidavits of people 
"who have been threatened'' 
during the investigation. 

"Lawyers do nothing, noth­
ing to expose one of there [sicl 
own," he wrote. "I've tried to 
fired the lawyers over there [sic] 
lack of duties and this John 
David Caudill will not here [sic] 
it witch [sic I tells me he's a part 
of it." 

In his complamt against 
Caudill, Bishop refers to the 
denial of his request to get 
another lawyer "out of the dis­
trict."

Safety and Health Act of 1977. 
This act called for an excise tax 
to be used to create a fund for 
miners who contracted health 
problems, such as black lung, 
from their work. The act also 
called for benefits to famihes of 
miners who contracted the dis­
ease. 

Black lung JS hard to detect in 
its early stages but has been 
proven to come from excessive 
contact with coal dust which then 
settles in the lungs and hardens 
over time. The resulting scar tis­
:;ue makes it difficult for blood to 
get the proper amount of oxygen 
and ir; often characterized by a 
hacking cough. 

The misdemeanor charges 
were filed against both men after 
an investigation by the Criminal 
Investigative Division of the 
Internal Revenue Service.

The favorable categories where Kentucky can be named 
a leader in the nation are often hard to find. But in at least 
one. the state has taken the top position. 

A national nonprofit consumer advocacy organization, 
Public Citizen, recently ranked the commonwealth's med­
ical board as the best perfonning in the country, handing 
out serious disciplinary actions against doctors at a higher 
rate than any other tate. 

The national average of erious actions against doctors, 
including license revocations, surrenders, suspensions and 
probations. stands at 3.55 per 1 ,000 physicians. In 
Kentucky, the rate was much higher, at 11.58 per 1 ,000. 

At fir t glance, that distinction may lead us to believe 
that Kentucky's doctors are among the worst in the nation. 
But nothmg could be further from the truth, according to 
Public Citizen. Instead. it means our state's board is likely 
doing a better job of disciplining doctors becau e it has 
adequate funding and staffing along with good leadership, 
independence from state medical societies and the power 
to undertake s)gnificant ih vesllga'fH1ris~ Tflose qualiiie ' 
tran late into better protection for patients and more self­
di cipline for doctors. 

Ohio was also rated among the top 10 with 6.18 actions 
per J ,000 doctors. 

On the other end of the spectrum. doctors in Rhode 
Island faced little chance of sanctions with only 1.46 seri­
ous actions per 1.000. 

We appreciate the care and dedication of the 99.9 per­
cent of physicians who work in our communities and 
watch out for OJr health. But we are also grateful to know 
that the minuscule percentage of doctors who aren't per­
fanning as they should be are being scrutinized by one of 
the best oversight committees in the country.

Agency says premature heart 
deaths more likely in Appalachia

MORGANTOWN, W.Va. 
People living in Appalachia are 
more likely to die frl>m heart dis­
ease at a younger age than those 
in other parts of the nation, 
according to a draft study 
released Tuesday by the 
Appalachian Regional 
Commission. 

The study is the ftrst compre­
hensive health assessment of the 
13-state region that stretches 
from Mississippi to New York, 
said Ann Pope, co-chairwoman 
of the ARC. 

"It's a very important day for 
me personally," said Pope, whose 
father, a retired dentist, was born 
in Morgantown and traveled 
throughout Appalachia's under­
servt:d areas. 

''We have to know what the 
problem is before we can figure 
out solutions." 

The study, which began in 
200 l , examined data for 1990 to 
1997 compiled by the National 
Center for Health Statistics, 
whose figures are also used by 

the Centers for Disease Control 
and Prevention. 

Researchers at West Virginia 
University's Robert C. Byrd 
Health Sciences Center and the 
school's Department of Statistics 
compared mortality rates of 
white and black men and women 
ages 35-64 and ages 65 and older 
in 3,105 counties across the 
United States, including the 410 
counttes in Appalachia. 

The death rate for heart dis­
ease for white men in Appalachia 
was 222.8 per I 00,000, corn· 
pared with 174.9 for the rest of 
the nation. The rate tor black men 
in Appalachia was 354.6 com­
pared with 325.4 for the rest of 
the nation. 

Women's heart disease death 
rates were much lower, but there 
were still disparities. The rate for 
white Appalachian women wa.'l 
78.9, compared with 60.9 for 
women living elsewhere. Black 
women's death rates were 182.6 
in Appalachia and 162.8 else­
where. 

