PRESTONSBURG - A Sept. 7 trial 
date was finally set for murder suspect 
Dwayne Earl Bishop at a special hearing 
Thursday in circuit court - nearly four 
years to the day his wife's body was found 
at an abandoned strip mine. 

County Detention Center a tip alerted the 
Sheriff's Office to the location of Carolyn's 
body which was found at the bottom of a 
hill at a strip mine site in Ligon. 

In the meantime, Bishop has bad diffi­
culties getting along with attorneys repre­
senting him and was twice ordered to be 
evaluated by a psychologist. 

Thursday's hearing saw Dr. Steven J. 
Bishop stands accused of killing his 

wife, Carolyn, who was last seen in his 
company on August 31, 2000. That night 
they were observed riding pis motorcycle 
around Mud Creek. An hour later Bishop 
was observed alone on the bike and he was 
arrested later, around 2 a.m., for driving 
while intoxicated.

Madden was reportedly 
beaten, stabbed, raped, muti· 
lated and tortured to death in 
the supply storage room of 
her place of employment.

Nothing positive was accomplished 
for education in the legislative session 
that just ended. I believe, in fact, that 
after years of moving forward, 
Kentucky is in great danger of mov­
ing backward. That conclusion is 
inescapable when you consider that, 
even if legislators had passed either 
version of the budget they debated, 
funding for education would have 
been far short of what is needed. 

Several years ago Business Week 
published a lengthy story praising 
Kentucky's school reform and the 
strides it was making in education. 
"Important lessons from an unlikely 
place" the magazine proclaimed, a

of education. What will Business 
Week write now? Perhaps: 
"Kentucky turns back, lives down to 
expectations?" 

Kentucky has seen the erosion of 
hundreds of millions of dollars from 
funding for elementary, secondary and 
higher education since 200 l, just as 
the state started turning the corner. 
We were headed where economists 
tell us we need to be to attract the 
best jobs: building good schools to 
create good places to live (not devot­
ing our attention to lowering taxes). I 
wonder how many jobs we'll create 
by returning to our educational dark 
ages? 

If you're behind from the start, as 
we were, you have to run harder to 
catch up. If you want to create good 
jobs for people, you have to create a 
state that is a good place to live. And 
to do that you have to invest in 
schools, universities, colleges, young 
children and training the adult work 
force. It's really pretty simple. 

It's time to ask Kentuckians some 
critical questions about where they 
want their state to go. Do they want 

morals in everything we built Most all of 
the schools were built and run by Christian 
folks for the pwpose of furthering 
Christianity. Therefore, the Holy Bible was 
the primary text and the reason all of our 
schools were so imbedded with Christian 
activities. After all, our God is a righteous 
God and even though some people were 
not believers, they didn't disagree. A right­
eous God loves us all equally and demands 
we be law-abiding citizens. The Supreme 
Court illegally shanghaied our schools in 
L%2. Enter: Marxism. 

In 1917. the Bolsheviks overthrew the 
reigning Czar of Russia. Lenin liked it so 
weU he decided to export this ~ of gov­
ernment to the entire world. They wrote up 
a brief set of Rules for Revolution ar.d 
since the early 1920s they have been very 
active in North America.

This is exactly the opposite 
of what's needed, if I understand 
business visionaries Jike Maker's 
Mark's Bill Samuels, who believes 
"tax modernization" is only a good 
idea if it "supports rather than inhibits 
the knowledge economy." 

An old saying is very appropriate 
today: when you're in a hole, the first 
rule is to stop digging. Too many of 
our leaders in Frankfort have ignored 
that rule for the past several years, \ 
and they repeated their mistake in the . 
past three months. When it came to ' 
digging Kentucky back into its educa-.

"He's had a wonderful expe­
rience with all of this," she'said, 
noting that he also has been 
teaching Spanish words to his 2-
year-old sister. Madelyn. If the 
grant money is lost, Tackett said, 
"Our children, our students, are 
going to pay the price." 

The state program. created as 
part of 2002 legislation, was 
modeled after a program used by 
Daviess County schools - one 
of Kentucky's highest·scoring 
districts on state academic tests. 
Daviess schools have gained 
national attention for their 
.. Graduation 2010" program, 
which trains every child in arts, 
music, foreign language and 
critical thinking. 

Traditionally, Kentucky as a 
whole has received high marks 
for its commitment to the arts. 
Since 2001. high school students 
have been required to have at 
least one arts credit to graduate. 
And Kentucky is the only state 
that tests students in arts and 
humanities as part of its school 
accountability system. said 
Philip Shepherd, the arts and 
humanities consultant for the 
Kentucky Department of 
Education. 

