Foul play 
suspected 
in fatal fire

TOMAHAWK - An 
arson investigatron was 
Instigated yesterday into a 
tire that killed an elderly 
ouple Tuesday in Mart1n 
ounty. 

The fire began around 4 
a .m. at the home of Jane 
F. Allen, 82, and Robert L. 
Allen, 86. Neither was able 
to escape the inferno, 
which began with a loud 
noise that neighbors 
reported hearing. When 
neighbors looked outside 
for the cause of the noise, 
they saw that the Allen 
residence was already 
engulfed in flames. 

Martin County Coroner 
ike Crum pronounced the 

couple dead at the scene. 
Crum's autopsy was 

completed Thursday and 
the discovery of injuries to 
the couple was turned over 
to investigating detectives, 
who now suspect foul play.

When she was campaigning. Slone 
said she realized that people ''don't 
know whose district they're in," 

especially since her district borders 
with Dr. Varia's. 

"I think children and parents 
hould be able to vote where their 

children go to school," member 
Jeff Stumbo said. "I don't like split 
precincts. No split precincts ... I'm 
not worried about the election or 
anythrng like that. My concern is 
the parents. lf their kids are in 
District 3 they need to stay in 
District 3. •·

The students may miss an 
opportunity to take classes at 
Kentucky Tech because of a 
new ruling which forces them 
to take an arts and humanities 
class in their junior year. 

The review by education 
lawyers came about because 
one parent has challenged the 

rule. 
Theresa Hall wants her 

daughter, Tiffany, to be able to 
take health services courses 
which she needs to go into a 
nursing program directly from 
high school. 

"My daughter has been on 
this track since her freshman 
year, when her fr le \\a creat­
ed." Hall said. "She is motivat­
ed to do th1s and the school is 
standing in her way. A a par­
ent I have a duty to my child to 
see that she gets the best educa­
tional opportunities available." 

The real problem, though. is

Drug roundup begins 
in Johnson COunty

PAINTSVILLE The 
John on County Sheriff's Office 
teamed up with UNITE this week 
to bring about the largest drug 
bust in the history of Johnson 
County. 

Acting on warrants that were 
submitted by Commonwealth's 
Attorney Annn Melvin, the 
roundup netted eight individuals 
w1th more to come from the 37 
indictments that were handed 
'down. 

Currently incarcerated are: 
• Darren Davis, 33, of 

Staffortlsville. 
• Hobert Laney, 53, of West 

Van Lear. 
• Woody DEan Estep, 43, of 

Hager Hill. 
• Mark Fannin, 30, of 

PaintsviiJe.

• Kevin Earl Rice, 29, of Oil 

Springs. 
• Charles Banks, 37, of Van 

Lear. 
• Jeff Jenkins. 20, of Oil 

Springs. 
All eight are charged with traf­

ficking and some face additional 
charges. 

Sheriff Bill Witten began the 

investigation in May and it was 
tenned "Operation T.N.T." The 
effort soon expanded out of the 
county, so Witten called in aid 
from Operation UNITE and 
Kentucky State Police. 

"I am very pleased with the 
results of this interagency cooper­
ative effort," Witten said. "The 
UNITE organization and the KSP 
were very helpful." 

The arrests began on 
Wednesday and will continue 
until all of the ru:rests are made.

' It's the Ax the Tax man.'"

Many of them received 
assistance through FEMA, but 
in most cases, it just wasn't 
enough. 

Hickey specifically pointed 
out one family whose home was

• slide. They received $10,000 
from FEMA, hardly enough to 
cover the purchase price of a 
new home. she said. 

Now that it's up and running, 
the Long-Term Recovery 
Committee will work with these 
and other families to tie them to 
available resources. They're 
working under an umbrella 
group, the Eastern Kentucky 
Long-Term Recovery 
Conunittee, made up of repre­
sentatives in Floyd, Pike, 

ments and commitments to 
those traditions, board members 
explained. 

So, why redistrict with all the 
fuss? 

State law mandates that pub­
lic school districts equate their 
population numbers across the 
board in order to have better rep­
resentation from their school 
board members. The running 
suggestion from the state is that 
school districts carry no more 
than 100 in population variance, 
a stipulation that is tough to 
match, particularly if it must 
also calculate board member 
preferences into the equation, 
Matthew Lemaster, a Big Sandy 
ADD GIS specialist said. 

"The objectivity is so strin­
gent," Lemaster said. "I think 
you're going to be looking at a 
huge population gap if you look 
at all of these different issues 
(concerns brought up by the 
members). Ju t looking at the 
numbers alone, it ' hard to get 
within 500." 