White Appalachian men's 
cancer death rate was 1 9 I . 7 
compared with 170.9 for the rest 

of the nation. 
Cancer death rates for black 

men and white women also were 
higher in Appalachia but the dis­
parities were not as great. The 
rate for Appalachian black men 
was 307.1 compared to 298.1 for 
the rest of the nation. White 
women's death rates were 153.27 
in Appalachia and 148.8 in the 
rest of the nation. 

Black women in Appalachia 
had a lower death rate from can­
cer than those in the rest of the 
nation, 194.8 and 199, res~­
tively. 

Researchers do not know why 
Appalachian residents are more 
prone to die from heart disease 
than those living in other regions. 
They hope to answer that ques­
tion with further study. 

"That's one of the chal­
lenges.'' said Joel Halverson, co­
author of the study and director 
of WVU's Office of Social 
Environment and Health 
Research. 

"The why is a very complicat­
ed problem. We don't know why. 
We need to figure it out."

He cautioned that while the 
region's poverty may appear to 
be a likely culprit, "we know 
that's oot always the case." 

Researchers compared mor­
talit}' rates at the county level so 
that states can focus resources on 
the areas with the most serious 
problems. 

!' I would say that health prob­
lems to a large extent are local 
problems and need to be dealt 
with at the local level," 
Halverson said.

FRANKFORT - Gov. Ernie 
Fletcher, preparing to run state 
government on his own spend­
ing plan in the absence of an 
enacted budget, Tuesday told 
school superintendents they 
would get funding for only mod­
est pay raises and nothing for 
building projects. 

He at. o c;ought to enlist thetr 
help in persuading the General 
Assembly mainly the 
Democrat-controlled House -
to enact a new tax code. 
Otherwise, state spending will 
have to be "very, very austere,'' 
Fletcher said afterward. 

On short notice, I 01 of 
Kentucky's 176 school superin­
tendents met in the capital with 
Fletcher and top aides, including 
his budget staff. 

Reporters were barred from 
the meeting. Budget Director 
Brad Cowgill said afterward that 
a Fletcher spending plan for the 
fiscal year that begins July I 
would give school districts an 
extra $6 million - or $10 per 
pupil in average daily atten­
dance. 

That would fund a 1.5 per­
cent raise for some employees 
- principals, librarians and 
counselors. Districts would be 
required to use their reserves to 
give the same raise to classroom 
teachers, a.~ well as aides and 
other support employees, In 
addition, the state would scrape 
up $2 million for teacher pen­
sions, Cowgill said. 

A $10-per-pupil increase 
would be paltry, some said. "It's 
kind of like going from $19.95 
to 20 dollars and 2 cents," said 
Fred Bassett, superintendent of 
Beechwood Independent 
schools in northern Kentucky. 

"At least we didn't get cut, 
and it looked like the governor 
was really trying to support edu­
cation.'' Bassett said. 

The General Assembly 
adjourned April 13 without 
passing a budget or a tax plan 
that Fletcher had designed to be 
"revenue neutral" for up to two 
years. His Republican allies who 
control the Senate insisted on 
havmg both in a single bill. 
House Democrats refused. want­
ing a budget but not the tax plan. 

Fletcher is readying his own 
spending plan in case leaders of 
the two chambers fail to agree 

on a budget plan in time for a 
special legislative session before 
a new fiscal year begins July J. 

But school districts have run 
out of time. Next year's budgets 
must be adopted in May. School 
employees whose contracts are 
not being renewed must be noti­
fied by Friday. 

Some superintendents said 
they, like Fletcher. think 
changes are needed in the tax 
code. Revenues have fallen 
short of projections for four 
straight years. leading to budget

State wants federal judges 
to allow enforcement of 
electioneering law

FRANKFORT - Twice 
denied by federal judges, 
Kentucky election officials 
hope still to be able to ban 
"electioneering" - actively 
campaigning - within 500 
feet of a polling place for the 
primary elections May 18. 

The electioneering ban was 
among seven Kentucky elec­
tion and campaign laws 
declared unconstitutional by 
the 6th U.S. Circuit Court of 
Appeals in January. 