But while schools have 
increased their scores in the arts 
and humanities portions of state 
lt:!tts since 1997, the area 
remains among the lowest of 
any subject. Shepherd attributes 
the low scores to how schools 
address arts and humanities. The 
successful ones. he said, usually 
have a goal and map out how 
they will improve their scores. 
They also integrate the arts into 
subjects such as social studies. 
English and physical education. 

The pilot program is sup­
posed to supply each of 10 par­
ticipating schools with $50.000 
this chool year and again in the 
next. 1 he schools use the money 
to hire foreign-language instruc­
tors. buy supplies, pay for stu­
dents to attend performances 
and bring in trained artists. 
Schools al·o use the money to 
train teachers in the arts, from 
e"panding their lrnowledge to 
helping them integrate the arts in 
cla~sroom lessons.

One April day l happened to 
have stopped in a shoe store that 
I'd only been in a lime or so.

The 
new clothing causes me to have 
allergy attacks so I just can't do 
much helping. But, this day I was 
part of the Distribution. I was 
allowed to reap the benefit of all 
the people who make, gather and 
put the clothing out for our chil­
dren. I know this was the whole 
purpose of this ministry that takes

A couple of days later, my 
mother and I were in a large 
church. 1l1e church was the largest 
rd ever been in. The sides of the 
church were made of large stained 
glass windows with pictures of 
Jesus in them. lL was a glorious 
site. I told my mother that I wished 
we had a beautiful church with' 
such beautiful windows. w~ 
thought the people who went to the 
church were truly blessed to have' 
such a building. Then r said to my 
mother, "Maybe we have a differ~ 
ent kind of blessing. We're sq 
blessed with the clothing sent tQ 
the children until we can't walk 
around the downstairs of our 
church most of the ye:M as th~ 
boxes keep coming." My mother 
told me that she thought the cloth­
ing was a better blessing than the 
stained-glass windows (although 
we did love them). 

When I shared thJs story on 
Sunday, our pastor said. "Maybe 
those children are our stained glass 
windows." The Bible speaks of the 
beautiful colors in Heaven. I know 
that f will never see another of the 
children who receive the clothing 
without thinking that they are a 
part of Heaven ... and that they are 
our ''stained glass windows."

Steinberg said Lorenzen 
signed a standard one-year free 
agent contract with a modest 
bonus. Steinberg wouldn't elab­
orate on the bonus. 

Buffalo and Cincinnati were 
also interested, the agent said, 
but Lorenzen chose the Giants 
because he felt there was oppor­
tunity !here. 

"If people can get over the 
prejudice of a number on a scale, 
he has the arm and the talent to 
be a very good quarterback," 
Steinberg said. 

Giants spokesman Pat 
Hanlon said the team had no 
comment. 

Lorenzen threw for 10,354 
yards and 78 touchdowns 
despite playing in three different 
offenses. He also threw 41 inter­
ceptions. but only 20 in his final 
three seasons. 

Collins, who has been the 
Giants quarterback since 1999, 
all but guaranteed that he would 
be released soon afterrefusing to 
renegotiate his contract. 

The Giants wanted conces­
sions after making a draft-day 
trade to acquire Eli Manning, the 
No. l overall pick, from the San 
Diego Chargers. 

Collins was due to make $7 
million this season and he would 
have counted $8.95 million 
against the salary cap. 

The Giants also have had a 
couple of veteran quarterbacks 
in for workouts. 

Palmer, who is starring in the 
reality television series ''The 
Bachelor,'' wasn ' t overly 
impressive in leading the team 
after Collins went down with an 
ankle injury late last season. 

Palmer completed 60 of 116 
passes for 532 yards, three 
touchdowns and four intercep­
tions. 

Jason Garrett, who was the 
Giants No. 3 quarterback last 
season, signed with Tampa Bay 
as a free agent.

The trainer ha..; won it twice­
but not lately. l {e missed the last 
two, and there was a brief time a 
few weeks ago when it looked like 
he might be out of luck again. 

Yes, irs been quite an ordeal 
for the New York trainer who 
fondly calls Louisville his second 
home, but Zito is back in the 
Derby business. He will saddle 4-
1 favorite The Cliff's Edge and 
'i0-1 long shot Bi:rdstone in 
Saturday's race, and either is quite 
capable of winning. 

"I have two horses with great 
credentials,'' Zlto said. "If they get 
in the gate Saturday. I'm just 
gomg say. 'Hallelujah!' and go 
from there." 

A full field of 20 horses was 
entered for the l 1/4-mile Derby 

on Wednesday, wid1 The Chff's 
Edge the slight choice over unde­
feated Smarty Jone:., at 9-2. '111e 
Cliff's Edge will leave from the 
No. ll post, Birdstone from the 
No. 13 gate. 

lt wasn't until The Cliff's Edge 
won the Blue Grass at Keeneland 
on April 10 that Zito knew he was 
headed back to lhe Derby. Before 
the race, Zito's lWO oilier Derby 
hopefuls - Eurosil ver and 
Birdstone- came down wtth ail­
ments and were pulled out of the 
Blue Grass. 