Currently, the populations in 
the five districts strongly differ, 
with three districts considerably 
under par. Districts 4 and 5, rep­
resented by Carol Stumbo and 
Glenna Slone, respectively, each 

Martin, Magoffin and Johnson 
counties. When the Floyd 
County chapter runs out of 
resources, they'll take their 
plight to the umbrella. commit 
tee, which then dictates the dis­
bursement of additional 
resources or funds. 

The Long-Term Recovery 
Committee is currently looking 
for case workers - specifically 
those already familiar with the 
case work process - who will 
investigate claims and connect 
families with the assistance they 
need. Suggestions made during 
the meeting tossed the ball to 
local retired teachers associa­
tions, social workers, organiza­
tional clubs or retired state 
employees "looking for some­
thing to do."

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Quality of life index 
shows importance 
of better schools

The way I read a new report from a 
state research center, Kentucky made 
more progress between 1990 and 2001 
than at any other time in its history. 

The relationship between educational 
improvement and economic well-being 
is also made strikingly clear in the recent 
report from the Kentucky Long-Term 
Policy Research Center. 

"The State of the Commonwealth 
Index" is a new measuring tool devel­
oped by the center to gauge Kentucky's 
performance compared to its own history 
and the pertonnance of other states. The 
index compares states' 1990 ranking on 
26 indicators to their 200 l position to 
quantify their overall quality of life. 
Kentucky has made steady progress, the 
report shows, and much of it is the result

The research center pulled data from 
national surveys and studies. The indica­
tors it used included measures of: 

• community attributes such as 
crime, home ownership and the teen 
birth rate 

• education - high school and college 
attainment, ACf and other national test 
scores 

• economy - per capita income, the 
poverty rate and business start-ups 

• environment - air and water quality 
• government - state and local effi­

ciency and voter participation 
The researchers compared Kentucky 

to the 49 states and, in a separate index, 
to 16 peer states that are similar demo­
graphically, geographically and econom­
ically to the Commonwealth. Here is 
what they found: 

• Kentucky's quality of life and well­
being climbed six places nationally, from 
46th to 40th, between 1990 and 200 I. 

"In tenns of progress, Kentucky 
ranked among the top ten, with only 
seven other states climbing more places 
in rank than did the Commonwealth." 
Michigan increased the most in rank 
nationally, moving from 24th to 7th, 
while Utah declined the most, falling 
from 8th to 20th.

• Kentucky improved the most in 
rank compared with its peer states, mov­
ing from 12th in 1990 to 1Oth in 2001. 

• Kentucky made progress in 15 of 
the 26 indicators, held steady on three 
and lost ground on eight. Most of the 
indicators where Kentucky declined or 
held steady were in the areas of commu­
nities, the environment and government. 

Where did Kentucky's progress come 
from? From improvements in education 
and the economy. As author Dr. Amy 
Watts described it: 

"Improvements in Kentucky's histori­
cally weak perfonnance areas of educa­
tion and the economy account for the 
majority ofthe progress shown here. The 
net growth in Kentucky's education and 
economy subindex scores from 1990 to 
2001 represent approximately 70 percent 
of the growth in the state's overall indell 
score among all the states and 80 percent 
among the peer states." 

In education, Kentucky improved its 
national position from 47th to 42nd and 
its rank among its peer states from 14th 
to lOth. Economic improvements moved 
Kentucky's ranking from 44th to 37th in 
the nation and from 13th to 9th among 
its peer states.

She became familiar with 
unwieldy weapons of mass con­
struction while renovating 100-
year-old homes for her cousin's 
contracting business. 

On her show, Vally guides a 
female homeowner - some­
times knowledgeable, usually 
not - in painting, sawing, nail­
ing and demolishing in the name 
of home improvement. 

Typically, the first pull of the 
nail gun's trigger incites a 
cathartic squeal in the home­
owner.

The second week of August 
shaped up as a fine one for fans of 
classic honur films as well as 
recent comedies. 

The big release of the week, 
though, was Quentin Tarantino's 
"Kill Bill, Volume 2." Uma 
Thurman returns in what is essen­
tially the second half of the Kill 

tJ Bill saga that was turned into two 
movies when Miramax Studios 
decided that it was (A) way too 
long for an action movie, and (B) 
an opportunity to make some seri­
ous cabbage since series films are 
currently big box office ("The 
Matrix," ''The Lord of the Rings" 
trilogy, etc.).

"It's not a design show," the 
39-year-old Brooklyn native 
declares in her chunky New 
York accent. "This is real stuff. 
There is a design element to it, 
but it's more practical." 