Last week, the court 
declined to reconsider. The 
State Board of Elections voted 
Monday to ask the U.S. 
Supreme Court to review the 
case. It also decided to ask the 
6th Circuit to stay its order 
and allow enforcement until 
the board's appeal is exhaust­
ed. 

The appeals court said all 
the disputed laws were overly 
broad or violated freedoms of 
speech and association. The 
ruling came in a lawsuit by 
Hoby Anderson, a Republican 
who ran as a write-in candi­
date for governor in 1999. 

Most of the laws dealt with 
gubernatorial campaigns. But 
the electioneering ban, which 
the court said '"prohibits 

speech over too much geogra­
phy," affected all elections. 

Secretary of State Trey 
Grayson, the state's top elec­
tion official, said that, w ithout 
a stay of the ruling, the s tate 
would be left with only a ban 
on electioneering inside the 
voting room. 

But some counties and 
cities have their own election­
eering limits, Grayson said. 
And candidates are being 
asked "to respect the spirit of 
the overturned law,'' be said. 

If the 6th Circuit refuses to 
grant a stay, other election 
statutes remain on the books, 
Grayson said. It remains ille­
gal to buy votes or to intimi­
date voters, for example. 

Kentucky's only elections 
since the court ruling were 
special elections on Feb. 17 
for 6th District congressman 
and for state representative in 
Floyd County. 

The electioneering law was 
still in effect pending appeal, 
but clerks were advised by 
Grayson not to enforce it. The 
only dispute arose in Fayette 
County, where Clerk Don 
Blevins imposed a 500-foot 
lim it after con fron tat ions 
between some voters and 
members of a gay-rights group 
that was canvassing. 
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Woman arrested for breaking 
in to ex-husband's home

PIKEVILLE - A woman 
whose ex-husband had alleged 
to have used the court system to 
unfairly punish him has found 
herself behind bars. 

Edward Dean Hohenecker's 
story was chronicled last 
Wednesday in a Floyd County 
Times story. The story told of 
numerous emergency protection 
orders obtained by his ex-wife. 
Theresa McKinney, which pre­
vented him from working as a 
security guard. In all but the 
most recent instance, which is 
still in court, the EPOs have 
been dismissed. 

But the same day the story 
appeared, McKinney was arrest· 
ed by Kentucky State Police in 
Pikeville when she aJlegedly 
broke into her ex-husband's 
house while he and his grand­
daughter slept. The break-in 
allegedly occurred shortly after 
McKinney showed up at 
Deskins Motors in Pikeville. 
where Hoheneckers • wife, 
Kelly, works. 

When contacted about the 
arrest. Hohenecker said he has 
decided to leave town for work 
in Lexington. 

"I can't make a living,'' u 
frustrated Hohenecker said. 
.. They I the courts 1 are slowly 
starving me out. 1 can't report to 
work while under the EPO. 
They set a date for two weeks 
away but that puts me out of 
work for four weeks now. I can't 

live nn air. I'm trying to raise 
m_ granddaughter:· 

McKinney had been placed 
under one week of home incar­
ceration after one recent inci­
dent. when she swore out an 
EPO but wound up getting 
arrested for m(lking false allega­
tions. But McKinney allegedly 
failed to pick up a leg bracelet 
used to track home-jailed pris­
oners. contrary to an order 
issued b ' District Judge James 
Allen. 

Hohenecker is particularly 
displeased with the court sys­
tem. 

"Judge Pa\ton dismi sed the 

previous complaint, but signed 
fanother] EPO within two 
weeks," Hohenecker said. 
''Don't they read thL stuff 
before they sign it?" 

Hohenecker and his wife are 
now seeking jobs in Lexington . 

"I will miss my home here," 
Hohenecker admitted, "but I 
have to think about supporting 
my family. Kelly and I have 
been married less than two years 
and this is rough on us and the 
life we are trying to build 
together. [McKinney is] trying 
to destroy our marriage, and she 
might have a chance if we stay 
here."

Co-op News: Tips to reduce risk of termite attacks

AGRICULTURE & NATURAL RESOURCES 

Homeowners can reduce the risk 
of tennite attacks that annually cause 
billions of dollars in damage in the 
United States. 

Since termites are attracted to 

moisture, it is important to reduce 
consistent wetness in soil around the 
foundation as well as humidity in 
crawl spaces. 