But a healthy The Cliff's Edge 
saved the day with a rousing finish 
to beat Lion Heart by a half­
length, and Birdstone has fully 
recovered from an elevated while 
blood cell count that jeopardized 
his Derby chances. 

Eurosil ver wasn't so lucky. The 
colt who was high on the list of 
most Derby polls developed a 
gland infection and probably 
won't race again until the fall. 

Zito, 56, stayed optumsuc 
despite the setbacks, but once The 
CUff's Edge rebounded from two 
losses by taking the Blue Grass, 
the trainer couldn't hide his joy. 

He blew kisses to the crowd. 
He bowed. He punched his right 
fist. 

Kentucky Derby here we 
come. 

"Nick was so excited,'' said 
Shane Sellers, who rides The 
Cliff's Edge. 

Zito has saddled 12 Derby 
· starters, winning with Strike the 
Gold in 1991 and Go for Gin in 
1994. Add The Cliff's Edge and 
B irdstone to the list, and only three 
trainers have had more Derby 
starters.

Things· to ponder: Child custody-Where is ho e? 
Since many of us like to think that 

"good will conquer evil," an expectation 
or a hope of couples getting married is 
that they will always live together and be 
happy ever after. Often their next expec­
tation is that they will form a loving fami­
ly unit by having children. In addition, 
some individuals perceive themselves 
working hard as a team, agreeing on par­
enting styles. values, and how to do "just 
the right thing" for their offspring. BUT, 
the best laid plans of mice and men do not 
always flow a. expected. In some case, 
folks decide lo resolve the marital sUife 

for everyone's benefit by biting the bullet 
and getting a divorce. It would sure be a 
relief to not have on-going conflicts with 
a partner, especially about important 
issues, such as how to raise the children. 
However, the most significant part is cre­
ated when the material settlement of 
divorce is finished - what about child 
custody? Should the arrangements be for 
one parent to have sole-custody with the 
other parent having routine visitations? 
How about with joint child custody? 
Which method would you support if you 
were in charge, and why? 

After a time of perhaps trying to work 
things out in their marriage, the divorcing 
couple's first need is to shift from having 
a relationship of being emotionally mar­
ried to that of being emotionally divorced. 
The later one requires an ability to focus 
on what is needed - in the interest of the 
children - so that the relationship 
becomes more business-like in nature. 
The major problem here is typically in the 
area of personal boundaries. So often 
one, or both, of the ex-spouses make sev­
eral mistakes at this point, such as think­
ing they still have the same call on each 

other as before they divorced. An ex-wife 
is not entitled to expect to know how her 
ex-husband spends his time or money. lie 
in tum doe not have the right to com­
ment on his ex-wife's hairstyle or the sil.e 
of the earrings she wears . Basically, both 
need to realize and follow through with 
the concept that it i:. simply .. none of each 
other's bu iness.'· After this shift in 
thinking and feeling. the old buttons have 
to no longer work. At thi-, point. the 
emotional divorce is complete.

The expectation is that 
the children spend at least 30 
percent of their time with each 
parent. Joint legal custody has 
become the most frequent 
method of rearing children of 
divorced parents in most U.S. 
states; (2) joint physical custody 
provides children with a more 
balanced residential arrange­
ment than sole custody allowed. 
In some families, a schedule is 
designed so that the children 
have an evenly balanced, alter­
nating week plan, or other 
ways that provide for the chil­
dren spending significant 
amounts of time with both par­
ents. This later method for joint 
custody is less common. but the 
national numbers show that 
more than one-fifth of divorced 
families had an equal shared 
parenting arrangement in 1997. 

Shared parenting has 
become popular because it 
works so well for children. The 
value of shared parenting is that 
it helps provide emotional sta­
bility for children by promoting 
the involvement of both par­
ents, if both are able to function 
appropriately. One writer 
reviewed 33 studies that exam­
ined sole custody, joint custody, 
and children of married parents.

ference with those living in 
intact family situations. It was 
thought the success of joint cus­
tody was due to spending sub­
stantial time with both parents. 