The show's projects are small 
and manageable. Each is doable 
with a free weekend and a trip to 
the local home improvement 
warehouse. In one episode, 
Vally helps a soldier's wife 
transfonn a backyard ditch into 
a peaceful pond. In other out­
ings, she constructs a fence and 

This time the battles are more 
intimate, with one-on-one brawls, 
as opposed to the last film, where 
Thwman took on an entire Yakuza 
gang and cleaned house like an 
atomic vacuum cleaner. David 
Canadine toplines as Bill and 
Michael Madsen (Mr. Blonde 
from "Reservoir Dogs") turns in a 
good low-key perfonnance as 
Bill's morally fiXated brother.

The payment was the first 
due under the lea e that allowed 
the team to build its stadium on 
city-owned land. 

A letter from the group's 
attorney accompanied the 
check. 

"The purpose of the payment 
is to demonstrate the intention 
of NKPB to move forward with 
the Florence Freedom," attorney 
Dennis Buckley of Cincinnati 
wrote. The owner "remain 
committed to baseball in the city 
of Florence and appreciate your 
5upport and cooperation." 

The city leased the team 30 
acres of land, where the team 
built Champion Window Field. 
Under the lease. the team is sup­
posed to make semi-annual pay­
ments for 30 years. 

~ The ownership group has a 
7 30-day grace period to pay the 

rent before it is in default on the 

lease. 
Mayor Diane Whalen said 

she would meet with city attor­
neys this week to decide what to 
do about the partial payment. 

The city could negotiate with 
the team, give it an extension for 
payment, or declare the lease 
invalid and evict the team from 
the stadium, Whalen said.

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Woods back in Wisconsin, where it all started eight years ag

HAVEN, Wis. - Tiger 
Woods is back where he started 
his professional career, this time 
chasing an end to his slump in 
the majors. 

Woods, playing an official 
tour event in Wisconsin for the 
first time since his pro debut in 
the Greater Milwaukee Open 
eight years ago, is trying to 
avoid going two seasons without 
a victory in a major champi­
onship. 

His last chance is the PGA 

Championship, which starts 
Thursday at Whistling Straits, 
the longest course in major 
championship history at 7,514 
yards. 

Woods is still No. 1 in the 
world rankings - he has been 
for a record-tying 331 consecu­
tive weeks - but that streak, 
along with his run of five 
straight PGA Tour player of the 
year awards could be in jeop­
ardy. He's 0-for-9 In the majors 
since winning the 2002 U.S. 
Open at Bethpage Black, with 
his best finish this year a tie for 
ninth in the British Open. 

"It's never easy to win a 
major championship," Woods 
said Tuesday. "I think all of you 
guys realize that now." 

He assumed as much when 
he joined the tour after two · 
years at Stanford and three 
straight U.S. Amateur titles. 

"I was just praying that I 
could do well enough not to 
have to go to Q-school," Woods 
said, "I was embarking on 
something 1 had never been 
through before and I didn't 
know what my future was going 
to hold for me." 

He tied for 60th in his pro 

debut in Milwaukee and earned 
$2,544, then won twice and had 
three top-1 0 finishes in only 
eight tournaments. 

A year later, Woods won four 
tournaments and his first Player 
of the Year award. 

"Boy it does seem like a life­
time ago," said Woods. "A lot 
has happened in my life since 
then." 

He has 40 tour wins -
though just one this season -
and his career earnings have 
topped $43 million. 

But he hasn't been able to 
return to the form of 2000 and 

2001. when he won 14 times, 
became the flrst player to hold 
all four professional major titles 
at once and set the bar at a 
height even he hasn't been able 
to reach. 

"I haven't been hitting the 
ball quite as close to the flags. I 
haven't been making as many 
putts," Woods said. "When I'm 
going out there and shooting 12-
under par In the U.S. Open and 
19-under par in the British 
Open, things are going pretty 
well. You're feeling pretty good 
about your game and you're rid­
ing a high. I shot some great 
scores on my run there.''

The $43.5 million center is 
being built in Ali's hometown. 

Lewis sees the contribution as 
an expression of gratitude to Ali 
for influencing him as an athlete 
and a public figure. 

"l want to be part of 
Muhammad Ali's legacy in help­
ing people - especially children 
- to find greatness within," 
Lewis said in a release. 

Ali is a former three-time 
heavyweight champion. Both Ali 
and Lewis are Olympic gold 
medal winners. 

The six-story, 93,000-square­
foot center will overlook the Ohio 
River in downtown l.ouisviUe. It 
will highlight Ali's humanitarian 

efforts with an emphasis on con­
flict resolution. It also will feature 
exhibits on Ali's boxing career. 

Lewis is the fJISt professional 
athlete to pledge money to the 
center, said center spokeswoman 
Jeanie Kahnk:e. His pledge also is 
one of the largest individual 
donations, she said. 

Ali's wife, Lonnie, said they 
were grateful for Lewis' support. 

"This gift says a lot about the 
man," lonnie Ali said. "Lennox 
is about giving back and he 
believes in what we're doing.