Use properly functioning gutters, 
downspouts and splash blocks to 
divert water away from the founda­
tion. Also, repair leaking faucets, 
water pipes and air-conditioning 

units. Be sure the soil grade next to 
the foundation directs surface water 
away from the structure, and adjust 
lawn irrigation 

systems and sprinklers to mini­
mize water puddles near the founda­
tion. 

Providing adequate ventilation 
reduces the humidity in crawl spaces. 

Prune shrubbery and other vegetation 
growing over vents to improve cross­
ventilation. To reduce moisture, 
install four- to six-milliliter polyethyl­
ene over about 75 percent of the soil 
surface.

INSPECTION PERIOD 
FOR THE PROPERTY TAX ASSESMENT ROLL 

The Floyd County Real Property Tax Roll will be opened for inspection 
from May 3 through May 18, 2004. Under the supervision of the Property 
Valuation Administrator or one of the deputies, any person may inspect the 
tax roll. 

This is the January 1, 2004, assesment on which state, county and school 
taxes for 2004, will be due about September 15, 2004. 

The tax roll is in the office of the Property Valuation Administrator 1n the 
county courthouse, and may be inspected between the hours 8:00 a.m. 
and 4:00 p.m. 

Any taxpayer desiring to appeal an assement on real property made by 
the PVA must first request a conference with the PVA or a designated 
deputy. The conference may be held prior to, or during the inspection peri­
od. 

Any taxpayer still aggrieved by an assesment on real property, after the 
conference with the PVA or designated deputy, may appeal to the county 
board of assessment appeals. 

The taxpayer can appeal his assessment by filing in person, or sending a 
letter or other written petition, stating the reasons for appeal, identifying the 
property, and stating the taxpayer's opinion on the fair cash value of the 
property. 

The appeal must be filed with the County Clerk's office no later than one 
work day following the conclusion of the inspection period. 

Any taxpayer failing to appeal to the County Board of Assessment 
Appeals, or failing to appear before the board, either in person of by des­
ignated representative, will not be eligible to appeal directly to the Kentucky 
Board of Tax Appeals. 

Appeals of Personal Property assessments shall not be made to the 
County Board of Assessment Appeals. Personal Property taxpayers shall 
be served notice under the provisions of KRS 132.450(4) and shall have 
the protest and appeal rights granted under the supervision of KRS 
131.110. 

The following steps should be taken when a taxpayer does not agree with 
the assessed value of personal property, as determined by the office of 
Property Valuation Administrator. 

(1) He must list under protest (for certification) what he believes to be the 
fair cash value of his property. 

(2) He must file a written protest directly with the Department of Property 
Valuation within 30 days from the date of the Notice of Assessment. 
(3) This protest must be in accordance with KRS 131.110. 
(4) The fimal decision of the revenue cabinet may be appealed to the 

Kentucky Board of Tax Appeals.

The Flavian Amphitheater (as it was originally 
named) was the largest outdoor arena in ancient 

Rome and home to some of the most brutal 
entertainments ever created. Today, the massive 
stadium ruins are home to stray cats instead of 

gladiators, but its bloody history and architectural 
mastery continue to capture the imagination. 

Seating in the Colosseum was free, but 
you had to get a ticket that designated 
both your social class 
and your seat. 

The stadium was nicknamed the 
Colosseum after a "colossal" (115-foot-tall) 
statue that stood nearby. The arena could 
fit about 50,000 spectators and had a 
retractable roof (a velarium) made of cloth 
attached to wooden brackets for shade. 

Hundreds of statues adorned the second­
and third-level archways. Made of marble or 
metal, these sculptures 
represented goddesses 
and gods, famous athletes, 
heroes and emperors. 

Not all the animals 
brought to Rome 

for the games 
were wild and 

vicious, but most 
were. Some games 

lasted months; 
ancient records show 

9,000 animals were 
killed o~ 1 00 days. 

Oval in shape, it is 157 feet (48 m) high, 
about 620 feet ( 188 m) long and 51 0 feet 
(155m) wide. The arena floor is about 
285 feet (86 m) long and 180 feet (55 m) 
wide. A wall of about 15 feet (4.6 m) 
separated the spectators from the arena. 

Each of the three lower levels of the outer facade 
was decorated with 80 giant arches (240 in all). 