Other findings were that par­
ents with joint custody arrange­
ments are more likely to experi­
ence less conflict. Sole custody 
parents reported the higher lev­
els of current conflict. Some 
research showed that joint cus­
tody might actually decrease 
parental conflict over time. As 
with other situations in life, one 
way of doing something is not 
going to "fit" every situation. 
Sole custody is preferred over 
joint custody when one parent 
is abusive, neglectful, has seri­
ous mental health problems, or 
trouble adjusting after divorce. 
There are instances where the 
court orders child custody eval­
uations to be done of all parties 
involved, in an effort to deter­
mine what would be the most 
appropriate custody arrange­
ment for a particular family. 
Most often, the evaluations are 
ordered when one parent, or 
both, cannot, or will not, coop­
erate with the other parent, is 
demanding sole custody of the 
children, and consistently has 
frequent court appearances 
related to conflicts and disputes 
- supposedly pertaining to the 
children. 

It is recommended that 
effective co-parenting after 
divorce needs to consider the 
following: ( 1) each parent must 
recognize the other parent as

providing competent care for 
the children and as having their 
best interests in mind; (2) each 
parent must be willing to give 
the other parent full authority to 
care for the children while they 
are in his/her care; (3) each par­
ent much recognize that any 
criticism of the other parent in 
the presence of the children is 
destructive and detrimental to 
their well-being; (4) each par­
ent must be willing and able to 
put their personal feelings aside 
when communicating with the 
other regarding the children; 
and (5) each parent must put 
their children's need for love, 
safety and well-being above 
their own needs. After these 
challenges are mel, the joint 
custodial parent is likely to 
have the following benefits: (a) 
having the peace of mind that 
their children are being cared 
for by someone who loves them 
and will place their interests 
above all else; (b) having the 
time to devote to one's own 
personal interests while not 
being concerned about the wen­
being of the children; and (c) 
knowing that there is someone 
to share problems and concerns 
that might arise regarding the 
children. Even though a rela­
tionship might have been 
flawed at some point before 
divorce, a joint custody 
arrangement can transform it 
into a productive parenting 
effort with neither parent feel­
ing as a "single" parent.

An allergy develops when you come 
into contact with an allergen, that is, a 
protein that cau ·es an allergic reaction. 
These include pollen from lrees and 
various grasses as well as mold, pet dan­
der and dust mites. 

From whatever source, these aller­
gens cause problems by the same basic 
mechanism. Your immune system. sens­
ing more danger than these allergens 
actually present, revs up and produces 
antibodies that circulate in the blood and 
attach to mast cells. These cells -locat­
ed in greater number in common allergy 
sites like the no~e. throat.. lungs and GI 
tract- then release histamine and other 
chemicals. It's the histamine that causes 
the symptoms like sneezing, runny nose 
with clear mucus, nasal congestion, itchy 
eyes, no e and throat, and watery eyes. 

Phy'lical findings of allergic rhinitis 
arc fairly straightforward, :such as bluish 
circles under the eyes (allergic shiners) 
plus the heavy, clear nal>al discharge. 
But there can be other i!Jncsses that 
cause Gt similar runny nose that should be 
excluded. Allergic rhinitis is not usually 
associated with thick. or highly colored 
nasal discharge, sore throat or lever. 
Problems such as nasal polyps. pregnan­
cy and low thyroid can cau e nasal 
symptoms similar to allergic rhinitis. 
Many medications. such a!> aspirin, beta 
blockers. and oral contr.J.ceptives can 
cause similar symptoms.

June Buchanan rocket team ties for state championship 
and qualifies for world's largest rocket contest 

Pippa Pa. ses - Fifteen stu­
dents from the June Buchanan 
School will take part in the 
Team America Rocketry 
Challenge, the world's largest 
model rocket contest, in Great 
Plains. VA. More than 7,000 stu­
dents in 600 teams attempted to 
meet the rigorous requirements 
of the coute~t. but only the top 
I 00 high school teams qualified 
to compete in the national con­
test. The contest requires that 
students design. build, and test a 
model rocket that fly as close to 
1.250 feet as possible with a 
payload of two raw eggs and 
safely parachute! thl.! egg back 
to the ground unbroken. The top 
ten teams will share a prize pool 
of$60,000. 

Team supervisor, Roy 
Reynolds. Alice Lloyd College 
tutor, said lhat designing and 
building the rocket required stu­
dents to learn aerodynamic con­
cepts that they would not nor­
mally encounter in physic. 
cia. s, such as how to compute 
trajectory and how to estimate 

drag. "It's 'real-world' 
physics;• he said. "The kids are 
working as a team to build and 
test developmental rockets in a 
process very similar to the way 
the pros build real rockets." 

"The key to this project is 
learning how to build a rocket in 
a simulation program on the 
computer'', Reynolds said, "and 
learning how to set goals as a 
team, delegate tasks and make 
group decisions on design and 
test flights''. "Each member of 
the team is assigned a specific 
duty", he added, "one puts 
together the finances for the 
team's expenses; another is 
responsible for testing, another 
for launching. and another for 
production and so on." He also 
said that the team was looking 
for sponsors to help defray the 
cost of hotel and travel to Great 
Plains, VA.