The Reds said Griffey was 
hurt while making a sliding 
catch in right field.

dence, while mutual respect 
helps to create trust and confi­
dence. It is very important that 
a child not feel he has failed. It 
is best to teach him that failure 
does not exist and that there are 
only brief setbacks on the path 
to success. By all means, never 
tell a child that he failed, let you 
or another adult down, or cannot 
be successful.

it done," and not "It's about 
time." Self-esteem is another 
portion of life that is increased 
with acceptable discipline and 
setting limits. The child without 
discipline tends to feel more 
dependent and as though he has 
less control over his world. 
Since your child cannot be pro­
tected from the disapproval and 
cruelties in the world, he will 
need the physical emotional pro­
tection of rules and limits to 
develop self-esteem. 

Now, what about the adult's 
self-esteem? Here is a quick-list 
of characteristics typical of peo­
ple with healthy or high self­
esteem: feeling confident in the 
face of life's challenges; willing 
to try new things most of the 
time; having a sense that they 
can make changes when they 
put in the effort; recognizing 
their personal strengths; giving 
themselves credit when it's due; 
realizing their contribution in 
the larger scheme of things: and 
having respect for themselves. 
In contrast, people with low 
self-esteem often: doubt them­
selves; have a low opinion of 
who they are and what they can 
do; dwell on personal weakness; 
have negative talk, such as "I'm 
not good enough" or "I can't do 
it;" compare themselves to oth­
ers continually and feel they 
don't measure up; feel uncom­
fortable or suspicious of compli­
ments; don't like to try new 
things; and end up doing things 
that other people want no matter 
how uncomfortable they feel. 
Although a high self-esteem has 
usually been valued, it has been 
found that self-esteem is not a 
plain and simple issue and that 
high self-esteem does not 
always protect you from risky 
situations. For example, experts 
have found that young people 
with high self-esteem have 
taken drugs and that self-esteem 
has not been proven to be a large 
part in racist, violent or criminal 
behavior. 

Although many folks believe 
you only need high self-esteem 
to be happy, successful and gen­
erally have positive mental 
health, the bottom line is that we 
all need a wide range of skills 
and support networks to help us 
get through life. A few of the e 
include being able to communi­
cate effectively, being able to 
make and keep friends, having 
goals, being able to handle con­
flicts, and learning how to deal 
with setbacks. Remember to get 
out there and do your best, take 
an active part in society, and 
avoid negative thoughts about 
yourself. Most of all, remember 
to accept that NO ONE gets it 
right all the time and that being 
continuously happy is impossi­
ble. 

(There are lots of books and 
online information about self­
esteem, but remember that it 
isn't all accurate and reliable, 
since we don't know all about it. 
Some suggested books include: 
You are what you think - Self 
talk; Half full or Half empty -
get optimistic; Problems - how 
to spot them, how to solve them: 
and If at first you don't suc­
ceed ... Try ... Try ... Persistence.)

By contrast. fires damage 
only the base of northern hard­
woods like the oaks and yellow­
poplars of Kentucky. These fires 
generate enough heat to create a 
basal wound that will car over, 
produce internal damage 
throughout a tree's live, and 
lower total dollar value of the 
tree at ale time. 

Although fire-damaged tree 
may remain alive for many 
decade , their monetary value 
will continue to decline if 
landowner allow them to 
remain after a fire. 

A responsible land tew­
ard would not intently overgraze 
a pasture or raise row crops on 
infertile soil. This same steward­
ship should be applied to timber 
crops by having a professional 
forester evaluate a crop of fire­
damaged trees. By initiating 
necessary forestry management 
operations after a fire. landown­
ers will improve both the future 
health and potential dollar value 
of the trees.

Countle s acre of 
Kentucky timber have been 
burned not just once, but everal 
times, yet the woodlands still are 
maintained while losing mone­
tary value. In contra t, unburned 
acres of mature timber likely 
will return thousands of dollar 
more to the landowner than 
those that have been burned. 
When loggers attempt to identi­
fy stands on which to initiate 
fore ·t operation , the) likely 
\\.ill turn awa) from tands with 
evidence of fire hi tory and go 
instead to stand · that have not 
been burned.

Commonly, a person with appen­
dicitis will tell you that his or her pain 
i worse when he or she coughs or goes 
over a bump in the road on the way to 
the hospital. Also, if you tap on the 
abdomen of someone with appendicitis, 
they will usually tell you it causes pain. 

So you can see, the diagnosis of this 
condition can be difficult even for a 
skilled and experienced physician. If 
the symptoms indicate the possibility of 
appendicitis, your doctor will ask for a 
blood test to check for an elevated 
white blood count that can indicate 
mfectlon.