The meat was not 
wasted, but given away 

to the people in lotteries 
(people bought a chance to 
win the meat). The animals 

would dramalically appear in 
the arena by way of 

special lifts or elevators. 

Types of gladiators 

The Colosseum was flooded and used 
for mock naval battles, gladiator battles 
and other ancient entertainments. Naval 
battles were rarer because they were 
very expensive and the Colosseum was 
too small to properly recreate the drama 
of historic sea battles. 

Halt-columns in three classical Greek styles served 
to enhance the simple design. 

Doric columns 
(characterized 
by simple, clas­
sic lines) were 
featured on the 

lower level. 

Ionic columns 
(characterized 

by scrolls) 
were used on 
the second 

level. 

Corinthian 
columns (with 
ornate leaves) 
were buitt on 
the third level. 

What do you know? 
Early gladiators were equipped with weapons and armor from conquered armies. Over time, gladiators became considerably more specialized 
in their forms of fighting. For example, the dimachaeri (''two-knife men") carried a short sword in each hand; the essedarii ("chariot menD) fought 
on chariots; and the laquearii ("lasso men") tried to lasso their opponents. Here are six of the most popular types of gladiators:

Make sure that they know how Important making the right decisions are. You may be 
saying their lives.} 

Prom and Graduation are yearly social events celebrating students' end of high school. While 
technicalfy speaking, they signify the successful completion of one's studies; they are more than 
that. They are the ultimate events on the teen social scene. They are social markers that indicate 
a change from being a teenager to becoming an adult. They should be times of great achieve­
ment aAd times to remember fondly, not times they wish they could forget, because of a choice 
to use alcohol or other drugs. For high school seniors, this can be the happiest and most mem­
orable time of the year with proms and graduations. But it can also be one of the most deadly, 
because of the drinking and other drug use that many teenagers see as a right of passage. 

According to the National Highway Traffic Safety Administration, a study of prom-graduation 
traffic fatalities during nine spring weekends in 2000, found from 58% to 64% were alcohol relat­
ed. More than 100 fatalities were reported each weekend (This compares with the rest of the year 
in which 41% of the traffic fatalities of youth between the ages of 15 and 21 are alcohol related). 
We must also remember that while the impact of underage drinking and other drug use is usual­
ly measured in traffic fatality figures, there are also many other deadly consequences that these 
numbers do not take into account. such as overdoses or alcohol poisoning, assaults, suicides, 
and accidents such as falling from a balcony or window. Although these numbers are not as high 
as the alcohol and drug related traffic fatalities, they are high enough that they cannot be ignored 
either. lfs not easy going against peers when you are a teenager. You want to fit in and be 
respected by the popular kids. but when the popular kids are making bad choices that involve 

:· tgs and alcohol, then it is time to step back and make a decision that is right for you. Everyone 
· , not doing it! Create your own peer pressure by refusing to use alcohol or other drugs and set 
· -, example by having a great time without them. You may be amazed at how many will join you; 
s.1metimes it is as simple as knowing that someone will be standing there with you. There is 
power in numbers, especially among peers. 

Usi!1Q_ alcohol and other drugs impairs your vision as well as your ability to think clearly. It caus­
es yotl!lb dlake poor decisions, and to possibly say yes to very dangerous behavior, such as dri­
vtng ~~,Jnfluence, sex, and violence, when you normally wouldn't Most teens are well 
~ <flfiese'facts. Teenagers are, for the most part, well informed when it comes to the dan­
gers of drugs and alcohol, yet some still don't get it. Alcohol kills as much. lf not more. then 
other drugs. Alcohol Is a drug. and It Is as dangerous as any Illegal substance. Using it. 
or any other drug can cause death, People who use alcohol or any other drug and then crawl 
behind the wheel of a car are courting death. Yet, so many do it anyway. Many teenagers feel 
invincible. They feel that nothing bad can happen to them because they are young and their 
whole life is still ahead of them. Their minds would certainly be changed if they could talk to the 
Q~rerus o.t...teen~ers who were killed last year because they were under the influence of alcohol 
dt other drUgs Wtlile driving. Their young sons and daughters had their whole lives ahead of 
them, too. Now they are merely a memory ... and a statistic, being used with the hope that some 
other teen won't make the same mistake this year. Right now, you do have your whole life ahead 
of you, but to guarantee that you will be here tomorrow, you have to make responsible decisions 
today.
